life-time, is of supreme import-
ance,” said Dr. Larsen., *“The ex-
pectation of life at Dbirth among
white males, for instance, would be
inereased from 55.386 years to §7,-
317 vyears if tubercnlosis were com-
pletely eradicated. The 1.931
vears thus gained is also the aver-
age loss to every white male at
birth. Of.this, 1.493 vears are lost
between the ages twenty and seven-
ty, the important wealth-produc-
ing ages in man's life,
Economic Loss

“Lives destroyed annually by
tuberculosis represent a tremend-
ous economic loss to the TUnited
States., Estimating the monetary
loss is assumed conservatively that
the wealth-producing capacity of
males from the age of twenly to
seventy was $§400. The annual loss
from deaths due to tuberculosis on
this basis Is at least 179 million
dollars.”

Love making of wasps was en-
tertainingly discussed gt another
sectional meeting by Dr. Grace H.

Ithaca, N. Y. She said:

Wasps' Lovemaking.

“The habits of wasp. make a
fascinating study. Before mating
oceurs a distin | courtship often
takes place. In one species the
male stands in front of the female,
1iis body sv-aying from side to side
while he rapidly taps her antennae
with his. Then he stops these at-
tentions and quickly runs around
' her, returning to his former posi-
tion.

Dr. Seth B. Nicholson of Mount
Wilson Observatory, Pasadena, Cal.,
discussed the temperatures of the
moon at another session.

“A body like the moon or 2a
planet emits two kinds of radia-
tion light reflected from its surface
and heat radiated principally at
long wave-lengthz,” he declared.
“We can seéparate these two by
means of a microscope cover-glass.

Temperature of Moon.

“The temperature of a point on
{he moon where the sun is directly
overhead in the lunar sky comes
out highe' than boiling water, 265
degrees Fahrenheit. Sulphur and
iodine would be in molton state,
Over one-eighth of the entire area
of the moon, an area about 1,600
miles in diameter in the middle of
the illuminated side the tempera-

ture is always above the boiling

point of water—212 degrees Fah-
renheit.”

Prof. Charles Schuchert of Yale
made the rather startling statement
In another address that miflions of
vears ago there was no Gulf of
Mexico. He was discussing the
geological history of the Antillean
region.

It must be rememhpred.
course. that 1927 was not a good
year from the menrnnon earnings
standpoint, In the second half of
the year the output of the auto-
mobile companies shrunk consider-
Ably due to the closing of the
Furd works and the decline in pro-
duction schedules of other import-
ant plants. The oil companies in
many cases euded the year in red
ink figures on their balance sheets,
because of a huge over-production
of erude oil and gasoline and the
consequent slumping of prices of
oil products. Copper companies
complained of low prices and un-
profitable operations, aud the tey-
tile companies suffered from the
same complaint.

Conditions Reversed

Since the first quarter of the
year these cocditions have been re-
versed. Relieved of the burdens of
large inventories, and finding an
ever-widening market for their
produets at home and abroad.
American industrial manufactur-
ers were encouraged to add materi-
ally to their pioducing capacities
and to speed up their machinery to
the highest point. Thus the opera-
tions pf tha steel mills have kept
above 80 per cent of capacity for
practically all of the second half of
the year, a considerable increase
over 1926, the previous peak year
of the post-war period.

Steel production, auntomobile
manufacturing and building con-
struction have held their own as
the “big three” in the back-log of
the country’s prosperity. General
Motors as an industrial money-
making giant has hardly been sur-
passed in this or any other age,
and with an aggregate of profits
this year of $300,000,000, it has
established a high water mark for
corporation profits that will Dbe
hard to surpass, though the Presi-
dent of General Motors ' rceently
declared that 1929 would be more
profitable for his big enterprise
than any previous year,

The steady improvement in the
textile industry has beeu one of
the outstanding features of the
yvear in the industrial - warld. Tex-
tile heads are striving manfully to
overcome the handicap of over-
producunn which has been hoiding

or more, ani many of them are
already seeing daylight just around
the corner.

Money Market

The squeeze in the money mar
ket was principally in the realm of
speculative borrowing, or the call
loan market, but It undoubtedly
had itg effect upon the commercial
money markets where rates have
peen unusually high, One by-pro-
doet of high rates has been the
enormoung increase in earnings of
the banking institutions all over
the country and the consequent
sky-rocketing of bank stogk prices
in a wide distribution of the shares
all over the country.

Fhe year closes with employ-
ment and wages at the peak of the
post-war pericd; with buying pow-
er never better; retail trade and
holiday trade booming; manu-
facturing corporations al or mnear
production; order
books carrying a good volume of
new orders, for home and foreign
markets; political gkies clearing
and lncreasing gond will at home
and abroad, American business
from =all indications Is on the
threshold of a prosperous period
that may stretch considerably long-
er than a single year.

