‘BIGGER NAVY”
FOES APPEAL
O PRESIDENT

Senator King Calls U. §. a
Hypocrite for Building
Warships and Talking
Peace at the Same Time.

Washington, Dec. 31. — An ap-
peal to President Coolidge and
President-Elect Hoover to summon
the nations of the world here for a
new disarmament conference, along
with a postponemert of action on
the administratior’s *“Big Navy”
bill for one year, was made today
by Senato__r William H. King (D) of
Utah.

King called the administration’s
attention to the activities of 'the
preparatory commission of the
League of Nations, which is nego-
tiating for a new disarmament con-
ference, and to the pending ratifi-
cation of ‘the Kellogg multilateral
anti-war treaty, With these peace
moves under way, King declared
the United States should postpone
all increasing armament moves un-
til the government can determine
whether further world disarma-
ment is possible.

Appeals to President.

“I appeal to President Coolidge
and to President-Elect Hoover 1o
withhold action on the-cruiser bill
until next December,” sald King.,
“In the meantime, they can initiate
a move for a new disarmament
conference either independent of or
in co-operation with the prepara-
tory commission of the League of
Nations.

“If these efforts for disarma-
ment fail and there is a disposition
on the part of other nations to
strengthen their armaments, then 1
would not oppose a cruiser hill."”

Hypocritical Position.

King asserted the United States
is put in a “hypocritical” position
by sponsoring a pact to outlaw war
while at the same time, expanding
its fighting navy.

“For the United States to ratify
the Kellogg-Briand pact—which is
intended to outlaw war—and then
tn enter a naval® Tace with Great
Britain is to lay our nation open to
the charge of hyprocrisy,” he
added. “The important thing is,
that, ‘having announced to . the
world he would lead. the way to
the outlawry of war, it would come
a3 a shock to the other peoples of
the earth If we ratified the pact
and then proved the building of
fifteen powerful cruisers.”

King warned the administration
that the passage of the new cruiser
bill would slow down the construc-
tion of the eight great cruisers al-
ready authorized by Congress.

TREASURY FACING
BIG DEFIEIT NOW

Short from 30 40 Millions:
Utmost Economy Needed
by Congress.

Washington, Dec. 21 —The na-
tion’s treasury faces a deficit of
from $30,000,000 to $40,000,000
at the end of the fiscal year ending

June 30, Rep. Anthony (R) of Kan-

sas, chairman of the House appro-
priations committee, said today,

A deficit may be avolded, he stat-
ed, only by the exercise of the ut-
most economy by Congress and by
unusually heavy tax receipts as @&
result of general industrial . pros-
perity.

Anthony said his estimate ‘was
based upon information from the
Treasury, the appropriations. thus
far made and those in prospect.

The possible deficit, he said,
might be increased to $80,000, 000
if the government loses the $45 -
000,000 back pay case now in the
Supreme Court. In this case the
railroads were given increased vay
for carrying the mail by an Inter-
state Commerce Commission order.

The surplus of $36,000,000 on

Coolidge in his budget message was
overcome by an additional $75,000,-
000 found necessary for tax re-

funds.

FOUR LIVES LOST
AS BANDITS WAR

Guns Roar in Chicago—Two

"Men Killed in Crowded
Dance Hall.

Chicago, Dee, 31.—Gangland,
police and bandit guns, roaring in
the close of a year of bloodshed,
strife and internecine warfare,
took a toll of four lives in Chicago
today.

Two men were shot and killed In
one of the largest night éhubs here,
victims of gang warfare.

A theater manager was shot and
killed by a bandit,

One of three youths was shot and
killed by a detective in a heectic
automobile chase.

Hardly had the smoke of battie
died in the Granada Cafe, south
side cabaret, in -which Hugh
“Stubby’” MecGovern and Willianr
“Gunner’y McFadden, met death,
when Matthew Taylor, 36, theater
manager, was shot and killed by a
fone bandit who escaped. Simul-
taneousliy. on the far south side of
tbe city, Fred Splady, 16, of East
Chicago, was killed by a detective
when he and two -companions
sought to escape arrest.on a charge
of stealing automobiles.

