World War Ace is Carrying

Edmonton, Alta., Canada, Jan. 3.
—In answer to a plea from the vast
reaches of the Arctic to save a life
placed in jeopardy through the in-
roads and ravages of diphtheria,
Captain Wilfred (*Wop™) May, in-
trepid Edmonton aviator and noted

air force ace during the World
War, was flying to Little Red river
today with 200,000 units of anti-
toxin. One man is already dead,
another is dying and the serum |s
urgently needed to prevent a spread
of the disease at the post,
which is fifty miles north of Fort
Vermillion and about §00 miles
from Edmonton in a direct line.
On Last Leg.

Captain May was to leave Me-
Lennon this morning in his com-
mercial plane on the last leg of
the race against death., He is ex-
pected to reach his destination by
nooa today. The plane took off
from the Edmonton and Northern
Alberta Aero Club Flying field at
12:45 p. m., vesterday and arrived
at McLennon at 4 o'clock in the
afternoon.

The machine is open and in order
to prepare -the pilot for the in-
tensely cold weather, a specially
prepared electrically Theated suit
had to be manufactured.

Word was received here yester-
day by the Hon. George Hoadley,
minister of health, that the original
vietim, the factor of the Hudsons
Bay Company post, had died but
that the serum was-urgently needed
to prevent a spread through con-
tact cases. A total of 200,000
units of the serum obtained from
the University of Alber{ hospital
was sent.

Doctor's Appeal.

The message for help had been
forwarded from the post partly by
means of a doz team, it was an urg-
ent request from Dr. Hammon, the
physician at the post, for anti-toxin
to save at least one life and pos-
sibly more,

In the ordinary course of events
about two weeks at least and pos-
sibly more would be required to
transport the serum o its destina-
tion.

MAKE ROADS SAFE,
SAYS GOV. ALLEN

Bay State Executive in In-
augural Message Makes
Some Suggestions.

Boston, Jan. 3.—Governor-Elect
Frank G. Allen in his inaugural ad-
dress to both branches of the Leg-
islature today pledged himsell
anew Lo use every effort “to make

the highways of Massachuseits safe
for pedestrians and automobilists
alike.”

Drastic measures to keep down
the appalling list of motor fatalities
in Massachusetis—708 last year —
were suggested by the new chiefl
executive as follows:

1—Ruleg and regulations for
control of traffic and the estab-
lishment of through routes and sig-
nals, and police direction of the
same—complete standardization of
the traffic law.

2—Require by statute that every
automobile operated in this Com-
monwealth be sumbitted at regular
intervals to an inspection by com-
petent persons, to establish whether
its safety devices are in proper con-
dition so that they may be used
to protect the operator of the mo-
tor vehicle and the public in gen-
eral,

Stricter Examinations.

J—Examinations more drastie
in character than now are required
of applicants for licenses so as to
preclude the possibility of persons
physically and mentally incompet-
ent obtaining the right to operate
motor vehicles, and the operator
after an interval to be required to
take a second examination.

4—FEnactment of legislation to
provide that any driver who has
been Involved in a serious accident
in which he was at fault shall have
his license revoked for a definite
and very substantial period of time,
and to provide that any driver in-
volved in a fatal accident while he
is under the influence of liguor
be prevented permanently
from obtaining a license to drive a
motor vehicle in Massachusetts,

5—Abolition of grades on the

main routes of the raflroads and on
Important grade crossings.
Make Own Survey.

One of the principal grounds on
which many of the appeals were
based was that Jim Beedle, a trap-
per who was tried alcng with Mrs.
Lebouef and Dr. Dreher and who
pleaded guilty to the actual com-
raission of the crime, was given a
life sentence. They contended that
the same sentence stould have been
meted out to all,

The crime for which Mrs. Lebousf
and Dr. Dreher were sentenced to
hang went down in Louisiana erime
annals as one of the most revolting
on record. The dissected body of
James L. Lebouef was found July
1, 1927 in Lake Palourads, five
days after he had been killed and
his body stuffed with irop slugs to
keep it from rising.

