Washington, Jan. 9.— The “Ku 
Klux Klan announced officially to­
day it will stage no demonstration 
here during President-Elect Hoo­
ver’s inauguration March 4.

Hiram W. Evans, Imperial wiz­
ard, made the announcement. He 
said:

“ The Klan plans no demonstra­
tion in Washington at the present.” 
• Perhaps no other utterance by 
Evans was awaited by so many per­
sons of prominence and influence. 
Mr. Hoover himself is said to have 
been anxious to learn what the 
secret organization planned to do 
on March 4. Absence of such infor- 
mation; some politicians believed, 
prompted the early taboo of a 
“ regular and old-fashioned” in­
auguration, with its pomp and 
elaborate ceretnony.

Hoover’s Wishes
Observers recalled Mr. Hoover 

was thinking about his Inaugura­
tion, duriiig his tour bt Central and 
South American countries at a time 
T/hen he might have been devoting 
all his time to forthcoming speech­
es his good-wlil trip necessitated, 
his inauguration speech, his Cabinet 
and other m oi. Important matters. 
He sent a radiogram to Lieut. Col. 
U. S. Grant 3d, chairman of the 
government inaugural committee, 
stating he preferred a parade and 
ceremony similar to that given 
President Coolidge March 4, 1925.

There was little doubt that the 
Klan gave Mr. Hoover much con­
cern. Rumors filtered through the 
city the Klan was preparing to 
stage a monster celebration on In'- 
auguration Day. High Republicans, 
those closely associated with Mr 
Hcover, evidenced their fear.

QUESTION MARK FIT 
TO TAKE AIR AGAIN

York, Pa., Jan. 9.— In the palm 
of his hand for years John Blymyer, 
“ pow wow doctor” on trial' for the 
murder of Nelson D. Rehmeyer, 
saw a mental photograph of the 
man killed, ^here the vision was, 
every time he opened his fist, 
worrying him and affecting his 
mind and health, *

This remarkable testimony was 
given on the witness stand today 
by Dr. Julius Comroe, of York; for­
merly connected with the Phila­
delphia hospital. An expert In 
mental diseases, thi doctor had ex­
amined Blymyer six times since 
January 23, 1923, the last time 
last night.

His Delusions.
“ Blymyer had a fixed idea he 

was being persecuted,”  Dr. Comroe 
said. “ He thought someone was 
pursuing him. He couldn’t eat or 
sleep, and it affected his health.” 

The defense claims Blymyer be­
lieved he was “ hexed!.”  That is: 
That he was convinced that Reh­
meyer, a 60-year-old farmer, was a 
“ witch” and had cast a’n evil spell 
over him, and others. And, on 
the night of Nov. 27 last, Blymyer 
and two companions, Wilbert Hess 
and John Curry, went to the Reh­
meyer farm house and bludgeoned 
the “ witch”  into insensibility and 
burned him to death.

Mind of a Boy,
Dr. Comroe testified that upon 

examining Blymyer as late as last 
night he found his men 1 intelli­
gence to. be “ that of a .juvenile.”

The situation in Jugo-Slavia is of 
particular interest to France be­
cause of the close relations between 
the Belgrade and Paris govern­
ments.

Le Tempa, a semi-official news­
paper, in commenting upon King 
Alexander’s drastic move, warned 
that it might prove dangerous to 
antagonize a large section of the 
population through treating the!

Rome Advises
Advices from Rome said that 

Fascist newspapers praised the 
action of JCing Alexander, because 
It confirmed the belief of Mussolini 
and his Fascist advisers that parlia­
mentary government “lias outlived 
its usefulness In some countries.”

England and Central Eqrppe are 
watching the political upheaval in 
Jugo-Slavia with an r~r to its pos­
sible effect upon tho Balkans in 
general.

Albany, N, Y., Jan. 9.— John J. 
Raskob, chairman of the Demo­
cratic national committee, will 

( come to the capitoF%ere shortly to 
‘ discuss the future of the Demo­

cratic Party with Gov, Franklin D. 
Roosevelt.

In announcing today that he ex­
pected to confer with Raskob in the 
near future. Gov. Roosevelt said:

“ We expect to discuss the Demo­
cratic Party.”

Whether former Gov. A1 Smith 
and other national Democratic fig­
ures will come to Albany with 
Raskob has not been definitely de­
cided. It is generally believed, 
however, that Smith will be pres­
ent.

Following the last election. Gov. 
Roosevelt wrote to Democratic 
leaders in ail parts of the country 
asking their opinion on the party’s 
outlook. He has received upwards 
of 3,000 replies and it is ut^dersteod 
that he plans to place these before 
Chairman Raskob and any other 
national leaders who may be here 
for the conference. '

Assailed Smith.
Recently Representative Box of 

Te.xas, in a public repl; In Congress 
to Gov. Roosevelt's letter, bitterly 
assailed the forces that supported 
former Gov Smith in the presiden­
tial election. Roosevelt has refused 
to reply to Box’s attack, saying ft 
would be answered at a later, date.

From sources close to Gov. 
Roosevelt it was learned he feels 
the Democratic national committee 
should meet several times each year 
for a “ frank and open” discussion 
of the Democratic Party.

Roosevelt, pointed out today that 
the national committee did not 
meet from June, 1924, until Junu- 
ary. 1928.

It is understood that one of the 
suggestions Roosevelt ' plans to 
make to Raskob is that he call fre­
quent meetings of the national 
committee between now and 1932..

Another suggestion which Roose­

Washington, Jan. 9.— Herbert 
Hoover apparently has made at 
least one definite decision as to his 
Cabinet. It Is that Andrew W. Mel­
lon, the grizzled, taciturn financier 
from Pittsburgh will remain as 
secretary of the Treasury-* after 
March 4.

Mr. Hoover has made no an­
nouncement; neither has Mr. Mel­
lon. None likely will be made for 
some time. But among those in a 
position to know, the retention of 
Mr. Mellon is regarded as a settled 
thing. Indications are that it was, 
finally settled during the two hours 
that the two men faced each other 
across the luncheon table yesterr 
day.

Too Early Yet
The reasons for not announcing 

Mr. Mellon’s letentlon are various. 
For one thing, there is lots of time 
between non and Marchr 4 and 
much may happen; for another, to 
announce it at this time would- 
draw_down on the head of the 
President-elect the imprecations of 
the little Anti-Mellon “ Progressive’’ 
group in Congress who have been 
bombarding Mv. Hoover with 
peals nht to retain Mr. Mellon.

No secretary of the Treasury in 
recent times has been so idolized 
or so opposed in Congress ,as' Mr. 
Mellon, The feeling is extreme on 
both sides. The mid-western Pro­
gressive Farm- Bloc, .composed of 
such .men as Norris of Nebraska, 
Brookhart-of Iowa. La Follette of 
Wisconsin, and others,, are bitter 
and unyielding in their opposition 
to him. The Republican stalwarts 
of the .east proclaim him “ the 
greatest secretary of the Treasury 
since Hamilton.”

Hartford, Conn., Jan. 9.— Con­
necticut’s sevenfieth governor 
started his third term in that of­
fice today, John H. Trumbull, of 
Plainville, succeeding himself for 
the second time, rode down the 
slope from Main street and up the 
winding road to the Capitol, the 
central figure in brilliant pagean­
try. The splendor of today’s inang- 
uration had not been equalled for 
more than a decade.

