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EIGHT KILLED 
AS BIG PLANE 
IS DEMOLISHED

Machine Could Not Gain Al­
titude; Pilot Tries to Land 
But Wing Hits Tree and 
Plane Crushes Occupants.

Middletown, Pa., Jan. 12.— The 
death toll in the tragjc crash of the 
Army transport plane C-2 near here 
yesterday mounted to eight today 
when Sergeant Patrick Conroy of 
Somerville, Mass., the one soldier 
who had survived the disaster, 
passed away at Polyclinic hospital 
in the nearby“ city of Harrisburg. 
Conroy, who had received a frat- 
tured skull and internal injuries, 
died at 1:50 o ’clock this morning.

Five of the other seven men in i 
the plane were killed instantly, and i 
two died in Harrisburg hospitals 
soon after the crash.

Two investigations into the dis­
aster are under way.

Crushed to Death
The bodies of all eight men .m 

the plane were crushed when the 
big ship rolled over three times in 
a yard nfear the post office at Roy- 
alton, near here, after a wing 
caught in a tree. The three motors 
of the huge Pokker machine, a sis­
ter ship of the famous “ Question 
Mark,’’ apparently had gone dead 
and the pilot could not find a large 
open field in which to make a safe 
landing.

The plane had just left the Army 
air depot here on a return flight to 
its base at Bolling Field, Washing­
ton. Unable to gain altitude, ac­
cording to spectators, the plane 
atarted to quiver when less than 
200 feet in the air and plunged to 
the earth, turning over as it fell.

Those in Plane
The occupants were Lieut. Henry 

R. Angell, of Birmingham, Ala., 
and seven enlisted men who were 
making the trip to gain air ex­
perience, Those killed instantly 
were Private Samuel P. Jones, of 
Bellbuckle, Tenn.; Private Clarepce 
Birch, of Chicago; Staff Sergeant 
R, J. Lehutta, Washington, D. C.; 
Staff Sergeant Henry Cronan, of 
Takoma Park, Md., and Master Ser­
geant Joseph McCarthy, of Wash­
ington, D. C. The others, Lieut. An­
gell, Sergt. Conroy and Private Mike 
Kelly, of Minersville, Pa., died in 
Harrisburg hospitals.

Officers from Bolling Field were 
to verify Identification today and 
the bodies probably will be trans­
ported to Washington this after­
noon.

Plane Demolished
The plane was so completely 

demolished that the cause of the 
disaster may never be known, ac­
cording to officials at the airport 
here. A rigid investigation will be 
made, however, by the official 
board of inquiry which will report 
direct to the chief of the air corps 
at Washington.

A board of investigation appoint­
ed by Captain F. F. Christine, act­
ing commanding officer at the Mid­
dletown airport, was endeavoring 
to determine the cause of the acci­
dent this morning. Dr. G. E. Bres- 
tle, deputy coroner of Dauphin 
county, also is making an investi­
gation.

Chippewa Falls, Wis. Jan. 12. 
— The discovery of a gallon of 
kerosene after receiving a “ val­
uable tip,’’ was the experience 
police had here when the/went 
out on a search for moonshine.

■ An inmate of the county asy­
lum, while taking a “ stroll," 
had been ordered away from a 
dugout at the city’s gravel pit 
and reported to the police that 
a moonshine still was in opera­
tion there.

Police hurried to the gravel 
pit only to find a group of boys 
who fled to the nearby woods. 
A search of the dugout revealed 
a small stove burning, but the 
only thing the officers found 
worth confiscating was a gallon 
of kerosene.

STOECKEL WANTS

State Commissioner Asks 
for Small Force of Special 
Accident Investigators.

WOMEN OF BRITAIN 
IN IMPORTANTJOBS

The creation of a small force of 
special investigators within the 
State Motor Vehicle Department is 
proposed in the annual report of 
Commissioner Robbins B. Stoeckel 
submitted to Governor John H. 
Trumbull today. This new organ­
ization would augment the service 
given by members of the Depart­
ment of State police, now assigned 
to inspection with the Motor 
Vehiclfe Department.

“ Admittedly, the State Police 
Department is undermanhed,” says 
the report. “ There is insufficient 
policing of the highways and lack of 
an adequate force of examiners and 
investigators in connection with the 
licensing of operators, registration 
of vehicles, and consideration of 
matters outside ordinary routine.

“ The State Police force should he 
greatly increased so as to admit 
of the regular assignment of more 
men to this department, and a spe­
cial inspection force should be or­
ganized in this department to han­
dle at least a part of the work in 
question."

Up to Assembly.
Both proposals, an increase ip 

police personnel, and the organiza­
tion of an investigation division, 
will possibly be among the matters 
submitted for consideration to the 
present General Assembly.

Additional comment in the re­
port on the need for increased serv­
ice points out that during the past 
few years large amounts have been 
spent upon extension and improve­
ments in the highway system, but 
there has not been commensurate 
expenditure of state funds upon 
adequate regulation of the traffic 
these highways accommodate.

"Until there is a change of policy 
in this matter,”  the report contin­
ues “ with resulting adequate pro­
vision made for examinations of 
various kinds before the granting 
of licenses and the constant super­
vision and regulation after such li­
censes are in effect, it does not 
seem likely that the greatest pos­
sible degree of public safety will 
be attained.”

Explaining the Statutes.
Clarification of the statutes rela­

tive to the duties of the depart­
ment in regard to dealers in motor 
vehicles and the several classes of 
public service vehicle owners and 
operators is also considered a 
“ pressing need.” Much difficulty 
is now experienced in reaching 
clear, fair interpretations and es­
tablishment of workable regula­
tions. “ If satisfactory clarifica­
tion be out of the question,”  the 
report recommends “ a change in 
the policy of the state to the end of

Washington, Jan. 12.— With the 
Kellogg-Briand peace treaty near 
ratification, administration leaders 
in the Senate today turned their 
attention to the rapidly growing 
calendar of legislative business in 
the hope of clearing it in .time to 
avoid a special session directly aft­
er March 4.

