He will leave Washington with
his notebooks crammed with dala
and suggestions that bear on every-
thing from C.binet material to his
inaugural speech and future legis-
lation,

The president-elect has cleared
up an enormous amount of work
in the nearly (wo weeks he husj
been here. He has settled the ques-
tion of the extra session of Con-
gress. There is to be one, starting
in April. He has decided upon 2
thorough-going fact-finding inves
tigation of prohibition by a com-
mittee of experts of his own choos-
ing. He has outlined what he wanls
done concerning the inaugural
ceremony. He has seen and con-
ferred with upward of three hun-
dred people, including nearly every
Republican member of the Senate,
and the chairmen of all importaut
committees of the Hous<~. And there
is reason to believz ke bas arrived
at some fairly definite conclusions
about some of the men be wants ip
his Cabinet.

No Announcement—Yet

It is not likely, however, that
there will be any announcement
concerning Cabinet choices until
shortly before March 4. To aa-
nounce them ar this time would
be simply potiing them up as tar-
rets to be ‘'shot ai,’ as well as
subjecting himself to pressure 1o
find other places for the disap-
peinted ones.

TAX REFUNDS ROWS|

START IN SENATE

Insurgents Charge That Sec-
~ retary Mellon Made Them
In Secret.

Washington, Jan, 17.—The ad-
ministration’s fight to enact the
new cruiser bill became involved in
the Senate today with skirmishes
over prohibilion enforcement and
tax refunds, in connection with the

first dificiency appropriation bill.

The supply measure carried a
$75,000,000 appropriation for pay-
ment of refunded taxes and a $25,-
000,000 increase in prohibition en-
forcement funds. Doth items have
aroused considerable opposition,
the Insurgents charging Lhe tax Ye-
funfis were made secretly by Secre-
tary of the freasury Mellon while

The greatly misused verb ''zoom-
ing'" actually means pulling the
plane upwards sharply afler a long
dive toward the ground. And
“blind flying" of ®urse, means fly-
ing in the rain or feg with no
chance of seeing up, down or to the
side, making it necessary to guide
the plane by instruments,

And there are dozens that every-
one already knows, like ““take off,”
*gliding.,” “stunting' and ‘‘forced
landing.” These too, that designate
and describe stunts, like "aileron
flexible and plastic, but after dry-
fng, 1t becomes rigid and strongly
cemented together.

Just a Reporter

I do not think I am over-sold
on New York. I do not think 1
mirror the type known as the New
Yorker. In fact on those occasions
when I am called upon to play
the role of “man about town,” 1
feel a little silly and self-con-
scious. I do not take kindly to
white spats, trick suits and self-
exploitation, nor any of the gate-

over” in New York. 1 prefer to
believe I am a reporter.

As thoughiful contemplation ot
the Foreign Reistions Committee's
report on the multilatera] treaty—
which is as near to a reservation or
an Interpretive resolution as the
treaty quibbers could attain before
adoption of the pact by the United
States Sepate—of which we ave
capable fally to disclose anything of
the slightest importance as fruit of
the many days of discussion to
which the treaty was’ subjected.
That long ane tiresome debate, so0
far ag its effects upon the ratified
treaty goes, can be properly repre-
sented by the oharacter gzero, The
nation is committed to nothing
more, nothing less, by 80 much as
the weight ot a sumowdrop, than if
the treaty had been ratifled with =
cheer at ‘the, moment of its {ntro-
duction into the Senate. But we
Lave lost every bit of the possible
benefit to the peace of the world
that would hsve grown out of nn-
hesitant and joyous ratification.

We have simply told ourselves
—and have taken excellent care
not to formally tell the other sig-
natories—sOmething that we all
perfectly well kpew before; that
the United S'ates regards the Mon-

roe doctrine = woven {nto the fab-| §

ric of our theory of self-defense,

The Monros docirige itself is &
declaration that the United Btates
would regard any attempt to colon-
ize or exercise political control over
any more territory on the Westera
Hemisphere by any Bastern Hemi-
sphere power ag inimical to our
safety.

