hat the proposed new toll high-

|
way betwen New York and Boston,'

to be built by private capital across
the state of Connecticut with
bridges elevating over intersecting
roads so that continuous and un-
interrupted travel might be main-
tained, is doomed tc bhe rejected

secemed obvious in the gossip among
the members of the 1924 Connecti-
cut General Assembly when they
convened for business for the ‘irst
time Thursday.

There are several factors which
point almost definitely toward a re-
jection of the bill which will be in-
troduced to grant tpe right to con-
struct and maintain the private toll
highway. In the first place, the
measure, when introduced, will
brinz immediately to the fore the
question of the right of eminent do-
main. It is a difficult job to talk
eminent domain to members of the
Connecticut legislature. This angle
of the proposed preject is therefore
more than likely to result in an un-
favorable disposition of the bill.

Secondly, there is some opposi-
tion {o the measure among the leg-
islatora who represent the towns in
the territory through which the
proposed toll road may pass. This
was obvions in the discussions on
the subject which took place Thurs-
day. In the past, new highways
were in great demand on the theory
that they enhanced real estate val-
ues along the right of way. During
the past year or so, however, the
conclusion seems to have become
widespread that any new road with|
its incessant traffic movement is by
no means a boom for residential
property values ,“.-\ house by the
side of the road'" is no longer a

next Tuesday when (he Assembly

gathers again and will continue un-
til February 1, the date set for the
final introduction of “new busi-
After February 1 the com-
mittee hearings start, with Lhe ap-
propriations commitiee planning to
hold hearings even before that day.

Fred A. Scotty of Plymouth, is
clerk of bills this year, and if Gov-
ernor Trumbull's suggestions to
make that office a permanent one
is followed, Mr. Scott iz said Lo be
in line for appointment. Aiding Mr.
Scott is Mathew H. Kenealy, f
Stamford. William M. Harney, of
Hartford, is engrossing clerk.

Important Committee.

Of the committees each year at-
tention is most generally focused on
the judiciary, and that committee
this year seems to have the great-
est number of experienced workers.
Twelve of the fifteen members have
been in the Legislature before, and
many have served previously on thel
judiciary. The veterans of legisla-
tive experience are the two senat-
ors, Peasley, of Cheshire, and Hull,

FATE OF SLAYER |
IN JURY’S HANDS

Case Closes This Afternoon; |

Many Noted Alienists Call-
ed fo Stand.

I

Court Room, Atlanta, Jan. 19.—
The hour of reckoning for George
Harsh, self-styled *‘thrill” bandit-
slayer, drew near today as conclud-
ing arguments were started in his

trial here for the murder of Wil-
liard Smith, a drug clerk.

Tonight the tall, handsome scion
of wealth -may know whether he
must die in the electrie chair for
his erime, as the state demands, or
whether the jury will heed the de-
fense's plea for mercy.

The fate of the youth probably
will be in the hands of the jury
early this afternoon. There are
but two more summations to be
made before the jury. Solicitor-
General Boykin will close for the
prosecution and Ben J. Conyers
will close for the defense.

The statement to the jury by Wil-
liam S. Howard, of the defense
staff of counsel, that “‘the only
issue we have made in this case is
one of mercy,” came*as a surprise
to court spectators who had ex-
pected the defense to try for an
insanity verdict.

Noted Alienists.

The defense had put a brilliant
array of noted alienists and neu-
rologists upon the stand who testi-
tied that in their opinion Harsh was
a2 “‘constitutional psycopath,” a
mental and physical weakling, ir-
responsible for his actions. They
pointed out numerous alleged men-
tal and pbysical abnormalities,

To combat this testimony, the.
state produced experts who de-
clared Harsh was in every way nor-
mal, mentally and physically, and
that he Eknew right from wrong,
and was respongible for his actions.
It introduced numeroug acguaint-
ances of the youth who declared
they had never noticed anything
abnormal about him.

Harsh is also under indietment
for the murder of S. H. Meeks, a

IN 3 DAY DEBATE

‘Discussion of Dry Question

Blocks All Other Business
In the U. S. Senate.

Washington, Jun. 19.—With ad-
suspicious of

| Manchester Police Strike
Four Times at Once and
Get Results.

One of the most successful raids
ever made by the Manchester po-
lice was planned and staged last
night by Chiel of Pulice Samuel G.
Gordon and a group of officers and
patrolmen., The raids started at
5:15 and lasted until 7:30.

