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W ’ LEADER 
SAYS VICTORY 
IS TEMPORARY

Prohibition Chairman Here 
Says Enforcement Must 
Be Non-Political— Calls 
for Renewed Efforts.

Ruth, Broken-Hearted, 
Vague As To Future
New York, Jan. 21.— Appearing 

bi’oken-heartfed and still dazed. 
Babe Ruth was back in New York 
City today, trying to pick up the 
threads of life dropped when he re­
ceived the shocking news of the 
tragic death of his wife.

The “ big fellow” seemed totally 
at a loss to decide on plans for the 
future.

“ How long are you going to re- 
imain here?” a reporter asked him.

“ I don’t know.”
“ Are you going to take up your 

regular training?”
Dr. D. L.eigh Colvin, chairman of 

the National Prohibition commit­
tee. told the con,gregation at the 
South Methodist Episcopal church 
yesterday morning that the victory 
won ten years ago when the Eigh­
teenth amendment was adopted 
would be temporary if same forces 
that obtained that victory did not 
see to it that the amen’ament was
enforced. Tlie greatest problem 
confronting the prohibitionists, as­
serted Dr. Colvin, is combatting 
powerful wet propaganda, well 
organized wet political machines,, 
and keeping prohibition enforce­
ment out of politics.

Dr. Colvin defended the constitu­
tionality of the Eighteenth amend­
ment, and also presented "rgu- 
ments for treating the question na­
tionally rather than by states. He 
maintained that the liquor problem 
i.s a national problem, that it has 
the same results throughout the 
nation. He insisted that the liquor 
interests are organized nationally, 
or had been, at least, before pro­
hibition, and therefore it was just 
to fight those interests on a na­
tional basis.

Reviews Fight
The speaker, who occupied the 

pulpit at the South Methodist 
church at the regular morning ser­
vice yesterday, arrived at his dis­
cussion of present day liquor pro­
blems after a concise review of the 
fight in this country, to have the 
Eighteenth amendment adopted. 
He said that the adoption of the 
liquor prohibition amendment was 
the culmination of a great reform 
movement. He called it the great­
est step towards '■‘national right­
eousness” in the history of the 
country.

In 17S3 Benjamin Rush, one of 
the signers of the Declaration of 
Independence, offered a resolution 
in Congress deploring the sale of 
intoxicating liquors. In 180.5 the 
first temperance society in the 
country was organized at Simsbury, 
this state. In the 1850’s a move­
ment for the adoption of state pro­
hibition began and Maine was the 
first to “ go dry.” its legislature 
adopting the plan in 1851.

Given Setback
For a long period the prohibition 

question was placed in the back- 
.ground because fbe slave problem 
became dominant in the minds of 
the people. The Civil War came 
and little thought was given dur­
ing those trying times to any kind

“ I haven’t made any definite 
plans,” the Babe answered dully.

Thus 
ended the spectacular career of 
Paul Jaworski, the killer, arch 
bandit, stick-up man and sworn 
enemy of society.

24 Witnesses
Twenty-four stunned eye 'svlt- 

nesses looked on transfixed, in the 
tomb-like silence of the palace as 
guards hurriedly brought in an­
other prisoner, Calvin E. James, a 
youthful bootlegger-slayer. In the 
flash of an eye, he. too, “ rode the 
thunderbolt,” as they say in prison 
parlance.

Killed Half Dozen
Jaworski, killer of half a dozen 

men during his wild rampage of 
crime across Pennsylvania, Michi­
gan, Ohio and Illinois, paid the su­
preme penalty specifically for the 
death of Isaiah Gump, a payroll 
guard slain ir a 548,000 holdup at 
Mollenaur, Pa. James was electro­
cuted for the slaying of William 
Dunstan, a drug clerk, of Doyles- 
town. Pa., over a $150 liquor debt.

Both Jaworski and James died 
without uttering a syllable. Both 
men were pronounced dead four 
minutes after they had sat in that

THREE PERSONS HURT 
IN BAY STATE BLAZE

Damage Estimated at $100,000 
in Weymouth— Six Families 
Homeless.

Weymouth, Mass., Jan. 21 —  
Three persons were injured, six 
families were forced to flee to the 
streets, and damage estimated at 
nearly 5100,000 was done today by 
a general alarm fire which destroy­
ed a fire station, a three story 
wooden block and a dwelling house 
in Lincoln Square, Weymouth 
Landing.

Those suffering severe burns 
were Timothy McCarthy, a fireman, 
Chester Foster, a helper in the fire 
station, and an unidentified man.

The fire razed a three story 
wooden block which housed stores 
on the ground floor. The upper 
floors were used for dwelling pur­
poses by four families.

An adjoining two family home 
was also destroyed.

The fire station, an old two-story 
wcoden structure, together with 
one piece of apparatus went up in 
flames.

London, Jan. 21— The costliest 
general election in modern English 
history will be fought next June,- 
when approximately l.«C0 candi­
dates will woo a record electorate
for the 615 seats in the House of 
Commons.

From all indications today th& 
battle will be on an unprecedented 
scale. There will be more candi­
dates than ever before. There will 
be twice as many women candi­
dates as In 1924 when 45 women 
soujght election. There will be tons 
more literature than on any prev­
ious occasion.

The concensus of expert opinion 
is that 57,500,000 will be expend­
ed by the three major political 
parties during the campaign.

Conservatives and Laborites are 
expected to have about 600 candi­
dates each, and the Liberals about 
500.

In the past many constituencies 
have cost over* 55,000 to contest; 
but some call for only half that 
sum.

