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HOOVER LEAVES 
WORRY BEHIND 

ON m  TRIP
President-Elect Relaxes Aft­

er Strennous Days at Cap­
ital-H alf His Cabinet Is 
Picked.

Enroute With President-Elect 
Hoover to Miami Beach, Fla.— 
Charleston, S. C., Jan. 22.— Herbert 
Hoover checked most of his worries 
as President-Elect today and look­
ed forward with undisguised pleas­
ure to a month of recreation and 
reflection under the tropical suns 
of Florida. He will have four weeks 
at least in which to relax and rumi­
nate upon tlie multitudinous prob­
lems that confront a new chief 
executive .

Half Chosen.
His cabinet is about half chosen, 

his policies about half formulated. 
He has brought south with him a 
ton of data and memoranda compil­
ed in the las: ten weeks, and during 
the next month he will examine it 
and assay it leisurely and at will. 
He plans to fish, but the fish are 
not going to command his entire at­
tention. The presence of three 
stenographers aboard the train at­
test to that.

Mr. Hoover has felt a lot of quiet 
satisfaction in his first 24 hburs out 
of Washington. Most of his jour­
ney has been through politically 
friendly territory. Republican ter­
ritory— a most unusual and un­
precedented experience for a Re­
publican. v l̂rginia. North Carolina 
and,today Florida all turned out 
crowds at the various stations to 
see the train go through, and give a 

■ hand where there were scheduled 
stops. In fact, the only Democratic 
territory traversed by the Hoover 
Atlantic coast line special was 
South Carolina and Georgia, and 
the train passed out of those -states 
during the night.

The Railroad Route.
The route of the Hoover special 

today lay tht-ough a tropical set­
ting. Crossing into Florida early 
this morning, the train sped down 
the east coast through the beauti­
ful Indian river citrus belt with the 
blue Atlantic on one side and the 
waving orange groves on the other.

An impressive welcome has been 
arranged for the Hoover party at 
Miami, which will be reached this 
afternoon.

Mr. Hoover’s plans for his stay in 
Florida are still to a large extent 
undetermined. He will do a lot of 
fishing. That much is certain. He 
will also see and confer with num­
erous people, among them, in all 
probability, Dwight W. Morrow, 
ambassador to Mexico, who is vaca­
tioning in Nassau. Morrow has 
been .mentioned for the secretary­
ship of state, but it is considered 
unlikely that he will be appointed. 
Not because he is not qualified for 
the post, but because he can render 
greater service to -the new admin­
istration in his present job.

Washington, Jan. 22.— The pro­
hibition war flared forth anew in 
the Senate today as the administra­
tion’s new cruiser bill was side­
tracked for the fifth time to per­
mit a resumption of debate on the 
dry proposal for a 124,000.000 in­
crease in enforcement funds.

Threats of Invoking night ses­
sions to speed up the Senate’s leg­
islative wheels were beard as ad­
ministration leaders saw means to 
end the lengthy prohibition debate 
and hasten a vote on the naval 
bill. The naval measure has been 
before the Senate technically since 
January 3 but the debate upon It 
has lasted less than a half dozen 
hours. The rest of the time tlie bill 
has been sidetracked to permit ac­
tion on other measures.

Prohibition Row.
The jxrohibition row revolving 

around the first deficiency appro­
priation bill, became protracted 
when Secretary of the Treasury An­
drew W ., Mellon disapproved the 
proposed Increase while Dry lead­
ers endorsed it. The administra­
tion forces are agreed to support a 
$1,250,000 substitute increase, pro­
posed by Senator Jones, of Wash;, 
ilepublican Dry leader, but were 
hopeful of defeating the larger in­
crease.' . *

Boston, Jan. 2.— Declaring that 
he had been “ framed.”  William 
Crawford, of Medford, today stated 
he would fight his removal as 
junior state chemist by Dr. George

Dublin, Jan. 22.— All Ireland is 
excited at the news of “ Al”  Smith’s 
intention to visit the home , of his 
ancestors. County' Cavan, which 
claims to have been the birthplace 
of bis grandfather, is particularly 
a center of excitement.

The ex-governor however, may 
have some difficulty in finding bis 
direct relations. County Cavan is 
the home of one branch of the pro­
lific Smith family-, and in certain 
parts of it every second household 
bears the historic patrnymic.

