Jan. 31.—Two
members of the ecrew sacrificed
their lives in a bold effort to cheek
the spread of flames and five per-
sons were injured when fire swept
the hold of the Dollar liner Presi-
dent Johnson, round-the-world ves-
sel, while the ship was tied up =at
its pier. here today: Loss was esti-
mated at $100,000 by Dollar line
officials who said the ship's depar-
ture for Cuba scheduled for this
afternoon probably would be delay-
ed.

First reports fo police had de-
¢lared nine men were suffocated in
the fire but a' later check up placed
the dead at two,

Firemen Injured |

Four firemen have been removed )
to hospitals suffering from smoke
inhalatjon and a fifth fireman was
rescued from the icy river when he
became dazed anc leaped over-
board.

The fire is believed to have start-
ed in the machinists room when an
oil stove was upset. Members of the
crew In the room fought it for a
few minutes, then called for help.

The ship’'s bell rang out and
members of the crew rushed to
their posts. But they were unable
to make any impression on the
mass of smouldering oil, grease and
waste, A call was sent in to the
Jersey City fire department,

TELEPHONE CALL
DETHRONED KING

[nside Story of How Bandit]
Tricked Ruler, Is Now Re-
vealed.

Paris, Jan. 31.—Amanullah, de-
throned King of Afghanistan, owes
his plight to being tricked into sen-
tencing Bacha Sakao, “son of the

water carrier,” to death during a
long distance telephone call which
“Sakao himself made.

.Two French travelers brought
back the story from Afghanistan.
They described Bacha Saskao as the
“Pancho Villa” of Khyber hills, a
bandit of the utmost daring and re-
sourcefulness, whose 3,000 men
have . been stealing taxes and
harassing rural districts for a long
time,

. When Sakao’s advancing forces!
arrived at Teharikar, 75 miles from
. the capital. Kabu!l, Amanullah dis-
patched Ras Balady, a Cabinet
minister, to meet the rebel and of-
fer to buy him off with a coloneley
in the royal army.
Becomes Susplicious.

Sakao became suspicious
King's proposal and
Amanullah at Kabul.

“This Is Ras Balady speaking,”
he said. “My escort captured Sakan
out on the outskirts of Techarikar.
What shall I do with him?"

“Shoot him on the spot,” replied
the Kinz.

Bacha Sakao was then reported
to have sworn he would annihilate
Amanullah and his family or drive
them out of Afghanistan.

“And, remember,” said one of
the travelers, “the telephone is one
of the modern improvements which
Amanullah introduced into his
country."”

McCarthy On Stand.

When the trial was resumed In
Judge Radford's prabate court to-
day, McCarthy was recalled to the
stand by Harry J. Crawford, of
counseél ‘for Miss Gowan. Crawford
immediately plunged into the liguor
question, seeking to show that Me-
Carthy also drank heavily.

He made McCarthy admit that
he had married Beartice Bussey, an
actress, and had been divorced by
her in 1923 after-only five months
of married life. Crawford brought
out that the physician’s first wife
had charged him with druenkenness
saying he drank from one to
two quarts- of liquor a day.

McCarthy denied from the stand
that he hdd met his second wife in
a “booze sanitarium’! and that she
had.ever been treated for alcohol~
ism. .He.said that she had suf-
fered a2 mervous breakdown at one
time, but that during. the three
years- they lived -togéther -he: had
never seen her infoxieated.

per.

There are recogaized and au-
thentic registers of this kind and
there are many unauthorized and
unrecognized worl:s which have no
standing whatever. People ap-
proached in this connection should
be very careful that they are pay-
ing their money to one of the stand-
ard publications rather than con-
tributing to a list that will only
make themselyes ridiculous.

There is a legitimate use for an
authentic list of people prominent
in the social or buSiness world, and
with the publishers of such a work
there can be no quarrel, but there
are numberless other compilations

.issued simply for the profit of the

publishers, without regard as to
whether the person listed has any
social or business ' prominence or
not.

The Chamber of Commerce is ob-
taining ar authentic list of stand-
ard publications which they will be
glad to furnish to anyone who is
approached for such registration.

Plan No. 2 which is also being
overworked, is the publishing of
so-called *‘source records,” "unpub-
lished correspondence,” ‘“‘unpub-
lished dispatches," ete. etc. A doz-
en or more of these works are now
being sold ostensibly to raise funds
for some charitable purpose.

While Republicans, Democrats,
Wets and Drys all were split, most
Wets appear to be drifting to the
view of Mellon.

Long Ker, Fla., Jan. 31.—Her-
bert Hoover is planning a number
of {nnovation® in conducting the
executive business of the govern-
ment when he takes over the reins
at the White House on the Fourth
of March, one. of these involves the
office of Secretary to the President,
always an important post, and one
that has become increasingly so In
recent wvears with the steady in-
crease of the executive burden.

Instead of one secretary, as at
present, Mr. Hoover would like to
have at least two, or even three,
with a c¢lear division of cuties and
at salaries sufficient to command
thie services of compelent execu-
tives. Partly at Mr. Hoover's insti-
gation, President Coolidge already
has asked Congress to authorize an
appropriation of §10,000 a year for
a “second secretary.” it is quite
likely that before he has been long
in office Mr. Hoover will regquest
another appropriation of a similar
amount for a third secretary.

