“The activitly of organizations
like the Boston Chamber of Com-
merce is the local manifestation of
a tendency which in reality 3s
broadly national and which forms
one of the most admirable features
in American business life today.”
said the secretary. 'The co-opera-
tive spirit, and the willingness of
business men to work harmonious-

Iy for their common interests and;

for the welfare of their communi-
ty—without controversy and se-
eretiveness—have unquestionably
done much to stimulate material
and social progress throughout the
United States."

Efficiency of New Engiand fac-)

tory workers, abundance of capital,
and ability of business men were
declared by Secretary Whiting to

be encouraging factors with respect |’

to New England's future as a man-
ufacturing section.
Southern New England

“gouthern New England,” he
said, “is the most densely populated
snd most highly industrialized sec-
! tion of the United States. With
only about two per cent of the land
area of the country—and a much
gmaller proportion still if thinly
settled northern areas of New Eng-
land are omitted—and with about
six and a half per cent of the total
population of the country, this seec-

tion produces substantially ten per |

Bat Hoover Keeps Silent on
This Subject; Four Weeks
from Today President-
Elect Takes Office.

.

Washington, Feb. 4 —Four
weeks from today Herbert Hoover
and Calvin Coolidge take the long
ride together down Pennsylvania
avenue, fellow actors in the great
quadrennial drama of & change of
government.

Mr. Hoover is still occupied, and
intensively so, with the selection of
his Cabinet. It i3 not yet complet-
od, some committments have been
made, but thers is good reason to
believe that a majority of the ten
men who will constitute his offlcial
advisers are yet to be tapped on the
shoulder with the final words
“you’'re it.”

A'summary of the Cabinet situa-
tion today, four weeks from the day
the' new appointees assuime thelr
responsibilities, reveals how closely
the President-Elect has kept his
own counsel, despite the maneuvers
and the strategems of the politi-
cians and the curious to find out
who's going to be who after. March
4,

Andrew W. Mellon will remain as
secretary of the treasury, Of that
there is no doubt whatever. No an-
nouncement has been made, and
none will be made in all probablility
until March 4, but Mr. Hoover has
permitted it to become known that
the Mellon dynasty will be contin-
ted in the treasury.

William M. Jardine will remain
as secretary of agriculture if he
chooses to do so, under present
plans. It is largely up to the Kan-
san himself, according to the most
authoritative information. Mr.
Hoover does not believe that
Jardine ever had a fair chance to
adequately demonstrate his agricul-
tural policies, confronted as he was
by two hostile and McNary-Haugen
Congresses, Moreover, he was
largely responsible for Jardine's go-
ing into the Coolidge Cabinet.

Others Unknown,

Outside of these two posts, both
hold-overs from the Coolidge ad-
ministration, Mr. Hoover's com-
mittmentd, if any, are unknown, He
has established an iron-clad rule
that his selections must be known
only to himself aud the man in
question until he himself sends the
iist to the Senate on March 4. Thus
far his confldences have been very
well kept.

As for the eight other Cabinet
positions, there is good reason to
believa that the candidates line up
about like this:

40 per cent of the nation’s total
foreign shipments, and almost an
equally high proportion for another
large group. Although the direct
records of exports originating in
New England go back only a few
vears, there is strong indication
that in many important commodi-
ties New England exporis are
‘steadily, and in some cases rapidly,
increasing.”

Canal Will Help

“Development of the great eco-
nomic and engineering project of
the St. Lawrence canal will assist
this region materially.”

“There should be mo doubts or
misgivings with respect to econoni-
ic New England,” he concluded.
‘““The heartening factors are many
—the favorable forces are strong.
And foremost among these is ths
splendid@ spirit of co-operation con-
stantly manifested here and finding

THE GRAND LIST
That Manchester faces the duty
of revising its system of finance is
brought home with sudden and
striking force by the developments

in conmection with the grand list.!

Tax affairs in this town have taken
a turn which calls for wise and
early action. Nothing can be more
obvious than that we have been
switched onto the wrong track and
that the ralls on which we are
rolling lead downhill and into the
ditch. Not an instant too soon can
we apply the brakes, back up and
take the route of sound finance.

