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SAVE TREES 
IS THE PLEA 

AT_HEARING
Hartford Road Residents 

Want Improvements But 
Prefer to Keep Trees; Se­
lectmen in Special Session

No serious objections to the Se­
lectmen’s proposed re-establish­
ment of highway bounds on Hart­
ford Road were offered .at an 
informal hearing held last night 
provided that in the improvements 
that will follow none of the present 
shade trees will be lost. NearJj' 
every property* owner objecting to
the proposed new lines did so be­
cause it would mean leaving a 
treasured tree in the highway. The 
Selectmen were pleased with the 
results of the informal hearing and 
believe that the lines can be ar­
ranged to suit all the owners.

The new highway bounds must 
be established before the town can 
proceed to lay sidewalks. A 49 1-2 
foot highway will be established 
between West street and the West 
Center street junction or Dunce’s 
Corner if this new layout is ac­
cepted. Then the town can also re­
pair the west end of Hartford Road, 
the source of many complaints.

Those Present
Those who were present at the 

hearing were James Rohan, Louis 
Dunce, Adolph Dronke, Michael 
Krauss, Henry Demeusey, Harry 
Seaman, R. O'. Cheney, Jr., Emil 
Johnson, John Hill and Charles 
L. Donze. James Rohan objected 
to the layout because it would cut 
in back of a lawn terrace, hedge 
and valuable tree. He believed that 
the line could be swung to ■ the 
south to save these. Louis Dunce, 
Henry Demeusey, Harry Seaman, R. 
O. Cheney, Jr., Emil Johnson and 
Charles Donze had no objection to 
the layout, and most of the objec­
tions that were raised were minor, 
and such, that it is believed they 
can be adjusted.

Hartford Road was laid out In 
1853 following a petition to the 
Selectmen from Ward Cheney. 
Efartford Road between Pine street 
and Main street is laid out In a 
separate deed from Cheney Droth- 
srs to the town. Some of those at 
the hearing said .hat if Hartford 
Road was to be Improved that the 
section in front of the Cheney resi­
dences should be widened. They 
were told that the lines in that sec­
tion were established years ago 
when Cheney Drothers gave the 
property to the town for a high­
way.

NEW CRUISER BILL 
FINALLY ADOPTED

Little Navy Advocates De­
feated in Senate by a Vote 
of 54 to 28.

Washington, Feb. 5 —With a 
’Lime limitation already adopted 
against the wishes of President 
Coolidge, the Senate today prepared 
to enact the administration’s new 
cruiser bill without pacifist amend­
ments.

The battle of ths “ Little Navy” 
advocates to prevent immediate 
Initiation of construction work 
upon five of the 15 cruisers, author­
ized by the Bill, met defeat when 
the Senate rejected the Harrison 
amendment, giving the President 
authority to postpone building until 
Jan. 1, 1932. The vote was 28 to 
54, a surprising rejection of .,resi- 
lential advice.

Its Provisions
In its present form, the bill di­

rects that work start upon five of 
the new cruisers this year, on five 
more next year and on _tbe final 
five in 1931. A giant aircraft 
mrrler, also authorized, must be 
started before June 30, 1930. The 
House approved this provision when 
It originally enacted the bill a year 
ago so the time limitation appeared 
fixed.

The bill itself will be enacted by 
the Senate this afternoon by an 
overwhelming vote. A poH by t 
ternational News Service indicated 
seventy Senators supporting ft with 
probably not more than a dozen 
opposed. A dozen amendments, 
however, must be disposed of be­
fore a toal xote la  reached-

5.— Col. Charles A. Lindbergh, who 
is making the inaugural flight of a 
new air mail service from the Unit­
ed States to the Panama Canal 
Zone, hopped off for Tela, Hon­
duras, at 8:12 a. m. (9:12 a. m.. 
Eastern Standard Time.)

Lindbergh, who began his flight 
at Miami, Fla., yesterday morn­
ing, flying here by way of Havana, 
spent the night in Belize. After re­
fueling at Tela he will continue to 
Managua, Nicaragua, where he 
will spend tonight. He will com­
plete his journey to Cristobal, 
Canal Zone, tomorrow.

