LEGISLATURE REITEW 
By Clarence G. Willard

Governor John H. Trutnbull in 
his McKinley dinner speech like­
wise advocated strict adherence to 
the budget prepared, by the Board 
of Finance and Control. The bud­
get situation this year is different 
from ever before. The budget was 
carefully prepared by the new 
board before present General As­
sembly session started and the 
recommendations it contains are 
the the result of personal investi­
gation of the needs of the various 

"state departments and institutions 
by individual members.

“ Stick to the budget” has become 
a slogan on Capitol Hill, and .the 
voluminous compilation of the 
Board of Finance and Control has 
almost come to be looked upon as 
financial go^el. Although the 
Committee ou Appropriations will 
conduct the usual number of hear­
ings on proposed state expenditures, 
it is extremely doubtful that it will 
recommend very many changes in 
the present budget. Members of 
the committee view the budget as 
one of the most detailed and com­
plete surveys of the state’s financial 
needs that has ever been compiled 
in its history.

Speeding Up ^
It is interesting to note in re- 

ferrirg to the Committee on Ap­
propriations that it has already 
taken the lead in the speed pro­
grams. During the week it sub­
mitted its deficiency appropriation 
bill. It was the earliest receipt of 
this bill in recent Connecticut legis­
lative history. Never before has 
the Cmmittee on Appropriations 
worked under more favorable con­
ditions in preparing this measure 
and the present committee has 
taken advantage of every opportun­
ity for speed.

During the week, the committee 
having cleared up all deficiency 
matters was able to proceed with 
the hearing of maintenance -appro­
priations and lost not a minute in 
getting under way. The commit­
tee plans to dispose of these main­
tenance matters and to begin hear­
ing the requests for new appropria­
tions almost as soon as the other 
committees begin hearing their 
bills. In the past, the Committee 
on Appropriations has been among 
the last to complete its hearing, 
hut this year it appears that it will 
have its work finished and its ap­
propriations bill in by the middle 
Of the session.

Judiciary Committee 
The Committee on the Judiciary 

has also been moving at a rapid 
pace and has disposed of practically 
all of the uncontested judgeship 
resolutions submitted to it. In 
fact, had it not been for the work 
of this committee in disposing of 
these resolutions the legislature 
would have had practically nothing 
to do all week. The judiciary com­
mittee Is now in a position to begin 
hearing the contested judgeships 
after the coming week. /

Among the judgeship resolutions 
reported by the committee during 
the week were those recommending 
the appointment to the court 
benches in West Hartford and New 
Britain of Clerk Albert S. Bill and 
Asiistant Clerk Stanley Traceski, 
respectively. Both of these resolu­
tions were immediately acted upon 
and the House of Representatives 
Is now in the unique position of 
having two judges acting as its 
clerks. '

During the week, the Committee 
of the Judiciary heard the bill 
bringing all amateur boxing under 
the jurisdiction of the State Ath­
letic Commission which for the past 
tour years h'as controlled all pro- 
[essional boxing exhibitions in the 
itate. The reiaarkable feature 
about this hearing was that there 
aras not a single bit of opposition 
expressed to the passage of the 
measure. Two years ago, the same 
bill was battered about throughout 
ilmost the entire session and final­
ly defeated. It is a far different sit- 
lation this year, various abuses in 
imateur boxing having assured the 
passage of the measure.

Slayer of President-Elect Obre- 
gon is Scheduled to Be Exe­
cuted at Noon Today.

Mexico City, Feb. 9.jr—Calmly re­
signed to his fate, Jose De Leon 
Toral, slayer of President-Elect 
Alvaro Obregon, prayed as his last 
hours passed today and noon, the 
time set for his execution, drew 
nearer.

Through his counsel, the con­
demned man sent out word that he 
was ready for his end.

"If my death will benefit the re­
ligious conflict,”  he said, "I am 
glad to die.”

