London, Feb. 15.— British official 
circles were dumbfounded today by 
published reports that Great Bri­
tain will invite the United States in­
to a naval limitation conference 
within the next three months. The 
reports were branded as -'bsolutely 
untrue.

Sir Austen Chamberlain, British 
foraign secretary, not only refused 
to be quoted, but refused to discuss 
the reports in any way.

However, official opinion was 
summed up for International News 
Service this afternoon by a source 
other than the foreign office as fol­
lows:

“ Any such suggestion is most 
harmful at the present time, and 
can only change the existing situa­
tion for the worse. There is no 
avenue for approach between the 
two countries upon this subject. 
You cannot equalize eight inch and' 
six inch guns. It must be f’*ankly 
admitted that Britain was opposed 
to the original preparatory dis­
armament conference because the 
British were fully aware that it 
must inevitably break up in dis­
agreement.

A Question of Time
“ Possibly, in the course of time, 

conditions may alter things anc. ad­
just themselves to the extent that 
there will b» a mutual deslr.j to 
approach the subject again. But 
that is a question of time 
titude at present is that 
said the better.”

Sir Austen. Chamberlain, British 
foreign secretary, addressed the 
Association of American Corres­
pondents at a luncheon here yes­
terday. He touched upon the naval 
tiuestion, but his listeners were 
pledged to secrecy. From the events 
that have followed, there is every 
indication that one of the corres­
pondents not only broke his pledge, 
but gathered a mistaken idea from 
the foreign secretary’s remarks.

HOOVER ON TOUR 
IN EVERGLADES

Chicago, Feb. 15.— A direct 
charge that Chicago policemen had 
killed the seven gangsters lined 
against a ■well and massacred with 
machine guns was made here today 
by F. D. Silloway, deputy prohibi­
tion administrator.

Silloway made the charge after 
he had exposed reports made by his 
private prohibition agents, making 
an independent investigation of 
the horrible slaying,'the worst in 
the history of gangland, in which 
the entire “ mob” of George “ Bugs” 
Moran, north side liquor king, was 
wiped out.

It was pointed out by Silloway 
that the automobile used by the 
murderers was a Cadillac, such as 
a police squad car, and that in^the 
getaway all witnesses ‘ testified the 
machine had both a siren and a 
gong.

“ A squad from the bureau hi­
jacked a load of liquor from the 
Moran crowd three weeks ago,” 
Silloway charged. “ That took place 
on Indianapolis boulevard, accord­
ing to our Information.

“ here were 500 cases in that load 
and the Moran crowd ■was bitterly 
resentful.

Political Pressure.
“ They started pressure through 

their political connections to force 
the return of the .liquor and the 
squad was fearful of 
trouble with the federal courts.

IS NOT ENGAGED

Washington, Feb. 15— Oil and 
rum formed the legislative diet of 
the Senate ■‘ oday as It began con­
sideration of the Walsh Salt Creek 
oil report while the Jones prohibi­
tion bill remained its “ unfinished 
business.”

The oil report, filed by Senator 
Thomas J. Walsh, (D) of Montana, 
would criticize the Inferior and 
Justice Departments for delay in 
cancelling Harry F. Sinclair’s con­
tract for Royalty oil in the Salt 
Creek fields of Wyoming. The Sen­
ate public lands committee rejected 
the report by a to 6 party vote 
and Walsh brought it to the floor 
of the Senate for justification.

There was every indication the 
Senate, too, would' reject th- re­
port, since the Insurgent Bloc ap­
parently has deserted Walsh’s lead­
ership. In the committee room. 
Senator Nye, (R) of North Dakota, 
the Insurgent chairman, led a fight 
against the Walsh report and voted 
against it. He said he agreed with 
certain portions but disagreed with 
Walsh’s condemnation of Assistant 
Attorney General William J. Dono­
van, much mentioned as a possible 
choice for attorney general in Presi­
dent-Elect Hoover's Cabinet.

The Walsh report will be debated 
from noon until 2 o’clock. There 
seemed little likelihood of a final 
decision on the report in that 
limited time.

Lengthy Report
The report consummated the 

committee’s lengthy inquiry into 
disposition of the government’s 
Royalty oil from the Salt, Creek 
fields.

LOANS TO WALL ST. 
ARE IN DECREASE

Miami Beach, Fla., Feb. 15.-:—In 
his life-time role of a skilled and 
competent engineer, President- 
Elect Hoover set out from his pre- 
inaugural headquarters here early 
this morning for a two day motor 
trip that will carry him nearly 500 
miles through the area hardest hit 
by the Florida hurricane last Sep­
tember. J

It was Mr. Hoover’s desire to 
view the locale personally to the 
end he would be better qualified to 
consider relief measures after as­
suming the presidency. The Presi­
dent-Elect’s itinerary will carry him 
through the Everglades and around 
Lawe Okeechobee, where more than 
2,000 people perished when the 
stqrm literally hurled the water out 
of the lake and over the country­
side. 'There is a distinct drainage 
problem if the possibility of another 
such disaster is to be averted, and 
he wants to test his own engineer­
ing ski l̂ in that connection.

Those In Party.
Accompanying Mr. Hoo-^er were 

Major General Edgar Jadwin, chief 
of army engineers; Rep. Frank 
Reid, (R ) of 111., chairman of the 
house flood control committee. 
Gov. Doyle E. Carlton of Florida 
and the state’s experts and en­
gineers. A cavalcade of twenty 
automobiles was necessary to carry 
the whole party.

Today’s trip will cover the 233- 
mile stretch between Miami Beach 
and Clewiston. Arrangements have 
been made to put the Hoover party 
up overnight at Clewiston.

Along the road, the President- 
Elect will see not only the scars of 
the hurricane, but the scars of the 
real estate boom that burst with 
such devastating effect in 1926. He 
will pass through vast stretches of 
barren land in so far as bouses are 
concerned, yet complete with sewer 
systems, sidewalks, gutters and 
useless street-lights. He will see 
the skeletons of half built hotels, 
obviously to have been most lavish 
had they ever been completed.

