LEGISLATIVE FLAW
BLOCKS AIR ROUTE

Lindy Unable to Take Mal
from Foreign Countries
Bzcause of Law.

Washington, Feb. 18.—Congress
may take speedy action today to
prevent the historic air mail flight
of Col..Charles A. Lindbergh froia
ending unhappily because of forced
abandonment of the Pan-Americaun
rocnte for which he blazed the trail.

Unless legislation is enacted the
new air mail route from Miami to
Latin-America must be abandonei,
Rep. Clyde Kelly (R) of Pa., de-
clared.

The return of “Lindy,” newly
engaged and again acclaimed for
his flying feats, was expected to
dissipate the opposition which has
blocked the measure in Congress.

Defect in Legislation

Because of a defect in legislation,
Col, Lindbergh was unable to ac-
cept all of the mail offered for the
return trip from Panama.

The omission of one word in the
law under which the Latin-Ameri-
can route was established caused
all the difficulty. Congress provided
that the postoffice department
could contract for alr mail “[rom"
the United States to foreign coun-
iries: but thre law did not say-“to”
ds well as “from.”

After the contract with the Pan-
Amerlcan Airways Company Wwas
signed, ” Comptroller-General Me-
Carl ruled that the postoffice de-
purtment could pay for mail car-
ried to a fcreign country but not
pay for mail brought back {rom
such a coantry.

Refuses Mail

On.such instructions from the
postoffice department, Col. Lind-
bergh declined to accept many
sacks of mail on his return jour-
ney, just completed.

He was allowed to bring mail
from the Panama Canal Zone bear-
ing United States stamps, and Wwas
allowed to carry free some mail
from the Republic of Panama. This
was done on request of the state
department, which desired to pay
a courtesy to the liltle republic.

Rep. Kelly is in charge of a biil
which would extend provisions of
the air mail law to permit for mall
brought from foreign countries.

“I plan to call up the bill in the
House and ask unanimous consent
for its passage,” said Rep. Kelly.
3¢ unanimou: consent is refused,
we wi]l seek to suspend the rules.”

QUEEN OF PARIS.
DOWN AND OUTS

Paris.—The Paris ‘“‘clochards”
hapless dowa and outers who live
and die under the bridges, now have
a Queen, In reality sha is only a
Countess, and her sarthly ponses-
sions amount to a mere $1,200,000.
But she earnec her marks by liv-
ing with her subjects for ten long
vears. Without a rool and penni-
less, she shared the accommoda-
tions and food of their “jungle”
during this period.

In an exclasive story told to the
International News Service. the
Countess Inga Orneclcu, German
noblewoman znd society leader, re-
lated her experiences and elevation
to Queenhood over the tramps.

*My late husbanc was an narco-
ties addict and syuandared every
penny of my available cash. One
day recently, I found my villa ih
Saint-Cloud seized for debt. I could
not cross the threshold to remove
even one single thing.

*““What was ” to do? I was afrald
and perhaps too proud, to ask my
friends for. assistance. . haa heard
of people sleeping under bridges. I
was lired and decided to try it.

Waus Frightened

“T was scared just the same
when I arrived at the Pont-Neuf: I
shall probably never be able to ex-
plain where I pickéd up my cou-
rage to go down and mitgle wit
the luckless scraps of . humanily
who congregate under the bridges.

“The first thing I found out was
that this society has rulers and
rules’ as strict as any other. I
should perhaps never have been
allowed a .place to lie down if an
aid hag, reeking with dirt and lice,
had not befriended me. Having
spent years in this community, she
was sort of a leader and chap-
erone.

“To this woman I told my trou-
bles. Her wine-soaked brain man-
aged to absorb gome of ‘he detail,
but even so I am sure she thought
at the time that I was lying. Never-
theless, she took me ‘in’, and in a
few minutes I was doing my best
to go to sleep on a bed of news-
papers. My raincoat aided me
somewhat to keep the dampness
out.

““Mere Louise, as my protectrice
was known in ber own set, proved
to be my true guargian angel. She
earned. a few pennies during the
day selling newspapers, and those
funds she shared with me so that
we could eat. Not for ten years had
she known any other roof than that
prcvided by the bridges and hall-
ways of Paris.

Refuses Offer

“I have since offered to take care
o~ her, but she steadfastly refuses.
She thinks her place is under Lhe
bridges. There she has a mission to
fulfill.

