DRY LAW IS Good Business Move

| A BIG ISSUE% Mergers in A1l Gl;i&etslzylndicate That ‘Expenses

President-Elect to Make It
One of His First Offi- |
cial Acts.

Washingfon, Feb. 21—Reactions
of the “Hoover Curb Market" in-
dicated today that the President-
Elect is devoting considerable

thought to the trying problem ofl
prohibition—the expression ‘‘Curb |
Market'” beingz used advisedly in
view of the fact the reporters as-
sizgned to Mr. Hoover are covering
his activities from the chill of the
curhstone that fronts his Washing-
ton residence.

Senator Walter Edge (R) of New
Jersey, outstanding “Wet" leader
of the Senate, had breakfast at
2300 S street ths morning, and
there was reason to believe the
President-Elect discussed with him
the matter of assembling a non-
partisan fact-finding commission
immediately after March 4 to look
into the causes back of the break-
down in prohibition enforc2ment.

Favors Such Action

Mr. Hoover has committed .him-
self to the creation of such a body,
Edge, in conjunction with Senator
Welsev Jones (R) of Washngton,
the “Dry" leader, orginally had in-
tended to compel its appointment
by Act of Congress, but withdrew
the bill when the coming chief exe-
cutive announced his decision.

Prohibition needs probing in the
worst way in Mr. Hoover's opinion,
and he is reported to be casting
about for a competent body of
probers with the same care he is
exercising in the selection of his
Cabinet. Nine men—or men and
women— will make up the person-
nel of the Hoover fact-finding com-
mission, representing between them
all section of the country.

May Ask Coolidge

Mr. Hoover would like t{o get
somebody like Calvin Coolidze, the
retiring president to head this
body. He would be eminently
satisfactory to Wets and Drys alike.
Always acceptable fo the Anti-
Saloon Lesague, President (oolidge
nevertheless is not regarded as a
fanatical Dry, and both sides give
him credit for having the type of
jmpartial. judicious mind that is
capable of getting at the facts of
the situation without recourse to
the prejudices which exist. 1I{ he
permitis “himself to become avail-
able, there iz little doubt but what
Mr. Hoover would jump at the
chance fo place him at the head of ,
the liquor investigation. i

, Edge's Plan ‘

Senator Edge urged creation of
the commision as one of the first
acts of the new president. A pro-
nounced wet, he believes inquiry
will show the dry law to be so un-
popular it can not be enforced, and
therefore should be repealed.

Jones is just as anxious for
speedy action. He is confident that
remedies for lax enforecement will
be forthecoming and the Prohibition
act thus strengthened. ‘

Selection ‘of this commission will
not bring Mr. Hoover's troubles on
the score of. prohibition to an end
by any means, however, he hay de-
cided to transfer ligucr enforce
ment from th., Treasury Depart-
ment to the Depariment of Justice,
and with that idea in mind he is
having quite some difficulty in-pick-
ing out a man fo- the attorney gen-
eralship. In addition to the usual
talents neeessary for the job, the
President-Elect has been seeking
gome one he thinks will be a rigid
and uncompromising enforcer of
the Volstead Act. >

Borah Decliaes

This seems to be the day of
merging, pooling, or consolidating
of interests. News columns are re-
plete with sturies of industrial firm
mergers, bank mergers and busi-
nesg consolidations of all kinds.
These mergers have been ‘accom-'
plished not because the consolidat-
ing firms have tired of competition,
but rather to strengthen their own
ferces and make competition keeu-
er. It is nothing more than apply- !
ing the story of the *“bundle of
sticks"” to business, big and smail.
Every schoolboy is sooner or later
told the fable of the father, who
asked his sons to take a single stick
and break i{.. Each of them broke
a stick with ease, Then the father
bandled some sticks together. and
not one of his sons could break the
bundle. The ‘“‘consolidated sticks"
defiled the strength that overcame
their individual weaknesses.

