This session promised during the
campaign, will deal with farm relief
and tariff revision primarily, and.
if the leaders have their way about
it, reapportionment of Congress on
the basis of the 1930 census. ‘

It is not likely that much else
will be attempted. NMr. Hoover
dnesn’'t want Congress on his hands
any longer than necessary, and the
leaders don’t want to stay in the
capital very far into the summer.
They are hopeful of getting away
by mid-June or July 1 at the latest,

Expect Snappy Session

A snappy, expeditious session is
fhe program, and it probably can be
carried out despite the many con-
troversial factors inherent in farm
relief and tariff tinkering. For one
thing, the Republicans will be pret-
iy securely in the saddle, having a
paper majority of 15 in the Senale,
and about 100 in the House—
enough to ride down all cpposition
with votes to spare,

A farm bill, embodying a combi-
nation of the new president's ideas
and the MeNary plan, withont the
famous equalization fee, which
failed of passage this winter, will
be ready for introduction at the
outset of the new session. About
ten days will be devoted to public
hearings, more for form’s sake than
anything else, and another ten days
should see it adopted by the House,
pccording to the leaders.

Tariff Revision

Then while the Senafe wrestles
with it, the House will take up
tariff revision. If there are any fire-
works in the session they will cen-
ter about the tariff.

OVER 5,000 PLANES
BULLT IN A YEAR

3,900 Motors Worth 75 Mil-
lion Also Were Built Dur-
ing the Last Year.

New York, March T—The air-
craft year book figures released to-
day by the Aeronautical Chamber
of Commerce reveal that commer-

cial aircraft production in 1928 was
40 per cent greater than in 1327, a
further peep at the year book num-
erals shows that approximately
5,000 airplanes and 3.500 aircraft
motors with a valuation in execess
of §75.000,000 were built through-
cut the country in the last. 12
months. ¢

Wichita, Kan.. leads in ihe pro-
duction of aireraft, according to the
year book. No less than 927 planes
were manufactured in the wheat
state city during 1928, New York
City ranks second with 857 planes,
although the $87.500,000 gross
value of its output is four millions
in excess of the gross value of the
Wichita machines.

As a result of this heavy manu-
facturingz activity in Wichita and
New York City the states of Kansas
and New York rank first and sec-
ond respectively in the lineup of
states.

Ohio Ranks Third

Ohio, with a production of 816
planes is the third largest manu-
facturing state. In estimated gross
value of airerafts alone, after New
York, the leader, came Missouri
second with $2.500,000 and Kansas
and Michizan tyving for third with
$£3,000,000 each. In engine pro-
duction, New Jersey and Connecti-
cut are predominant with Michigan
second, New York third and Cali-
fornia fourth,

Incidentally, the year book re-
ports that there was only one dis-
turbing feature of aircraft produe-
tion in 1928,  This was a sharp de-
cline in the manufacture of mili-
tary planes. Altogether, 1,219 air-
planes were built by nine plants for
the Navy Bureau of Aeronautics
and the Army Air Corps unit. Four
plants buiit 1,413 military engines.
Steadily diminishing interest in
military orders was noted in the
closing months of the year.

Scores of muniecipalities are mak-
fng attractive offers of land or
money to obtain an aircraft or en-
gine factory, or to establish an air
line. This, says the year book, ac-
ecounts more than any other factor,
for the increase in the number of
aviation manufacturing enterprises
in 1928. Among the cities zompet-
ing for recognition as centers of
aireraft production or operation
are; Boston, Bridgeport, New York,
Chicago, Detroit, Wichita, Los

But the history of the New
Haven road as an operator of mari-
time transit is Lot such as to war-
rant anything more than very mod-
srate expectationg in this line,

It was no hot enthusiasm for the
water-borne carrier business that
200k the New Haven road into the
steamboat trade in the beginning,
but a shrewd realization that the
Independent steamboat lines were
getting a lot of business that the
railroad would have liked to have
for itself—and were likely to get
more, In other words, the policy
of the New Haven road, in taking
over a group of steamer lines at
very high valuations, was not one
of expansion of marine commerce
but of suppression, rendering just
enough of such service to discour-
age competition by new services but
at all times smothering the natural
development of water-ways service
in the interest of the rail.

