Schools Bound to Benefit
Through Control by One
Rather Than Several Com-
mittees—How Debits and
Credits Affect Districts.

This is the fifth in a series of
articles appearing in The Herald
dealing with charter revision
the general subject of district con-
solidation. Discussion of
subjects, cither pro or con in the
columms of The Herald is invited.

CONSOLIDATION OF SCHOOLS,

It is proposed that this be effect-
ed under the provisions of Chapter
1 of the General Statues, Sections
955, 9506 and 962, “he process of
consolidation, when explained in
non-technical language, covers a
procedure through which the town
purchases the buildings and equip-
ment of the various districts and
assumes their debts. The districts
are recompensed for their net
assets or net worth, that is, their
assels less their debts, by a tax up-
on the grand list of the whole town.
This tax is distributed between the
districts in the ratio that the grand
list of each district is to the grand
list of the town as a whole.

Debits, Credits.

When this process will have b€en
completed it was. estimated in Oc-
tober 1928, on the basis of the
assets of the various districts then
existing less their indebtedness and
their grand lists. that the amount of
the taxy to be debited or credited to
each district would be as follows:

If the debts of the various dis-
tricts should deerease or increase, if
rew construction should be under-
taken. or if the grand lists should
increasge or decrease materially, the
net results of the egualization tax
would of course vary, but the above
represents an approximate estimate
of the condition that would hav_e
existed as of Qctober 1, 1028; it
cannot be guaranieed to be abso-
Iutely correct and is approximate.
Tt will be seen from the above thz_n
the major part of the charges lie
between the Seventh, Eighth and
Ninth distriets, the Seventh and
Fizhth being credited and the
Ninth being debited.

It is interesting to note that the
combined sound value of the school
buildinzs, equipment and land of
all of the districts was estimated to
be $1,134.630.00; that the estimat-
ed indebtedness was $801,180.00;
that the net worth to be assumed by
the town was $332,050.00; that the
equalization tax would resuit in a
total of debts of $45,286.00 and a
total credit of a similar amount.

The above estimates vary some-

what from those published a year |
ggo, principally because of the con- !

struetion of the Port.: St. school
building and because of changes jn
the grand lists of the various dis-
tricts.

The above statement of assets, of
course does not include the build-
ings owned by Cheney Brothers in
the Ninth School Distriet, whickL
would be purchased hy the town
nnd whielh now amount to $678.-
069.00, not inecluding the High
8chool which has already been
. transferred.

Town's Debt,

The debt of the town on account
of consolidation of schools would
be. if this were effected, $801.-
180.00, which happens to be almost
the equivalent of the debt of the
town for all other purposes; this
was stated to be, in the town report
of August 15, 1928, page 57, $801,-
720.71.

If there is added to the debt to

be incurred by the town for the pur- |

thase of the school property of the
districts ($801,180.00) the value of
ihe Cheney Brothers' property at
post. which are to be taken over
($678,069.00), the total debt of the
town on account of school property
rould be $1,479.249.00.

On the hasis of serial bonds to be
betired at twenty years. bearing in-
terest at 414 %. this debt could be
sarried and paid off in twenty years
1t an average annual charge of 2
mills per $1.00 of grand list.

Mexico City, March 9
Former President Plu‘arco
Elias Calles, one of the war-
riors upon whom rest the des-
tinies of the government, left
early this morning for Iraputo
to take field command of the
army of the center.

The other military pillar of
the government, Gen. Juan
Andrea Almazan, the “Bril-
liant Young Napoleon of Mod-
ern Mexico," will command the
army of the north.

These combined armies will
number 41,000 men, the
mightiest military force ever
assembled in Mexico.

The first big battle of the Mexi-
can revolution probably will be
fought within a few days on the
Coahuila-Durango border near
Torreon, according to all indica-
tions today.

Gen. Juan Almazan. Mexico's
“Young Napoleon,” told Interna-
tional News Service in an exclusive
interview at Monterey that the fed-
erals are steadily closing in upon
Gen, Escobar's rebel forces-at Tor-
reon. )

Troop trains are moving north-
ward over every railwayv crowded
with soldiers, machine guns and
light artillery. When War Secre-
tary Calles takes the field in person
there will be 20,000 federals hold-
ing a line across Mexico from a
point northwest of Gaudalajara to
Monterey.

