roads south of there,

General Iturbe also advised that
Gen. Charis, who had abandoned
. the government cause, was now in
complete control of the State of
Colina in the name of the revo-

lution, and that Federal forces had .

"evacuated Ciudad Guzman in the
State of Jalisco. .

A telegram from Commander. in
Chief Jose Gonzalo Escobar at
Torreon, Coahuila, stated that a
column of rebel troops under Gen-
eral -Eulalio Gutierrez, was now in
control. .of Conception Del Oro,
Mazapil, Baradin, El Corbe and San
Eligio, and was advancing upon
San Luis Potosi, an important ob-
jective and capital of the State of
[ San Luis Potosi.

Intercept Message

Gen. Escobar advised that his
headquarters had intercepted a
Federal radiogram relating that
Gen., Lazaro Cardenas in the State
of Zacatecas, had deserted the
army under GCGen. Plutarco Elias
Calles, throwing his support to the
revolution. The Escobar dispatch
also related that the State Legisla-
ture of Durango had adopted a

tion aud that similar revoiutions
had been adopted by the States of
Sonora and Chihuahua.

The revolutionary movement in
the State of Oaxaca was growing,
according to the communique, with
General Claudio Fox leading a rebel
column in an advance northward
on Tehuacan. Federal troops or-
ganized to meet the west - coast
rebel offensive had been rerouted
toward the States of Tlaxcala and
Puebla ‘to stop Fox, according to
the bulletin.

A conference between Mexican
Consul Y. M. Vasquez at Nogales,
Ariz., and rebel leaders was sched-
uled today =according to Vasquez.
The consul said he will go to Tuc-
gon to meet an “important leader”
escorting him back to Nogales to
in thie conference, the
nature of which was not disclosed
by the consul.

NET IS TIGHTENING
Mexico City, March 13- — Two
powerful columns gf Federal troops
converging from the eas: and south
today tightened the vise In which
they hope to entrap the rebel forees
of Gen Jose Gonzalo Escobar near
the Durango-Coahuila border.

|  Agents unofficially reported the
Walsh murder may have resulted
from a row of a gang of rum-run-
fers, supposed to have purchased a
cargo of liguor in Havana and
placed it on board the schooner
Tres- Reyes. The reports said a
New York millionaire putup $175,-
‘000 to purchase the liquor, suppos-
ing- it was to be sold in the West
Indies. e

The-schooner was taken over by
the Cuban authorities and resold to
{he rum runners, the New Yorker
losing his money, the reports said.

No American Booze,

Lowman said the Tres Reyes was
not loaded with American rye. He
said there is virtually no Ameri-
can liquor in Cuba, the large sup-
ply that was shipped to the island
when prohibition bhecame effective
having been exhausted.

The Treasury investigation In-
dicated that the schooner had
eleared from Havana for Nassau
with a cargo of liquor of foreign
manufacture. According to Lowman
the schooner was not equipped with
a motor and therefore would not be
effective as a rum smuggler in
view of the large number of fast
boats -used in the Florida distriet
by the Coast Guard. Lowman sald
the Treasury was not investigating
the report of the alleged swindle of
the New York millionaire,

Coast Guard vessels on the Gulf
and off Florida were given instruc-
tions to be on the lookout for the
possible appearance of the Tres
Reves as a precautionary measure,
although officials thought it un-
likely the crew would attempt
jand its cargo in Florida.

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SLOT MACHINES

Without committing itself to any
super-purist views on the subject
of gambling as an abstract prope-
sition, the Herald has no hesitancy
in congratulating Chief of Police
Gordon on the success of hig cam-
paign to rid the town of the in-
sidious and contemptible slot ma-
chine, To ditch this gneaky and ob-
jectionable kind of gaming is &
good thing and the authorities have
done the community a service.

