FASCISM PRAISED 
FOR SEHLEMENT

Mussolini Introduces Bill 
Making Treaty With the 
Papal State Effective.

Washington? March 14.— Presi­
dent Hoover today ordered that all 
future tax refunds from the Treas­
ury in excess of $20,000 be thrown 
open to public inspection.

Thus, by a stroke of his pen, Mr. 
Hoover accomplished that which a 
coalition of Democrats and Insur­
gent Republicans In Congress have 
unsuccessfully fought for in recent 
sessions of Congress.

The announcement from the 
White House stated that the Presi­
dent's action was taken at the sug­
gestion of Secretary of the Treasury 
Mellon, who has heretofore been ac­
counted an opponent of publicity 
for these refunds, and who, be­
cause of that attitude, has been an 
incessant target for Congressional 
sharp shooting in recent sessions.

An E.vecutive Order.
The reform was accomplished by 

means of an e.vecutive order, which 
specifically directed that the public 
be permitted to know the reasons 
for “ any refund, credit, or abat- 
ment of income, or profits, excess 
profits, estate, or gift taxes in e.x- 
cess of the arbitrary figure of $20,- 
000 . ”

Ill proposing the reform, secre­
tary Mellon wrote the President:

“ The Congress adopted as an 
amendment to the first deficiency 
appropriation act a provision which 
as a matter of legal inter­
pretation ■would require no 
material change in the procedure or 
practices of the Bureau of Internal 
Revenue. However, on the assump­
tion that this provision reflects an 
unexpressed Congressional policy, 
and in order that the public gen­
erally may know that there is noth­
ing which the treasury desires to 
hide . . .  I am recommending 
your approval of the propotti sub­
mitted.”

While today's reform does not 
go as far as Mellon’s critics in Con­
gress would like, it nevertheless 
does meet a great many of the ob­
jections they have raised in the 
Treasury’s policy of secrecy for 
these tax refunds.

WETS IN CAPITOL 
AREWORIUEDNOW

Fear That Dry Leaders Will
«

Be on New Fact Findmg 
Board.

Daytona Beach, Fla., March 14. 
— The tragic climax of the interna­
tional speed tests, which resulted in 
death of Lee Bible, racing driver, 
and Charles 'rraub, a cameraman, 
today plunged ofladals of Daytona 
Beach into deepest gloom and 
brought this year’s death-defying 
races to an abrupt close.

Bible, a mechanic in a Daytona 
Beach garage, w'as killed yesterday 
afternoon, while thundering down 
the nine-mile ocean speedway ip 
“ the Triplex,” the 7-ton American 
car he was driving in an attempt 
to shatter the world’s automobile 
speed record set Monday at 231.36 
miles an hour by Major H. 0. D. 
Segrave of England. Bible’s power­
ful machine skidded on a wet spot 
on the beach course, swerved vio­
lently, leaped into the air, struck a 
sand dune and rolled back qnto the 
beach. He was traveling at a speed 
of 202 miles an hour at the time 
of the accident.

Cut In Two
Traub, standing at the edge of 

the course taking a picture, was 
struck before he could, leave his 
tracks. His body was cut in two. 
Practically every bone in Bible’s 
body was broken. Both were in­
stantly killed. The ponderous 3 6- 
cylinder “ Triplex”  struck . the 
cameraman squarely cleaving his 
body, which spurted fully 500 feel 
iulo the air.

When the big car toppled back 
onto the beach with Bible’s body 
beneath, pandemonium broke loose 
among the spectators, who rushed 
upon the beach. In the excitement 
several women fainted, and had to 
be carried away.

White (juits Game
“ I am through with the racing 

game forever,” said J. M. White, 
wfeirrtBy Philadelphia sportsman 
and owner of the Triplex, this 
morning. “ 1 would not have had 
this accident happen for all the 
records in the world.”

White broke down and cried at 
the undertaking parlors. He an­
nounced that he had given “ the 
Triplex” to Murray Cribb, Macon, 
Ga., racer who is here, with the un­
derstanding that be sell it and give 
the proceeds to the widow, Mrs. 
Bible  ̂ and her daughter, Grace, 
sixteen. Traub, the other victim was 
also married. His wife and 7-year- 
old daughter, who are in Miami, 
were notified of his death.

Terms of Agreement.
Under the terms of the agree­

Churches may not be demolished 
without the consent of the Vatican. 
Italy officially recognizes the de­
grees of Doctor conferred by the 
Vatican University.

The Vatican admits that separa­
tions between married couples shall 
be regulated by the state.

There are four articles in the 
bill, which was approved by a 
jouncil of ministers yesterday.

One clause deals with properties 
outside the frontiers of the new 
Papal State which are to be turned 
over to the Vatican; another refers 
to the Indemnity Italy will pay the 
Vatican, while the other two are in­
tended to make the agreementJ 
valid and legal.

FORMER PRESIDENT 
FACES EXECUTION

Eulalio Gutierrez, of Mexico
I

Joined Fortunes With the 
Rebel Forces.

Mexico City, March 14.— Eulalio 
Gutierrez, who rose from a car­
penter’s bench to the presidency of 
the Mexican Republic, is expected 
to face a firing squad at sunset be­
cause of his connection with tbe 
present revolution. He was cap­
tured “ in rebellion” at Concepcion 
Del Oro, Coahulla, by the forces of 
Gen. Ignacio Otero, one of his old 
companions in arms in the revolu­
tionary days of 1912-14.

