MUCH OPPOSITION
AGAINST PROTOCOL

President Will Have Difficul-
ty in Getting Senate to 0.
K. World Court.

Washington, MNarch 21.—Presi-
dent Hoover will face serious dif-
ficulty in securing Senate approval
of the new World Court proctocol,
based on Elihu Root's terms of
American adherence, it was appar-
ent today,

Although League of Nations
Democrats, lead by Senators Walsh
(D) of Montana, and Swanson (D)
of Virginia, have endorsed the Root
terms in substance, the old Irrecon-
cilable zroup threaten warfare
against the new pact. In view of
the fact that the Senate ratified the
compact originally only after the
Coolidge administration accepted
five reservations-—one of which the
Root terms would emasculate—the
Irreconcilable opposition may block
a second ratification.

Borah's Declaration.

On the heels of a declaration by |

Senator William E. Borah (R) of
jdaho, that the World Court is an
“agttorney general's department of a
political institution (the League of
Nations).” Senator Hendrik Ship-
stead (F-L) of Minnesota, announc-
ed he would oppose the Root terms
Shipstead warned that the United
States was being dragged into the
League of Nations ‘inch by inch”
and that the new Root terms for
the World Court were but another
step toward the destruction of
American sovereignty.

The Roof terms would effect only;
the fifth American reservation, out-|

lawing all advisory opinions by the
court on questions affecting Ameri-
can interests. Root devised a new
plan for arbitration of disputes
over such questions, with America
permitted to withdraw from the
court in event her wishes were
over-ruled. i
Bone of Contention.

MOTHER EARTH Tl"irst Reports Said 500 Were

1S STILL 60D
FOR AGES YET

MINE

Killed—Many Come Out
of Shaft Miles Away from
Main Entrance Which

lions of Years Before
“Big Frost” Arrives.

Washington, March 21—By all
the geological and astronomical
Equations, Old Mother Earth is yet
destined for billions -of years of
existence before the cold descends,
as the glaciers of the frigid zones,
slowly creeping onward, freeze
away the last vestiges of terrestial
life.

As viewed from the knowledge of
the geological past—Ifrom the be-
ginning of the disimentary age
when. rain began to fall—the pos-
sibility is remote but that the
earth will.do anything b.t meet “'a
natural death.”

But there are possibilities
grotesquely remote, but yet exist-
ent—that before these billions of
vears ¢ool the earth and still all
living beings—there will come a
sudden termination of life.

They were outlined today by Dr.
William Bowie, eminent scientist,
of the United States Coast and Geo-
detic Survey. Dr. Bowies said:

“If the earth should move very
far away from the sun or go suffi-
ciently close, rain would cease, or
would be modified greatly, and con-
ditions. might be so changed as to
make life impossible. Our obser-
vations, however, show no indica-
tion of any material change in the

‘| yearly average distance Dbetween

the sun and the earth.

“1t would be difticult to visualize
how ahything within the earth
could make it liquify or explode.
The earth is too old, too stable.

No Danger of Crash

“Nor does it appear that any dis-
turbance caused by the passage
near the earth of some other hea-
venly body could do more than dis-
tort. a portion of the surface, or
cause tremendous ocean tides.

“‘Of course, a,condition such as
that might destroy life but it would
seem that when the disturbance
passed the earth would still be the
same size and shape.

“Since we have had conditions
almost similar for over a billion
years there is no reason for sup-
posing that conditions might arise
on ‘the earth in the next 100,000.-
000 or billion years that could de-
stroy life, unless some wandering
celestial body might pass close to
us. Such an eventuality is so re-
mote that it need be given no seri-
ous consideration,”

Camp mine several miles from the
scene of the explosion,

Rescune Teams

Two fresh rescue teams entered
the workings this afterncon while
GCeorge Mccaa, Federal Bureau cf
Mines attache, superintendent of
the wrecked mine, and W. J. Mc-
Gregor, state mine inspector, con-
ferred as to the most effective way
of reaching the entombed men.

