COOLIDGE MAY 
BE NEXT BAY 
STATESNATOR

Groundwork Already Being 
Prepared, Washington Is 
I n f o r m e d ;  Frank W. 
Stearns Behind Movement

■Washington, March 26— Senator 
Calvin Coolidge of Massachusetts!

Political Washington heard with 
undisguised interest today that the 
former President is looking not un­
kindly upon a movement begun by 
some, of his Massachusetts friends 
t6  send him to the United States 
Senate next year.

Should such a thing eventuate, 
Mr. Coolidge would be following 
the example set by another _ dis­
tinguished Bay State President, 
John Adams, who one hundred 
years ago retired from the presi­
dency and then returned tc Wash­
ington as a member of Congress.

The political ground work in Mr. 
Coolidge’ s case is already being 
prepared, according to word reach­
ing political circles here.

Butler the Director 
It is in the hands of Ex-Senator 

Wm. M. Butler, who managed the 
Coolidge campaign in 1924, and 
Frank W. Stearns, who throughout 
Mr. Coolidge’s occupancy of the 
White House’ was his political 
shadow, coming and going almost 
an a member of the family. Pre­
sumably this groundwork is being 
prepared with Mr. Coolidge’s tacit 
consent, for if he did not regard the 
project with some favor he could 
,6top it with a word. Thus far there 
”has been no such word. >

The Senate seat In question is 
now occupied by Senator Frederick 
H. Gillett, who is approaching his 
78th year, and who by the 1930 
campaign would be getting close to 
SO. Senator Gillett is not expected 
to be a candidate to succeed him­
self.

Another Candidate 
However, there is another candi­

date in the picture in the person 
of the militant Ex-Governor of 
Alvan T. Fuller, who has just laid 
down the governorship at the age 
of 51. He is independently 
wealthy, and desires to engage in 
further public service. He was a 
luncheon guest of President Hoo­
ver’s last week-end, and told 
friends here that he was inclined to 
run for the Senate next year.

Fuller is highly regarded by the 
Hoover administration, for in those 
anxious pre-convention days when 
ex-Senator Butler and Stearns were 
endeavoring to keep Massachusetts 
delegates from commitment to any 
candidate— în the hope that Mr. 
Coolidge might ultimately be draft­
ed— it was Fuller who is credited 
with swinging the state into the 
Hoover camp. The psychological 
effect of that was of very great 
benefit to the Hoover cause.

Not Liked By Steams 
The ex-Governor is, in conse­

quence, not so popular with the 
Butler-Stearns faction ot Bay State 
Republicanism. They do not re-

FREAK RAINSTORM 
HITS MANCHESTER

Thunder, Lightning, Wind, 
Snow and Hail Visits This 
Vicinity.

Thunder, lightning, rain, wind, 
snow and hail, combined last night 
to give Manchester a most unusual 
storm. Save for minor washouts 
and the general discomfort of all 
persons caught without shelter, this 
town did not suffer to any extent.

Starting with a steady drizzle 
late in the afternoon, the storm 
grew steadily worse.

Washington, March 26— Revision 
of the anti-smuggling treaties this 
country has with Great Britain and 
Canada, with a tightening up of 
the British conception of interna­
tional law, may result from the 
sinking of the British auxiliary 
schooner “ I’m Alone” by gunfire 
from the Coast Guard cutter Dex­
ter last Friday in the Gulf of Mexi­
co. The British embassy admits 
the vessel was a notorious rum run­
ner, but disagrees with the Ameri­
can Treasury Department oyer 
questions of international law 
covering the Coast Guard’s conten­
tion of “ hot and continuous” pur­
suit of the,Vessel before she was 
sunk more (ban two hundred miles 
from the territorial waters of the 
United States.

DRY RAIDERS KILL 
WIFE, CLUB HUSBAND

Aurora, 111., March 26.— Inquiries 
were under way today to fix re­
sponsibility for the slaying by Dry 
raiders, in her home, of Mrs. Wil­
liam Dekin. ,̂ 48-year-old mother; 
for the clubbing of her husband, 
Joseph, and the terrorizing of their 
12-year-old son, Gerald.

The boy, after seeing his mother 
shot down, seized a revolver from 
the hands of his unconscious father, 
and began firing on the raiders.