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SPEEDING UP LICENSES

According to a recent bulletin
the Motor Vehicle Department con-
‘templates simplifying the process
of taking out automobile registra-
tion and drivers’ licenses. It Sug-
gests the elimination of certain
questions to which applicants are
now required to give sworn an-
gwers. One of these is the question
vhether or not the aplicant for a
driver's license has read and is
familiar with the automobile laws
of Connecticut. This the Depart-
ment would eliminate as a “100
per cent invitation to perjury.”

Now it is beyond any question
that thousands of applicants do
perjure themselves in their an-
swers to this guestion. It is a quite
common thing for a foreign-born
person to admit that - he cannot
read or write English and at the
same fime take his oath that he has
read the automobile laws—which
‘are printed in. English only.

' But are we getting anywhere in
the desired direction, if, for the
sake of relieving these people of
the inconvenience of perjury, we
eliminate the requirement that an
automobile driver should be famil-
jar with the laws? How wowd it
be, on the confrary, if some real
effort were made to find out wheth-
er the applicant ought to have u
license—is - fit to have a li-
cense? How can a person be
deemed fit to have a license wlho
doesn’t know the laws and can't
read either them or the road
signs?

There is a very pronounced fecl-
ing that far too many persons ave
given licenses as matters stand—
stupid people, ignorant people who
do not know the rules of the road
or care about them, people who
are all wrong in their sense of re-
sponsibility to their fellows, Should
we contribute to this dereliction by
opening the doors still wider? Or
shall we leave things so that some
day, perhaps, if we develop inter-
est and energy enough, we can
start testing the truth of these
sworn declarations—and possibly
get an example by putting some ‘cof
these ready perjurers in jail?

There would seem to be some in-
dication thar the Motor "Vehicle
Department had fallen into the
hebit of regarding the. prelimina-
ries to registration and license {s-
suing as purely pro forma; when,
as a matter of fact, the preliminary
requirements were originally estab-4
'lished to provide some sort of pro-
tection to the motoring public.

- Truly, anything that _will speed
up and simplify the work of the
Department is commendable—
provided it does not subordinate
the wellbeing of the people and

' the safety of the roads to the con-
venience of the Department. That
provision, to us, seems to be hign-
1y important,

ATHLETE'S EARLY DEATH

General devotion to athletics in|
the schools and colleges of the
United States is not yet of suffi-
ciently. long standing to permit of
its infiuence on longevity, if any, to
be demohstrated. Only a compara-
tively few men”and women ROW
above the age of fifty were keenly
interested in competitive athletics
in their youth., And until. what
might be called the athletic gener-
ation has approached somewhere
near the natural limitations of hu-
man life it will be impossible to
know whether its perlod of dura-
tion is to be longer 'or shorter than
those of generations which grew
up Wwithout the experience of organ-
lzed general athletics.

CRYING *“WOLEF"
There is an evident disposition
on the part of many physicians
turoughout the country not to take

too seriously the bulletins issued

by, the federal Public Health Serv-
ice concerning the extent of epi-
demic influenza. The Service indi-

cated last night that there were |

ahout‘ a million new cases of the
sg-called flu. '

*"wHow does the Health Service
know that these are cases of indlu-
enza?'” is the pertinent question

being -asked by leading physicians.

In the vast majority of the indi-
vidual cases reported there has
been no laboratory verification of
the presence of influenza, so that
it is really impossible to make any-
thing like an accurate diagnosis.
The chances are that scores and
hundreds of thousands of common
colds are getting a rating as flu,
when they are really not fiu at all

It is being pointed oidt that the
death rate, even in the areas most
affected by the epidemic colds—or
possibly  influenza—is  scarcely
above the normal, whereas the his-
tory of true flu epidemics invarl-
ably has shown a rate of mortality
much higher than normal.

It is the part of wisdom,
course, to lecture the people of
the country into realization that
the greatest care should be taken
tc prevent even the common cold
from developing; but the manu-
facturing of ‘a scare about influ-
enza, if there iz no occasion for it,
would seem to be a rather useless
prdceeding and, in the long run, an
ili-advised one.

The ery of “Wolf!" is a danger-
ous one to raise when there is no
wolf. It may have a serious reac-
tion later.

IMPROVING THE CIRCULATION.

A defective circulation becomes
‘especially noticeable during the
cold winter months. It causes cold
hands and feet, and may cause the
skin to assume a pale purplish color
similar in appearance to the skin of
one who has been drowned or
asphyxiated.

Elderly people or those who are
weakened by disease or excesses,
almost {invariably suffer from a
poor circulation of blood.