_The most spectacular shooting
was that in the Granada Cafe.
Whiler Guy Lombardo and his
Royal Canadians orchestra, famous
to the radio audience, was playiog
a popular song, shots crashed into
the strains of the. music. More than
150 dancers rushed from the fioor
in the confusion. When- police ar-
rived they found McGovern and Me-
‘Fadden dead with George Mahoney
holding.a revolver in his hand near
them.

Mahoney, in a cell, told an inco-
herent ‘tale of shooting in self-de-
fense. Bolth McGovern and - Me-
Fadden were well known: to police
as beer runners and “racketeers.”

Killed in Theater. '

The shooting of Taylor was al-
‘most as spectacular. A bandit sat
in a‘seat of a moving picture thea-
ter and suddenly pressed a revolver
into 'the side of Mrs. Lilllan Lee,
theater organist,

“Take me upstairs to the office
or I'll kill you,” he whispered. She
complied, Taylor was _counting
about $2,000. He lunged at the

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NO ONE DIED
FROM POISON
LIQUOR XMAS; -
Doran_Says This is Due to
Denaturing Formula; Wild-

cat Alcohol Is Calledl

Pure.

Washington, Dec. 31—In marked
contrast to virtually every holiday
season since the Volstead Act went
into. effect, there were no decths
this Yuletide attributable to poison-
ed liguor, according to an official
report today by Prohibition Com-
missioner J. M, Doran.

No report was received- by the
prohibifion bureau of the distribu-
tion of wood alcohol
poisoned beverages by .bootleggers.
No deaths could be traced to the
beverage use of alcohol denatured
under the government’s formulas,

Dr. Doran informed thetreasury
there were a number of deaths due
to acute alcoholism as a result of
the Christmas celebrations.

Removed Taste'

The prohibition bureau felt that
the ahsence of deaths this year is
plained, the bootleggers have turn-
denaturing formula for industrial
alcohol put Into effect last year has
removed the oil taste.

As a result, treasury officials ex-
plained, the booeleggers have turn-
ed almost exclusively to illicitly dis-
tilled alcohol for the ‘base of their
liquors. Some of this alcohol is ad-
mittedly bad and.officials said that
“no good will come of drinking it.”
On the other hand some of the wild-
cat alcohol {8 virtually as pure as
that manufactured legitimately.

New Court Ruling

Doran’s report also contained
ccmment on the recent decision of a
Philadelphla, federal judge holding
a buyer of liguor guilty of violation
of the law where transportation was
Involved.

However, the federal government
cannot with its- present force, at-
tempt to prosecute everybody' who
buys liquor, even should the higher
federal courts hold that the. Phila-
delphia interpretation of the law is
correct. The vast mgajority of the
sales are only petty violations of
the law and come within the class
of misdemeanors which the Treas-
ury Department always bas. held
should be prosecuted in the muniei-
pal and state courts.

DISCOVER NEW SERUM
TO FIGHT PNEUMONIA

Indorsed by Medical Men It
Will Be Used: All Over the
Country.

‘\Xshington. Dee, 31.—Although
deaths are increasing at a greal
rate in this country because of the
present flu epidemic, it is believed
that an improved serum will do
much to aid in the battle against
pneumonia, according to Dr.
George W. McCoy of the hyglenic
laboratories ¢f the United States
Public Health Service.

The new serum has been made
possible by Lucius M. Littauer, mil-
lionaire manufacturer of Glovers-
ville, N. Y., who pledged himself
to aid in the battle against pneu-
monia, when his wife died of pneu-
monia four years ago.

The serum has been indorsed by
the Academy of Medicine, Johas
Hopkins University, Harvard and
Cornell medical colleges. It is the
refined and concentrated product
of a serum which has been used in
{he treatment of pneumonia for fif-
teen years, and is from two to five
times, as potentious as the old se-
rum, The present supply of the se-
rum is comparatively small, but
plans are under way for the imme-
diate manufacture. of quantities
sufficient for the entlire country.

Had Distinguished Record.

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PROFESSOR SCORES
SECRET RETAINERS

—_—

Scientist Says College Teach-
ers Sheuld Beware of Un-
ethical Fees.

New York, Dec. 31.—University
and college professors should at
all times be free to express thelr
views publiely and under no cir-
cumstances should they accept
“gaeret” retainers from PPublie Util-
[ty corporations, Professor J. Mg-
Keen Cattell, one of America’s
foremost scientists, declared in an
exciusive interview with Interna-
tional News Service today.
was commenting upon the case of

professors who have been accused!

of accepting ‘fee- " from the power
lobby for lectures, papers and
other public activities against the
Bounlder Dam project.