Connecticot Will Need $69 -
000,000 to Meet Its Ex-
penses for the Next Two
Years. l

Hartford, Conn., Jan.
State of Connecticut will require
§69,940,000 to meet expenses in
the two years from' July 1, 1929,
to June 80, ‘1930. - The first year
will use $34,175,000, and the sec-

ond .$35.765,000. . This item was)|
contained today in the annual bud-
get message which the State Board
of Finance and Control will send to
the coming General Assembly. To
meet these expenses the state will
receiye $74,020,000, or $37,050,000
the first year and $36,970,000 in
the second year.

Among the items of expenses
recommended In the report is $25,
380,000 for capital outlay which
will include new consiruction and
new projects. This is divided; $12,-
100,000 the first year and $13,280,.-
000 the second year.

Ordinary Expenses

Ordinary recurring expenses of
the state will be a bit less than
$22,000,000 for each year, and ap-.
proximately $600,000 a year will
be needed for contingencics, ac-
cording to the recommendations,

It is estimated that the available
cash balance in the gefral fun at
the close of each fiscal year will be
in excess of $250,000.

The report covers twenty-eight
pages, This year the report has
been finished earlier than ever be-
fore, generally bhaving been sub-
mitted when the Legisiature is well
under way.

‘Found, However, from
Natural Causes.

David Lynch, 53-years-old tobac-
co worker, has been cleared of all
responsikility in the death of Mrs.

When the woman was first dis-
covered, Lynch, it appears
sitting in an adjoining room vncon-
cerned over the death, He was in-
toxicated and had made no effort to
report the death of the woman with
whom he boarded. Both worked at
a tobacco warehouge and no one
else lived in the house.

No Foul Play

Dr. J. A. Coogan, medical exami-
ner, from Windsor Locks, said that
in his opinion death was due to
heart trouble and that there was
no indication whatscever of foul
play. She had been dead at least 24
hours, he said. Others said that
Mrs. Pelton had been drinking
heavily. When she was found by
neighbors, Mrs. Pelton lay across
the bed fully clothed excapt that
she was without shoes. It was ap-
parent that she wa just preparing
to relire for the night when
stricken.

Reports spread quickly that
Lynch had murdered ' the woman,
but the authorities were saltisfied
that he was in no way respcnsible,
However, they did find sufficient
reason “to induse Justice of the
Peace Qscar. J. Depatie to order
Lynech committed to the state farm
for inebriates at Norwiclh.

HITS ECONOMY PLAN

0Snpply Bill Asks for Increase

of 39 Millions Over Las|
Year—Floed Control and
Army Housing Causes In-
crease—{ther Appropri-
ations Slashed.

Washington, Jan, 3.—The econ-
omy aspirations of Congress suf-
fered a shoek today when the
House apprugriations committee re-
ported the anndal War Department
supply bill providing $435,428,415
for the fiscal year beginning July
1, an increase of $35,111,774 over
last year,

The increase, the committee ex-
plained, is due chiefly to Mississip-
pi flood control work, pay increases
and the new Army housing pro-
gram.

In an effort to hold down the to-
tal while Congressionat leaders and
government officials are arguing
over the possibility of a deficit, the
committee slagshed present Appro-
priations wherever possible with-
out crippling the national defense,

budget, however, was exceeded by
$256,608.

Flood Control

The actual sum recommended for
military aclivities, is $328,388,-
815. For non-military aectivities, in-
cluding flooa control and rivers
and harbors work the total is
$107,089,600.

In the face of the demand for
economy, the committee's report
showed that It had not provided
sufficient funds to keep pace with
the 5-year air program designed
to make the American Army sec-
ond to none in aviation.

A total of $33,578,683 was rec-
ommended for the air corps, an {u-
crease of §8.729,141 over last year,
Even with this increase, the report
stated, the Army will be 106 plancs
'short of the tull strength of the 5-

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NEW RADIO PARLEY
TO BE HELD SOON

Canada, Cuba and Mexico
Fighting Bitterly for Wave
Lengths.

Washington, Jan. 3.—A North
American conference to arrange a
distribution of available high fre-
quency radio channels will be held
in Ottawa probably January 31, it
was learned today.