To the fanfare of trumpets Gov. 
Tiumbull passed.from the Hartford 
Club to his car. To the quick meas­
ure of band marches his escorts 
stepped through the central sireetu • 
where the largest inaugural crowd 
the city has known was lined many 
deep to see the procession and, it 
seemed, to greet the governor with 
applause.*

At the Capitol he was sworn In i 
for his third time and promptly ne 
fell to delivering his annual mes­
sage, which this year, seemed 
more than usually brief.

Started at Noon
Informally the inaugural cere­

monies started at noon. Formally 
they will end tomorrow morning 
when the annual governor’s ball 
cames to a close. The eventp of the 
day moved with the preciseness 
that to Gov. Trumbull, as one of 
the state’s leading business men, 
is a part of his life. Aides had 
studied and timed the affair so 
that no motions were wasted, no 
time was lost.

New York, Jan. 9.— The bulls 

had the belter of the argument in 
the Stock Market today, though 
most of the favorites In the Indus­
trial list did not wander far from 
home, selling within a close range 
of Tuesday’s final prices. The Cop­
per stocks and the Motors, with a 
few of the Rails and Oils, led the 
way to slightly higher price levels, 
as outside traders and little bulls 
sat in the sidelines and watched the 
play from a distance.

Because of the repeated warn­
ings of the bankers, with respect to 
the sky-rocketing of stock prices, 
thousands of traders are today tak­
ing a neutral attitude until they 
see which way the cat will jump. 
The bears are trying hard to smash 
prices of the market pets, but had 
had litle success thus far.

Most of the active stocks climb­
ed to a higher level of prices in the 
forenoon. Studebaker was the lead­
er,; with a 3 point jump to 84-%, 
thougfk. Briggs Mfg. played a cJose 
second, with a 2% point move to 
59. These stocks have been in the 
forefront of the advance in the 
Motors thi-s week, though their per­
formance has been tame in com­
parison with' the moves of other 
days. The new General Motors 
stock was in dentand around 79.

International Nickel new stock 
set up a new neak to 5fi% equiva­
lent to 340 of the old stock, in the 
course of one of the most sensation­
al long-pull advances ever seen in 
the 'Stock Market. A few years ago 
the old stocks sold at 11. A big 
rush to buy Anaconda Copper sent 
that stock booming along about 3 
points.

The strong market for U. S. Steel 
Common was due in part to the fat 
check for $26,000,000 tax refund, 
received by the corporation this 
week, from the U. S. Treasury> and 
the expectation of another $80,000- 
000 refund for ‘ ‘taxes Illegally col­
lected”  since 1922. It also hung on 
the bigger business in sight for the 
steel trade,'the mills already, hav­
ing set UR a higher operating rate 
than In December.

Sinclair Oil moved up smartly to 
42 1-2 in active trading. 'Wall 
street believorf that- Sinclair, which 
has not paid a penny to common 
stockholders In five years. Is now 
about to spread some of its newly 
acquired wealth to the holders uf 
its shares, and will pay a $3 divi­
dend this year. The Standard Oils 
of New York tnd New Jersey, Shell 
Union, Marland and Atlantic Re­
fining were well bought today.

The money rate was reduced 
from 7 to 6 per cent in the early 
trading.

The state had sought to show that 
robbery was the motive although 
Cohen contended that Blymyer and 
his two companions went to . the 
Rehmeyer house on,the night of 
the murder “ to ?et a lock of hair 
and break the spelUthat Blymyer 
thought Rehmeyer cast over him 
and the Hess family.”

‘ "They went after the-lock of hair 
and a book, called “ The Long Lost 
Field.”  Cohen declared. “ The 
state has avoided this motive. I call 
the attention of the court to the 
fact that the commonwealth sub­
poenaed 23 witnesses but closed its 
case by allowing only 13 of them 
to take the stand.”

“ No effort has been made on my 
part to withhold witchcraft evi­
dence,”  the district attorney hotly 
replied.

Judge RaY P, Sherwood, presid­
ing, ruled that if the defense could 
show that any state witness not 
called could produce essential evi­
dence that witness would be per­
mitted to take the stand.

Mother Collapses.
A flurry of excitement was 

caused when Mrs. Babula Blymyer, 
elderly mother of the defendant, 
became ill In court and collapsed in 
an ant'eroom. She became uncon­
scious and was taken to a hospital.

Testimony that Blymyer told him 
he “ saw witches racing each other 
around the walls” was given by Os­
car Altaland, Bead of the York 
almshouse where the- defendant 
came a year ago asking for treat­
ment. '

“ Blymyer said that he was be­
witched, that the ‘hexers’ were aft­
er him,”  the witness said. “ I told 
him he better see a doctor. He said 
he was taking treatment. I asked 
him what kind. He replied:

“ I’m taking Lydia Pinkham.” 
Gliickens Bewitched.

Waiter G. Hess, father of Wil­
bert Hess, one of the co-defend­
ants, testified that Blymyer told 
him that Rehmeyer had “ hexed” 
the Hess family, chickens had been 
dying on the Hess farm and the 
crops were poor.’

A pale, mild-mannered man with 
horn-rlmmed glasses, Hess admit­
ted, he had been, “ pow-wowed” by 
Blymyer who had prescribed many 
cures for him.

“ Did anyone else ever pow-wow 
you?” Cohen askjed.

“ No,”  '
His wife, Mrs. Alice Hess, a 

plump, matronly woman, followed 
him to the stand.

“ 1 had a lot of trouble,” she tes­
tified. “ He told me Mr. Rehmeyer 
had me hexed, had my family 
hexed. He said I should be pow­
wowed. He said h6 would pow­
wow for us. ■

“ He said he would get a lock of 
RehnSeyer’s hair and bury It eight 
feet back of the barn and this 
would break the evil spell.”

Mrs. Hess broke down and cried 
as she. told how she qllowed her 
sOn, Wilbert, to accompany Bly 
myer to get the lock of hair. In 
the struggle Rehmeyer was killed.

“ There was nothing else to do 
but let Wilbert go,”  she sobbed.

“ I. wanted to get rid of the trou­
ble that had been on us. I did ob­
ject at first to his going, I said 
‘Wilbert should he at work.' ”

witness stand Emmanuel Blymyer, 
the aged father o f the defendant, a 
poor, hard working basket maker.

and Borah (R ) of Idaho, sought 
an amicable settlement of th'e 
treaty row. If an agreement i  ̂ not 
reached within r day or two, it was

Thus far, both 
sides have arbitrated their differ­
ences but objections from Secre­
tary of Stato Frank B. Kellogg de­
stroyed each tentative agreement 
until Johnson refused to make any 
further concession.

Kellogg’s D^nands
The secretary of state demanded 

unconditional raUfication by the 
Senate. Johnson demanded some 
action inforn ing the world that 
America would not enter the treaty 
blindly and depending upon the in­
terpretations of foreign nations.

The tentative agreements, tbns 
far discussed, have revolved 
around a plan to have the Senare 
(foreign relations committee file a 
report, stating the American terms 
of adherence. This was acceptable 
to both sides but the Irreconcila- 
bles insisted a* first that the Sen­
ate adopt the report. Thie“ was op­
posed by Kellogg.

Oppoi ents’ Opinion
Some of the Irreconcilables be­

lieve the report will amply protect 
American Interests, whether or not 
the Senate takes any action on It. 
Both groups though have insisted 
the report must be unanimous^ 
otherwise its importance would be 
lost.