The Senate’s calendar includes 
the new cruiser bill, the farm re­
lief bill, the first deficiency appro­
priation bill, with its $25,000,000 
increase in prohibition enforce­
ment funds and a $75,000,000 item 
for tax refunds, the report of the 
special committee which investigat­
ed forged Mexican and Russian 
documents, the Caraway cotton and 
grain future act, the House reap­
portionment bill and a dozen le.ss 
Important measures. There are but 
seven weeks before adjournment.

Hopes Doonied"
The hopes of administration lead­

ers for a vote today on the Kellogg 
pact appeared doomed in the face 
of the desire of Senators to prolong 
debate. There were indications 
though, that an agreement might 
be reached to vote Monday al­
though that day has been set aside 
for action on the deficiency biU*and 
on the report on forged documents, 
so a vote on the treaty may be post­
poned until Tuesday.

The deficiency appropriation bill 
undoubtedly will provoke consider­
able debate. At the instance of Sen­
ator Harris (D) of Georgia, a Dry, 
the appropriation committee added 
a $25,000,000 increase to prohibi­
tion enforcement funds although 
the regular Treasury Department 
bill had provided but $13,000,000. 
The Wets slipped a $300,000,000 
appropriation into the bill in the 
Senate, which was stricken ^ut by 
the House later, and they have ar­
gued for larger appropriations all 
the time. Now, though, they prob­
ably will want to know why a Dry 
sponsored the $25,000,000 increase 
and just how and where the funds 
will be used.

Cruiser Bill
The cruiser bill meanwhile gath­

ered cobwebs in a pigeon-hole.
The administration’s hopes for 

farm relief legislation at the pres­
ent session appeared even more fu­
tile.

The treaty fight meanwhile en­
tered its final stage, following the 
attack of Senator Reed (D) of Mis­
souri, on the administration’s de­
mand for unconditional ratification.

Washington, Jan. 12— The White 
House vigorously denied today re­
ports published abroad that Presi­
dent Coolidge had declared the 
total amount of German reparations 
had already been fixed by the inter­
allied commission.

The erroneous probably arose 
from reparations discussions the 
President had yesterday with 
callers, the White House said.

The second, if it should 
be determined by the commission 
that Germany' 1s capable of main­
taining the present Dawes Plan pay­
ments of approximately 2,500.000.- 
000 marks annually, is to ^decide 
how long these payments shall con­
tinue.

The White House said the Presi­
dent did not suggest any definite 
arbitrary figure for the total but 
merely pointed out the problems 
the commission must tackle.

The story caused a sensation in 
Berlin. The Berliner Tageblatt in 
commenting up it, said that “ if the 
story were true it would be useless 
for Germany to participate in the 
forthcoming reparations confer­
ence.”

Sunbury-On-Thames, Eng., Jan. 
12.— Resumption of the delibera­
tions of the Salvation Army High 
Council were marked today by a 
sensational incident when Captain 
Dr. Herbert Hart tried to gain ad­
mission to present a compromise in 
the struggle to depose General 
Bramwell Booth as supreme head 
of the organization.

Declaring he was tlfe bearer of a 
formula which would provide a way 
out of the present difficulties. Staff 
Captain Hart, who was once private 
secretary to General Bramwell 
Booth’s father, appeared at the 
gates of the Army Training College 
shortly after the session began. He 
requested an interview with the 
High Council, but admission was re- 
fnsed him.

Locked In Room
Captain Hart started away, but 

was overtaken by Army officers who 
returned with him. According to the 
Central News, Hart was locked in 
a lodgeroom for thirty minutes. He 
was released with the intimation 
that the. president of the High 
Council meeting could not receive 
him.

“ I came with a plan to settle this 
unfortunate business, but they 
would not allow me in,” Captain 
Hart told International News Ser­
vice.

“ I object strongly to the General 
(Bramwell Booth) b«.ing dismissed 
in this way.

“ My formula was that General 
Booth be.promoted to the rank of 
field marshal with an executive 
council under him of nine members 
representing the principal spheres 
of the Army.”

Captain'Hart was for many years 
medical adviser to the late General 
William Booth, father of Bramwell 
and founder of the Salvation Army.

COOUDGE’S GUESTS

East Hampton, Conn., Jan. 12.— 
Dr. George Newton Lawson, for 
thirty years a figure in Middlesex 
medical circles, died at his home 
here today after an illness of sev­
eral months, at the age of 63. He 
leaves his vife, three sons, Donald, 
of Hartford; George, Jr., Of Boston, 
and Clement, o f New York; .t 
brother Dr. Harvey M. Lawson, of 
Union, and a sister, Mrs. Susan Me- 
Lay. Funeral services will be held 
here Monday afternoon.

Dr. Lawson was graduated from 
Yale Medical School in 1892, after 
getting his degree from Yale Col­
lege in 1892. In 1901 he was the 
hero of a smallpox epidemic here 
in which he was given credit for 
having kept the deaths at an un­
usual minimum with the means of 
treatment then available.

Was Health Officer
For twentyifive years Dr. Lawson 

was health officer and medical ex­
aminer here. He belonged to many 
medical societies; was an Incorpo­
rator of Middlesex hospital, Mid­
dletown; first vice-president of the 
East Hampton bank; director of 
the two libraries here, and a dea­
con in the Congregational church. 
He had served as selectman, and on 
the boards of finance and educa­
tion.

As medical examiner his most 
noted criminal case Involved the 
murder of Timothy Parmelee, 
.whose body was found at Cobalt 
many years ago. During the war 
he examined drafted men. was 
chief surgeon ot the Home Guard, 
and established libraries for serv­
ice men.

the original World Court protoc/>l 
of 1920, together with all subse­
quent international law promul­
gated by the court’s decisions.