Alfred E. Smith's radlo broad-
cast last evening, though apparent-
ly delivered in the hope that it
might possibly arouse some paruy
interest in clearing up the Demo-
cratic Nationa] Committee’s big fi-
nancial defieit, still Jeaves many
people somewhat mystified as to
the inner reason for its delivery.

The recent Presidential cand:
date said nothing particularly new
—no important idea, not already
familiar, was presented through
the medium ot the costly hook-up,
There was the old famillar talk
about the necessity of a united op-
position party and the now some-
what hacknuyed juggling of figures
to show that g change of less than
half a mildon votes would - have
won the election for Smith—if he
could have had them distributed
just to his liking. But only one
thing can beo picked out of the ad-
dress that can possibly be inter-
preted gs carrying a real reason for
the spending of all that radio
money.

Mr, Smith pointed out that it is
customary for the Democratic party
to neglect its deficits until the year
of the next Presidential election,
gnd that this deficit is always car-
ried by a very small group of per-
gons who, as he puts it, are very
linble to be deeply interssted In
the candidacy of some one person.

This may offer a clue to the ad-
dress, The group which will carry
the deficit this year is a very small
one indeed. So small, in fact, that
a2 good many Democrats have thae
{mpression that the financial back-
jng of the party centers pretty ex-
clusively in the person of John W.
Raskob, If this is so, and if Mr,
Smitk is now warning the party
against such backing ang such pere
sonal possession of a party, the in-
ference is falrly clear that Mr,
Raskob doeg not intend to carry
that deficit in the interest of Al
mith.

Inasmuch, too, as Mr. Raskob
has recently developed g tendency
to cuddle around in the vicinity ot

ADVICH TO LAWYERS

Judge Isaag Wolfe of the Su-
perior Court gave some excellent
advice to a group of twenty-one
fledgling lawyers whom he was
swearing in as members of the
Connecticut bar when he advised
them to use plain English and not
too much of it when trying cases
before juries,

Grant that It is part of the busi-
ness of a lawyer, particularly a
young one, to impress the jury
with the faect that he is a person
of learning and not a mere whin-
per-spapper, it iz at least equally
important that the jury should
know what the show is rll about;
and jurles are not glways compos-
ed entirely of persons whose r8-
ception is as good on polysyllables
ag it is on short words. Neither, as
Judge Wolfe Intimated, are juries
on the average eagerly receptive of
long, involved and windy argumen-
tation—~they are liable to let their
mindg go fas: asleep, even if thelr
eyes keep up an appearance of
wakefulness, under the influence of
» monotonous rdinfall of words,

But there was something elze
that Judge Wolfe said which might
well be thundered into the ears of
every law student from the day of
his matriculation. He urged them
“to be honest with the court,”

And therein the learned judge
drew a picture of the millenium.
When attorheys who are in legal
fact mombers of the court in which
they practite ghall no longeyr devote
any part of their talents to attempt-
ing to deceive that very court, then
raore than balf the evils of our sys-
tem of jurisprudence will auto-
matically have disappeared.

Which is that there
is a limit bayond which tarifis on
small commecedaities cannot be ela-
vated without putting a premium
! on smuggling. Already it is suspect-
ed that there is going on in Ameri-
ca a big contreband trade in Buro-
pean-made cutlery, as scores of
thousands of pocket knives are
making their appearance in the
chanunels of trade which it is obvi-
ous never paid a cent of duly.

Booze is not the only thing that
it pays to smuggle, even now,
with further fereases of tariff
rates on articleg that can con-
veniently be “run' the problem of
contraband merchandise {s likely
to develop into an important one.

FAMINE IN INDIA
AGAIN DREADED
AS RAINS FAILL

London.—Famine—the scourage
of India—is again facing {inhabi-
tants of a large and populous sec-
tion of that country, and disastrous
results are feared.

According to word reaching here
from Simla, the failure of the year-
ly monsoon, in Indian regarded as
a beneficent natural phepomena,
as it brings rain and consequent
fertility to the vast expanses of
soil ~ has rendered the country dry
and arid,

Enormous areas are affected,
and it is to be feared that the con-
sequences to the teeming popula-
tion, of whom perhaps 80 per cent.
are dependent upon agriculture,
will be catastrophie. '

As a rule, the monsoon “breaks"”
about the middle of June, and In-
dia is then swept with .torrents of
rain, after monthz of blazing sun-
shine. But this year, the monsoon
was not only late, but lacking in
its nusual violence, and as a result,
the rainfall has been greatly be-
low the normal.