The Final Tally Was Eight Arrests.
four squads were used in the
raids. Captain Herman Schendel
in charge of a squad consisting of
Michael KFitzgerald and David Galli-
gar struck twice, first at the store
on Maple street, where Salvatore
DePumpo, who has served Ume in
Holland county as a second offend-
er and whbo also has a record In
Manchester as a convicted liquor
seller, where a small quantity of li-
quor was secured and then with
their load hustled across to No. 45
North street where they visited the
home of Frank DeCantis and
brought away from there a five gal-
lon jug of wine beside some other
liquor. There was also 300 more
gallons that they did not take.

While this squad was ino action
Lieutenant Barron with Patrolman
Wirtalla went to the home of John
Arson, or John Arskivch on South
Main street where they found a
small quantity of liguor which
they took along with them in addi-
tion to the prisoner. Meanwhile
'Sergeant Crockett had gone out to
Wetherell street where he plcked
up John J. Kennedy, a first offend-
er, and also brought in some stuff,
On the way back he stopped in and
plcked up Paul Annelli, who con=
ducts a restaurant on Maple street
and besides getting some liquor
also found a glass which had thres
different markings on it. A qnar-
ter way up the glass, was marked
*ladies.” A mark balf way up the
glass sald ““men’ while above that,
or about three quarters up was a
picture of a pig.

As the raids went on Sergeant
Crockett continued on his way to
the north end and at No. 60 North
street arrested Tony Prichoda.
PPatrolman MecGlinn and his crew
were not having as much good luck
in finding liguor as some of the oth-

- Once, during the war, while trav-
eling through an uninhabited region
of the Caucasus Mountains, I saw a
small oblong opening cut into . the
rocky face of a high cliff. These
man-made caves in desert places
hold a peculiar allure for me, and
whenever possible I have explored
them. This particular chamber, I
found, upon climbing up to it, had
been toilsomely chiselled out of the
solid granite. IL measured perhaps
§ix feet each way, and the only devi-
ation from its squareness was that
a small shelf of rock had been left
on one side, for the hermit's eouch.
Iecould not doubt that this shelter
had been cui, long centuries ago, by

a Christian recluse, because, deep-
ly incised in the center of the rear
wall, was a cross.

That symbol confronts the travel-
er everywhere in the East, even In
the regions where Christianity was
long ago driven out. The cross is
found on forgotten graves., Ruined
churches show {t. From the ground
beside the hall-demolished “Double
Chureh™ of old -Ephesus, in which
the great Church Councils were
held, I brought home, nearly twenty
years ago, a block of marble con-
taining a eross; and it is now _ the
baptismal font of the First Presby-
terian Church in Atlanta. In Japan
the Catholics keep a feast called
“the Discavery of the Christians,”
for, after generatious in which the
cross was forbidden on pain of
death, it was found, when religious
liberty came, that many families
had been secretly treasuring the
cross and the forbidden faith. Only

Bo the tale might run englessly. | was
The cross is the accepted symbol of
Christianity, even as the Apostle
Paul wrote.. Both the mind and
the heart of mankind have per-
ceived throughout the ages that the
cross signifies the eentral truth of
the religion of J2sus, And the
cross is distinective of Christianity;
no other religion has it. It is the
sign of salvation that best gathers
up the truth embodfed in the word
and in the life and in the death of
the
cross from Christianity, and you
have left a mere philosophy—noth-
ing that it is adeguate for the
surcease of the sin-conscious spirit
of mortal. Christianity i{s Christ-
fanity because it presents a crucl-
fied Saviour. The cross is truly
“the tree of life.”

Shadows of the Cross.

Sentiment loves the legend, rep-
resented by a familiar painting, of
the boy Jesus, siretching Himself
in Joseph's carpenter shop in Naz-
areth, while his mather lsoks af,
frighted at the shadow of the cross
which .is thus thrown behind Him.

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RAILS TO THE ARCTIO

Americans who, want “some-
where different to go' on their va-
cations, can have it after mnest
spring, if their pocketbooks will
stand the spending of a good deal
of money on railroad fares. They
can, without the necessity of a sea
voyage and without getting away
from the sound of the English lan-
guage, visit a corner of the world
hitherto wrapped in the romance
of mystery, the Land of the Mid-
night Sun.that lies along the upper
reaches of Hudson Bay.