In this election many candidates 
face heavy additional expendi­
ture arising out of the existence of 
over 5,000,000 new w^men voters. 
Candidates will hava to roach many 
more electors next June than they 
did in 1924. In some constituen­
cies a 50 per cent increase fs re­
corded. There will necessarily bp 
a corresponding increase in ex­
pense.

Most of the candidates will re­
ceive assistance from party funds. 
The Laborites are attempting to 
raise a fighting fund of 5500,000. 
So far they have got just over 
5150,000.

The Liberals have an election 
chest of 51,500,000 provided for 
them by David Lloyd George, 
former Liberal Dremier.

Chicago, Jan. 21.— What is called 
by Police Commissioner William 
Russell as the greatest roundup of 
underworld charac^rs In the'hls- 
toi>y of Chicago ended here today 
when the county jail door clanked 
shut on the 80th prisoner.

and taoodhimst tried to match its 
pace., .

Every section of the city was in­
vaded simultaneously. Downtown 
hotels, speakeasies, dance halls, 
cabarets* even the fashionable night 
clubs along the Gold Coast swarm­
ed with detectives and uniformed 
police.

Gangland was in a panic. ,
The prisoners, ranged from un­

shaven, cap adorned thugs to Im­
maculately groomed men in evening 
dress. Eyery recognized gangster 
and racketeer and every person 
found in possession of a gun, were 
taken Into custody. ,

Thus the raidk progressed the 
length and breadth of the city. No 
section escaped, and no-known ren­
dezvous of gangsters or racketeers 
was passed up.

Commissioner Russell proudly

He h'pes to accomp­
lish much more in a month away 
from the political pulling and haul­
ing in Washington. He will have 
at least four weeks of comparative 
seclusion on an island in the mid­
dle of Blscayne Bav where he will 
see only those he wants to see, and 
where his every waking moment is 
not caught up in the cross currents 
of personal contacts with politi­
cians.

Mr. Hoover leaves Washington 
with half of hi  ̂Cabinet regarded as 
fairly well settled.

Members of Cabinet 
Andrew W. Mellon will remain 

as secretary of the treasury, and 
William M. .Tardine will carry on as 
secretary of agriculture. The de­
cision as to these holdovers is con­
sidered as definite and final. In 
addition, three other appointments 
are clas.sed in the “ probable”  col­
umn— Wm. J. Donovan of New 
York, as attornor general: Walter 
F. Brown of Ohio, as postmaster 
general: and Louis P. Cates at 
Utah, as secretary of the interior. . 
Donovan and Brown now ocenpy 
assistants’ berths in the Coolidge 
administration. Cates, a wealthy 
naining engineer, has never held 
public office.

Final decisions gs to this trio 
perhaps will be reached during the 
next month.

Party licaders Happy.
Not only is the President-Elect 

well satisfied with what he has ac­
complished here, but the party 
leaders are fairly well content as 
well. Their fears, more or less 
openly expressed during the South 
American tour, that the new com- 
mander-in-chief was .going to 
“ raise Cain” with fne party organ­
ization and revenge himself up<ln 
those who opposed hiS nomination, 
have been largely dissipated. Mr. 
Hoover naturally is going to. re­
member tis friends, but his two 
weeks in Washington demonstrated 
that he is of a mind to let byegones 
be byegones in so far as some of 
the elder statesmen of the party 
who opposed him last spring are 
concerned.

Half a dozen awkward and embar­
rassing factional disputes in state 
Riepuhlican organizations have 
been ironed out more o.‘ less to the 
satisfaction of the principals under 
the guiding counsel of Mr. Hoovqr. 
He has constantly counselled har­
mony and teamwork.

It is a very sraal! party that ac­
companies Mr. Hoover south. Be­
sides Mrs. Hoover and her n iec, 
Miss Janet T-arge. there is Df. 
Hubert Work, chairman of the na­
tional committee, and La:wrence 
Richey, who has long been one of 
Mr. Hoover’s secretaries. George 
Akerson, his acting secretary. Is be­
ing left behind in Washington to 
maintain liasion with those people 
Mr. Hoover desires to maintain con­
tact with. Akerson will keep the 
President-Elect Informed of devel­
opments in the Capitol, legislative, 
politiqal. and otherwise.

Mr. Hoover’s last day In the- 
capital was a quiet one. He went 
to churdh at the Friends meeting 
house, and in the dftemoon took a 
long motor ride into the Shenan­
doah district of ViritlnU.

Washington. Jan. 21.— Herbert 
Hoover said farewell to the capi­
tal today.

Accompanied by Mrs. Hoover and 
a small personal party, the Presi­
dent-elect left for Miami Beach, 
Florida, at 10:37 o'clock on 1 spe­
cial train on the Atlantic Coast 
line.

Mr. Hoover did not arrive at the 
station until a few minutes after 
the scheduled departure of the 
train at 10:30 a. m.

A crowd of several hundred per­
sons gathered in the concourse and 
applauded the president-elect.

The departure was further de­
layed while Mr. and Mrs. Hoovei 
stood on the rear platform to bs 
photographed. They waved good­
bye to the crowd as the train gath­
ered momentum and disappeared in­
to a tunnel.

HIS CAR CAPSIZES

Stanley Matyia, 49, of Vernon 
Center, was killed last niglit when 
the automobile he was driving alone 
overturned near Lanz’s Corner in 
Vernon, hurling the driver 
through the windshield. The man 
struck a jagged piece of rock beside 
tlie road, fracturing his skull.
' Policemen Shea and Fay of the 
Rockville police department investi­
gated the accident and turned it 

f  over to the State Police. The acci­
dent was not the result of -turning 
the corner, because it occurred a 
short distance beyond and on a 
straight stretch of highway.