Much Uisctiasiun.
Among the oldest Inhabitants 

there has been'much discussion and 
searching pf memories.and associa­
tions with the famine year of the 
’Forties of-last ;Century when, it is 
geueraliy believed, Al; Smith’s 
grandfather sought fortune in the 
United -States. 6ne theory is that 
the old homestead is situated at 
Bruskey, Ballihagb, about seven 
miles from Cavan. This place is 
occupied by Smiths who claim to 
he ’qoqsins of Al. Others claim that 
CroBserlough l»arish owns the 
honor of having given birth to the 
ancestors not only of. the ex-govern­
or, but also of two former mayors 
of New .York— Mayor Gaynor and 
Mayor Hylan.

Another Claini.
Still another authority says there 

Is no doubt this honor belongs to 
Drumbriicklis, whence "Mick” 
Smith, the grandfather of Al, emi­
grated. and for this it is claimed 
that documentary evidencf exists. 
It is said that .Mick Smith married, 
and had a family in New York, but 
as he died young, he probably did 
not convey to his children any facts 
regarding his place of birth or rela­
tives. In those days correspond­
ence was not frequent, and many 
emigrants, especially if they, had no 
money to send home, did not trou­
ble to write.

Bilkerd, of 
Michigan Dies from Wounds 
During Irak Raid.

WHALEN TRAPnC PLAN 
BREAKS BROADWAY JAM OBITUARY

London, Jan. 22.— The body of 
Rev. Henry A. Bilkerd, American 
missionary who was slain in a 
desert attack bs’ Wahabi tribesmen, 
was at Basra, Irak today where 
funeral services will be held, dis­
patches from that city stated. Bil­
kerd was a native of Kalamazoo, 
Mich. I

Bilkerd died a half hour after a 
Wahabi bullet entered his shoulder 
and severed his spinal cord while 
he was euroute from Zubair to 
Koweit. Dr. Charles R. Crane, for­
mer U. S. Ambassador to China and 
millionaire Chicago philanthropist, 
was sitting next to Bilkerd in one 
of the two tourist cars which were 
attacked. None of the others of the 
party was hit.

The party was warned of the 
presence of the Wahabis on the 
desert before the start of their 
journey but no sign of them .was 
seen until the motor cars \̂ ere half 
way between Zubair and Koweit.

Bilkerd’s widow and four chil­
dren survive him at Basra where he 
was connected with the mission of 
the Reformed Church of America.

London, Jan. 22— Bacha Sakao, 
the Afghan rebel chieftain who pro­
claimed himself King nd took the 
name of a former king, Habibullah 
Khan, now wants all the privileges 
accruing to the name, an Indian 
News Service dispatch received to­
day stated.

Sakao has asked the Indian gov­
ernment to furnish him annuities 
similar to those received by the 
late Habibullah. The latter was 
assassinated in 1919. He was the 
father of both Amanullah, who 
abdicated a week ago Monday, and 
Inayatullah, who succeeded him 
and reigned for three days.

■With Sakao now established in 
the royal palace at Ku,bnl, Amanul­
lah is reported attemitling to rally 
his forces for a determined coup to 
regain his throne.

New York, Jan. 22 - -  A tall, 
handsome, kindly Norseman, strik­
ingly reminiscent of the Viking 
from whom he is descended, arriv­
ed in New York todav with plans 
for a North Pole expedition to be 
made in 1930 in the Graf Zeppelin.

He is Dr. Friedjof Nansen, 67, 
long noted in scientific circles as 
one of the most daring and success­
ful of the world’s explorers of the 
far corners of the terrestial uni­
verse.

Dr. Nansen is here for the speci­
fic purpose of interesting American 
scientists in the Zeppelin expedi­
tion, which, incidentally, will be 
one of the most ambitious projects 
of its kind ever cHempted, and 
gaining the cooperation cf the 
American government in erecting a 
mooring mast and flying Held in 
Nome, Alaska.

The hardy Northlander is very 
enthusiastic about the contem­
plated trip and, he has many inter­
esting ideas regarding Polar expedi­
tions.

Whiskey No Good
For instance, he does not believe 

that men who make up the per- 
sonell of such trips should carry 
liquor with them. Alcoholic bev­
erages. he contends. are not 
strengthening to men living close 
to nature.