Tremendous Burden

The Dburdens of the execulive
office are now tremendous, and each
gession of Congress sees them in-
creased. More responsibility is
steadily being reposed in the chief
executive. He must read more re-
ports, make more appointments, ac-
cept responsibility for the acts of
niore men as each year passes.

One of Mr. Hoover's passionc is
organization and administration.
fie believes that the present method
of cofiducting White H{ouse busi-
ness is inefficient, that it puts too
much detail work upon the Presi-
dent, and that-it is simply bad tusi-
ness administration to tie down a
$75,000 a vear execuidve with =a
lot of routine tkat shouid Dbe
handled. by 310,000 men,

It isn’t done in "big business,
and Mr. Hoover doesn't belisve it
should be done iu the government
whiech is'the biggest business in the
world,

"

. Too Much Work

Moreover it is Hoover's idea of
how to meet the perennial problem
of “"overworking the presidentl." He
has ssen two presidents, . Wilson
and Harding, break down under the
burden's diffieult responsibility. He
rerved under both men and was in
a position to observe at close range.

Mr. Hobver's idea is understood
to ,embrace a clear-cut civision of
dutied that would make sach secre-
tarial assistant responsible for cer-
tain definife work.

Her father, Tom Smith, an actor
and an accomplished fiver, painted
the weather report in large white
letters on the sides of his plane
and flew close to his daughter’'s bi-
plane so that she could read it.

The pretty aviatrix wore a heavy
flying suit over two leather pack-
ets for protection against the bitter
cold. A leather mask protected her
face. '

The finish of her flight marked
the first time in her career that
the girl had made a night landing.
She cruised about at altitudes
ranging from 400 to 1,500 feet.

much work has been available for
the army of starving miners.
Pitiful Wages

The Prince gave vent to surprise
when he learned the pitiful wages
of some of the workers.- Some of
the laborers, he found, earned less
than $5 a week and had families to
support.

He found one family where the
grief was deeper over not having
enough money to pay a dog license
than it was over lack of funds for
food and clothing., This situation
was relieved at once when one of
the officials with the Prince gave
the necessary money for the license

The Prince visited a coltage
where ‘Sam Wheaton, a former
miner, was lying blind anc helpless. '
His sight had been destroyed in a
colliery accident three years ago.

Meets Blind Man

The man extended a wasted hand,
saying:

*“l cannot see you at all, Your
Highness, but I thank you for call- ‘
‘ng.u

The Prince grasped the out-|
stretched hand. For a moment he |
stood silent, looking down upon the |
stricken man, an expressicn of sad-
ness upon his face. Then he turned
to Sir Codfrey Thomas, his personal
secretary, and exclaimed:

“This is ghastly.”

Wife Helpless

The Prince glanced about the
room. Wheaton lay upon a bare
pallet. His wife was upon another
cot helpless from a broken leg. The
room was bare and cold. There was
no window in it, The stove was cold
and a few cracked dishes stood
upon a bare pine table.

The wind roared outside and lhe
gloomy room was cold. Wheaton
and his wife are penniless. They
were ordered evicted from their
creerless  “home™ within three
weeks hecause they cannot pay the
rent. The cottage belongs to the
colliery for which Wheaton once
worked.

Mrs. Little excitedly gave the in-
formation for her daughter.

In the tiny, bare kitchen a pot
of stew was bubbling on the stove.

News Spreads

News of the approach of the
Prince reached the mining village
of Bedlington before his arrival
When he invaded the coltage of
“Widow’ MacDonnel, he came npon
the widow’s 17-year-old son “fixing
up.” He was taking a bath in a
wash tub. The counfusr? boy tried
to wrap a ragged towel around his
body.

“Don't mind me, young fellow,”
laughed the Prince. “Every J>aec has
to take a bath, you know."

The boy works in the mines. He
had just come from night shift.
His wages are $2 a week,

While passing. threcugh Bedling-
ton some one told the Prince about
Margaret MacCauley, the 18-year-
old daughter of a miner, who s
helpless from paralysis.

It was like a scene from a fairy
tale when the royal prince in mud-
spattered bhoots entered the little
upstairs room where the bedaridden
girl was lying and smiled a greet-
ing. The girl's pale, peaked [face
was radiant with happiness, It was
an honor she had never dreamed of.

“You must be a brave girl, Mar-
garet, and get well quickly,” sald
the Prince.

The Prince was fired and travel
stained when he returned here for
the night.

While the Prince's tour was ar-
ranged as a personal visit to enable
him to see with his own eyes the
distress in the coal fields, it is ex-
pected that his investigation will
expedite rellef for the miners and
their families.