Any town which In the course
of a year experiences an accretion
of clese to a million dollars in new
residential construction alone;
which has suftered po destruction
of property worthy of mention by
fire or other catastrophe; in which
the industries have gained rather
than lost in prosperity, and which
then finds itself with a total of tax-
able assets showing less than twen-
ty thousand dollars increase over
the previous year——such a town is,
with perfect clearness and certain-
ty, suffering from maladministra-
tion of its taxing authority and has
the choice of giving itself a new
deal or going broke,

When assessors, following math-
egut!cal formulae, scratch their
heads in unconvinced bewilderment
at the shattering results in *"de-
preciation”™ ordered by those for-
mulae and yet know no way of cor=-
recting what is manifestly glaring
error, then something is im-
mensely wrong either with the as-
sessors or the mathematics,

As g matter of fact, what dollar's
worth of taxable property in Maun-
chester—-save perhaps, an outwear-
ing automobile—Iis worth a split
hair legs today than it was a year
2go? Nomne. B

None, because over against any
rule-of-thumb formula of caost or-

ganization, of charge-offs for ob-{s

solescence, of dreary book-keepers’
fiction of that sort, stands the liv-
ing fact of community growtih, of
opational growth, of imcreasing in-
dustrial development and opportun~
ity. Intangible perhaps, not weigh-
ed and measured and portioned out
by Mr. Linder's system of charges
and allowances, but a vital element
in the situation none the less,

Take these hundred or so of
dwellings erected in this year.
What have they contributed to
Manchester, Nearly a million in
taxable values, to be sure, But
what else? They have contributed
population, Most of them mean,
directly or indirectly, new families
in town. And what is it that cre-
ates all urban values? Population,
of course—for {f Manchester's pop-
ulation were to disappear would all
the property in the town's limits
bear a plugged nickel of value for
purpose of sale, rental or taxation?
Certainly not, So that in propor-
tion ag these new homes have add-
ed to the population, and in propor-
tion as they have assumed their
share of the burden of fixed charges
upon the community, they have
added to the value of-every stick
and yard of other property already
here.

Hereé is a town, then, that is be-
yond any cavil on the wupward
trend in values, where the incre-
ment in realty is making some of
our citizens rich and sdding sub-
stantially to the estates of thou-
sands——and of a sudden it s
confronted in the exercise of its
taxing power by- thig death’s head
ogre of "depreciation.”

Ag-
gressgive, he has nc¢ pompous sena~-
torial manners; he does not boom
or bhar-r-umph when he taiks; he
looks you in the eye as if he felt
that a private citizen was almost if
not quite the equal of a senator; he
sports no bay window.

“Learned to fily at age of 41. Or-
ganized ground schools for the war
department after the United States
entered the war. Went to France
to direct largest American flying
school.

“Entered politics on return from
France after the war. Lieutenant
governor of Counnecticut, governor,
ator, As senator he helped to
frame and was chiefly responsible
for passage of the air commerce
act, which put commereial aviation
in the United States under the su-
pervision of IIoover’s department
of commerce.

“Supports the cruiser bill be-
cause ‘I happen t{o have been out-
side this country, and have no pa-
tience with these people who think
that when an American leaves the
Umted States he is strictly on his
oWwn.

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THE DIETETIC CRISIS
The majofity of peorle do not
make any decided dietetic change
unless they are desirous of over-

-‘the body, and while the resuits and
recoveries from a change, of diet
are often spectacular, it must be
remembered - that most sick people
are laden down with disease
toxing, and that these toxins must
be eliminated ‘before the elements
of the food can be properly assimil-
ated and lncorporated into the
body.

Sometimes these poisons have
accumulated in such quantity that
a change toward a more whole-
some diet produces what has been
termed a dietetic erisis, As the
blood: becomes more alkaline, it
dissolves many of the virulent
toxins which have been deposited
for years in the tissues of the body.
As these .toxing circulate in the
blood before being eliminated, they
may causé various aches, painsand
headaclms’ until the ., eliminative
organs such as the kiduneys, inter-
tines, lungs, liver and gkin have re-
moved them from the blood stream.
These disagteeable symptoms are
really favorable indications and
will disappear as soon as the
poisong are eliminated. Breaking
a fast in the middle of one of these
periods throws the toxins back into
the tissues and interferes with the
cure. Likewise, certain drugs
which are widely used will sunpress
the ellmination of these disease
toxins and by stopping the crisis,
prevent a cure. A crisl* is really
a sort of bodily housecleaning, and
often as much fmprovement occurs
during a two or three weeks’ crisis
as might ordinarily require weeks
or months,

If the poisonous materials which
are being discharged through the
various membranes of the body are
especially virulent or {n unusually
large quantities, a local irritation
of the eliminative organ may re-
sult. For this reason a crigis is
socmetimes accompanied by skin
eruptions, showing elimination
through the skin: or by a sort 'of
cold, indicating elimination through
the mucous membranes; or by &
diarrhea, indinating elimination
through the bowels; or by a burn-
ing, profuse urination, indicating
elimination from the kidneys.