All of Belize turned out to hon­
or the famous American flyer, who 
paid his second visit to Belize. He 
was here about a year ago on his 
good will flight over Latin Ameri­
ca. He landed in the harbor here at 
2:55 o’clock yesterday afternoon 
(3:55 E. S. T .), after successfully 
flying the first 750 mile leg of his 
long and venturesome flight.

Dictator is Fighting Revolt on 
All Sides— Strict Censorshiii 
Clamped cn News.

Frontier, Feb. 5.—The Spanish dic­
tatorship of Gen. Primo de Rivera 
is fighting for its existence against 
wide spread revolutionary agita­
tions, both military and political, 
according to word received over 
the border today.

CAU BRITISH TROOPS 
TO PUT DOWN RIOTING

Twelve KiUed and 100 Wound­
ed in Bombay When Pathaas 
and Laborers Fight.

London, Feb. 5.— British troops 
have been called out to put down 
rioting in Bombay in which 12 per­
sons were reported killed and 
more than' 100 wounded, according 
to an Exchange Telegraph dispatch 
from Bombay this afternoon. - 

The fighting has been between 
Indian laborers and Pathans, fok 
lowing the spread o f  rumors that 
Pathans were making sacrifices of 
kidnaped, children.

The feeling is,now growing that 
the laborers are only using thp, 
kidnaping scare as a pretext for 
their attacks upon the Pathans. 
according to the dispatches. It is  
believed that the real reason tor 
the attacks is the fact that 
Pathans acted as strike-breaken 
during recent strikes In Bombajf^^
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tial election. Town Treasurer Wad­
dell had investigated throughout 
the state and found that Manches­
ter compensated its registrars lower 
than other towns and cities the size 
of Manchester.

In those minority cases, 
however, where hospital manage­
ments assume a superiority in lu- 
telllgence, ethics or good taste in 
news dissemination, as compared to 
the newspapers, it takes a tremen­
dous amount of patience on the 
part o f the newspaper to refrain 
from criticism and to come trot­
ting joyously to heel when the hos­
pital whistles Tor Its aid In the an­
nual hunt for public support.

Also it takes an awful amount 
of gall on the part ot the manage­
ment to do such whistling.

HOSPITALS AND NEWSPAPERS
Because of the wide and high 

importance of the subject and be­
cause it is one which newspapers 
.are' usually reluctant to take up, 
V e  are prompted to reprint here

It is most unfortunate that the 
auperinteudent of the Waterbury 
hospital. Dr. G. Henry Masou, 
jpbould seek to obstruct the news­
papers in their effort to report ac­
curately and completely the details 
Of accident.cases, or other cases 
.of public interest, which are taken 
to this hospital. This attitude is 
not only contrary to sound public 
policy, but It Is also at variance 
with established hospital practice. 
In general, hospital authorities 
willingly recognize their co-respon­
sibility with the newspapers for the 
'prompt and accurate reporting of 
accidents and other hospitalization 
cases which make legitimate news.

This responsibility is commonly 
Tecognized by the authorities ot 
even strictly private hospitals. Its 
recognition is all the more incum­
bent upon the authorities of hos­
pitals which, like the Waterbury 
hospital, are in essence public in­
stitutions. Dr. Mason would do well 
to bear in mind that the Waterbury 
hospital, both its older part and its 
new wing, have been made possible 
largely as a result of public sub­
scriptions; that the hospital is the 
lecipient of state funds, and that 
its endowment in the aggregate 
came from, a large number'of citi­
zens. Incidentally, the generous 
support given the hospitar by the 
newspapers has had not a little to 
do with the success of its public 
appeals.

In these circumstances a refusal 
on the part of the superintendent 
of the Waterbury hospital to give 
prompt and courteous aid to the 
newspapers in their service to the 
public is indefensible. The news­
papers have in the past enjoyed 
mutually helpful relations with the 
hospital; we may hope it will not 
be long before this relationship Is 
restored.

It is probably the exact truth 
that in no sphere of activity is 
there such general respect and ad­
miration for the medical fraternity 
as in newspaper offices. Even the 
funny paragraphers and the col­
umnists, who make sport of reform­
ers, lawyers, ministers, scientists 
and each other, very seldom Indeed 
make jokes about the‘doctors. And 
the Institution of the hospital is 
held almost sacrosanct. It is only 
in the rarest occasion that criticism 
of hospital theory or methods is 
permitted a place in the daily 
prints, while on the other hand the 
enthusiastic support of the press 
does at least something toward oh- 
tiainlng. for the cause of hospital­
ization, the tremendous financial 
support it receives in the United 
States.