Pale and drawn after his long 
stay in prison since he committed 
his crime last July 17, Toral saw 
his new-born son for the first time 
yesterday. At the same time he 
bade farewell to hjs young wife and 
aged father and mother.

All preliminaries for the execu­
tion have been completed, Toral 
will face a firing squad of police In 
the prison courtyard at noon. Only 
newspapermen and officials will 
witness the execuil

London, Feb. 9.— King George 
left Buckingham Palace at 10:37 
a. m., today In a nuge especially 
built ambulance bound for Craig­
weil House, at Bognor, where he 
will complete his convalescence. . .

His majesty waved his hand to a 
huge throng which had gathered 
outside.the palace gates early in 
the morning to witness his depart­
ure.

It w'as the first time he had been 
out of the palace in almost three 
months.

The waiting throng, gave a tre­
mendous cheer as the ambulance 
came through the main gate.

Queen Mary followed in a lim­
ousine.

The ambulance was fitted with 
huge plate glass windows on both 
sides, permitting a partial view of 
its royal occupant.

Carried on Stretcher.
The king was removed from the 

palace upon a stretcher promptly at, 
10:30 a. m. He was placed on a 
comfortable cot slung^on resilient 
springs. Two uniformed nurses sat 
onposite each other on either side 
of him.

The royal physicians followed in 
another motor car. Household of­
ficials in two other cars also fol­
lowed, making it a. procession of 
five vehicles including the Queen’s 
limousine.

The ambulance was driven by his 
majesty’s personal chauffeur, 
Humphreys.

The distance to Bognor is 64 
miles. It Is expected the King 
will arrive there in about three 
hours.

Pine Hill Inn, formerly known as 
Gillman Pines, located in Oakland 
and Manchester’s only night club, is 
going to be closed. This fact be­
came known in Police Court here 
this morning when Mrs. Elizabeth 
S. Rasch of Hartford, proprietor of 
the place, was -convicted on a 
charge of keeping liquor with intent 
to sell by Judge Raymond A. John­
son, was fined $200 and costs in ad­
dition to a 30 days suspended jail 
sentence.

The courtroom was crowded to 
the doors, probably due to the state­
ment by Mrs. Rasch to fhe effect 
that she would make startling 
revelations if prosecuted. However, 
Mrs. Rasch did not utter a single 
word throughout the hearing and 
her lawyer. Attorney William 
Harney, entered _a plea of guilty 
when the charge was read.

To Leave Town.
Prosecuting Attorney Charles R. 

Hathway stated that Mrs. Rasch 
had “ thrown up her hands.”  “ She 
is dismantling her house and is go­
ing to get out of town,”  he contin­
ued. "Places like she has been 
managing have not been allowed to 
exist before in Manchester and they 
shouldn’t be now. The neighbors 
want to get rid of her, too,

“ Mrs. Rasch has done a whole 
lot of talking,”  continued the prose­
cutor, “ but now she’s.doing nothing 
but retracting her former state­
ments. The state has sufficient evi­
dence and absolute proof of what 
has been going on in the place. 
Liquor has been kept there and sold 
tp.patrons.

3 No Question of Gnllt.
“ There is no ques'tion as to either 

the feiillt or character of the wo­
man. She is a woman the - town 
dioesn’t want. In view of the fact 
that the attorney for the defense 
tells me his client has faithfully 
promised to get out of town. I am 
going to recommend a suspended 
jail sentence of thirty days, how­
ever, as a precaution against any 
further possible trouble. Regard­
ing the fine, I believe that $200 and 
costs will be sufficient.”

Lost Money.
Attorney Harney, speaking In 

Mrs. Rasch’s behalf, said that Pine 
Hill Inn has been operated on a 
losing basis and that his client was 
still liable for the lease which is 
going to set her back considerably. 
“ This is Mrs. Rasch’s first arrest 
and conviction on this charge,”  he 
said. “ She has promised to steer 
clear of Manchester and I believe 
that the 30 days suspended jail sen­
tence will be a sufficient club over 

.her head but I do not agree with 
the prosecutor’s recommendation 
for sc fine. If I may use the slang 
term, Mrs. Rasch is ‘strapped finan­
cially’ and whatever-flne your honor 
imposes will be a real burden.”