Drop Over 100 Million DoK 
lars Since Congress Is­
sued Warning,.

■Washington, Feb. 15.— Tension 
ever the tremendous volume of 
credit absorbed in Stock Market 
activities was somewhat relieved 
today following the announcement 
that loans to brokers and dealers 
by New York City member hanks 
of the federal reserve system had 
declined $101,000,000, the week 
ending February 13,

The board’s report indicated that 
out-of-town banks had cut their 
brokers loans by $72,000,000 and 
that there had been substantial re­
ductions by the member banks on 
their own account and for the ac­
count of others, Including corpora­

As a result of the reduction it { 
appeared that the reserve hoard 
might not take further steps to cur­
tail credit than its warning notice 
of a week ago, now regarded as a 
method of frightening the small 
speculators out of the market.

Loans Falling Off 
Experts interpreted the falling 

off of brokers loans as an indica­
tion that the banks, corporations, 
individuals and others are heeding 
the board’s warning. The cut last i 
week was in contrast to an increase 
of over $100,000,000 the day fol­
lowing the board’s statement 
threatening curtailment of credit.

Coincident with the quarterly 
gathering of the federal reserve ad­
visory council today, it appeared

The Jones bill meanwhile will he 

debated by the Senate after two 
o’clock. It would provide for In­
creasing the penalty for criminal 
prohibition violations to a new 
maximum,of $10,000, fines and five 
years imprisonment.

CARDINALS BECOME 
PRINCES BY PACT

All of the Citizens of New 
Papal State Will Have 
Two Nationalities.

Rome, Feb. 15.— All cardinals 
will be consid6re4 princes of royal 
blood when the agreemont bety/een 
the Vatican and the Italian State 
comes into official being through 
ratification.

Only the cardinals of the. cnrla 
will be Vatican citizens, it. was 
stated in church circles today..

The new Italian Parliament, 
which will ratify the treaty of con­
ciliation, v/ill be elected late next 
month and will convene on April 
10. In the meantime, however, the 
treaty will be approved by the Fas­
cist Grand Council.

It Is understood .that citizen.s of 
the new papal state, or feity of the 
Vatican, will enjoy dual.nationality 
— both state and church— similar 
to the citizenship of residents of the 
dual monarchy of Austria-Hungary 
before the war.

From an authoritative source it 
is learned that the work of build­
ing a railway station Inside the 
Vatican gardens wlU be under­
taken at once.

Papal Carriages
Pope Plus XI has already order­

ed Papal carriages from a Milan 
firm. This indicates that the Pon,- 
tiff may spend the summer outside 
of Rome.

It is likely the Pope, if he leaves 
this city, will spend the summer 
months at the convent of Conte 
Cassino -.'nd Villa Castel Gandolfo.

Owing to illness and the heavy 
strain of his diplomatic duties in 
recent years, it was reported that 
Papal Secretary of St.' to Gasparri 
may retire. This report, however, 
wa> denied at the Vatican.

There is high interest in the pro­
posed visit of King Victor Em­
manuel to Pope Pius XI after the 
treaty of conciliation is ratified. As 
Parliament is not .qxpocted to give 
long debate to the treaty, it is pos­
sible it may be ratified by the mid­
dle of May. The measure ratifying 
the pact will oe inCr.oduced by 
Premier Mussolini himself.

I reminded Mr. Ford that his old 
friend, Thomas A. Edison, world’s 
famous inventor, had stated on his 
82nd birthday last Monday that "he 
did not know a single person who 
was happy.

"Do you know one happy per­
son?”  I asked him.

“ Yes,”  he replied. " I  think Mr. 
Edison is the happiest man I knew. 
He has reasons to bo happy. He al­
ways has been busy. Early in life 
through hard work and the use of 
his great brain he accumulated 
enough money to do things. His 
creative genius has resulted in un­
told good for humanity. Think of 
the satisfaction that must give to 
him.

“ Edison’s work has always been 
constructive and genuinely worth 
while. That is the thing that makes 
for happiness.

"He radiates happiness. Any one 
is happy in his presence. It is con- 
tagiou ĵ.”

"Be Cheerful”
Ford remarked that "people 

ought to be more cheerful” . They 
take themselves too seriously, he 
thought, adding:

"Generally when people are seri­
ous they are in some sort of 
troAble. And it is usually their own 
fault if they are in trouble.”

} "What is your formula for suc- 
I cess?”

"Work,” said Mr. Ford, succinct­
ly. Vlt’s the only think I know of 
that will do it. A successful man 
must use his head, his hands and 
his feet.”

"Looking back on your own suc­
cessful life, w'hat achievement, or 
what moment, gave you the biggest 
thrills?”

Mr. Ford smiled and then re­
plied, cryptically:

“ The last moment. That’s the 
best moment for everybody. You 
feel better today than you d'd yes­
terday. You have learned some-

If a 
boy has a desire for a college educa­
tion he probably will get something 
out of it. But, after all, it’s the stuff 
the boy is made of that counts.”

“ What is your impression of the 
young people of today? Ai-e trey go­
ing in too much for luxuries and 
amusements?”

“ No, sir, they are ah right, they 
■are alert and active and they are 
going in for experience. I confess 
I don’t know what luxury is. If hav­
ing more things is implied, I think 
the viewpoint is wrong, for what 
they are really getting is experi­
ence.”

“ How is your health, Mr. Ford?
Do you diet and.exercise?”

"I feel fine,”  he replied. "I f I 
don’t, I know it’s my own- fault. 
When you do not fee^ right it .is 
generally, because you have over­
eaten or have eaten the ’ wrong 
things.