“I was safer among the down and
ouiers than in a.- mondaine draw-
ins room, thanks to Mere Louise, I
remember no man making ever an
untoward move in my direction.
They were not especially respectful,
but they were indifferent.

The major problem facing Mr.
Hoover at the moment js the dying
session of Congress. More than
anything else, it prompted his early
departure from Miami Beach. With
only two weeks to run, he wants
to make sure at the last moment
there is not an influx of money bills
that will unbalance the budget and
Jeave the new administration at
the starting line with a deficit.

In addition, the House commit-
tees are now nearing the end of
their*hearings on tariff, which, with
farm relief, will constitute the two
subjects to be taken up at a spe-
cial session of Congress Mr. Hoover
plans to call for April 15. The
tariff question bear vitally on com-
merce, industry and agriculture, of
all three of which Mr. Hoover is re-
garded as a profound student and
it is his intention to be personally
present to block anything he coun-
siders uneconomic.

. Not the least of his problems is
the immigration situation. Pending
before Congress is an act repealing
the “national origins” clause which
would base immigration quotas on
the Nationalistlc make-up of the
states at the time of the revelutiou.

The President-elect, perhaps
more than any other individual, 1
responsible tor the movement o0
cancel the measure. If it remains
on the statute books—and the
present situation indicates no great
desire to -emove:it, Mr. Hoover, as
President, will be compelled to pro-
claim it by executive order. He
thinks it ijs nnsound in principle
and unworkable in practice. Array-
ed against him is formidable oppu-
sition, led Ly Senator David A.
Reed (R) of Pa., usually a staunch
administration supporter, and back-

There is a rapidly growing im-
pression that the Connecticut Lez-
jslature would do exceedingly well
to give close and prayerful thought
to the status of the state's highway
pelicy before it commits itself to a
continuation of the present theory
of magnificent speedways across
and up and down the state’s map,
with almost complete ’dlsregard to
the byways.

There are many points for argu-

snentation in favor of the broad,
stralght and well-nigh everlasting
#runk lines. Thera are also bona
_"ﬂ,de arguments sgainst the present
* qurther enlargoment of the system.
And there are certainly many coolly
fgnored reasons why the so-called
country roads should Tecelve &
great deal more attention from the
state than they do.

Ag Wwe see it, the highway situa-
tion in Counnecticut resolves itseif
into this problem: Shall the Cou-
necticut Highway Department oper-
ste for the benefit of the people of
Connecticut primarily and for the
convenience of outsiders second-
arily, or shall it spend its millions
principally for the gratification of
_birds of passage, filtting in hordes
through the state, and leave our
bona fide, struggling citizens of
the towns to get about their busi-
ness as best they may in the mud
and the ruts of unimproved cart
tracks? '

There are a good many Connec-
‘ticut people who are convinced that
the Highway Department of this
.state has run wild with fadism,
‘Just now, for instance, it is interest-
ed in ‘beautification” of its trunk
line speedways——spending vast

! amounts on substituting synthetic
for native verhure. making flower
gardens along the way, etc., for the
benefit of automobilists who, if they
give a single glance at/anything
but the road ahead, are instantly
liable to kill themselves and others.
'1¢ anything could be more ludicrous
{han the idea of “beautifying”
ruads for the benefit of people trav-
cling over them at 50 miles aun
hour, we den't know what it Is.

It is pretty near time that.the
interest consulted in the develop-
ment of a highway policy in this
state became the interest of Coa-
necticut people. The Legislature
would do well to adopt that idea
as a starting point.

affairs of the Windy City.

If Chicago can’'t skin its own
srakes, and if the state of Illinois
can't give it adequate assistance in
doing so, then the snakes will have
to rule the roost. But since there
are at least 500 decent people in
Chicago to every racketeer, gang-
ster and crook, and since 500 peo-
ple can always lick one, even if
they have nothing but brick-bals
and the single jndividual has a ma-
chine gun, there is absolutely mno
question-what will happen in Chi-
cago when the folks there make up
their minds to clean house—if they
ever do. If they don't, it will be be-
cause they don't mind the dirt.
And if they don't mind, why should
Uncle Sam be bothered about it?

NOISE

When Jim Reed of Missouri
threatened on Saturday to make
public a list of the United Stales
senators whe drink wet and vote
dry he was talking, as he usually
does, to the galleries, Not a senator
turned pale, not one grew nervous,
under the shake of Reed's menacing
forefinger; though there were un-
doubtedly some who would not
care to have the truth told about
the discrepancy between the votes
and their private habits, They all
know Jim Reed.