Brokers' Mergers

Newspaper readers have just
been learning of the “big markets”
-Wall street’'s high financing has
produced. Deals on the stock ex-
change multiplied so rapidly that
when the day closed, the *“‘ticker”
or telegraph machine reporting the
sales had to work an hour overtime

]

to complete its report of all sales.
Much of this financing was the re-
sult of “buying pools,"” elther of
big individual owners, or of groups
of brokers pcoled to make a “kill-
ing.” Brokers and financiers, not
wealthy enough themssives to buy
where the stakes weré in the mil-
lions, pooled or merged with one
another so that their combined re-
sources compared favorably with
the wealthlest. They could do
through consolidation what they
could never hope to do as individ-
uals,

Some of Manchester's leading
stores belong to big “buying pools,”
syndicates, most of them are called.
A group of 100 or more stores
spread -throughout the United
States consolidate their purchasing
power amd enter the buying mar-
kets in New York, Chicago, or even
Paris with as much strength as the
biggest individual stores in the
biggest citles of the world. As a
result some Manchester stores,
members of such merged syndi-
cales, can ofier staple articles to
their customers just as reasonably
as the biggest Nev: York stores,

Syndicates

Manufacturing concerns, per-
haps making different kinds of
products, but nevertheless purchas-
ing certain raw materlals that are!
alike regardless of the ultimate
finished goods, pool their interests
in purchasing these raw materials.
As an example the Associated Ap-
parel Manufacturers, Inc., is a syn-
dicate of ‘'manufacturers of every-
thing a person wears, from hosiery
to corsets, to hats to fur coats, The
small member of this syndicate is
able 1o buy much of the materials
that enter into the manufacture of
his goods as cheaply as the big
members simply because his pur-
chasing power, consolidated with
that of huncreds.of others, as-
sumes great and influential propor-
tions. ;

All this indicates thas the suc-
cessful business man is thorounghly
“sold” on this idea of consolida-
tion. He has learned his lesson of

Referring to a summary of the
Rockefeller position in the dispute,
issued last Sanday by Aldrich, Col.
Stewart aecuses him ""of placing in
circulation a grpssly unfair decep-
tjon—unfair because it was largsly
insinuation rather than accusation
—a deception of omission as well
as of statement.”

*“1 cannot believe that John D.
Rockefeller, Jr., ever gave his ap-
proval to the publication of such a
slander,” Col. Stewart declared.

SEN. GLASS CALLS
HOUSE CONFEREES
‘MORAL COWARDS’

Opealy Threatens a Filibus-

ter Against Second Defi-
ciency Appropriation Bill;
Growing Enmity Between
House and Senate Portend
Tomultuous Death for

Seventieth Congress.

Washington, Feb.
of filibusters against the adminis-
tration’s legislative program, stift
opposition to the confirmatirn of
presidential appointments and
growing enmily between the House
and Senate today portended a tu-.
multuous death for the Seventielh
Congress, with but nine legislative
days remaining before adjourn-
ment.

Although Corgress overwhelm-
ingly authorized an increase of fif-
teen fast cruisers and a giant air-
craft carrier to the American Navy,
& battle loomed in the Senate
against the Navy appropriation bill,
carrying funds for thz construetion
program. Consideration of the bill
has been blocked on two ocecasions
and administration leaders may be
forced to abandon temporarily their
preferential program in order (o
enact the naval money bill.

An efiort to limit debate on the
Edge resolution, providing a surver
of the proposed Nicaraguan canal,
also was : blocked. The resolution
was before the Senate again today
but there appeared little likelihood
of a vote, even though an aver-
whelmingly majority favors its en-
actment.

Leaders Alarmed.

The status of the appropriation
bills also alarmed -administration
leaders. The first deficiency and
the Interior Department supply
bills have been in econference be-
tween the House and Senate for
some time, with agreements not yvet
in sight. The legislative supply bill,
providing funds for Congress itself,
has just been sent to conference.
The, second deficiency till has yet to
pass the House, which inftiates the
money measures.

The imposition of House con-
ferees to permit a vote in the House
on controversial matters in the first
deficiency and interior bills has led
to much bad feeling between the two
branches of Congress. The items
provoking the greatest controversy,
were the $24,000.000 increase in
dry funds, put in deficieney bill by
the Senate, and a provision added
to the Interior bill by the House,
giving the secretary of interior
carte-blanche authority to condemn
private lands 1in western parks.
Neither item has ever been voted
upon by the House. : )

Glass Raps Members.

This evasion on the part of the
House led Senator Carter Gilass
(D) of Virginia, to openly censure
the Hseuse conferees.

“In my thirty vear.service in the
two Houses of Congress,’” said
Glass. “I have never seen a worse
exhibition of moral cowardice. This
controversy has resolved itself
into a question of the right of the
Senate 1o legislate. The Senate
ought to assert its right in this mat-
ter and stand upon its dignity.”