Inasmuch as water-borne freights
are notoriously more economical
fhan raill freights, this policy has
been against the interests of the
communities served by the New
Ifaven road. But never mind that;
it has been the policy of almost
every railroad chleftaln of the last
generation with the shining excep-
tion of the late J. J., Hill, who
had vision enough to understand
that the best thigg for the country
al large must eventually be the

_best thing for the rallroads, and
. who was keenly alert to the bene-
fits of utilizing the waterways.

1t iz doubtful if the people of

. Hartford, even the most astute of
“them, have ever fully realized the
importance of proper utilization of
the Connecticut river and Long Isl-
and Sound in promoting the indns-
trial and commercial interests of
.the Capitol city. In a small way,
«yes; but in the larger way, prob-
“ably not at all. Otherwise they
would long ago have challenged
the right of the New Haven road
to suppress river and sound vessel
traffic as it has done; would have
organized "their own steamboat
service, discovered 1{ts i{mmense
:potentialiues and developed it to
‘a point commensurate with the
city’s needs,

It may very well be that under
the New England Steamship Com-
pany there will be some improve-

- ment in the present service, But i{

that improvement comes to within
ten per cent of the possibilities
there will have transpired some-
' thing in the way of a miracle.

NOT SO GOOD

But, having lost the battle, these
people now bécome the subordi-
nates of a new boss appointed by
the victorious enemy. What will
happen to them? Will the religious
and moral Mr. Rockefeller declare
a general amnesty? Or will Indiana
Standard, now that the insurrectos
(presumabily) have upset the dic-
tator, Mexicanize itself, stick the
defeated job-holders up against a
wall and shoot them clean out of
their livellhood?

What is it that Manchester peo-
ple are overdosed with, have been
overdosing themselves with for
many many years, till the appetite,
like that for a noxious drug, grows
with what it feeds on and many of
them are stumbling, politically, in
the sloughs of unhappy bewilder-
ment? Suspicion,

There ig altogether too much sus-
picion, working overtime, in the
braing of the people of this com-
munity, Altogether too much of a
nightmare fear that somebody is
trying to put something over on
them. Altogether too much of a
fever-fancy, born of the drug sus-
picion, that deep dark plotting
gouing on for the destruction of
public rights and the seizure of
power for some weird end, the ac-
complishment of some mysterious
and evil purpose,

Poppycock! Rubbish! Nonsense!

Manchester has a problem on
its Hands that needs the diligent
consideration of its people with
their minds and eyes cleared of
miasmas and delusions and super-
stitions—in a word, of morbid sus-
picion. It needs the clear thoughts
and judgments of fresh, healthy
mentalities. Next Monday, when the
people of this town gather in mass
meeting to discuss together the
proposed project of Consolidation
and other items of the contemplated
charter revision, they can do each
other and the community a world
of good if they will only approach
the task in hand with their brains
freed of the mud of suspicion. But
if they cannot emancipate them-
selves from the thrall of that
blighting, deadening, unmanly and
unwomanly thing, neither they nor
the town of Manchester will get
anywhere.

A SQUARE DEAL

It is delightful to see President
Hoover starting off his treatment
of the problem of prohibition with
great vigor. Even those who have
always been convinced that the
Eighteenth amendment was a huge
error, if their convictions are those
of the mind rather than the appe-
tite will be just as well pleased as
the most extreme of the drys to see
rrohibition enforcement organized
and operated as efficiently as is hu-
manly possible—something which
everybody knows we have not yet
witnessed. Because the dry laws
will always be a subject of dissen-
sion and quarreling until they have
been fully tested.

Washington, March 7.—The first
Republican state organization was
fermed at Juckson, Michigan, on
July 8, 1854, At the same time the
first Republican state ticket was
named, which aftérward became
victorious,

Thus Jackson lays claiiln to be-
ing the birthplace of the Republi-
can party, Ripon, Wisconsin, the
rival claimant in this 75th anni-
versary year of the G. O. P., had
produced g local Republican organ-
ization in Febriiary, as narrated in
a preceding article,

The joining of a moral and eco-
nomic issue in the north produced
the new movement and the firet
Republican state convention was at-
tended by hundreds of leading
business and professional men frow
all over Michigan, A similar com-
bination weas later to place prohibl-
tlon in the {federal statutes, but
without creating an important new
party or starling a war.