The important border port of
Ciudad Juarez, which was taken by
the rebels vesterday in a brief but
sharp aetion, was quiet today. ‘I'he
rebels are administering the affairs
of the city and promised to main-
tain order. The 300 defenders are
interned at Fort Bliss upon United
States soil.

The revolution now ecénters in
northwestern Mexico. The southern
and eastern sections have been
cleared of rebels.

Rebel cniefs claim to hold more
than half a dozen important cities
fn northwestern Mexico. These
cities are Nogales, Ciudad. Juarez,
Hermosillo, Guaymas, Mazatlan,
Chihuahna and Toreon,

The zarrison at Mexicali, lower
California, which is supported wilh
bombing planes, is planninz to
bomb Nogales, Sonora. This offers
a danger to the American city of
Nogales, Arizona, which adjoins tie
Mlexican city. There is danger of
bOit:’le falling upon United States
goil.

There Is another threat of fight-
ing upon the United States line at
San Luis, which 1is just over the
border from Yuma, Ariz.

If fighting breaks out In those
places the United States military
authorities will take the same pre-
cautions they did at El Faso, Texas,
during the fighting at Juarez ves-
terday.

The _ Mexican government
nounced. that General J.
Aguirre, the rebel leader who evac-
uated Vera Cruz, will be executed
when captured. Aguirre is in flight
towards the Isthmus of Tehuante-
pee. It is believed he will try to
fnake his: way to a port for flight

Armies Converging Near Torreon—Troop Trains Speed

terey and other portions of the
country definitely under control of
the Portes Gil government - to
move northward and quell the rev-
olution where thus far no progress
has been made. .

Little information of a military
nature has come through, but the
State Department was being Xept
advised by its diplomatic Trepre-
sentatives of the developments as
repidly as learned.

As the situation stood early to-
day, the Mexican Federals had com-
plete control of Vera Cruz and
Monterey, and were prepared to
marech on Torreon. in north central
Mexico on the railroad comnecting
El Paso and Mexico City. Juarez
was in rebel hands., but it was be-
lieved the government troops were
preparing-to attempt to recapture
the city.

The War Department had not yet
received reports from Gen. Lassiter
concerning the number of defeated
Federal troops who crossed the Rio
Grande and entered American terri-
tory, theve to be disarmed by the
American commander.

Reports giving details of the kill-
ing of two Americans were awailed
by officials.

TWO AMERICANS KILLED.

El Paso, Texas, March 9.—Quiet
reigned in Juarez today with ths
Mexican revolutionary forces in
complete control after driving the
Federal-forces from the city yester-
day.

On this side of the Rio Grande, a
sorrowful family mourned the
death of two-year-old Lidia Ro-
darte; one of the two innocent
American victims of yesterday's
battle. ¥

The child was stru¢k by a stray
bullet while playing in fronf of her
home four blocks north of the
river. y

The other American fatalily oc-
curred in Juarez in the heat of the
battie. A bartender, believed to
be Teddy Barnes, of Augusta. Ga.,
was, killed by stray bullets while in
'bed in the St. Louis hotel. A six-
year-old boy, Luis Chavez, was also
wounded while playing in front of
his home in EI Paso.

Estimates of the dead were vague
because they wers removed from
the streets immediately. Tt {s be-
lieved ‘the rebels lost from five to
eight men and the Federals be-
tween ten and twelve men with the
wounded on both sides estimated at
similar figures.

EXPECT BIG BATTLE.

Nogales, Sonora, Mexico, March
9.—The first major engagement of
the Mexican revolution and per-
haps the decisive battie of the re-
volt is expected by Rebel leaders to
take place within the next few dass
in the northern part of the State
of Guadalajara or southern Jalisen.

Gen. Francisco Borquez, rehel
commandant here, revealed today
that main revolutionary forees un-.
der Gen. Francisco Manzo on -the
west coast and Gen. Jose Gonzaln
Escobar in central Mexico -Jars
steadily converging toward north-
ern Guadalajara where a force af
17,000 Federals is reported mob-
tlizing to meet the threatened &t-
tack from the north. 48

A heavy rebel troop concenira-
tion was under way today at Santa
Ana, 75 miles south of here, under
the direction of Gen. Fausto Topsats

The Committee
on Appropriations, as has been
stated on previous weeks, has been
progressing at a greater speed than
aver before, the preparation of a de-
falled budget by the Board of
Finance and Control enabling this
group to dispense with much of the
routine work it formerly had to do.