To go along from this starting
point and undertake to stop every
sort of game which involves the
staking of money might very well
be of questionsble wizdom or even
merit, Gambling is a many-sided
gubject. Indeed it is difficult to de-
termine just where gambling begins
and legitimate business ends, in
many instances, Also it is a rather
nice matter to decide the moral
questions involved in a poker game
or a bridge party,

Again, the statute against main-
taining a gambling place, though
subject to all sorts of constructions
»~—and because of them-—Iis a pret-
¥ poor kind of a law to operate
under, from the police point of view
‘or any other, Under it the crook
" who runs a sand-box faro game
and robs his victims to thelr skins,
and the lodge which permits a

 _swheel to be run as & way of getting

‘contributions for a new wall hang-

Yet the drawing of a better law
would involve all sorts of difficul-
ties—probhably it would be impos-

- it were especially forbidden to per-
mit children to take part in games
©? chance, if cheating at cards or
-dice were particularly penalized or
""4% a legal limit were established for
the percentage of advantage to “the
house,” the machine or the imple-
ment,

Manifestly, however, a line must
be drawn somewhere between the
cheating, lying, gutter-snipe forms
ot gambling which take the money
of boys and girls and of people
whose losses empty the family lard-
er, and the kind of gambling that
a business man engages in when he
margins a stock purchase on a
bull market, And there is nobody
to draw that line but the police and
the prosecuting anthorities,

In the case of the slot machines
{t was entirely obvious that they
were on the wrong side of the com-
mon-sense line, They were nicely
calculated to wheedle nickels from
the pockets of persons ignorant of
gambling chances, often financially
unable to lose, yet certain to do so0
iy the long run, They tricked chil-
dren into gambling with thelr par-
ents money. They hadn't even the
merit of being anywhere near
“gguare,” but were thievish things.

On the whole the slot machine
gambling deserved to be given the
special classification of ‘“rotten”
and treated accordingly, Its sup-
pression was a good thing, well
done,

HOPELESS COURT JAM

Of the bootleggers brought into
federal courts last year—and that
is a long way from meaning the
same thing as bootleggers arrested
—seven-eighths pleaded gullty to
misdemeanor charges and escaped
with trifiing penalties. The trial of
the other one-eighth occupied every
minute of the time that the courts
could possibly give to this class of
business.

- — Under the Jones law, passed by
Congress in its closing days, every
bootlegger is a felon and it he
pleads guilty will run the risk of

_gerving five years in prison, It I8

obvious that the method of dispos-
ing of these cases heretofore em-
ployed, which alone made it possi-
ble to keep the dockets of the
courts anywhere mnear clear, {8
“out” under the new law, unless
istrict attorneys see fit to ignore
it altogether and let their bootleg-
gers plead guilty to wholly imagin-
ary offenses of a lesser nature than
the sale of booze—which they can
hardly do. Every last defendant,
naturally, will stand trial, That will
mean that, with the same number
of arrests, there will be eight times
a3 many cases to be tried as the
courts can possibly dispose of. In
other words it will take eight years
to dispose of one year's crop of
bootleggers. Three years hence, &t
that rate, a hootlegger arrested for
the federal courts will be due to be
tried 24 years thereafter. Unless,
ot course, Congress provides the
money and the personnel for eight
times as many federal courts.

Obviously, that shonld be the so-
lution. One thing the American
people must be prepared to do, If
prohibition is to be enforced. They
must pay the shot,

MUZZLING JURIES

Those who believe in the jury
system and are at all familiar with
{ts history and the part it has play-
ed in civilized jurisprudence are
very liable to be more or less re-
gentful of the tendency of some
judges—a practice more individual
than general—to direct or “‘order”
the bringing of specific verdicts
This is particularly true in criminal
trials, where the guestions of law
involved are usually simple and the
court's intrusion is actually on
matters of fact, which the whole
theory of the jury system presup-
poses are more safely determined
by twelve men than by one, no mal-
ter how learned the one—the judge
—may be in the abstrations of th=
law,

It isn't easy, then, for persons
who recall that a New Haven coun-
ty judge a couple of years ago “or-
dered” a jury to acquit one Fred
Edel of a murder charge, to derive
a special sort of satisfaction from
the conviction of this same Edel of
apnother murder in New York, nor
not to speculate on whether the
second murder could possibly have
been committed if the New Havea
county jury had been permitted to
find its own verdict—or had even
gone so far as to insist on its right
to find its own verdlet,