Gutierrez was fleeing with the 
rebels that evacuated Saltillo, capi­
tal of Coahuila, on Tuesday night, 
said advices received here this 
morning.

By an act of the convention of 
Aguascalientes in 1914 Gutierrez 
became provisional president of the 
republic. He served from Nov. 9, 
1914, until the following February 
when Villa evacuated Mexico City.

While the Carranzista counter­
revolutionary forces held the capi­
tal, Gutierrez established his office 
in Chihualiua City.

Again Occupies Chair.
In March, 1915, he returned to 

•Mexico City and again occupied the 
executive offices in the national 
palace.

Gutierrez was said to have at­
tained fame through his skill in 
dynamiting trains.

When he took office in the Na­
tional Palace and sat down in the 
executive chair he looked at that 
piece of furniture with a profes­
sional eye and gravely observed:

“ This is a well made chair.”
Once a Carpenter.

Gutierfez began life as a carpen­
ter, but was too ambitious and 
active to stick to the work bench in 
the swashbuckling days of 1912-14 
when fighting was the chief profes­
sion for able bodied men through­
out the republic.

Nogales, Sonora, Mexico, March 
14.— Heavy troop movements began 
from here early today toward 
northeastern Sonora, with addi­
tional rebel reinforcements being 
rushed to the rebel concentration 
point at Del Rio. 20 miles south of 
Naco, where General Augustin 
Olachea with approximately SOO 
Federals awaits a possible Insur­
gent siege.

Tbe advance column of the rebel 
regiment'under Col. Benito Bernal 
started over the Southern Pacific ot 
Mexico line early today bound for 
Del Rio, where it will reinforce 500 
Insurgents under the command ot 
General Fracisco Manzo, second in 
command of the revolutionary 
armies.

Four hundred Yaqui Indians, 
loyal to the revolution, under Gen­
eral Yocupicio, are stationed at 
Agua Prieta, 25 miles east of Naco, 
awaiting orders to advance.

Bernal’s regiment arrived In 
Nogales last night from Ortiz, 
Sonora.

Rebels Plan
Troop movements during the last 

24 hours indicate the rebel leaders 
plan to overpower Gen. Olachea by 
sheer force of numbers, holding up 
operations in the Naco sector until 
a large force ha  ̂ been concentrated 
at Del Rio.

The rebel strategy appears to be 
the bottling up of Olachea with two 
columns of rebels advancing on 
Naco siniultaneousiy from the sou.b 
and east, while Olachea is prevent­
ed from maneuvering westward by

FASCISM PRAISED 
FOR SETTLEMENT

Mussolini Introduces Bill 
Making Treaty With the 
Papal State Effective.

Rome, JIarch 14.— Fascism was 
praised for the part it played in 
reconciling the dispute between the 
Vatican and the Italian State when 
Premier Mussolini today, introduced 
in the Chamber of Deputies a bill 
making effective the clauses of the 
treaty of conciliation and the con­
cordat.

"The fact that Fascism settled 
this old standing quarrel is proof 
of the ability and solidarity of the 
Fascist regime,”  said the premier.

The official text of the treaty 
and concordat settling the 59 year 
old conflict between the Church and 
State fills 15 newspaper columns.

Terms of Agreement.
Under the terms of the agree­

ment the salaries of Vatican em­
ployes shall be free from taxation. 
Priests’ earnings may not be seized. 
Churches may not be demolished 
without the consent of the Vatican. 
Italy officially recognizes the de­
grees of Doctor conferred by the 
Vatican University.

The Vatican admits that separa­
tions between married couples shall 
be regulated by the state.

There are four articles in the 
bill, which was approved by a 
:ouncil of ministers yesterday.

One clause deals with properties 
outside the frontiers of the new 
Papal State which are to be turned 
over to the Vatican: another refers 
to the indemnity Italy will pay the 
Vatican, while the other two are in­
tended to make the agreements 
valid and legal.

Washington? March 14.— Presi­
dent Hoover today ordered that all 
future tax refunds from the Treas­
ury in excess of $20,000 be thrown 
open to public inspection.

Thus, by a stroke of his peu, Mr. 
Hoover accomplished that which a 
coalition of Democrats and insur­
gent Republicans In Congress have 
unsuccessfully fought for in recent 
sessions of Congress.

The announcement from the 
White House stated that the Presi­
dent's action was taken at the sug­
gestion of Secretary of the Treasury 
Mellon, who has heretofore been ac­
counted an opponent of publicity 
for these refunds, and who, be­
cause of that attitude, has been an 
incessant target for Congressional 
sharp shooting in recent sessions.

.An Executive Order.
The reform was accomplished by 

means of an e.xecutive order, which 
specifically directed that the public 
be permitted to know the reasons 
for “ any refund, credit, or abat- 
ment of income, or profits, excess 
profits, estate, or gift taxes in ex­
cess of the arbitrary figure of $20,- 
000 . ”

In proposing the reform, secre­
tary Mellon wrote the President:

“ The Congress adopted as an 
amendment to the first deficiency 
appropriation act a provision which 
as a matter of legal inter­
pretation would require no 
material change in the procedure or 
practices of the Bureau of Internal 
Revenue. However, on the assump­
tion that this provision reflects an 
unexpressed Congressional policy, 
and in order that the public gen­
erally may know that there is noth­
ing which the treasury desires to 
hide . . .  I am recommending 
your approval of the proposal sub­
mitted.”