None of the 150 men who es-
caped weére much the worse for
their experience, and thiy led offi-
cials to hope that many of the men
still entombed had butressed them-
selves away in the spacious recess-
ez of the mine, afraid to seek the
entries because of fear of gas or
flame. '

Start Investigation

While the 1leaders conferred;
three Westmoreland county com-
missioners prepared to begin their
investigation into the cause of the
blast; . They were Elliott L. Hibbs,
James F. Torrence and John Kii-
gore, and they were to be aided by
Abner Hen.; and Fred Trachner of
the district attorney's office.

The fact that the Kinloch mine
and the Valley Camp mine meet un-
derground and have a passageway
connecting them probably saved the
lives of the survivors, for the flame
apparently was beneath two of the
three groups and the Kinloch pit
mouth,

Tell Graphic Stories

The survivors told graphic storles
of the blast as they rested at the
cmergency hospital cots.

Stanley Palowski, one of a group
of fifteen men who made a success-
ful two hour fight for safely, said:

“We went down the mouth of the
mine a mile, me and my buddy. We
heard a roar. ‘My. God. Explosion!’
My buddy hollers. There wasn’t any
gas or fumes, so we turned back.
We made our way to the Vallay
Camp entry and out.”

William Birbipn. attendant of =a
filling station a mile from the mine,
was first to spread the alarm.

"I was shaving when the explo-
sion came with sueh force it rocked
the filling station. It jerked my
hand with such force I cut my face.
I ran to spread the alarm.”

The mine, a few miles from Par-
nassus, is on a bleak hillside over-
looking the Allegheny river.

The mine llas a drift entrance,
but in the last few years it has
been worked through a shaft. Men
trapped in the workings would have
egress (hrough the sloping drift
opening, but it might be days be-
fore they could make their way to
that entrance.

Walking with Children

Yesterday this woman, seeking
the restorative of exercise in the
fresh air, ventured on a short walk
in Center Springs Park. She took
along with her the two little chil-
dren of Mrs. Eldred McCabe of 115
Russell street, the elder of whom,
Llobert, is only five years old, and
another little boy, George Tedford,
also five years old.

This little group, so thg woman
told friends afterward, had reached
a point near the roadway at the
dam when she saw at some distance
on the shore of Center Springs
Pond,. two small boys one of whom
had evidently been wading for he
was putting on his shoes. She saw
one of the little fellows start to
cross the ice, break through and
disappear.

There was no one within calling
distance and it was impossible for
the woman to run, in her weakened
state, but she hurried as best she
could toward the place where the
Gilbert boy had broken through,
taking her litle companions with
her. She picked up a long stick,
when she reached the nearest point
on the bank, and tried to trust it
within reach of the child but the
distance was too great. Frantie,
the sick woman was on the point
of tearing off her outer clothing
and entering the water, but one of
the little fellows cried out that the
water was over her head in depth
and she abandoned that hopeless
adventure.

Cries for Help

“Shout; call for help!" she cried
to the children and then, as the lit-
tle Graham boy, comrade of the
drowning child, started up the
bank, she became deathly sick from
the shock and horror.

night beside the body of his former
chief.

Asked about the funeral plans
Gen. Weygand told International
News Service!:

“With the widow's consent we
have suggested that the body be
placed in state at Napoleon's Tomb
in the Invalides on Sunday &o that
the public might view it. Undoubt-
edly the government would agree to
this arrangement. The funeral will
be held on Monday, Tuesday or
Wednesday, according to the
government's wish.”

Although a national funeral was
regarded as a certainty, it is un-
derstood that such an honor would
be at variance with the wishes ex-
pressed by Marshal Foch in his will.
The marshal is said to have asked
that his body be buried at Plou-
gean, Brittany.

Two suggestions were made that
the body rest in state over the
week-end to give the public an op-
portunity to view it. One proposal
was that it rest beneath the Arch
of Triumph; the other that it lie
in the Invalides,

The general impression was that
the body would be taken to Na-
poleon’'s Tombh on Saturday.

Marshal Foch received in death
{he highest honor that France can
pay. Gen. Gouraud, military gover-
nor of Paris, went to the bier last
night and pinned upon the neck of
Marshal Foch's military jacket the
Grand Cordou of the Legion of
Honor.