HAT NKXELPUTE

Big German Liner is Sunk at 
Its Docks to-Extinguish the 
Flames.
Hamburg, Germany, March 26—  

Fire, believed to have heei  ̂ of in­
cendiary origin, swept the new 
North German Lloyd liner Europa 
in the Blohm Voss shipyards, to.- 
day. When the firemen were unable 
to make any headway against the 
conflagration the liner was sub­
merged in the Elbe river. Only her 
superstructure showed above the 
surface of the water this afternoon 
and it was still blazing fiercely.

The fire started at 2 o’clock this 
morning in the coaling room. 
Later, however, the firemen said 
that evidently fires had started in 
other parts of the ship at the same 
time. It was this circumstance 
which led to the suspicion of 
sabotage.

The North German Lloyd line of­
fered a 5,000 marks reward to any 
one solving the mystery of the fires 
or giving definite evidence of in­
cendiarism.

Newark, N. J.— Among the new 
spring materials in nickel-plated 
cloth, to be worn, however, by air­
planes, not women.

It is the latest invention of J. J. 
Mascuch, who has some 40 other 
patented ir.ventions and processes 
on the market.

“ The secret of the nickel plating 
ia a heat treatment, obtained by 
eltctricity,”  he said, displaying a 
nickel-plated handkerchief, which 
while it had departed from its 
original mission in life, was still 
flexible and would not crack.

Decorative, at Least
He also had some nickel-plated 

peanuts, not particularly tempting 
as food, but very decorative.

“ Showing that It can be used on 
any surface,”  he went on. “ I ex­
pect the invention to revolutionize 
the world of aviation.. An entire 
airplane of wood and cloth can he 
nickel-plated and thus transform­
ed into an all-metal plane that 
will have the advantage of being 
much lighter than the present all- 
metal plane, and will cost much 
less.”

The nickel plate can be applied 
to any thickness from a half a 
millionth of an inch to an eighth 
of an inch, and in just a few min­
utes. And the plate w;Ul outwear 
the original fabric or wood, he 
promises. The wood or metal is 
first given a metallic bath; then 
heated to a certain point and 
dropped in the nickel solution. 
This process renders it rust-proof 
and fire-proof.

Could Heat Wings
"Considerably more important 

than its comparative cheapness, 
is the fact that it will add so much 
to th'e safety of the plane,”  Mas- 
cueh said. “ Nickel-plated wooden 
propellers would not break in 
high altitudes and they would be 
impervious to hall.

“ By passing a low voltage cur­
rent of electricity through the 
plated wings they could be heatqd 
to prevent accumulations of Ice 
and snow which so often render a 
plane unsafe In the air.

“ Gas bags and baloon envjf- 
lopes could be plated and rende.-- 
ed airtight so that the gas could 
not escape. Naturally the element 
of fire-proofing is a great safe­
guard in dirigibles.”

Several large airplane factories 
in New York are interested in the 
possibility of nickel-plating pro­
pellers and struts and have order­
ed demonstrations of the new' Inr 
vention. Mascuch already has in­
vented flexible metal-plated tub­
ing that is used by thq two largest 
manufacturers of aircraft engines 
in America. The Department of 
Commerce is investigating hta 
plating process in relation to 
spark plugs and shielded wire.

Mascuch is one of the' few In- 
yentorsr who has not only Invent­
ed, but his developed the commer- 
fial pf'='s'ihilitit's c>t his Inventions. 
He has made ttilllons. already, at 
Co, uiit he expects this process to 
be his most remunerative product.

Started al 14
Already he has 'Invented an 

automobile bumper, a brake-lin­
ing, a tirc-changing machine, a 
zinc and aluminum flexible hose, 
asbestos coated wooden shingIeB4 
and various engines.

"I  began Inventing at 14,”  he 
said. “ I needed an ' auto— or 
thought I did, so I built one out 
of an old broken-down motorcycle 
and odds and ends of equipment 
that I collected— ahd It ran.

“ Latter, In the army, while 
building a gun emplacement near 
Poitiers, I accidentally discovered' 
a process which I developed later 
commercially. It was necessary 
to bend a steel beam, and there 
were no facilities, for doing'so. I 
noticed a high tension wire pass­
ing overhead, which t topped, and 
heated the beam. Then I chained. 
It to a motor truck and 'twisted it 
to the proper angle.”