The principal causes of a poor
circulation can be listed as follows:

1. If the valves of the heart are
diseased, the heart cannot pump the
hlood into the arteries with suf-
ficient foree,

2. An inflammation of some in-
ternal organ may cause such a local
engorgement of blood that the ex-
tremities will have a deficient sup-
ply.

3, If one i3 tired or of a low vi-
tality his nerves do not send the
proper stimulation to the arteries
ang veins, especially, lose much of
their power to contract and propel
the blood.

4, Because of a toxic irritation,

thicken and their calibre become so
small that the blood can only pass
through with difficulty.

5. There may be obstructions or
thickening material {n the blood
stream preventeing its free pas-
sage through the capillaries.

6. A poor circulation below the
waistline may be caused by tight
corsets, belts or garters, or by pro-
lapsed abdominal organs pressing
on the veins coming from the legs.
Tight collars may cause a slowing
of the circulation of the facs,
making it puffy. Tight hat bands
may impede the circulation to and
from the scalp and constitute a
common cause of baldness.

The causes of defective circula-
tion which I have just outlined will
suggest why some cases can be
readily corrected and why others
take much time and effort. You
can not expect your sluggish cir-
culation to improve if you just sit
around and wait for it do so. )

Everyone working at a sedentary
occupation will have a peor circula-
tion unless vigorous exercises are
faken at some time duirng the day.
Regular physical culture exercises
are invaluable as the relaxing and
contracting of the muscular tigsues
not only develop the muscular tone
of the blood vessels but also exert a
pumping acticn upon. the lymphatic
vessels and veins

Deep breathing exercises produce
an immediate stimulation of the
circulation, and regulated breath-
ing exercises are probably the best
means for bringing about a freer
cireulation in all parts of the body
and at the same time cause the oxi-
dation of many toxic substances.

If the blood has become laden
with toxie substances which itrritate
the inner lining of the blood vessels
and cause the circulation "to be
sluggish, itis a gonod plan to
cleanse the blood by fasting and
dieting. - The blood will -circulate
more freely when thus purified.

For all kinds of defective-circu-
lation it is a good plan to take long
walks each 'day. This increases the
heart action ard induces more of
the rapid breathing so necessary
for oxidizing the blood. Do not be
disappointed if you do not notice a
big improvement within a few days.
Continue to gradually inerease your
physical breathing exercises and
follow the right diet and you will
soon be réwarded with rich, red
blood bounding to every cell of
your body.

. Adhesions and Appendicitis,

Question: Mrs, J. E. asks:
“Would adhesions caused from an
appendicitis operatign cause one's
right leg to ache? I had the opera-
tion five years ago and have been
bothered with adhesiong only in the
last few months.”

Answer: Adhesions' on the right
side around the cecum
cause such pressure on the perves
going into the leg as to produce an
aching or numbness in the right
leg. This is also due, sometimes, to
an accident during an operation
when some of the nerves are sever-
ed. However, the pain may be only
due to the right side of the colon
being packed with fecal matters.
After an appendicitis operation the
cecum and ascending colon lose
much of thelr muscular tone and
there is more tendency to bloating,
distention and packing of feces
then even before the operation.

Word of a new negro cabaret or
theater or dance hall travels fast
into the mid-town belt, where it
passes, from one to another and,
iwlthln a week, the white invasion
s on.

What started a couple of years
ago as a fad among the sophisti-
cates who went on the trail of Van
Vechten's atmospheric novels, has
becomeé a commonplace.

I seem to crave it—
can't get along without jt—and my
mother tells me it drys up my
blpod. I would like your advice
about it.

‘Answer: Magnesium carbonate is
a rmildly aperient antacid. There
is‘no serious harm from its use ex-
cept, that you are liable to neglect
the remnval of the real cause of
vour . constipation which Is either
in wrong food or a prolapsed and
kinked contiition of your intestines.

It iz unnecessary to become 2a
slave to any drug laxative or med-
jeinal preparation. but they are of-
ten temporary lifesavers when you
are trying to discover the bad
habits or faulty functionihg which
is producing your disorder.

Darkness Around Mouth

Question: L. J. asks: Just what
canses darkness around the mouth.
mostly under the nose, Is it kid-
ney trouble? Also what causes me
to-rub my eyes a lot? What wash
g &ood?"”

Apswer: Darkness of the skin
around the month usually comes
from liver de-rangement which is
invariably due to faulty diet. Your

ALCOHOL DEATHS
ON THE INCREASE

—_—

Yearly Graft Collected Abont
Two Million, Says Direc-
tor.

PR

Chicago, Dec. 28.—Drunkenness,
deaths from alcoholism and con-
sumption of liguors in the United

States is cn the increase despite
prohibition, John C. Gebhart, di-
rector of the Research Department
of the Association Against the Pro-
hibition Amendment, declared here
today in an address hefore the
american Political Science Associa-
tion.