Prof. Cattell is chairman of the
executive committee of the Amer-
ican Association for the Advance-
ment of Science which is in con-
vention here. He is editor of Sci-
ence and of other scientific publi-
cation. He was former'y a pro-
fessor of psychology in Columbia
University. ™

“I am much interested in the at-
titude of professors on the matter
of where they derive money out-
gide their regular position,” said
Prof, Cattell. *“It is a question of
high ethical importance.

“I think entire freedom should
be given to the professor to ex-
press himself. No influence on the
part of the university should pre-
vent a professor from expressing
his opinion. on the problem of the
control of our national resources.

Must Be Open.

“Neither is there any reason
why a professor should not accept
a retainer for his advice for pre-
paring books or lectures. How-
ever, it is very inadvisable for the
university professor 1o accept a
secret retainer and act as as 1o
forward the interest of a corpora-
tion without it being made known
;hm he is being paid for his serv-
ce."”

Prof. Cattell declared that the
power lobby has given money to a
famous eastern university, and one
loeated in the middle west, for re-
search in the field of public utili-
ties. No conditions were attached,
however, when these requests were
made. he said. But, in his opinion,
it is not good policy to acecept en-
iowments from public utility cor-
porations.

Not a Good Policy.

“Personally, I doubt il it is good:‘

nolicy,” he asserted. *‘The pro-
lessor should feel free to express
himself on public questions. The
mere knowledge that the university
av which he is employed has re-
reived bequests from big corpora-
tions might defer him from express-
ing his views."

Diccussing the value of
vention of seientists such as is now
in progress, Prof. Cattell said:

“Seience does two things; first,
it tells the truth about the world
in whieh we live, That is a matter
of fundamental -interest to all in-
telligent people. Second. science
has given us the economic basis nf
our civilization.

“The economic production of sei-

ence has given us our wealth—the |

many advantages we DOssess todav.
Our luxuries, ané our high stand-
ard of living. Ore man loday ecan
accomplish as much az four men
did one hundred vears ago. This
is due primarily (o the applied
knowledge gained through scien-
tifie research.”

We have never boen as deoply
jmpressed as some people with the
usefulness of either Avctle or Au-
tarctle  oxploration—have always
heen a bit suspicious that the “'sel-
entifie value™ of such activities is
not entirely without a fictional
quallty; or rathey that their sciens
tifie character is completely dispro-
portionate to the risks and the
costs and would never in the world,
by itself, tempt men to the hazards
and sufferinga of this kind of ex-
ploration—it {s the sheer apirit ot
adventure that lles at the base of
(hese expeditions, and has, since
(he days of Eric the Red.

But of such honor as lles In
stark courage and hardlhood, It
seems to us there should be an
honest distribution, In the element
of modesty, at least, it has to be
admitted that the Wilkins expedi-
tion has a shade or two on that
of the gallant Commander Byrd.

ployment to 30,000 jobless men—
and Detroit has had plenty of
them for a good while.

To be sure, the announcement
will be greeted with satisfaction
everywhere, ag it serves to put Lo
rest certaln susplclons that the
known falling off in Ford car pro-
duction was something of an index
of general business conditions.
And a reduction of the total num-
ber of the country’s unemployed by
s0 much as 30,000 individuals 1is
not without importance.

Under the system to be put in
gperation in the Detroit Ford shops
—later, it is reported, to be ex-
tended to the company's various
assembly plants throughout the
country—six men will be employ-
ed on every flve jobs. Sunday will
be a general holidgy for every-
body. One out of every six will
have Saturday and Sunday off, one
will have Sunday and Monday, so
that one-third of the employes will
have two consecutive days of
leisure. The other two-thirds will
have Sunday and some day other
than Saturday or Monday.

For Detroit, under existing con-
ditions, this will be completely
beneficial, But the fly in the oint-
ment is that there is liable to arise
from it & cew impetus to the five-
day-week movement., And the five-
day-week, while feasible for a busi-
ness as inherently profitable as that
of the Ford Motor Company, is sim-
ply not an economic possibility in
the great majority of American in-
dustries.