Indications point () the develop-
ment of a bhitter fight with Can-
ada, Mexico and Cuba arraigned
against (he 1'nited States, The
cther North American counfries
are not satisfied with their radio
facilities, either high frequency or
the channels within the broadcas!
band.

The Federal Radio Commission,
State Depariment, and probably
the Navy Depariment, will he rep-
rgsented at Ottawa where an effort
will be made to work out an agree-
ment =atisfactory to all countries.

The Radio commission recently
assigned many of the short waves,
but reserved 88 channels, an-
nouncing that their distribution
would be subject of discussion by
the North American countries.

A preliminary meeting was held
last August and a tentative alloca-
tion of the short waves arranged.

[the plan could be given adequate
study. Mexico was not represented.

‘The Lwo major parties admit hav-
ing expended nearly $12,000,000.
As politicians reckon it, however,
this is only half the story. When
the amounts expended by minor
organizations and thousands of in-
dividuals—of which there are no
official record—are tzken into con-
sideration it is not improbable,
they say, that the 1928 election cost
in the neighborhood of $25,000,000.

Democrats’ Report

The Democratic Party's report, |

filed today, shows that the party
wound up the year on Dee. 31 with
a huge deficit of $1,497,391. This
is larger than had been anticipated,
known for
some time that contributions to the
Smith cause did not keep apace
with expenditures during the cam-
paign,

tures of $5,342,249, leaving an ap-
parent balance in the treasury of

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FEW CASES OF REAL
INFLUENZA IN TOWN

Many \Cases of Grip and
Colds Reported But Not
Dread Illness.

Ninety students were reported
absent from Manchester High
school today. This is nearly a
seventh of the enrollment. More
than fifty of this number are Iill
with colds, some of them with in-
fluenza, grip or pneumonia.

Superintendent F. A, Verplank
of the Ninth School Distiriet, how-
ever, informed Thé Herald that
there was no cause for any great
alarm at present although he feared
the worst was vet to come. The
number of students absent from
High school averages about thirty
In addition, many students
are absent the first week of Janu-
ary because of inventory work in
stores.

A year ago at this time, however,
twenty-six absentees were reported.
Just how many of the students ab-
sent from High school have the flu
is not known as yet, School offi-
cials are of the opinion that there
are many who are staying out with
eolds they ordinarily would scarce-
Iy notice. 1In addition to the stu-
dents, six teachers on the High
school faculty have been ill this
week. Four are out today. The
number of grammar school chil-
dren absent because of colds or in-
fluenza is not vet known, but there
are no doubt quite a large number.

Dr. D. C. Y. Moore, chairman of
ihe board of health, said today that
comparatively speaking there are
very few cases of the severe type of
influenza in Manchester. Many
cases of the *{lu"” have been re-
ported but the illness generally is a
mild attack of grip, rather than
pneumonia or influenza., In faet,
only 35 cases of influenza in town
have been reported to Dr. Moore
and some of thesea are already
cured, >

The Memorial hospital today re-
ported only two cases of influenza.
Dr. Moore stated that in case the
epldemic takes on dangerous pro-
portions, physicians here will be at
liberty to distribute spirituous Ii-
quors at their discretion.

The value of all American rail-
roads as estimated at the time of
the BEsch-Cummins Act was $18,-
600,000,000, according to the com-
merce commission brief.

000,000 under the railroad’s theory
of valuation. Upwards of a billion
dollars a year In freight rates might
depend upon the total valuation, ex-
perts say, since the Esch-Cummins
Act contemplaes that rates shall be
fixed to yield the railroads a fair
return on their investment.

Neither side in the case, accord-
ing to the briefs, presents an exact
formula to be followed In valuation.
The railroad contention appeared to
be that greatest weight should be
given to the cost of reproducing the
railroacs at the present time, which
would give them the advantage of
the general rise in prices.