A unanimous report, it was said, 
filed with the Senate, prior to rati­
fication, would place an official 
American interpretation on the 
treaty, though without the signifi­
cance of a formal reservation. If 
the treaty •ve’’ became the subject 
of a dispute, i. was added, the 
American intent would be shown la 
this report.

Elmer H. Loun bury, deputy sec­
retary of state, swore in the new 
House today and called the roll. 
John H. Hill of Shelton, retiring 
speaker, asked that the same con­
sideration be given Mr. I?ddy as 
was given him two years ago.

On balloting for election of 
clerk, Albert S. Sill was unanimous­
ly elected. He received all the 239 
votes.

Stanley J. Traceski, of New Brit­
ain, was made assistant clerk by 
the unanimous adoption of a reso­
lution offered by Judge Raymond 
A. Johnson, of Manchester.

The House adopted resolutions 
authorizing the appointment of 
various committees, including those 
on House rules, joint rules of the 
General Assembly, contested elec­
tions, canvass of votes, contingent 
expenses, state library, manual and 
roll, unfinished business, and then 
approved the appointment of mes­
sengers and door keepers; author­
ized the controller to furnish sta­
tionery and supplies and authorized 
the publication of bills, printing and 
distribution of its journal.

Adopt Two Bills.
Then they adopted under sus­

pension of rules the two bills, one 
concerning the addition of a mem­
ber of the governor’s staff; and the 
other changing the time for the 
meeting of county delegations.

The Senate received the two mat­
ters and adopted them promptly in 
concurrence.

Upon the recommendation of 
committee. Gov. Trumbull and other 
state officers were declared elected. 
The declaration was made by the 
Senate and came as a report from 
the committee on canvass of votes, 

The change in the military law 
was transmitted to Governor Trum­
bull so that he had time to appoint 
John Coolidge to his staff before 
the inauguration, and he promptly 
signed the certificate which makes 
the President’s son a major.

^ Both sides of the General Assem­
bly adjourned at 12:30 p. m. to re­
assemble at 2 p. m., to receive the 
incoming state officers. The House 
had adjourned without naming a 
chaplain, and it was indicated that 
such an official might not be avail­
able until the next week.

Caucuses.
The caucuses preliminary to the 

convening of the General Assembly, 
held last evening, were brief af­
fairs. In the House caucus the 
nomination of Samuel A. Eddy of 
North Canaan to be speaker, equiv­
alent of course to election, was 
made by Judge Johnson of Man­
chester and seconded by Clarence 
Jones of New Hartford. There was 
no opposition candidate.

Neither was there opposition to 
the nominations of Albert S. Bill 
of West Hartford as clerk or Stan­
ley Traceski of New Britain as as­
sistant clerk.

In the Senate caucus the nomina­
tions of J. Frederick Baker of New 
Haven for clerk and of Senator Roy 
C. Wilcox of Meriden for presideflt 
pro tempore were both accomplish­
ed without opposition.

Rlurdock to Have Place.
The permanent organization com­

mittee of the House organized di­
rectly after the caucus. Its slate of 
appoinraents, to be ratified by the 
House, Included as doorkeeper for 
Hartford county E. A. Elliott of 
Newingtdn and as messenger for 
Hartford county Leo P. Flamion 
of Hartford.

Judge Raymond A. Johnson,

bull urged “ standardization of traf­
fic rules, appllable toithe whole 
state,’ ’ and a law that would com­
pel all autQmobile drivers to he re­
examined once every three years, at

Of ■ traffic rules the governor 
said: "Auto traffic today is being 
regulated in areas of five, six or 
seven square • miles, with no two 
areas agreeing on any one set of 
rules. The automobile is just as 
much an interstate vehicle as the 
steam railroad and it should be 
regulated as such, that is by the 
state rather than by local authori­
ties. At present no two cities agree 
whether one may turn right against 
the red light, or whether one may 
cross In front of or around a traf­
fic signal. These and numerous 
other differences in the regulatory 
measures must inevitably lead to 
confusion. Such a situation is not 
conductive to clear thinking on the 
part of the driver or the pedes­
trian.”

Examine Drivers.
As for examination of operators, 

the governor said: “ thousands of 
operators of motor vehicles have 
been renewing their licenses for 
ten, fifteen, and twenty years, al­
though during that time they may 
have acquired any kind of \mental 
»or physical defect, rendering them 
absolutely unfit to drive an auto-̂  
m obile/*I believe that all licensed 
operators should be re-examined at 
least once eveiy three years. ’ The 
cost of the re-examination might 
well be borne by the applicant and 

am convinced that such an exam­
ination will take from our high­
ways operators who are a menace 
to the public at large because of 
physical or mental impairment.” 

Banking Problem.
In discussing banking the gov­

ernor indicated the Legislature 
would do well to “ discontinue the 
practice of granting fiduciary pow­
ers to specially chartered corpora­
tions unless such corporation carry 
full banking powers”  “ In other 
words,”  he said, “  the right to act 
in a flduclai*y capacity should be 
restricted to banks and trust com-, 
panles.”  He urged that the pro­
cedure of referring all applications 
for banking charters to the bank 
commissioners be continued.

Governor Trumbull then recom­
mended that laws be enacted “ de­
signed to eliminate fraud, so that it 
will be possible to deal directly and 
effeotively with any individual or 
corporation offering securities of a 
questionable value to our citizens. 
From my study of . the situation l| 
am of the opinion that a strong 
fraud law will be more effective 
than legislation of the conventional 
blue sky type,, requiring registra­
tion of securities.”

Governor Trumbull expressed the 
belief that “ even the work of, the 
various state’s attorneys might well 
be centralized under the attorney 
general In the Interest of economy, 
efficiency, and uniformity of pro­
cedure.”  He declared that in- the 
last fiscal year the various state’s 
attorfleys had required over $200,- 
000 In salaries and- expenses, and. 
that “ by far the largest portion of 
this sum is chargeable to expenses 
which obviously could be lessened 
by a’ central administration.”

“ The only right policy of a state 
founded on law is to enforce the 
law,”  the governor declared, “ and 
the only wrong policy is the failure 
to so act.”  Then he declared that 
the opinions on law enforcement 
he expressed two years ago, he still 
holds. Quoting* he declared “ neith­
er disrespect for the law nor th^ 
difficulties attendant upon, its en­
forcement are lessened.by keeping 
alive statnatory crimes which have 
become archaic, either because ^hey 
no longer meet modern conditions 
or because they no longer represent 
the will of the electorate.”

Water Rights
'In discussing the fight with 

Massachusetts over the diversio‘̂  of 
the Ware and Swift rivers from 
Connecticut, the governor urged 
the Legislature to supply the funds 
to prepare and prosecute to an end 
the legal phase of the affair. ■

A clear definition of the duties of 
the state water commission as af­
fected by >the State Board of 
Health’s duties was urged also. He 
feared “ Inter-department friction 
may result.”

“ Liberal support”  for the state’s 
program of reforestratibn and con 
servation of natural resources was 
asked.