His conference with Hoover, it 
was learned, was devoted prin­
cipally to a discussion of Hoover’s 
wishes as to American policy. 
Should such revision o f the court's 
basic lAws open the way for Amer­
ican participation on the terms al­
ready approved by the Senate 
amendments.

Hartford, Conn., Jan. 12.— Legis­
lative committees will be announced 
here on Thursday when the General 
Assembly hold its next session. 
Meanwhile signs of a scramble for 
positions are apparent, for today 
few of the committee selections 
seem certain, anl perhaps only the 
Senate and" House chairmanships of 
the judiciary committee are actual­
ly in sight.

Peasley, of Cheshire, is the un­
doubted head of the Senate judi­
ciary committee and Judge Ray­
mond A, Johnson, of Manchester, 
the head of the House judiciary 
committee. Both men, while acting 
unofficially, filled those posts when 
the Legislature opened on Wednes­
day.

To act with Judge Peasley on 
what is often called the most im­
portant of all committees there are 
eleven lawyer’ in the Senate and of 
the eleven one only is to be picked.
Of the eleven lawyers six are Demo­
crats and therefore not likely to 
make the committee. The House has 
seventeen practising attorneys.

Some Selections
Ernest W. Christ, of New Britain, 

is considered the likely man to head 
the Senate appropriations commit­
tee with Joseph L. Parsons, tof 
North Canaan the other Senate 
membeq. Elwyn T. Clarke, of Had- 
dam, member of the State Board ot 
Finance and Control, is the accept­
ed choice for chairman of the 
House finance committee. Many 
members of the House are qualified 
to serve with Mr. Clark.

Finance Committee
Between E. S. Prince, of Torring- 

ton, and Albert E. Lavery, of Fair- 
field lies the choice for head of the 
Senate Finance committee. Them 
Harry Durant, of Guilford, Is on the 
Senate rolls and he too has had ex­
perience in work of that committee.

Senator Clayton S. Boies, of Sey­
mour. who was second member of 
the Senate banking committee two 
years ago, probably' will head the 
committee this year.

EIGHT MILE TUNNEL 
READY FOR TRAFFIC

1928 POOR YEAR 
FOR FIRE DEMON

Washington, Jan. 12.—Lurking 
fn every huQian mouth and throat 
are hundreds of growing microbes 
— organisms more or less harmless 
and in a semi-dormant state when 
rjndisturbed, but ready to sally 
forth the notice of a chilling gust 
of wind to spread disease and 
death,

And this is the reason, Dr. Edwin 
O. Jordan University of Chicago and 
an outstanding world authority  in 
influenza, declared today why 
science has yet to isolate the elusive 
germ that periodically brings forth 
epidemics and pandepiics.

*‘In the effort to identfy the in­
fluenza germ the scientist is con­
fronted with multitudes of other 
organisms which are in the mouth 
and throat,” Dr. Jordan said. 
^'Some of the germs already have 
been identified because of their 
size and other distinctive character­
istics. There was great difficulty in 
definitely isolating the diphtheria 
germ, but the problem eventually 
was solved to the satisfaction of 
medical scientists.”

Searching for Germ.
' Jordan explained in tbe search 
for the flu microbe animals suscep­
tible to the disease must be found. 
Most of the lower animals are not 
subject to flu. Monkeys appear to 
be tbe most favorable subjects in 
experiments heretofore made.

Once scientists are able to com­
municate flu to animals and to 
maintain the disease long enough 
to study the action of the germs, 
progress toward the influenza 
secret will have been made, he said.

Has Short Cycle
. ' A difficulty confronting investi- 
igators is the comparatively short 
pycle of tbe disease.

Jordan said when the respira­
tory tract of the human body be­
comes irritated there is furnished 
an excellent surface upon which 
germs may grow. The 'flu germ, 
iflftUe dying out quickly, renders 
^lle respiratory tract susceptible to 
|h e  ravages of other organisms,

for they incorporate two innova­
tions in their operation.

First is their conversion into 
traveling elactric sub-stations, 
where 1 1 ,0 0 0  volts of alternating 
current picked up from the over­
head lines is converted into low 
voltage direct current for train op­
eration.

New Brake System.
Second is the regenerative sys­

tem of electric braking by which 
a single locomotive can hold back 
a long freight traiq to two miles an 
hour without the use of the air 
brakes. In addit'^n this regenera­
tive braking system acts as a minia­
ture power station returning power 
to the electric lines from which it 
draws voltage for the upward jour­
ney.

This is the second step in the 
electrification of the Great North­
ern at this point. The first was 
made in 1908 v/hen the General 
Electric Company built a power 
station at Leavenworth, Wash., to 
supply four 115-ton locomotives 
with power to pull the trains 
through the former tunnel.

Now the General Electric Com'- 
pany has built locomotives more 
than twice the size of the first 
four, increased the power of the 
old station at Leavenworth and 
added two substations at Skyko- 
mish and Wenatchee to take care 
of the lengthened electric line and 
the longer trains.

One of these locomotives can 
handle a train of 10 0 0  tons at 
more than 18 miles an hour on 
the heaviest grade of this division.

Besides the General Electric 
passenger locomotives, double-unit 
locomotives of smaller type are 
supplied by the Westinghouse Elec­
tric and Manufacturing company 
for freight train haulage. The 
electrification alone cost $6 ,- 
000 ,000 .

A. About a week before wa first 
went down there. (To Rehmey- 
er’s home to kill him.) Blymyer 
and John Curry came to our house.

Q. What was Blymyer at your 
house for?

Had Powow Book.
A. Powwowing. He bad a 

book with him.
Hess testified that when he was 

arrested he admitted he had i.it 
Rehmeyer “once or twice.” He 
was then shown a confession which 
he had signed and Attorney Gross 
quizzed him regarding it. Hess 
said Blymyer told him and his pa­
rents that they “were all bewitclied 
by Rehmeyer.”