Big Area Threatened

Messages received from various
parts of India indicaté that the
United Provinces, and some parts

hay, Burma, the Central Provinces,
Madras and the Punjab will short-
ly have to face famine conditions,

The Dehra Dun, Allahabad,
Jhansi{ and Lucknow districts ha.,e
received about twenty inches lecs
rainfall than normally, and the
the other provinces mentioned also
show a serious deficit. There is
little likelihood of a substantial
rainfall before next summer, and,
though a cyclone would save the
situation, there are small prosgacts
of metedrological disturbances of
this kind.

In view of these circumstances,
grave fears are entertained. Fam-
ines in India have always had
disastrous results. Radical trouble
immediately follows & drought, ow-
ing to the Moslems' indebtedness
to the “Banniahs'" (Hindu dealers
and moneylenders), an as soon as
the pinch of hunger is felt, the
banniahs are raided, and strife and
confiict result.

An example of the cunning of
the Hindu moneylenders was pro-
vided by the bargaining with the
farmers of the Punjab, following
the recent false report of the burst-
ing of the Leh glacler. The ban:
nia seized upon the opportunity
to fmpress wupon the farmers the
fact thut thelr crops were doomed.
and they purchased large areas of
cultivated grounds at “knockdown"
prices,

Prospects Serious

Thus the agriculturists lost thou-
sands of rupees in the hope of cut-
ting unavoidable lokses, when there
was actually no need for such a
step, and the banniahs reaped the
benefit.

For centuries, famine has consti-
tuted India's greatest scourge., The
death-toll has been tremendous.
In 1770 10,000,000 persons perish-
ed in Bengal, and almost as great
a number died ln,another famine

twenty years later. The year 1866
cost 1,000,000 lives, and 1,500,000
died in 1869, Between 1876 and
1878, 5,000,000 perished In Bom-
bay, Madras and Mysore, while 1,-
000,000 perished between 1899 and
1901, with a loss of money to the
gglantry cmounting to $250,000,-

Just as in shooting, practice is
tire basis for improvement in pass-
ing. You should make every pass
accurate in practice, for as you
practice, so you play.

In the manner of delivery, there
can be greater variely of passes de-
scribed than for shoouus. In pass-
ing you may be pressed ' and still
get away a good pass because of the
greater ared for the reception of
passes,

For general purposes, T put pass-
es In two classes: a baseball pass
in the back court for a long pass,
and a push pass for inside the of-
fensive territory where short pass-
es are more fitting. Each of these
type include: aerial and Dounce
passage, of course, with different
pressure appled to the situation,

As in baseball, certain players

tkrow a heavy ball that is hard tp
handle; other players throw a light
ball that is easily handled. Try to

throw the bali so that it is already
caught.

An easy way to practice passing
Is by forming two paralle! lines 15
feet apart,
other, Practice push passes, both
aerial and bounces, moving apait
one step on every other pass. De-
velop accuracy and speed first, then
deception by looking one way and
passing the other.

To start cutting and passing,
stand on the sidelines until your re-
ceiver gets the ball: then start fast
straight across the floor. Your pass-
er will go back of you to your
original position and your recelver
will wait for you until you get the
ball.

A baby sensitive to egg cgn be
made severely sick Dby feeding
him an amount of egg too small
to be weighed on 2 chemical
seale.

A person honey

sensitive to
may be made severly ill not on-
ly by eating honey as such, but
by eating it when it forms mere-
ly a portion of the flavoring in
gake or some confection.

Lack of Nourishment.