Somelime in May, it is expected,
the branch of the Canadian Norta-
ern railroad which has been In
prospect for half a century and un-
der more or less acltive construc-
tion for almost half that time, ex-
teuding from Hudson Bay Junction
in Saskatchawan to the rudimen-
tfary seaport ot Churchill, in far
northern Manitoba, will be finish-
ed and open to trafiic.

Within & reasonable time after

‘. no doubt, the road will be
sefking tourist business, appealing
fo that hankering for new experi-
ences whieh will almost certainly
send a considerable number of peo-
ple from the States, as well as
Canadians, to a rallhead where in
midsummer there is no night,

The road, which runs in an al-
most straight line diagonally across
the great prcvinece of Manitoba to
the shores of the Bay, has been
built, at enormous pains, for the
eheaper shipment of Canadian
wheat to Europe. The rail-and-
water route from Saskatoon, in the
center of the vast Alberta-Sas-
katehawan wheat country, to Liver-
pool via Churchill will be more
than 1,400 miles shorter than the
present route of shipment by way
of Port Arthur. at the head of Lake
Superior, through the Great Lakes
and the St. Lawrence. Also, the
wheat will have to be handled only
once in transit, being loaded from
the trains at Churchill iInto the
ocean steamers that will carry it
across the Atlantic, whereas now it
has to be transhipped both at the
“Welland Canal and at Montreal, as
well as at Pert Arthur, makiang
three handlings in transit,

The road runs for hundreds of
miles through what is probably the
most desqlate region, outside of
Antarctica, on the face of the
earth, the great muskeg swamps
and barrens of the Canadian north,
but it emerges at a part of the
world that has arrested the imagi-
nations of American boys, and {f
Churchill and the upper Hudson
Bay coast do not become a mecca
for hundreds of restless Yankes
tourists before many seasons have
élapsed it will be strange—and
probably disappointing to the
Canadian Northern,

FRAUD DISCLOSED

Chamber of Commerce Finds

That Many So-Called
Agencies Are Dupes.

Within the past week the Cham-
ber of Commerce has had called to
its attention, several cases in con-
nection with an old established
abuse—that of alleged or so-called
collection agencies or adjustment
service companies,

The Chamber has on file, data in
connection with no less than eight
of these concerns who have oper-
ated or are operating among the
businessmen in Manchester. This
does not refer to the reputable, es-
tablished collection agencies In

They approach the tradesman
who has outstanding bills which
are difficult of collection, represent-
ing that they have a magical and'
sure-fire method of getting his
money from his debtors. They have
a printed form on which they se-
cure a list of accounts owed te Lhe
tradesman, and they secure the
tradesman’s signature assigning
these accounts to the agency for
collection.

On the back of the printed form
which the tradesman had signad,
appears the following contract, no
copy of which 1s léft with the
tradesman:

1 —Commniission at the rats
of 50 per cent. is charged on
the first $100.00 of the aggre-
gate amount collected on the
within listed claims or ac-
counts, and on claims or ac-
counts settled or collected
through Magistrates, Attorneys
or Legal Process, and on In-
stallment Collections and Out-
lawed Accounts.

9. —Commission of 25 per
cent. is charged on all other
collections or settlements.

3.—Commission is charged
on all settlements made and on
amounts collected, - whether
payments are made to Company
or to Client, and on clalms or
accounts withdrawn or ordered
dropped during process of ad-
justment.

4 —A charge of fifty cents

This article is intended as 'a
warning to business and profession-
al men to make no contracts nor
enter into any agreements, nor de-
liver any list of accounts to these
agencies for collection, without first
making inquiry as to their stand-
ing and responsibility and their
method of operation.

It is the purpose of the Chamber
of Commerce to agitate this matter

Business Bureaus, with a view to
securing some action which will
place some definite responsibility
upon these agencies-and prescribe a
definite penalty for failure to make
accounting of funds collected.

the bridge had been paid by those
who made use of it.

The many road projects complet-
ed during the past two years by the
State Highway Department has also
made a distinct impression upon
membersg, and many believe the
state should continue along in itls
present course, without recourse to
toll highways.

Theése four points make it appear
that it will be necessary for the
proponents of the toll road to pro-
duce some new selling qualities be-
fore their measure will stand a
chance of passage. A4nd even f
they are able to do this seems
hardly possible that they
will be able to override the opposi-
tion to the House to eminent do-
maln.