Cause Undetermined.
In view of the fact that Matyia 

was alone in the car, and there were 
no witnesses. Chief of Police Tobin 
of the Rockville police said it is ini. 
possible to tell e.vact cause of the 
accident. Medical E.xaminer Thomas 
P. Rockwell gave permission for the 
removal of the body to the E. H. 
Preston undertaking rooms in 
Rockville.

Matyia was a farmer and con­
ducted what is known as the old 
Bamford farm on the Cemtery road 
at Vernon Center. He had lived 
there four years and leaves a wife 
and four children, Joseph, Carl, 
Mary and Anna.

{Nassau, Bahamas early today.

Meanwhile a wrecking tug was 
attempting to pull the 10,000-ton 
President Garfield off the reef. 
The 120 persons in the President 
Garfield's crew remained aboard 
the grounded liner.

Captain George Ross, of the Pan- 
^merica, reported by wireless to 
International News Service that 
the passengers, who left New York 
on Thursday hound on a round-the- 
world cruise, were transferred 
safely to the Pan-America at 5:30 
p. m., yesterday.

Fog Has Lifted.
That the fog had lifted and that 

favorable conditions now prevail 
was Indicated by Captain T. P. 
Quinn, commander of the Dollar 
liner, in a message to International 
News Service.

Matanilla shoal is approximately 
75 miles east of Fort Pierce, Fla., 
and at the northern extremity of 
the Bahamas. The Pan-America 
received the Garfield’s S O S at 7:15 
a. m., yesterday, reached the scene 
under forced draft shortly after 
4:30 p. m., and had transferred the 
passengers in another hour.

Mariners here recalled today that 
the dangerous shoal is marked only 
by a small light buoy. No light 
vessel marks the reef.

Rescue Ships Arrive.
The first vessel to arrive for the 

task of pulling the liner off the 
reef was the wrecking tub Warbler, 
owned by the Merritt-Chapman 
W’recking Co. The tug left Jack­
sonville, Fla., yesterday morning.

Other vessels which sped to the 
rescue were fie  coast guard cut­
ters Saukee and Tallapoosa, from 
Key West; the cutter Yamacraw, 
from Savannah; and the Navy cut­
ter Umpquo, enroute' from Key 
West to Savannah.

To Resume Ti’ip.
The officials said that the Gar­

field’s passengers, who were due to 
arrive at Nassau this morning, 
could remain there at the line’s ex­
pense until arrangements are made 
for the continuance of their trip 
around the world, or return to New 
York immediately aboard the Pan- 
America.

Whether the President Garfield 
will be forced to go into drydock 
for repairs after being hauled off 
the reef has not been ascertained.

The captain and crew of the 
Garfield remained aboard because 
they were confident there was no 
danger and that the ship would be 
off the shoal by Wednesday at 
the latest, officials of the line 
said. Most of the crew are Chi­
nese.

Those Aboard.
Passengers aboard the Pan- 

America who received a thrill from 
the ship’s 200-mile dash to the res­
cue included Admiral Sir Francis 
Bridgeman, Mr. and Mrs. Ring 
Lardner and Mrs. Grantland Rice.

The President Garfield’s passen­
gers included T. H. Lantry, of St. 
Paul, Minn., a Northern Pacific 
railroad official.

Seven Connecticut people w^re 
aboard the steamer. They are Mrs. 
Lille W. Stephenson and her daugh­
ter Miss Elizabeth Stephenson of 
103 Walbridge road, West Hart­
ford, Mr. and Mrs. Milton J. War­
ner of Pine Orchard, J. D. Sargent 
of 130 Cold Spring street. New 
Haven, Ira V. Elithorpe of 68 Ho­
bart street. New Haven, and Miss 
Catherine Siemon of Bridgeport.

Previously the President Gar­
field had figured in only one seri­
ous accident, when she rammed 
and sank the collier Kershaw In 
Martha’s Vineyard last year and 
rescued the 29 members of the Ker­
shaw’s crew. Her commander at 
that time was Kenneth L. Lowry.

Her present skipper. Captain 
Quinn, is considered one of the most 
able masters in the line.

To Unload Cargo.
Officials of the Dollar line in 

new York said today that a number 
of barges had been dispatched to 
the grounded vessel from Jackson­
ville. They will arrive at the scene 
tomorrow and will immediately he 
loaded with the Garfield’s cargo, 
which comprises 7,000 tons of auto­
mobiles and machinery.

Once the cargo is removed froni 
the Garfield, the officials say, the 
ship will refloat easily.

The present intention is*to have 
the barges proceeds, to Nassau with 
the cargo and wait until the Presi­
dent Garfield arrives there after 
she is refloated.

The ship is undamaged, it was 
said, and will pick up passengers at 
Nassau and there continue its 
cruise.

Captain Quinn of the President 
Garfield is well known in shipping 
circles. He has been with the Dol­
lar line for ten years and captained 
four round-the-world cruises.

Present Tariff,
Dissatisfaction with the present 

Cuban tariff was displayed by west­
ern producers. The present tariff 
duty is 2.20 cents a pound on the 
sugar, but Cuba under a treaty is 
given a 20 per cent, differential. 
Philippine sugar is admitted free.

At the present time, according to 
figures submitted to the committee, 
the United States is importing 55 
per cent, of her sugar supply, of 
which eight per cent, comes from 
the Philippines. Importations from 
the latter country have Increased 
from 245,365 in 1922 when the 
Fordney-McCumber' tariff law was 
enacted to 473,674 in 1927.

American producers asserted that 
a tariff should be fixed upon which 
would permit cane and bee.t sugar 
producers in this country to increase 
their production until half the 
sugar consumed in the country is 
home-grown. They declared that 
the United States should not be al­
most wholly dependent upon for­
eign sources of supply of sugar In 
the event of war.