In discussing, this idea of his 
with ship news reporters. Dr. Nan­
sen recalled that tho Norwe-rian 
government once entertained some­
what similar beliefs and establish­
ed a prohibition law there much 
like the Volstead Act. The experi­
ment was a failure, he said, because 
the majority of the people refused 
to obey the law.

The start of the Zenpelin’s flight. 
Dr. Nansen explained, will take 
place during the month of April. 
1930 and ? crew of 40 men will be 
carried. He added that he hoped 
that Dr. Hu.go Eckener. the builder 
and pilot of the Graf Zeppelin in its 
recent trans-Atlantic flights, would 
command the expedition.

Present Plans
According to present plans, the 

Zeppelin will flv from Leningrad. 
Russia, so.’ tl,! of the Pole along the 
southern shore of the .Arctic Sea 
to Nome. Alaska. .\t Nome, a basj 
will be put up and several weeks 
will be spent in making triangular 
flights through the “ blind spot” of 
the Polar regions.

When this part of the expedition 
is completed the dirigible will swing 
northward over the top of the earth 
on a return trip to Deningrad.

The chief purposes of this latest 
conquest of the Arctic, according to 
Dr. Nansen, are to determine the 
depths of the Polar sea at various 
points and to prove or disprove the 
theory that the North American 
continent and Asia are connected. 
The explorer believes that the two 
great masses of land are joined to- 
eether by a thin strip that possibly

Washington, — Only a few years 
ago the term “ Yankee” was one of 
opprobrium In Chile and a citizci 
of the United States there was like­
ly to get himself spat upon.

Today the Chileans call them­
selves the “ Yankees of the south” 
and things are different. The 
Chileans are such a prcud nation­
ality that they refuse to acknowl­
edge the xacial equality of other 
Latin Americans an . there is 
iuuch to the argument.

Meanwhile, American invest­
ments in Chile have increased 
from §15,000,000 in 1912 to more 
than §500,000,000 today. Before 
the war Britain sold 28 per cent 
of the foreign goods in Chile and 
Germany 21 per cent; we were 
almost out of the picture. Now 
we sell 33 per cent of Chile’s im­
ports, England 17 and Germany 
12. In two years, our exports of 
manufactured goods to chile have 
Increased 100 per cent.

Over a long period of years a 
series of incidents served to 
make us more than unpopullar in 
Chile. First it was a number of 
bickerings over seized vessels. 
Then Secretary of State Blaine 
showed open preference for Peru 
iu the War of the Pacific in 1879.

•In 1891 our minister at Santiago 
espoused the cause of the dicta­
tor, Balmaceda. who was ousted, 
but not until after we had made 
a futile naval attempt at inter­
vention.

Followed the famous incident 
when we threatened Chile with 
war unless she paid §75,000 for 
the life of an American sailor 
killed in a barroom brawl. Chile 
paid. There were other irritat­
ing incidents subsequently, but 
during the World War Britain 
proceeded to get 1 erself in wrong

Since the war, Chile’s need for 
American capital and a bet­
ter brand of diplomacy appear to 
have done much to wipe out mem­
ories of friction. The Panama 
Canal opened up Chile to Amer­
ican trad«i and contacts: it
works both ways, for we have of­
fered an expanding market for 
Chile’s nitrates.

We got into a jam with Chile 
over the Tacna-Arica dispute, but 
Ambassadors Henry P. Fletcher 
and William M. Collier applied 
themselves earnestly during their 
terms to the sort of thing Hoover 
had in mind when he went good 
will touring, and both have the 
affectionate regard of the Chileans 
today.

The psychology of the Chile­
ans, however, probably has more 
to do with the present friendship 
between our two countries than 
anything else. For the Chileans 
are an alert, intelligent, progres­
sive and enterprising people who 
set the counterpart of these 
characteristics in ourselves. Their 
racial stock Is of the pioneering 
Spaniards and the splendid 
Araucanian Indians.

With > Improved 
methods of treatment, introduced 
from America, better organiza­
tion and a lower export tax, it ap­
pears that Chile will continue to 
be the world’s great mineral fer­
tilizer producer, despite competi­
tion from the synthetic product.

About two-thirds of our import­
ed nitrates arc from Chile. Used 
for fertilizer, these nitrates show 
a 229 per cent prefit for wheat 
lands and 246 per cent for cotton. 
Chile produces a million tons a 
year, worth about §50,000,000.