Sugh findings as that made by
the Public Utilities Commission fix-
ing responsibility for the fatal
Thomaston-Torrington wreck on
the New Haven road are unwise.
It is always difficult for the public
to be fair toward a rallroad cor-
poration, at best. There is historic
reason for this and very often the
traditional attitude of the people
toward the transportation company
iz unjust, in consequence, And in
view of the suspicious and cynical
predisposition of the people it is
perfectly apparent that, unless such
yrejudice is to continue and be
magnified, every effort should be
made In responsible quarters to
avold adding to its cause.

Yet, in complete indifferenge to
all this, the Public Utilities Com-
mission brings in a finding not only
manifestly the result of sheer
guesswork but nicely calculated to
stir resentment against both the
railroad company and the Commis-
sion, It resorts to the stale and
cruel device of blaming the dead
engineer,

The utter unlikellhood of 2 man
of 74, who had been running trains
for a long lifetime and whose own
life was at stake, driving his engine
at an excessive speed over a plece
of track with which he was entire-
1y familiar and knew to be danger-
ous, is so obvious that the finding
will not go down-—not when the
dead engineer is convicted by =&
process of elimination and nothing
else, The Commission admits that
it finds the engineer responsible
because it can locate responsibility
nowhere else, The track was all
right, the cars were all right, the
locomotive was all right—so, the
Commission argues, the engineer
must have been all wrong.

Yet the engine was wrecked so
completely that nobody alive knows
whether it was all right or not. No
evidence ig obtainable that it was,
beyond the word of a couple of men
who swore that the engine was all
right when it left the yards in
Bridgeport. Many things might
have hapgened to that locomotive
between Bridgeport and Torrlng-
ton. The inspectors may have been
mistaken—it may not have been
all right when it started out,

Of course nobody ever expects
the Connecticut Public TUtilities
Commission to give any public
service corporation sanything but
the best of it. The board has been
doing that with absolute consisten-
¢y ever since it was organized, Or-
dinarily nobody payvs any sattention
to anything the TUtilities Board
says, anyhow, But when it strikes
up the ancient tune “Blame the
Dead Engineer” in such clrecums-
stances as those of the Castle
Bridge disaster it {g time for boos
from the audience.

New York, Jan. 31.—Having
been benefited almost beyond =zll
reason, both by what the young
man has done and by what he has
been, the United States Golf Asso-
ciation plans to repay at least part
of the great debt it owes Bobby
Jones by making him its president
in the not too distant future, the
writer discovered today. The dis-
covery was made colncident with
the annual announcement of sub-
committees for 1929, the signifi-
cant feature of which is the fact
that Jones, already a member of
the general executive committee,
named on three others,

The indication is rather clear,
therefore, that the impressive suc-
cess that has fallen te Jones, the
competitor, is following him inevit-
ably in his more or less recent
foray into the administrative side
of golf. This initial success, it
seems, is only the beginning of the
story.

Jones “In Line"

It is my information that Jones
is in line, to go ““‘up” to one of the
vxce-presidencles of the association
on the 1930 ticket or, at the worst,
not-later than the following year.

The child who canot heac or
speak lives of necessity a shut-in
existence. ;

Modern developments in the
care of this group of our population
provide for the teaching of lip
reading, so that they may follow
human speech, and for the teaching
of good writing, so that they may
easily communicate to other their
own thoughts and wishes.

If such a child unfortunately
happens {o be mentally backward
in addition to having the defects
that have been -menticned, the
problem is even more complicated.

Keeping Them at Home

Formerly it was the custom in-
variably to attempt to provide for
the care of such persons in institu-
tions, It is now realized that a
miuch greater hope of a happy life
exists for them if they can ' be
reared fo adult age within the fan{-
ily, making all of the modern con-
tacts of life instead of the artificial
existence that develops in an In-
institution. ,

Since it is desirable that every-
thing be-made out of such equip-
ment as’ the child may have, the
technie of modern psychology has
heen called in, particularly in Ger-
many, in order to determine the in-
clinations and . aptitudes of the
child and to encourage his develop-
ment alonz these lines.

Higher Fducation

Preliminary tests showed that in-
struetion in the field of hizher ed-
ucation was just _as important for
such peaple as . purely technical
training in the uses of tools and
machines.

JACKSON IS MURDERED
10 YEARS AFTER MADDEN

Decade Almost to a Day Sepa-
rates Deaths of Two Police-
men; Other Coincidences.

The excitement that existed in
Willimantic yesterday and again to-
day oxver the murder of County De-
tective William E. Jackson recalls
the same condition that existed in
Manchester ten vears ago this
morning when it was learned that
Captain William F. Madden had
been murdered the night before by
a gang.of silk thieves and gunmen.

It was on a Thursday night ten
years ‘ago that Bill Madden was
murdered the date being January
30, 1919, while ten vears after, or
on a Wednesday evening the Wind-
ham county detective was
murdeéred. As in the present case
Robert T. Hurley, tlen captain of
the state police and a personal
friend of Captain Madden, at once
joined with the local police in the
investigation.

The autopsy that was performed
on Officer Jackson was by Dr.
Henry Costello of Hartford, and it
was he who also performed the
autopsy on Officer Madden, he hav-
ing been a close friend of Madden’s
when he was a student atsTrinity.
As in the Jackson casc only one
buliet was found in Madden.