These symptoms do not occur
except in a small number of cases,
and they are not so apt to occur
if no food is used except some acid
fruit and the bowels are thoroughly
cleaned daily with enemas, but I
want you to be acquaintel with the
symptoms of a dietetic crisis so
that yvou will know what s hap-
pening if it should oceur. Remem-
ber that the best policy is to con-
tinune on the fruit diet, drink plenty
of water, use enemas, and increase
the skin elimination until the erisis
has passed. If you do this you will
feel much better than before the
erisis occurred, but if vou stop the
erigis by eating rich food or by
using a suppresslge drug, you will
probably feel worse,

you please tell me what causes
white marks on the fingernails and
how they could be prevented?”
Answer: These white marks are
minutevbubbles in or immediately
under the nail. This is usually
caused by a slight injury at the nail
root by a lack of the proper ele-
ments in the diet or by some ner-
vous disorder. They can usually be
prevented by building up the gen-
eral health and avoiding probing
the cuticlg too deeply.

I do not advise
cream -of tartar in the drinking
water, nor sugar, for this condition,
Digitalis is a polson and a tea made
from it could not be beneficial in
nephritis. The best thing for you
to do would be to send me your
name and address go I can send you
my article on the subject, with com-
plete instructions.

CONNECTICUT CHAMBER OF COMMERCE
The members of:the General Assembly, chosen at the general

state election on the Tuesday after the first Monday in November
in even-numbered years, serve for two years. The General
Assembly meets in regular session at the Capitol in Hartford on
the Wednesday after the first- Monday of January following elec-
tion. It must adjourn sine die not later than the first Wednes-
day after the first Monday in June following its organization.
The General Assembly may-be convened in extra session at any
time or place by the Governor.

Members of the Legislature receive a salary of $300 for their
services, They travel to and from their ‘homes at staie ex-
pense. Although the Constitution specifies who are eligible to
membership in the General Assembly, each house judges of the
election and qualification of its. own members and prescribes its
own rules of procedure in transacting business.

In the procedure of lawmaking a law may originate in the
form of a bill in either house, Regularly, this bill must be re-
ferred to the proper committee, return therefrom and, if ap-
proved by the committee, be printed for the use of the members
of the General Assembly. It must be read in each house on
three different days.

A bill that has passed one house may be amended or changed
in the other, but it must then be returned to the house in which | |
it originated for its concurrence. When passed by hoth houses,
the bill is sent to the Governor. who signifies his approval ‘by
affixing his signature. The bill then becomes a law, a part of
the statutes of the state. The Governor has the privilege of
vetoing the bill by refusing to affix his signature,

Grown a bit accustomed to the
sight of gore and the rattle of
stage musketry, we had reckoned
without Lester Lornegan and &
new producer by nome of Bernard
Steele. It is Lester Lornegan who
sets a new .record. Delieve it or
not, *but he s murdered three
times—count 'em, three — in one
and the same play. In each act
he 1is slain, In each act he falls
limply to the stage in the lalest of
the mystery opuses, '"House Un-
guarded.”

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Hints On How I'c Keep Well
by World Famed Authority

In the current issue of Hygela,
Dr. A, Levinson has pointed out
some of the important factors to
be considered by people who wish
to adopt a child.

In most instances people pick
out a child because it is dark or
fair, fat or lean, because its halr
is curly or straight, blond or bru-
net. However, the wise couple will
realize from the first that the health
of the child is much more im-
portant than the tilt or turn-up of
its nose,

Experienced parents realize that
an extremely cute baby may be just
the opposite when it reaches sight
vears of age. The fat bables get
thin and the thin ones get fat; the
curly-headed blond six months of
age may a straight-haired raven at
the age of 15.

The child with & positive Was-
serman test has a conditlou which
demands a great deal of attention
before it is suitable for adoption.

The child who has come from a
family with tuberculosis may pass
through a long period of invalidism
before it is healthful.

Mental deficlency can be recog-
nized after three or four months
of age, but some mentel taints do
not appear until later in life, For
this reason it is highly {mportant
to bave some conception of the
amount of mental defect in the
arccestry of the child that is being
considered for adoption. b

Some hereditary defects can be
controlled to & certain extent
through environment, but it is far
safer to be sure of the heredity of (
the child and not.to take chances.

. Most people who want fo adopt
a baby want an extremely younz
one so that it will not know that
the parenis are not its own., It .s
undesirable, however, to adopt a
baby during the first few-days of
its life. At least several months
should be given to observation of
ita physical and mental" state he-

French Furniture Is Not |

Of Today

A room of the French Renaissance. -
This is one of a series of articles(?to sideboards, sideboards to writ-

Refinement marked the French
Renaissance.