It is, therefore, with a peculiar 
sense of injustice that the news­
papers now and then encounter, 
on the part of hospital manage­
ments, a sort of top-lofty Indiffer­
ence, sometimes even a more than 
bjilf insolent obstruction, in tbe 
performance of their proper and 
normal functlcn of disseminating 
information of a public character.

sense of injustice is rendered 
the more acute from the knowledge 
that such an attitude on the part 
of hospital managements never in 
tjie world is maintained by people 
oit the first class or o f wide experi­
ence, but is invariably the hall- 
tlArk of poorly informed, self-suf­
ficient littleness.

A newspaper's contacts are 
idfiny. Its ethical determinations 
are made on the basis o f  genera­
tions of ethical development in 
ni^wspaper offices and in 'the ligh t 

.ot nicely balanced experiences In

THE CRUISER BILL
As this is written the cruiser 

bill with the original time limit is 
about to be passed by the Senate In 
complete disregard to the wishes 
of the President, even the most 
confirmed “ Coolidge man” in that 
body. Fess of Ohio, voting against 
the amendment eliminating the im­
mediate construction clause. '

If the cruiser bill becomes a 
law— and there is much doubt as 
to Mr. Cooiidge, vetoing it— we have 
little idea that it will greatly effect 
either the security of the United. 
States or the prospects of another 
Avar, or amount to anything very 
much beyond the expenditure of a 
great deal of money on a fleet of 
vessels which, by the time they are 
launched might as well be, quite 
possibly, so many Columbus cara- 
vals.

In all the discussion of cruisers 
v/hich has gone on in Congress and 
in the meetings of the ultra “ patri­
otic” societies there has been the 
mbst complete disregard of changes 
going on in anything except the 
design and equipment of surface 
sailing cruisers— ând much of that 
has been wholly ignored.

The bill commits the United 
Slates to the expenditure of a cou­
ple of hundred millions of dollars 
for sixteen vessels only one of 
which is likely to be of the slight­
est military value five or seven 
years hence, and that one the sin­
gle airplane carrier.

Fighting like furies over one 
idea, the advocates of the cruiser 
bill have utterly lost sight of an­
other which within a year or two 
is almost certain to render the first 
Idea obsolete. It is at least four 
years since far-sighted milltarv 
strategists began to doubt that 
ever again would guns mount­
ed on surface-floating platforms 
cut any figure at all in the 
determination of sea power. That 
doubt has been persistently grow­
ing. But in the heat of a faked-up 
rew over a thing called “ cruiser 
parity”  all sight has been lost of 
tbe likelihood that cruiser parity, 
a very, few years hence, will be 
about as important as parity in 
putty blowers.

However, we shall have the bill 
to pay and somebody will make a 
lot of money out of the building of 
the ships.

IN NEW YORK
New York, Feb. 5.— Three or 

four ingredients of Manhattan 
have, above all others, come to as­
sume the significance of metropoli­
tan symbols. These are household 
phrases and words, the country 
over.

Chicago.— ^American ' cities will 
set a new record in 1929 in airport- 
development, spending twice as 
much for aviation fields as In any.

There are at present 352 munici­
pal airports in tlie United States 
with a total of 190 additional now 
under conatructlcn or proposed. At 
the election November 6, 1928, 
various cities voted a total ot 38,- 
‘500,000 for airdromes^

Detroit Leads
Chief among airport activities 

reported to Crary is that of devel­
opment in Detroit, where a $5,000,- 
000 bond issue for a municipal field 
has been fbled. The new Detroit 
field will be three and one-half 
miles from the city’s civic center 
and is closer to tbe center of popu­
lation than Berlin’s world-famed 
Templehof, which is regarded as 
one of the finest ports in the 
world.

The longest runway on the new 
Detroit field will be 7,400 feet and 
the shortest about 440 feel. The 
area of the field is 447 acres.

Indianapolis, Crary reported, will 
erect an airport on a IDO-acre tract 
seven miles west o f the city.

GOO-.-lcre Airdrome
St. Louis has started improve­

ment of its 600-acre airdrome. Tbe 
city has voted $2,000,000 in Im­
provement bonds for the work.