Courts’ Sentence.
‘judge Johnson was satisfied with 

the promise of Mrs. Rasch to leave 
town and also with the prosecutor’s 
recommendation. He imposed a 
fine of $200 and costs with thirty 
days suspended jail sentence at­
tached. Mrs. Rasch 'appeared In 
court with her mother, Mrs. William 
Davis of East Hartford, Several 
other prisoners were in the prison­
er’s stand and Mrs, Rasch was al­
lowed to sit at the entrance. 
Whether Mrs. Rasch is going out of 
business immediately is not known, 
but she has promised to do so.

Washington, Feb. 9 — Herbert 
Hoover may or may not have com­
pleted his Cabinet. He alone knows 
and he hasn’t been exactly loqua­
cious on the subject. But whether 
he has or not, the volunteer Cab­
inet-makers of Washington are pro­
ceeding blithely ahead witk the 
parcelling out of the jobs.

The latest Cabinet story going 
rounds, and one that seemingly 
will- not down despite semi-official 
denials from semi-official spokes­
men, takes Justice, Harlan Flake 
Stone from the cloistered seclusion 
of the Supreme Bench and makes 
his attorney general Justice Stone 
only recently returned from several 
days with the President-Elect at 
Miami Beach.

Only 57 Tears Old
The story goes that Justice Stone 

has found the Supreme Bench to 
be less interesting than active prac­
tice. He is only 57 years old and

Curtis D. Wilbur, now secretary of 
the na'vy. Such a dlsposaPof Curtis\ 
D. Wilbur would relieve Mr. Hoover 
of a problem, for it is already well 
accepted that Dr. Ray Lyman Wil­
bur, his brother, is going to be In 
the Hoover Cabinet, and nobody 
can envision both Wilburs In the. 
Cabinet. '

The story continues that Justice 
Stone would remain as attorney 
general until the Department of 
Justice was running i^oothly and 
then he would retire to head his 
own law firm In New York. He 
has two lawyer sons. Ultimately, 
it is said, he would like to return to 
the bench, but not until he has had 
a fling at renumerative private prac­
tice.

I More Gossip.
This story Is linked up with an­

other bit of Washington gossip that 
affects Chief Justice William How­
ard Taft. It is to the general 
effect that Justice Taft "wishes to 
retire after he has served ten years 
as chief justice. That ten years 
will be up in July of 1931, mid-way 
in the Hoover term. He will then 
be 74 years old and he Is credited 
with a desire to devote the remain­
der of his life to writing.

To round it out, the story goes 
that upon Justice Taft’s retirement, 
Mr. Hoover would offer the chief 
justiceship to Mr. Stone.

A Story Froni Wall Street. -

Apparent-, 
ly the yrastrel at the other-isnfi of 
the line, like the prodlgil of old, 
was prot^ ing  that he had forfeit­
ed his right to-bpnie ahd eonshli 
But the father’s reply, which burn­
ed Itself upon my memory, was 
elmply, "Because you are our boy, 
and because we love yoq.”

There it all -was in a modern par­
able—̂ the errant son, the patient, 
forgiving father, whose love out­
lasted all sorrow ,and shame,- and 
who welcomed home the penitent 
to the famlly circle that was so bad­
ly brojten without him. One word 
of penitence had opened the door 
to restoration. "Like as a.father^ 
pltleth his children, so the. Lord! 
pitieth them that fear Him.

The Gateway To Home.
Nobody can read the Bible with­

out beipg Impre.ssed with the fact 
that all Us prophets and preachers 
and apostles sounded the call to re­
pentance. They know, and they 
knew that all men, knew, in their 
deepest consciousness, that tlieir 
sins had separated between them 
and God; aqd that the first step 
toward' restoration was repentance.