“ Not too much. Is a safe plan, 
and do not mix the three different 
foods. I mean fruit, protein and 
starch. They should be eaten 
separately, an all fruit meal, an all 
protein meal and so on.”

His E x c is e
“ Do you play golf or tennis?”
"No. When I want exercise I run 

or chop wood, a brisk run on rising 
in the morning and just before re­
tiring at night is a great thing for 
the system. I like to get a good 
workout iff this way. I can get my 
"ixerclse quickly, and just when I 
want it. If I feel bad I stop eating 
and run it off.”

Mr. Ford told how many of his 
executives bad voluntarily started 
dieting and found it of inestimable 
value to their health and efficiency. 
He said that at his boy’s trade 
training school at Wayside, Mass., 
the thirty pupils have been on a 
diet all winter. And not a single 
one of them has been ill a day.

Edison’s Experiments
Discussing Mr. Edison’s experi­

ments with rubber plants which the 
famous inventor undertook for the 
purpose o f giving this country a 
big home grown rubber supply In 
the event of a national emergency, 
Mr. Ford predicted that Edison 
"will find something that can be 
grown all over the country.”

Edison himself said on Monday 
that he believed that those states 
bordering on the Gulf of Mexico 
can grow plant rubber with profit 
to the farmer “ in case of war 
prices.”

Ford lauded Edison pointing out 
that his great inventions made pos­
sible “ m>ass production,”  which 
revolutionized industry in America. 
He said that we have been living in 
the “ comfortable age”  since 1880, 
The year after Edison evolved the 
electric light, the dynamo and 
motor.

Gave Edison Ground
"I am extremely optimistic re­

garding what Mr. Edison is doing 
■ ■ “  ■ "I  have

given him the use of 22,000 acres 
in Georgia on which to plant rub­
ber specimens. He told me today 
he intended to start planting there 
right away. This land is in Bryan 
county, twenty miles south of 
Savannah. We plan to clear the 
timber off it. What Mr. Edison 
likes about it is that it is virgin 
soil.”

“ All the things that go to make 
an auto possible date back to the 
first electric light which Edison in­
vented in 1879. 'A  mmilar unit 
that he used to-make light is now 
used iu the generators, the starter 
and the battery. Every automobile 
embodies a complete electric light 
and power plant, which is neces­
sary.”

Mr. -Ford was asked if he was 
particularly interested  ̂in any one 
scientific experiment of the last 
year.

“ No,” he replied. “ I always have 
been interested in autofnobiles. 
That takes in nearly every art,’’ he 
added, laughing.

“ Are you planning to make ex­
periments while you are here?” 

“ Yes,”  he said. “ We are always 
trying to improve automatically. I 
mean to say that things made by 
machine are better than those made 
by hand. They are more accurate. 
Only tools are made by hand nowa­
days.”

Ford talked enthusiastically of 
the work now being done at Dear­
born, Mich.,— the building of a 
museum which will preserve a 
record of the accomplishments of 
Edison, the late Luther Burbank, 
and others. A number of buildings 
are being constructed on a 125 
acre plot. One section of the 
•museum will be an exact’ duplicate 
of Menlo Park, New Jersey, con­
taining the original laboratory 
where Edison did his first research 
work. Nearby will be Mrs. Jordan’s 
boarding house, the first house 
illuminated by electricity, where 
many of Edison’s fellow-workers' 
used to live.

“ The museum, will be a technical 
institute for the education of boys,” 
said Mr. Ford. "W e expect to give 
a boy in two years what it would 
take him fifteen years to hunt up. 
We have the evolution of every art 
that we can find.”

FOR THE SMOKERS

London— England is the paradise 
I of the smoker. In no other country 
is the lover of the fragant weed al- 

1 lowed so many liberties;
To begin with, there is hardly 

la restaurant or hotel dining room 
I in which one may not smoke at 
will. Occasionally there is one re- 

Istriction— pipe smoking is forbid- 
Iden.

Smoking is permitted In all 
(hotel lounges except one, which is 
] reserved for old ladles who ' ob­
ject. All trains are provided with 

(carriages in which smoking is 
permitted and these greatly out­
number those in which smoking is 
not allowed. Smoking is freely 
permitted in the restaurant cars 
and in the sleeping cars. Men do 

(not have td huddle in the wash­
room of a Pullman as they do in 
America.

O. K. In All Movies 
The underground trains all

hav^ more cars in which smoking 
is permitted than those in w hi^  
It is forbidden. The tram'cars 
have a top story in which smoking 
is allowed. So have the omni­
buses. The vast bulk of the Lon­
don theaters permit smoking in 
the auditorium. Every movie in 
town permits it.

This is in sharp contrast with 
America. In New York, for in­
stance, it is an offense even to 
take a lighted cigar or clgaret 
down the stairs to the subway, 
much less smoke in the cars or on 
the platforms.

Germanic countries have been 
more like the United States in this 
regard. There are practically no 
theaters in Berlin where one is 
permitted to smoke. Smoking is 
allowed on top of tram cars and 
buses, but these are uncovered, so 
that it is like smoking in the open 
air, whereas most of the top sto­
ries of the London busses and 
tram cars are glassed in.

In Vienna the extreme of rigid­
ity is observed. The theatergoer is 
not only forbidden to smoke in the 
auditorium but is not even al­
lowed to smoke in the lobby.

Vienna municipal authorities 
have a wholesome fear of fires.

Paris Strict, Too
Paris bids fair soon to link it­

self up rather on the side of New 
York, Berlin “ and Vienna rather 
than with London. Chlappe, the 
energetic new prefect of police, 
has decided against smoking in 
all amusement places unless per­
mission has been granted at the 
express request of the managers 
and then only after a body of his 
technical experts has inspected 
and approved the’ ventilation and 
fire precautions.

This is all the more piquant, 
because the average Briton priderf 
himself on being the greatest 
fr « h  air fiend in the world, 
wliereas he constantly pokes fun 
at the Frenchman and his fear of 
clean air. The fact is the Briton 
wants clean air and cold air in his 
home, but he is utterly indifferent 
to it in the theaters.