The principal effect of a speech
Iike Reed's is to exhibit the insin-
cerity of the person who makes it.
If Jim were as honestly outraged
by the facts of prohibition as he
pretends to be, if he were genuine
in his belief that preventable dis-
aster was being produced by the
liypocrisy of dry-voting senators,
and if he actually knew of col-
lcagues who while officlally sup-
porting prehibltion were privately
defying the law, it would be his
manifest duty not to threaten but
to expose,.them.

They need not fear, He hasn't
the slightest intention of doing
anything of the kind. As usual,
Reed is making a loud noise, noth-
ing more.

RIDICULOUS

Because ex-Congressman Upshaw
of Georgia has given it out that e
expects to be named for “an im-
portant govarnment position in the
Hoover administration,” intimat-
ing that the place is to be on the
prohibition fact-finding commis-
sion, certain newspapers hasten to
accept as a probability the conclu-
sion that the fact-finding commis-
sion will be a joke.

This is absolutely unfair. There
is not the slightest reason to be-
lieve that Upshaw or anybody re-

the New York World, which never
under any circumstances hereto-
fore believed anything that Upshaw
sald, giving a measure of credit to
his assertion that he is to be linked
up with the next administration.
We are entirely willing to admit
that a commission made up of peo-
ple of the Upshaw grade would be
a thousand times worse than no
commission. But there is just as
much reason for expecting Mr.

The degree of ache
may vary from a slight annoyance
to the most intense suffering. The
only persons escaping are those
who are perfectly healthy or who
guard their living habits carefully.

These medicines may be permissa-
ble as an ‘emergency to relieve suf-
tering, but the danger is that many
people consider them cures and do
not seek out the real cause. As a
result the headaches tend to recur
with even greater scverity and in-
ury to the body.

The great majority of headaches

is caused by an overburdened liver |

filed with toxins because ol insuf-
ficient elimination. Overeating,
and the free use of heavy foods
contribute to this torpid condition.
A careful study of your diet for one
or two meals before the misery
starts will usually give a clue to
the real cause. It will olten be
found that such foods as onlons and
garlic, cocktails and Ted vines
will produce an irritation internally
which will effect tre top of the head
by what is called reflex pain,
Constipation also i a frequent
cause of headaches because of the
pressure of feces in tLe rectum
against the pelvic and sensitive
nerves of the lower spine.
congestion of the pelvic organs is
apt to produce reflex headaches.
Either high or low blood pressure
will produce headaches. With hizh
blood pressure it seems that the
head Is trying to burst and there

iis a driving noise and pounding of

the pulse in the ears. A low blood
pressure headache usually comes on
after shopping, missing a night's
sleep, or dolng anything which pro-
duses enervation.

Steady pains in some parts of the
face. or over the eyes may be due
to abscessed teeth or sinus infec-
tions. Pressure of gas in the intes-
tines or fnflammation of the
stomach resultingz from dietetie in-
diseretions are also reflex causes.
Often a headache comes on within
an hour after eating a bad meal of
poor food combinations. By all
means do not be satisfied With a
temporary cure, Be diligent 1In
sour search for the real cause and
determine to correct the bad habits
which always exist as a cause.

Most headaches can he relieved
within a short time without the use
of drugs by taking an enewma and
then lying down in a relaxed posi-
tion for a few minutes in a darken-
ed room.

after it had outworn its usefulness.

Twenty or more shops on Penn-
sylvania avenue are bulging with
an infinite variety of Washington
gouvenirs today, in anticipation of
150,000 or 200,000 visitors ex-
pected here for the Hoover in-
auguration. These are the shops
whenee come those strange things
proudly displayed by the returned
tourist.

A great number of the Wash-

—in Japan, Germany, Italy and
Austria, Despite tariff walls, for-
gign novelty manufacturers can sell
them <cheaper, apparently, than
ours.

“personal Hygyviene Applied," by
Jesse Feiring Willlams, has been
planned for those who wish not
only to learn persona! hygiene, but
to relate .the securing of
health to ideals, ambitions, hopes
and aspirations. :

The first five chapters are de-
voted - to such subjects as the
meaning of health, the health
problem, intelligence and ideals,
the ' approach to knowledge of
health and of science .and - the
proper attitude toward life. Health
is defined as that quality of life
that renders the individual {fit to
live most and to serve best.

Doctor Williams is not content
to give an account of ‘the founda-
1ions and methods of medicine
alone. He carries the war into
the enemy’s camp and presents
brief but adequate criticisms of
all the cultists and of the strange

they propose.