Glass.openly threatened a [ili-
buster against the second deficieney
appropriation bill, if it caries the
items of the first deficiency bill,
with the dry fungd execluded. He said
he never indulgzed in a Ffilibuster
but that “it is time the Senate let
other bodies know it is the Senate
and can’t be insulted by one or two
contumacious members of another
body.

Commissioner Robert Hurley of
the Connecticut State Police Is
quoted as Inferentially criticizing
the conduct of the Jackson murder
investigation;
customary for the State Police to
handle such inquiries in “small
places,” and as saying that he could
not account for Hartford County
Detective Edward J. Hickey being
called into a criminal investigation
in Windham county, He is further
quoted as saying that the State Po-
lice would enter the Jackson case
if Governor Trumbull would give
ihe commissioner the authority to
do so, Incidentally Governor Trum-
bull asserts that he sees no reason
for interfering.

This is the first time we have be-
comse aware that a city with an or-
ganized police force, like Williman-
tle, is to be included among the

crime and criminals, And we take
the liberty of doubting the com-
plete sincerity of Commissioner
Hurley’s declaration that he doesn't
Loow why Detective Hickey is in
the Jackson case—if he made such
declaration, which he has not de-
nied.

Nobody better than Bob Hurley
knows the degree of mutual under-
standing and Intimate friendship
that existed between Jackson and
Hickey., He knows all about it,
as they three were members of the
State Police together many years
ago, He also knows, if he has a
policeman’s perceptions at all, that
the special circumstances of the
case and the very great detective
ability of Hickey made that office
precisely and exactly the right man
to carry on this particular inquiry.
And he ought to know what every-
body else in the state of Connecti-
cut knows, that Mr. Hickey was
lent by State Attorney Alcora to
State Attorney 'Bradtord for the
purposes of the probe,

There is a very special reason
why the State Police, under the
leadership of Commissioner Hurley,
should not by any means be dele-
gated to the job of clearing up or
smearing up this crime—as  the
case might be. That reason is that
the case is at present in more capa-
ble hands than those of the com-
missioner and would be far from
likely to be improved by the intru-
zion of an element not in the least
anxious to work in harmony with
the Hartford county detective,

BETRAYED

Cover the plants not ‘~ainst the
cold but against th ‘otive but
unconscionable win 1.

Adoption by the Senate of the

der this law it will be possible for
a judge to inflict the penalties

IN N”W YORK

New York, Feb. 21—Each year,
as the Chinese calendar moves more
closely to the year 5,000 New
York's Chinatown stages a holiday
that reveals the gradual absorption
of American customs.

To be sure, the program itself is
made up of novelties that could be
traced back many thousanus of
years. But the participants have
changed and the purposes o. the
pageants themselves are twisted.
It has been sald that Orientals are
unassimilable and that they never
come to take to our particular
ways. This may have been true of
a former generation of “the old
men." It is not completely true of
this second and third generation,
which wears spats and patent
leather shoes; which sends its
trousers to the pressers and
fashions its attire a la Broadway.

Thus the fiery dragon may
make i{ts way through the curves
and angles of Mott, Doyer and
Pell streets, but the feet of the
dragon wear shoes that have re-
cently been shined.

The acrobats still go frantically
through the steps of their time-
but their shirts
are from the Broadway stores and
their trousers are of the type t{o
be found in any of the clothing
store windows on or off of Main
street.

There is something humorously
incongruous about all this — and
one feels that the cymbal-clanging
paraders did not accidentally halt
their dragon march in front of
some popular tourist chop suey
resort or notion shop. After all,
these dragon parades are trailed
by thousands of tourists and na-
tives with money to spend!

Somehow, the pageants of New
York's Chinatown lack an al-
Iure that was always present at a
San Francisco Chinutown specta-
cle. I find mysell missing, for in-
stance, the colorful flower vendors
of the San Francisco curbstones,
and while the western city has
found its Chinatown invaded by
flashey modern antique shops and
contemporary architecture, still
the flavor clings to the side streets
and there is a sense of the fabu-
lous and the ornate which ig miss-
ing from the Manhattan affairs.