Anti-slavery Democrats of Michi-
gan met at Jackson in February,

#1854, and adopted strong resolu-

tions against the spread of slavery
and the proposed repeal of the Mis-
souri Compromise in Congress.
These were the “Free Democraty"
and they nominated their own state
ticket, which included some former
Whigs.

The Detroit Tribune was inspired
to begin a campaign for a new
political coalition of all antf-
slavery elements to oppose the
regular Democrats in the 1854 eleg-
tions. Joseph Warren, the editor,
was largely instrumental in per-
suading the Free Democrats to
withdraw their ticket and combine
with the anti-slavery Whigs In
launching the new party.

Ten thousand persons subse-
quently signed a call for a - non-
partisan meeting at Jackson July &
“to take such measures as shall be
thought bhest +to concentrate the
pepular sentiment of this state
against the aggression of the slave
power."” This call stated that the

“glave power'” had triumphed, that

Liberty had been trampled under-
foot, that a vast territory dedicated
te {freedom had been opened to
glavery, that the great wrong must
be righted if the north were to
figure in the councils of the nation
and that northern rights, national
safety, interests of free labor and
“the high aspirations of humanlily
for universal freedom" were in-
volved in the issue, .

The crowd that came to Jackson

was 80 large that the meeting had
to be held in an oak grove on the
outskirts, where there wag a rude
platform erected for speakers. The
leaders of the movement had for-
mulated their plans secretly and
thoroughly in advance. Everything
was well greased; a Free Sofler
was made temporary chairman and
a Whig permanent president,
whereafter the crowd was divided
up to represent the four conges-
gional' disticts and each section
chose {ts representatives on thg
resolutions committee, of which
Jacob M. Howard, a Detrolt Whig,
who was later a Republican sena-
tor, was chairman. A great deal of
fervid oratory followed.

Howard had previously prepared
the draft of a rlatform, which was
considered by the committee unday
a clump of trees and lafer adopted
by the convention virtually without
alteration, This named the new
party “Republican.”

“The platform declared slavery to
be a “rellc of barbarism® and *‘ex-
cept in punishment of ¢rime a great
moral, social and political evil.” It
proclaimed a determination to op-
pose all attempts at extension of
sluvery and denounced the Kansas-
Nebraska Bill. The convention de-
manded repeal of the fugitive slave
law and abolition of slavery in ths
District of Columbia. :

. “In view of the necessity of bat-
tling for the first principles of
Républican government,” it was re-
gsolved, “and dgainst the schemss of
an aristocracy, the most revolting
and oppressive with

debased, we will co-operate and be

" A correspondence. committee of
five. was named to encourage the
movement in other states. The sn-
nouncement of the withdrawal of
the “Free” Democratic state ticket
Was formally made and the conven-
tion appointed a committes of 90,
with three members from each sen-
atorial district, to nominate a Re-
publican state ticket, which was
later in the day unanimously en-
dorsed. ‘Kingley 8., Bingham, who
had headed the withdrawn *“Fres’
ticket, was named for governor and
the new ticket was made up of five
Whigs, three Fres Sollers and two
anti-Nebraska Demoecrats, This
ticket was subsequently endorsed
by a Whig conventian, leaving only
two tickets.ip the field. In the elec-
tion the Republicans elected their
entire state tickeét, their senatorial
candidate, three out of four con-
gressmen and an anti-slavery
legislature.

Meanwhtle; other states had be-
gun to fall.into line.

THE COLOR SENSE

One of the tests to which en-
gineers, brakemen and motormen
must submit before being accepted
for their positions is the color
blindness test to discover whether
or not the applicants are able to
distinguish one color from
another.