The Committee on Cities and
Boroughs and the Committee on
Finance has been spending almost
as much time at hearings as the
above mentioned groups and both
hiave been able to dispose of more
business during the past month
than has been the case in past ses-
sions, The Committee on Incorpora-
tions already has completed the
greater part of its work. The roads,
bridges and rivers group which was
forced to remain inactive during
the month of February in order to
learn highway and financial details
concerning their work, is now pro-
gressing with great rapidity and is
hearing practically a score of bills
a day.

If this present speed can bhe main-
fainped on a four day schedule. an
early adjournment is a practical
certainty, and unless actual pro-
tests against the Friday sessions
are made—and there has been less
this year tham in previous years—
that schedule is quite likely to be
maintained.

Local Matters Prevail

The week has not been exactly
an interesting one on Capitol Hill.
The majority of the matters upon
which action was taken were loecal
in their nature and therefore not
of state wide interest. Many of the
hearings concerned town and city
zoning bills, local bonds, local pen-
¢lons, and so on. There were many
bills reported, too, making slight
changes in town tax laws, all of
major interest to the towns con-
cerned but of little interest gen-
erally.

If the proposed amendments to
the town charter become effective,
the annual town meeting will no
longer act on appropriations, whieh
under the state law determine the
tax rate, nor will the meeting sanc-
tion the required tax rate, as
present, Thers will be a .board of
finance of seven members, ap-
pointed by the selectmen, which
will examine the requests for ap-
propriations made by the various
lown departments and make the
appropriations, This board will
also set the tax rate.

Now a.board of [inance s an ex-
cellent inatitution when its fune-
tions are advisory. It is highly de-
sirable to have a group of citizens
(who_gdo not themselves spend the
money to be appropriated) study
the budgets of the various depart-
ments and make recommendations
concerning them. But
tions .of such a =mall
board should be purely advisory,
Their recommendations should be
submitied to the voters of the town
or to some elected body for ap-
proval. In cities such recommenda-
tions are usually submitted to the
board of aldermen, an elected
sroup.

Then they invented a new feath-
erweight Diesel engine that repre-
sents a truly revolutionary step in
marine engines. Lighter and cow-
pacter than any engine yet built, it
nevertheless develops the amazing
total of 50,000 horsepower—as
compared with the 45.000 possessed
by the greatest battlegships afloat,
the English Nelson and . Rodney,
which weigh 35,000 tons each.

This engine will give the Ersatz
Preussen a top speed of 26 knots an
hour and a cruising range, without
refuelling, of 10,000 miles.

Quick Firing Guns.

Then came the guns. Six 11-ineh
rifles were installed in (triple
armored turrets and given high
elevation mounts to Increase their
range. They are quick firers,
each gun can throw three 670-
pound shells a minute, to an effec-
tive range of 30,000 yards. For a
secondary battery, the Ersatz Preus-
sen has eight six-inch guns in tur-
rets, a number of anti-aircraft guns
and six torpedo tubes.

Nor is that all. A new system
of dividing the hull into water-
tight compartments has made the
Lrsatz Preussen practically unsink-
able by mines or torpedoes—or sn,
at least, naval men say.

On top of all of this, the warship
has a shallower draft than any
other ship of anything like its size,
In the shallow waters of the Baltic
sea it wlll be invincible; it can
steam into shallows where other
ships, especially submarines,
not approach it. Yet its freeboard
is high enough so that heavy
weather will not put any of its guns
out of aection.

It is when the ship is compared
with other warships that the true
inwardness of the situation is un-
derstood.

Speed and Armor.

The Ersatz Preussen can make
26 knots an hour. This does not
compare with the 31 knots which
the modern 10,000-ton British
cruisers can make. But the Drit-
ish cruisers carrv only eight-inch
guns; besides, their protective ar-
mor is nowhere near as powerful
as the German ship's. If the Er-
satz Preussen were overtaken by
one or more of the 10,000-ton
cruisers it could not get away, bul
it probably could blow them out of
the water.

Its 26-knot speed, on the other
hand, is better than any battleship
can make, The finest'of the British
dreadnaughts can only do 25 knots.
Thus, if the Ersalz Preussen ghould
encounter battleships more heavily
armed than herself shs could get
away from them unharmed.

As the naval men briefly put
it: She can outgun England’'s best
cruisers and outrun England’'s best
battleships. She can either whip or
get away from any other ship on
earth.

Wide Cruising Range.