Edel, {t will be remembered, was
a Meriden lunch room man, stupld
and greedy, who posed as a sport
and a very wise fellow. One of his
acquaintances disappeared and his
body was found later in the woods.
He had been murdered and robbed.
Circumstances pointed to Edel.
They were significant enough for
the grand jury to indict on, and for
the state to take the case to trial
Yet the judge, assuming the func-
tion of the jury, directed—in mid-
trial if we remember correctly—a
verdict of acquittal; and the jury
obeyed.

Opinion in the locality where he
lived has always been strongly
against Edel. It was intensified by
the finding of the dead body of an-
other acquaintance of Edel who
had been similarly robbed and muv-
dered,

To be sure the subsequent hiz-
tory of Edel and his unquestion-
able guilt of the murder of a New
York actress do not prove that he
was guilty of the previous crimes,
but in any reasonable mind they
centribute much to the probability
that he was.

On +the showing of the complete
set of circumstances it would ap-
pear now that the judgment of the
New Haven county jury might have
been, in any event, at least as good
as that of the presiding judge in the
case,

Some day, in some similar case,
some Connecticut jury of especial
independence of character is going
to challenge the authority of the
judge to take the case on trial out
of its hands. What development
would follow such a challenge it is
interesting to speculate on.

BIRTH CONTROL

The wholesale enthusiasm with
which the Connecticut House of
Representatives fell upon the birth
control law repeal bill and beat it
to earth may or may not have been
conclusive as to the merits of that
measure, but it at least demonstrat-
ed that the advocates of birth con-
trol have a long way to go before
standing even a reasonable chance
of getting the legislation they seek,
1t is perhaps just as well, however,
that they made their erusade, be-
cause for the first time they have
succeeded in turning this sup-
posedly delicate subject into a topic
of wide dlscussion. And it ought to

be discussed, because in order to!

be discussed intelligently it must
bs studied—and
there iz need of study, and a lot
of it. !

trol, Such cocksureness {s always
the outstanding feature in any dif-
ference of opinion where peither
gide knows very much about the
sabject In controversy. It is only
after a considerable period of con-
templation of any great social or
economic problem that the majority
of people usually arrive at the con-
clusion that there'may be two sides
tc it and that it is going to take
some fine figuring to determine the
balances and arrive at a scientlfic

solution, .

After a few years of studious ap-
plication to the many-sided prob-
lem of birth centrol a reasonable
number of the people of this state
may be in a position to take a fixed
position on it and justify that posl-
tion Wwith sound argument, The de-
bate in committee and on the floor
of the House, on the subject of
birth control, was an excellent ex-
hibition of snap-judgments, angrily
asserted and maintained. That kind
of discussion is of little use except
that it finally shows the debaters
how little they know and sets them
to finding out.

IN NEW YORK

New York, March 13—The in-
exorable wash of circumstances
casts strangely assorted humans
into strangely assorted companion-
ships in Manhattan,

But none {8 quite so tragically
caught as the ‘“white collar' man
who finds himself cast upon the
Bowery. Here he Is caught be-
tween two tides—both unfriendly.
On one hand the dyed-in-the-wool
habitues of the Bowery view him
with suspicion and unfriendliness,
He is not one of them. He has
not descended to thelr level, and
his language is not theirs, He still
affects a ‘“‘white collar,” even
though it be wilted, ringed and
dirty.

His “white collar” habits still re-
volt at the thought of vermin and
filth. Cast among them in a charity
lodging house, the ex-white collar
man still edges away. He is not
accepted, nor can he accept.

And, on the other hand, since he
ia part of the Bowery, since he has
reached the low state of living in
flop houses—he cannot get 2 hear-
ing elsewhere. He is neither a
bum nor a job holder.

The bum has ceased to care. But
the ‘“white collar” man cannot swal-
low that last morsel of something
which connects him with a world he
He wants that
world back; but it cares little for
him.