While today’s reform does not 
go as far as Mellon’s critics in Con­
gress would like, it nevertheless 
does meet a great many of the ob­
jections they have raised in the 
Treasury’s policy of secrecy for 
these tax refunds.

The fight for publicity and open 
hearings on these refunds was led 
in the Senate in the closing days of 
the last Congress by Senators Mc- 
Kellar (D) of Tenn., Couzens (R) 
of Mich., supported by Norris (R1 
of Neb., and other of the so-called 
Progressive Bloc on both sides of 
the Chamber.

WETS IN CAPITOL 
ARE WORRIED NOW

Fear That Dry Leaders Will 
Be on New Fact Finding 
Board.

Daytona Beach, Fla., March 14. 
— The tragic climax of the interna­
tional speed tests, which resulted in 
death of Lee Bible, racing driver, 
and Charles Traub, a cameraman, 
today plunged officials of Daytona 
Beach into deepest gloom and 
brought this year’s death-rdefying 
races to an abrupt close.

Bible, a mechanic in a Daytona 
Beach garage, w'as killed yesterday 
afternoon, while thundering dowu 
the nine-mile ocean speedway in 
“ the Triplex,” the 7-ton American 
car he was driving in an attempt 
to shatter the world’s automobile 
speed record set Monday at 231.36 
miles an hour by Major H. 0. D. 
Segrave of England. Bible’s power­
ful machine skidded on a wet spot 
on the beach course, swerved vio­
lently, leaped into the air, struck a 
sand dune and rolled back pnto the 
beach. He was traveling at a speed 
of 202 miles an hour at the time 
of the accident.

Cut In Two
Traub, standing at the edge of 

the course taking a picture, was 
struck before be could leave bis 
tracks. His body was cut in two. 
Practically every bone in Bible’s 
body was bi'oken. Both were in­
stantly killed. The ponderous 3 6- 
cylinder “ Triplex” struck the 
cameraman squarely cleaving his 
body, which spurted fully 500 feet 
into the air.

When the big car toppled back 
onto the beach with Bible’s body 
beneath, pandemonium broke loose 
among the spectators, who rushed 
upon the beach. In the excitement 
several women fainted, and had to 
be carried away.

White Quits Gauio
“ 1 am through with the racing 

game forever,” said J. M. White. 
wetItTly Philadelphia sportsman 
and owner of the Triplex, this 
morning. “ I would not have had 
this accident happen for all the 
records in the world.”

White broke down and cried at i 
the undertaking parlors. He an­
nounced that he had given “ the 
Triplex” to Murray Cribb, Macon, 
Ga.i racer who is here, with the un­
derstanding that he sell it and give 
the proceeds to the widow, Mrs. 
Bible, and her daughter, Grace, 
sixteen. Traub, the other victim was 
also married. His wife and 7-year- 
old daughter, who are in Miami, 
were notified of his death.

Gutierrez, who rose from a car­
penter’s bench to the presidency of 
the Mexican Republic, is expected 
to face a firing squad at sunset be­
cause of his connection with the 
present revolution. He was cap­
tured “ in rebellion” at Concepcion 
Del Oro, Coahulla, by the forces of 
Gen. Ignacio Otero, one of his old 
companions in arms in the revolu­
tionary days of 1912-14.

Gutierrez was fleeing with the 
rebels tliat evacuated Saltillo, capi­
tal of Coahuila, on Tuesday night, 
said advices received here this 
morning.

By an act of the convention of 
Aguascalienles in 1914 Gutierrez 
became provisional president of the 
republic. He served from Nov. 9, 
1914, until the following February 
when Villa evacuated Mexico City.

While the Carranzista counter­
revolutionary forces held the capi­
tal, Gutierrez established his office 
in Chihuahua City.

Again Occupie.s Chair.
In March, 1915, he returned to 

.Mexico City and again occupied the 
executive offices in the national 
palace.

Gutierrez was said to have at­
tained fame through his skill in 
dynamiting trains.

When he took office in the Na­
tional Palace and sat down in the 
executive chair he looked at that 
piece of furniture with a profes­
sional eye and gravely observed:

“ This is a well made chair.”
Once a Carpenter.

Gutierrez began life as a carpen­
ter, but W'as too ambitious • and 
active to stick to the work bench in 
the swashbuckling days of 1912-14 
when fighting was the chief profes­
sion for able bodied men through­
out the republic.

Nogales, Sonora, Mexico,

ATTACK CALLAHAN 
AS STATE WITNESS

Evidence Procurer in Local 
Liquor Cases Has Bad 
Record, It Is Said.

Nogales, Sonora, Mexico, March 
14.— Heavy troop movements began 
from here early today towrard 
northeastern Sonora, with addi­
tional rebel reinforcements being 
rushed to the rebel concentration 
point at Del Rio, 20 miles south of 
Naco, where General Augustin. 
Olichea with approximately 800 
Federals awaits a possible Insur­
gent siege.

The advance column of the rebel 
regiment'under Col. Benito Bernal 
started over the Southern Pacific oi 
Mexico line early today bound for 
Del Rio, where it w'ill reinforce 500 
Insurgents under the command of 
General Fraclsco .Manzo, second in 
command of the revolutionary 
armies.

Four hundred Yaqui Indians, 
loyal to the revolution, unden Gen­
eral Yocupicio, are stationed at 
Agua Prieta, 25 miles east of Naco, 
awaiting ortiers to advance.

Bernal's regiment arrived in 
Nogales last night from Ortiz, 
Sonora.