Gen. Weygand stated that the
body would be placed in the grand
salon of the marshal's residence to
await removal from the house. The
great coat the marshal wore at the
signing of the Armistice was placed
at the feet, The body was attired
in the familiar horizon blue uni-
form,

Friends View Body

Throughout the morning {riends
of the family were permitted to
file past, first visiting the red salon
where the marshal's medals and
trophies were displayed. A special
force of police assigned to keep the
crowds at a distance from the
threshold lLad their hands full
Lines were formed to enable dis-
tinguished visitors to enter the resi-
dence, but the police had difficulty
in maintairning them.

GERMANY'S VIEWPOINT

Berlin, March 21,—Germany Lo-
day viewed Marshal Foch's death as
merely the death of her bitterest
enemy,

The Berliner Tageblatt summed
up Democratic-Liberal thought by
sayving:

“What Marshal Foch did during
the war was his duty. But Germany
hardly forgets that he continued,
after peace, to make war against
a disarmed people.”

All the newvspapers united in de-
claring that ‘“‘bitter hatred of Ger-
many was Marshal Foch's guiding
motive."

Big German war leaders refused
to comment.

Gen. Ludendorff, upon being ask-
ed by International News Service
for a statement of opinion, replied:

“1 am sorry that I must decline
on principle to say anything."

The press recognizes Foch's
energy, and is willing to admit that
his appointment as generalissimo of
the allied armies marked the fatal
turning point of the war. However,
the press states it is an open ques-
tion -whether Foch was really a
military genius.

Press Comment

Lieut. Gen. Von Metzsch, writing
in “Tag,"” says:

“History will not place Foch on
the same plane with Napoleon and
Von Moltke' because, while Foch
knew how to hammer the Germans
with vastly superior forces, he
never revealed any stragetic genius,
he never succeeded in breaking
through the Germans or outflank-
ing them, according to the German
military writer.

German newspapers stress that
Marshal Foch never defeated the
German army on the field of battle.

Had Fresh Troops

Lokal Anzeiger says that Marshal
Foch's hammering tactics were
madle possible only because of con-
stant fresh supplies of American
men and munitions. This paper
blames the Germans for laying
down their arms and cites an inter-
view with Marshal Foch in which
the French socldier was quoted as
saying that, in November, 1918,
Germany could have made a stand

behind the Rhine. Lokal Anzeiger:

asks: “"And who knows? If the Ger-
man army had stood fast behind
the Rhine many things would have
taken a different turn.”

Lieut. Gen. Ernst Kabisch writ-
ifng in the Berliner Tageblatt paid
the following tribute to Foch:

“*Marshal Foch was lucky all his
life, But the elder Von Moltke rald
that only an able man is always
lucky.”

He guoted authorities U
prove that in the industry as a
whole the tremendous operating
costs incurred by advertising made
such reduction in costs impossible.

¢luding negative speaker and took
as her topic the fact that advertis-
ng was responsible for the presentl
nxosperin of this country and that

FEBRUARY FINDS
WINTER BUILDING

Figures Much Below January
Totals—Leading Cities Drop
In Rank, N. H. Road Survey

Building in. Connecticut towns

and cities during the month of Feb-

ruary continued in its winter slump
and the total value of the building
permits issued dunring the -month
was. exceptionally small, according
to the monthly survey of the Com-
mittee on Industrial Development
of the New Haven Railroad.

A decrease from January figures
of nearly one million dollars in per-
mit values took place among the 22
communities reported upon in the
railroad survey, their combined
total for the month being less than
three and a half million dollars,
Eight of those towns and cities,
however, recorded gains over their
January totals. These were Bristol,
Derby, Middletown, Naugatuck.
New Britain, Norwalk, Stamford
and West Hartford, Eight com-

munities also showed increases over |

their buillding permit totals ol Feb-
ruary, 1928, these  beinz Bristol,
Middletown, Naugatuck,

New Britain, Norwalk Waterbury
and West Hartford.

Decided changes in the ranking
of individual cities according to
their building activities occurred
during the month, the customary
leaders dropping far down on the
list. New Britain en‘ered first place
for the month with permits valued
at $677,451. West Hartford was
second with a total of $422,685 and
Stamford was third with 8399 780,
Hartford went from first to fourth
place and New Haven fell to ninth
ranking.