Repudiates G. 0 . P. Organi- 
. zation in Three States Be­

cause of Scandal

Washington, March 26.— Presi­
dent l^oover started to “ clean 
house in the Republican organiza­
tions of the south, which have been 
under fire because of patronage 
scandals extending over many 
ydars.

The president has repudiated 
the present -Republican organiza­
tions in Georgia, South Carolina 
and Mississippi. They will have no 
voice la the disposition of federal 
appointments, and Inn publio state­
ment, today Mr. Hoover declarted It 
was up to the people in those states 
to effect new organization.

The recent exposures of patron­
age scandals, such as the sale and 
barter'of post offices and other 
federal offices, have been'such, the 
president said, as to “ render it im­
possible for the old organizations to 
command the confidence of the 
administration.”

Border States O. K.
At the same time, the president 

spoke well of the Republican organ- 
ijsations of the border states, and 
elsewhere throughout the south. 
Only the three states of South Car­
olina, Georgia and Mississippi were 
singled out for excommunication of 
the e.xisting organizations.

The president’s statement of 
policy toward the Republican organ­
izations virtually decrees the politi­
cal death of such figures as “ Uncle 
Joe” Tolbert, national committee­
man of South Carolina; Henry W. 
Howard, the new negro committee­
man of Mississippi, and Ben Oavls, 
the negro committeeman of 
Georgia. Without patronage their 
machines will fail for lack of fuel, 
and todays statement' from the 
White House was a flat pronounce­
ment that they will no longer be 
recognized by the White House as 
entitled to speak for the Republi­
cans of those states.

a gun carriage, after the fashion of 
military honors in death, and borne 
slo'wly through the streets to-the 
Invalides while reverent crowds 
stood silent with bowed heads.

The funeral service at the cathe­
dral was brief and simple in keep­
ing with the simplicity of the dead.

There was a low mass offered by 
the rector of 'the parish church that 
Marshal Foch attended and a final  ̂ -
blessing delivered by Cardinal Du- 2. fr
bois, archibisbop of PaVis.

Noted Persons Present
The assemblage within the 

church included French state and 
military officials of high degree and 
distinguished men from abroad.
They included President Doumer- 
gue, of France; Premier Poincare 
and the French Cabinet; the diplo­
matic corps; the Prince of Wales, 
representing King George and the 
British Empire; Prince Charles of 
Belgium, and numerous others.

Detachments of British, Italian,
Belgian, Gzecho-Slbvaklan and 
African troops came to Paris for the 
funeral procession. They gave the 
cortege an international military 
appearance reminiscent of the days 
of the Great War when men of a 

1 dozen different nationalities fought 
shoulder to shoulder.

The cathedral service ended 
shortly before ten o’clock and the 
crowd began to move slowly 
through the massive doors into the 
streets where heavy forces of sol­
diers and police were marshalling 
the Crowd.

Body on Gun Carriage
The coffin wms bound upon a gun 

caisson preceded by a stand of 
French battle colors draped with 
crepe and the marshal’s horse.

The caisson was drawn by six 
horses.

The coffin, although containing a 
figure so distinguished, was of plain 
yellow oak. It was another touch 
of the simplicity so dear to the 
heart of the warrior in life.

Around the gun carriage were 
grouped French marshals and ad­
mirals in .uniform, rows of medals 
across their breasts.

Behind the coffin were the mem­
bers of the diplomatic corps, includ­
ing Myron T. Herrick, the United 
States envoy.

The Prince of Wales, in uniform, 
walked with Prince Charles'of Bel­
gium.

Procession Starts
As the lines were marshalled and 

the mourners took their appointed 
places in the cortege the great bell 
of the cathedral began to toll. An 
officer at the head of the line gave 
a command and the column moved 
forward, with solemn slowness. In 
place of cheers and shouts for this 
famous soldier and favorite son of 
France there were sobs and signs of 
grief. But there was pride in the 
sorrow of the French as they recall­
ed the martial glories of the armies 
le,d by this departed warrior and 
the greater glories of the soldier be­
side whom he was to lie.