A steady increase in the distill-
ing of intoxicating liquors as well
as smuggling was claimed by Geb-
hart, who said the total vearly an-
nual graft collected at Detroit
alone in connection with smuggling
averaged about $2,000,000.

Gebhart, who termed his talk
the ‘‘Scdandals of Prohibition,"” em-
phasized nis speech with the fol-
lowing figures:

1. Arrests for drunkenness in
534 communities throughout the
United States have risen from 281,-
561 in 1920 to 664,101 in 1926.

2. Deaths from alcobolism have
constantly increased since 1926,
growing from 1.0 per 100,000 pop-
ulation in 1920 to 4.0 per 100,000
population in 1827.

Insanity Increasing

3. Alcoholic insamity in New
York has increased from 1.9 per
100,000 population in 1920 to 7.0
in 1927.

4. A similar increase in numbar
of automobile licenses revoked be-
cause of G¢runkenness has been re-
ported in Massachusetts, Rhode
Island and New Jersey,

5. In 1921 a total of 9,746 dis-
tilleries were seized, while in 1928

| Daily Health Service
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BACKACHE ONE OF MAN'S
MOST COMMON AILMENTS.

By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN.

Editor Journal of the American
Medical Association and of Hygeia,
the Health Magazine.

Backache Is one of the most
common complaints suffered by
mankind today.

Ifivestigations made by special-
ists in various flelds of medicine
indicate that backache may result
from many causes involving the
body as a whole, the bones of the
spine, the bones of the pelvis, or
{he nervous system generally.

Some cases of backache are due
to poor posture, the people suf-
fering having knock-knees, hollow
backs, round shoulders, promi-
nent abdomens, and long, Narrow
chests. Such people are constant-
ly out of balance and maintain apn
upright position only by continu-
ous muscular effort.

Chronic Cases.

Dr. Frank D. Dickson empha-
sizes the fact that the muscles and
Jigaments associated with the
bonee of the spine are kept con-
stantly under strain because of
the bad posture, and as a result

tie person develops a chronic

backache,

In, some cases, inflammation
takes place in the joint which
make up the spine as a result of
infection earried to. the joints by

the blood from places of infection
elsewhere in the body. Naturally
if there is inflammation, there is
irritation and pain.

There are, of course, many seri-
ous conditions which may affect
the spinal cord. There are actual
fractures of the bones of the spine
which may result in serious pains
in the back.

In the majority of instances,
wowever, the X-ray may be usei
to reveal definitely any changes
from the normal in the spine it-
self.

Sometimes chronic bdckache oc-
curs as' aresult of interference
with drainage of fluid from the
kidneys, or because of other dis-
turbances of these organs,

Sometimes backache follows in-
flammation of glands not infre-
quently due in women to the
pains in organs associated with
childbirth. s

Arrangement of furniture fix-
tures and decorations in any home
should have as its basle quality
usefulness, When this has been tak-
en care of, decorative effect should
be “considered.

Take the lighting fixtures for ex-
ample. The overhead chandeller
should be abolished, many decora-
tors believe, and Jlamps or side:
lights should be placed where they
will do the most good. In the lib-
rary each chair, davenport. or desk,
at which reading and writing 1s
done should have its own light. In

SOVIETS DRAFT
TECHNICAL MEN
FOR GOVT. WORK

Moscow.—Conscription of unil-
versity and technical school grad-
uates into the services of the state
immediately upon graduation is de-
manded by the Commissariat of
Labor to assure a sufficient supply
of engineers and technical experts
in places where they are neecded.

A law to this effect has Dbeen
submitted by the Commissariat to
the Cabinet for approval. It is the
most drastic promulgation of the
Communist creed that the duty of
every individual is to serve the
state first and his family and him-
self last.

Drastic Method.

Since the state has provided the
means of education, even though
students may have paid part of the
expenses in the form of tuition,
books and dormitory rent, it has a
right, according to the proposed
law to draft any graduate it wants
or needs.

This rule used to apply only to
students who received their educa-
tion on scholarships, Now it is to
apply to all students, men and wo-
men.

The law would give the Commis-
sariat of Labor the power to send
a graduate feacher to a country
school for & mipimum of two pears
following graduetion. A graduate
engineer might be snt to some
mine in dreary Siberia for the
same length of time,

For State First,

Every graduate would have
report to the Commissariat im-
mediately upon receiving his di-
ploma. He could take no job until
the Commissarial had either given
him a position in some state indus-
try or undertaking, or released him
from the obligation of conscriptory
work.

The law also proposes to abolish
the privilege which scholarship
students enjoy of repaying the
government for the costs of thelr
education and thus be given free-
dom to seek their own fortunes.