It would be fine if Americans as
a whole only had to work five days
a week in order to support them-
selves and their families—it would
be finer yet if they only had to
work four days, or three, or two
or one or not at all. But unfortu-
nately that much work by all the
workers will not utrn the trick—
it won't produce the bread and
meat and houses and clothes and
soap and silk stockings and radios
and what-not that America needs,
even if it will produce the Ford
cars.

THAT TOLL ROAD

Some Connecticut commentatovs,
dealing with the subject of a pro-
posed toll highway from New
York to Boston, appear to be aflect-
ed by hurt pride through the impli-|
cation that this state is unable to
build as good roads as anybody
could want. Otherwise they seem to

be favorably impressed by the stu-|

pendous idea,

Frankly it wouldn’'t hurt our
pride in the tiniest degree—and we
hold our loyalty and sensitiveness,
where Connecticut is concerned, to
be as great as anybody's—Iif pri-
vate capital were to build not one
but half a dozen great speedways
across this state in both directions,
and charge all the toll it wanted
to. Provided, of course, that its
right to take property for the pur-
pose be sedulously controlled and
the rights of the landowners com-
pletely saleguarded.

It is planned to build a turn-
pike which will eross no railroad,
trolley track or public highway at
grade, It is estimated that it will
cost $85,000,000—a puack of money
but probably not too much to earn
dividends.

Qur special keenness for this
project is derived solely from the
expectation that If it should reuni-
ly come into being such a boule-
vard would, presumably, take off
the public highways the worst
geourge that afrliot them, the high-
speed drivers,

Assuredly it {3 not the business
of the state of Connecticut to
spend itg people’'s money on such
speedways as this  contemplated
one, for, the free use ol haste-
maniacs mogt of whom live outside
the state, but it some multi-mil
lonaire corporation seeg fit to ¢a-
ter to those folks and can get tham
away from the rest of us, good luek
to !

However, the turaplke corpora-
tion should be required to operate
its own emergency and ambulance
gservice and look after its own
dead and wounded, For be that
highway as straight as a  plumb-
line and as wide as the road ta
hell, it will be the banuner spot of
the world for slaughter unless we
misg our guess, However, it will
contribute tremendously to the
comparative safety of the publle
roads. We are for it,

FARMINGTON LAKE

The proposed elaborate extension
of Hartford’'s municipal water sup-
ply by the counstruction of an elght-
mile lake in the Farmington val-
ley: at a cost of a number of mll-
lions of dollars Is magunificent—
but Is it economics?

There is sweeping over the coun-
try a perfect craxe for the expen-
diture, on public works, of huge
sums of money raised on the cred-
it ot states and munlcipalities, to
be_ paid for—together with still
greater sums In interest, by a suc-
ceeding generation or generations,
In the present instance the big
‘waterworks scheme is admittedly a
matter of provision for the future
~—there is no ifmmediate need of

it, nor is any neec lkely Lo arise j

'

[withln a few years. The Hartford

Board of Water Commissioners is
taking a long look ahead.

To look ahead is the part of wis-
dom, But the look should embrace
more than one possibility, In the
present instance it might possibly
be well to take into consideration
the entirely reasonable possibility

that there may come a time, per-

haps long before Hartford shall
need this eight-mile lake, when
we shall not be reveling in this
present bull-market prosperity;
when employment shall be less
lavishly provided than at present
and when prices shall be further
from war peak than they are to-
day. In other words, such opera-
tions as this contemplated one are
exactly the kind of thing that
should be carried out, not in times
of near-inflation, but in times of
depression or at least of let-down.

Such works as Hartford's futur-
istic water works addition are pre-
cisely the kind of thing, on a small-
er scale, that President-elect. Hoo-
ver had in mind when he proposed
his huge construction program—to
be visualized, blue printed—and
then tucked away pending the time
when the people shall be looking
for jobs.

UNUSUAL FOODS

In his efforts to survive In the
face of obstacles, and assuage the
pangs of hunger, omnivorous man
has made use of. practically every
edible substance of the plant and
animal kingdoms. Though countless
kinds of things have been eaten, we
find that “here 18 a curious resem-
blance in the diversified menus as
to quantities of food and the chemi-
cal elements consumed. Instinct
and experiment have gulded the
Bushman, the Japanese, the Turk
and the Russian, alike, to seek
foods rich in protein, carbohydrate,
fat and mineral elements, though
they know neither the names nor
the existence of these things. The
diet of every race has contained all
four of these essential food ma-
terials.