The government attitude, as

3 PRACTICAL IDEALISM

That the siate of New York has
an idealist as its new governor is
pretty -well evidenced by a single
$aragraph of Mr. Roosevelt's in-
augural address. Declaring that
New York's citizens, more than
Ahose of any other state, have rea-
‘son to realize the interdependence
‘of men one upon the other, he says
§n that paragraph:
% Without the help of thousands
Dt others, any one of us would die
naked and starved. Consider the
bread upon our tables, the clothes
Aipon our backs, the luxuries that
smake life pleasant; how many men
mworked in eunlit flelds, in dark
mines, in the flerce heat of molten
“metal and among the looms and
“vheels of countless factories, ]
jprder to create them for our use
and enjoyment,

Frankly we are more interested

in that small part of Governcr
“Roosevelt's address than in those
parts which deal with the especial
problems of the government of the
state of New York, Because there
"are thousands of people in New
York who know a great deal about
state expenditures and state taxcs
and the needs of state Institutions,
but there are very few, there or
auywhere else, who realize whal
poor things they would be if left tc
themselves and denied the co-oper-
ation of other and to them uu-
known human entities.

And fewer yet are those who
realize that the more communities
are congested the more helpless, in-
dividually, bvcome their humsan
atoms, Contrast the condition of
the six million people of New York
with the situation of an equal num-
per distributed as are the popula-
tions of Nevada, Idaho, Montana,
Arizona, New Mexico, or even Ver-
niont,

Such populations as these latter,

.should some enormous soclal or
physical cataclysm destroy the
fabric of existence as it is lived to-
day, conceivably could make shift
to sustain life, each family or each
individual by its unaided efforts—
could clothe and feed and shelter
itself after the fashion of primitive
man, But populations such as
those of the metropolis, with the
sustaining support of distant work-
ers withdrawn, could do nothing
at all but die.

Perhaps the primary fault of
education in this country 1is ({ts
failure to insetill into the minds of
succeeding generations the slight-
est understanding of the rudiments
of economics. It is submitted that
if the germ of this thought of in-
terdependence could be Implanted
4n the minds of all the children of
‘America in just one generation, we
ghould have, when those children
grew up, the wisest and the most
successful nation that the world
has ever seeL—and the kindest,

On another occdsion a sergeant
of detectives saved me from being
railroaded out of a good job when
2 shyster lawyer and his client,
whom I had gypped some years be-
fore, tried to blackmail me.

My present employer—one of
the whitest and squarest men that
God ever madé—has given me
every opportunity and encourage-
ment to come back, and I'm coming
back strong. 1 enter deadlines, re-
stricted. and financial districts,
banks and buildings with millions
of dollars floatiug around. Yet |
am never molested, picked up or
told to keep cut. The simple reason
is that I am on the level and the
police know it

A man's greatest enemles after
Le leaves prison are his former
free and prison associates. If he s
out to do the right thing, and to
play & square game, he can count
on the support and backing of the
police. The best breaks I ever got
were from those who know my reec-
ord and know that I'm keeping a
clean slate,

‘Police persecution’ is a fairy
story, but it makes a great bid for
morbid public sympathy.

The testimony of the New York
ex-crook is far from local to that
city in its interest, It bears on a
question on which the whole Amer-
ican people are being misled, and
the effect of that misleading is &
bad one: on public morale every-
where.

LAME DUCK CONGRESS

It is rather surprising to find the
Springfield TUnion, & newspaper
that in many relations manifesis
symptoms of progressivism, very
nearly alone in combatting the idea
that {nauguraiions of "Presidents
and beginnings of new Congressts
should be advanced to the begin-
uning of the year following election,
The Union hclds to the bhelief that
the three months intervals and the
short sessions of lame duck Con-
gresses are quite necessary as per!-
ods of preparation for the turning
over of the affairs of the nation to
new administrations or new natlon-
al legislatures, It can see no partic
ular relationsLip between {he ex
isting situation and the greatur
speed of transportation and com-
munication, nowadays, than in-the
time of the Constitution's adoption.

For our part we can't see a
thing, cited in favor of the delay in
changing governments until the
March following a November elec-
tion, which cculdn't be clted in fa-
vor of electing a President or a
Congress a couple of years in ai-
vance of their taking office.