In discussing aviation the gover­
nor said:/Tn a number of instances 
the only available ana practicable 
site for the development of an air­
port is outside the corporate limits 
of the municipality interested, and 
under the present law, that fact 
would prove a complete bar to the 
desired development. I recommend 
that such cities Or towns he author­
ized to carry out such projects even

to the extent of condemning land to 
be used for that purpose. He-also 
said that v;̂ here airport develop­
ment is hindered by secondary or 
tertiary roads, “ some means should 
be devised to simplify and expedite 
the closing or removal of such 
roads.”  He would also have the de:* 
partment of aviation vested with 
the power to order removal of 
wires, poles and trees that form a 
menace to the navigation of aircraft 
at a terminal.

As to Aviation.
In his discussion of aviation the 

governor said:
“ Let me say that the industries 

of the State two years ago pro­
duced aircraft accessories to the 
value of not more than $500,000; 
yet during the past year the pro­
ducts of this new industry have in­
creased to approximately $8,000,- 
000.”

Gov. Trumbull stressed the im­
portance to the state of actually 
purchasing the Groton airport on 
which the state has had an option 
for a year or more.

In touching upon the highway 
department the governor declared 
“ it is a matter for congratulation 
that the program of this depart­
ment can go forward without in­
crease in the appropriation for this 
purpose.” He declared “ this de­
partment has been conspicuously 
successful.”

Speaking of the healing arts 
Governor ’Trumbull said: “ In deal­
ing with persons improperly licens­
ed or practicing, ' or persons who 
have secured licenses unlawfully, 
the state board of healing arts 
should have broad disciplinary 
powers, including the authority to 
summarily revoke licenses for 
cause. There should also be 
authority vested in the attorney 
general to prosecute such offenders 
upon the- recommendation of the 
state board.”

Eclectic Examiners.
“ The situation as to the board 

of eclectic examiners has been a 
distinct embarrassment not only to 
the governor, but to the profession, 
for the reason that it has been 
found difficult if not imposible to 
secure accredited eclectic physi­
cians who are willing to act on such 
a board. The state board should 
have some general powers which 
would permit it to appoint a spe­
cial board of examiners in such 
cases, or to proceed independently, 
if occasion demand.”

Then the governor said “ the ju­
dicial council has rendered its bi- 
ennjikl report. 'The report Is too 
voluminous to be dealt with in de­
tail in this message but I shall take 
occasion to transmit it to you. I be­
lieve the council’s recommenda­
tions are calculated to make our 
judicial system a more effective in­
strument of justice, and as such 
they merit, and I am sure will re 
ceive your earnest consideration.” 

Governor Trumbull then recom­
mended that the office of clerk of 
bills be made permanent, as have 
done “ many of my predecessors, in­
cluding Governors Woodruff, Lilley, 
and Baldwin.’

Talks on Sports.
My attention has been directed 

to a situation existing in the field 
of sports that seems to require 
remedial legislation. Amateur 
boxing matches are too frequently 
conducted for gain by irresponsible 
persons who are not concerned with 
the welfare and physical condition 
of the contestants. Frequently the 
boxers are not physically fit, or 
are unevenly matched, and many 
are too young to engage in such a 
contest. As a result, many in­
juries, and more than one death, 
have been reported. Under exist­
ing laws there is no supervision 
over such contests, and it seems 
proper to consider legislation 
whereby the athletic commission 
shall have powers of supervision 
and regulation appropriate to the 
situation.”

National Guard.
In his reference to the National 

Guard, Governor Trumbull again 
urged the state to buy the land at 
Eastern Point which it has secured 

[an option on, and “ which is essen­
tial for the development and train­
ing of certain units of the National 
Guard which are equipped with 
heavy field pieces.’*

The governor recommended that 
a commission be raised to plan for 
a proper observance of the three 
hundredth anniversary of the set­
tlement of Connecticut as a colony.

Mrs. Houdini had created ~ mild 
sensation in New York today by h.er 
announcement that she had receiv­
ed a message from her husband in 
i secret code known only to herself 
and the miglcian. The code, she 
said, was made hy Houdini a short 
time before his death and it was 
agreed between the pair that if it 
was possible to communicate from 
the beyond, the ohe who died first 
would do so in this code.

Received t|ie Message
Mrs. Houdini said she received 

her message through the medium- 
ship of Arthur Ford, ministe.- of the 
First Spiritualist church and editor 
of Immortality. Ford, in a trance 
said he was in touch with a “ con­
trol”  named Fletcher, presumed to 
be a boyhood friend of the nrfagi- 
cian.

The entire message to Mrs. Hou­
dini, Ford said, trickled in to him 
over a period of several months and 
was not completed until Sunday.

The message Ford says he receiv­
ed from “ Fletcher” who appears to 
have been speaking for Houdini 
was:

“ The same man who came Satur­
day night is coming again. He says; 
‘Hello. Bess, my sweetheart.’ (Bess 
was Houdini’s pet name for his 
wife).

“ He says he wants to repeat the 
code you used in your mind reading 
act with him. First of all, he says 
‘Rosabelle.’ Do you know what that 
means?

The Code
“ Answer-tell-pray-answer- look- 

tell-answer-tell. Is that right?”
When the widow answered yes, 

the control, according to Ford, 
said:

“ Thank you sweetheart, now take 
off your wedding ring and tell them 
what Rosabelle means.”

Mrs. Houdini th^n removed the 
ring, it was said, and sang a song 
engraved inside the ring; 

“ Rosabelle, sweet Rosabelle 
“ I love you more t^an I can tell. 
“ Over me you cast a spell.
“ I love you, my sweet Rosabelle.” 
When she had concluded the 

song. Ford’s voice said, “ I thank 
you darling: that was the first song 
I ever heard you sing. You sang it 
in our first show. Remember?” 

After a pause, the voice went on: 
“ The I essage I wanted to give 

my wife is -Believe, Rosabelle,’ ”  
and to all was added, “ There is no 
death.”

BRITKHCOURTS 
I BAR CLAIMS OF

London.— The clandestine ’ run- 
iflng of liquor into the United 
States by British subjects In defi­
ance of the American prohibitjon 
laws Is an “ Illegal adventure.” and 
law suits arising out of such enter­
prises can have no standing in the 
^ritish courts.
i This has at last been made clear 

by a decision promulgated by the 
British Court of Appeal, sitting in 
London. It serves to clarify a sit- 
Ttation which, since the introduc­
tion of the Eighteenth Amendment 
Into the Constitution of the United 
States, has caused the British au­
thorities no little concern.

Repeated statements by mem­
bers of th9 British Government 
that Britain frowns upon rum-run­
ning transactions on the part of 
British subiects has bad little ef­
fect in curbing the actitvities of 
these gentry, since the authorities 
have been practically powerless to 
prosecute.
, Will Have Effect.

NEW REPORT SHOWS
Sacramento, Cal. —  “ Thq lady 

slicker list.” 'That’s the latest chart 
to be added to the data of Clarence 
Morrill, state criminology expert.
It is the sheet on which are written 
the names of the women and girls 
who think the world is their oyster 
and don’t care how they open It.

It’s a fast growing list, too. Mor­
rill points out. and the majority of 
names on it are those of women 
from 25 to 3“̂ years who are. or 
have been, engaged in the simple 
occupation of writing checks which 
are sure to come back from the 
bank marked “ No Funds.”

“ They’re not ail single women 
by any means,”  declared Morrill.
‘Pe.haps half or nw>re of the pro­
fessional ‘paper hangars’ are riar- 
ried, according to our list, and 
more surprising most of them are ! order for delivery 
nearing "the supposedly discreet 
years of early mfddle-age.”