“Blymyer came to our house,” 
said Hess, "and read a few lines 
from the Bible. He said he would 
have to get a lock of Rehmeyer’s 
hair. He said he would need help.

According to the m odern vogue, 
the word “ sin” is out of date. Un­
com fortable, em barrassing arid ob- 

vStructivc, sin of late has been 
throw n into the discard, along with 
o ther old-fogyisms of the Bible. 
jThe pompous professors and philos­
ophers who w rite the modern books 
and m agazine articles, and th rill 

^audiences a t women’s clubs, have 
decreed th a t there really is no such 
th ing as sin. W hat used to be call­
ed so is only the resu lt of m uscular 

i  and nervous tw itching in the physi­
cal body, som ew hat like the move­
m ents of a skinned frog in the i 
hands of a boy, “ Behaviourism ” i 
has abolished sin. Even before this 
la test philosophy became popular i 
am ong the  moderns, em ancipated j 
"thinkers had decreed th a t w hat the 
Bible calls sin should be labelled 
merely "experience’’ and “ self-ex­
pression.”

Nevertheless, in spite of all th is 
liberal th inking, it seems easier to 
get rid  of the nom enclature of sin 
than  of tiie . ugly reality  itself. 
Everybody lias his own personal in­
side inform ation th a t sin is no illu­
sion. He knows th a t he possesses 
a worse self, as well as a be tter; 
and th a t  he is more prone to slum p 
than  to  soar. Cloak his deeds as 
he may with the new catch words, 
every stra igh t-th ink ing  m ortaK  is 
aw are th a t sin is .  a horrib le fact, 
and  the g rea test oi)stacle to the a t­

tainm ent of inner peace and of 
iioble character. Every m an's own 
experience assents to the Bible’s 
characterizations of sin.

W hitewash is never used by the 
Bible’s authors. They are discon­
certingly frank in dealing with the 
grim  realities of life. From the 
Garden of Eden to the  vision of the 
Apocalypse, they depict sin as a po­
ten t and m ajor factor in hum an ex­
perience.

Sin is as old as Adam, and as 
new as the latest edition of today’s 
newspaper. W e may' respectfully— 
only m ore or less respectfully— re­
fer our “ Everything-is-lovely-and- 
nothing-is-w rong” school of philos­
ophers to th a t sentence in the pres­
ent Lesson which says, “ If we say 
we have no sin, we deceive our­
selves, and the tru th  is not in us.”

W hat's W rong W ith O ur Times.
Though the new philosophies bid 

us discard the rugged little  word 
“ sin,” they ask us to take on a 
whole bewildering . vocabulary of 
“ complexes.’' inhibitions,” “ repres­
sions,” etc. Even while they so 
patter, certain social evils grow 
apace.

How are  we to explain our day’s 
ominous crimes, which have created 
a veritable social stra tum  of “ r a t ’rc- 
e teers” and law breakers?

Theft, in its various form s, costs 
society literally  billions of dollars

H um an life is losing its sanctity 
in our progressive civilization; and 
the profession of homicide seems to 
be becoming com paratively safe.

Political bribery, and the suborn­
ation of police, is a common scan­
dal.

Chastity, for men and women. Is

no longer everyw here generally  re­
garded as m ore precious th an  life.

Divorce m ultiples, and In circles 
where a  decade ago i t  was deemed 
deep disgrace.

D runkness has invaded the 
ranks of youth  in  high schools, and 
the  home of the  prosperous. The 
bootlegged is a  crim inal w ith count­
less partners.

Sin And Crime.
This gloomy catalogue could- be 

continued to  g rea t lengths. I t  para­
doxically parallels a quickened con­
science concerning m ajor social and 
industria l evils of our time.

Now w hat does it  a ll m ean?
Surely, the answ er is not obscure. 

The sense of sin has become dulled. 
Many persons no longer react in­
stinctively to tem ptation, as did Jo­
seph in P c tip h ar’s home, with the 
cry, “ How can I do this great wick­
edness and sin against God?”

For sin has to do with m an’s con­
duct in relationship  to God: crime 
concedns his relationship with soci­
ety. To sin a t all is to sin against 
a loving F a ther in Heaven, who is 
also the Judge of all the earth .

Even a little  thought on th is sub­
ject shows th a t sin Is an Individual 
m atter. It has to do with the single 
soul’s relation to God. By its na­
tu re , it brings every sinner face to 
face w ith his Lord: it cannot be 
shifted on to any group or organi­
zation or church. All partnerships 
are dissolved before th is reckoning.

“ The sins we do two by two 
We m ust pay for one by one.”

-Are We Too Socially-Minded?
Ours is a socially-minded era. We 

^ r e  proud of the size and scope of 
our undertakings. The favorite 
m ethods of dealing with any wrong 
to be remedied, or any good to be 
promoted, is to organize a society 
for the purpose. Some so-called 
“ leaders” are in danger of getting 
w rite r’ŝ  cram p from penning resolu­
tions concerning reform  and uplift. 
During the past generation the 
churches have become especial vic­
tim s of this craze for m ass-strategy. 
National and vrorld conferences are 
alm ost as frequent as the days in 
the calendar.

Nevertheless, the Scripture 
m ethod stakes all on the individual 
Spirit-filled preacher of righteous­
ness, who will convict individual 
men and women of iheir personal 
sin and of th e ir need of salvation. 
Despite the  tendency of some

clergym en to flock Into ..secret 
ships, w ith th e ir  vague reaponsibl 
lie s ,.th e  t ru th  rem ains clear anid 
ou tstand ing  th a t  only as people ar^  
saved from  th e ir  sins, one by onil '̂ 
according to  the  old Bible program j 
will our general wrongs be fem*. 
edied. This is the Gospel’s way out 
for the  world. La Zelle Croft bM 
put h is 't ru th  in to  homely verse:.-—

“ We urge the  social consciousness 
We plead the Union Plan,
B ut the only way to save the world 
Is to do it m an by m an.”