Much more serious is gensitiv-
fty of infants to milk. When a
ehild has an allergy, which such
gensitivity is called, to mllk, it
becomes severely ill on tasting a
small guantity and is wunable fo
get satisfactory nourishment. In
the absence of nourishment it be-
comes much more easily subject to
diseases of all kinds,

Once upon a time these cenlers
for the poor contented themselves
with seeing that the women who
came there were tavght how to
prepare appetizing meals out of.a
soup bone and little more; how to
make children's dresses out. of
washed &nd bleached flour sacks;
how to make 10 cents do the work
of a “ollar; how to keep their chil-
dren and selves neat and clean with
a bar of soap a month and all the
water carried up four flights of
stairs.

The idea that the poor should be
given pleasure in additioa to-ma-
terial relief was nol yet a part of
such soclal agencies’ program. At
least it did not enter their pizn for
poor women. To show these unfor-
tunates how to make some of their
family burdens lighter was deemed
enough.

Even social agencies, you say, ac-
cepted the age-old taken-for-grant-
ed place of woman in the world—
burdens were her heritage; suffer-
ing and sacrifice and deprivation
her lot: hers the responsibility to
others, never to self.

These maodern bridge lessons and
parties offered the women who go
to settlement houses are significant
of what has happened to woman
within the past generation.

She has become a person, not
just a wife or mother or daughter
or.sister., She is acceded personal
rights even as are husbands and
fithers and sons and brothers.

It is just taken for granted that
she shall have her evening out for
bridge as much as her husband
shall go out to bowl or swim.

She is no more expected to use
her ocecasional evening away from
lhome In a class learning how to
mzke childrer’s underwear than a

To be sure, a new day which
makes bridge lessons in settlement
houses possible for women, has
cconomic as well as soclal interpre-
tation, It indicates more money and
therelore mecre leisure in even the
humblest homes which must utllize
the privileges of a social settlement
house.

It ‘'means that a mother can get
away from her children, either by
having fewer than she once did, or
by being able to have someone stay
with them while she goes out for
her bridge.

Maybe it merely means that with
fewerichildren and mors to do with
she is able to raise more reliant,
respongible children who ecaa be
left with more safety than children
of yesteryear.

Whatever it all means, it seems
to show that life is 2asier and bet-
ter and infinitely pleasaater for wo-
men today than it once was when
women were not supposed to have
pleasures—when the womar who
piled her dishes in the sink and
went to the movies was “talked
about” and her family pitied.

MELT SNOWS ON
 MOUNTAIN ROADS

Chicago, I1l.—Steam heated high-
ways iray greet the traveler in the
west il plans made by Caiifornia
and Neavada highway officials are
carried- out, according to word re-
cejved by the touring bureau of the
Chicago Motor Club.

_Highway Commissioner J. C.

It will be
fired with fuel oil obtained f(rom
tank cars on a siding.

Three lines of two-inch pipe aro-
vided with steam lraps at 300-foot
intervals will be placed below the
surface of the highway for four
miles.

HIGH SCHOOL OBSERVES
FRANKLIN'S BIRTHDAY

Special Program This After-
noon at Regular Assembly
Period. '

The birthday of Benjamin Frank-
lin was appropriately observed Lhis
afternoon at the weekly high schoonl
assembly here. Seven speakers,
six of them seniors and the other a
sophomore, spoke on various phases
of Franklin's life. They told of
his birth in Bosfon and first work
as a printer; of how he later bullt
one of the earliest circulating [i-
braries in America, served as clerk
in the General Assembly for 13
vears and later became postmaster
at Philadelphia.

Franklin's famous experiment
proving the identity of lightning
and electricity was made in 1752.
He was also one of the signers of
the Declaration of Independence
and founder of the Saturday Eve-
ning PostL. During his lifetime,
Franklin received many literary dis-
tinctions and published several
political pamphlets and writings on
economics. He lived to be 84
vears old.

The speakers went into minute
detail in covering every angle of
the subject. Miss Ruth Behrend
told of his boyhood days; Leslie
Buckland of Franklin as a citizen;
Miss Marion Jills of kim as a states-
man; Donald Underhill about
Franklin as a scientist; Miss Vir-
ginia Lowell on the impressions of
his autobiography; Robert Mercer
about his contribution, “Poor Rich-
ard's Almanae;’” and Miss Eleanor
Dwyer about the characler of
Franklin,