Deficieacy Appropriations -

Deficiency appropriations aggre-
gating approximately 3700,000,
will be heard by the Committee on
Appropriations during the coming
week, making this committee the
first to see rcel action in the new
Assembly., Deficiency  bills, al-
though usual In every session of
the Legislature, are far from being
popular, either with the committee
or with the assembly as a whole.
When this year's deficiency bills
are scrutinized closely, however, it
becomes immediately apparent that

most of the bills at least were un-

avoidable.

For example, the Teachers’ Re-
tirement Board Pension Fund is
recorded as having a deficiency of
about $110,000, In the State Board
of Education, the enumeration
grant called for expenditures of
about $20,00v, more than was al-
loted by the Committee on Ap-
propriations of the 1927 General
Assembly, High school tultion ran
nearly $§50,000 above the 1927 ap-
propriation and high school trans-
portation was $25,000 above Its
estimated figure, Widow's aid went
$75,000 above the allotment as did
payments to state paupers by $12,-
000,

The State Health Department
was faced with extraordinary ex-
penses during the smallpox scare
last year when a large part of its
antitoxin deflciency amounting ro
about $18,000 was incurred. Health
Department lakoratory expenses
ran above the appropriation by
$14,000. Herd tubercular tests by
the office of the Commissioner of
Domestic Animals resulted in a de-
ficlency bill ¢f about $150,000,

Committee Appointments

Senate and House committee ap-
pointments were axnounced on
Wednesday morning by President
pro tempore Wilcox and Speaker
Eddy, respectively. The appoint-
ments as usual resulted in consid-
erable disappointment because
many more members than the pre-
scribed thirtcen representatives and
two senators desired p'aces on the
important committees, The disap-
pointment this year, however, was
less discernitle than in many pre-
vious sessions of the assembly.

in the Senate some of the Demo-
cratic members were (displeased
over their appointments to minor
commitiees ani sp expressed them-
gselves. The answer of the majority
Republican leaders was to the of-
fect that the people of Connecticnt
had elected Kepublicans to assume
the responsibility for legislative ac-
complishments

. In the House there was consider-

ably less evidence of dlsappoint-
ment than usual, probably due to
the fact that in this session, some
of the committees which formeriy
had little or o business before
them are quite likely to have some
relatively important matters
signed to them this year.

Two years ago, for example, the

had only one bill referred to it
This-vear, it is the intention of the
presiding officers of both Housas
to submit to this committee bills
concerning state institutions which
were previously handled Dby the
overworked Committee on the
Judliciary.

The Commitiee on Capitol Fur-

niture and Grounds for many ses-l

sions past was considered as practi-
cally defunct. Within a shert time,
however, a bill will be presented
to the Assembly and referred to it
which will provide for the coa-
struction of the new slate office
building recommeénded by the Board
of Finance and Control. This bill
may involve the expendituré of $2,-
500,000, The committee will have
the duty of supervising the start
of this structure.

It will play an important part in
the planning of £ll matters concern-
ing the construction, making plans
for housing several of the state de-
partments now occupying guarters
ir the overcrowded capitol build-
Ing or in the other bulldings on
neighboring streets.

Two years ago when the Commit-
tee on Motor Vehicles was institut-
ed, the Commititee on Roads,
Bridges and Rivers which had
formerly handled motor vehicle
bills, came to be looked upon as be-
ing less important than usual, Not
so in this session, however. Thers
were more requests in the House
for committee assignment: on
roads, bridges and rivers and for
agriculture and fish and game than
for any of the other commiitees,

Committee On Banks

Evidence that the Committee on
Banks will have a large amount of
work ahead of it before adjourn-
ment time arrives, was obvious
Thursday in the introduction of a
bulky bill providing for the regula-
tion of brokerage houses and their
salesmen, This bill provides that a
commission will’ have jurlsdiction
over the registration and operation
of brokers and their sales represen-
tatives. The measure at present Is
quite drastic in its terms and it is
extremely doubtful if it will receive
favorable action in its present form.
It is likely, however, that some ac-
tion ocovering security sales will

There will doubtlessly be an un-
number of bankiny Dbills,
chief among which will be those in-
tended to untangle the existing con-
troversy between the state bank
commission and the Bankers'
Security Trust of Bridgeport and to
settle once and for all the question
of legitimatizing or bain'ug branch
banking thie state.

' The Budget

During the coming week, it is
expected that the budget compiled
by the Board of Finance and Con-
trol will ve submitted to the Com-
mittee on Appropriations. This re-
port, most of which is ba:d upon
personal investigation by members
of the Board, will be a weighty
volume, between 600 and 70C pages
in length. Although the complete
rcport of the Board has not yet
been printed for public distribution,
it is practically certain that the
final apprepriations bill will not
vary greatly from the recommenda-
tions it contains.