Ann Arbor. Mich., Jan. 21— The 
resignation of Dr. Clarence Cook 
Little, storm center of educational 
circles since his appointment as 
president of the University of Mich­
igan in 1925, will be presented to 
the Board of Regents here tonight, 
according to well founded reports 
today.

The same reports had it that a 
majority of the board will accept 
the resignation with celerity and 
immediately go into conference to 
consider several suggested succes­
sors.

It was intimated that Dr. Little 
would accompany his letter of 
resignation with caustic comment 
on the differences of opinion be­
tween himself and the regents on 
such subjects as birth control, 
housing plans and the campus 
“ liquor question.”

His Enviable Record
Three years ago. Dr. Little, a 

man of personal charm, scholarly 
interests and forcefuluess, came to 
take over the reins of government 
of the university. He had made an 
enviable record as president of the 
University of Maine, had been cap­
tain of the Harvard track t'»am in 
his student days and had been 
signally successful as a scientist, 
having been credited with import­
ant advances in the world’s under­
standing of cancer. He had also 
served as assistant dsan at Har­
vard.

A storm of protest and discussion 
in every comer of the state follow­
ed his public advocacy of birth con­
trol. shortly after Yiis arrival. Typi­
cal of the comment addressed to 
him was a letter from the hand of 
former Governor Chase S. Osborn, 
who said:

“ It is to be hoped that the Uni­
versity of Michigan will educate Dr. 
Little or that the regents fire him. 
The latter course would probably 
be quicker.

NEW WIRELESS STUNT
Chicago, Jan. 21.— Secret wire­

less communication is no longer an 
attainment oi the future. Success­
ful tests have been made at the 
Bell Telephone laboratories here of 
a process of inverting and distort­
ing speech tones so that the mes­
sage transmitted will be intelligible 
only at the receiving point to 
which it was sent.

Here’s how the method works:
A message is spoken into., an 

ordinary transmitter in ordinary 
tones. A delicate mechanical device 
inside the receiver transforms the 
message into an unintelligible gib­
berish with high frequencies In 
place of low frequencies and vice 
versa. At the point for which the 
communication is Intended receiver 
picks np the message and then 
through a similar mechanical de­
vice changes the words back to 
their natural sound.

Professor Bailey o f Travelers 
Addresses Riwanis Club at 
Luncheon Today.
Professor William Bailey of the 

Travelers Insurance company of 
Hartford was the speaker at the 
K1 wauls club meeting this noon at 
the Hotel Sheridan. It was a re­
turn visit as Mr. Bailey was here 
about a year ago. He gave such a 
fine talk at that time he was in­
duced to promise a return engage­
ment.

While at Yale during the Great 
War, Professor Bailey had cliarge 
of what was known as a “ Doss’ 
house, and today he related some of 
his experiences during the three 
years that he spent in this work. 
With his dry humor. Professor 
Bailey kept the members of the 
club laughing most of the half hour 
that he talked. Among other 
things, he Instituted a wood yard In 
order to induce, the men to earn 
at least a part of their lodging and 
two meals. It, was along this line 
that he had some funny experiences.

Many were the excuses the men 
would give for not being able to 
work.

He spoke of fitting up a sleeping 
house with baths of various kinds 
and how he arranged to fumigate 
tbelr clothes. He said when he 
first started the wood yard he sup­
plied the men with long axe han­
dles. Invariably the handles were 
broken and it was a puzzle to 
know how it happened. With 
broken axe handles they were un­
able to work. He tried making 
them much shorter and if they 
tried to break them they were liable 
to injure themselves.

It was these funny incidents and 
experiences that furnished the basis 
of his talk. The project could have 
been made self-supporting if the 
men would give only an hour and 
a half of honest work for there was 
always a demand for the wood for 
fireplaces and other uses.

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PARSON PADDOCK, 
PLAINSMAN, HERE

Founder of School in Wild 
, and Wooly West Relates 

His Experiences.
Rev. B. A. Paddock, a typical 

plainsman, at one time a professor 
at 01)erlin college, founder and 
president of the Inter-Mountain 
Institute of Wfeiser, Idaho, gave ex­
citing and descriptive reminiscences 
of the northwest and also touched 
lightly on the Prohibition question, 
in his talk at the Men’s League 
meeting and at the regular morning 
service of the Center Congregation­
al church yesterday.

A summary of his talk follows: 
“ There is much talk about the fail­
ure o f Prohibition in the East but 
I wish you could see what it has 
done in the West. At one time sa­
loons were overywhere. On * the 
Fourth of July the sheriff would 
appoint four or five special police­
men to arrest Intoxicated people.
The jails would be full, many even 
liripg in the streets, dead drunk. 
But, a law was passed in the Legis­
lature to do away with the saloons.
A terrific battle ensued, the busi­
ness men taking the saloons* part 
because they said that where there 
were no saloons there would be no 
business., But the law triumphed. 
Lust Fourth of July farmers came 
with their fi.milies from miles 
around to a i lace called Oregon 
Trail Park. Here they enjoyed 
themselves all day. And, there were 
no officers in sight. There was not 
one drunk in the town.

“ Speaking of Hartford, Conn., 
there was a time when there was a 
saloon on every corner and a cou­
ple in Large wagons
transported beer kegs to these 
places. You could see many of 
them on the street at all hours. 
And now, why if every man, woman 
and child had a bottle on each 
hip they wouldn’t have as much 
liquor as was consumed in Hart- 
tord before prohibition. I have beqn 
Jn Hartford for three weeks and in 
that time I have not seen ope 
drunk. It can’t be that when a per­
son drinks he hides himself under 
the- bed. I do not believe, judging 
from appearances, that one-tenth 
of the amount of liquor used be­
fore Prohibition is consumed in 
Hartford now.