North of Santiago Is the cop­
per-nitrate land, comprising near­
ly a third of Chile and virtually 
devoid of animal life and vegeta­
tion. Her agriculture lies to the 
south. Only about five per cent 
of her irrigable lands are now Ir­
rigated and 90 per cent of her 
farm land is in 500-acre farms 
or larger. There Is an increasing 
number of small independent 
farmers, hut the condition of the 
farm peons is generally very 
poor.

The strong nationalistic govern­
ment, now in power as the result 
of a coup d’ tat, is developing 
manufacturing industries as rap­
idly as possible, using water 
power extensively. Government 
property is estimated to be worth 
$650,000,000, including 70 per 
cent of Chilean railroad mileage 
which is operated at a profit, 
against a public debi. of about 
§300,000,000.

FORMER LOCAL PRIEST 
DIES IN SOUTHINGTON

Rev. W m . J. Doolan, Once 
St. Bridget’s Church 
Buried This Morning.

Rev. William J. Doolan, aged 
82, former pastor of St. Bridget’s 
R. C. church here, died at St. 
Thomas rectory in Southington 
Saturday night. He had not been 
in good health for several years 
but an attack cf pneumonia was the 
Immediate cause of death. The fu­
neral and burial services were held 
this morning.

Rev. Doolan was pastor of St. 
Bridget’s church for three years, 
from January 1891 to February 
1894. This was during the period 
yrhen the late Rev. William Lynch 
!(fas assistant. Father Doolan left 
Manchester May 10, 1894 for
Southington where he became -̂ns- 
tor of St. Thomas’ church.

Father Doolan was born in the 
tewn of Kilflnane, County Limer­
ick, Ireland, ..nd came to the Unit­
ed States when a small child. His 
family settled In New Haven and 
he was educated in that city's 
schools. He was an altar boy in St. 
Patrick's church there and decided 
to study for the priesthood.

Father Doolan took his prepara­
tory course x. St. Charles College 
in Maxyland and his theological 
studies at St. Joseph’s Seminary at 
Troy, N. Y. He was ordained to 
the priesthood In Troy on Decem­
ber 18, 1880. Following his ordina­
tion, he was sent by the bishop of 
the diocese as a curate at St. Rose’s 
church in Meriden. He was later 
appointed pastor of the church in 
Cornicall Bridge and the mission 
of Sharon. Then he came to Man- 
ohester.

Father Doolan was exceptionally 
interested in temperance work and 
It was during the “ license and uo 
license”  argument here that Father 
Doolan came into prominence by 
his outspoken stand for “ no li­
cense." He made many friends In 
Manchester, not only in his parish, 
but outside. His passing will be 
keenly felt by the host of admirers 
he has in Manchester.

“PATRIOTS”-“PACIFISTS”
Senator Oddie of Nevada ex­

pressed a very commonly held view 
when he told the American Society 
o f  Naval Engineers last week that 
the flfteen-crulser bill was being 
made the object of filibuster “by 
a group of senators who have lis­
tened to representatives of organl- 
xations which are un-American In 
principle and engaged in scattering 
malicious statements and preaching 
a doctrine of destructive pacifism."

In other wcrds If you happen to 
he so mentally organized that you 
see danger instead of safety, folly 
Instead of wisdom, waste of securi­
ty instead of security. In the build­
ing of ships already obsolete as en­
gines ot war, and It you dare to 
list up your voice and say so you 
are a coward and a traitor and 
willing to let any foreign foot that 
pleases rest on the neck of your 
nation.

So might have spoken a Chinese 
"patriot” in the last century tf, 
when Great Britain seized Hong 
Kong, he had proposed the appro­
priation of a billion yen for the 
construction of thousands of paper 
dragons to scare off the British 
fieet and soldiery, and if some 
group of mandarins, “animated by 
un-Chlnese sentiments” had op 
posed the proposal as useless, ab­
surd and provocative of ^disaster. 
They, of course, would have been 
“pacifists” ; the pro-dragon advo­
cates the only sane and heroic and 
worthwhile people in China.

With people like Senator Oddie 
we would take issue on two points 
— one is the military question of 
whether, in view of the fiux of the 
science of war resulting from air 
navigation, there Is the slightest 
assurance that a present-day cruiS' 
er would be of any more use five 
years hence than the ancient paper 
dragons; the other Is whether he 
or anybody else has the slightest 
historic Justification for the use of 
the term “destructive pacifism.”