From Francis [ to Louis XV,
1515 to 1715, we see the soclal
graces Increasing in importancs,
and therefore the evolution from
the dignified, stiff furniture of
Italy to the lighter, more feml-
nine, delicale and beautiful furni-
ture of France, which character-
ized the period leading to the
reign of Louis XIV

We can trace the Italian influ-
ence through chests, tables and
cabinets which became lighter in
material and construction, under
Francis I. Tapestry became a fine
art, and so did wood carving.
There was evolution from cabinets

desks, and new articles of fur-
niture appeared, which had not
been used earlier.

Craftsmen migrated to France,
and began to spin, to work In
stone and metal, and to set the
stage for Louis XIV's startling
period.

The furniture of the French
Renaissance {s interesting mainly
for what it shows—refinement
from the heavy to the Iight, from
the cumbersume to the graceful.
The pleces themselves were too
gaudy, too over-ornate, too un-
bearably overloaded with *“doo-
dads,’”” and dust-catchers.

The period is a transitional one,
and as suceh should be studied.
The American home offeérs little
place for the French furniture of
this period. The samé may
said for Louis XIV’s significant
period. !

While the period . is distinetly
feminine, and the lavish Louils
spent fortunes in backgrounds for
couft favorites, the period may be
adapted only in a few Ameritan
homes.

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STATE'S TEACHERS
KEEP UP STUDIES

One-Third of Entire Force
Is Taking the Course at
Yale School.

New Haven, Conn.,, TIeb. 4.—
More than three thousand public
school teachers in Connecticut have
taken or are now taking profes-
gional courses in education offered

by the Department of Education of
Yale University, This number is ap-
proximately one-third of the entire
teaching force of the state. It Is
not merely the rank and file of the
classroom teachers who thus seek
professional fiaprovement: thosei
cccupying the more responsible po- |
sitions, principals, supervisors and
superintendents, are represented, in
proportion to their numbers, even
more strongly in the courses offered
by the Department., Almost one-
half of zll the superintendents in
the state, more than one-half of all
the state supervising agents, and
almost two-thirds of all the princi-
pals in New Haven bhave taken
courses offered by the Department.
Many of these educational leaders
take courses almost every year.

Most of the courses offered are
designed primarily to assist the
leaders, or would-be leaders, in the
profession to deal more success-
fully with the fundamental prob-
lems, such as school organization,
courses of study, supervision, plan-
ning of the school plant and edu-
cational finances in all their bear-
ings.

G00 Errolled i

At the present time over six hun-
fired Connecticut terchers, prinei-
pals and superintendents are en-
rolled as students in the Yale De-
partment of Education. They come
from more than a third of all the
towns and cities of the state, Near-
ly one-fourth of them, a total of
143, are residents of New Haven
and on the staff of the Mew Haven
schools: but there are proportion-
ately even larger numbers {rom
peveral smaller towns, Meriden con-
tributes sixty-one, or more than
one-fourth the number of its entire
teaching staff; Plainfield thirty,
about five-sixths the number of ils
staff: ‘Derby forty-five, nine-tenths
the number of its staff; and Put-
nam thirty-three, or practically its
whole staff. Ten or more each come
from such widely scattered places
as Ansonia, DBloomfield, Bridge-
port, Dristol, Hamden, Hartford,
Milford, Stratford, Waterbury and
West Haven.

Nearly half the entire Connecti-
cut teacher enrollment are attend-
ing courses offered in New Haven.
From forty cities and towns, these
practicing students come every
week, some of them two and three

The direct service of the Yale
Department of Edwucation to .the
schools of the state is by no means
limited to the offering of courses
to those engaged in the schools;
nor is service entirely one-sided.
Practical and intimate co-operation
characterized the work of the Yale
Department, the State Department
of Education, and a large number
of schools and school systems. Su-
perintendents and principals are
constantly bringing into the Yale
Department of Education numerous
important problems of the greatest
variety and seeking aid in thelr
solution. On the other hand, the
Department is constantly doing re-
search- work in the schools, They
are the Department's prineipal la-
boratory.

A Few .xamples

A few examples of these co-oper-
ative undertakings that are now
in process, are of interest. State
Commissioner Meredith is giving,
as he has done annually for the last
eight years, a short series of lec-
tures fo all interest students of the
Department, bringing before them
most effectively the' current live
problems of education which en-
gage the attention of the Legisla-
ture, the State Board of Education,
and the Board's professional staff.