An immense hangar is to be con­
structed by private interests in 
Cleveland.

Designs foi the new ship fields 
and bylldings include many im­
provements, Crary said. Adminis­
tration buildings, air weather ob­
servatories and bureaus, tire-proof 
hangars and paved runways are a 
few of the new features which will 
he seen in the 1929 ports.

And there are 
actual instances of drivers who did 
not know their way to the Wal­
dorf, Ritz or Astor, who couldn’t 
find the public library, the Metro­
politan Museum or the Aquarium.

WHAT PRICE EDUCATION

of some young friend or relative 
might do well to retain-in the back 
ot their memories the case of Wil­
liam Cullen Kemp, Columbia Uni­
versity student. It is nnderstood 
that a rich relative made provision 
that the youthful William should 
receive $2,500 a year from hi* es­
tate so long as Kemp should re­
main in a university. He remained 
sixty years, or until be died the 
other day. During Ijis sixty-year 
course he won thirteen degrees. 
He traveled extensively but never 
to interfere with his university 
standing.

Girl Weds Blind Preacher
Through ^Heavenly Vision*

WAPPING

Herrin, 111.— Strange visions and 
providentially-sent claps of thunder 
attended the courtship vrhich led' 
11-year-old Sarilda Clendenin to 
become the bride of the Rev. 
.Joseph Milton Benton. 54-year-old 
blind Pentecostal preacher.

Sarilda is back home with her 
parents now, the preacher is in 
jail and the marriage has been 
ruled out. But the story of how 
it  all happened—how it began 
and how it was ended—is just be­
ginning to come out.

The Rev. Benton came to Illi­
nois some months ago from Mis­
souri. He was an exhorter in the 
Pentecostal, or Holiness, church, 
but he came to Herrin to answer 
a matrimonial ad, seeking the 
hand of 23-year-old Lora Clen­
denin, Sarilda’s elder sister.

When he got here, however, he 
found that ar other man had an­
swered the ad ahead of him. Ed­
ward Hayes, nicknamed “Pinky,” 
had made Lora his bride.

Undismayed, the blind pastor 
settled down here and began to 
preach to members of the Holi­
ness sect. He became popular 
with them, and especially with the 
parents of Lrra and Sarilda.

Parents Are Won Over
In the course of time, the Rev. 

Benton persuaded the Clendenins 
that, since he had failed to win 
the hand of Lora, he should get 
their next girl— Sarilda.' The de­
vout parents, revering the elderly 
preacher, were persuaded, and the 
betrothal was arranged.

J. M. Clendenin. the father, had 
his doubts, however. He went to 
Marion, the county seat, and asked 
Sheriff Oren Coleman about tt. 
Coleman, of course, bluntly told 
■him that the marriage of an 11- 
year-old girl would not be legal.

Rut the Rev. Benton was undis­
mayed. Heavenly visions and su­
pernatural manifestations came to 
his rescue.

Ark., saw a dispatch in a newspa­
per telling of the affair, and wrote 
hastily to the Marion prosecutor, 
saying that the minister’s first wife, 
never divorced, was living in 
Blytheville. So, in addition to a 
charge of perjury,' the Rev. Ben­
ton was formally accused of big­
amy, and the marriage to Sarilda 
automatically fell apart.

Miss Hurst has 
not been particularly exciting since

naught for verbs and much for 
asterix and broken phrases.

She has 
several stories here that, it seemed 
to us, would be good if written. But 
as they stood they seemed little 
more than skeletons.

While a tender love story, and 
quite unlike this author’s previous 
penchant for the malicious, it may 
be well to warn a certain- type of 
reader that this is more about our 
post-war young folks. There is a 
prewar love and a post-war reckon­
ing and not a little conversation 
concerning “spiritual understand­
ing” and such.

An old greybeard, such as is this 
Surveyor, remembers dimly those 
grand, lusty old days “befor de 
war”—before, as one of the charac­
ters puts it, “we came in for the 
general degradation of the after- 
math.”

Ellie, It seems, wae 
born with “spiritual understand­
ing” and all that, and. has the 
tough luck to meet a philanderer 
the first time she falls in love. 
Which, somehow, might have hap­
pened in 1908 or 1897—except that 
they would have called them “affin­
ities” and would not have discussed 
spiritual values.