Old Greek philosophies and sub­
tleties concerning the divinity of 
man and .the unreality of sin were 
quite' familiar to St. Pan! and his 
associates; for those speculative no­
tions were more prevalent in his 
day than they are in ours which 
has revived them. But the  ̂wise 
apostle wasted no-tine in argument 
concerning that upon which the 
hearts of all the miiltifude of-man­
kind were clear, evep though the 
inUids of the professional teachers 
might he muddled. He preached 
Christ crucified, a Saviour from 
sin. calling upon all raen.tp repent 
and to he converted.

This stern leaching of,the whple 
rBible is;not paiTfciilarly popular to­
day. Our mdrtd Is to try to lift our­
selves by nur own bootstraps. A 
vague and .ie.1une idealism is a pop­
ular substitute for repentence and 
faith. Many of our pulpits have 
turned from .the historic Gn.cppl to 
a proclamation of political inter­
nationalism and social d,econstruc- 
tio’n. One of the most effective col­
lege evangelist^ of twentv years ago 
has even passed through the.se two 
latter stages and is liow ehgrnfts*‘d 
in writin.s and speaking about sex! 
When a Christian turns from what 
the Greeks called tho "foolishness” 
of the Cross, there Is no telling in 
what really folly he will land.

If there Is one subject over which 

you can start a row Quicker than 
you can over religion that subject, 
lu Connecticut, is daylight saving 
time. Wherefore there is a sudden 
skipping and scampering and earn­
est changing of subjects among 
Connecticut's Jeglslalors when 
anyone brashly mentions the reso­
lution introduced by a New Haven 
representative repealing the law 
outlawing dayllghL saving clocks.

It will be remembered that there 
is a law on the statute books mak­
ing it a misdemeanor to display 
publicly any clock set to anything 
but eastern standard time. The re­
sult of that law is that, in commu­
nities like Manchester, pretty much 
everybody's watch, and pretty much 
everybody's house, store and ofllce 
clock, are set to daylight time, 
while the seml-occasionai timepiece 
that is “ publicly displayed”  ac­
cording to the letter of the law, 15 
in hour slower.

Never w-as there a more ridicu­
lous law— whether daylight saving 
lime is a good thing or a bad thing. 
It is ridiculous because It is so 
woefully, 80 pitifully inefficient and 
hopeless. It-fails utterly to do .what 
It was expected by its sponsors to 
do— force general adherence to 
standard time. It is a laughing­
stock law.

And yet there is almost no 
chance that It will be repealed. 
You couldn’t repeal it without a 

.terrific rumpus and. nobody wants 
the rumpus.

*So far as this newspaper Is con­
cerned it doesn’t care a boot .about 
the scheme of shifting the clocks 
during the summer— one way or 
tlie other. It believes that as much 
dAyligbt could be “ saved”  by sim­
ply changing the hours of indus- 

and business as by turning the 
hhnds' of tbe timepieces. But it re­
grets that the Legislature of Con-
nfecticut ever fastened this foolish«
laiw upon tbe cities and towns of 
the state in the first place. We are 
just naturally opposed, to unwork- 
a^le, piffllug, class-maneuvered 
statutes of all kinds, and this one 
bjfclongs at the top of that heap. .