When a show is popular and 
the house is packed, along about 
the middle of the third act, the air 
in the average London theater is 
thick with pipe, cigar and cig- 
aret smpke.

Yet, la 
a moment where the very stability 
of the romance was at issue, a 
stage call came and she rushed 
away to the theater, leaving her 
love staring vacantly into air.^

And ]̂there was the  ̂venerable 
grandmother who, when scarcely 
able to’ ’̂ totter,- still was preparing 
to take the road as a trouper 
and who sat in her arm chair end­
lessly ajdoTing the paintfng of. a 
celebrated sire who had made 
stage history. Finally there was 
a fictitious youthful member of 
the family, who vowed not to be 
enslaved, as were the others, and 
whose sweetheart sought to res­
cue her. from the traditional ties. 
But, in. the end— she, too, went.

They'tell me that the Barry­
mores did not take kindly to the 
allusions. And yet, in spite of all 
the kidijing, it seemed to me a fine 
tribute/ after all, to a stage tradi­
tion that is. fast disappearing. Nor 
was the-comedy entirely untrue. It 
may have shown madder scenes 
than one would find around a Bar­
rymore:. family gathering— yet It 
asked y,pu to believe that the thea­
ter is firmly implanted in their 
blood. 'Which is not so hard to be­
lieve.

At any ra!te, the name of Bkrry- 
more will hang for many a year 
before a tasteful theater, of Span­
ish architecture— reminding one 
not only of Ethel, but of the great 
Mauric^and of Georgina Drew, of 
John Drew, and of John and 
Lionel Barrymore and all the rest 
of a great theatrical clan.

<■ The week on Broadway was 
marked only by the 146th— or was 
it the 143rd— play from the pen 
of Owen Davis. Davis seems to be 
the one, playwright who can leave 
the indefatigable Willard Mack be­
hind him. 1

Davis’ is a most adroit and skill­
ful craffsman of the theater. His 
most trl»rial 'item is likely to be a 
better prodqct than can be boast­
ed by many a more high-hatted 
gent.

TWs time he is back at mystery- 
comedy— the opus being “ Tqnight 
at 12,”  with a new producer to 
Broadway, Herman Shumlin, In 
charge. It Is one of the few en­
tertaining pieces in town. The 
other opening of the week was 
“ The Squealer,”  which went to the 
old-fashioned melodrama for its 
thrills and may succeed in amus­
ing jaded Hieater-goers.

It will be 
the greatest peace-time encamp­
ment of boj’̂ s in the history of the 
world and the purpose of the Jam­
boree is to increase the feeling of 
brotherhood betw'een the Boy 

i Scouts of many nations.
Tribute

The International Jamboree will 
also take the form of a tribute to 
3ir Robert Laden S. S. Powell, 
Chief Scout of the world, who twen­
ty-one years ago crystallized his 
studies of years and his Scouting 
experiences at Mafeking and organ­
ized the first troop of Boy Scouts 
In the world. There are now nearly 
2,000,000 Boy Scouts and Scout 
leaders affiliated through the Inter­
national Bureau. Somewhat less 
than half of this number are Boy 
Scouts of America, there being at 
present 600,000 boys and more 
than 200,000 leaders enrolled in 
this country. These Scouts all sub­
scribe in common, to the tenets of 
the Scout Oath and the Scout Law. 
The Boy Scout Movement share 
with the Red Cross the quality of 
being a great w'orld-wide program 
and with it is one of the only four 
service organizations chartered by 
Congress.

PROPOSED IN BILL

State Board of Education 
Wants to Define More 
Certain Schedule.

Ferns stay fresh and green and 
grow luxuriously if one remem­
bers to give them a bit of castor 
oil every now and then, a taste of 
cold tea or a drink of cold cof­
fee. A semi-weekly bath under 
the bathroom shower come near 
giving them the freshness of a 
day in the spring rain.

40 GYPSIES DROWNED

Berlin, Feb. 15.— Forty gypsies, 
including a number of women and 
children, were drowned in the Draii 
river, in Jugo-Slavia while trying to 
cross upon the ice, sail a dispatch 
from Vienna today.

Hartford, Feb. 15.— A school 
year of 190 days is provided for in 
the proposed revision of the Con­
necticut school laws now before the 
general assembly. The present law 
require 38 weeks of school and with 
omission of school days due to holi­
days and other causes the net 
school year in most towns is about 
184 days. The state board of edu­
cation, which is supporting the 
measure, feels that with the increas­
ing sums being spent on school 
plants and teaching personnel and 
with the enriched curriculum of­
fered, that the best interests o f 
pupil and the public are served by 
a lengthening of the compulsory 
school year. The proposed revision 
would fix a minimum school year 
whereas the present law. providing 
that schools shall be open 38 weeks, 
permits wide variation from year to 
year as a week might include from 
one to five school days.

Another interesting provision in 
the proposed code is that giving the

state board of education authority 
to. grant sugh degrees, exclusive of 
honorary degrees, as are usually 
granted in colleges of education. 
TWs proposal is Intended to aid 
many hundreds of teachers in the 
state. These teachers are accumu­
lating academic credit by taking 
professional courses either at sum'- 
mer schools or during the school 
yea/r.- Fully 600 Connecticut teach­
ers take courses at Yale each year. 
Few colleges will give a student a 
degree who has not been in resi­
dence for a much longer period 
than is possible for most teachers.

■JFurthermore, there is no college 
in Connecticut giving the prOfes- 

I sional courses that in-service teach­
ers desire that will grant a bach- 

j dor's degree to a woman.
! And so these teachers, under the 
proposed plan, would earn their 
creiUts at recognized instiutions 
anid when, with their normal school 

j credits they had met prescribed 
standards, the state board of edu­
cation would confer the degree of 
bachelor of education.