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Windows Of Washington Cathedral
To -Rival Old World Glass In Beauty

Washington.—The new Washing-
ton Cathedral, being erected under
Episcopalian auspices on the
heights of Mount Saint Alhan, here,

will contain more windows than the
famous Cathedral of Chartres.
France, which is considered the
“holy of holies” of stained glass.

- The new edifice is the first
fourteenth century Gothie strue-
ture to be built in modern times
and will rank in size with the
zreatest churches of the world.

Stained glass of the
century is beinz
the adornment of the 183 great
windows which will contribuate tn
the impressiveness of the cathe-
dral.

Use Oid Methods.

Handicraft standards and ar-
tistic ideals of the Middle Ages
are being employed in its produe-
tion at a glass making plant
which the builders of the Wash-
ington edifice have established
near Philadelphia.

The glass is being made under
the supervision of Lawrence B.
Saint, an American slained-glass
artist, who is regarded as an au-
thority on medieval methods, The
ingredients used in the manufac-
turing process are similar to those
revealed by chemical analysis of
specimens of glass taken from
notable windows of medieval
cathedrals.

They are compounded carefully.
the French . system of grams and
millograms being wused for meas-
uring. The basic formula requires
12 elements as compared to only
three ordinarily used in the manu-
facture of present-day commercial
window glass, Other materials
are added depending in number
upon the color desired.

Only 25 pounds of glass are
made at a time, Each bateh is
sieved and mixed by hand prior
to the melting process. After be-
ing subjected to iptense heat for
from six to 10 hours, the molten
glass is “gzathered,”  “blocked”
and “whirled” Dby an expert glass-
blower. It is then cooled grad-
nally in a great oven or lehT (o
insure a uniform co-efficient of
expansion throughout.

Wavy Surface,

The finished product isin the
form of dises or “roundels,” 14 to
16 inches in diamater, each with
variations in thickness, ranging
from three-sixteenth to one-
eighth of an inch. The variations
provide a wavy surface Which Is
characteristic of ancient glass. In
a completed window they blend
the rays of light in both diverging
and converging lines, giving in
effect of limpidity not otherwise
obtainable.

Hundreds of “roundels” of
varying colors are required  for
the creation of a single window.
They are cut with steel tools ac-
cording to =& pattern copied from
a full-sized design of the window

Abensour. :

“Monsfeur Clemenceau Wwas 2
great dancer and a great lover,”
writes  his former secretary in
‘Clemenceau Intime’, “a frequent
visitor to the gymnasium, as well
as to the celebrated Foyer de Danse
of the Opera where he knew some
charming ballet-danseuses.”

Intimate Picture

The little volume is an intimate
plcture of the French statesman,
a young man; the Tiger; Father of
the Victory, ané plain Clemenceau
again, written by a secretary who
worked many years by his side and
learned to know the great man.

“1f I had only been a few years
younger,” Clemenceau once told
him, ‘“I would have been able t>
put on a scene of terrestial para-
dise in the forest of Argentine,

“Wandering =about one day, I
happened upon a young Indian girl,
entirely naked, her body was per-
fect as that of any Greek statute
and her eyes extremely beautiful.
I confess she attracted me and
gave me to believe she would not be

Finally Denounced. |

The Forest Service of the United
States Department of Agriculture
and the United Statesg Civil Service
Commission have finally come out
with 2 much needed denouncentent
of the numerous so-called corre-
spondence schools claiming to fit
applicants for government posi-
tions, They make this denounce-
ment through the medium of a Na-
tional Better Business Bureau bul-
letin,

Some of the outstanding features
of this bulletin are that no corre-
spondence course can possibly ﬂt.I
students for the majority of goveru-
ment positions, particularly the for-
est ranger service which is one of
those most frequently advertised,

No correspondence course is au-

thorized by any department of the
government and no course of study,
either regular college or corre-
spondence course, has any author-
ity to guarantee positiong to stu
dents who pass, it is emphatically
stated by the director of the Civil
Service Commission. |

The advertising material of many
of the correspondence schools are
not only misleading but deliberale-
Iy fraudulent. They suppress many
essential facts which would dis-
courage students from enrolling in
their courses. A very large majori-
ty of ‘'students’ under these so-
called institutes fail to pass the
government tests, and many others
are disqualifie by age, citizenship, |
or other conditions of which lhey}
should bave been advised Dbefore
having wasted their time on such
carrespondence courses.