New York's Chinatown, as 2
matter of faect, borrows much
of {ts atmosphere from propin-
quity with the old Bowery. Its
lanes have never lost their tawdry
dicshabille, There i3 a2 mustiness
that suggests dark cellarways and
alrless, lightless rooms. There
clings & hint of the melodramatic
and the mysterious. It {s an ex-
cellent stage set,

Then, just a few steps away, an
elevated shadows and darkens the
Bowery belt, as it sprawls toward
the famou  Five Corners, once the
capital of tough gangland. Today
there are morce baby carriages
than gangsters at the Five Cor-
ners, but nearby eare reminders
of a “time when.,"” The buildings
are unchanged and have that par-
ticular odor -suggested by mean
sireets,

Here, on the rim of Chlnatown.
sailors wander in -silent or ‘hilar-
inus groups. ‘Here are the famous
“tattoo artists,”” one or two of
whom still work under a fiicker-
ing gas jet, while crowds gather
about to watch an anchor belng
placed upon a muscular arm.
Here are cheap restaurants and
~heap lodging hnuses; rescue mis
sions and bums-—-and this partie-
ular atmosphere melts strangely
into that of the Oriental section,
creating a theatrical unreality
which makes it distinctive.

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SICKNESS AND GREATNESS.

It s an undisputed fact that
good health does not always go
along with %“greatness,”  Many
men whoee names are written high
in theé Hall of Fame have succeeded
in spite of physical disorders and
infirmities.

Washington, ‘whosa birthday
Americans observe tomorrow, prob-
ably suffered as much from illness
as any other great man of history.
Although he was over six feet tall
and !{n some ways a sturdy looking
man, he was really flat chested and
subject to catching colds. It was
one of these colds that brought
about his death in his sixty-seventh
year, He had formerly barely
escaped the fate of his half-brother
who finally died ¢f tuberculosis.

Washington’'s face was pitted all
through his life because of an early
case of smallpox, Early in life he
lost most of his teeth, and fre-
guently suffered from ulcerated
teeth, He became partly deaf, and
his eyesight was quite bad in his
later years, His duties as-a soldier
wera often interrupted by bad
spells of dysentry. ' Some of these
attacks lasted several weeks, com-

ing close to being fatal, He suf-
fered from carbuncles, malaria,
and took many {rips t» mineral

springs, being often forced to stay|.

for several weeks at a time.

Washington must be remembered
for his indomitable courage, his
honesty, and for his sénsible judg-
ment in all matters pertaining to
the organization end success of the
new republic, Like many other great
men, he probably ate, smoked and
drank what he liked, and cons-
equently suffered from disorders
which came from injudicious living,

Health cannot be considered to
be aceidental, in spite of the fact
that some are able to abuse thems-
selves through bad habits without
noticing the disastrous results as
soon a8 others who are perhaps
born with less mnatural organie
strength.,

We are so apt to ape our super-
iors or those whom we admire, and
great caution must be used or we
are liable to copy the great ones’
bad habits as well as their good
ones.

It is well to study the reasons
why & successful man has accom-
plished good works, but also best to
remember that his success has been
because of good practices and not
because of the harmful ones.

We must take our lessons for
good from & combination of the
study of the lives of many. We can
learn good business rules from the
man of wealth, but we can also
learn from the soldier, the scientist,
the inventor, tha artist, the physi-
cian, the lawyer and, I{f we wish
for physlcal perfection, we can

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS,

A very important adjuncet of the Executive Department are the
boards and commissions. At present Conneeticut has mors
than 60 of these boards, one of them appointed by the governor,
some nominated by tie governor and this nomination confirmed
by Lhe Legislature, some appointed by the Legislature, some ap-
pointed by the flxtlges of the Superior Court, and some made up
of the Legislators themselves, who are ex-officio nrembers.

The members on some of the boards sérve without pay. Others
receive a nominal salary, while the commissioners of the more
important departments receive salaries ranging from $4,500 to
$10.000 a vear, Expenses connected with offieial trips of the
members of the various boards are paid by the state.

The more important boards and officers connected with the
Executive Department are as follows: Insurance Commissioner,
Publie Utilities Connuission, Bank Conimissioner, Highway Com-
missioner, State Bofrd of IMisheries and Game, Commissioner of
l.abor and Factory Inspection, Snell-Fish Commissioners, Dairy
and Food Commissioner, Tax Cominissioner, State Police De-
partment, State Board of Education, Board of Education of the
Blind, Commissioner of Azriculture, Commissioner on Domestic
Animals, Board of Pardons, State Department of Health, De-

JEWEL THIEVES ~ |
BUSY AGAIN IN
EUROPE'S CITIES

London.—The gang of interna-
tional jewel thieves which terror-
ized Burope last summer are busy
again, A packet containing fifgy
thousand dollars worth of dia-
monds has been opened during
transit through the mails between
London and Tunis and coal substi-
tuted for the precious stones.