It has been determined that ap-

proximately from four to five per-
cent of men and about one percent;
of women have a defective color|
vision. The most common defect is|
green-blindness and the next red- |
blindness, A green-red blind indi- |
vidual cannot distinguish green and |
red from each other or from vari-
ous shades of gray which reflect
light with the same intensity. Com-
plete color blindness, or the in-
ability to distinguish Heghts and
shadows only, is rare. Very rare
too is the inability to distinguish
sellows or blues.

Sometimes color blind individ-
uals are not “green’ to defect,
since they have learned to apply
the terms “green” to grasses, lrees,
ete, and ‘“‘red” to bricks, and they
may be able to distinguish the
slight difference in the intensity of
illumination between these objects,
but they do mnot distinguish the
sharp sensations of color which are
so striking to a normal lnd}vidual.

Color-blindness is practically al-
ways congenital and is hereditary
in some cases, but it may occur
from disease or accident. The exact
cause of this phenomenon is un-
known, although there are several
theorles.

It is believed that some of the
lower animals are practically color
blind. This is known to be true of
the cat and dog which respond very
quickly to a moving object, but ap-
parently do not distinguish any dif-
ference between the various colors
of objects.

Images of color following the
stimulus of a colored light are of
an opposite or what has been term-
ed complementary color. Red, there-
fore, stimulates a green image, yel-
low, violet, and etc.

Thesge complementary colors may
also be induced by contrast, that is,
by placing a dull gray piece of
paper upon a large surface of any
bright color, it does not appear a
pure gray but has a faint tiat of the
complementary color to that of the
background. For Instance, & gray
piece of paper lying upon a green
background has a red tint, and
while/1ying upon an orange colored
paper has a bluish tint.

Tr, usual method of testing the
color vislon is to use either a series
of colored wools or some charts
containing & mosaic of colored
areas. For the wools, usually Holm-
gren's standard is used, consisting

of a large collection of different
colored wools. The examiner may
pick up a gray wool or a blue or
red wool and ask the patient to
select all of the similar colored
types. It the latter is color blind,
he will place wools of the wrong
color -<with the sample or leave
wools of the same color behind. A
totally color blind person will see
no difference between the various
samples except shades of gray. With
the chart, ordinarily termed Still-
ing's, one can place & color, likely
to be named wrong by a partly color
slind person, upon the chart, and if
the patient is color blind, he will
not recognize any difference be-
tween that speclal color and the
general color of the chart.

Questions and Answers

Question: R. O. asks: “What are
the causes and symptoms of abscess
of the bladder? And what can be
done for this trouble? Is it the same
as cystitis?”

Answer—Cystitis means inflam-
mation of the bladder and of course
this is always present when there
is an abscess. The symptoms may
be very much the same; but if the
abscess is discharging there will be
large quantities of pus voided with
the urine. The systemic treatment
would be much the same, that is, to
cut down the amount of irritating
toxing in the urine but, of course,
any local treatment would depend
upon a correct diagnosis.

Question: 8. J. asks: “Will you
please answer in the column just
how injurious home brew is? My
husband says it is all right and
drinks about three quarts each
night, and has been dolng this for
five years. He says it would have af-
fected him before now if it were
ever going to.”

Answer: Some people can stand
more than others but I am sure that
three quarts daily of any kind of
beer will finally prove injurious to
anyone. Perhaps your husband
would prefer living dangerously,
but you'd better be sure to keep his
lifg insurance premiums paid.

Veteran of the Snows Seeks
to Crown Career of Ad-
venture in Long Voyage.

Sheboygan, Wis.—OTf all the rov-
ers who ever wandered the broad
reaches of the North American con-
tinent, a sinewy son of Jugo-Slavia
named Charlie Planinshek is un-

doubtedly the roving-est,

Although his income, technically,
is in Sheboygan, “Eskimo Charlle"
Planinshek does not seem to have
much use for any place where there
are more than two or three people
to the square mile, He has spent
most of the last 15 years In the
Arctie, and during that time has
wandered more than 30,000 miles;
and this summer he plans the great-
est pilgrimage of all.

In a light canvas canoe he and
his two small children will make
a trip of 8,000 miles—from Ches-
terfield Inlet, far mnorth on the
shores of %udson Bay, to Hava-
na, Cuba.