There is. just one more thing
to add: The Ersatz Preussen's tre-
mendous. cruising range
make her the most dangerous coni-
merce destroyer ever seen. If she
started off on a raid on enemy
shipping, such as the famous Em-
den made in 1914, she would 1*ake
the exploits of that ship look small.
If Germany builds five more ships
in the same class—as Germany
plans to do—she will have a navy
that no one can laugh at.

Thus, while Germany has strictly
conformed to the treaty of Ver-
sailles, that treaty—aor 4t.leasi the
sections of it limiting Germany's
navy—Dhas abruptly become a scrap
of paper. And the commanders of
England’s cruisers are beginning to
understand how the admirals of
Britain's wooden fleet felt, more
than haif a century ago, when the
Monitor and the Merrimae, invinci-
ble in iron armor, appeared on
Chesapeake Bay and made every
nation on earth rebuild its navy
from the ground up.

A QUAKER'SB OATH
Considerable wonderment has
been expressed—and probably stlll
more entertained without expres-
gion—over the fact that President
Hoover, on the occaslon of his In-
auguration, permitted himself to
be sworn in by oath; it being the
general impression that no mem-
ber of the Society of Friends will,
noder any circumstances, take an
obligation in that form but will al-
ways insist on the aiternative of
affirmation.
This {s & misconception due to a
tasic misunderstanding of the
" Quakers' objection to swearing by
the name of God. That they do ob-
ject to the institution of oath-tak-
fog is true, but their objection Is
bardly so much a rule of individusl
conduct as it i{s the expression of
a beliefl—that the administering of
oaths tends to a double standard of
truth. Holding to that belief, Quak-
ers generally regard it as useful to
discourage pledges of especial sanc-
tity, and their own usual refusal
t» take oath where sitnple afiirma-
tion is admissable is in line with
devotion io a general principle
yather than to a personal obliga-
tion,
1t is true that there have been
pccasions on ‘which members of the

Society of Friends have made n‘
good deal of fuss rather fhan take
a required oath, but such Quakers
were merely expressing their indl-
vidual leanings; it is doubtful it

there is anything in their religion
to prevent them from taking an
oath if it seems wise to do so. Very
certainly a Quaker’, oath would
not be made with the slightest res-
ervation—quite to thé contrary, for

the Friends! devotion to truth for)

truth's sake is proverbial as well az
fundamental.

As a matter of fact there is o
religious group which places less
value on mere forms of any kind
tban the Quakers, The simplicity
and directness of their faith pre-
cludes any great regard for rituals
and at the same time operates (o
ruake them rather tolerant of all
rituals.

As a Quaker Mr. Hoover's tak-
ing of the formal oath of office was
in keeping with those ideas of tol-
eration of whatever does not vio-
late the cardinal principles of
righteousness which are quite char-
acteristic of the Friends. He did not
kEcve to compromise with any set
rule of his faith, merely with a
custom. »

What
chance would the drunken maun
with the gun have of escaping with
any such rvunishment if he killed
somebody .with a shot? If he got
legs than five years he would be a
very lucky drunken man indeed.

In Australia, if you get drunk
and drive a car so that somebody
is killed, they hang you; and that's
alr there is to it. They send you lo
prison if you merely drive drunk,
killing nobody. And thiough Aus-
tralians are notoriously a hard
drinking people they are extremely
careful to keep away {rom automo-
bile steering wheels when not
strictly sober. Even in our own
state Judge Baldwin the other day
sentenced a drunken driver to serve
from one to two years in the state
prison for an automobile man-
glaughter.

Washington, March 8—This Is
the time of year to bemoan the pas-
sage of the good old days when
there were statesmen in Congress.

This iz the time to gaze sadly at
retreating figures without whom
the Senate or the House wili ““never
be the same again.”

It may be thought that the sob-
bing anent the dying gasps of a
Congress, with its inevitable crop
of men retired-voluntarily or invol-
untarily, is somewhat overdone;
that, after all, Congress will muddle
along about as usual and that one
senator probably is as good as an-
other.

But it never looks that ~way to
the folk in the galleries, especially
those of the press gallery, who
spend most of their time gossiping
or writing in the room behiud and
only pile into the gallery itself
when an important vote is about to
be taken or when some speaker of
indubitable oratorical ability and
with something to say has the floor
during debate on an important
subject.