And so he grows more miserable
and more desperate. Sometimes he
gradually fights his v ay out, though
the odds against him arc such as
to send him careening again. Some-
times he makes his way back to the
town from which he started and,
not infrequently, nis body is found
in the river, or a gas-filled room,

The dyed-in-the-wool Bowerite
has his own code — if it can be
called a code, Perhaps it might
hetter be called an understanding,
or a cultivated instinct. When he
meets one of his fellows the Bow-
eryite wastes little time in greet-
ing. There are a few. mumbled
words, which sound to an outsider
like the gruntings of a talking ple-
ture machine out of kilter. or like a
radio mufiled by static. The fact
remains that one recognizes the
other without seeming so much as
to raise a slugglsh eye.

But let an {ntruder appear in this
world of the lost, with coat but-
toned tight about the neck and a
fairly respectable hat slouched over
one eye—and the “tip-off"’ is Imme-
diately given. This might, to all
intents and purposes, he a ‘‘spot-
ter,”” or a “‘spy’. or social service
expert. Certainly the individual
doesn’'t belong. He iz pariah—to
be shunned even by the scum of the
earth. :

And vet, day upon day, you'll find
men from the “white-collared”
world shuffiing with the rest to that
day’s end which means a bowl of
soup or a cup of coffee at a mission
—and a roof at the municipal lodg-
ing house, Only a Gorky could pic-
ture this last scene, with its herd
of hulking, dirty bodies—its odors
and its sordidness.

But there is comedy to be found
in this strange mixing up types
—but that 1Is farther up-town.
There's cemedy and the bizarre,
there's incongrulty and caricature.

Thus the slick-haired gigolo may
sit with his over-dressed dowager
in 2 hotel lobby whila statesmen
and notables brush by. In the fes-
tive night-club, & gunman or dope-
neddler In'evening clothes may sit
but a table away from this season’s
loveliest debutante. Song-pluggers
and gagsmiths may sit arm-to-arm
with captains of industrv and sol-
diers of fortune. And “way un
town' blacks and whites dance and
sing and drink together until the
dawn.

Washington Letter

Washington correspondents are
now beaming with happiness and &all
{s forgiven.
Gone, in most instances, ig ~the
sour attitude go many of them had
adopted toward President Hoover,

A few days ago Lhat sour attitude]’

was thought to be a very
cant thing, auguring éonsid-
erable danger for a president
who, heaven knew, had other trou-
bles* epough, The impression
seemed to be that the journalistic
hostility wquld be pretty hard for
Mr. Hoover to remove.

Just a few words changed all
that, Whereas it had been
mored that Mr. Hoover would not
continue the semi-weekly White
House press conferences, that even
if he did they would be hedged
in more rigidly than ever and,
worst of all, that Mr. Hoover was
going to play favorites among &
small group of newspapermen while
the rest went hungry, what hap-
pened was that Mr, Hoover had a
press conference on his very first
day in office, promised more pro-
lific conferences than before, poO-
litely explained his past reticencs,
called for & journalistic committee
to help plan the new, bigger and
better conferences and expressed
willingness to see individual cor-
respondents alone from time Lo
time.

Whereupon the correspondents,
no longer feeling that Mr. Hoover
placed them in the insect class,
broke into loud cheers, Some of
them almost broke into tears.

The probability is, of course, that
the first Hoover press conference

signifi-

enormous propaganda factory of all
time, One does not
guggestion cynically, but because
the possibilities of the White House
press conference are obvious and
because Mr. Hoover has always ex-
hibited a constant desire to guide
the news writers in a way helpful
to his objectives. Neither does one
suggest that there is anything gin-
{ster in the idea, because Mr,
Hoover is as patriotic as anyone and
{s, furthermore, presumably a lt-

tle smarter than the average COr-|;

respondent.

Washington has in recent years
been called “‘the news capital of the
world.” Perhaps the term s &a
little high-flown, but the capital
certainly has some claim to it. The
White House is the year-around
center of Washington news, Its
only competitor as a mnews source
anywhere in this hemisphere—if
not the in the world—is Congress
in session. But there Is no com-
parison between the White House
and Congress because only at the
former can one man speak with un-
disputed authority.