Rebels Plan
Troop movements during the last 

24 hours indicate the rebel leaders 
plan to overpower Gen. Olachea by 
sheer force of numbers, holding up 
Operations in the Naco sector until, 
a large force has been concentrated 
at Del Rio.

The rebel strategy appears to be 
the bottling up of Olachea with two 
columns of rebels adv'ancing on 
Naco simultaneously from the s<futb 
and east, while Olachea is prevent­
ed from maneuvering westward by 
lack of roads and transportation 
facilities.

Extreme tension prevails on both 
sides of the international border at 
Naco with the Olachea force en­
trenched behind barbed wire and 
ready for battle.

Three hundred United States 
troopers are also ready for action to 
safeguard American lives and, prop-> 
erty.

Machine gun positions have been 
taken up by U.-S. infantrymen alotfg 
the Arizona-Sonora border, while 
detachments are on constant patrol.

There are virtually no women, 
children, ag.ed or feeble in Naco, 
Sonora, today following the exodus 
across the border to escape from 
the danger zone.

Gen, Fausto Topete was delayed 
in his trip from southern Sonora 
and was expected to arrive in No­
gales today to hold a council Of 
war, with Rebel Generals Francisco 
Borqnez, Francisco Manzo and 
other Insurgent leaders.

‘'North American”  Promoter 
Sole Works of Service 
Body, Chamber Learns.

The spring months are the open 
season on automobile service clubs. 
There are good clubs and there are 
a lot of bad ones. There are many, 
in between, which are extremely 
donbiful. Anyone who pays dues lo 

i  a service club should Ije sure that 
he is joining a national organiza­
tion, properly organized, officered 
and financed.

The Chamber of Commerce has 
had a number of inquiries regard­
ing the North American Automobile 
Club. The dues in this organization 
are higher than in some of the old 
established national organizations, 
but vigorous salesmanship has 
placed a large number of member­
ships in this community.

A special investigation discloses 
the fact that a man named C. 
George McFaul is the sole promo­
ter of this so-called club. A num­
ber of complaints have been re­
ceived from subscribers and also 
from garages and service stations 

because of inability to obtain set­
tlements of claims of service 
charges.

Often Before Courts
According to the report received 

by the Chamber, the promoter of 
this organization has appeared be­
fore the courts on several occasions 
for drunkenness, disorderly con­
duct, and for receiving stolen goods. 
He is reported to be out on bail 
from a New York court pending the 
outcome of his arrest, with a man 
]iamed Turner, for having stolen 
stock certificates in their posses­
sion. Turner claims to have won 
these stock certificates in a crap 
game in a Boston hotel, and that 
McPaul was helping him to market 
them.

The charactei- of the association 
itself is summed up in the follow­
ing sentence, which appears in the 
report: “ They promise big things 
which similar concerns having much 
capital behind them cannot afford 
to promise.’’

Atlas Match Coini)any 
The Chamber of Commerce ha.s 

just received a warning notice 
from a national organization in 
connection with the Atlas Match 
Company of Trenton, N. J,

Last January an Oak street mer­
chant asked the Chamber of Com­
merce to investigate the Atlas 
Match Company. He stated that its 
salesman, “ P. Barry” (the same 
man against whom the warning is 
issued)' had sold him a consign­
ment of matches and taken a de­
posit, but that he had never receiv­
ed the matches.

Inquiry in Trenton revealed the 
fact that there was no such con­
cern and the Oak street merchant 
had simply paid another install­
ment on his lessons in experience.

Instead ot 
tjiis, tlie suits ■\vere received by 
mail. c. o. d., no examination al­
lowed, and , the price was 5G.40 
more than.ihb agent represented.

1 Some of those who bought the 
suits refused to take them out of 
the post office, preferring to sacri­
fice tfie-$5 deposit rather than take 
a chance o f getting “ stung” for 
a"!ny large amount.

Allvthe losses .cited in the three 
pd-eeedirtg incidents might easily 
have been saved had the victims 
cliosen to call the Chamber of Com­
merce before, instead of after, they 
had paid their money. The Chamber 
Is always glad to investigate and 
report facts on any proposition 
concerning which there may be 
doubt.

Jlr. Rockefeller, a stickler for i 

punctuality, arrived at tlie first tee | 
at exactly 10:12. His time for tee­
ing off daily is 10:16. He came in 
a limoussine, which, strangely 
enough, has no handles on the out­
side. He wore a gray cap over his 
silver gray hair, a gray sweater and 
long trousers. He face is tanned by 
open air life. He wore yellow rim­
med spectacles and white kid 
gloves.

As he emerged from bis car he 
was confronted by a dozen tourists, 
cameras in band. He graciously 
posed for a picture or two. He 'was 
attracted by the cute appearance of 
a golden liaired girl of about six, 
Lovice Stokes, or Ormond Beach.

“ What pretty curls,” he exclaim­
ed, toying with them. He reached 
into his pocket and produced a 
dime for the blushing child, as her 
mother looked on proudly.

Hands Out Dimes.
.\nd then he saw a little boy. He 
trotted over to him, handed him a 
dime, a then raised his leg over the 
boy's head, as if to show how fine 
he was feeling. Everybody laugh­
ed. He jollied with one or two other 
childre:i, and then it was time for 
him to tee off.

Conn., with this writer as a 
gallery, and four colored boy cad­
dies, they teed off

John D. assumed an open stance 
on No. 1, a 335-yard bole.