" the summertime, we are more and
more impressed, ag the years go by,
with the improbability of there ever
being anything like concord on the
subject. The country people do not
like it and seem to take it as a per-4
sonal grievance,

The Herald would not,care to go
cn record as objecting to that meas-
ure of daylight saving observance
which consiasts in calling six o'clock
in the morning seven o'clock and
calling eleven o’clock noon, so long
ag that is the desgire of the people
of the town. But it does seem to us
that it would simplify matters
greatly and put an end to & deal of
complaining if we were to leave the
clocks alone and, from the first
of -May to.the first of October—or

TAXES AND REVOLT

Armed revolution, in ninety-nine
cases in a hundred, is the outcome,
direct or indirect, of taxation. Tax-
es are the bane of civilization, The
ideal of freedom from all taxation
is, to millions of people, equiva-
lent to a dream of heaven—or
would be if it were not that a lot
of people hope to go to heaven and
ncne, generally speaking, who hope
to avoid taxation altogether, Yet
here we have a population mutter-
ing bloody threats against thelr
government and trying to work
themselves up to the killing point
—-and not a soul among them ever
has to pay a nickel of taxation.

The population is that of Mona-
ec, tiny principality on the French
Mediterranéan coast where gam-
bling pays all the public charges,
or would if its bonuses were em-
ployed as they are supposed 10
be.

Monaco is only eight square
miles in area, has only about 15,-
000 permanent residents who live
mwestly in three towns, and has an
income of $450,000 a year paid by
the gambling concessionaires who
onerate the Casino at Monte Carlo.
That sum isessupposed to be ample
for the support of the principality
—including the prince—and to
keep up all public utilities. But the
Monacans declare that the present
prince, Louis, uses up the nation’'s
income on personal extravagances
and lets the utilitfes slide, thus
putting the state on the bum as 2
peint of attraction to tourists, And
without tourists the Monacans
would have no way of getting a
living, Wherefore they are talking
about revolting, throwing the
prince's army of several policemen,
into the Mediterranean and setting
up a Republie.

So, you see, even without taxes
there is such a thing possible as
political discontent,

PROPHET OF DISASTER

Sir George Palsh, who"is recogr
nized in Great Britainh as an eco-
nemist and financial authority of
very high degree, having served as
advisor to the Chancellor of the Ex-
chequer and the British Treasury,
i= making prediction of a disastrous
and world-wice financial ecrisis to
occur no more remotely than this._
spring. “We are not trying to see a
way out,” he exclaims, *“we are just
dancing.” ¢

What rather weakens the force
of Sir George's gloomy forecast i3
that he made a similar prediction
a year and a half ago and it was
not fulfilled,

It iz extremely doubtful, as =
matter of fact, that any financial
crash that could possibly occur n
the world or to the world, at this
time, would have anywhere as near
disastrous effects as some that
have happened in the past. A finan-
cial panic is not, ia itself, so fear-
some g thing to contemplate, ex-
cept to people who possess paper
fertunes, It is its consequences to
trade and indusiry that count, If
we should have one now, for
stance, some thousands of inflated
millioneires might have to go to
the poor house or to work. But it is
very much to be doubted whether,
in the light of our more scientific
understanding of real values now-
adays, it would be permitted to
paralyze business and industry as
did the panics of 1873 and 1883.

We are inclined to believe that
Sir George's fears are rather those
of a financier than those of an eco-
nomist. There is, after all, a very
great difference between the two.

tle criticism of the methods or be-
liefs of other members of the heal-
ing are. Yes, I use the wora “‘art”
advisedly, for the treatment of dis-
ease cannot be called a science, as
it is said that mathematies is the
only exact science, although even
now Einstein has almost convinced
us that we have been wrong in that
assumption,