As the cortege passed the Stras­
bourg monument the military bands 
played into The Marseillaise, the 
national anthem of France,

Overhead a squadron of military 
planes droped noisily through the 
low hanging clouds, sweeping in 
great lazy circles above the masses 
in the city below.

Jn the Place de la Concorde 
crowds climbed the fountains to 
get a view of the coffin and the 
notables in the procession.

The Place de la Concorde and the 
Champs Elyseses were jammed 
with humanity.

As the .cortege approached the 
Invalides the familiar sound of ar­
tillery. burst upon the ear. The 
cannot at this shrine of warriors 
were firing a 21-gun salute— the 
final military honor to the departed 
military genius.

Police Lines Broken.
The police lines were broken In 

the Place de la Concorde but a 
heavy detachment of soldiers, with 
fixed bayonets, surged forward Lo- 
•ward th' tribune outside the In­
valides to prevent confusion and 
possibly riotous scenes by the 
masses. ,

Immediately after the cortege 
halted. Premier Poincare ascended 
the tribune and began his eulogy of 
the late marshal of France. The 
premier reviewed the life of the 
soldier and especially the part he 
played in the Great War,” saying:

"He was chosen to command mil­
lions. Thhi ■was a tribute to his 
genius and his integrity. He saved 
our invaded nation. Let us bow be­
fore the sacred remains of this 
servant of Prance and of humanity 
who won for himself a superior im­
mortality.”

The proceedings were broadcast 
and rebroadcast from the roots of 
many hotels. When, the tribute was 
over the Foch family, the govern­
ment representatives and the pall 
bearers -accompanied the coffin to 
its permanent nlch near the tomb of 
Napoleon.

In the cortege was a detachment 
from the American Legion. They 
were men who had served under 
the marshal when he was generalis­
simo of the allied arniies. They 
wore uniforms and steel helmets.

The Garde Republicaine and a 
squadron of Colonials—white robed 
Arabs, mounted on magnificant Arab 
horkes-^led the way as the proces­
sion turned Into the Rue Rivoli.

The7  were followed by infantry 
—war veterans—who had Served 
in the trenches at the front. They 
bore battered battle flags! whose 
tatters told eloquently the history 
of France upon the field of con­
flict. ...........................

HU Horse In Procession 
Marshal Foch's horse was led in 

the procession caparisoned with 
black velv.et and silver.

Upon the coffin on the gun cais­
son reposed the marshal’s kepi, or 
military cap, his sword and his 
jacket. .

One notable figure in the line 
was an American—General John J.
Pershing, • commander '' of .the 
American Expeditionary Force in 
the Great War.«:His tall figure was 
rigidly erect arid he wore the red 
sash of an officer and the Grand 
Cross of the Legion of Honor.

Behind the caisson arm y officers

carried 25. cushions bearing the 
marshal’s decorations. Then came 
40 merribera of the Foch family, ex­
cepting the widow,, Madame Foch, 
and the crippled brother, Germaine, 
who drove directly from the Cathe­
dral to the Invalides in a carriage.

’ Seven Bishops'
For the first time since the 

separation of the Catholic church 
and the French State seven bishops 
in full ecclesiastical regalia walked 
before a gun caisson in such a 
funeral.

There were IS pall bearers al­
though one notable figure who had 
been, invited to participate in this 
capacity had to refuse on account 
of a slight injury. The missing man 
was another noted soldier— Mar- 

who gained immortal 
fame at the First Battle of the 
Marne when the German drive on 
Paris was halted.

The pall bearers, included Gen. 
Pershing, high French officers and 
representatives of the allied armies. 
There were two British field mar­
shals— Sir George Milne and Sir 
Claud Jacob.

The French contingent ' of pall 
bearers included Marshal Lyautey, 
Marshal Franchet D’sperey, Mar­
shal Petain and 'War Minister Pain- 
leve.

President Doumergue walked 
alone immediately behind the-gun 
carriage. He was a sombre figure in 
black, in sharp contrast with the 
brilliance'of some of the uniforms, 
notably that of the Prince .of Wales 
which was a bright red. The 
prince’s head was topped by a huge 
bearskin shako of the kind so popu­
lar in the French army in the days 
of the first Bonaparte.