So accustomed do we become to
the special foods,in our own vicin-
ity that the foods of other races, of
which we are but little acquainted,
seem to us strange or even repul-
sive,’ even as the beef, mrtton,
pork, potatoes and wheat bhread
diet which to us is so familiar, may
seem odd to others. In somge part
of the world the foods listed as fol-]
lows are esteemed as delicacies:
Armadillo, beaver, bear, buffalo,
cat, camel, cuckoo, cuttlefish, dog,
donkey, elephant, elk, frog, hedge-
hog, horse, hippopotamus, kanga-
roo, lion, llama, mouse, monkey,
mule, musk, ox, Jdpossum, ostrich,
parrot, peacock, pelican, penguin,
porcupine, rat, rhinoceros, shark,
snail, snake, squirrel, swan, toad,
tortoise, whale, walrus and zebra.

It Is possible for us to Imagine
using these foods In emergency or
necessity, and even conjecture the
possibility of cultivating a taste
for some of them, but it is hard to
understand how some of the insect
family can be considered especially
delectable by primitive races, Some
of the inseets actually used as food
are: ants, ant larvae, grasshoppers.
locusts, ecaterpillars, grubs, silk-
worm chrysalis and Immature bees.

Many strange vegetable sub-
stances, too, have been tested by
curious humans, Several races have
found that powdered sawdust, {rom
non-turpentine Learing trees, could
be mixed with fiour and used for
making bread, as have been various
dried root vegetables. Millet, al-
thongh used by about one-third of
the humans of the earth as food. is
hardly known of in England or
Amerlea, though It makes a most
delicions breakfast cereal. Buck-
wheat, if peeled and cracked, makes
a pleasing addition to vegetables
and may be substituted for potatoes
or rice.

The common root vegetables and
tubers are but few, but there are
many others, just as wholesome.
but not as well known, such as: the
Jerusalem artichoke; the dasheen:
the tare; the stachys. a tuber of the
mint family: the cassava, [rom
which tapioca is extracted; arrow-
head tubers; nasturtium roo*s:
water chestnuts, lotus roots and
seed, many lily bulbs; salsify roots]
skirret roots: dahlia bulbs; celeri-
ac. There are also many whole-

@®some green vegetables but little

known, some wild and some culti-
vated in limited sections. A few
of these are: Sea kale, collards,
chickory, dandelion, sorrel, orach,
turnip, beet and radish tops, dock,
stinging nettle, chard, plantain,
leaves, mustard, watercress, lambs
quarter, pigweed, poke sprouls,
chickweed, Irish moss, cactus buds,
yucea stems and pods, agar-agar,
kelp, cabbage palm, nasturtium,
purslane, roselle buds, borage, bean
sprouts, bamboo shoots, gourds,
udo and Indian lettuce,

Because of our improved methods
of transportation and storage, new
vegetables and fruits are being in-
troduced to our markets each year.
Many tropical and semi-tropical
fruits, nuts and vegetables are now
available in northern markets, and
the meats and the fishes of the
colder climates are shipped, and
perfectly preserved In a frozen con-
dition until they reach their destin-
ation, whether it be Florida, South-
ern California or sunny Spain.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWEPS

Nicotine Poisoning

Question: 0. J. asks: ““Witl you
please, give me the symptoms of
nicotine poisoning?”

Answer: Nicotine acts principally
on the braim and spinal cord, first
causing nervous excitement and
then death. The cause of death is
apparently paralysls of the respira-
tory center and violent contraction
of the intestinal tract. Nicotine
absorbed by the blood is excreted
unchanged by the saliva and kid-
neys. Pure nicotine causes death
almost as guickly as prussic acid.
Six mgrns. are considered fatal.
There are several cases of suicide
which were caused by swalling a
plug of tobacco. Poisoning has
also resulted from drinking a brew
made of tobacco leaves. Nicotine
poisoning from smoking, however,
is almost impossible since most of
the nicotine is destroyed by the
burning.

Question: R. M. writes: "L hawe
a wen on the left side of the ueck
just back of the ear. Will you
please tell me the cause, as I seem
perfectly healthy. Also, how can
[ got rid of 1t?"

Answer: It will probhably he nec-
essary for you to have the wen re-
moved by a plastic surgeon.