If a person elected to the Presi-
dency or to Congress needs three
months in which to fit himself for
the job, then he probably needs a
lot more thar three months, be-
cause no fellow can fit himselt for
elther position in twelve weeks. So,
according to the Union's logie, we
should have better Presidents and
better Congressmen §{f we should
elect them and then have them
take a two years' course of obser-
vation of how the machine is oper-
aled.

That would be, of course, merely
ridiculous, But it would exceed the
present system in its ridiculousness
only in degree.

CAN'T BE DONE

Willlam R, Hearst's offer of s
$25,000 prize for the best plan to
repeal the Eighteenth amendment
and bring about a genuine reform
in the use of alcoholic beveragas
is g little difficult to comprehend.

What plan can be devised - for
the repeal of the amendment, other
than the formula for such a pro-
ceeding definitely presctibed by the
Constitution itself, is dificult to
imagine. That some plan might be
devised to nullify the amendment
is conceivable. But Mr. Hearst says
‘“repeal,” and the only way to re-
peal a Constitutional amendment is
to proceed under Article 5 of that
fnstrument, by a two-thirds vote
of both Houses of Congress and
ratification by the legislatures of
three-fourths of the states,

We fall to see how there can be
& “plan” at all, so far as getting
rid of the amendment by repeal is
concerned, That there.are a hun«
dred possiblé plang for substitut-
ing better “legislation for it, once
it were repealed, is, however, easy
enough to believe. And if contest-
ants were permitted to confize
themselves to that department of
the problem some extremely inter-
esting and perhaps valuable ideas
might be elicited by the prize of-
fer.

There is just - thing that
stands in the way u. the repeal of

the Eighteenth amendment, but it
is a monumental barrier-to action.
That thing {s the inherent inability
of the average human béing to ad-
mit, after proof, that he bhas been
mistaken on any measure of which
he has been an enthusiastic parti-
gsan. There are enough advocates
of Volstead prohibition who will
remain advocates of it in the face

of everything, simply because they|

originally- believed in this ‘method
of reform, to block the repeal of
the Eighteenth amendment duriug
the life of the present generation,

We have steadily held to the be-
lief, however, and still hold to it,
that the elimination of the amend-
ment will come, eventually;
through Supreme Court action, But
how anybody can submit a plan to
bring that about is more than we
can see—and if it were submitted,
and were ever so good, it would
still not be a plan for “repeal”

Mr. Hearst had betier rephrase
his offer.

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THE CRUSTACEANS

The lobster, crab, crawfish and
shrimp are crustanceans. They are
covered with =a greenish ghell
armour which becomes red upon !
being boiled. These shellfish, in-
stead of having their bones inside
the flesh as do most animals, are
reversed and bave the shell uzpon
the exterior. |

The “indigestible” reputation ol |
the lobster i{s usually because of the
sauces snd mixtures that are eaten
with this tasty meat. Used in its
proper season, and freshly bolled,
lobster meat is quite as wholesome

'as any other, but it should never

be combined with cheese. The meat
containe from 17 per cent to 19 per
cent protein. ' |
Most market lobsters vary in
length from tem to fifteen inches, '

and should be transported from the |

fisheries to the kitchen whilg still
alive. Canned lobsters, c¢rabs and
shrimps are also wholesome.

The 1ife history of a lobster is
somewhat interesting. The egg is
a dark green and is attached to the
mother’s abdomen, increasing in
gize for about ten months, when it
hatches, It then floats near the
surface of the water and undergoes
a casting off of its shell. for five
times before it becomes a mature
lobster. The little larvae lobsters
are destroyed in millions by storms
and fish. - This Infant lobster is also
carnivorous and each one considers
the other a delicious morsel of food.
It is estimated that only one lobster
out of five thousand eggs reaches
maturity, However, since the fe-
male lobster may produce from ten
to sixty thousand eggs, there is no
actual danger of race suicide among
the lobsters.

After the larvae stage, the young
lobster agsumes the shape of the
full grown lobster and begins to
live its life at the sea bottom, its
prineipal food being fish, As the
lobster {ncreases in size it casts off
its hard outer shell, revealing = soft
Inner one. It increases rapidly In
size until the shell hardens again.