There are three times as many 
women criminals entered on Cali­
fornia’s blacklist this year as four 
years ago, while forgery and fraud­
ulent cheek cases nearly kept that 
same ratio.

While the most of the offenders 
are “ penwomen,” the second favor­
ite for girls la shoplifting. This, 
the stale criminologist stated, is 
confined mostly to the larger cities.
The merchant and storekeeper in 
the smallest hamlet, though, are 
not Immune to the sting of worth­
less paper, and In fact, are the 
most numerous victims of the fem­
inine passers of souvenir paper.

dust out'of the cellar.

Horace B. Cheney, as chairman, 
expressed his opinion on the matter 
and told Mr. House that there was 
no doubt about the selectmen hav­
ing control not only on the road sur­
face, but under it. He did not want 
to stand in the way of progress or 
hold up the work of starting the 
new building, but that the duties 
of the selectmen provided that they 
have charge of the prudential af­
fairs of the town and It would be a 
matter of prudence and living up to 
their oath of office if Mr. House 
and Mr. Hale would give to the 
town of Manchester a warrantee, 
backed up by a suitable bond guar­
anteeing the town that they would 
be.responsible for all accidents or 
cave-ins that might occur and that 
should Manchester ever grow so 
large as to require subways that 
they would not object to having the 
coal bunkers removed without cost 
to the town.

New York, Jan. 9.— It Isn’t un­
likely that Jack Dempsey will fight 
again If the Madison Square Garden 
Corporation stands behind the bid 
of more than $500,000 offered by 
its late .president, Tex Rickard, 
shortly before his death, the writer 
definitely learned today. Dempsey Is 
the prey of indecision as he walks 
with the chief mourners In the cor­
tege to the promoter’s final resting 
place and not without reason. He 
not only isn’t certain that he wants 
to fight, now that Rickard Is dead. 
He also isn’t certain that it will 
pay him to fight.

“ Much more than $500»000,”  was 
an authoritative estimate today of 
Rickard’s bid that had won Demp­
sey back to boxing. It was one of 
those word-of-mouth offers and it 
was tendered quite without the 
knowledge of the corporation’s di­
rectorate, ac was Rickard’s custom.
A most Informal man, he simply 
made his decisions and then told 
the board that he had made them.

Must See Bush
Dempsey, therefore, hasn’t the 

slightest idea whether anybody 
wants to pay off on this promise and 
he won’t know definitely until he 
has conferred with W. F. Carey or 
James I. Bush or some other quali­
fied spokesman of the corporation. 
The conference in question will be 
held as shortly after today’s funeral 
as these men of money can decent­
ly arrange it. They know that 
D mpsey, the fighter— not Demp­
sey, the promoter— is the only thing 
that can save box’ng from a very 
Impressive fiop this year. Thair 
anxiety on this score should prove 
to be a break for Dempsey. He then 
can gracefully mention the matter 
of Rickard's offer and see what 
'jappens.

Carey May Object
Carey, who probably will be 

elevated to the presidency of the 
corporation in due season, may not 
care for the terms Rickard quoted. 
He, in fact, was an avowed oppon- 
eni of,the promoter’s liberalism in 
matters of finance and may see no 
reason to alter his prejudices at 
this late date. But if he is Oue-half 
as smart as 1 th.nk he is. he will 
realize,this much: that Dempsey’s 
return to boxing this year will be 
cheap at almost any price.

Heavyweight championship fight­
ing might attain some modicum of 
success in 192? without Rickard. It 
might survive, too. without Demp­
sey. But without both it will be 
lost.

Dempsey As Promoter '
Spme chumps have been talking 

Delppsey up as a promoter. In the 
event that he doesn’t fight himself, 
what I would like to know is what 
he is going fo promote? Snarkey, 
Stribling, Paulino, Loughran arid 
several others are qualified conten­
ders, but all the fighting they^wlll 
do among themselves will hot make 
them anything else.

To make a heavyweight elimina- 
t jn mean anything, there must be 
^ome man in the background, pref­
erably a champion, waiting for the 
qualified survivor. Matters’ didn t 
progress so well last year, yet they 
always had a chance because Tun- 
ney and an official championship 
fight was the goal of the tourn i- 
ment winner. This year, with Rick­
ard still alive and Dempsey ready 
for tljie grand finale, the business 
was a tip-over.

But with Rickard- dead, they 
either must go with Dempsey or 
prepare to make no money at a 
n-.ost alarming rate with the rest 
d* the heavyweight program. There 
is one consldaratlpn.in this connec­
tion tbat-should have-a distinct ap­
peal to a man of Carey’s vision. If 
Dempsey is waiting for the winner, 
every match in the- heavyweight 
program will have a meaning that 
it might otherwise lack.

Million Dollar Gate
In this way, the mortgage on 

Dempsey will start to pay Itself off 
long before the boys handle a nickel 
of the money a Dempsey fight will 
get them. Its receipts ought to 
make an awful fool out of a million 
dollars, as a matter of fact, which 
Ir fairly convincing money, even to 
the Jaded financial eye.

Dempsey, stalling for a break, 
has said he will not commit hlm- 
seli. on his present plans for some 
days. He adds that he will make a 
definite statement upon his return 
to Miami Beach. If he will guaran­
tee to do that, I will guarantee to 
call the turn for him. He obviously 
will Issue no statement frpm Miami 
Beach that will he inimical to the 
best interesta of the Sharkey-Strlb- 
ling fight.

However, it all goes back to the 
Garden directors, In the final analy­
sis. I make no brash claims concern­
ing foreknowledge of Dempsey’s 
decision. But I do claim that, if he 
decides against a return to the ring 
after - Rickard’s posthumous an­
nouncement of his return, it will be 
partly or wholly due to the fact that 
the gard:;n’s board has not been 
able to see eye to eye with Rickard 
on the real value of Dempsey at the 
box office,' ^

A FITTING TRIBUTE.

AN UNKNOWN CHAPTER 
IN TEX RICKARD ’5  LIFE

BY HENRY L. FARRELL.

The story of Tex Rickard is al­
most an impossible one to write. 
His life had too much color f or ' a 
painter to handle. It had too much 
romance even for a poet to tell and 
it had too many facts for even a 
good reporter to set in the proper 
order.

Tex Rickard probably was the 
best known man in the United 
States by name and at the same 
time he was possibly the least 
known as a man. His record, filled 
with glamour, was always public 
property, but since the day that old, 
Bat Masterson, the sports editor 
of the New York Morning Tele­
graph, died, we do not know of a 
single man who could say that he 
knew Rickard Intimately. He had 
friends', yes, but we never have 
heard that he had a confident in 
the most successful days of his life 
— and during the toughest years of 
his life.

Rickard had enemies, powerful 
ones, but they turned into harmless 
hecklers who found out that the 
man was too strong as an Individ­
ual to be taken for a ride, that he 
was too smart to be trapped and 
that he never left an opening for 
pot shots that the politicians and 
the guerrillas like to take from 
ambush.'