Uo£)eless, o r  H elped?
Scolding a t sin is as fu tile  as ig­

noring it. The best and w o rs t ' olf 
m ankind know them selves to  
sinners; ana th a t consciousness is 
clearest in the white ligh t of life 
character of God, who is the  em­
bodiment of holiness. It is a  s e n ^ ' 
of God’s goodness th a t m akes 'meh 
penitent for th e ir sin. The s ln le ^  
C hrist thus becomes the sinner^  
Saviour, A steady look a t  the  pure 
and wistful Redeem er causes evein 
the  holiest m ortal to cry, "God tfe 
m erisiful to me a sinner.” Divii^e 
forgiveness is the  one way out from 
the morass of sin, ;

Bed-rock revelation Is th is ' 
lathom less tru th  th a t “ Jesus C hrist 
came into the  world to save sig­
ners.’’ All tha t is wrong with hn- 
man society will be naade righ t 
when, one by one, people accept the 
crucified and arisen Saviour’s par­
don and power, and square th e ir 
lives by Him. The glory of the 
Gospel is th a t it alone saves from  
sin. B etter than uninspired pdn 
can portray it is venerable 
John ’s sta tem ent o f  sin, which is 
the tex t of our Lesson: ■'

“This then is the message whi<fh 
we have heard of Him, and declare 
unto you, th a t God is light, and in  
Him is no darkness a t all. If we say 
th a t we have fellowship w ith Him, 
and walk in darkness, we lie, and 
do not the tru th : B ut if we wajfc 
in the  light, as He is in the  light, 
we have fellowship one with atj- 
other, and the blood of Jesus Christ 
His Son cleanseth us from all si'jj. 
If we say th a t we have no sin, we 
deceive ourselves, and the tru th  is 
not in us. If we confess our sios,' 
He is faithfu l and ju s t to forgive

whole state of Connecticut but es­
pecially to the people of Manches­
ter is the report of the Commls- 
sion on the Revision and Codifica­
tion of the School Laws containing 
the revision of the law's relating to 
public schools which it Is proposed 
to enact at the present session of 
the Legislature.

Naturally the largest degree of 
interest, statewise, will center on 
the proposed eguallzation grants 
by which it is proposed to relievo 
many of the poorer or less popu­
lous towns of the excessive cost of 
meeting legal educational require­
ments as compared with the costs 
of the same education, per pupil, 
to the larger, towns and the cities.

There Is a wide spread between 
the cost per pupil In average dally 
attendance in towns where public 
school education is on a scale com­
parable to mass production in the 
Industries and in towns where It 
is, so to speak, in the hand loom 
stage. And it is ironic that the high 
cost production of education in the 
thinly settled towns falls on com­
munities least of all able to meet 
it by taxation. Yet the enumera­
tion or per capita grant for each 
pupil in the populous towns is the 
same as that for each pupil In the 
little towns, where the cost of school 
is back-breaking. It is in an at­
tempt to relieve this situation that 
the equalization grants have been 
conceived.

To be eligible for the equaliza­
tion grant “A" any town, it is pro­
posed, shall be required to raise 
an amount equal to 34 per cent ot 
the sum of its average tax income 
to be devoted directly to current 
elementary and high school sup­
port. If such sum, together with the 
enumeration grant and the income 
from the town deposit fund, 
found to be insufficient to assure 
$70 per pupil, the balance up to 
that amount is to be paid to the 
town by the state, provided the 
town’s expenditures on current 
school expenses are shown to equal 
the ?70 per annum per pupil.

It Is further provided that. In the 
case of towns that are actually un­
able to raise by taxation a sum 
large enough so that 34 per cent 
of it can be applied to schools, an 
additional equalization grant, “ B,” 
the extent of which is left to the 
Legislature to determine, shall be 
made, subject to the approval of 
the State Department of Finance 
and Control, and in the discretion 
of the State Bohrd of education.

It is to raise the money fer these 
grants that the now pretty well 
discredited Ptate Income tax has 
been proposed. Such a tax is out 
Df the question. And yet it is ap­
parent that in some way the little 
towns are entitled to relief from 
.he overpowering burdens imposed 
ji: them b> education costs. The 
subject is one that ought to get a 
d^al of consideratiou at the bands 
ot the Legislature. Perhaps some 
day it may cawn on somebody that 
the state is imposing educational 
requirements on many of its peo­
ple which they simply cannot af­
ford. And when that day comes 
there may be opened up a wide field 
ot Inquiry as to whether the peo­
ple of Connecticut, or any other 
state in the American Union for 
that matter, is getting anywhere 
near full value, in results, from 
what it is spending on schools.

Possibly the real problem is not 
how to raise unlimited money for 
schools but to produce equivalent, 
possibly sounder, education at less 
cost. It is not possible that' the 
present session of the General As­
sembly may evolve more or less in­
quiry along that line.

This is Bupplementea by Sec. 59. 
as follows: “ Such appraisal of 
property shall be made by a com­
mittee consisting of the first select­
man, one member of the board of 
education, to be selected by said 
board, and one member of the 
board of assessors, to be selected by 
said board.”

Section 61 provides that when­
ever any town assumes control of 
its district schools its voters in 
town meeting may vote to extend 
the time in which taxpayers of any 
district or districts shall be re­
quired to pay the excess of assess­
ments over the appraised value of 
the property In such district over 
a period of five years.

Bros, began their connection Viith 
m otion pictures opening a siore 
show in  Newcastle in  190S. lA te r  
they founded an exchange, hut were 
forced out of business by a film  
combine. Then they took the first 
two reel’ picture on tour, engaged 
themselves as distributors for a 
film producer and sold 'o u t at a 
loss. .They founded Warner Feor 
tures but could not finance it. ^hen 
they got their feet on the ghund  
.with a new organization. 8dm War­
ner heard of a device to combine 
pictures with speekh. Investigation 
led Warner Bros, to develop Vita- 
phone.