Compilation of the budget by the
Board of Finance and Control will
be the means of saving the Commit-
tee on Appropriations an  untold
amount of work. Prior to the es-
of the Board, it was
necessary for the committee to
make it recommendations to the
assembly only after holding hear-
ings upon practically every item it
contained. The Board has been able
to carry on this work over a long
period of time and has been able to
determine the exact financial needs
of every state department and in-
stitution. That its report is detall-
ed is evidenced by its length, There
will probably be few changes neces-
sary.

This new method of estimating
the budget has given the committee
on appropriations the appearance
of no'. being as important as form-
eily and this may result in a de-
creased demand for places upon it.
The committee, however, is of the
greatest importance for It still has
the final say in all budget and ap-
propriation matters.

Licensing Bills

Early indications point to a num-
bor of licensing bills, many of
which seem destined for interesting
discussions. The first of these meas-
ures was submitted Thursday. It
was a bill proposing that architects
be licensed and prescribing certain
regulations under which they might
operate. The annual bill for licens-
ing realtors is certain to appear
again., There is likewiss some talk
of causing taxicabs to procure
another license In addition to the
regular motor vehicle registraiion.
The Committee on Public Health
and Safety will be importuned to
recommend changes in the present
statutes governing chiropractors,
natureopaths and halrdresseis and
cosmeticians, Amateur boxing seems
destined to be brought within the
licensing control of the State Athle-
tic Commission. Two yearz ago, the
bill intended to regulate amateur
boxing was given an unfavorable
report, but in the interim there
have been such obvious abuses in
the amateur field that there will
probably be little or no opposition
to its passage. ’

Judicial Procedure

A numbér of bills changing judi-
cial procedure were presented in
the House Thursday and many
more are expected. Most of them
are based upon the recommerda-
tions of the Judicial Council es-
tablished by the 1£27 Assembly.
Many of the minor recommenda-
tions of this body are likely to be
accepted, but some of the major
changes suggested, such as the ap-
pointment by the governor of ail
city-and town court judges, may
meet with opposition. While they
appear theorellcally sound, thelr
practical features would doubtless-
ly make their passage difficult.
Amohg the major suggestions be-
Ing viewed favorably are those con-
cerning the jury system of the state
courts,

“Where there is only light traf-
fie, the signals are not only unne-
cessary, but are costly in loss of
time and annoyvance to car own-
ers,”” Dungan said., ‘“Authorities
in small cities and towns all
over the country have overburden-
ed the taxpayers by installing un-
necessary stop and go signs.”

Meant for Bible Studgnts.

Sincerely and reverently, Miss
Helene Johnstone Sloane in a re-
markable characterization of Judas
Iscariot, last night, led her &ud-
jence through the scenes taken
from the official text of the Famous
Oberamunergau Passion Play.

The scene opens wilh Jesus talk-
ing to the Disciples on the road to
Bethany, from there he journeys te
the home of Simon in Bethany.
Here Judas is rebukef for greed.
The seed of unfaithfalness is sown.
On the way to Jerusalem Judrs
breaks with the Master. He Is
overtaken by a spy sent.lo find Lhe
nightly abiding place of the Mas-
ter. He talks Judas into consent-
ing to betray higs Master.

it is the Last Supper. Judas slins
away to keep his appointiment with
Dathan, the spy, who presents him
to the S8anhedrin. He is examined
by Caiphas. Judas betrays the
master for thirty pieces of silver
and guldes the soldiers to the Gar-
den of Gethsemane. 'the Master is
betraved with a kiss. Judas and
four Pharisees announce the cap-
ture of Jesus to Annas, the high
priest. He in turn tells Judas that
the Master is to be put to death.
Following the trial of Jesus before
the Sanhedrin, Judas runs in to
learn the fate of the Master. The
Master was to die oo Calvary. A
prizsoner, stripped of his garments,
brutally crowned with thorns,
Jesus is led hefore Pilate. Judas
learning Pilate's decision, runs into
the forest and hangs himself in the
shadow of the Cross of Calvary.

Miss Sloane's portrayal, hard,
grasping and mercenary, was con-
vincing, except that at times her
voice lost much of its masciline
hardness, harshness and became
often—soflt.

his sin that leads him to his death.