“ Out West >. learned of an Anti- 
Prohibition 3>.ciety that had raised 
50 million dollars— 50 million dol­
lars to corrupt the officers working 
for'the cause of Prohibition! There 
motto is: Any man can be corrupt­
ed, In time they will die, probably 
the bast thing they ever did. Others 
will take their place who have not 
this great thirst for liquor. The Re­
sult will be that in two or three 
generations the bootlegger will go 
oiit of business—-he won’t have any 
customers. Rest assured, the Prohi­
bition law will never be repealed. 
Two-thirds of the people will never 
vote to repeal it.

|\ “ Liquor problems are worse In 
the cities. 1 have voted in New 
York several times. 1 had to stand 
in line behind a group of drunken 
men who cussed the country, tho 
government snd everything they 
could think or It is not the Ameri­
can-born who is ruling the cities, 
but foreign-born. The city is in the 
hands of a dvmi-god. We can only 
hope that it wilWmprove in time.
"  “ I have always thought that pov­

erty is a blessing in disguise. When 
I w«nt to Idaho I obtained a small 
patch of land and issued a call to. 
the young people for fifty miles 
around to come and ' grub sag'i- 
br^sh for five hours'a day and they 
woui|(j receive an education. And 
ift  me tell you, they came, anxious 
to.pitch jin,and learn. We built the 
school and now,. have concrete 
buildings erected by the students 
themselves.

“ Man is in the world to live and 
al§o to do good while living. It is 
surprising what can be accomplish­
ed with little effort, A small sug­
gestion can change the course of 
life. You hear a person using pro­
fanity and telling off-color stories. 
Tell him you don’t like it. Some­
thing might happen. But, he won’t 
hit you. he'll kick himself because 
be knows that you’re right. For in­
stance, I once went over a moun­
tain trail in a blizzard. It was a 
-terrific storm and it topk me from 
•Ipbt o'clock in the morning until 
olgbt at. night, to go five miles.
• “ It wita sixty miles from Lead- 

yllle to Aspir aqd a stage coach 
tpolc passengers over the distance 
tpr ten dollars. One day. wishing 
to make the journey between the 
two'towns I went down to thfe of­
fice to pay my fare. The owner. Kit 
Carson, named after the famous i 
Indian scout, said to me, “ No ya i 
don't parson, no ya don’t. Anybody 
that goes over the mountain in a 
blizzard rides free as long as 1 
own a stagecoach.’ ’ After that I was 
a  'deadhead’ on that line.

“ If you ever have a chance to 
ride on a stagecoaeh always ride 
with ftie driver, for two reasons. 
First, the ^fage might jump the 
grade and turn over and you’ll have 
to Jump for your life. The other 
reason is that the stage driver Is 
the most interesting person to talk' 
to. He can tell you more hair-rais­
ing stories thgn any man living. 
The driver on the trip, I took, was 
•fbry profane. He had a long whip 
tbgr he, swung with a dexterity 
that was amazing, hitting the lead 
hiorses without, as much as flicking 
the rest. But.he would preface each 
crsck with a string o f oaths. Final­
ly I could stand it no longer, and 1 
iwked him if it helped him to drive 
sind if his prayers were answered 
#Ottlcln’t It be; a pretty hot place to 
fiyive horses.. The driver answered, 
‘Patd, ;I don’t'flwear, it swears Itr 
self.* I^ r a lorg time afterward he 

• didn^t.swear. ai. oath until some­

thing went wrong when he wasfi 
changing horses. Again he let him­
self go. I helped him to remedy 
the break and then went on afoot 
as I knew a family, living a short 
distance away.

“ Sometime later I met Kit Car- 
son and he asked, ‘"What in tarna­
tion didya do to my driver, parson? 
He won’t drink with me, he won’t 
gamble with me, and by heck I 
ain’t heard him swear an oath. . . .  
say parson wish you’d ride with all 
my drivers.’ i made another trip 
and the driver was the same one 
as before. For a long time he was 
silent but after a while he told me 
what a great fool he’d made outj 
of himself th.-t day and that since 
then, he had reformed-, 'and was 
sending money back Ea^t to .ijring 
his wife and children. So you see, 
a suggestion changed his" whole life. 
If only we would make it a 
rule to tell a person to cut out pro­
fanity. Don’t lecture, just tell him 
he’s wrong. You’ve got the advan­
tage because he knows that you are 
in the right. Anything that ought 
to be done, can be done if you 
pitch in and do it.’ ’

Rev. Paddock recounted many 
incidents humorous and otherwise 
about his work in the jWest. He al­
so told of how he established Sun­
day schools apd churches through­
out the district in which he travel­
ed, and how singing of hymns, in 
almost all cases, helped him to 
overcome difficulties^ in his mis­
sionary work when preaching in 
dr nee halls, saloons and on street 
corners.

American Can,aP^ Chrysler 
Motor, two of the biljlUsh ^tfong- 
holds, lost 2 ^ . ppinto'^qK 'a^tfil­
ing orders heaped , in faster/tM  
they could be taken care'of. The 
rise in St. Joe Lead and Interna­
tional Nickel was abruptly halted 
by a blockade of selling orders.

Anaconda Copper, Kennecott and 
American Smelting displayed a 
strong tone. Anaconda started 
the week 2% points higher on a 
block of 25,000 shares, and was 
easily the most aggressive leader of 
the bullish forces. Ennecott top­
ped 158 in a buoyant upward move 
and Greene Cananea was In demand 
at higher prices.