Absolute a deaf ear is turned by 
the Oddies and by the Navy League 
and by all those noisy and petulant 
bodies which, terming themselves 
patriotic, are mere Jingo Jlnglers, 
to the assertions of those experts 
in air warfare Who Insist that sur­
face ships are already obsolete and 
that there Is no surface navy In the 
world that would not be destroyed, 
with all its personnel. In the first 
six months oi another war. Shut­
ting their eyes to this possibility— 
refusing even to consider or debate 
It—the big navy people go ram- 

., ming ahead with their plans for 
i more and more ships, a t tremen­

dous cost, and depending for suc­
cess on their ability to silence ail 
opposition with threat of excom- 

' munlcatlon from the membership 
. of the loyal.

And when. In the world’s history, 
has there been such a thing as “de­
structive pacifism?” What nation 
or what people has ever lost its ter­
ritory or its integrity because of its 
devotion Lo peace? None. Nations 
and peoples have been crashed be­
cause they were worse armed or 
worse disciplined or fewer in num­
bers than their assailants, but not 
because they were pacifists; be­
cause there has never been a paci­
fist nation.

The conquest of Mexico by tlie 
Spaniards is often told in terms 
that would lead to the belief that 
here was a powerful military peo­
ple subduing one given over to the 
arts qt peace. Nothing could be 
farther from the truth. The Aztecs 
were extremely warlike. They had 
developed armament to a point far 
beyond any of their neighbors of 
the western world. They were enor- 
monsly military—snlBciently eo to 
have pleased any navy-leaguer of 
that day. They had great armies. 
Everybody on the hemisphere was 

|j8car^ blue by them. They hgd

\  . .

Just, no doubt, spent a tremendous 
lot of money or its equivalent on 
thousands o t obsidian and glass 
war clubs and spear points and 
wadded cotton armor when Cortez 
came along. But unfortunately Cor­
tes had guns and the Aztecs didn’t. 
Unfortnnately, too, the arms and 
the trained soldiers of the Aztecs 
made them cocky and full of bel­
ligerency. They were so up-to-date 
that they were afraid of nobody— 
and the Spaniards slaughtered 
them. They would have been better 
off if they had bad nothing but 
their bare hands. Then they at least 
could have run and hid till the op­
portunity came to catch the Span­
iards asleep and kill them witn 
stones.

If it be pacifism to oppose de­
pendence of surface ships which in 
a war ^ould be blown up like fire­
crackers in a package by subma­
rines from below and by aircraft 
from above, then there are a lot of 
pacifists in the United States. They 
want no such make-believe pre­
paredness and no such results of 
over-confidence and Jingoism and 
subsequent disaster as those ot 
the Aztecs. The country is to bo 
congratulated that it has some ot 
that kind of i.acl fists in Congress.

HONESTY IN DIVORCE
The Hartford Get-Together Club 

may or may not have appreciated 
the sardonic humor of coupling the 
topic of divorce with the club's 
name, but In any event It tackled 
with high valor, last night, the 
subject, “Should Divorce Be Al­
lowed by Mutual Consent in Con­
necticut?”

As this subject Is hound to be­
come an urgent one in this state 
before many years It perhaps 
might as well get a running staxt 
at a meeting of the Hartford Get- 
Together Club as anywhere else— 
and it got a good one. Data for a 
tremendous lot of discussion was 
provided by Judge Newell Jennings 
of the Superior Court when he de­
clared that more than 87 per cent 
of the decrees of divorce issued by 
the courts of this state are practi­
cally obtained through mutual con­
sent, as matters stand. This will be 
something of a surprise to many, 
though it is well known enough 
that In some proportion of these 
proceedings there is collusion. That 
the proportion Is as great as Judge 
Jennings tells us not many persons 
aside from the courts themselves 
and the divorce attorneys probably 
suspected. Yet the word of Judge 
Jennings Is not, of course, open to 
dispute. We may accept 87.per cent 
of collusive divorces as the mini­
mum among the separations grant­
ed in Connecticut.

Following the judge’s cold state­
ment of facts, Professor. Frank H. 
Hankins of Smith college argued 
that if 87 per cent of the divorces 
are actually granted because the 
parties mutually agree to termi­
nate their marital relations, the 
only effect of legislation which does 
not recognize mutual agreement as 
a basis for divorce Is to put a pre­
mium on hypocrisy. He was brief­
ly answered by Dr. C. W. Margold 
of the Michigan State Normal 
School, who was too 111 to fully pur­
sue his subject but whose line of 
argument followed sociological 
rather than formal religious lines.