The problem of working out a
unified and improved curriculum
for the kindergarten and lower pri-
mary grades, to embody the results
and implications of the latest social
and psychological researches in this
field, has been the object of several
vears of cooperative effort of mem-
bers of the Yale faculty in educa-
tion and of teachers and principzals
of three New Haven elementary
scbools, the Henry Barnard, Abra-
ham Lincoln and Strong.

Intensive Studies.

Intensive studies in the field of

times a2 week, They come not only
from such nearby rlaces as Ham-
den, Bast Haven, West Haven,
Branford, Milford and Cheshire;
but they come glso from such dis-
tant places-as Danbury, Stamford,
Norwalk, New London, Stonington
and Suffleld.

“The distances,” says Profgssor
Frank E. Spaulding, chairman of
the Department of Education,
“which many students travel (o
take work in the Department here
in'New Haven are surprising and
may be taken as one indication of
the earnestness of these students
who are carrying on professional
studies in addition to the work .de-
manded by the positions which they
hold in thé public schools. I have
had in my own courses students
coming more than 50 niiles once and
even twice a week, In one course,
meeting once a week, the averags
round trip distance traveled week-
Iy by-three members holding public
school positions was over (fifty
miles each; in another course
meeting twice a week, the weekly
average for five such members was
ninety-five miles each.”

Department’s Aim

But the Department tries, so far
as its force of instructors makes
it practicable, to bring its work to
as many as possible, To this end
courses are offered at several cen-
ters outside New Haven. Just now
ten such courses, enrolling nearly
three hundred {fifty teacher-stu-
dents, are being given in Bridge-
port, Bristol, Derby, Hartford (two
courses), Meriden, Plainfield, Put-
nam, Stratford and Waterbury. In
recent years, courses have been giv~
en in nearly a score of other places,
such as Ansonia, Branford, Dan-
bury, Danielson, East Hartford,
West Hartford, Fairfield, Milford,
Norwalk, Seymour, Southington,
New Britain, Groton, Shelton, Wal-
lingford and Winsted,

“Such constant professional
study,”” says Professor Spaulding,
“ag engages the ambitious teachers
and leaders in the public schools of

Connecticut, iz typical of what is |}

going on throughout the country.
American teachers are rapldly ad-
vancing their professional qualifi-
cations. The standards reguired for
entering the profession are being
constantly advanced; the demands
for thorough, adequate profession-
2l training of the leaders, the prin-
cipals, supervisors and superinten-
dents, are every year becoming
more extensive and {nsistent. The
time - will soon come everywhere—
it i3 practically here already i1
such states as Connecticut—when
it will be impossible for one to get
_ a responsible position as principal,
supervisor or superintendent, with-
out advanced professional study.”

Sometimes the problem enlisting
the cooperation of members of the
faculty of the Yale Department and
educational leaders of the state has
to do with the preparation of &
course of study: again with the con-
struetion of a teachers’ salary

schedule; or it may be the planning
‘ot a school buflding, or of a bufid-
ing program for a city. Whatever
/it {s, the Yale Department of Educa~
tion is always ready to respond to
the fullest possible extent, That
this cooperative service is increas-
ingly appreciated is evidenced by
‘the growing demands coming from
school officials throughout the state.

CHANNEL TUNNEL
‘1S HASTENED BY
KELLOGE'S PACT

. London.—The Kellogg Pact may
make the Channel Tunnel between
Britain and France a practical pro-
position,

For years past this project has
been defeated by military and na-
val authorities on the ground that
an enemy, presumably France,
might suddenly seize such a Chan-
nel and use it to conquer the Brit-
ish nation.

In an inquiry twenty years ago,
Field Marshal Lord Wolseley de-
seribed how an enemy force might
be landed in the lead of night with-
out leaving the defending forces at
Dover the few second necessary
to put into operation the devices
for flooding, gassing or blowing up
the tunnel,

In Time of Peace

He said however:

“The whole plan is based on the
assumption of its being carried out
in a time of profound peace.”

In 1924, when Ramsay Macdon-
ald was Prime Minister, the
scheme was backed by 400 mem-
bers of Parliament, Macdonald re-
ferred the scheme to the Commit-
tee of Imperial defense, reinforced
by all the Prime Ministers then liv-
fng. This rather unwieldly body
consulted the military experts who
again reported against- the Idea,
but did - not state the nature of
their objections,

Now., however, Members of Par-
liament are arguing that with the
Kellogg Pact and the Locarno
Treaty, there should be an end to
these international suspiclons and
are again urging the advantages of
such & tunnel,

Good for Trade

to Britain many thousands of
American- and Continental visitors
who are kept away at the present
time hecause of the prospect of the