London.— Time and Love and 
Romance, three master Ironists, 
have just played a huge joke on 
Norway and Sweden, which only a 
few years ago were about to jump 
at each other’s throats in a fra­
tricidal war.

Now these three masterly pow­
ers are bringing Norway and Swe­
den very close together by the 
wedding engagement of Prince 
Olav, Crown Prince of Norway, and 
Princess Martha, niece'of the King 
of Sweden. A Swedish royal prin­
cess will thus one day sit as Queen 
on the Norwegian throne.

Once Ruled by Sweden.
Norway was an independent 

kingdom for centuries. Then, In 
1814, Norway proclaimed its in­
dependence again, in union with 
Sweden, and elected the king of 
Sweden as its king. For nearly 91 
years this worked, the Swedish 
royal family, descendants of the 
French Marshal, Bernadette, being’ 
kings of Sweden and Norway.

But the Norwegians chafed un­
der this yoke until, in 1905, they 
declared their intention of dissolv­
ing the union with Sweden and set­
ting up national house-keeping on 
their own. The present Gustav V 
of Sweden, who then was a very 
war-like Crown Prince, was all for 
compelling the Norwegians to re­
main under the Swedish crown, but 
a peaceful divorce between the 
two countries was finally arranged.

QUININE WAS AN INDIAN
REMEDY 300 YEARS AGO

By DR. MORRIS F1SHBEIN

A pparently the  first knowledge 
of the use of the  bark  of cinchona 
to be definitely established was 
published In 1739 by one De Jes- 
sleu. This w riter sta ted  th a t the  ! 
town of Loxa, Peru , was using the  | 
bark as early as 1600, when an In- | 
dian chief told a  Je su it m issionary 
from  Spain th a t the  bark  was of 
value for the  trea tm en t of in te r­
m itten t fever.

The b a rk  was called qulna-qulna, 
which m eant bark of barks, which 
shows th a t the Indians attached 
special value to the  preparation.

According to  C. J . S. Thompson, 
th e  first au then tic  records o f the 
use of cinchona in  th e  trea tm en t 
of disease was its  application to 
th e  wife of the fourth  count of 
Chinebon in Lima in 1638. A fter 
th a t  tim e various trea tises w ere 
■written on the  subject, th e  first 
m ention in England being pub­
lished In 1655.

In 1682 a  book about the  bark

w a ^ u b lls h e d  under the  title , “The 
English Remedy o r Talbor’s Won­
derful Secret for Curing of Agues 
and Feavers.” Talbor, who was 
an Itineran t doctor trained as an 
apothecary, had studied Peruvian 
bark and had used it in restoring 
health  to King Charles II, when 
the la tte r  was seized w ith in term it­
te n t fever.

In 1742 the fam ous investigator 
of botany, Llnueaeus, established 
the  name cinchona In honor of the 
Countess of Chinchon. Prom  cin­
chona comes, as the  active princi­
ple, quinine, a drug which is of the 
g rea test im portance today In the 
trea tm en t of m alaria  and in m any 
o ther diseases. A substance de­
rived from  cinchona has been found 
to  have special v irtues In certain  
form s of pneum onia.

Many students of history believe 
th a t several ancient civilizations 
fell because cf the inroads of m a­
laria  upon the people. The discov­
ery of quinine and o f Its  use In 
controlling th is disease represen ts 
one of the  g rea test accomplish­
m ents of scientific medicine, and, 
as can be seen from  th is  brief out­
line, Is as rom antic as the  seareb. 
of no rthern  explorers for th e  H ortli 
Pole.

O range Shortcake
In m aking an orange shortcake, 

peel and slice thinly several good 
sized oranges, place them  in a deep 
di.sh and sprinkle each layer with 
sugar and then squeeze over all. 
the juice of one or two lemons. Be 
sure all the orange seeds have been 
takon out during the cutting.

Make a shortcake or short bhs- 
ciiit (lough, hake a delicate brown 
and when done split and butter

It has been rather thoroughly, 
broadcast that Jack Sharkey 
didn’t cover himself with glory in 
his fight with K, O. Christner.

Willie Stribling, the same night 
that Sharkey fought Christner, 
met some fellow named Smith 
down in New Orleans and the 
refereee stopped the fight along 
about the fourth round. Not so 
much noise was made about that 
fight. Not so much appeared in 
general circulation about Willie’s 
showing.