AGAIN CANCER HOPE
Scientists engaged In the search 

for a cure tor cancer have become 
In recent years excessively cautioua 
in all statements concerning their 
discoveries and hopes. So many 
times have the lalety slslzed greed­
ily on some new development in 
the war on cancer and converted it 
into a promise ot early conquest 
over tbe dread disease, only to ex­
perience disappointment, that the 
researchers now proceed with the 
utmost restraint in announcing new 
gTounds for encouragement, 
f The Institute for Biological Re­
search o f Johns Hopkins Universi­
ty, however, has permitted to be 
made public the result of a series 
of iDvestigations into certain 
aspects o f cancer history which has 
developed some facts that may 
prove to have been a valuable 
starting point for curative experi­
mentation. It has been quite con­
clusively shown that tuberculosis 
and eanoir do not thriva normally 
in th« «am« human body. A long 
and close'itudy ot equal numbers 
ot actively tuberculousN persons and 
ot persons tree from active tuber­
cular manifestations— including In 
both groups cases similar in age, 
sex and other condltion8-~>ahows 
that of the tubercnlar group only 
1.2 per cent had cancer while of 
the non-tubercular group 9.3 were 
sufferers from malignant tumors. 
Nearly 900 cases in each group
were studied, and the result was *
checked in various ways.

The researcher's feel justified in 
assuming then, with more than 
seven times as much cancer among 
the non-tubercnlona as among tbe 
tuberculous, that there is a signifi­
cant antipathy between' the ele­
ments of tuberculosis and cancer, 
and that there was at'least a chance 
that some sort of tuberculin treat­
ment might be found which would 
mitigate, perhaps eradicate, the 
principle of malignant tumors.

Such experimentation has been 
under way for a long time, and. it 
is. obvious that the researchers are 
encouraged, but they are extreme­
ly circumspect in their announce­
ments. They put it that “ all that 
can be said at present is that in the 
cases treated the longest tumors 

shown definite retrogres­
sion.”

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LESSON8 FROM THE ARCTICS'^meat is used it should be eaten by
Some of- tbe explorers of tbe far 

north have been i surprised to find 
that the EsklOib does not sufler 
from such deficiency diseases as 
scurvy or rickets, nor does be have 
hardening, o f the arteries, blood or 
sk̂ ln diseases. This is remarkable 
In view of the lack of'fru its and 
vegetables In the very far north. 
This would seem to contradict some 
of the findings that have been made 
in' regard/'to vitamins.

The Eskimo baby is nursed until 
it is four or six years o f age, by 
which time be has a good set of 
teeth with which- to begin eating 
meat. From that time on his diet 
consists of red meats,; the flesh of 
land' and sea animals, waterfowl 
and fish. Most of tbe meat is eaten 
raw. as there is little chance for 
cooking. Quite an amount of fat 
is .Mten, but the lean parts of meats 
or fish are really preferred! It Is 
posrible that by eating the meat 
raw some of the vitamint; of meat 
are conserved, and prevent a de­
ficiency in the diet.

.The Eskimo is exposed to' the 
most severe weather, and often goes 
without food for long periods of 
time, but his high protein diet 
seems to keep him in excellent con­
dition.

Many diseases were found among 
the Eskimos , in those parts o f 
Labrador where civiHzation has in­
troduced cereals and civilized cook­
ing. Right here is the most Im- 
porta'nt point we'can gather from 
the results-.of these recent investi­
gations.' While meat furnishes an 
excellent kind of food for a mono 
diet, when starches, especially the 
denatured kind, are addedf to the 
meat diet, all manner of disorders 
develop. This is because.the mix­
ture of starch with meat, makes a 
bad combination from a dietetic 
standpoint. Digestion of the meat 
Is interfered with, and thus the 
Eskimo who eats bread and meat 
together does not get the full value 
of the protein which he could com­
pletely digest and assimilate if the 
meat were used by itrelf. Most of 
the toxins which develop from meat 
eating should really be blamed 
upon tbe indiscriminate mixture'^of 
starches with meats. Of course it 
is not wise for those of us living in 
temperate climates to consume as 
large a quantity of meat as would 
be advantageous to the Eskimo, but

Itself or in combination with the 
leafy green vegetables.

Many are ' theoreticaily opposed 
to meat eating, but still occasion­
ally waiver from- their Idealistic 
stand and slip ..in a slice of roast 
be?f. Next time any of you do that, 
try eating a. green v^etable salad 
with tbe meat in place of bread 
or potatoes and you will be sur­
prised how well it seems to agree 
with you.