A high school-education and free 
text books are made rights rather 

I than privileges under other sections 
of the bill. The present law says 
that a town “ may” provide high 
school opportunity. The revision 
subditutes the word “ shall” as it is 
felt that secondary school education 
is now really, the right of any boy 
or girl in the state mentally 
equipped for it. The section re­
quiring free text books will affect 
only a few towns, 'and the high 
school section fewer.. And as re­
gards text books. It is pointed out 
that under this revision high as

well as elementary school texts T 
would be free to' the pupil,"

Several sections of the revision 
pertain to the towns having school 
districts. There is one provision 

I that district superintendents shall 
ha.ye the same rights as town su­
perintendents now have in regard 
to nomination of all teachers, those 
nominations to be accepted or re­
jected within a month. Another 
section refers to the fact that pre­
vious to 1909, by voluntary action, 
104 towns had consolidated their 
school districts. The proposed re­
vision would take from these towns 
the right to return to the district 
system, placing them In the same 
status as the towns that were con­
solidated by legislative act in 1909.

In speaking of the proposed re­
vision of the school'laws State Edu­
cation Commissioner Albert B. 
Meredith .said today that there, has 
been an attempt to effect simplicity 
and directness so that the laws 
may be easily read by a lay person. 
The term- “ board of education” 
would be established as the name of 
the body having charge of local 
schools, “^committee”  being elimi­
nated except as regards school dis­
tricts. Many of the school laws 

' enacted from time to time have 
provided for specific penalties for 
violations. Most of these have been 
elemlnated as the general law cov­
ering violation of school sfatutes is 
considered adequate in most cases.

SOWING BIG TROUBLE
Yesterday Chicago’s gang feuds 

assumed the proportions of civil 
w'ar; The casualty list In the raid 
of machine gunners against the 
forces of a rival criminal outfit 
takes on the dignified proportions 
of an international skirmish, at 
least. The word “murder” falls 
short or else transcends the effect 
cf the wiping out of seven human-] helpless 
lives in a storm of bullets—in any 
event it seems hardly to fit the 
magnificent scale of the slaughter.

In Chicago the great'majority 
of the people do not greatly con­
cern themselves with these gang 
fights. So long as the gunmen do 
not throw lead all over the place, 
endangering the Innocent bystand­
er, the good people of the city are 
content if racketeer destroys rac­
keteer. They are no, more disturb­
ed by the whir of the spray-gun or 
the popping of automatics than by 
the chilling of sparrowsi provided 
■jhe mortuary list includes- only 
toemhers of the lead-companies of 
Ihe bootleg princes. Chicago feels 
bo more responsibility and: worries 
no more over the mutual steel- 
jacketed reprisals than another 
community would oyer a dog fight 
In its streets.

Which may be all very well 
from one: point of view, hut Is not 
.well at all from another.

These gang wars, which are by 
no means confined to Chicago, so 
far have, seldom affected anybody 
hut gangsters, with the-,regrettable 
exception of an occasional slain po­
lice officer. They are breeding, how  ̂
jever, a lively appetite for slaughter 
and demonstrating the possibility 
of escape after even the most in­
credible festivals of murder—de­
veloping, in fact, an entirely new 
school of crimes of violence, far 
teore dangerous than anything this 
country has ever known before.
And there is: not the slightest as­
surance that these wholesale kill­
ings will always continue be 
confined to the circles that perpe- 
.trate them.

There is this to be remembered 
I—that the bootleg liquor trade Is a

With hundreds of an 
(entirely new type of criminal at 
large, determined to l^ve In the 
“big money” and habituated to the 
taking of life with a callousness 
surpassing that of the shock-troop 
soldier in war, what kind of a con­
dition will society then face? It Is 
rather appalling to think of the 
situation that would confront us, 
even today, should bootlegging be 
miraculonsly suppressed or displ&o- 
ed all of a sudden. Who and what 
would be safe from the automatic 
end the machine gu^of the rac­
keteer, diverted from the rackets 
to direct robbery?

A larger responsibility than the 
’ obvious one of the moment rests 

on the' authorities of cities like Chi­
cago In permitting the growth of 
the murder clans and the intensifi- 

* cation of the murder Idea. They 
ere sowing the seeds of a general 
banditry without parallel In North 
America.

going. The big boys don’t seem to 
be able to stand up so very well 
under the attacks of the smaller, 
livelier life units. So that when Dr. 
L. O. Howard warns us against an 
impending age of insect doipination 
of-the world there may he some to 
lend him an ear.

Dr. Howard, who is principal 
entomologist of ’the United States 
Department of Agriculture, de­
mands a mobilization of man’s in­
telligence in a life and death strug­
gle against world conquest by hugs. 
And the intelligence, he declares, is 
the only point in which man is the 
equal of insect when It comes to a 
showdown in fitness to survive. 
Anatomically and physically the in­
sects have the advantage, accord­
ing to the learned doctor. Their 
size, capacity of adaptation to en­
vironment, power of concealment, 
speed of movement, are all ele­
ments in their favor.

Already insects consume, he says, 
the equivalent of the work of a 
million men. Let them Increase ac­
cording to their extraordinary fe­
cundity and presently they will 
eat up the whole show, perhaps the 
human population along with it.

There is food for reflection in all 
this, particularly good food for that 
particular variety of human being 
who imagines himself the biggest 
doll on the top shelf. And if such a 
one will hire a boat and go fishing 
for snapper blues about half 
hour after sundown on a breezeless

It Is a good plan to begin the 
treatment as soon as the first iymp- 
toma of pain are noticed or when 
the hernia is first discovered. The 
patient should immediately secure 
a good rupture support and wear 
it constantly until he is assured by 
his doctor that the cure is complete;’

Answer: Clabber milk combines 
better with the baked apple or 
with some other slewed ifruit than 
it does with oranges or grapefruit. 
Thl^ is probably because the clab­
ber milk contains quite a large 
amount of lactic acid 'which does 
not combine well, with the citric 
acid of the orange or grapefruit.