Again Sectland Yard' is complete- !
ly baffled aud the wmaster minds of
the ¥French Surete Generale chat-
ter excitedly in consternation,

The stones were sent by a Lon-
done firm o! jewelers to their rep-
resentalive in Tunis. The packet
containing them was dispatched by
registered p ail, and, as in previous
cases, reached its destination cor-
rectly sealed, but when opened its
valuable contents were missing.
Not a clue hayn been found.

International Gang

The police declare that the man-
ner in which this latest coup was
carried out shows evidence:of be-
ing the work of an international
gang who ar€ blamed for the re-
cent theft of thousands of dollars
worth of registered mail from the
Leviathan. The same gang Is
held respousible for the robberies
carried out during last summer
when Europe experienced the
greatest jewel robbery scare in llv-
ing memory and $650,000 in jewels
were stolen witkin one month,

In all of the robberies the pro-
cedure has been 'the same. The
valuables have disappeared in tran-
git. In the sensational Leviathan
robbery the registered mail bags
arrived at the English sorting sta-
tions with the American Post Of-
fice seal intact but when the bags
were opened it was discovered
hundreds of registered letters had
been_ stolen cr rifled.

© RADIO-ACTIVE MATERIAL. |

The French government commis-
sion on occupational diseases has
recently considered particularly the
dangers of working with radium,
X-ray an”® similar radio-active sub-
stances.

1 is already well established
that such substances may he asso-
clated with severe changes in the
firuman boedy.

The first signs
are changes in
cluding reduction eof the large
white blood cells and increase fn
the small white blood cells. Later
there may be a ‘“hermanent in-
¢rease in the large white blood
cells associated with enlargement
of the spleen, the lymphatic
glands and the bone marrow. The
red blood cells diminish in num-
ber and degenerale

It is also well established that
overexposute to the rays may in-
jure the power of Lhe human be-
ing to reproduce. TFinally, the ef-
fects on the skin may ioclude in-
flammation, burns and with re-
peated {rritations, the develop-
ment of malignant growths.

Thus it becomes Iimportant to
protect the worker against repeat-
ed exposure and overexposure to
radioactive substances. The com-
plete list of substances Includes
radium, radium emanation, polo-
nium, actinium, thorium, meso-
thorium, radlothorium, thorium
X, and emanations of thorium.

The effects are produced in the
human body either by absorption
of the rays, through the inhala-
tion of the emanation, and
through actually taking ioto the
Human body the substances them-
selves.

For protection, the French su-
perior commission on occupational
diseases recommends the use of
rubber gloves and of forceps for
nandling the material; protection
of the worker from the rays by
lead plates of adeguate thickness,
and regular examinations of all
workers, {including examinations
of the blood.

It is generally known that over-
exposure of the eyes to ultraviolet
rays sets up inflammations. New
inventions in science,  while of
benefit to mankind, bring as-
ciated hazards which demand
sclentific resaarch for their control.

BULDING QUET
- IN CONNECTICUT
' DURING JANUARY

Bullding activity in Connecticut
towns and- cities continued in its
normal - winter slump throughout
January, the 23 communities re-
ported in the monthly survey of the
Committee on Industrial Develop-
ment of the New Haven Road is-
suing almost two and a half mil-
lion dollars less bullding permits
than in Decemher. With the excep-
tion of Hartford and New Haven,
which headed the list for .thes
month, the volume of permits in
all towns and cities was small, al-
though in some cases exceeding fig-
ureg both for December and Janu-
ary 1928,

Nine of the 23 communities
showed increases in building per-
mits over their December totals, al-
though in most cases the galn was
slight, These places were Bristol,
Hartford, Naugatuck, Norwich,
Stamford, Torrington, Waterbury,
West Hartford and Willimantic,

The gains which individual towns
and cities made over their building
permit values for January 1928
were more. substantial than those
made over December figures and
were also slightly more general,
ten . communities . recording in-
creases, Those were Bristol, Dan-
bury, Hamden, Hartford, New Ha-
ven, Norwalk, Stratford, Water-
bury, West Hartford and Willi-
mantic.