What for? Jist to show doubt-
ing friends that he can do it. So
he says, anyhow. But roving
seems to be second nature with
him,

Children Accompany Bim

With his 6-year-old son An-
thony and his 8-year-old daughter
Inez, Planinshek will leave hers
goon by train for Cranberry Port-
age, far away on the Saskatche-
wan river. There the three will
get - their little canos and start
down the river to Lake Winnipeg.
By a long chain of lakes and riv-
ers they will make their way to
Chesterfield Inlet, 1,000 miles dls-
tant, At that point the jaunt will
really begin,

After stocking up on provisions
and on other supplies, the party
will start south., They Dbelieve
that they will be able to leave the
inlet about May 10; by June 15
they hope to reach The Pas, in
Manitoba, after following
amazingly circuitous chain of lakes,
rivers and swamps,

From The Pas the cance will
glide down the Saskatchewan river
to Lake Winnipeg. Hugging the
west shore of that lake, Planinshek
will go south to the mouth of the
Red River, and up that stream,
across the international boundary
line, to Ortonville, Minn, A brief
portage there will put the canoe in
a stream which empties into the
Mississippl river above St. Paul.

Down the Mississippi

From that point it is plain sail-
ing. Down the Miszissippi to the
Gulf of Mexico, along the shelter-
ed coast line to Key West, and
thence across the turbulent sea to
Havana—it's very simple, says
Planinshek.

That ig the trip that this man
has mapped out for himself and
his two youngslers this year—
8,000 miles of canoeing, some of
it through desolate lands where
no one but a wandering trapper or
Eskimo ever comes,

But Planinshek likes that kind
of life, He is used to it, So do his
children, They are born to it.

In 1913 he ventured into the
northern part of Canada follow-
ing reports that a fabulous gold
field had been discovered thers.
He found no gold, but he did find
a way of life—wild, primitive and
remote from <olvilization—that ap-
pealed to him.

Downed Fierce Bear

During the years that followed
he estimates tlmt he paddled his
canoe at least 25,000 miles, and
hiked afoot 5,000 miles more. He
had adventures, too; his arms and
side are badly scarred where an
angry bear once clawed him, The
two grappled in waist-deep water;
Planinshek finally won by holding
the bear's head below the surface
until it drowned.

Another time, near Dupont Lake,
Planinshek unde?ok a long cross-
country hike in e winter., Losing
his smoked glasses, he was afflict-
ed with temporary snow-blindness
—a malady in which the glitter of
sunlight on white snow makes the
eyes temporarily lose their sight.
He wandered in circles, and finally
fell exhausted in a snow drift,

For two days he lay there, Then
an BEskimo girl found him, dragged
him to a hut, and nursed him back
to life, Yes, it ended the way such
things should—he married her.

Lived Among Eskimos

For years bhe lived with her
smong the Hskimos. He discov-
ered their curious customs, obeyed
some and learned how to circum-
vent the others,

For instance; when his first child
was about to be born, Planinshek
and his wife occupied a snug stone
hut on a little hill. The Eskimo
came to him and said that tribal
custom ferbad any woman from
giving birth to a child on the land;
consequently he must take his wife
to a temporary snow hut out on
the ice, Planinshek, naturally, did
not want to do this, so he devised
a strategem, He asked the Eskimos
to retire for a moment, and in their
absence he heated two big stones in
a fire. Then, calling them back, he
told them that he had prayed to
the Great spirit for guldance, and
had been told that the two stones
would give his answer, If they felt
cold to the touch, his wife should
go out upon the ice; if they felt
warm, she should stay where she
wWas. '

The Hskimos went and touched
the stones—and burned their fing-
ers, Planinshek won his point.

AN AMERICAN DEFEAT

Today is the anniversary ol a
disastrous naval battle of the Revo-
lution. It was fought just 152 years
ago today in West Indian waters,
between the 64-gun Yarmouth of
the Birtish navy and the compara-
tively puny 2%-gun American fri-
gale Randolph, one of the 13 'ri-
gates built by the Continental Con-
gress,

The battle lasted just an hour. It
came to a tragic end when a shot
from th2 Yarmouth exploded in the
Randolph's powder magazine and
blew her to fragments. Only four
of the frigate's crew of 315 men
were [ound alive. British casual-
ties were slight.