In the last four years the Senate
has lost most of its commanding
fizures and all parties, with none
quite big enough to fill their shoes,
have sudered. And it i{s very easy
to believe the plaints of the old-
limers here that the quality of the
members .has cheapened. even
though their predecessors were
often crooked in more spectacular
ways and frequently appeared on

the floor in a condition sometimes
called ple—e;ed. '

It is interesting to note that the
so-called decay of Congress, coming

at a time when the nation is more

than ever in.need of able parlia-
mentary leadership, coincides with
the virtual obliteration of party
lines in both houses, The only im-
portant difference between Repub-
licans and Democrats today, of
course, is that the Republicans are
getting the gravy. There are no
vital party principles requiring
brilliant leaders to expound them
and fight for them and ad there is a
sad paucity of the aforesaid bril-
liant leaders it may be that the
cause and effect relation has been
at work, one way or the other.

The progressives came through
the November election unscath-
ed, but they hav: produced no
leader to mateh the elder Senator
Robert M. La Follette. _.‘or all the
esteem {n which Norris of Nebraska
is held, and for all his great gifts
which almost match his sincerity
and integrity, Norris hasn't the will
or the ahbility to lead the pro=zres-
sives to the Important paosition
which thev probably would oceupy
had La Follette lived. Nor does
this important political element
appear to be developing anynne
worth writing home abnut. The
Soecialists. meanwhile, have lost
their only member of Congress,
Victor Berger.

That leaves the two major parties,

which are dissimilar only ir name.
The first thing one thinks of is
that the Democrats are losing Reed
while the Republicans still have
RBorah. They both happen to be in-
dividualists. But while we're
speaking of. losses, let's stick to
Reed. His departure, despite all his
faults, is consideren a great loss,
And a loss to the Senate, rather
than to the Democrats.

As a Democrat, Reed was only

valuable to his party when he was
attacking his party. He made his
first big leap into the national lime-
light attacking Wilson and the
League_of Nations. Lately’ he has
been the most brilliant and effec-
tive of the few - senatloria. wets,
whereas a large majority of the
Democratic senators are quite dry.

Nevertheless, Reed has been one
of the Senate's two great orators;
many would rather hear him than
Borah. His passing means a sad
silump in the general average of
senatorial eloquence. .

The Democrats are left more
leaderless than ever. In that
respect their plight is simply too
bad. There are two or three fairly
aood speakers left who enjoy aris-
ing to razz the Republicans on any
and all occasions, but thelr vocal
efforts are hardly important. Sena-
tor Walsh of Montana hasn't been
able to fill the reguirements of
leadership at all.

The regular Republicans are not
much better off, but a strong ma-
jority party doesn’'t look quite 50
sick under such cirecumstances. It
can afford to make a Jim Watson
its Senate floor leader and to leave
the House in charge of a good fel-
low such ag Nick Longworth. And,
anyway, the Republicans have one
or two fairly able men beside
Borah—George Moses and David
A, Reed. for instance.

But Hiram Johnson appears to
have gone to seed and just as the
Demoerats have lost statesmen such
az Oscar Underwood anc John
Sharpe Williams the Republicans
have nonentities in the Senate in
place of Henry Cabot Lodge, Medill
MeCormick and Brandegee of Con-
necticut,

The general level of members of
Congress may be nothing to be
ashamed of, but the American poli-
tical system’s failure to produce
statesmen, In the Lest sense of that
word, is painfully apparent.

A GREAT NAVAL BATTLIE.

Sixty-seven year ago today the
most important naval battle in the]
world's history came to an end with

The battle, undecisive as its re-
sult was, revolutionized the navies

stering up the morale of Union
supporters, The Merrimac, built
by the South in an eifort to break
the northern blockade of Hamp-
ton Roads, was proving a terror of
the seas. No wooden ship could
give it a real contest. Soon after,
the Union retaliated with the
Monitor, designed by John
inventor of -the screw
propellor. When on March 9,
1862, the Monitor proved itsell
capable of fighting even a stand-
off battle with the impregnable
Merrimac it relieved the North of
much apprehension.

After the battie, the conserva-
tive London Times said:

“The English had 149 first-
class warships. We now™ have two,
the Warrior and her sister, lron-
¢ide. There i3 not a ship in the
navy apart from these two that
it would not be madness to trust
lo an engagement with that little
Monitor.