Correspondents for the largest
newspapers and for news services
covering the whole world flock to
the White House twice a week and
obtain the news and views which
the president desires broadcast to
the universe. Thus the president
talks to the smallest towns in his
own country and the national capi-
tals around the globe.

No man’outside the White House
ever had such an opportunity as the
press conferences afford and it has
remained only for some large-bore
president to take full advantage of
it.

It is too early to predict whether
Hoover will be more communicative
than Coolidge, relatively speaking,
or whether he will just make the
newspapermen think he is. It's a
safe bet that Hoover will make far
more news than Coolidge did and
hence have much more to an-
nounce. If, in return, he uses the
correspondents as witting or un-
witting vehicles for  inspired dis-
patches for which he is anxious to
avoid responsibility or manages
even to stultify them by imposing
pledges of secrecy in some easily
imaginable cases, most correspond-
ents probably will not object.

Not all the newspapermen were
“off"” Hoover in the few weeks be-
fore inauguration. Among them
has always been a small group of
hero-worshippers who made Hoover
their ideal and there have been
notable additions to this sinece his
nomination.

Nevertheless, most of the boys
seemed to be sore at him personally
and there was much talk about this
state of affairs and much wagging
of heads. It may be interesting to
note that some of the most cordial
Hoover-haters among them have al-
ways been at the head of the parade
when it came to writing nice things
about the president-elect.

That fact may indicate, too, that
the personal reactions of corres-
pondents to presidents are nothing
for presidents to worry about,
Coolidge got along well. Hoover is
said to be extremely sensitive about
critical stories appearing about
him in the mnewspapers, but he
hasn’t had much of which to com-
plain.

During the campaign most news-
papermen wanted Al Smith to win,
if only because he seemed so much
more ‘“colorful” and companion-
able. Reports were circulated
among them that the candidate had
one or two ‘‘stool pigeons'” riding
on the Hoover train. Possibly these
were unfounded, but many COITes-
pondents assigned to cover Hoover
suddenly became very careful about
expressing themselves in any group.

Thus, when a form of censor-
ship was imposed on radio dis-
patches from the newspapermen
accompanying Hoover to South
America there were many prepared
to be very sore about it. When the
party returned every member was
besieged by inquiries, The boys
left behind bawled them out for
submitting to this supervision. The
local journalistic colony seethed
with' excitement, The fact that the
Good Will Tour correspondents
were able to eable whatever they
liked from shore apparently failed
to temper resentment.

After his return, both in Wash-
ington and Florida, Hoover was
uncommunicative to the news writ-
ers and the report spread that he
planned to be more close-mouthed
than Coolidge. Journalistic hostil-
ity increased, for Hoover had not
then openly explained to them the

THE FRENCH PACT

One hundrea and fifty-one years
ago today, the Marquis de Noailles,
French ambassador in London, an-
nounced to the DBritish government
that his couniry recognized the in-
dependence of the struggling
American colonies, and that it had
formed a treaty of friendship and
commerce with them.

The treaty had actually been
signed several months before. Im-
mediately after the surrender of
Burgoyne at Saratoga had proved
that the American cause was not

It was received with
other emotions in Europe. Lord
Stormont, British ambassador to
France, left Paris immedfately,
without informing the French gov-
ernment of his intention.

Spanish Steak.

2 1b. round steak or chuck steak,
6 small onlons, 1 can peas, 1 can
tomatoes, drained, 1 green pepper.

Brown the steak or roast thor-
oughly on both sides. Remove
from the pan, and in its place sim-
mer the sliced onions and green
peppsr for 5 minutes., Place the
meat in & heavy pan, and spread
the onions and pepper over the top.
Add the tomatoes, cover, and sim-
mer until the meat is tender.
Twenty minutes before serving add
the peas. Lift carefully from the
pan, and serve with the vegetables
on top.

Surprise Baked Potatoes.