A clean cut drive, a neat chip and

He was laying 
five in the rough, and before him 
was a tall hill and a stretch of 
water. Taking his old reliable 
brassie, be addressed tlie ball care­
fully. Wbang, he cut into it with 
a fine follow through and it went 
sailing straight as an arrow for the 
green, stopping ten feet from the 
flag.

"That brassie was the only shot 
I made today,” he said gleefully.

Book Just Out Has Historical 
and Statistical Review of 
Town.

Although classed as a town, Man­
chester leads seven Connecticut 
cities in population and wealth and 
is the third largest community of 
its name in the world and the first 
in per capita wealth.

This information is part of the 
statistical review, a new feature in 
the latest edition of the Manchester 
town directory which is being dis­
tributed today. Other facts given 
are that the town’s present area of 
27 square miles, formerly known 
as the “ Five Mile Tract,” was pur­
chased from Chief Joshua of the 
Mohegan Indian tribe in 1672 and 
later became known as Orforcl 
Parish through the establishment 
of the General Assembly in 1772 
of the Orford Ecclesiastical Society.

The review goes on to say that 
the Hockanum River eventually re 
lieved the early settlers from sole 
dependence on agriculture. A saw­
mill was built in Hilliardville in 
1672 and a paper mill was operat­
ing in Union 'Village before the 
American Revolution. The news of 
the Battle of Lexington, incidental­
ly, was printed on paper made at 
this mill. The growth of the town 
is traced to its present stage.

Estijiiated Population 22,964 
The Town Directory estimated 

the population of Manchester at 
22,964 with an assessed valuation 
of $54,000,000. Only six colored 
persons are reported as living here. 
There are about 2,000 more males 
than females. Seventy-four percent 
of the population is native born. 
The predominating nationalities are 
British, German and Swedish.

Other interesting information 
included in the statistical review 
follows: Six parks with a combined 
area of 60 1-4 acres valued at
$205,150; post office receipts, $91,- 
040.38; telephones, 4,620; church­
es, 13; 116 new dwellings con­
structed during the year with the 
value of building permits, $1,260,- 
081; real estate transfers, 900; 24 
industrial establishments employ­
ing 3,70o men and 1^930 women at 
a cost of $9,768,000 annually and 
having products valued at $2 4,- 
420,000 annually; retail trade 
servco 4 5,0 0 0 people within a radi­
us of 20 miles; seventeen schools 
valued at $2,353,666 with 5,000 
students attending.

Also, that the total street mile­
age is 130, 15 of which are paved: 
35 miles of gas mains, 40 miles of 
sewers, 13 miles of street electric 
railway: capacity of -water works, 
2,000,000 gallons: 3 6 miles of water 
mains.

Otherwise the Town Directory is 
much the same as in previous years. 
One of its advantages is the fact 
that the date of death and age of 
all persons deceased within the year 
are included. The directory is pub­
lished by The Price & Lee Company 
of New Haven.

because of a highway accident; pay­
ing $1,200 to W. R. .McLaughlin 
Inc., for loss of profit on a rejected 
state contract.

Favorable reports tabled for 
calendar and printing by the Senate 
today follow:

Providing for filing of reports on 
exempt real estate; providing that 
the State Department of Health 
may investigate any ice or -water 
supply and prescribe regulations for 
its use; increasing salaries of the 
Windsor Locks Town Court judge 
to $800 and prosecuting attorney 
to $700; validating conveyances of 
rights of way; authorizing the 
Canaan fire district to regulate 
sewage disposal; providing for a 
standing committee for the Green­
wich police benefit fund.

The Senate passed two bills from 
its calendar as follows: Authoriz­
ing of $5,000,000 on capital and a 
reduction of par value from $25 to 
$10 by the Rossia Insurance Co., 
and authorizing the Aetna Life 
Insurance Company to Increase cap­
ital to $25,000,000 and reduce its 
par to $10.

We could fill this paper with 
contradictions of and exceptions to 
statements and opinions appearing 
in other newspapers, but there is 
no reason on earth why we should 
and every reason why we should 
not. The Herald is responsible for 
its own utterances. It isn’t yet 
ready to assume responsibility for 
the utterances of the thousands of 
other newspapers in America.

It is the greatest of mistakes to 
assume that Mexicans habitually 
fight their battles with their heels, 
for there is record of many a des­
perately bloody conflict on their 
soil.

You can’t run a war in any such 
way as that and expect that the 
men in the ranks will wade knee 
deep in blood to attain their objec­
tives. To he either a vigorous loyal­
ist or a desperate rebel you have 
to know whether you are the one 
thing or the other, and with con­
siderable positiveness. The Mexican 
battlers have to do altogether too 
much guessing while they are in 
the war.

A large scale boot­
legger can afford to pay a million 
dollars to get the right man in the 
right office. All sorts of jobbery 
have been resorted to in order to 
get people into these prohibition 
jobs. With members of Congress 
and national committeemen naming 
the appointees, what does anyone 
expect other than what we have.”

POLITICS ON AVINGS
A contest for the position of 

manager of the Hartford municipal 
airport at Brainard Field— the 
merits of which are strictly a Hart­
ford affair— suggests that here is 
one more field in which political 
log-rolling and intrigue may very 
easily figure and become, in the fu­
ture, one of the big problems of 
the country.

If aviation ever does develop to 
the point embraced by the present 
expectations of many people, the 
control of a municipal airport is 
almost sure to become a large re­
sponsibility. It is very little trouble 
to Imagine what might transpire in 
the way of favoritism to this, that 
or the other line of passenger or 
freight carriers on the part of the 
management of a great municipal 
terminal; or the opportunities for

Counting a slight deviation in 
prices and other foods which yc”. 
may wish to add, you can see that 
it is possible for a person to live on 
wholesome food for as Ioav as 
$10.00 per month.