Physicians are human
such have more or less of that
something which we call finite
knowledge. Among the allopaths,
homeopaths, osteopaths, chiroprac-
tors and naturopaths there are pro-
bably as many dishonest men as in
any of the other professions, trades
or vocations; also just as many
doctors who would make better
plumbers, and also as many plumb-

and as

ers. >

The doectors of the different
schools have essentially the same
training in such subjects as physi-
ology, anatomy, and the diagnosis
of disease. They differ only as to
their method of treatment. The
wise doctor of any school knows
that nature is the great physician,
and that the best he can do is to
teach the patient how to remove
those things which are interfering
with the healing power of nature.
The allopath or homeopath may
employ drugs for this purpose; the
osteopath or chiropractor may at-
temph to assist nature by removing
such interference in » mechanical
way, and the naturopath prinecipal-
ly through hydrotherapy and diete-
ties.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS
Liver and Pancreas

Question: V. E. T. asks: “Would
a diseased pancreas cause disorder
of the liver or a diseased liver cause
a diseased pancreas? It seems that
in my case both organs are affacted,
causing aching of the lower limbs,
backache, can't lift heavy weights,
2 burning of the urine, very nerv-
ous, a sallow color, with sometimes
bolls and ahscesses. A liver stimul-
ant helps, but has to be taken regu-
larly., The doctor says it will not
do to train the liver that often.”

Answer: The llver and the pan-
creas do affect each other, but the
use of a correct well balanced diet
would doubtlessly adjuct the trou-
ble you have . which apparently
starts from overworking the liver
through the use of too much-food.
Try cutting down your amount of
food to a third, and for a time
eliminate starches, sugars and fats.

Pepper and Horseradish

Question: R. F. B, asks: “Is
pepper harmful to the system? Is
horseradish a good vegetable to eat
or is it harmful?”

Answer: I do not advise the use
of pepper. Horseradish may be
used to a limit amount with a
protein meal but should not be
used with starches because it stim-
ulates too much hydrochloric acld
in the stomach.

Heart Burn

Question: Mrs. MD writes: “I am
95 years old and suffer almost con-
tinually from heart burn. Some-
times I have very serious attacks,
with smothering; have had attacks
of cramps in muscles of legs, usual-
ly at night, and it seems worse
after a hard day's work. What
would you suggest?”

Question: You are probably suf-
fering from indigestlon due to
faulty food combinations, The
symptoms you describe may come
from this excessive flatulence affect-
ing your heart. Have your heart
examined and if the trouble Is
there, write me again, giving me
your full name and address and I
will send you an article explaining
how to help the heart through cur-

THE CODE NAPOLEON

there would be no need for reserva-
tions.

“The Unlied States, I take {t,
would not hesitate to become a
member of a court or a permanent
arbitral tribunal. But when it is
agsked to become a member of a
body which 1is in fact the attor-
ney general's departmernt of a polit-
ical institution, of which. political
institution is not a member, that
presents a more serious guestion.

“I observe too that other govern-
ments are getting quite as much in-
terested in this as the United
States. This advisory jurisdiction
will always be a source of disturb-
ance and will ultimately, in my
opinion, have to be abandoned if
the court i{s to be what it ought to
be—a great International judiclal
or arbitral tribunal.”

Shipstead went much further. He
declared the American people, seak-
ing world peace, were lcad to be-
lieve the League of Nations and
World Court were merely political
organizations, ‘““which came out of
the foreign offices of Europe during
the war,” he added, “'so the Court
lost its appeal.

What Does It Mean?

““The people cannot have a clear
conception of Mr. Root's moves un-
til they understand what this
League and Court mean to Ameri-
can ideals,” said Shipstead. *The
diplomats know you can't have
peace by putting the world in a
strait-jacket. The people some day
will realize it too.

“This League and Court are not

l

new ideas. The phraseclogy was
the same in the days of the Holy
Alliance. It is merely another at-
tempt to drag us up an alley, inch
by inch, into the League of Na-
tions and Europe's entangling al-
liances. They keep talking peace to
us while all the world arms for war.
We heard the same talk before
1914 when the great alliances were
formed for ‘peace,’ only to bathe
the world in blood and ruin and
hatred. The samg crooks are still in
pOwWer.

Hopes for Rejection.

“1 hope the Senate will reject
these new terms. I hope the Irre-
concilables will fight them. Mr.
Root proposes a trial marriage with
the specific understanding that we
may desert the wife if wea have &n
argument. I don’'t believe in trial
marriages elther as a practical
thing or as a question of morality.”

The Root terms, Shipstead added,
‘‘change_nothing."