Twenty nations were represented 
in the cortege, bpt not all the 
marchers were soldiers and diplo­
mats. There were many scientists 
and Parliamentarians who paid the 
homage of peace to the man of war. 
It was a colorful, impressive gather­
ing.

The marchers were arranged in 
alphabetical groups.

Two millions of people— men, 
women and children— lined the 
streets. As the cortege pa^ed, the 
crowd surged forward at various 
points, breaking through the police 
lines. It was estimated that more 
than 300,000 persons from the 
crow were following the coffin when 
it approached the Invalides.

This is especial­
ly so in the Second, Third and 
Eighth districts. The Ninth district 
possesses the great advantage as re­
gards grand list, minus the chance 
of an increase In the numbef of 
school children that must be hous­
ed. In the districts named the 
number of children is rapidly In­
creasing and consequently are due 
for a steady Increase ih'.the tax rate 
to furnish school room.' These dis­
tricts do not possess the properties 
for assessment that the Ninth dis 
trict does. ' ^

In closing Jud^e Hyde told his 
hearers thgt he Wanted them to go 
home Vlth the thought that the 
committee on revision ■was not at­
tempting to put anything over, on 
them, but rather with the Idea that 
the committee had done its work 
for the majority of the taxpayers of 
the town.

Probably without any great sus­

The many 
sketches and biographies of the 
highly successful Mr, Fox which 
have gone to public consumption 
leave the impression of tremen­
dous diligence, unfailing foresight, 
lofty financial courage qualified by 
canny care, together with an iron 
flxily of purpose, all producing an 
almost unbelievable story of steady 
progress from the ownership of a 
tiny nickelodeon to the biggest ma­
chine in the movie business. What 
the moving picture world knows Is 
that the Fox concern has gone on­
ward and upward in spite of the 
most stupendous, startling and sud­
den shifts in policy, probably, to 
which any great business enterprise 
was ever subjected. There has nev- 

 ̂ er been any more continuity to its 
plans than to the plans of a scrap 
of paper in a cyclone. Those whose 
memories deal with the movie game 
at all will recall that not so many 
years ago the Fox conepn, with­
out warning, announced that it 
was about to move its entire pro­
duction plant from the Pacific Coast 
to Long Island. A vast studio was 
erected, with ten stages. Two com­
panies were -put to work there and 
part of two pictures produced.
Then, without warning, the whole 
thing was suddenly closed up, the 
California plant of the company 
enlarged and no more was heard of 
the removal.

In one day, just before Christ­
mas, also some years ago, an even 
thousand employes of the company 
were “let out” in keeping with a 
policy of retrenchment evolved 
overnight. In a month or so they 
were all back again, or others in 
their places. And so the greatest of 
moving picture producing concerns 
has gone on. It is doubtful if there 
is a business concern in the world 
that has reversed itself ŝo often, 
and yet succeeded.

It is, of course, entirely possible, 
that the Fox concern will never 
make another silent photoplay. It 
would surprise nd one familiar with 
its history, however, if next year

Many of the agencies send their 
spies out on the road to “spot” the 
reaction of small town audiences, 
before the show gets into New 
York.

In the days of the war the chap­

lains at the front were almost all 
agreed that the hymn that the 
soldiers asked for most was the one 
beginning, “ Abide with me, fast 
falls the eventide.”

Such a hymn . seemed to have 
strange association in so grim and 
terrible an environment. But, per­
haps, this was the very reason that 
the soldiers, even rough men who 
had little songht the consolations 
of religion, turned to "it for com­
fort. : . ' ;

It emphasized In their experi­
ences of the danger and nncertaittty 
of life, where strong men wont out 
in a moment to be destroyed, the 
fact that there was something eter­
nal. The fleeting nature of their 
own lives led them to cling to the 
idea of something that w'as abid­
ing and to the sense of an eternal 
Presence.

Probably, also, in this quest of 
the eternal and of that abiding 
Presence, there was a turning of 
men from the horror and mystery 
of the things in which they were 
engaged. Many a soldier felt that 
life had mocked him. He felt the 
futility of it all, and under the 
rigors of that experience some al­
together lost their faith. They felt 
that there could be no place for 
God, or love, or righteousness in 
a world caught In the hell of war.

F L O R ID A 'S  D ISCO VE R Y .