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ELIMINATING WORRY VITAL
IN TREATING TUBERCULOSIS

This is the se,cond of an import-
ant series of three articleseon cli-
mate and tuberculosis.

It has been emphasized in a pre-
vious article in this series that
there is no one best climats for tu-
berculosis, and that many factors
enter into the cholce of the place
to which the patient with this dis-
ease is to be sent, if he is to leave
home at all. )

Certainly he should not travel
into a new community without suf-
ficient funds to take care of him
for at least a year, to provide him
with good food and lodging, and to
make sure that he will have com-
petent medical attention,

Mental Attitude

The satisfaction of the pa-
ient's mind is of the utmost im-
portance. A mother will not get
well if she is constantly worried
about the condition of the children
that she has left at home.

A business man will not recover
_as well in a strange climate as at
home if he is constantly worried
about his business. It is for this
reagon that many institutions have
grown up near all of the large cit-
ies in our country.

The routine of treatment in
such instances is of greater ad-
vantage than any possible advan-
tages to be derived from climate,
The biggest advantage of an insti-
tution is the fact that the patient
can be educated in the proper
routine of:life leading to recovery.
" The seépnd reason for treating a

b

»patient in an institution rather
than at home is the advantage of a
change. As pointed out by Dr.
James Alexander Miller in his com-
plete consideration of the subject
in the American Review of Tuber-
culosis, healthy people, when tired,
experience a tremendous improve-
ment in their general physical and
mental tone by a complete change
of environment.

This iIs all the more true of those
with tuberculosis. People who live
in apartments or tenement houses
frequently do better merely by
transfer to a day camp near the
seashore or in the country.

Oxygen and Rest.

The advantages of open-air life
and open-air sleeping are now rec-
ognized by common experience,
These increase the general tone of
the body, quiet the nervous system
and favor relaxation and sleep.

Dr. Miller made a complete sur-
vey of varlous resorts for the care
of the tuberculosis in this country,
as a result of which he has drawn
up certain definite conclusions rel-
ative to the importance of climate
in this disease. These conclusions
are so significant that they will be
glven in full in a subsequent
article.

AMERICAN AUTOS
PLAN TO INVADE
GERMAN MARKET

Berlin.—The American automo-
mobile industry is preparing for a
determined invasion of the German
market, according to indications
here.

Nearly two dozen American aun-
tomobile firms have made sound-
ings in both German and American
official circles here regarding ex-
pansion in the German market, and
at least one big American automo-
hile concern has started negotia.
fions for a partnership with a big
German automobiie concern. De-
spite denials, automobile circles
are convinced that serious nego-
tiations for a partnership are un-
der wayv hetween General Motars
and the German Opel Works. whnse
director, Fritlz von Opel, became
known for his experiment with
the rocket ear.

Promising Field, |

The German automnbhile market
is  considered one of
promising in the world at the mo-
ment. Germany has recovered from
the effects nof the war and the in-
flation so rapidlv that its national
wealth  has reached pre-war levels
though several vietnr countries
especially Great RBritain and Amer
ira. have gone far bheyond 1924
and therefore far heyond Germany.
and thongh the per capita wealth
may be ennsiderably higher in =ev-
vral other countries, nevertheless,
Germany as a whaole, with its 63,
000,000 people, is again one of the
richest eountries in the world. And
her recavery, which did not bhegin
till 1924, has been so rapid that
she promises to surpass some and
calch up with others
a short while,

But the *“motorization”
many has not kept step with this
development. There are only 1.-
200,000 motor cars of all kinds in
Germany today, azainst 23.000.000

ol Ger-

in Awmerica. France and Great
Biritain, with a mueh smaller popu-
lation, have considerably more au-
tomobiles than Germany, Evep
such vietory as the automobile was
nble to achieve in Germany is very
recent, for in 1921 the whole coun-
try had only 120,000 motor cars.
The market possibilities are obvi
ous.,
Industry's Failings,

The German automobile industry
has not taken full advantage of its
possibilities. The German luxury
cars, like Renz, Mercedes, Horel
and others still rival any make in
the world. But the German autn-
mobile industry has fallen down in
{wo respeets: -

1. Tt has failed to produce a
the average man.

2. It has failed to provide *“‘au-
tomohile service."” such as garages,
zas stations, parking places and
repalr shops, without which auto-
mobile ownership is a burden in-
stead of a joy.