This proesss Is repeated through-
out the life of the lobster. It is
most valuable for eating just before
It has cast off its old shell, the new-
shell lobster being flavoriess and
spongy in comparison,

There are a few individuals who
find lobster meat disagrees with
them. These are usually people suf-
fering from acidosis or utiearia.
Mozt people, however, will find the
flesh quite wholesome and an inter-
esting variety to the diet.

The meéat of crabs closely resem-
bles lobster, but is nct of quite as
delicate a flavor. They are whole-
some, but, because they may be
covered with contaminated sub-
stancesr, ghould be thoroughly clean-
ed, and cooked before eaten.

Shrimps, prawns -and carmotes
are found in abundance in many
parts of the ocean, There {8 less
danger of contamination from these
smaller crustaceans than from lob-
sters and crabs, The flesh {s con-
sidered by many to be superior in
flavor, and they are slightly richer
in mineral matter, especlally {fodine.
These meats should be eaten with
non-starchy vegetables. They are
excellent to use in salads.

QUEBTIONS AND ANSWERS

Fallen Arches

Question: R. F. K. asks: “What
is the best exercise to take to
strengthen the arches of the feet?"

Answer: The best one I know ot
{s to walk plgeon-toed part of the
time; when you are taking your
dally walk. try to walk about one-
third of the time slightly pigeon-
tned, catching vcur weight on the
big toe side of the ball of the foot.

Tapioca

Question: M. M, F. agks: *"Does
tapioca contain starch? Is it a
zood food?"

Answer: Tapioca I8 almost & pure
starch food and should be used as
such in the diet. This food, like all
starches, should be well cooked and
not used with other starches or
proteins, but with greens,

Orange Juice and Egg Yolk

Question: Mrs. H. asks: “Will a
mixture of orange juice and egg
yolk cure long standing digestive
disorders?”

Answer: The mixture you ask
about is a simple combination, and
many people find it agrees with
them better than the ordinary bad
mixtures of food, but there is no
magic in such a food combination
any more than there Is In the use
of any other simple food mixtures.

Metabolism Test

Question: Mrs, K. asks: “What
{s the metabolism test for? 1If the
thyrold gland is drying up, is it the
sign of tubercuilosis?”

Answer: Briefly stated, the test
for metabolism shows how much a
patient’s oxidation departs from the
normal, One type will burn up too
nuch food and also bodily tissues,
and the other's oxidation is slugglish
and ipsufficient to burn up the nor-
mal amount of food. A’ reduction
in size of the thyrold Is no sign of
tuberculosis,

Wheén a man pralses his maotor
for: its economy of operation, es-
pecially on the basic of mileage,
and another knocks the same type
of motor for its utter lack of effi-
clency and its great cost of main-
tenance, ask both how they got
that way.

The one, you will find, drew his
conclusions last summer when
everything was In the motor's fa-
vor. The other happened to notice
how often he had to refill his gaso-
line tank of late.

Both take a wrong slant on the
expectation of a motor's operation.
They fail to consider external fac-
tors over which the engine has no
control. Under certain conditions
the best of englines will fall to stack
up to the specifications of the
manufacturer, while the worst mo-
tor may surprise its engineer,

The chuse of this idiosyncrasy is
twofold: the weather and the

driver.

L L] e

Given agreeable weather and &a
considerate driver, and the highest
efficiency can be obtained from
any motor, according to its expecta-
tions, What is regarded as a poor
engine may perform better at less
cost than one considered better,
just because the driver has oper-
ated it in accordance with the
weather. The driver, In _other
words, knows his motor, what it re-
quires for efficlent operation and
how far he can go with it to obtain
peak results.

Such a driver keeps his motor al-
ways in good condition and oper-
ates it at a speed consistent with
its highest efficiency. He doesn’t
demand of it ahy more than he
might expect of it. And so he has
an economical motor that lasts
him a comparatively long time,

In poor weather, the best driver
can't get the mileage and efficiency
out of his motor that he got Iin
better weather. This is true espe-
clally in winter whén there’s snow
on the ground and the best re-
sources of the ~ driver are called
upon if he would get the most out
of his motor.