In spite of the romance that sur- 
rouaded his days In the Klondike, 
his experiences In the Nevada gold 
fields and fals early career as a 
fight promoter, we always have 
thought'that Rickard 'demonstrated 
best the characteristics that made 
him a success when he broke into 
the sordid fight game.in drab New 
York. And his great success as a 
pugilistic promoter dated from that 
time. - I

It has, been said that he was 
lucky. For years it was legepdary 
that It never would .rain on a Ric* 
ard fight dnd his faith in bis luck 
was such that he saved almost 
$25flti060 by refusing to take out 
insurance to protect his shows 
against postponement'by rain. It 
was held against hinj that It was 
only luck that put *over the first 
million dollar fight between Demp­
sey and Carpentler and the two 
million and almost -three million 
dollar fights that followed when 
Dempsey was packing them in.

But Rickard was not always 
lucky. He bad one of the best 
claims In the Klondike gold fields. 
He sold It for $17,000 and more 
than $500,000 came,, out of the 
claim that be sold. He made a’ 
fortune and lost it running a gam­
bling house In Nome and in Gold­
field and there were dimes not so 
many years ago when he was trying 
to make old Madison Square Garden 
go that he confessed he didn’t have 
a dime. .*

Sljnce George Lewis (Tex) Rickard passed into the Grdat Beyond, 
much p'ralse 'has been written about the most famous professional 
sports promoter the world has ever known, and well he desprves these 
countless tributes.

However, time heals all sorrows and Is memory’s greatest handi­
cap. Unless there’s something more than nxere newspaper publicity, 
the name of Tex Rickard will scarcely be mentioned in a decade or two.

There Is one thing more iar-reaching than publicity that would 
keep the name of Rickard fresh in the minds of all sport lovers. And, 
so far as we know. It wouldn’t require much work to pay this greetest 
of all tributes.

I have in mind the suggestion to change the name of the-new Mad­
ison Square Garden to Rickard Garden. To honor him thus, w<^ld 
be to hold before his successors the example of a man who made good 
on a mighty hard job— one that required ability to take raps as tvell as 
boosts.

There was a time when boxing was regarded as an exceedingly 
crooked business but under the; Rickard regime, the situation wa? 
greatly improved. Rickard went a long way toward re-establls'ilng 
the reputation of discredited sporting events. He is gone now, but his 
memory will long lingeV in the minds of the multitude to whom he 
brought happiness.

To be sure, Rickard made his mistakes in life. But they were 
few and far between. And in his passing, there are few who have found 
cause to say anything but’ words of praise in honor of a man whose 
name will forever hold a plaee by Itself in the history of sports.

that Rickard had the toughest-fight 
of his life and because he survived 
as dirty and as unfair a fight as 
ever was carried against a man he 
went on to success. If the politi­
cians had licked him he would have 
been sunk. When he licked them 
he couldn’t be kept away from the 
millions that finally came to him.

The old Garden in New York 
was always political Spoils. When 
you . promoted anything in the old 
building you had to give the "boys” 
their end. And their end was 
plenty. When Rickard got through 
with a couple of shows he Just had 
enough to pay the bills. It cost 
him $1,500 a day in overheld to 
turn the key in the door each morn­
ing,

He told the politicians that he 
didn’t have' any cash >to hand out, 
that he couldn’t pay 1500 of their 
henchmen as ushers’ when 500 
would do the work and that he 
could not give’ away the first 15 
rows, of the rineside .seats to the 
ward hfealers. He tolid the police 
department that could admit 
free of charge orily7a necessary 
,juuahac of,'U&lXormaA'iaaa ajxd that

Rickard went right .ahead, one 
jump ahead of the.sheriff and 
a half jump ahead of the cops. 
Then he was arrested on a charge 
of mistreating ■ little girls in the 
Garden and they thought that he 
never would fight thn case. He 
would settle for plenty- of dough 
and- -leave the towp.

“ I’m going to» bat on that 
charge,”  Rickard said and he re­
tained-Max Steuer, the greatest 
criminal lawyer in New York, to 
defend him. The retaining fee 
paid to Steuer was JlOO,000 and 
Rickard beat the case. He had 
proved In fighting them right out. 
In the open that he had them 
licked and from that moment 
Rlckiird was- made in . New York. 
He thep started his dream^fpr a 
new ’$3,ObO,00O 'Garden- that now 
stands in New York as his me­
morial. . r

I .akk'ed. .‘iRlckard on one occa­
sion bow he felt that he had 
enopgh strength —  an outsider 
agains't' ' the'- most powerful ma­
chine ln '”the country— to beat 
them on--.their own field. And he 
replied:

"I never took any feller for a 
sucker. They took me tor one.’’

When he was running gambling 
houses his games were known as 
being square and the same repu­
tation for square dealing followed 
him Into every venture he ever 
promoted.

He had a quaint way of talking, 
a line that followed him from 
his boyhood days In the Texas 
Panhandle. He always referred to 
people as “ fellers,”  and when he 
wanted to express surprise about 
something he would say— “ Well, 
never seed nuthin’ like it,”  or 
“ Never heerd nothin’ It It.”

He didn’t like to seo himself 
quoted verbatim in the news­
papers but/ he wasn’t ashamed of 
it and he used to joke with the 
newspapermen about it. “ You 
go ahead and put In that ‘seed’ 
business. If I don’t say It you’ll 
put It In anyway,” he would say.

Rickard was generally known 
as a “ poker face,’ ’ a ipan who 
never had , an emotion or who 
never showed one.

New York.—rThe land of throb­
bing life and nervous reality, that 
we are pr> ne to think of as New 
York, contains an island of dreams 
and of magic of which few travelers 
are aware.

It is Fairyland itself, a modern 
fairyland, under the rel^n not of 
Invisible fairies but of stern, rea­
soning men and women. It is a 
fairyland, nevertheless, where the 
unseen is seen, the unheard be­
comes a thunder-crash and tlie im­
possible is accomplished.

This is the Magic City, strange 
to relate, of one of the greatest sci­
entific institutions in the country— 
Bell Telephone Laboratories.

Outdo Fables.
That seems like a cold, harsh 

drop from the visions of a Fairy 
City of our younger days to what 
is just a matter-of-fact workshop 
tor scientific research. But no 
fairy of our childhood dreams ever 
waved her wand over such startling 
wonders as are accom'plished in an 
orderly, scientific way by the men 
and women in these laboratories.

For here, amidst the odors of 
chemicals and the hum of motors, 1 
experienced wonders actually per­
formed greater than  ̂were the 
mental caprices of a Grimm or an 
Anderson.

1 saw my voice— saw it, not just 
heard it— tangoing up and down 
across a screen, as I spoke Into an 
ordinary transmitter. Then 1 saw 
my words recorded by the trace of 
light on a photo fiim, for refined 
study by experts in phonetics.

I watched millions on millions 
of invisible electrons— those tiniest 
particles of matter— forming grace­
ful blue curves of light on the end 
of a vacuum bulb.

Outside the brick building con­
taining these wonders, horse-drawn 
trucks clatterec’ over the wide 
cobblestone street to the docks of 
ocean liners along the Hudson wa­
terfront across the way

Inside, I locked myself behind 
triple-steel doors in a sound-prodf 
quiet room, where the drop of a 
pin could be detected by a sensitive 
Instrument and shot out like the 
boom of a gun.

Contrasts. .
Outside, 1 could see massive 

ocean liners at a far distance await­
ing their passengers and freight 
for the next trip across the Atlan­
tic, Inside, 1 had to peer through a 
highly sensitive microscope to see 
the tiny crystals that make up the 
steel of those ships. Here, it is 

Taxis uncommon practice to cut a
piece of soft metal or wood less 
than one ten-thousandth of an inch 
in thickness, or to measure the 
grains in hard steel to a thickness 
of a quarter-millionth of an inch. 