CHAPTER 4
There were many problems to be 

solved In the perfection of Vita- 
phone. With the engineers of the 
Western Electric Co. the Warner 
staff worked out puzzles In record­
ing, amplification, projection, syn­
chronization, production and direc­
tion. Vitaphone "the living voice" 
■was being brought to reality.

The Screen Speaks
As time went on there was per­

fected a sound-proof irlbratloniess 
booth for the cameraa and record­
ing machinery, a motor construct­
ed to make the disc and film move 
at the same rate of speed, a switch 
which automatically changed the 
projection from one machine to 
another with no apparent interrup­
tion; remote control of tranBml9- 
slon; a transmission system which 
would perfectly distribute musle 
and speech through the largest au­
ditorium- These things had all to 
be (lone before actual production 
could begin.

Afte^ a year of work the first pic­
ture iras made. It shdwed Dr.

Watsop, co-lnventor of the tele- 
phone, with Alexander Graham 
BelL Dr. Watson was a very old 
man at the time, but his voice and 
his person were caught perfectly 
and ai’*  how a record for future 
generatiend. By 1926 Vitaphone 
had reached a stage of perfection 
where Werner Bros, felt that a 
program could be made. Naturally 
other producers were aware of 
the work, being done at the Warner 
Studio.' A  favorite name for Vita- 
phone in those days was Warner’s

Philharmonic Symphony 'Orchestra, 
Henry Hadley director, was engag­
ed to play several numbers and the 
scores for the pictures. With no 
consideration for cost Warner

That first program of Vitaphone 
talking pictures lasted until one 
o’clock In the morning.

No one left the the­
atre until the entire program had 
been finished, and then there was 
a buzz of delight and praise.

Having gone In this deep, War­
ner Bros, determined that nothing 
was too good for Vitaphone.

Talking Pictures Revealed 
One can Imagine the spirit of 

that great pioneer. Oscar Hammer- 
stein looking on while this work 
was going forward in the temple 
he bad oullded.

DANGER SIGNALS

The desire to live is the most 
deeply rooted of all instincts and Is 
so universally found among all of 
the animal kingdom that it has apt­
ly been termed the law of s-lf- 
preservation.

Man will dodge an automobile: 
will run out of a burning building; 
will cling to a life preserver when 
shipwrecked; and will take along a 
parachute when travelling in an 
aeroplane.

If 
the pleasure of the table were the 
only rules to consider, this way of 
selecting food would be as good as 
any. but since the taste of the od 
has little or no connection with its 
wholesomeness, it Is as important 
for you to use as much caution in 
selecting food as you would in 
regulating any otbej acts of your

My experience in examining and 
diagnosing thousands of cases each 
year, over a period of many years, 
has convinced-me that diet is a most 
potent factor in every disease. An 
acute disease rarely attacks the 
body without being preceded by 
symptoms and warnings long before 
the actual condition of sickness has 
been shaped into a disorder which 
may be called by a special name.

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Giants And Elves O f Sound Magic 
Toil Side By Side In Science Lab

R o c k v i l le

This Is the third of a series of foui- 
articles on the marvels of modern 
science as seen and heard in the 
Bell Telephone laboratories.

New York.— It Is only in Fairy­
land where we can call upon giants 
and elves to do our bidding at the 
rubbing of a lamp or the waving of 
a wand.

So it is with the Fairyland con­
tained i^ the Bell Telephone lab­
oratories located on the busy Hud­
son waterfront in this mecca of 
materialism. It is a fairyland found­
ed, however, on just this material­
ism, for things unbelievable are 
done here only to enhance our ma­
terial pleasures and profits.

Study Pressures
Here, for instance, the lowest 

depths of the ocean are brought 
into the basement of this fairy­
land, while the rare heights of our 
universe are reproduced only a few 
floors overhead. Here great pres­
sures as heavy as $10,000 pounds 
to the square inch are produced, 
while above, pressure is reversed 
t. the almost unattainable light­
ness of one-thousandth of a pound

immense pressures of 3500 fath­
oms, or about four miles beneath 
the surface of the sea At the same 
time, the materials of that same 
type of cable are being tested down 
to minutest detail in a laboratory 
of fairyland upstairs.

It is all part of the work scien­
tists in this fairyland have been 
busy on for several years In the 
creation of a cable that Is eight 
times faster, more accurate and 
dependable than the heavy old- 
type cable still in use. This is the 
permalloy cable that has* already 
been put into operation between 
New York and two points across 
the Atlantic;

t!SiiOO a Minute!
Words are being flashed across 

at the rxte of 2500 lecters a min­
ute— so fast that five electric 
typewriters are kept busy sending 
and receiving messages on the same 
cable at the same time!

What has achieved this is the 
difference between iron alone and 
an alloy of iron and nickel, mostly 
nickel. This is a discovery of G. W. 
Elmen, one of the scientific wizards 
In this great laboratory. The calls 
the new alloy “ permalloy.”

Ordinarily this difference can’t 
be seen, because it’s a matter of 
invisible electricity flashing through 
the cable in the smallest fraction of 
a second. But leave it to the in­
habitants of fairyland to do the Im­
possible. They have made it possi­
ble for an ordinary person to see 
what happens when an electric cur­
rent is sent through a wire sur­
rounded by iron, or permalloy, and 
so actually see the great advantage 
of the new material.

The Oscillograph 
This is done by means of what 

they call a “ cathode* ray oscillo­
graph.” It is a vacuum tube, fash­
ioned almost after the manner of a 
radio bulb, with the exception that 
the electrons flowing from the fila­
ment are directed outward In a 
stream through a pinhole plate to 
the inner surface of the glass. Here 
the invisible and minute electrons 
are made visible by striking what is 
termed afluorescent substance, 
which Is a chemical like calcium 
tungstate or calcium sulphide.