The market wires sizzled with a 
heavy turnover of 821,000 shares 
in the first half-over, which was at 
the rate of more than 8,000,000 
shares for the full session. The 
big board was swayed backward and 
forward by sqceesslTe waves of buy­
ing and selling, in which the pro- 
fessionais and floor traders took a 
lively and active parU

The mone^ rate was unchanged 
at 6 per cent. As this is one of the 
“ easiest” periods of the year in the 
money market, it is not expected 
that the rate will go above 6 or 7 
per cent this week. And it ajay be 
possible to borrow as low as 5 jper 
cent in the outside market. Business 
and industrial reports were mostly 
favorable,’ with steel mills main­
taining their high- operating rate, 
ahd retail merchandizing on the In- 
creas«  ̂in the centers of population.

The railroad stocks were led into 
slightly higher price levels by 
Chesapeake & Ohio, N ^  York Cen­
tral and Baltimore & Ohio, which 
sold up nearly 2 points on the aver­
age. All of these stocks, with half-a 
dozen more, are candidates for 
larger cash dividends this year, at 
219 3-4, Chesapeake & Ohio was up 
nearly 3 pointc in active trading.

Following 
the Civil War two ^factors arose 
that were serious obstacles in the 
path of prohibition progress. In 
the first place, toe infernal revenue 
system was Instituted. This sys­
tem naturally poured considerable 
into the country's coffers from the 
liquor interests, and 'hd argument 
was advanced that prohibition gen­
erally would seriously Injure the 
nation’s financial condition. The 
second; factor that became an ob­
stacle was the organization of 
brewers’ associations, and the en­
trance o f  those associations into
politics*' '

H ow ler, in 1873 there began a 
n)Ovemeiit .V*hlch. finally swept this 
ccuntiT into the prohibition ranks. 
That was the oi^nisatirn of wom­
en’s crusades. ■ These crusade 
were most powerful In Ohio and Dr. 
Colvin attributes their success tr> 
the “ power of prayer,”  Groups of 
women would ,, go to the saloons, 
kneel In the rain or snow and plead 
for the abolishment of, the liquor 
plac^. Out of these erhsades came 
the powerful Women’s " Christian 
Temperance Union.

States Adopt It.
In the 8()’s came a mpyement for 

the adoption of state" co*nstitutional 
amendments for the prohibition of 
intoxicating liquors. These move­
ments were successful in six or 
seven states and were unsuccessful 
In but a few. These successes, 
however, aroused the wet elemen( 
and immediately the liquor interests 
organized. They gave battle for a 
long period and prohibition met 
with a severe setback. But grad­
ually prohibition reform became 
the,watchword of all social reform 
organizations and by 1918, 33 states 
had adopted a law or a constitu­
tional amendment for the prohibi­
tion of intoxicating liquors.

Dr. Colvin insisted that the na­
tional enactment was not “ put 
over”  on any group of people. He 
claimed that the law came after a 
long battR and only after the ma­
jority of the people had been given 
an opportunity of expressing their 
minds. He said that 10 states have 
voted on the question a second 
time, and of these only Montana 
has voted, “ wet.”

National Question.
The prohibition amendment is 

the “ expretoion o f t h e  sovereign 
power of the people”  in accordance 
with Dr. Colvin’s belief. There 
are evils inherent in alcohol, . said 
the speaker, a,nd intoxicating li­
quors, are narcotic poisons with a 
particular effect upon the brain. 
Any poison which demoralizes the 
thinking power of a. nation comes 
under a national ban. and that was 
given as one reason for treating the 
traffic nationally.

Any great governmental wrong 
should be corrected through cohsti- 
tuUonal meahs, maintained Dr. Col­
vin. The moral well being of the 
nation depends upon the wiping out 
of intoxicants, he said, and only 
through the constitution ( .can the 
traffic be wiped out. Our genera­
tion will be thanked by, later gen­
erations for this great forward step.

he insisted, just as we thank the 
generation that wiped out slavery.

Made Country Prosperous.
One thing aids the prohibition j 

forces in fighting the attempt to I 
reinstate liquor. The law is now [ 
on the side of the dry forces. Aj 
bootlegger can’t collect his debts in 
court, and the saloon is an outlaw. 
However, said Mr. Colvin, there is 
a strong systematic wet propaganda 
that must be offset. He asserted 
that legitimate industry now gets 
billions that formerly were diverted 
to the liquor Interests. This alone 
accounts for the great prosperity of 
this country even following a dis­
astrous war, he Insisted.

Righteousness exalteth a nation 
economically and industrially as 
well as morally, declared the 
speaker. Then he insisted that the 
present victory is only temporary 
and urged all workers within his, 
reach to aid in giving battle to wet! 
political machines, which he' 
claimed were in control in many 
municipalities. He objected to 
leaving enforcement of the law to 
wet officials, and said that the peo­
ple are in favor of prohibition be­
cause a wet candidate for president 
was the most decisively beaten can­
didate In the history of the country. 
He wopld not countenance any 
kind of “ system” to give liquor in 
small regular quantities to the 
people. “ The evil is there despite 
any system that may be used,”  Dr. 
Colvin said.

Tribute to Mr. Hohenthal.
In closing he paid a tribute to 

the late E. L. G. Hohenthal. “ Mr. 
Hohenthal has done more to spread 
the work of world prohibition 
through central Europe than any 
other man,”  was his comment.

Dr. Colvin addressed a large 
gathering of Y.. M. C. A. workers 
in Hartford on Saturday. He is a 
Methodist and at home in a Metho­
dist church pulpit. Whilo not an 
orator he is a forceful speaker and 
a good student of economics and 
political science. One half of the 
collection taken at the church yes­
terday morning went towards Dr. 
Colvin’s work in the interests of 
prohibition.