The problem of marriage and di­
vorce laws is one of the most intri­
cate with which society Is faced. It 
Is unfortunately one of those prob­
lems which It is impossible to dis­
cuss freely without arousing angry 
resentment or without stepping bn 
religious toes. Nevertheless, the 
situation presented by Judge Jen­
nings Is one that must command 
the serious thought of all good 
citizens— for it is a heavy respon­
sibility on the part of the state to 
put a premium on wholesale per­
jury and deceit.

(218) 6,000 Licensed Billboards in State
In addition to licensing motion picture houses, the state police 

department has charge of the licensing of outdoor advertising, 
amusement parks and auctioneers and issuing permits to carry 
weapons and* to store explosives.

The ja s t report of the department shows there are 417 li­
censed'outdoor advertisers in Connecticut as against 15& six 
years ago. There are in the state 6,169 licensed signs, which is 
a thousand more than In 1921. .The number of square feet li­
censed, however, is only slightly more than it was that year, the 
total last year being 2,642,700 as against 2,295,282 in 1921.

At the beginning of last year there were outstanding 1,581 
permits to carry a  pistol or a revolver. Of (his number, 467 
were new permits issued during the yeax and 1,114 were re­
newals from the previous year. In 1921, 375 permits were 
issued and 834 permits were renewed.t

The number of licenses to conduct amusements in amusement 
parks has decreased considerably the last few years. In 1922, 
151 such permits were issued. Last year only 71 such permits 
were issued. Twenty-three storage licenses for explosives were 
issued last year. In addition, 156 licenses to transport ex­
plosives were Issued. During 1922, 14 permits to store and 
deal In explosives and 84 permits to transport explosives were 
issued.

Eight licenses to sell Jewelry and kindred articles at auction 
were issued during the year.

THE CURE OP EPILEPSY.

Some investigators such as the 
famous English surgeon. Sir Ar- 
buthnot Lane, have -pointed out 
that there is a connection between 
intestinal poisoning and certain 
forms of epilepsy. Dr. Lane even 
went so far as to try to cure pa­
tients by removing a section of the 
Intestine. This was an attempt to 
get rid of a particularly weak place 
in the intestine where there was 
evidence that much absorption of 
poison was taking place. The cases 
operated on showed a marked Im­
provement for the first few months 
but after a short time the trouble 
usually returned.

The theory that a definite intes­
tinal toxemia Is the most frequent 
cause of an attack of epilepsy seems 
to be proven by the fact that If the 
colon and small intestine are kept 
thoroughly clean, future attacks 
may be avoided. In order to get the 
best results. It la advisable, at the 
start of the treatment, to take a 
fruit fast for two or three weeks. 
Only one of the acid fruits may be 
used, or a different one each day. 
With this disease, as with many 
others, either the orange or the 
grapefruit seems to be the best 
fruit to usei to assist in producing 
the best eliminations of toxins.

Occasionally the spells increase 
In number during the first few 
days of the fast and then abruptly 
disappear, but In most cases the 
seizures stop at once as soon as the 
fast is started. In some of the cases 
coming under my supervision, pa­
tients having as many as twenty- 
live spells a day had no recurrence 
after starting the elminative treat­
ment.

If the patient has br-'n taking 
luminal, bromlds, nl >-glycerin.

chloral or other sedatives or de­
pressors, such treatment must be 
discontinued at the start of the 
fasting treatment or no good re­
sults can be expected. While these 
drugs are excellent in warding off 
attacks and have proved a great re­
lief to sufferers from epilepsy, their 
action Interferes with the real cur© 
through fluting and dieting.

A treatment by manual manipu­
lation of the bowels will prove 
helpful in stimulating peristaltic ac­
tion and will assist in intestinal 
elimination. A- prolapsed or kink­
ed colon, which would result in in­
testinal putrefaction, should .be cor­
rected by suitable physiatherapy. 
If this Is not done. It would be ne­
cessary for-the patient to continue 
the use ot enemas indefinitely.

’Two or three enemas should be 
used daily all during the fasting 
period and at least one each day for 
a month or two after starting on 
the regular diet regime, but with 
a complete elimination of carbo­
hydrates for several months. The 
menus described in my newspaper 
columns may be used by leaving 
out the meals where starches are 
suggested, and substituting a meal 
of fruit or non-starchy vegetables.