But it seems that to all those 
who witnessed the thing in New 
Orleans the Stribling boy did not 
knock the customers dead with a 
demonstration of championship 
class.

Here’s Some Comment 
Mr. Harry Martinez, a very com­

petent boxing critic, had a few 
words to say about the Georgia 
boy in his column in the New Or­
leans States and here they are: 

“ Willie Stribling, whom the en­
tire south is pulling for to become 
the recognized successor to the 
throne vacated by Gene Tunney, 
has departed from our midst leav­
ing some doubt as to his being a 
truly great heavyweight fighter.

“ After Clearing so much about 
his long string o f  knockouts, the 
fans of New Orleans had a chance 
to see this ring sensation, but not 
everyone who crowded the Colise­
um left the arena fully convinced 
that W. L. is the logical successor 
to the retired champion. If Strib- 
ling’s opponents whom he has 
been bowling over almost weekly, 
are in the same class o f  Ralph 
smith, then his ‘kayos’ cannot be 
taken too seriously.

“ Smith was nothing short of a 
‘Push Over.’ He was in there for 
nothing but to take a lacing. He 
possessed no fighting ability at all 
—  Just a human punching bag. 
The bout, as it ended, goes in the 
book as a knockout for Stribling, 
still Smith wasn’t counted out.

WHUe Missed Plenty 
“ The dyed-in-the-wool fans can­

not understand why Stribling 
missed the big fellow so much. 
The-w ay he missed Smith at 
times was just like a fellow miss­
ing a punching bag. That should 
not be for a man who is touted as 
the next heavyweight chgmpion 
of the world. It left some-room 
for argument in the minds of 
many fans who ask the question, 
“ if he missed Smith that way, 
what would he do with a . clever 
fighter?”

Must Beat Good Ones 
“ Stribling did not stand up 

there and punch Smith into sub­
mission. His most effective blows 
were landed when in a clinch. 
He hasn’t gotten over bis old 
wrestling tactics altogether, this 
bout showed. He would go Into 
a clinch and, while standing al­
most behind Smith, would let go 
a series of lefts to the face. A 
more experienced fighter ' than 
Smith no doubt would protect 
himself from such tactic.5, at least 
after being caught a couple of 
times.

“ Men of the type of Jack . Shar­
key and Tommy Loughran will 
put Stribling to,an acid test. If 
he can beat this pair, then there 
will be no dispute' as to his being 
the CHAMPION.”

Handicaps? . . . There are- no 
such things as physical handicaps 
when there is a great fighting heart 
to inspire the cripple or the physi­
cally deficient to go on with his 
game.

It took a great fighting heart for 
Tony Lazzeri to play through a 
world series, dropping tears from 
the pain that.shot down his arm 
every time he threw the ball.

It was magnificent courage that 
kept Adam. Walsh playing for 
Notre Dame against the Army foot­
ball team with two broken hands 
and for jRed Dunil to battle through 
a whole game for Marquette with 
an arm broken in two places.

It was the impulse from a su­
perb heart that kept little Jimmy 
Wilde coming up off the floor in 
front o f Pancho Villa with his 
tongue hanging by a thread and 
with his eyes pounded shut. He 
couldn’t see, hear or talk. But he 
kept going.

Hundreds of other examples 
might be related of great bravery 
iu action on countless fields of bat­
tle.

The torture that a man inflicts ! 
upon himself Is one kind of cour­
age. The things that a brave man

(^didn’t attempt to capitalize on his 
misfortune. He weut into news­
paper work and became a golf 
writer in spite of the handicap. He 
used a pencil In his mouth to 
strike the keys of a typewriter.

He took up golf and 'became a 
fair player in spite ot his terrific 
handicap.

John Maygor, a young PeJinsyl- 
vania boy, lost his left arm in a 
railroad accident but the disability 
did not keep him out of athletics 
when he matriculated at Temple 
University and hO made the fresh­
man basketball squad.

Harland Eastwood, a San Fran­
cisco boy, is typical of a number 
Of cases where boys handicapped 
by ttfe loss of an arm went into 
football and made good and. there 
have been instances where one-arm 
boys have played on college and 
semi-pro baseball teams.

Cudahy, Wis., boasts o f a six- 
man team of fine bowlers and It Is 
not such a rarity to sfee a man on 
criltches speeding a ball down the 
alleys.