QUESTIONS AND ANSAVERS 
A Candidate For The First Row 

Question: J. W. P. asks: “ Will 
you please advise a remedy for hair 
falling out? I have been using bear 
grease; is this good for tbe hair?”  

Answer: The best remedy is a 
good vigorous rubbing and massage 
of the scalp. '.This increases the 
circulation near the roots ot the 
hair. I have also found that the 
ultra violet'light is healthful In 
many cases. The diet should be 
rich in fruits and vegetables.

Fruits With Meals? 
Question: A. G. writes: “ In a 

dinner of meat, bread and vege­
tables, de don’ t use fruit. But may 
we eat desserts of fruits, or dried 
fruits?

Answbr: The acid frrits should 
not be used at any meal containing 
bread but small amounts of dried 
fruits such as raisins, figs and 
prunes may be used with whole­
wheat bread. Stewed acid fruits 
however, may be used for dessert at 
a meal containing meat but '  not 
containing starchy food.

Jiiniping In Sleep 
Question: R. H. writes: “ I would 

like to knbw what causes me to 
jump in my sleep. T am under­
weight. What would be good for 
that?’?

Answer: Your trouble is no
doubt caused by using the wrong 
food combinations, which produce 
excessive gas pressure and indiges­
tion during the night. If you are 
very much under weight, it Is an 
evidence that your assimilation 'is 
poor. This is often because of im­
proper functioning of the liver or 
pancreas. Excessive thinness’ is a 
disease, caused by some functional 
disorder, yind out the cause of 
your thinness, and the cure will 
then be naturally suggested. Do 
not make the mistake i of stuffing;
yourself with food In order to try 

it Is well to remember that when and gain weight.

cial losses for some ye^rs to 
come.”

As the size ot ships Increases, 
more and more attention Is being 
given to lifeHsav'ing equipment de­
signed to enable passengers and 
crews to escape in case ot disas­
ter. The rules adopted at Lon­
don provided for boats fo r . all, 
with an understanding that- as 
high as 25 per cent might be 
taken care o f with i l f ' rafts. Since 
tfle development of radio, with 
which all passenger ships are now 
equipped, attention has been pat'’ 
especially to the .natter of keep­
ing all bands safely afloat until 
aid reaches them, without much 
bother about facilities for exten­
sive naviigation.

Lifeboats tdo often have .been 
smashed against the sides of 
ships or dumped over in' the water 
during shipwrecks, as in the case 
of the Vestrls-where many women

and children were drowned before 
‘the boats got clear of the ship, 
that strong sentiment has arisen 
for more life rafts, those have a 
better chance of landing safely In' 
the water.

The British Board of Trade, 
^hose carefully , studied program 
the convention will consider, has 
put the problem of subdivision "if 
ships at the bead of its list. The 
ex|;>erience of the Vestrls assures 
ample attention of ‘.ne matter of 
openings in the hull as well as the 
division of ships into watertight 
compartments.

International Sunday-School Lesson Text, Feb. 10. .A*

Repent ye, and believe the Gospel.— Mark 1:15.

In the beginning of the Christian^the most learned who believe that
- life, belief may be a mere persua­

sion that the gospel is true. ThlSi 
first belief can grow unyi it be­
comes an unchangeable, interior 
conviction derived from perception 
and understanding, whereupon be­
lief becomes faith. Faith real and 
genuine involves spiritual illumina­
tion. It enables one not to guess at 
the path of life, but to see it and 
to walk in it. At the shore of real i 
faith the dominion of the floods of 
doubt and despair ends.

Yet real faith is more than the il­
luminating light of the mind. That 
light, if cold. Is not faith. Real 
faith has heat in it. for it Is derived 
from love. Love in faith gives the 
highest intelligence.