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Scilmtists to hvestigate 
/Man's Behayior in New 

/ School Planned.
New Haven, Conn., Feb. 15.—  

Tale University has received gifts 
and subsidies representing a capital 
of $7,500,000 for the establishment 
of an Institute of Human Relations 
in which the University’s resources 
for the scientific investigation of 
man’s behavior from the physical 
and mental, the individual and 
social viewpoints will be concen­
trated, according to an announce­
ment made tonight by President 
James Rowland Angel!.

The Institute is designed to 
bring together sociologists, biolo­
gists, psychologists and economists, 
who will combine with their col­
leagues in such applied fields as 
law, medicine, and psychiatry to 
correlate knowledge of the mind 
and body and of individual and 
group conduct, and to study fur­
ther the interrelations of the many 
factors influencing human actions.

The announcement states that 
Yale intends to make a study of 
human behavior in all of its aspects 
one of the University’s major ob- j 
jectives. All of the departments of 
the natural and social sciences will 
co-operate so far as possible in this 
plan, with the Institute as the point 
of contact between them and as a 
center for their graduate and re­
search work. Every man on the 
staff of the Institute will hold an 
a.ppointment in a fundamental Uni­
versity department in order that the 
work of the Institute may be artic­
ulated with that of the University 
as a whole. This will make possible 
a co-ordination of related activi­
ties dealing with man’s welfare, and 
a concentration of knowledge and 
technique such as has never before 
been attempted in the solution of 
complex problems of human rela­
tions.

Close Affiliation
Such close affiliation with the 

professional schools, as well as 
with the fundamental departments 
of study, will encourage students to 
think of their professions as having 
to do primarily with human beings, 
rather than with test tubes, statute 
broks, codes on-creeds.

$a,500,000 has been given by th 
Rockefeller Foundation for a builrfr, 
irg. The -income from $2,000,^0r 
amounting, to $100,000 a year, pas 
also beeu"granted by. the Pouida- 
tion for'a 'period of ten year^ .for 
the development- of psychiatry, 
$50,000 .to be used annually lor the 
development of the educational pro­
gram in-this field, and $60,000 for 
the care of patients. j  /

to $50,000 a year, grated  by the 
Commonwealth Fund / i f  1920 and 
continuing through Ip^l.

The income fx^vk $3,000,000, 
amounting to $15tf,9'00 a year, has 
been voted for ren years by the 
Uaura Spelman /  Rockefeller Me- 
moriaj for research in the social 
sciences and fowtbe continuance of 
research in-ebud development and 
in psychology. /  /

Conduct of jtljfe Institute will rest 
with the-professors devoting their 
full time or mb larger part of their 
time to its mterests. The plan Is to 
form an eMijutive committee com­
posed of tye/deans of the graduate, 
medical aaulaw schools, one repre­
sentative M  thi social sciences, and 
one representative of the natural 
sciences./ /

/ Institute Building
Plang 4re now being drawn for 

the Institute building which .is to 
be located on land already acquired 
in thJ ,Immediate vicinity of the 
Yale BChool of Medicine and the 
New Maven hospital. It will provide 
modem facilities for activities now 
inadequately housed and widely 
scattered, bringing these units into 
contiguity with each other, so that 
alV pia/ enjoy a constant exchange 
of ideas and facilities.

Although a startling innov.ition, 
thb Institute of Human Relations 
is, according to'President Angell, a 
logical development of the best 
tendencies in modern education and 
research. It is designed to permit 
progress which cannot well be made 
as long as sharp lines divide the 
various branches of science from 
one another in educational institu­
tions. It-is based on the belief that 
Bpeaking precisely, the living hu­
man bod^ and the human mind are 
not separate, but inter-dependent 
entitles; , and that. In like manner, 
the individual and the social group 
can b3 understood only in relation 
to each other.

Though unique in conception the 
Institute is thus held to be based 
on the soundest principles. It will 
foster no fads and hold no brief for 
theories except those which grow 
out of thorough scientific investiga­
tion. It is believed by those organiz­
ing the Institute of Human Rela­

tions that the specUlization which 
followed, the important/ scleiitific 
discoveries of-the last century has 
done much to advance man’s knowl­
edge of human life and the tech­
nique for dealing with 'special 
phases of it, but that the time has 
now come for drawing together this 
knowledge and applying it..to the 
best advantage ofitsankind; /  as a 
whole. Man himsert/^/must now be 
the center oZ study, and his welfare 
an end and aim of the. biological 
and social sciences and of the re­
lated professions.

It is believed, concluded Presi­
dent Angell, that the Institute of 
Human Relations will make im­
portant contributions not only in 
specific additions to knowledge 
through research, but also in break­
ing down old barriers between the 
branches of science and in bringing 
about a unification of knowledge 
w'hich vt'ill revitalize graduate study 
and the’ training of w'orkers in all 
the fields which have to do with 
human' conduct.

Moscow.— A courtroom Jammed 

with proletarians, thirsty fo r ! 
revenge, ^heered the death sen­
tence of Alexey Kalganov, 25-year 
old son of aform er millionaire fish 
merchant, is one of the most sensa­
tional class war trials Moscow has 
had in months. '

Kalganov was accused of stab­
bing to death Karavayev, the Com­
munist chairman of the apartment 
house tenants cbmmittee, in which 

' he lived. The house used to be 
owned by Kalganov’s father, who 
with son and daughter, continued 
to occupy a slice of their once lux­
urious quarters since the revolu­
tion when the building was confis­
cated. The sting of being bossed 
by â “ low” Communist and work­
ers’ committee in their own home 
caused bad blood.