The engagement was discourag-
ing to the American cause, particu-
larly because it was only one of a
series of crushing defeats which the
British navy was inflicting upon
American ships. The one cause for
satisfaction at the time was John
Paul Jones' accomplishments {n
British waters. With the Ranger,
the first American ship to fiy the
Stars and Stripes, Jones was cir-
cling the British Isles and winning
a large part of his reputation as
a skillful and intrepid seaman.

0Oil Company of Indiana, a $900,-
000,000 concern,

On March 7. Col, Stewart will be
“tried” hefore a jury composed of
the corporation’s 58,000 stockhold-

ers with Rockefeller in the role of
prosccutor. In person oOr by proxy
—mostly the latter—the stockhold-
ers will vote on Rockefeller's
motion that Stewart should resign
because of his connection with the
mysterious Continental Trading
Company which was linked, in a
way, with the Teapot Dome oil
scandal.

Some have called it “a battle be-
tween ethies and  profits,” since
Rockefeller has demanded that
Stewart resign on ethical grounds
and Stewart. refusing. has stood
larzely on his record for sueccesslul
operation of the company. It has
just recently declared two dividends
of $116,000,000 each.

John D. Rockfeller, Jr., owns
only 5 per cent of the Standard Oil
of Indiana's stock and, through
various Rockefeller boards and
foundations, controls only 10 per
cent more. Ilowever, he has suc-
ceeded in rallylng many stockhold-
ors to his support in his efforts to
get the necessary 51 per cent of the
vote. IHis aged father, now winter-
ing ia Florida, owns none cf the
stock but ie giving his son his full
support.

Thus comes (o a showdown the
hattle between the son of the worlds

accumulated a fortune estimated
at $100,000,000. The stake is con-
trol of the Standard of Indiana, the
largest single manufacturer and
marketer of petroleum in the
world.

For months the two men have
been marshaling their forces —lin-
ing up the votes of stockholders for
and againsl.

The whole titanic combat in which
the two antagonists symbolize
two opposing trends in American
business life, dates back to a curi-
ous, almost irrelevant side-lssue of
the great Teapot Dome oil scandal.

Tosunderstand the nature of the
present struggle, it is necessary Lo
£0 back into the past a bit.

In November, 1921, a group of
men met in a New York hotel room.
A. E. Humphreys, veteran oil man,
was there to sell some oil—millions
of dollars worth of oll. The others
were there to buy.

The prospective buyers included
Harry M. Blackmer, chairman of
the board of the Midwest Refining
Company; J. E. O'Neil, chairman of
the board of the Prairie Oil and Gas
Company:; Harry F. Sinclair, head
of the Sinclair Consolidated Ofl
Comipany, and soon ic become a
leading character in a stupendous
scandal; and—Robert W, Stewart,
of Standard of Indiana.

The buyers wanted Humphrey's
oll for thelr companies. They
azreed {o buy 1t—33,333,333 bar-
rels of it—Tfor £1.50 a barrel.

Then a new actor came on the
stage—H. C. Osler of Toronto, head
of the Continental Trading Com-
pany. By mutual agreement, Hum-
phreys sold his oil to Osler's com-
pany instead of to the other men—
at the same price. Then, when
Humphreys left, Osler turned
around and sold the same oil to the
companies dominated by Sinclair.,
Stewart, O'Neil and DBlackmer at
$1.75 a barrel.

Thus, in 15 minutes’ time the
Continental Trading Company stood
to make a profit of something like
$8.000,000.

So far, so good. But the Con-
Ltinental ‘Trading Company was
something of a [fiction—a dummy
corporation. And it happened Lhat
it never did collect that $8,000,000.
After amassing profits of $3,080.-
000 its charter was cancelled, its
contract was sold to the Sinclalr
and TPrairie companies, all papers
were destroyed and the company
went quietly out of existence. None
but this little group of oil men
knew it had existed.