At a Farewell Feast

Most intimate and appealing of
all the recorded scenes of the life of
Jesus was the Farewell Supper
with Flis disciples on the night of
His arrest. Tourists are shown an
upper room in Jerusalem which cer-
tainly could not have heen the
actual spot; for the city has been
destroyed several times since. Yet
the naturalness and seculsion of the
large upper room is clear to all who
know the Orient. Probably this
was the home of John Mark’s
mother.

John's telling of the story is the
most-thumbed passage in the Bible.
Somehow, we there get nearest to
tha breaking heart of the Man
about to die. His pathetic loneli-
ness—Iis yearning for sympathy
and for an abiding place in the
memory of His friends—His warm
humanness and His sublime divin-
itv—all shine forth im a tender
light from the soft glow of the dim
oriental lamps of that upper room
where Jesus instituted the Lord's
Supper.

Mighty and mythical meanings
are contained {n this meal of re-
membrance, but, first of all, it is
one Friend's way of recalling Him-
self to the thought of His friends.
Jesus was ahout to die; and for that
ordeal He ecraved the fellowship of
His dearest comrades. He wanted
them to understand what His going
meant (which they never did un-
derstand until after the resurrec-
tion), and He wanted to comfort
them in their bereavement. Chiefly,
though, He asked them to keep this
meal In perpetual remembrance of
Himself. As they gathered about
the simple bread and wine, after
His departure, He intended it to re-
call to them all that He had been
and said while He fellowshipped
with them in physical presence.
Each celebration of the communlion
should be voeal with the message,
“Remember Jesus Christ.” If the
Lord's Supper does not make Him
real to His friends, it fails of its
first purpose.

Strength For Daily Living

As T was about to begin this Les-
son today T was called downstalrs
to meet a Miaml business man, who
had called with a greeting of hospi-
tality and friendship. Our talk
ranged over many topics, inclnding
the usual interest of Southern men
in religion. He related an exper-
jence of a few evenings ago, when
he left home early in the evening to
make some calls upon lodge busi-
ness.

actions. In a practical and real
sense, he had been feeding upon the
life of Christ. even as the Master at

There are heights of Christian
mysticism and spiritual rapture and
communion to which most of us do
not attain; but even on the lowrr
level of daily strength for daily
need the ordinary Christian may
feed upon Christ, in & constant ful-
filment of the scramental promise.
There are deeds which Christians
do, and words which they speal.
and burdens whieh they bear, that
would be impossible without the
enabling of the Master Himself.
Many a man's secrast of success, in
worldly as well as in spirtual ways,
is expressed in Paul's word, "I can
do all things through Christ who
strengtheneth me."

Worthy or Worthily?

Thoughtful Christians approach
the Lord's Supper with feelings of
awe and of undeserving. Many have
been troubled by the passage in our
Lesson, “Wherefore Whosoever
shall eat this bread, and drink this
cup of the Lord, unworthily, shall
be guilty of the body and blood of
the Lord.” .

Who, then, is worthy? Every one
who approaches the sacramental
table knows himself to be a sinner.
None may presume to be worthy to
partake of this holy feast.

Note well, though, that it is an
adverb, and not an adjective, that
the apostle uses, He does not say
“uanworthy'’, for that would rule us
all ont; he says “unwortkily"”, or in
an unworthy manner, which has
only to do with the fashion in which
one participates. The dnworthiest
may partake worthily, in deepest
reverence, contrition and worship.

So we see gathered around this
common board of Christ, through-
out the long centuries and over the
whole earth, the goodly fellowship
of His friends, who seek to com-
memorate His life and death; and
who depend upon sustenance from
Him for all in their life that is most
divine,

FIRST SAND-BLAST JOB

IN TOWN AT WARANOKE

Opération of Renovation Meth-
od Attracts Attention When
the Wind Permits.

By means of sand-blasting, the
front of the Waranoke Inn building
is receiving a renovation. Because
this meihod of removing tha dirt
from brick bulldings has never be-
fore been used in Manchester, a
large crowd watched the work yes-
terday afternoon.

The sand used in cleaning the
brick is extremely fine, having been
washed, oven-baked and thorough-
ly sifted. It sells for six or seven
dollars a ton. The sand is blown
against the suriace through rubber
hose by compressed air. In the pres-
ent operation, a pressure of about
75 pounds is employed.

The B. F. McCormick Company
of Holyoke, Mass.,, {is dolng the
work. This is the same firm that
sand-blasted the big bank building
at the corner of Main and Pearl
streets in Hartford last fall. It has
just concluded seven weeks of other