Breakfast:—  BroAvn rice, milk, 

stewed raisins.
Luncheon: —  Boiled Spaghetti: 

carrot, turnip and celery stew; 
salad of chopped cabbage and 
celery, Oleomargarine.

Dinner: — Tomato soup flavored 
with turnips and celery, roast pork, 
salad of grated carrots and spinach, 
applesauce.

In this menu I have listed broAvn 
rice, but other wliole grain or 
ground Avhole cereals may be em­
ployed. among Avhich I might sug­
gest corn, buckwheat, millet, rye, 
rice, oats. etc. The cereals may be 
used whole by soaking overnight, 
or they nii.ght be run througli a mill 
and either cracked or pulverized. 
For the sake of variety they may 
also be toasted before being bailed.

Spaghetti is included In the 
luncheon because it is a Avholesome 
form of starch and yet one -of the 
most inexpensive. Turnips and 
carrots are usually cheap vege­
tables, but celery may be excluded 
if it is expensive; or, a portion of a 
bunch of celery may lie used for 
lunch and (he remainder used at 
some other meal, in this way divid­
ing the cost. ^

The dinner Contains tomato soup, 
under the supposition that a por­
tion ot a can of tomatoes remains 
over from menu No. 2. used the 
previous day.

IN HIS LATEST-AND PERHAPS--BEST NOVEL
After Studying American Tourists Abroad, He Discovers, in • 

“Dodsworth,” the Other Side of Main Street.

BOSTON FLOWER SHOW 
TO BE BIGGEST YET

RAILROADS MUST PLAN 
T 1 ^  YEARS AHEAD

BY GEXE COHX

Sinclair Lewis has discovered the 
other side ol Main Street.

But he came upon it by a cir­
cuitous route. It was necessary to 
cross the Atlantic and wander 
through the ritzy salons of London 
and Paris; it was necessary to meet 
all sorts and conditions of Euro­
pean peoples and American tour­
ists abroad; it was necessary to find 
those expatriated Americans who, 
from their points of European van­
tage, sneer at their homeland and 
apologize for it; it was necessary to 
make a long pilgrimage through the 
highways and byways of most of 
the other Main Streets of the world.

Babbitts Alf Alike
And when this was done, Lewis 

returned and found that Main 
Street was still there, but that it 
had two sides. And that the Bab­
bitt of Zenith was perhaps no worse 
nor better than the Babbitt of 
Vienna or Naples; that around the 
corner from Babbitt's mansion was 
another estate where lived people 
who essentially belong to the year 
1929— people who need merely to 
cut a few wisdom teeth, in an inter­
national sense, to get along pretty 
well anywhere.

And so Lewis has added to his 
study of peoples and places a book, 
about an automobile millionaire 
by the name of “ Dodsworth"— a 
book which is likely to attract 
more attention than anything Lewis 
has done to date.

For Lewis has raised a large 
number of points and started a 
vast number of arguments in this 
work— moXt of them well barbed 
for the army of poseurs this nation 
has been producing.

“ Be Yourself,”  His Advice
So one of the outstanding ad­

monitions of Lewis becom es.... 
“ Be Yourself!” . . . .  If that self is 
interesting, honest, kindly and 
worth while, you'll not need to 
blush for it in any part of the 
world . . . .  Don't four-flush and 
make yourself ridiculous. . . .For­
get the self-consciousness which so 
many Americans acquire abroad."

Well, at any rate, “ Dodsworth” 
learned all about these things—  as 
Lewis -did. And there is going to 
be a lot of conjecture about how 
much of this book is auto-bio- 
graphical.

For instance. . . .  Sinclair Lewis, 
upon returning to America, imme­
diately bought a farm in Vermont 
and spoke of “ returning to the 
land.” And Dodsworth, upon jour­
neying through Italy, found that 
one of the greatest factors in 
achieving a solid foundation was 
the traditional love of the soil. The 
American farmer, he recalled, was 
urban-minded and moved to the

cities whenever possible.
Then, too, Lewis divorced his 

wife and was remarried to a writer 
he met in Austria, making a cara­
van trek thereafter. Dodsworth has 
left his wife at the end of the book 
and is going back to a woman who 
has been mellowed and made broad- 
visioned by a long continental ex­
perience.

An American Analysis
There are other points of con­

trast as between author and char­
acter.

The remaking of Dodsworth, 
generally speaking, is as typically 
an American analysis as anything 
Lewis has done heretofore.

Dodsworth lives in Zenitll. But 
he has more background than Bab­
bit. Like so many American busi­
ness men, Dodsworth has reached 
his .late fifties and finds himself a 
slave to work. He is toiling away 
toward his grave, building a for­
tune without ever having had a'play 
life. His wife is much younger, and 
being of modern vintage looks and 
acts even younger than she is. She 
has been literally starving for a 
chance to be gay and sense life and 
emotional escape. They decide to go 
to Europe.