March 26, 1513, is the date on 
which Ponce de Leon first set 
foot on Florida and claimed the 
peninsula for Spain.

This Spanish cavalier, who was 
governor of Puerto Rico, has been 
immortalized in history as the 
man who tried to find the “ pot o f 
gold at the end of the rainbow.” 
During his governorship, vague 
traditions of West Indian natives 
told of a magic fountain in a coun 
try to the north, whose waters re 
stored the bloom of youth to the 
aged. Fired by these stories, the 
cavalier decided to discover It.

He resigned his secure position 
and set sail with three caravels on 
March 3, 1512. Florida was sighted 
on Palm Sunday, which in Spanish 
is called “ Pasqua Florida," and 
hence the name, which Is now more 
than four centuries old.

Failing In his efforts to find the 
“ Fountain of Youth,”  In whose ex­
istence be had implicit faith, Ponce 
de Leon left Florida and retraced 
his steps,' believing that he might 
find the fountain on an island. He 
failed, of course, but the return 
voyage resulted In the discovery 
of the Bahamas und several other 
islands.

AliB FEARS INSTINCTIVE?

Just what part heredity playadn 
giving one certain tendencies or de­
sires is a debatable question. Most 
people believe that they are born 
with such inherit^ .traits as fear, 
love, anger, rage, jealousy, etc.

Self, preservation is called the 
first law of nature. Many psy­
chologists have said that the sex in­
stinct and the desire to suceed are 
also Instincts with which we are 
born. Some startling discoveries 
are being made by modern psy­
chologists who contend that prac­
tically all of our instincts and de­
sires are acquired Through habits 
which are developed from our en­
vironments. For example, how 
many of you have thought that 
children are born with a fear of 
snakes and yet this Is undoubtedly 
a “ condition" fear and is not a 
natural, instinctive fear.

The fact of this was shockingly 
learned by the writer one day when 
he found his two year old daughter 
having a good time playing with a 
king snake. She had never been 
told that snakes wpre harmful and 
indeed this one was n.ot, as it is not 
one of the poisonous snakes. Had 
I shouted or frightened her at the 
time she would have alwaye re­
tained the fear of any kind of 
snake. But say, “ Wouldn’t it be a 
good thing to frighten a child about 
snakes, because there are some 
poisonous ones?” No, I don’t think 
so. Gliildren carefully reared are 
quite well protected on coming in 
contact with poisonous snakes, and' 
when they are old enough to under­
stand, the difference can be ex­
plained. It would be just as sen­
sible to make a child afraid of the 
cat because the larger members of 
the kitten family, such as the tiger, 
are dangerous.

Proper caution and good judg­
ment should be taught children, 
but the more that fear is kept out 
of the picture, the better. The 
mother who, dozens of times a day, 
warns her child and makes her 
child fearful is doing an incal­
culable harm which it may never be 
possible to entirely correct in later 
years. The mother who gets such 
quick results with the “ bogey man" 
warning is laying up grief later oq, 
not OPly for the child, but for her­
self. When her boy la grown to 
manhood, he may not be a rfeal man 
at all, but only a bundle of fears 
with not enough courage left to be 
successful either in business, in 
love, or in maintaining health, and 
the daughter developed from such 
training will have a hidden streak 
of fear about most things and spend 
most of her time In going from one 
nerve specialist to another.

The adult who is sick &om fail­
ure in business or in health needs 
careful training under a qpmpetent 
psychologist who can assist him in 
“ re-conditioning" himself. It is a 
difficult task:’’for the adult to try-it 
alone, for he is 'Often his worst 
enemy.

New York, March 26.— If he 
thinks a fight is worth no more 
than one million dollars, he will bid 
one million and no more. If Madi­
son Square Garden thinks the same 
fight is worth one million, two dol­
lars and fifty cents, Madison Square 
Garden can have the fight and also 
his very best wishes.

Undoubtedly, there are one or 
two gentlemen in this boxing 
racket who are slightly o2 their 
rocker, as it were, but neither of 
them is Jack Dempsey, the boy pro­
ducer, and John proved it today 
when he quoted the general idea, 
expressed above, as his notion of 
how any promoter, with the sense 
of a reliable errand boy, should and 
must promote. Of course, the quot­
ed idea represents only a free 
translation of the thought he ex­
pressed. What he actually said was 
that he would give a million dollars 
for one million dollars’ worth of 
fight and thirty dollars for any fight 
that might be worth no more than 
thirty one.