But by proper manipulation such
a driver can operate his car more
economically than one who has no
conception of what snow and sleet
and cold do to a motor.

L] . 3

Stopping Is just as important as
starting in such conditions. Let
alone the danger of skidding into a
neighbor, there 1§ the probability of
burning up the tires in the effort
to stop a sliding machine with the
wheels locked. Chains do not help
much when there's soft snow or ice
on the ground. They'll give a car
a start and perhaps make stopping
slightly easier. But they won’t do
even this when the motor is speed-
ed up quickly in an effort to make
a quick getaway, or when the
brakes are applied suddenly in or-
der to stop short.

Savounry Scalloped Oysters

One quart oysters, 2 eggs, 1 tea-
spoon paprika, 1 teaspoon onion
juice, 1 tablespoon Ilemon juice,
1 tablespoon Woreestershire sauee,
2 cups diced celery, 2 tablespoons
minced parsley, filne cracker
crumbs, buttered crumbs, 1 tea-
spoon salt, 1 tablespoon butter,

Drain oysters from liquor and
pat dry between towels. Beal eggs
slightly with salt, pepper, paprika,
lemon juice and Worcestershire
sauce. Butter a casserole well and
sprinkle with a thin layer of fine
e¢racker erumbs. Dip each oyster
into egg mixzture then into cracker
crumbs and place in prepared cas-
serole, Continue to do this until
a smooth even layer {s made in
casserole. Over this sprinkle a
layer of celery and parsley. Con-
tinue layer for Ilayer of oysters
and vegetables until all is used.
Pour over remaining egg mixture
combined and with oyster liquor.
Cover with a half-inch layer of
buttered erumbs and bhake 30 min-
utes in a hot oven. Serve at once
from casserole.

Beverly Nichols, the English
satirist, who by the way lectured in
Hartford last month before the
Women's club, made the statement
that the funniest thing he saw vver
here was 2 man tying a lady's shoe
in public.

Swiss and Spanish Steak
In compliance with the request
for a recipe for Swiss steak, I gave
such a recipe about the time the

Coventry ladies held their supper
and Christmas sale. Without look-
ing that one up, I am using one
from one of the Chicago meat pack-
ers which is similar, the difference
being, as I recollect, that the mém-
bers of the fragment society used
suet drippings to saute the meat,
and added carrots to the casserols
of Swiss steak, while this present
recipe calls for bacon. Flank steak:
is used and a fourth a cup of flour
with a seasoning of pepper and salt
is pounded into the meat; two or
three strips of bacon are placed on
the bottom of the dish and the meat
is browned on both sides and a
fourth cup of water or stock added.
More may be needed during the
baking which will take at least an
hour. Spanish steak is prepared in
practically the same way, with the
addition of a half can of tomatoes
poured around the steak. For the
church supper the ladies cut ths
pieces of steak, round I believe,
into individual portions for serving.

There has been much agitation
in recent years against the genersal
custom of having Christmas trees
in the homes on the ground that
the cutting of millions of young
trees will in time deplete the for-
ests, According to Albert Hansen
of Purdue University Experiment
station there is little basis for this
viewpoint. In his opinion the re-
moval of the young trees aids rath-
er than hinders the development
of the forests as thinning is an ac-
cord with modern methods of for-
estry. Then too, many people make
a business of raising trees for the
Christmas season, using land that
is not. suited for real forests.

Date Salad

Wash dates well and drain.
Make a thin syrup using 2 tables-
spoons sugar to 1 cup boiling wa-
ter. Allow 2 or 3 dates for each
person to be served. Dip dates in-
to syrup and place on a shallow
pan. Put into a moderately cool
oven to plump and dry. Remove
stones. To one package of Phila-
delphia cream cheese add 4 table-
spoons finely chopped nuts and
2 tablespoons preserved gingaer.
Work in cream until mixture is
smooth, Season to taste with salt
while mixing. Fill prepared dates
with this mixture and arrangs on
& bed of lettuce. Drop a spoonful
of mayonnaise in the center of
each plate and top with a tea-
spoonful of whipped cream lightly
seasoned with salt and made pink
with paprika.