For in this Fairyland scientists

sensitive that it can measure down 
to one-billionth of an Inch, or a 
millionth of a degree in tempera­
ture. It is the finest variation 
man has ever measured, yet it ap­
pears in the motion of a spot of 
light that can be noticed in an 
instant.

Here, as in many other labora­
tories, men and women play with 
extremes. They count the invisible 
atoms in matter, so tiny that 100,- 
000,000 of them side by side would 
take up only an inch of space. They 
work with air so thin that it is 
almost a vacuum— almost nothing 
at all. The same air, condensed

have devised apparatus so highly!into such a heavy state that it be­

comes a liquid more than ,150 de­
grees below freezing temperature, 
is to these scientists as common­
place as the milk that is left on 
our doorstep each morning.

Into that extremely cold liquid, 
the ruiers of this scientific fairy­
land can plunge a red-hot carbon 
pencil and make It glow with an 
intense heat. A droo ot this cold 
liquid on the skin would make it 
blister as if scalded by the spark 
of a white-hot molten metal.

These are representative .of the’ 
wonders experienced in this fairy­
land of science, all produced from 
cold, logical formulas. Men and 
women scientists here seek tl̂  ̂
facts of our existence and try to 
accommodate them to our every­
day lives.

Invisible Light.
We want as much light as pos­

sible to see things. They shut'off 
this light and search for things 
In a form of light that Is invisible 
and harmful to the eye. What Is 
invisible to us they see. What we 
cannot hear, they hear. What we 
can’t do, they do.

But not a single wonder they 
perform is done for fun. Theirs 
is the business of Improvlhg our 
means of communication— by tele­
phone. by telegrj-ph and cable, by 
wireless. Wbat appears as a mar­
vel to us is merely an experiment 
toward perfecting our telephone, or 
speeding up the transmission of 
messages, or clearing up the air 
for radio communication.

Every one of the wonders I saw 
at these laboratories was part of 
the great experimental and re­
search equipment needed for this 
work. Many of the men here do 
not seem to be getting anywhere. 
Day after day, year in and year 
out, they appear to be playipg with 
freakish devices that show hardly 
any relationship to telephony. or 
radio.

Daily Discoveries.
But every day discoveries are 

made— and from them follow tre­
mendous Improvements In tele­
phone, cable and radio transmis­
sion. A development may take 
weeks or years of Intensive labor 
until the final reward copieB.

Thus was television accomplished 
in these same laboratories. Thus 
were cable messages speeded up to 
2500 letters a minute. 'liius was 
the dial system of telephony de­
veloped. And in the same serious 
and patient way were many other 
Improvements made that have 
saved the people of the United 
States millions bf dollars i.nd many 
nrecious seconds in telephoning.

These material wonders are what 
the fairies In this magic city have 
brought us.

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A Colonial style room.

The best advice anyone can. give 
the amateur who would fur­
nish her home in the Colonial style, 
is: Get authenlc reproductions of 
good construction.

Originals of Early American 
pieces are scarce, and unless the 
home-maker be an experienced 
connoisseur, possessing unlimited 
means, she is apt to make mis­
takes. Replicas made by the fur­
niture manufacturers of today, if 
chosen carefully .with the advice 
of competent sales persons, will 
give adequate expression to the 
rooms they adorn. Indeed these 
reproductions are more desirable 
than a hall full of rickety Colonial 
antiques, unable to carry a human 
load.

Modern productions of Col­
onial furniture are lighter and 
more practical than the originals. 
The by-gone days of our forefath­
ers demanded a stern type of fur­
niture adapted to those parlous 
years. By selecting^ reproductions 
the home-maker will avoid mak­
ing what one waggish authority 
calls "upholsterrific blunders.”

Properly. Colonial furniture. be­
longs in a Cpldnial home, although

.i>

It may be adapted to other sur­
roundings, provided the interior is 
not treated In a manner such as 
Italian Renaissance or Spanish 
stucco. There are few. distinct 
trade marks of the period, for 
each of the colonies evolved its 
only styles to fit its needs.

White, cream, or Ivory tints in 
the woodwork and decoration of 
the room fit well with the Colonial 
style. It is glossy, lets light Into 
the room, and of course 
nicely with any color 
against it.

f.In placing Early American 
pieces, remember that furniture 
with similar lines should be group­
ed attractively. Angular pieces—  
banister and ladder-back chairs, 
highboy and gateleg tables— go 
well together. Pieces with curves 
predominating —  tilt - top tables 
with pie-crust edges and “ comb- 
back” Windsor chalr^belong In 
the same corner. Hooked rugs. 
Colonial silhouettes,; pewter and 
pottery are appointments which 
complete effectively a Colonial 
roam.
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The whole colorful sweepini
panorama of our nation’s history 
has been culled for the new sprini 
frocks. Fashion says that prlnb 
portraying various highlights oi 
America’s development are. th« 
thing. Beautifully soft silks pictur­
ed with the log cobin home of Lin­
coln, the covered wagon exodus, th« 
windmills of old New York, Paul 
Revere on his horse, the show, boat, 
the. first railroad ard cotton gin, ar» 
being shown in the shops.

DANCE MARATHON IS OP
LITTLE SCIENTIFIC VALUE

Q.— Is an„ good derived 
from breatliing exercises?

A. — Breathing exercises 
properly conducted are pleas­
ant. They are not, however, a 
“ sure’ ’ ro8(i to health, and no 
breathing system, guarantees 
freedom from disease.

When the marathon dancing 
craze attracted public attention a 
few months ago, people began to 
view with alarm the participants in 
these exhibitions.

One physician who observed 102 
participants in a contest that ex­
tend 1,252 hours has made avail­
able a record of bis experience in 
ithe Journal oi the Indiana State 
Medical Association.

The dancers moved themselves 
about for 40 minutes and then 
rest for 20 minutes, being re­
moved from the floor in hospital 
carts; usually they were asleep 
before they reached their tratu- 
Ing quarters. During the first ten 
days the chief complaints were 
sore feet, misters, callouses, corns 
and bunions, although many of 
the dancers suffered with inflam­
mations of the eyelids.

Mental Attitude
The first disturbance of the 

body of serious importance no­
ticed was a change in the mental 
state after ten days, when the con­
testants began to become hilari­
ous, depressed, or irritable. These 
changes in temperament were the 
result of continuous exhaustion.
, At such times the dancers 
seemed to be semi-conscious, some 
of them suffered with delusions or 
hallucinations and some of them 
were so clouded mentally that 
they did pot seem to know where 
they were.

A young widow developed a 
mental condition known as ex­
haustion-psychosis, becoming hi­
larious and bursting into tears al­
ternately. and developing the de­
lusion that she was being main­
tained against her will in a place 
of ill repute. '

Most of the contestants , de­
veloped a fall in the blood pres­
sure with disturbance of the rate

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of the pulse. However, in general, 
the heart did not seem to be per­
manently disturbed in any way.

Test of Fatigue
After all such dances prove 

nothing of value to scientific medl-t 
cine, since conditions of severe 
fatigue occurring in industry or 
associated with remarkable ath­
letic feats provide a far better 
test of what the human constitu­
tion can undergo and still recover.