When an even, direct current is 
sent through the tube, a blue dot 
appears on its surface— the elec­
trons shooting out of their pinhole 
plate in a straight line. When an 
alternating current is sent through 
the dot changes to a. horizontal line 
while the electrons strike back and 
forth faster than the eye can per­
ceive.

Send an alternating current 
through a coil of iron wire and 
a strange curve appears on the 
screen— like two elongated S curves 
facing the same way and their ends 
joined. This is called a “ hysteresis 
loop,” and to the watching scientist 
it tells the entire story of the fail­
ure of iron to give any aid to speedy 
transmission of messages across the 
Atlantic.

In this loop, the scientist sees 
the effect of the lagging of energy, 
which causes one lette’ to catch up 
with another and so make a mes­
sage unreadable unless it is sent 
sl<'wly.

Speeding Up Words 
When a current is sent through 

the new permalloy, however, there 
is only _.one elongated S curve of 
electrons on the screen, with only 
a faint suggestion of “ hysteresis.” 
That means, to the scientist, that 
there is very little lagging oi sig­
nals in permalloy and therefore let­
ters can be dispatched much closer 
together and at a faster rate with­
out the danger- of jumbling the 
message.

Now the engineers again show 
their remarkable resemblance to 
the fairies of out childhood days 
by taking this same permalloy and 
undoing what they had accomplish­
ed in order to fit the material to a 
new set of conditions. In subma­
rine cables they sought high per­
meability, that is, sengltivitj to 
magnetism.

As it is used in these cables, 
there is no danger that It can be­
come highly magnltized for the cur­
rents are very low.

In telephone circuits, however, 
where conversations are sent over 
long distances, the currents carry­
ing them would die down within a 
few miles if It were not for the fact 
that “ loading coils” are placed In 
the line at short distances.

These loading coils heretofore 
were of iron wound, by copper wire, 
but they made quite cumbersome 
and expensive equipment when 200 
or more had to be placed in large 
cast-iron containers at intervals 
aloAg the telephone lines.

The scientists had to be satis

fled with this until they saw the low 
loss of energy in permalloy, as com­
pared with iron. They were con­
fronted ho\^ever, with permalloy’s 
high permeability and its tendency 
to magnetize easily. These they did 
not want in loading coils, for they 
were hindfhnces.

So they found a way to modify 
the qualities ih permalloy that are 
so highly desirable in cable trans­
mission, and still take advantage 
of this alloy’s low “ hysteresi° loss.” 
They came to the solution by 
powdering the permalloy to extreme 
fineness and coating each powdered 
particle with zinc in order to in­
sulate It by gaps of air and zinc 
from its neighbors.

That achievement is easier to

relate than accomplish. Coating 
each fine permalloy particle with 
zinc and then compressing all into 
a solid and small mass was a job 
that took long and ,atient effort. 
Now, however, the thing is done 
in every day fashion, while heavy 
presses put as much as 100 tons 
pressure on the permalloy dust to 
shape the mixture inti small, com­
pact rings.

These rfngs, much smaller than 
the older type iron co”es, are sav­
ing the telephctoe companies a. 
much as $1,500,000 a year ii ma­
terial a’ one. Besides, they are much 
more effective in building up the 
weak currents that carry telephone 
conversations across the continent.

CHICKEN RAISING IS 
IMPORTANT JOB ON 

CONNECTICUT FARMS
Hartford, Conn.— Chicken rais­

ing has jumped into a major 
branch of agriculture in Connec­
ticut, according to the state do­
mestic animals department which 
finds that all sorts of farms are 
being abondoned in favor of chick­
ens. Even many of the noted 
tobacco farms in the state are to 
grow the weed no longer but will 
be devoted entirely to poultry, 
farming also is being abandoned in 
favor of chickens.

Prohibition is by many credited 
with having put Connecticut’s to­
bacco raising industry In a bad 
way. The dairy business Is less 
than it once was largely because 
of the chain methods of distribu­
tion and the large Increase of 
western dairy products in the Con­
necticut market. Both phases of 
agriculture were once among the 
leading factors In Connecticut life. 
Now, according to state officials 
who have studied the situation both 
are passing before the poultryman

Connecticut’s poultry ranks are 
being augumented steadily by city 
dwellers who have found a strange 
fascination in the busines of rais­
ing chickens, and nearly every day 
sees some sale of farm property to 
people who desire to “ get into the 
country and raise poultry.”

Every child should have at least 
a dozen and a half—enough for 
him to Tielp himself t̂o a clean one 
twice a day.

Don’t  hold up your hands and 
talk about the washing. Better 
washing than doetpr bills, and if 
necessary the handkerchiefs can 
be drlpd evenly, folded neatly in 
squares, and used without iron­
ing. They will not be quite so 
absorbent nor so soothing to sore 
little noses, but at least they are 
clean and antiseptic, and that’s the 
big thing in ‘these days of influen­
za and head colds. As to expense, 
you can gel some good ones for a 
nickel apiece.

Ijearn About Hankies, 
i  Handkerchief education is im­
portant; more than that, neces­
sary. And yet children go dally 
from home where napkin and 
towel service is given the strictest 
attention, without a handkerchief 
In their pockets, or else some flim­
sy little excuse of one that be­
comes soiled and wrinkled with 
one blowing, an.d stays so.

The first thing is to see that 
each child has a substantial clean 
handkerchief in his pocket each 
morning, and if that one has been 
used, another at noon.

The second thing is to teach 
him that when he coughs or 
sneezes he must use his handker­
chief to cough or sneeze into.

School rooms are more or less 
germy. New systems of ventilat­
ing and the custom of “flushing” 
the room occasionaly with pure 
outside air, help a great deal,- but 
it would he impossible to keep the 
air entirely germ free. Every time 
your child sneezes or coughs into 
it, he adds the collection.