DON’T WORRY FOB HOOVER
It is Interesting to note, as 

President-elect Hoover starts for 
Florida on his pre-lnanguration va­
cation, how concerned many o f the 
newspapers are about the tremen­
dous burden of detail with which 
he finds himself confronted, how 
worried many persons are lest the 
new President' shall prove unequal 
to the multiplicity o f his problems.

It Isn’t difficult to imagine Mr. 
Hoover having a good broad quiet 
smile to himself over all this 
anxiety.

It is quite true that the President 
o f the United States is a busy, man, 
by the nature of Ills job. It has al­
ways hefen so. It is also true ~that 
Presidents have successively sub­
mitted to a constant; access of 
duties, until the mass of them Is 
formidable.

But It is also true that by far 
the greater part of these duties are 
voluntarily assumed, or assumed In 
a more or less slavish' acquiescence 
to custom. As a matter of fact, a 
President of the United States can 
he, if he will, pretty much his own 
boss. He can be, far more than the 
average man, captain of his own 
time. All it would require for a 
President to attain freedom from 
seven-eighths of the slarisbness o f 
the job, would be to assert his 
rights.

It happens that Mr. Hoover has 
had a great deal of experience In 
the handling of very large and In 
Tolved businesses, and that he has 
been immensely successful. Much 
of his success has come through 
his ability to formulate bold gener-* 
al plans, choose lieutenants of 
especial fitness for their respective 
jobs and then hold them responsi­
ble for the adequate fulfillment of 
their duties. He is not a fusser.

It is our guess that Mr. Hoover 
is going to have a much easier time 
running this country than any of 
his predecessors fo ra  long time. He 
is too much o?' an executive genius 
to permit his mind to become clut­
tered with needless detail, either 
administrative or political. He may 
not and probably will not get his 
results after the plodding manner 
of a Grover Cleveland or by the 
menticulous Irwyer methods of a 
Calvin Coolidge. But he will invent 
methods of his own and they will 
probably be as revolutionary as 
they are big.

LYING DOWN ON THE JOB
Threo motor deaths in Connec­

ticut over the week-end, in Janu­
ary, will not suffice to command 
the attention ot the Connecticut 
legislature, which so far has given 
no evidence that It considers the 
slaughter of citizens on the roads 
any ot Its business. It Is doubtful 
If three dozen deaths In the same 
time would stir a single legislative 
pulse. Possibly If the number were 
three, hundred somebody at Hart­
ford. might have a glimmering no­
tion that really something ought 
to be fionA about It— but there is 
no evidence- to support; the hope 
that It would go any farther than 
that.

Apparently. the Legislature cf 
Connecticut conceives Its duty to

The 
mouth may froth. l.r»ud breathing 
follows and then a profound sleep, 
from which It Is Impossible to 
awaken the patient for a time.

Patieqts sometimes have noc­
turnal attacks ot eplle,)sy for years 
before they dlscover.lt. They may 
awaken in the morning with a sore 
tongue which they have bitten dur­
ing sleep, or may' fiad them­
selves exhausted after what they 
often consider “ nightmares.”

These attacks'' may recur one 
after another or only once in sev­
eral years. There are also minor 
attacks of epilepsy, known as petit 
mal, which are not typical fits, but 
only a momentary loss of con­
sciousness, withovit falling, in 
which there may be a flushing of 
the face, sweating and headache, 
and a variety ot similar 'symptoms.

Sometimes epilepsy Is compli­
cated by a twilight state, lasting 
from an hour to several months, 
wherein long journeys or other acts 
may take place without the pat  ̂
lent’s knov^ledge. Some of the acts 
in this stage may he quite natural, 
but they may be extremely violent. 
Murder or Incendiarism may be 
committed. As the disease pro­
gresses, the patient’s character 
changes— easily enrages, there Is 
egotism, lying and an apparent dis­
regard for ethics. Under excite­
ment, criminal acts may be per­
formed. The disease sometimes 
terminates in death or Insanity.

Not every convulsion can be con­
sidered as epileptic however, since 
there are digestive convulsions of 
early childhood, hysterical attacks 
from tumor pressures, and various 
types ot poisoning and Intoxica­
tions.

Heredity, accidents, alcholism 
and various diseases and reflex 
conditions may Influence the ap-

hope, and, the patient sometimes 
recovers as soon as the brain pres­
sure has been relieved.

Many experiments clearly prove 
that the intestines are the principal 
source, ot the toxins of epilepsy, .but 
still many physicians have not 
profited by these facts. Epilepsy Is 
still spoken ot In whispers, and 

I patients are told that there is no I hope for them.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS 
Pyelitis

Question: J. B. K, asks. "What 
are the symptoms of pyelitis? Is 
It possible to have it at intervals 
for a period of years? Is it cura­
ble? If so, what is the cure?” 

Answer: Those with pyelitis us 
nally develop a fever, but the most 
characteristic diagnostic point is 
the presence of pus In the urine. 
It Is often associated with other 
disorders. The treatment would 
depend upon the findings from a 
thorough diagnosis.

Bread with Meals 
Question; Mrs. C. L. W. asks: 

“ Will you please tell me why you 
never recommend bread with meals 
in your menus, only Melba toast? 
Whatvharm Is there In eating yeast 
bread and baking powder bread?” 

Answer: I do recommend bread 
occasionally in my menus, but I be­
lieve most people use too much 
bread to the exclusion of other 
more vital foods. When any kind 
of bread is used it should be taken 
with non-starchy vegetables and 
not in addition to other starches or 
with protein foods.