The enemas will guarantee a 
clean colon until such time as it 
seems wise to wait for the bowels 
to move normally. This should not 
be attempted for at least a month 
or two after the fast.

If these directions are carefully 
adhered to. the majority of the 
jcasea of epilepsy will prove to be 
•readily curablev^

Bowling isn’t the scientific game it used to be two or three years 
ago. I t’s much easier to hit big scores now than it used to be.

The reason is that the pins are larger and the balls both bigger 
and heavier. When Cheney Brothers’ mill league was in operation, 
they had some mighty good bowlers but the scores and averages do not 
compare with those made today.

They used to use a four and three-quarter inch ball which weighed 
between ten and twelve ounces. Today it is mostly a 4 3-4 inch or a 
five inch one. What was known as the old Connecticut ducks were in 
vogue then but the pin used today is 'at least three-quarters of an inch 
bigger.

These facts are not offered as a means of ridiculing the big scores 
which are being rolled nowadays but rather in defense of our bowlers 
of yesteryear whose efforts look amateurish compared with those of 
today but were equally good.

Take for instance the three-string record of 431 which “Ike” Cole 
hit in the mill league several years ago. This was made with the
small light balls and the small sized pins. The same holds for Ernie
Wilkie’s sensational high single record of 191 which may never be 
broken in Manchester. •

Cole’s record stood until the other night when Domenlc Beletti 
broke it with 433 using the larger pins. Then ulong came Billy Wig- 
anowski the same night and he went Beletti three better by hitting 
436. However, Wiganowski used the five-inch ball which is more 
effective than the four and three-quarters. Howard Murphy’s sensa­
tional bowling against Norman Curtis the other afternoon was made 
possible by larger pins but he also used the heavy four and three-quar­
ter inch ball.

This article Is not Intended to detract from the efforts of the bowl­
ers of today, but rather to give justice to the ones of a few years back. 
It does not take any credit from Murphy for his great exhibition against 
Curtis, for the latter had an equal chance. However, Murphy is the 
source of most of my information on this subject. He admits himself 
that the scores today are not as amazing as they might seem to some­
one who has not been keeping close tabs on the game.

Incidentally Howard Murphy says that he and Jack Saidella stand 
ready to bowl any two men in town with the four and three-quarter 
inch ball for any amount of money- Murphy, himself. Is willing to 
'take on anyone who wishes a shot at the title, but declares that the 
five-inch ball must not be used.

In any sport, 'there . is an In- 
'trinsic value In lining up everyone 
a t the start for a few calisthenics. 
There is an "initial freedom. There 
i! generated'm ore good will and 

'enthusiasm.
After calisthenics comes the 

practice of pivots, with and* with­
out the hall, with everyone per­
forming the same part of the pivot 
at the same .time.

The dribble ' ihoald ' follow.

Form, and not speed, comes first.
After exercises in passing, fol­

lowed by practice of integral parts 
of the system, Including the fun­
damentals and the system itself, 
active scrimmage may follow. The 
team on the offense should be 
given the ball, take It back after 
it has been lost and repeat the 
i)rocess. The opposition should be 
continuous but of the easiest kind 
In order to permit the offensive 
team to develop confidence with­
out the expenditure of too much 
physical or nervous energy.

Scrimmage between the first 
and second teams is not advisable 
aft^r the season Is under way ex­
cept as an emergency measure to 
determine the question of ability- 
not previously determined in cer­

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NOEL COW ARD AT 29 
SETS MODERN PACE

-  By GILBERT SWAN
I'Cew York— At the ripe young 

age of 29, Noel Coward finds him­
self in the unique position of hav­
ing materially influenced three 
■widely varied departments of the 
contemporary theater.

As a playwright, his “ 'Vortex” 
set a style both for play construc­
tion and theme. Therein a sensi­
tive, jazz-drunk, neurotic youth 
was presented in a scene of post­
war British cocktailean looseness. 
The “ mother complex” also had 
its airing. It was definitely a 
dramatic pace-setter— yet it was 
written when this extraordinary 
young man was but 25.

As a performer, he has run the 
gamut of versatility, from a song- 
and-dance man to heavy histrion­
ics. Insisting on picking his own 
parts in plays he authored. Cow­
ard once refused to let “ The Vor­
tex” be produced unless he per­
sonally played the leading role.