Faith is not dependent upon the 
learning called scholarship. It is 
possible that the so-called learned 
of today as a class have less real 
faith than those have who are of 
average learning, for faith has its 
origin in a heart-relation to the 
Lord. The unlearned, the day la­
borer, the struggling poor who 
carry on in the deep conviction 
that the Lord Is good to all, and 
overrules events for the final and 
lasting good, have more faith than

nature is self-made and that God 
has nothing to do with the out­
come of events. The simple good 
may see the Providence in the af­
fairs o f. the world as clearly as a 
most skillful reasoner. It is the 
perception of the Lord’s relation to 
man that makes faith genuine.

Repentance is essential to faithl 
Something like faith comes before 
repentance, for there is a hqpe or 
persuasion that leads to repent­
ance; but faith Is not real until 
evils are put away. Real faith can­
not be given until after repent­
ance, for it comes from seeing that 
the marvelous power of the Lord 
cleanses from sin and supplants evil 
desires with the affections for uses, 
the neighbor, and the Lord. Faith 
is a working force, giving victory 
over darkness, doubt, worry, and 
the things that distress. No one 
can have faith except as he shuns 
evils, for living faith has power to 
put evil away, and rejoices in the 
works of God’s love. Repent ye, 
and believe the gospel; thereupon 
the Lord’s presence and power will 
be demonstrated and revealed to the 
life. __

Boston, Feb. 9.— William T. Til- 
den, the “ bad boy’’ of American 
tennis, is back in the good graces 
of the United States Lawn Tennis 
Association today after having been 
under suspension almost six months 
for violating the player-writer pro­
vision of the amateur rule.

Although Tilden now stands be­
fore the sports ■world as a simon 
pure without a blemish upon his 
record, the committee warned him 
with a parting verbal slap that a 
repetition of his offense would re­
sult in his disqualification for all 
time.

The action was taken at a closed 

meeting. It was announced later 
that the resolution that Tilden be 
reinstated, to take effect immedi­
ately, was introduced by Louis J.

Basketball as respects its be­
ginning, its history and as it is 
played today, were among the 
points of the game discussed by L. 
R. Nixon, secretary-treasurer of 
the Central. Connecticut Board of 
Approved Basketball Officials, in 
a radio talk over -Station WTIC 
which was heard by many sport 
lovers in Manchester last night.

Occasional Mistakes,

of the fact that he is the man who 
has been engaged as the official of 
the game, and that he will make de­
cisions to the'best of his ability and 
judgment. This man must use his 
own judgment and make lightning 
Interpretations, and therefore can 
be expected to make occasional mis­
takes in the heat of the game.’ ’ 

Much criticism of officials by 
players and spectators comes from 
ignorance of the rules and rule 
changes, acording to Mr. Nixon. In 
this connection, he added that It is 
fair to assume that 90 per cent, of 
the spectators and 75 per cent of 

' I  the players never look at a rule 
book, but endeavor to learn the 
rules through experience and hear­
say.

Origin of Biuketbalt. 
Explaining that “ basketball pos­

sesses the unique distinction of 
having been Invented by one Indi­
vidual for the sole purpose of meet­
ing the needs of team competition,” 
Mr. Nixon reviewed the history of 
the game. Basketball was con­
ceived 37 years ago by Dr. James 
N. Nalsmlth, an Instructor at 
Springfield Y. M. C. A, College in 
Springfield, Mass. The first game 
was playeti with a Soccer ball which 
was tossed into an ordinary peach 
basket fastened to the wall ten 
feet from the floor. The teams of 
the early days numbered from nine 
to 50 players, depending on the 
size of the court. In 1893 the num­
ber of players on a team was limit­
ed to nine. The same year saw the 
formation of the first girls’ basket­
ball team, organized at Smith Col­
lege. Northhampton, Mass. In 
1896 the first five-man team "was 
formed. During its comparatively 
brief existence, the sport has under­
gone many changes, but the pres­
ent day finds its well standardized.