Finally Karavayev ordered Kal­
ganov to get rid of a dog which 
neighbors complained against as a 
nuisance. Kalganov refused. A 
fight ensued in which Kalganov 
drew a Finnish knife and stabbed 
the committee chairman to death.

The murder catised a sensatlon/1 
Investigation revealed that 
house was full of former bourgeoisie^ 
who passed themselves off as wor’s- 3 
ers in order to obtain lo ^ n g s :^  
Some of them had threatenfi^ the 
house chairman with violence. The /  
prosecutor-branded the murder as 
an act of ̂ .political terrorism tanta­
mount to' counter revolution. On 
this ground,the judge, sentenced 
Kalganov to death, though Ihurder 
in the ordinary sense is hot^unish- 
able by execution in Soviet Russia.

Secret of Graceful Walk Lies in Proper Balance
BY LOUISE GIFFORD. ]

Most people think that they are 
moved from place to place by their 
feet.

If you want to move gracefully, 
you must find out. . Your first dis­
covery will be that your feet do not 
move you. You can throw your 
legs and feet and arms in any di­
rection and, if you keep the center 
of your body in the line of balance, 
you will not move.

Your breast bone gives you your 
guidance to your line of balance.
You must move it out of line before 
you can move. Let your .handS; and 
arms and feet and legs st^y perfect­
ly still but move your solar plexus 
forward out of the line of balance 
and you will just have to move, 
whether you want to or not.

It Is most necessary, therefore, 
when>:,;,cpnsidering the perfection 
of one’s walk, to exercise and gain 
directiCm over that controlling cen-; 
ter. .

First of all, find the solar plex­
us so you can exercise and gain di­
rection over it.

Stand on tiptoe, arms relaxed at 
sides, head and chest up, and lean 
back slightly, as if you were resist­
ing a rope that is around your 
body under your arms, trying to 
pull you forward. Keep your at­
tention on your breast bone. You 
will notice the minute you move it 
forward, out of the line of position, 
you will have to walk or you will 
fall. Your i breast bone therefore, 
locates your solar plexus for you.

Try this several times, leaning 
the breast bone one side or another, 
until you feel convinced that it is 
not your feet that .move you but 
that you move when the center* of 
you falls out of line of balance.

Then you are ready for the fol­
lowing exercises:

Throw the arms around the 
shoulders, letting the hands extend 
as far across the back as possible.
Then as one would take a cork 
from a bottle, turn and twist this 
top section of yourself first as far 
to the right as possible, then to 
the left. Repeat six times, quickly.

Second, stand with the body at 
right angles to the wall, and about 
six inches away from it, with the 
left hand resting easily against the 
kail at shoulder height. Letting en­
tire right side (shoulder, arm, hip.

< ŝnch as . abdominal ; irea tp  
rhythmical, deep' hre^hing /and 
other schemes, are irrational. No­
body ought to live for his lungs 
alone.

The cold bath fanatic is a men­
ace to his associates, because he is 
not satisfied to indulge himself in 
his fad, hut endeavors, as do'all 
faddists, to convince his friends.

Cold baths taken in the morn­
ing stimulate the nerve endings 
in the skin and drive the blood 
from the surface, to which it-re­
turns with a rush when the person 
comes out of the bath and rubs 
himself briskly with a towel.

An oc­
casional rest period may be help­
ful to'the human digestive tract, 
but fong abstinences from food 
place burdens on the digestion, 
which are not Its due. So irregu­
lar and fallacious are American 
habits of diet that every Babbitt is 
willing to listen to his neighbor’s 
suggestion as to what he should 
eat.

New Book Giyes Changed 
Idea Of Prince Rudolf

By .MILTON BHONNER.

London.— The great war and 
toppling of thrones have caused the 
opening of many secret archives.

Not only has the internaticnal 
Interplay about treaties and al­
liances been revealed in all its 
nakedness, but a dazzling light 
has been thrown on some of the 
personalities who for so many 
years played so large a part in the 
old world stage.

Revelations havs made the Eu­
ropean nations think less of their 
former heroes.

But a refcent book issued in 
Germany has quite the opposite 
effect. It deals with the reign of 
Franz Josef, war time emper ir of 
Austria.

The Crown Prince.
It does much to rehabilitate 

that Crown Prince Rudolf, who, 
with his mistress, was found so 
mysteriously dead in a villa not 
far from Vienna. Rudolph has al­
ways been depicted as a light­
headed, light-hearted Don Juan, 
addicted to wine, women and mor­
phine.

But this new book, with docu­
mentary evidence, shows him as a 
serious-minded youth who chafed 
at the fetters of his position, who 
saw through the rotten structure 
of the empire, and ■fc'hose intimate 
friends were not drunken army 
efficers and aristocrats and light 
■women. but journalists who 
battled for Itberilism.

The man to whom he poured 
out his soul was Moriz Szeps, 
chief editor of the Neue Wiener 
Tagblat. In 1882, the 24-year- 
old heir to the throne of the em- 
jjire which was allied with Ger­
many and against France, wrote 
Szeps;

“ We have enormously to thank 
France as thev.niain-spring of all 
liberal ideas and institutions on 
the continent. On the contrary 
•what is Germany? Nothing but 
an enlarged Prussian soldiery, a 
poor military state.. What good 

•■was 1870 to Germany? In addi­
tion to their regiment of little 
kings and princes, the Germans 
now have a kaiser. They must pay 
for a much larger army. Support­
ed on Che points of bayonets, they 
have a reich ruled by sojdiers, po­
lice and bureaucrats.”

For sees Upheaval.
He not only wrote democratical­

ly, but he acted so. When pro- 
■ni'oted to colonel in the empires’s 
army, h® chose for his regiment, 
not one or the crack organizations 
of the capital, but went to Prague 
as the chief officer of a Bohemian 
regiment, all of which officers, in­
stead of being aristocrats, were 
men sprung up from middle class 
families.