Osler, meanwhile, had $32,080,000
in profits to distribute to the Con-
tinental's stockholders. He put
this money into Liberty bonds and
divided them into four packages of
$750,000 each. Then he gave one

e —— —— — . -

package to Sinclair, one to Black-
mer, one to O'Neil and one to Stew-
art.

That was .the Continental Trad-
ing Company episode in its en-
tirety—a strange, mysterious bit of
business that was never reported to
the stockholders of any of the com-
panies which made the $3,080,000
profits possible. >

Time passed. Harry Sinclair,
laying hands on Teapot Dome in an
extra-legal manner, needed to relm-
burge Seeretary of the Interfor Al-
bert B. Fall for past and prospec-
tive favors. Fall had $230,000
coming to him. Sinclair, by chance,
elected to give it to him in Liberty
bonds—and, by chance, took the
bonds from the {750,000 package
given him from Osler.

A little later the Senate inves-
tigations brought the great oil
scandals out in the open. Govern-
ment attorneys and accountants be-
gan checking up in ledgers and
bank records. And one of them
chanced upon the $230,000 Liberty
bonds in IFall's assels. The num-
bers on these bonds were traced—
and presently the amazed senators
had dragged into the open the Con-
tinental story.

The senators could not under-
stand this peculiar transaction.
They sought to question the oil men
who had participated in it. But
Blackmer fled to Paris. O'Nell
fled to somewhere else. Osler fled
to Africa. Sinclair was already un-
der indictment and was keeping his
mouth shut, -

Stewart, repeatedly called as a
witness, kept leaving the country
“on business.' Finally—a little
more than a year ago—the younger
Rockefeller took a hand. Stewart’s
evasion of the Senate's calls. for
testimony had irked him; and
Rockefeller- preemptorily wired the
oil man, then in Havana, to return
to Washington to testify.

Stewart did so. Before the Sen-
ate committee he swore that he had
had no interest in the Continental
company and that he did not know
any of the parties who Jid. He
added that he know nothing abount
the Liberty bonds and had never
had any of them.

That, for the time Dbeing, was
that. But other facts began to
come to light. O'Neil and Black-
mer crept back to Canada and re-
turned to Osler the money they had
received. Sinclair was already
proven to have received a fourth
of the Continental's profits. Thus,
with three-fourths of the money
accounted for, the big questlon be-
came: “Who got the other fourth?”
Suspicious eyes hegan to turn in
Stewarl's direction.

Then came the final hit of evi-
dence. A government investigator
traced interest payments of the
missing bonds directly to Stewarl's
bank account. Stewart then went
before the Senate agaln and ad-
mitted that he had had the bonds
for seven years.

Stewart was tried for perjury and
acquitted on a technicality, which
involved no mention of innocence,
Then the junior Rockefeller spoke

—

up and demanded that Stewart re-
sign. Stewart refused.
Rockefeller definitely declared
war. He appealed to the stockhold-
ers to join him against Stewart,
Stewart countered with an appeal
to the stockholders to stand by the

man who had made Standard Oil of
Indiana one of the industrial giants
of the day. The battle was on.

Some holders of large blocks of
stock Lhrew their influence to Rock-
efeller, and some threw Lheirs to
Stewart., The latter exuded noth-
ing but confidence wuntil Rocke-
feller senlor announced that he was
standing by his son. That looked
more serious. The elder Rocke-
feller had connections and influ-
ences that his son lacked.

Stewart countered with an ap-
peal to the stockholders, pointing
out that in his leadership Standard
of Indiana had grown “frota a
$175,000,000 company to a $900,-
000.000 corporation.” He remind-
ed them of what was perfectly true;
that it was largely his ahility and
direction that had made this possi-
ble. Then, as a last deflant appeal,
he had the corporation declare a
dividend of breath-taking size —
$116,000,000 in cash and §1186,-
000,000 in stock.

The Rockelellers, through a
spokesman, recently announced
that they already had galned the
support of more than 45 per cent
of the voting stock, and were con-
fident that thls would give them the
victory. Stewart, however, refused
to concede the truth bf this claint.