Calls Women Pampered
One by one, Dodsworth learns 

the following lessons: American 
women “ get away with murder” 
when contrasted with Europeans. 
They are the world's best treated 
creatures. They do the sort of 
things his wife, “ Fran,” did. And 
Mrs. “ Fran” Dodsworth, while be­
ing fond of her husband, decided 
that his salon manners were bad. 
She was too easily impressed by

what passed for culture, and be­
came a climber and a “ yes man” 
of titled circles. She was quick to 
accept the theory that the Euro­
pean male knew more about ro­
mance and love than the busy 
Americans— all of which was per­
fectly all right until she actually 
prepared to marry one of them, and 
then she found that she would have 
to toe the mark, bow to centuries 
of tradition and get over being 
spoiled. Which was too much for 
her.

Meanwhile Dodsworth found, for 
Instance, that a Britisher or French­
man could criticize America for 
having troops in Nicaragua, but 
that the very heavens fell if one 
dared mention the French in the 
Riff or in the Congo. He found that 
an American was supposed to swal­
low the accusation of being the 
world’s greatest money grabber—  
whereas he found the business fig­
ures of France and London quite as 
avid. He met the expatriate young­
sters from the middle west, sitting 
about the Dome and the Select and 
he thought them rather tragic in 
their failure. And, finally, he found 
that, cut lose from his w’ife, and 
taught lessons in self-assurance 
and simplicity by a woman of the 
world, that he was able to live 
among some of the “ very best peo­
ple.” .

Left Selfish Wife
Thus, through a woman of the 

world, did Dodsworth learn his own 
value and when he again met his 
selfish, seff-centered wife’, he 
couldn’t stand it. He needed, as 
most men need, the confidence and 
respect of their women— some­
thing more than superficiality, and 
some definite bond of understand­
ing.

“ Dodsworth” is a book that will 
cause a lot of comment!

■ Centennial flower shows do not 
happen every year,-but-those who 
make it convenient to journey to 
Boston next week will see the larg­
est exhibit of its kind ever held.

The show is 
usually held in Horticultural hall, 
but bwlng to the magnitude of the 
exhibit from cities all over the 
country. It was necessary to stage 
it in Mechanics hall this year. 
Leading horticulturists from all 
over the United States are expected. 
It is believed it will surpass, in 
beauty and size the big show held 
this week in New York. It will be 
in itself a liberal education in 
floriculture, not only of the east 
but of the Pacific coast, the western 
deserts and the tropics.

All exact reproduction of an_ old- 
fashioned garden and house of 100 
years a.go will be one of the attrac­
tions. A redwood tree exhibit fro.m 
California and a desert garden at 
a cost of $25,000 will be others. 
President Albert C. Burrage of the 
Massachusetts Horticultural society 
is contributing a tropical garden 
which will be filled with plants and 
vPigetation of hotter climes. Mr. 
Burrage will also exhibit his revolv­
ing greenhouse at the show, a 
unique invention which follows the 
sun and on which he has been ex­
perimenting at his famous estate, 
“ Orchidvale,” on the North Shore 
for years. Mr. Burra," ê has the 
most valuable collection of orchids 
in the world at his place in Beverly 
Farms.

The display of roses and carna­
tions alone will fill Paul Revere 
hall. An immense lily display will 
be the contribution of the 'William 
H. Vanderbilts of Newport. Another 
fine lily display will be made by Dr. 
J. H. Lancashire of New York, and 
Manchester, Mass. Over 50 people 
are contributing cups, one of them 
over 100 years old and worth 
$1,000.

CITIZENS’ TRAINING
CAMPS POPULAR

Jrd and 4th year. The first year 
jr basic is limited to the Infantry

The darker the night of 
one’s experience, the more need 
there Is of seeking light and hope 
and faith: whereas, worry only 
lets the gloom of night darken all 
the windows of the soul.

Worry breaks down the spirit, 
while hope and faith build np and 
inspire. It is Just when there Is 
most to worry about that one 
most needs the attitude of faith.

WHITNEY’S INVENTION

One hundred and thirty-five years 
ago today, on March 14, 1794, 
Ell Whitney secured a patent on 
the cotton gin and laid the founda­
tion for the Civil War.

No single factor in our history 
has had a greater effect upon the 
political and economic life of the 
nation than the ..invention of this 
mechanical means to separate the 
seed from cotton fibre. Before Its 
Invention, from eight to ten hours 
work were required to clean one 
pound of cotton. Since one field 
hand could produce about 2500 
pounds in a good season, it took 25 
slaves working 100 days to get his 
output ready for market. Hence, 
no cotton was exported before the 
introduction of Whitney’s gin. The 
year after, hhwever, 1,500,000 
pounds were exported and the year 
following, about 5,250.000 pounds.

The south soon found cotton 
growing to be its most important 
Industry. Slaves became increas­
ingly in demand to grow It and 
thus began differences between the 
north and south which resulted in 
the Civil War.

Most of the tooth brushes sold to­

day are too large for efficient 
brushing.

There are all sorts of shapes 
available with many strange dis­
tributions of bristles, but so far as 
is known it is impossible to make a 
tooth brush that will conform ex­
actly to the shape of the dental 
arch inside and outside.

Some tooth brushes are made 
with bristles higher in the center 
and low at the ends, some with the 
bristles high at one end and low 
at the other end, some with bristles 
lower În the middle and high at 
both e'nds.

This seems to make little differ­
ence, the only necessity being that 
the brush be small and that the 
handle be such that it can be 
manipulated so that the bristles 
Will reach the front, back and sides 
of every tooth.

The tooth brush demands proper 
care to give it long life and to pre­
vent its acting as a carrier of in­
fections rather than as a preven­
tive.