Overplay Their Hands
“ Too many promoters overplay 

their hands,” said he, and no smart­
er word has passed his lips since 
that far off night in San Francisco 
when he looked Jack Kearns in the 
eye across a battered, dissolute 
table and used a terse three-letter 
word, meaning yes. This  ̂fellow 
Dempsey is nobody’s chump.

He is, as a matter of fact, a 
smarter man as a promoter than he 
was as a fighter. He says that he 
didn’t obligate himself to Ray Mil­
ler for the Mandell fight, except in 
the event that Ray beat McLarnin 
last week, which Ray didn’t. ' That 
was what you might call undumb 
business, since a Mandell-Miller 
probably -wouldn’t draw its own 
breath after what happened here in 
the McLarnin fight. Dempsey was 
smart enough yesterday, too, to 
cover up by signing Max Schmeling 
for a June fight through the Ger­
man’s dismissed but still legal 
manager, Arthur Bulow. All Demp­
sey was doing here w’ere giving 
himself a break, in case one was 
coming to him. It was foresight 
such as this that made Rickard 
great.

Not Dempsey’s Mistake
They say that Dempsey has made 

a mistake in tying up with Hum­
bert J. Fugazy but, if a mistake 
has been made, it was made by one 
of the cleverest attorneys in New 
York City and he made it strictly in 
Dempsey’s interests. There is more 
to that deal than appears on the 
surface. They must have shown 
Dempsey and his lawyer something 
more convincing than the other 
side of a two cent stamp.'

Anyhow, John feels that he has 
been sent in among the right peo­
ple and a feeling like that is half 
the battle. He also approves of the 
use of horse sense in the matter of 
competitive bidding and that is the 
other half.

“ I have the money to bid -n'hat 
I want and what I want will be no 
more than a fight is worth to me,” 
he explained. “ Why should I pay 
more? You don’t let anybody over­
charge you for a necktie or a plate 
of soup. You buy a fight the same as 
you buy anything else that strikes 
your fancy. If you feel that you 
aren’t getting your money’s worth, 
you put your money back in your 
pocket and forget about it. I re­
peat that too many promoters over­
play their hands because they think 
they have to have a fight at any 
cost. Personally, I would not take it 
for a minute on those terms.”

Lesson From Rickard?
He didn’t say so, and maybe he 

didn’t mean it that way, either, but 
Dempsey gave the impression that 
he might have been talking from 
the pages of Rickard’s lesson in the 
Tunney-Heeney fight, Rickard in 
life was notorious for the fact that 
he bid as much for the distinction 
of holding a fight as for the money 
he hoped to make from it. In any 
case, that apparently isn't to be 
Dempsey’s way.

They say he has declared war on 
the Garden. He says it will be 
friendly competition, with no blood­
letting or throat-cutting involved.'

“ Sure, I’ll out-bid them any time 
they aren’t willing to pay every 
nickel that a fight is worth,” he 
added. “ When they go beyond my 
final estimate. I’ll just get big 
hearted and make them a present 
of the match. I may be wrong but I 
know this much: you can’t go broke 
if you keep your money in your 
pocket.”

Primitive, homely reasoning, 
perhaps, but truth is like that. '

L. M. “ Larry” Noble, 
who was only the other day captain 
of football, baseball, and hockey 
here, carried the hockey team 
through after Clarence Wanamaker, 
former Dartmouth star suddenly 
forced, by business reasons, to end 
seven years of coacning here.

Yale’s hockey team this season 
beat Boston University, Boston 
College, Boston University Club 
(two games), Princeton, (two),l

Nicholas ofj 
New York, Pennsylvania, and 
Brown, and played a tie game with 
Dartmouth.

Yale was scored on only eleven 
times in seventeen games, and 
Franklin Farrell, Jr., regular goal 
tender, had but nine goals against 
him, substitutes working when the 
other scores were made against 
Yale.

The 
team loses only two men by grad­
uation this year: Cady and Paul 
Curtis, of Wellesley Hills, Mass., 
and with Coach Noble still to look 
after the game, even better things 
are expected next season.