Such studies "made In the past 
afiirm again and again the re­
markable factors of safety that 
exist in the human body and the 
tremendous shBlty that it has to 
overcome severe damage If given 
half a chance.

Raised in Baltimore, Warner 

Bros, always stood together. They 
began their united careers as ex­
hibitors in 190S, then opened a film 
exchange, were put out of business 
by a film combine, were traveling 
exhibitors, then distributors in 
Pittsburgh. This connection proved 
unsatisfactory, so Warner Bros, 
sold out, going broke for the sec­
ond time. Then they established 
Warner Features, were unable to 
get capital to carry on, and once 
more were against the wall.

CHAPTER 3^
In spite of their troubles the 

Warner Bros, were not discour­
aged. Beatings, by this time, had 
made them harder to beat. They 
were surely uncomfortable, but re­
fused to acknowledge defeat. Smil­
ing a bit ■wryly at one another, the 
Warner Bros, called another post 
mortem, brought in a report that 
nothing could stop them, and an­
nounced that they would continue 
as producers.

Success Is Achieved
Complete faith in themselves and

They had learned much of the devi­
ous ways of finance and corporate 
control. Harry, as president, took 
active charge of general opera­
tions, Albert was the financial man, 
Sam looked after distribution and 
Jack directed production. Warner 
Bros. Pictures, Inc., ■was organized 
and continues to this day, making 
silent and Vitaphone Talking Pic­
tures.

It had always been a tenet of the 
Warner way that mediocrity was a 
liability. They established a rule

to make fewer and better pictures. 
They continued to be the up and 
coming Warners, but wiser and 
better men than when they began. 
It was not long before the exhibit­
ors and the public became familiar 
with the Warner ctuality. It count­
ed on the credit side of the ledger.

Soon after the beginning of this 
period in their experiences, James

War­
ner films became famous for their 
fine quality. The firm had steadily 
maintained their stand that fewer 
and better pictures was good solid 
bedrock to build upon.

Expansion Begins 
The business grew so fast that

Seeking the 
unusual, Warner Bros, determined 
to make a film of it. They were 
told it could not bo done. That 
was oil on the tire to the Warners, 
for doing things that could not be 
done was their specialty. They pro­
ceeded to produce a film version of 
the popular book. It was a sen­
sational success and established 
Warner Bros, in the first rank and 
led to Vitaphone.

At last the four Warners had 
found a place in the sun of success. 
Faith, perseverance, disregard of 
obstacles, strength made stronger 
by disaster— ŵas all part of the

Interested In these devices, as he 
had a mechanical mind.

The Warner vision was at work

As he had jour­
neyed to New York he reflected ( 
that his brother Harry had often 
said the motion picture business 
went ahead so fast it was like a 
limited train. It merely hesitated 
at main stops and flashed by the 
smaller ones. You had to step fast 
to get aboard. All the Warner 
Bros, sensed that the business of 
producing pictures was due for one 
of those fantastic changes which 
had marked Its history from the 
beginning.

It was not a perfected exhibition
which the scientists and engineers 
were able to show. The picture 
was one of a man holding a violin. 
He lifted the Instrument and his 
bow. As bow touched strings 
music came forth in unison ■with his 
movements. There were many 
other sounds the delicate micro­
phone had picked up. But Warner 
Bros, ^aw that here at last ■fras the 
base of a practical method for com­
bining music and speech with pic­
tures. Always before something 
had stopped the accomplishment 
of that aim, but there was a chance 
with this.

Warner Bros, determined to stake 
everything on the new invention. 
Arrangements were made with the 
Western Electric Co. and Bell Tele­
phone Laboratories to'continue the 
experiments at the Vitagraph 
Studio in Brooklyn. They had come 
out of the dark woods into the 
sunlight of success through faith 
and vision. They were determined 
that Warner Bros, would be in the 
forfefront of any change in their 
business. All their resources were 
put into the development of Vita­
phone.

Boston —  Production of onions 
throughout the country this year 
was nearly three million bushels be­
low the avera,ge for the past five 
years, and more than six million 
bushels less than the crop produced 
last year, according to statistics 
made public by the New England 
Crop reporting service, of the 
United States Department of Agri­
culture.

Despite the decreased produc­
tion this year in the late stales as 
a whole, producers received more 
for their crops than they did in
1927. Total values in 1928 were 
placed at $18,039,000 as compared 
with $10,801,000 last year. The 
1928 farm price averaged more 
than double that of 1927 in nearly 
all states.

Drop One Third
Production of onions was esti­

mated this year at 12,383,000 bus­
hels as compared with 18.242.000 
bushels last year. The five year 
average for the years 1923-1927 
inclusive was 15,086,000 bushels.

Floods during the early part of 
the season drowned out about a 
third of the planted acreage and 
cut yields materially in New York, 
state. As result production amount­
ed to about one third of the 1927 
crop.

Unfavorable growing weather, 
thrip and other Insects and disease 
in Massachusetts. Indiana, Ohio, 
Wisconsin. Michigan and Califor­
nia caused marked decreases in 
yields. Very good yields, however, 
were obtained in Idaho. Iowa. Colo­
rado, Minnesota, Washington and 
Utah, the Department of Agricul­
ture stated.

Crop Disappoints
The Massachusetts crop was 

very disappointing to farmers this 
year. The acreage was cut from 
4,550 acres in 1927 to 3,500 in
1928. Sets made fair yields but 
the excessive rainfall caused early 
blasting of seed onions and poor 
yields were obtained.

The average yields for the two 
classes was 240 bushels per acre 
compared with 295 bushels last

year and 368 bushels the five year 
average. Due to the small size of 
the crop this year and the poor 
quality of same, total value is be­
low that of last year and less than 
two-thirds of the average.

In 1928 there were about 175,000 
bushels of Bermuda onions aban­
doned in California due to low 
prices and the average price per 
bushel received by growers was ap­
plied to 805,000 bushels sold to ob­
tain total farm value.

NEW YORK CITY IS SHORT 
OVER o(K>,0(tU PEOPLE 
THROUGH LOW BIRTHRATE

New York.— This city, according 
to Department of Health estimates, 
has suffered an approximate loss of 
500,000 pop-jlation through the 
decline of the birth rate in twenty 
years. The decline in the birth rate 
is reported to be general over the 
United States.

It is not because there has been 
a decrease in marriages that births 
have fallen off. In New York City 
since 1908 there has been a steady 
increase in the number of marri­
ages. Fewer babies per family has 
stowed the population growth.

HARVARD GIVEN 
800 PHOTOS OF 
BUDDHA STATUE

Cambridge, Mass..— Photographs 
of a collection o'" 800 inscribed 
Buddhist statuettes, each of which 
bears the Chinese name of the re­
spective worshipped at the Imperial 
court of Peking about the year 
1750, are now the property of 
Harvard University, a gift of Baron 
Alexander von Stael-Holstein, Pro­
fessor of Sanskrit in tht National 
University of Peking, and for the 
current year, a visiting professor 
at Harvard.

The gift to the Fogg Art Mu­
seum was unique because the pre­
vious complete Lamoistic pantheon 
ever published in the Occident had 
only three hundred personages.

and rough draughts of state docu­
ments in ancient Tibetan and an­
cient Tranian language of Khotan 
on the reverse. The documents 
date probably from the Sth Cen­
tury A. D.. and throw much light 
on the ancient geography of Cen­
tral Asia.