With clean handkerchiefs 
should go clean hands. Make the 
children wash their hands thor­
oughly and often, particularly just 
before meals.

Today modified Empire pieces 
may be fPund in many furniture 
stores. The best Empire designs 
were created by Duncan Phyfe in 
America, but the best of Phyfe’s 
work reflected the “golden age” 
of furniture desgn in Sheraton.

Siknt Tribute Paid Rick­
ard; Dempsey Gets Big 
Oration When Introduced.

New York, Jan. 12,— On the spot 
where Tex Rickard lay In state 
only two days ago, Jimmy McLar- 
nln, blue eyed lambkin from the 
west, and Joe Click, the Brooklyn 
tailoi’, battled furiously for tan 
rounds last night with Click soak­
ing up punishment that would have 
wrecked a less hardy citizen and 
McLarnln receiving a well earned 
decleion.

It was a fight and a house that 
would have warmed the heart of 
the man who made his final appear­
ance at the Garden last Wednes­
day. The record for paid admissions 
was broken with 19,510 perso s 
contributing a gross "gate”  of $71,-

simplifying the classification and 
regulation of such operations.”

The report also calls attention to 
a situation created by delay in 
making reports of court determina­
tions and remitting of fines. “ The 
relations of many courts with this 
department,”  it says "in the matter 
of prompt reporting of determina­
tions of cases coming before them 
and the remitting of fines im­
posed by them, in connection with 
motor vehicle law violations, are 
not as satisfactory as they might 
be and frequently entail needless 
delay and coire^pondence.”

Some Problems.
An outline of “ administration 

difficulties”  presents interstate bus 
operation as still a “ problem,”  be­
cause the status of such operation 
has remained unchanged since the 
last report. ' It is advanced that 
there is some likelihood of ultimate 
solution of the problem through 
Federal regulation.

Specific state border line prob­
lems, which have improved because 
of reciprocal legislation in various 
states, are dealt with In detail. The 
trend of present day legislation is 
found to be toward the liberalizing 
of reciprocal privileges and this has 
allowed the elimination of much 
friction to the benefit of travelling 
motorists.

An increase in the net revenue 
collected by the department, dur­
ing the bienniun which the report 
covers, July 1, 1926 to June 30. 
1928, qf $4,723,641 Is reported. 
This increase was brought about 
chiefly by normaL Increase in ve­
hicle registration and the licensing 
of operators. Also the fuel or gas­
oline tax was levied at the- rate of 
two cents a gallon during all of 
the period, while in one-half of the 
previous bienniun the rate was only 
one cent a gallon.

There is also discussion in the 
report of the general administra­
tion matters, changes in laws ef­
fective during the period, and figr 
ures on the traffic and accident sit­
uations. Charts, graphs and sta-r 
tlstical tables illustrate and explain 
situations, progress or needs as 
visualized by department heads.

The place occupied by the de­
partment as a result of its research 
\york has brought special mention 
in the report. "There has been an 
increase In request^ for Informar 
tion from authorities of other 
states and countries, where there 
has been little or no systematic 
accumulation of such information^ 
These requests have pertained' eŝ  
pecially to motor vehicle accident 
causes and means suggested" for 
prevention. They have been re  ̂
celved from practlcallj^ every state- 
and from many other countries, 
such as Japan, Cuba and-Holland. 
The research departments of many 
colleges and national safety and 
accident prevention organizations 
have also sought much Information.'

Its present plant, from Ohene.v 
Brothers it abandoned its first plant 
in Buckland, the old Peter Adams 
paper mill. The Manchester Tool 
Company was organized to carry on 
the same type of business, the man­
ufacture of fine machinsts’ touts, 
and it took over the plant the Gam- 
mons-Holman firm left.

However, the new concern could 
not make the success its predeces­
sor had and considerable local cap­
ital was lost In the venture. The 
Gammons-Holman Company, on the 
other hand, has enjoj’od continued 
success, and its plant Is now forced 
to operate upon an overtime sched­
ule in order to keep up with or­
ders. President Gammons looks 
forward to greater prosperity in 
1929.

Democracy, its accomplishments, 
how it can be protected, and the 
ideals which are the foundation of 
the modern interpretation of the 
word, will be the topics of Howell 
Cheney’s address on the general 
subject of “ Democracy” before the 
Center Church Men’s League to­
morrow morning. The discussion 
will be a continuation of the line of 
though presented to thê  church 
men Sunday by Mr. Cheney.

Last Sunday’s discussion was 
listened to by quite a large sized 
group of leading Manchester citi­
zens. The address caused consider­
able comment and those who were 
present, no doubt, have advertised 
Mr. Cheney’s discussion of tomor­
row. As a result a much larger 
gathering is expected as the topic 
is extended.

Outline of Talk.
The address followed three main 

topics. The failures of democracy: 
what democracy is' not; and, what 
democracy is. Mr. Cheney listed 
among^the failures of democracy, 
the failure to enforce laws, citing 
the prohibition law; the failure of 
universal suffrage, citing the case 
of the negros in the South; the 
tendency of democracy to depress 
the standards of public education, 
citing the ousting of Superintendent 
McAndrews in Chicago by the 
Thompson-Crowe machine; the con­
viction for bribery in high places, 
citing the oil scandals; and as, per­
haps, the greatest failure of all 
within democracy, public indiffer­
ence towards all these general fail- 
urel.

Under the second topic, the study 
of what Democracy is not, and does 
not do, Mr. Cheney pointed out that 
self government v/as not attained 
through that system. He showed 
that the soverign will of the people 
is not expressed, since everybody’s 
will cannot be expressed through 
any particular governmental sys­
tem; that its objective was not per­
sonal liberty or individual happi­
ness; and lie argued that democ­
racy may not be based on universal 
suffrage. In defining democracy