HIGHWAGESNEEDED 
TO KEEP PROSPERin 

ROTARIANS WARNED
Detroit.— If the United States is 

to continue prosperous, the present 
standard of high wages must be 
maintained.

This was the theme of an ad­
dress by Floyd Allen, assistant to 
Alfred P. Sloan, president of Gen­
eral Motors, at a Rotary Club meet­
ing here.

"We  must maintain the consum­
ing tiower of the people if we want 
to continue prosperity,” Allen said. 
“ The working man also needs 
greater leisure.”

Allen enunciated his conception 
of the ultimate meaning of high 
wages by emphatically .asserting 
his belief that “ the highest priced 
man is the cheapest on the payroll 
while the lowest priced is the most 
costly.”

"The old Idea that the first thing 
to do when production costs are to 
be lowered is to cut the pay is ob­
solete,” Allen declared. “ The au­
tomobile industry, I believe, Is re­
sponsible for the exactly opposite 
theory that It Is better to increase 
the payroll. This may sound like 
a paradox but it is not.”

Allen pointed out that fair play 
Is essential In the success of a big 
business— fair play to the customer, 
the workingman and the stock­
holder.

Marketing constitutes the great­
est problem now before the auto- 
blle industry, Allen said. “ We have 
passed the stage where production 
was a problem. We have'the facili­
ties now to make the cars; it Is our 
task to build: a marl^et that can 
absorb the quantity we can pro­
duce.”

Our- environment undoubtedly 
plays a part, since deaths from ac­
cident, congestion of population, 
speed of clvillzatlcn and Infection 
must be put'under, environmental 
factors.

Scientific studies recently made 
on-the nutrition of. animals indi­
cate that the tWrd Important fac­
tor Is the amount and nature of 
food Intake..

In order to prove the effects of 
nutrition, Drs. H. C. Sherman and 
H. L. Campbell fed 400 rats of ap­
proximately the same heredity 
and liv ing ' unde^ conditions alike 
in «all other respects on two dif­
ferent diets. The diets were ade­
quate in both 'Instances, except 
that one contained a higher pro­
portion of milk than did the other,

The animals oh the diet with 
the .higher proportion of milk 
lived on an average of 10 per cen.; 
longer tha.i did those with less 
milk. Hence, the; Increased lon-» 
.gevity may. h e ..accredited to the 
fact that an already adequate diet 
was improved by additional quan­
tities of a-substance known as one 
of the most , inlportahf ifood sub-' 
stances for the living, animal.

Oak, darkened by the smoke of 

feudal fireplaces, andl worm-eateu 
chestnut typify the Tudor period. 
To the person who has a fondness 
for hand-carved, masculine woods, 
such as the oak and chestnut. . the 
oak panelled wall! dark  ̂rich .tapes­
tries. damasks and velvets, this 
period must have an Irreslstable'apr 
peal.

For the Tundor period,, the home 
and rooms must be on the grand 
scale, for the darkness o f the woods 
and decorations makt it Imperative 
tbat bigness predominate. The 
grandeur and dignity of the style' 
would be overpowering if used in 
a small room.-

Because in the days of Henry 
VIII, Queen Elizabeth and Shakes­
peare, furniture was. confined’ ”to 
the absolutely essential pieces, the 
furniture in the Tudor hall-Is noted 
for its scarceness. A  long, crudely 
constructed table flanked by a 
rude bench served for-dining in the 
great balls, and-the huge bed in 
the Lady’s "bower,” - or bed cham­

ber, was a ponderous throne-like af­
fair. These pieces, with the dower 
chests, constituted the whole of the 
household furniture. i

Today, the modern , furniture 
manufacturer has eliminated the 
crudeness, the poor proportlon.s, 
the .grptesq’ieness, of the earlier 
pieces, and the modern Tiidor room 
is a room, of beauty, of rest and dig­
nity.. A  ‘new dark oak has- ap­
peared, which is available in mod­
ern reproductions of Tudor or Eliz­
abethan furniture.

The modern manufacturer has 
also taken chestnut and adapted it 
to' the period, so that - the rich 
browns, .soft in te,\ture, dignity and 
make,attractive r.ll .rooms in wpicb 
they. are^Used. ■

Let us repeat, large dimensions, 
vaulted ceilings, panelled walls 
and rich draperies are necessary in 
the Tudor room, to make it satis­
factory, and this Is why men's grill 
rooms and theatres are so attractive 
in. this style, while. In smaller 
spaces oak and chestnut would seem 
unwieldly.

Your defense should require less 
than half your basketball ability 
because possession of the ball Is 
your best defense. The best defense 
Is to get the ball; the fundamental 
rule of the game is to play the bail 
and hot the man.

If the • opposition recovers the 
ball, however, and you And your­
self in offensive territory,- remem­
ber a straight line la the shortest 
distance between two points. Head 
straight for'your basket to get in 
the best defensive, position in the 
quickest time possible.

This going straight for your 
basket to head off an offensive 
play brings out the big point of 
defense -play— keep between your 
opponent and his basket, .especial­
ly if he has the ball. To permit 
your man to get back of you, close

to his basket, it to court disaster*.
If your man Is cutting, try to 

force him to cut towards the side­
lines rather than towards the 
basket;,so as to make H more dlfi- 
cult for him to shoot or pass in 
case he gets the ball.-

an opponent takes a long 
shot,, get going towards the basket 
in a way to obstruct bis going in 
for a quick follow-up shot.

If your man has the ball and 
has not taken a dribble, it is well 
to stand a little away from him. 
Wave your arms extended above 
your head so that it impairs his 
line of vision for a shot.

If he is dribbling, force him to 
the side lines, in order to guard him 
laterally. This is easier than to 
permit him to get past and then 
try to guard him, from the rear.