And as a writer of musical re­
vues. the young Britisher has' this 
season injected satire, wit and 
brilliance in such well balanced 
proportions, that American revue 
writ rs and' produ s ' '•ve all 
had to sit up and take notice, n̂ 
this field. Coward first made his 
mark b.> supplying Chariot’s revue 
with a few numbers. But now he 
has brought to Broadway, “ This 
Year of Grace,” which has been 
nothing short of a riot in I,ondon. 
Not only did Coward write this 
revue, but he composed the music 
and lyrics and, with th .t splendid 
clown, Beatrice Lillie, heads the 
cast. All of which isn't so bod for 
a youn.g man of 29.

In his revue. Coward has taught 
American producers that it is not 
necessary to rob Christmas trees 
to costume a chorus. Good taste 
and artistic simplicity can take the 
place of extravagance, and do! He 
feels that all the business men 
are not too tirrii to appreciate civ­
ilized entertainment.

Coward’s revne will doubtless 
be the “ vogue” of the season. And 
his macrabre fling at jazz weary 
maidens, called “ Dance Little 
Lady.”  will one day cause as many 
shivers in .America as it did in 
T.ondon. For it is a thing of hor­
rid masks,-vW'hich bear a startling 
resemblanc^to those blank and 
“ blotto”  faces to be found in ’• r- 
tain tea-dance rendezvous.

One of the most important things 

i.i the life of an adult is what we 
call the “ psychological moment.” 
In plain words, the right moment.

Still more important is the 
“ right moment” in the life of a 
child and in your training of him.

If you wish to teach a little 
lesson it is better to wait for one 
of these times. Undoubtedly 
there are moments when your 
boy or girl seems nearer to you, 
when there is a clearer under 
standing, a deeper sympathy.

What you say then will be re­
membered much longer than it 
you choose a time when his mind 
is filled with something else.

If John is all excited about go­
ing to a movie, that isn’ t the time 
to call him into your room and 
give him a talking-to about his 
rude treatment of Grandma.

If you think your son is not as 
careful of Grandma’s feelings as 
he should be the thing to do is to 
wait until a day when he is in a 
particularly thoughtful mood and 
then in a skillful and not too per­
sonal way tell him the real reason

and disciplining won’t break­
through. He will be only too apt 
to resent them as being unjust.

But wait until that false wall 
of defense has vanished. It -may 
take a day or more. And then 
talk to him about his misdemean­
or when he is in a frame of mind 
to listen to you and profit by what 
you tell him.

We are too apt to get after chil­
dren when it suits us, not them, 
and usually . it suits us when we 
have lost control of our tempers.

The problem of the child who 
stutters is just beginning to re­
ceive scientific consideration by 
Specialists in psychology and med­
icine.

The studies are beginning to 
bring out facts which emphasize 
the relationship of stuttering to 
the workings of the mind and of 
the brain. Doctors Orton and 
Travis are giving special attention 
to the relationship of right-hand­
edness and left-handedness to the 
phenornenon of stuttering.

Reading, Writing, Speaking
Several previous- Investigators 

have reported cases of left-handed 
children who developed stuttering 
when they were forced to become 
right-handed. One investigator re­
ported eight cases of delayed de­
velopment of speech due to this 
cause.

Dr. Orton found Instances in 
which there were disturbances of 
speech and even of the ability to 
read and write associated with 
stuttering, and with the use of the 
right hand in persons normally 
left-handed.

In a recent investigation at­
tempts were made to find out to 
what extent motion of the arms 
apd hands were related to the 
phenomenon of stuttering. Elec­
trical devices’ were used to record 
motions.

People who spoke normally. In 
the vast majority of cases, used 
the right band first. In only one 
Instance was there any variation, 
and that concerned a player of 
tennis and handball who seemed 
able to use the right and left 
hands with approximately equal 
facility.

Seventeen right-handed stutter­
ers were examined by the same 
mechanism, including four who 
had changed from the left hand to 
the right in childhood. In only 
three of these cases did the elec­
trical device indicate a desire to 
use the right hand previous to the 
left.

The results seem to show defi­
nitely some relationship between 
the handedness of the persons 
concerned and their speech abil­
ity.

They are an Indication of the 
possibility for the future in get­
ting at the causes of stuttering and 
in lowering the incidence of this 
emharrassing and disturbing dis­
ability.