From Prague, keeping his eyes 
open, he constantly wrote letters 
giving Szeps inside Information 
for bis paper. He also wrote in­
formative articles which appeared 
without any indication of their 
origin.

He saw Vienna as clear-sighted- 
[ ly as he saw Germany. He wrote 
to Szeps from Prague:

“ What’s going on in Vienna I 
glean from the newspapers and 
private letters: money swindles, 
theft, corruption, bleeding of the 
state. As a quiet observer, I am 
furious as to htwv long it will be 
before an old and touch structure 

l like Austria will crack and fall to 
j pieces in all its joints.”

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PATROLMAN SHOOTS 
CHICAGO BANDITS

KAPLAN TO TESTIFY

Stands in Middle of Street 
and Brings Down Three; 
He Is Not Hit.

Chicago. Feb. 15.— Gunplay 
broke out in Chicago again today 
when three bandits were shot and 
seriously w'ounded by a policeman.

Patrolman William Katelhut 
standing coolly in the middle of a 
street, e.xchanged revolver fire with 
the bandits and brought each one 
down with five well-directed shots. 
They were rushed to a hospital.

The three dashed from a grocery 
and Katelhut ordered them to stop. 
They began firing at him and the 
policeman then drew his revolver 
and wounded them. The men had 
just robbed the grocery, the police­
man learned later.

WAS BOOZE WAK. 
Chicago, Feb. 15.— ^War between 

the George "Bugs”  Moran liquor 
interests of Chicago and the no- 
tortous Purple gang of Detroit was 
the favored theory of authorities 
today In explanation .for the 
massacre of six Moran gangsters 
and one Innocent bystander in a 
north side garage here yesterday. 

Recently, according to state at­
torneys investigation, several 
loads of liquor from Detroit whis­
key runners had been “ hi-jacked” 
here by Moran’s men. The accused 
motor city gang is said to be under 
the leadership ’ of four Bernstein 
brothers.

Trapped Like Rats.
The seven men were trapped like 

rats, lined up ggalnst the rear wall 
o f the garage and shot full of lead 
from machine guns. They didn’t 
have a chance. Six died in their 
tracks. The seventh, with twenty 
slugs In his body, crawled to the 
door sm police arrived. He died a 
few hours later in a hospital.

•’This wholesale execution, carried 
out with the precision of a Mexican 
firing squad, required only a few 
seconds. .The scene was the garage 
of the S .'m . C. Cartage Co., 2122 
N. -Clark |treet, said by police to 
have been headquarters for booze­
running operations of the Moran 
gang.

New York, Feb. 15.— Meyer Kap­
lan, e.x-convict and bank swindler, 
is expected to resume his testimony 
today before the Federal Grand, 
Jury which is inquiring into al­
leged bankruptcy irregularities.

The Grand Jury it is believed will 
concern itself chiefly with an ex­
amination of Judge Francis A. 
Winslow’s action in relea.sing Kap­
lan on parole two years ago.

Two other witnesses of yester­

day, AbrahaJit I. Manin a°d Mokes 
Polakoff, former assistant federal 
attorneys, also are expected to 
testify again today.. The examina­
tion of this pair indicates that the 
grand jury has taken up the case 
of Walter Gutterson, who was 
mentioned in the La Guardia 
charges. Menin and Polakoff prose­
cuted the mail fraud cases in which

Gutterson and three other defend­
ants pleaded guilty. Judge Winslow 
sentenced Gutterson to thirty days 
in jail and gave the minor defend­
ants two days in jail each.

Meanwhile Judge Winslow is con­
tinuing in his announced intention 
to remain away from the bench un­
til La Guardia’s charges are sub­
stantiated or found false.-

Fort Worth, Texas.— ‘The '  en 
trance of mabried women into in-, 
dustrial pursuits sounds the doom 
of the old patxiarchial family sys-' 
tern,”  Is the view taken bV Card D. 
Wells associate professor of Sociol­
ogy at Texas Christian University..

“ In the larger cities it is becom­
ing more and more difficult to 
maintain a decent standard of liv­
ing and at the same time have a 
large family,” he says. Conse­
quently, the birthrate is declining 
among the more educated classes. 
In order to maintain the high 
standard our people have attained, 
something must be done.”

Effect of Ovenvork.
.While admitting the many ad­

vantages of the closer partnership 
between man and wife. Prof. Wells 
pointed out several rather serious 
disadvantages of the new order, 
such as the alarming frequency 
with which the birth of feeble­
minded or otherwise sub-normal 
children is directly traceable to 
overwork and depression of the 
mother.

“ Dr. Max G. Schlapp, professor 
of neuropathology at the New 
York Post Graduate Medical School 
has done a great deal of research 
in this subject and his figures are. 
to say the least, disquieting,” said 
Wells.

A more optimistic .reaction to. the 
situation is had from Paul Baker, 
assistant professor in the T. C. 
sociology department, who does noT 
fear the consequences of the in­
dustrial movement among women. 

' “ It is, of course, easy to see the 
■ dangers we face, but I feel sure 

that they can be adequately met. 
Women’s organizations are work­
ing with authorities to perfect leg­
islation looking to the protection 
o f women workers and medical 
people are studying methods for 
promoting their health and well be­
ing,”  Baker stated.

Declining Birthrate.
"The question of declining birth­

rate and the absence of mothers 
from their children during the day 
will be met. Training of children 
by teachers and caretakers qualified 
for the task, may result In a bet 
ter citizenry than we obtain under 

‘ our present system,”  Baker thinks 
When asked what profession 

they would choose from a compre­
hensive list presented, girls of the 
sociology classes ot the' university 
showed a preponderant choice for 
a place as home-maker and house­
wife.

“ The census of 1920 showed that 
1,920,281 women In the United 
States were engaged in paid em 
ployment. Of this number, 23 per 
cent were married women, so you 
see that the problem is with us and 
we will have to take steps to cope 
with It,”  Baker concluded.