Probably this is the first time in
the history of big business that
stockholders have sought to oust an
official on purely ethical grounds.
Tn this fight Stewart represents the
old order of business man; the
business man of tradition, who
rolls up immense profits for his
company and makes no fine defini-
tions about the rights or wrongs of
the methods he uses, The Contin-
ental affair may not be quite de-
fensible; Stewart scorns to defend
it, and tosses a §232,000,000 divi-
dend on the floor as proof that he

ought to remain as chairman of the
board.

Rockefeller, on the other hand, is
{nterested in the ethics of the thing.
As a stockholder he surely cannot
complaln about the profits Stewart
has been making for hin.. In his
viewpoint he represents the new
attitude that has been growing up
in business circles; the attitude that
the simple standard *‘does it pay?”
is not quite enough, even In trade.

And there things rest at present.
Rockefeller vs. Stewart— ‘“‘ethles
agalnst profits’ — the old order
against the new. When the stock-
holders cast their votes on March
7 it will be determined which is to
be the victor.

SENATE MAY PROBE
BATTLE OF PROXIES

Washington, March 7.—An" in-
vestigation by the Federal Trade
Commission into the Rockefeller-
Stewart fight for control of the
0il Company of Indiana will be ask-
ed by Senator Stephens (D) of
Mississippl at a special session of
Congress, Irrespective of who wins
cn the showdown today.

One resolution authorizing such
a probe having failed, the Missis-
sippi Senator will introduce a sim-

| ilar measure in the coming session,

he told Inlernational News Service
today.

The original resolution was in-
troduced in an effort te have Lhe
trade body look into the controver-
§v before it was ended, and to ex-
amine the ballots cast Iin today’s
election. A jammed legislative
calendar in the Senate sidetracked
it, however, and it died with the
Seventieth Congress, The pew
proposal will be similar to the old
one, which provided:

“That the Federal Trade Com-
mission be directed to promptly in-
vestigate and raport Lo the Senale
whether any persons, {irms or cor-
porations engaged in the attempt to
influence or control the election of
directors of the Standard Oil Com-
pany of Indiana, to be held March
7, are violating or are conspiring
lo violate any judicial decrees or
any federal laws  prohibiting
monopolies, restraint of trade, un-

fair competition or other unlawlul,

practices.”

COUGHS AND COLDS ARRE
SERIOUS AMONG YOUNG.

By DI:. MORRIS FISHBEIN.

Medical Associntion and of Hygzeia,

the Health Magzazine.

Coughs, colds and other respira-
tory dieases account for 47
ner cent. of all cases ol illness.

Among school children the prob-
tem is even more serious than
among adults, beecause children are
more likely to eateli cold than are
adults and in them the disease 1s
usually more serious.

Studies have been made by the
New York Commissinn on “Ventila-
tion and by other investigators
which indicate that the methods ot
ventilating school rooms have an
important bearing on the amount
of respiratory disease. 'The New
York commission's results favored
strongly the use of window ven-
tilation as contrasted with
mechanical svstems.

Ventilation and Children,

The most recent support [or this
conclusion comes f{rom Leonard
Greenburg, associate saaitary engi-
neer in the United States Public
Health Seryice, who studied
various ventilating systems in their
relationship to catching cold by
children in seven schools Jocated
in New Haven, Conn,

In three of these ventilation was
provided by the contrel of windows,
in three by fans, and in one by

Q.—How much does the
average baby weigh at hirth?

what is known as the uni-vent sys-
tem. Three thousand [ive hun-
dred ninety-three pupils attended
the schools in which the studies
were made.

Reports were kept of
sences, of the temperature record,
and of the occurences of coughs
and colds among the children.

The tolal number of absences of
children among mechaniecally ven-
tilated schools was much larger
than in those ventllated by the
natural open window method; in-
deed, it was almost twice as much.
The investigators are convinced
that the atmospheric conditions
produced the systems of mechan-
ical ventilation in use at the time
of the study were assoclated with
higher respiratory illnesses absence
rates than were found in schools
with windiow ventilation.

Taking Care of Crowds.

The report does not intend to
condemn all mechanical systems of
air conditioning for this reason.
It is recoguized that assembly
rooms, theaters and places seating
great crowds of people simply can-
not be properly ventilated in all
instances by natural ventilation
methods. A school room, however,
offers a different problem.