When a tooth brush is split, when 
bristles begin to break off and come 
out, the tooth brush should be 
thrown away. A new tooth brush 
should be put in a strong salt cold

water solution for two hours before 
using.

Cold water should be used to 
moisten the brush before using, 
and to rinse it thoroughly after 
the teeth are brushed. The brush 
should then be h\ing in the open air 
in such position that the bristles 
will not come in contact with any­
thing else for 24 hours before the 
brush is used again.

Obviously, therefore, persons 
should have two brushes, one for 
morning and one for evening use. 
If a tooth brush is kept moist for

Avon Park, Fla., March 14 —  
Billy Southworth, the boyish look­
ing manager of the St. Louis Card­
inals, last year’s national league 
pennant winners, realizes he has a 
hard job cut out for himself but he 
thinks well of his Club’s chances of 
again capturing the flag.

“ I’ve got an experienced, well 
balanced ball team and I expect It 
to deliver,” he told International 
News Service today as he sat on the 
beach at Avon Park watching his 
players go through their spring 
training paces.

Southworth, a former biig league 
outfielder, managed Rochester to a 
pennant in the International 
League last season and was selected 
to fill the shoes of Bill McKechnie, 
last year's manager of the Cardin­
als, who was deposef. after the Red 
Birds lost disastrously to the New 
York Yankees in the World’s 
Series.

Asked to outline how his club 
probably will line up when the sea­
son opens, Southworth said:

The Infield
“ Bottomley, of course, will play 

first. Either Prank Frisch or 
Carey Selph will take care of sec­
ond. Selph hit .312 for Houston 
last year and looks like a great in- 
flelder. Charley Gelbert, who play­
ed shortstop for me at Rochester 
and hit .35 4 last year, will be at 
short. That is settled. Either Andy 
High or Frisch will go in at third.

“ Roettger in right, Douthit in 
center and Hafey in left probably 
will make up our outfield. How­
ever, I may play right myself if the 
situation calls for it, and I have 
Orsatti in reserve for center and 
Holm for left.

“ I may not get into the game my­
self at the start because I injured 
my arm when I slipped on the 
hardwood floor of niy home and 
tore a ligament in my right elbow. 
Put I still think I have major 
league ball in me.

"Jimmy Wilson and Farl Smith 
will most likely do the bunk of 
catching, with Gus Mancuso and 
Clarence Jounard filling in. That's 
a pretty good catching staff.

Four Pitchers
"I have four reliable starting 

pitchers— Scherdel. Haines, Alex­
ander and Mitchell. I have four 
young pitchers who show promise 
of becoming regulars. They are 
Bill Hallahan, who won 23 and lost 
12 with Houston last year; Fred 
Frankhouse. who was with the
Cards last season but did nqt work 
much; Herman Bell who won 21 
and lost 8 with Rochester In 192 8. 
and Sylvester Johnson, who won 8 
and lost 4 with the Cards last year.

“ This club looks mighty good to 
me, I know Chicago will he
stronger this season, and that Pitts­
burgh, New York and Cincinnati 
will be hard competition but I have 
all the confidence in the world in 
the Cardinals.”

Asked if he did not think he was 
in a ‘■‘tough spot” taking over a 
pennant winning team, Southworth 
replied:

Make Own Breaks
“ Oh no, not exactly. A man 

makes his own breaks. They 
thought I had enough ability and 
initiative to handle this club and 
I think I can. I'd like to pay tri­
bute, while I am on the subject, to 
my predecessors as mana,gers of the 
Cardinals -— Bill McKechnie, Bob 
O’Farrell and Rogers Hornsby. 
They had fine ball clubs and they 
must have been good managers.”

“ It is said that you are easy go­
ing and that was one of the criti­
cisms of McKechnie last year,”  he 
was told.

"I ’m far from being easy going,” 
Southworth replied. "I do not bawl 
my men on the field, that’s true, 
but If they make mistakes I tell 
them about It— privately. My play­
ers fully understand that I am run­
ning this club as it should be run 
and I won’t let any man get away 
with any funny business.

“ The Cardinals are comprised of 
men of intelligence. I consider 
them to be gentlemen and will 
treat them as such, on and off the 
field. But they will have to play 
ball for me. They know that, I’m 
sure.”

BRIDGE WIDENING MAY 
MEAN NEW STATE ROAD

State Highway Dept. Work 
Beyond Love Lane May Indi­
cate Middle Turnpike Im­
provement.

LOCAL SKATERS INVITED

Indications that the State High­
way Department is contemplating 
early improvement of the Middle 
Turnpike route from the Love Lane 
Junction to Bolton are seen in the 
fact that employes of the Highway 
Department are now taking sound­
ings preliminary to the widening of 
the bridge over the Hockanum 
west of Love Lane. Soundings are 
being taken north and south of the 
bridge and on both sides of the 
Hockanum.

For two or three years the High­
way Department has been making

tentative gestures toward tb'e de­
velopment of the Middle Turnpike 
route and has made at least one 
survey from Manchester Green to 
Bolton. Several layouts have been 
made of this part of the route, 

i though no actual construction work 
has been done beyond cutting down 
the curve at Manchester Green and 
moving back one house. It is under­
stood that one contemplated plan 
involves doing away with the bridge 
at Bolton Notch and the building of 
a new road that would cut through 
the pond west of Bolton Notch rail­
road station, which would greatly 
alter the road map in that locality.

The operations at the Love Lane 
bridge seem to point to a definite 
purpose to develop what would be 
in large degree a wholly new 
through route from Hartford to the 
country east of Manchester.
