Carbary, a pronounced dry, elect-
ed on a pledge to “mop up Kane
ounty’ */vowed he would resist the
allizre  of a special Grand Jury,
K¥ing he would conduct his own in-
restigation. He reasserted his con-
viction that the raider who shot
Mrs. De Knig in her home acted in
gelf defense.

Defense Story

“Three deputy sherifis forced
their way into the De King home
and found & jug of wine in the
basement,”" attorneys for the family
gaid in announcing their plans.

“De King drove the deputies out
at the point of a gun, permitting
one to stay and drink wine with
him while they discussed the situa-
tion.

“The two deputies went to Gene-
va for reinforcements. They came
back wearing bullet-proof vests and
carrying machine guns, repeating
ghotguns and tear gas bombs.

Wife Is shot

“Roy Smith, a deputy sheriff and
motoreycle policeman, sneaked up
behind De King, swyng his gun over
De King's head, and shot Mrs. De
King, who was telephoning Attor-
ney Milroy for help, and marrowly
missed killing the boy, Gerald.

“Then while Mrs. De King was
crawling onthe floor and gasping
for breath ona of the other deputies
threw a gas bomb in the room and
Mrs. De King died immediately.”

Lawyers agreed their first move
wiill be a demand that Coroner
Hermann J. Vierke resume the in-
quest. Next they will ask that he
petition a Circuit Court judge for
the special jury and prosecutor.

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GRAF COMPLETES
5,000 MILE TRIP

Big German Zeppelin Flies to
the Holy Land and Re-

furns.

Friedrichshafen,
Completing her 000  mile air|
journey to the Holy Land and back,
the Graf Zeppelin returned to her
hangar here at 10:17, (4:17 a. m,,
E. S. T.), today.

The majestic ““Queen of the Air”
had been aloft 81 hours and
minutes without making a landing.

The sixty persons aboard the
ship appeared to be perfectly fresh
after their long journeyv. Among|
these were 28 passengers, three of
them women. '

“The airship made remarkable
speed during some parts of the
journey at times reaching 112 miles
an hour. On the return trip, how-
ever, while passing over Austria
and Hungary, headwinds and gales
reduced her speed.

The Zeppelin left her hangar
shortly after midnight Sunday pro-
ceeding south to the Mediterranean
and then skirted the southern coast
of Europe reaching the Holy Land
Tuesday evening.

Carried Mail.

Four mail bags containing 17,000
letters were dropped over Jerusa-
lem, several other batches of mail
were dropped over Tel Aviv, Pales-
tine., The natives of the Holy
Land accorded the Zeppelin a tre-
mendous ovation, most of them
neyer having seen a Zeppelin be-
fore. :

From Jerusalem, the Graf pro-
ceeded to Athens averaging 100
miles an hour for'the 1,100 mile
journey. At Athens the airship
cireled the city while those below
crowded every possible vantage
point and cheered.

Heading westward she passed
over Jugo-Slavia last night and
reached Budapest at 10 o'clock. She
sontinuned towards Vienna passing
pver that city at .about 2:50

Is Not A Wax Figure 10 EVIER JMINE

Moszcow, Mareh 28.—"Lenin’s
body can be preserved indefinitely,”
Prof, Vorobjov, the eminent anato-
mist who embalmed the remains of
the founder of Soviet Russia, told
International News Service today.
He did his work with such extraor-
dinary skill that rumors bob up
periodically that the short stocky
figure in the tomb is merely a wax
figure and not the mummy of the
great Bolshevist chiel.

Embalmed Tswice l

Prof. Vorobjov revealed that the
hody had been embalmed twice.
Upon Lenin's death there was no
thought of preserving the body for
more than one month—just long
enough so that several hundred
thousand persons might pay hom-
age at the bier. Then it was decided
to preserve the body indefinitely. It
was re-embalmed early in 1924 and
has not ©been touched since that
time for purposes other than ex-
amination. More than 3,000,000
persons have filed past the bier In
the tomb on the Red Square in the
past five years.

The body showed not the slight-
est trace of having been marred by
the fanatic who recently hurled a
brick through the glass bier. Nor
were the oft-reported beads of
perspiration visible on the fore-
head.

Gen. Eugenio Ortiz, leading the
Federal vanguards reported that
he was within a few mlles of Jim-
inez and ready to take possession
of the city.

In official circles here the evac-
vation of Jiminez was taken for
granted, President Portes Gil
setated the rebels were simply fol-
lowing the same tactics they have
foliowed at Torreon and other
places, retreating before the ‘Fed-
eral advance.

At Chapultepee Castle, the offi-
cial residence of the president,
there was little expectation that the
rebels would stop long enough any-
where in Chihuahua to be drawn
into an open battle.

To Organize Forces.

After entering Jiminez, Gen.
‘ Almazan intends to establish his
headquarters there only long
'enough to organize his forces for
rurther pursuit of the rebels.

He telegraphed the president
tlmt he hoped to catch up to and

‘dlsmlegrate the rebel army before
| it reaches either Bachimba Pass or
i Chihuahua City.

His purpose is to prevent Gen.
Marcelo Caraveo from throwing

~Topes NDoomed

New York, March 28.—The
United States government broke
the first link in the alleged million
dollar smuggling chain today when
Morris Landau, well-known jeweler
of Maiden Laune, pleaded guilty on
charge of conspiracy to smuggle.

Sentence was deferred by Feder-
al Judge Frank J. Coleman until
after the trial of “Handsome Jack"
Melntyre, former trafic patrolman
whose post was outside one of the
trans-Atlantic piers. McIntyre, the
alleged *“‘eyes’” of the smuggling
ring, faces a jury next Tuesday.

Frances Landau, daughter of the
convicted jeweler, who is under
indictment with her father on the
same charge, was not in court to-
day. The jeweler's son, Sidney, also
is indicted.

Steward as Witness

LA GUARDIA SAYS

HE CARRIED BOOZE

N. Y. Congressman, How-
ever, Drank It Before Ship
Reached Port.

New York, March 27.—Songress-
man F. H, La Guardia of New York
made no bones today of the fact
that he had llguor in his possession
when he boarded the Panama liner
Cristobal to return to his port with
fourteen other members of a Con-
gressional party, one of whom—
Congressman William M, Morgan,
of Ohio—is alleged to have landed
with four bottles of liquor. Morgan,
however, flatly denied the charge.

But Congressman La Guardia had
no scruples about admitting that
he started from Haiti with a prelty
fair supply of booze, To be exact,
ong bottle of Scotch, a pint of rye
and six bottles of beer. La Guardia
drapk the liquor en routs, he ex-
plained, and besides he was not on
government business at the time,

*“I don't know anything about
Congressman Morgan's case,” sald
La Guardia, “but I do know that
none of us were entitled to free en-
try.”

*“I got on the boat at Port Au
Prince, Haiti,” said La Guardia. *‘I
had the Scotch and beer and rye
with me, I drank the Scotch and
‘beer and enjoyed it.

“We weren't on government busi-
ness—each of us was on his own.

Still Had Rye

“When we reached New York I
still had the rye with me. A cus-
toms inspector examined it and I
showed him that I had a bottle of
prescription liquor that I had taken
with me. So he gave it back to me."

“Was there any drinking on the
boat?” he was asked.

*‘WWell, everybody is entitled to
drink," was his ambiguous reply.

“Last August,” he continued, *'I
came back from Europe on the
Leviathan. Everybody was drinking
and I had none. I made up my mind
then that I would never again be
caught on an American ship with
nothing tv drink.

“When my wife and T boarded
the boat I had what I thought I
would require tor the voyage.”

As Private Citizens

Explaining that none of the Con-
gressmen was on government busi-
ness La Guardia said:

*“If they had been they would
have been entitled to mileage. I
can't reconcile the claim that they
were entitled to free entry with
what I know to be a fact—that we
were all traveling for pleasure.

““When I heard that some of the
other Congressmen had applied for
free entry I wired the Treasury De-
partment and requested the same
privilege,

“I was refused and my baggage |
was examined. I don't know any-
thing about the other but I do know
they were not entitled to iree en-
try."

When asked whether he had
drunk his own liquor beyond the
three mile lmit, La Guardia said:

“I'm not =saying when or where 1
drank it. I drank it and enjoyed it,
‘that's all.”

At the barge office today a gen-
eral '‘hush, hush’ policy had been
adopted in the case. No one would
say anything, no one knew anything
though it was reported that a Tam-
mapy Congressman, an avowed
Wet, is preparing to request an in-
vestigation by the Treasury Depart-
ment.

Should the investigation be order-
ed, it was said four persons, includ-
ing two customs guards, will be
called to testity that they saw the
bottles of liquor in Morgan's bag-
gage.

*‘Oh, what a d—hypocrite,” one
of the guards is reported to have
said when he saw the liquor.

carefree smile had turned to an ex-
pression of fear.

“Oh, don't belieye what the pa«
pers say—I'm not as bad as I'm
painted,” she cried in her cell,
when her mother-in-iaw, Mrs. Nel-
lie B. Adams paid her a visit;
bringing the young woman prison-
er's son, Ananda, 11 years old.

Begins to Hedge

Mrs. Adams began “hedging” on
her alleged confession, “I didn't do
it,” she moaned petulantly. "Tha
police made me say those things."

The motive for the slaying
whether It was jealousy or a desire
on the part of a young wife to get
away from a husband she had tired
of—was the guestion puszling the
authorities as they proceeded with
their investigation of the stranze
case preparatory to bringing Mrs.
Adams to trial.

Liked to Dance

In probing the Buddhistic and oc-
cult atmosphere built up around
the life of the slain man, the police
learned that Adams was fully as
much & dance hall habliue as ha
was a ritnalist. He was a regular
frequenter of the perfumed atmaos-
phere of the local daace hall studios
and it was in these places that he
met the numerous girls who played
a part in his life,

His enthusiasm for dancing may
have lad indirectly to his death. The
police say the terpsichorean urgs
became an obsession with.him, tak-
ing up as much of his leisure time
as did his worship of Confuclus and
the teachings of Mencius. They
were told that dancing *‘intoxicat-
ed” Adams, that he loved to glide
over ballroom floors with women
other than his wife,

Five Girls Involved

At least five giris whom he met
in dance halls playved a part in his
life, it was said, They include Miss
Dorothy Collins, who admitted hav-
ing visited the Adams home. The

| been revealed, One of them is said

Close who had just sentenced him
to life imprisonment as an habitual
eriminal.

Swift pleaded guilty recently to
two indictments for second degree
burglary and one for possession of
a revolver as a felony. A record,
showing a sentence of five years in
i Auburn prison for grand larceny. a
convietion of larceny in Rhode Is-
land, and larceny as juvenile de-
lingueney in New York, he ad-
+ mitted, was correct.

Renounces the Court.

As Judge Close passed sentence,
' condemning Swift to spend the rest
i of his life behind prison bars, the
. prisoner jerked away from his
guards and strode ta the jurist's
! bench.

“You are sentencing me to a life

term just because I committed ‘a
few burglaries,” he shouted. “It is
the same sentence you would give
to a murderer.

“I've pald and paid dearly for my
past crimes, and now you are mak-
ing me pay again. It's unconstitu-
tional to place a man in jeopardy
twice on the same charge and I con-
sider it unconstitutional to sentence
me again for crimes committed in
the past. -

“] wish someone would take the
initiative and do something about
it. I can't—I haven't any money."”

Bailiffs led Swift away to begin
his sentence.

H. S. GRADUATES DO
WELL AT COLLEGE

44 P. C. of Work Has Been of
Honor Roll Grade Reports
Superintendent Verplanck.

Forty-four per cent of the work
done during the first semester by
the 38 members of the 1928 grad-
uating class of Manchester High
school at college, has been of an
honor roll grade, it was learned to-
day from Superintendent F', A, Ver-
planck. This is concréte evidence
that the local High school is doing
college preparatory work most suc-
cessfully. It tends to siience the re-
port that students graduating from
Manchester High must train else-
where Defore they are fitted for col-
lege.

Considerable care is taken by
High school authorities, Mr. Ver-
planck said, in certifying students
for college. The present standard
of certification requires that a stu-
dent average at least 85 per cent
in each subject certified. The show-
ing that graduates of the Wanches-
ter High school have made in not
only this, but previous years as
well, seems to vindicate the judg-
ment of the local authorities in
recommending students for college.

It was revealed, through the
check which is made of the work
of high school graduates in college,
that 12 per cent of the work done
by the 38 graduates of last June
during the first semester's work at
college was of A grade; 32 per cent
of B grade, 38 per cent of C grade
and only 12 per cent of D grade.
Incidentally, in this connection, it
should be remembered that high
rank is much harder to achieve in
college than in high school. That
is the reason why approximately 60
per cent is considered passing in
college whereas 70 per cent is re-
‘quired in high school. In high
schoo!, D is flunking, but in college
it is a passing percentage.

w) Those of the 38 who entered col-
lege by examinations are passing
with a better mark than the class
average. They take a total of 185
subjects and tnose in which they
have been certified, with one ex-
ception, are being passed with good
marks and are being carried on.

The chauffeur was indicted along
with David Rosen, of Boston, James
Devine, of Brookline, and John W,
Wagner, of Gloucester, on charges
of conspiracy (o smuggle liguor
ashore at East Sandwich, on Cape
Cod. A cargo of liquor was alleged
to have been landed from the "'I'm
Alone"” by the fast speedboal “'Peg
III"” in July 1926, The indictments
were handed down in June, 1928,
Magnus had been arrested in con-
nection with anolger alleged liquor
conspiracy. He is serving a two year
term in Plymouth jail.

Following his arrest, Johnson
was taken to federal building, ar-
raigned before Federal Commis-
sioner Jenny and held in $£2,500
bail.

Rosen, Wagner and Devine were
arrested shortly after the {federal
Grand Jury handed down the in-
dictments.. They have been out un-
der bond awaiting the finding of
Johnson and a trial.

HOW TO SHAMPOO

Many diseases of the scalp and
* hair are caused by a lack of cleanli-
ness or lack of care in shampooing.
Dust and dirt collect readily upon
the hair and work down into the
scalp, clogging up, the pores. When
the scalp is in this condition, it is
very easy for infections to develop.
The cure of almost any infection of
the scalp and hair is more depen-
dent upon cleanliness than the use
of antiseptics or lotions,

Most people realize the necessity
of keeping the body clean for health
but they do not realize that it is
just as important to keep the scalp
fres of impurities. Most people take
a bath daily or at least twice a
week, but few people wash their
bair oftener than once or twice a
month becauss they do not realize
the importance of doing so, or they
may belleve that it dries out the
hair or causes a cold.

It is true that when a shampoo
is improperly used, the natural oil
of the hair may be removed and the
scalp become dry, but this will
never occur if the right method of
gshampooing is used. Whenever
possible, distilled water or rain
water should be used for washing
the hair, as either of these dissolves
the dirt more readily than ordinary
water.

The hair should first be moisten-
ed with warm water and then
thoroughly lathered with a good
toilet soap or shampoo. The hair
should be well worked and the
scalp massaged gently, then all of
the soap should be washed out.
Repeat this process with the soap,
then wash the hair out again and
rinse well with clean water to which
some lemon juice has been added.
Next, dry the hair thoroughly, us-
ing a large turkish towel and if
possible, the sunlight or the heat

Chili Con Carne

Question: J. L. asks: “What is
your opinion of chili con carne? I
am very fond of this and other
Mexican dishes. I am in good health
except that I have guite a large
amount of gas."

Answer: Chili -con carne is a
Mexican dish composed chiefiy of
ground-up dried pink bezans, dried
chili peppers, garlic and various
spices cooked tegether, I am unable
to recommend it as an article of
food because of the irritating spices
which it contains and because dried
beans are rather difficult to digest
and produce a large amount of gas
with most people.

Nervous Heart

Question: R. H. K. writes: “The
doctor says I have a nervous heart.
What s the cause and is there any
cure?”

Answer: This usually means that
the heart beats too rapidly. Where
there is no valvular trouble, this is
generally caused through over-
secretion of thyroxin which is the
active principal secreted by the
thyroid gland., Excessive gas pres-
sure also make the heart beat rapid-
ly at times. The term ‘‘nervous
heart” is unsatisfactory and care-
lessly used by many physicians for
want of a better diagnosis.

."New York Reports Con-
gressman Allowed to Car-
ry Liquor Off Steamship.

Washington, March 28.—Official
Washington was intensely interest-
ed today—but also discreetly silent
—concerning stories publigshed in
New York that a junketing party
of Congressmen, returning from
Panama, where allowed '‘free en-
try” into the port, and that an Ohlo
member of the party had admitted
possession of four bottles of liquor,
which he was permitted to keep.

Rep. William M, Morgan (R) of
Ohio, who-was a member of the
party, and  who also is an ardent
dry from the Anti-Saloon League
belt of Ohio, declared today it counld
not have been him.

“You just say that I didn’t have
f{our quarts of liquor in my bag-
gage,”” Morgan declared today.
“The charge is absolutely without
foundation.

“The examination at the customs
office was somewhat cursory, but
nothing like liquor was discovered
in our possession. I don't under-
stand how such a story got to be
published as I never took a drink
in my life.”

Supported Jones Law

Morgan supported and voted for
the drastic Jones law several weeks
ago, under which transportation of
liquor becomes punishable by a
fine of $10,000 and five years in
prison.

No Free Entry Law

Legally, there is no such thing
as ‘“free entry” into an American
port for anyone, Congressman Or
otherwise.

—must be examined for dutiable
articles.

The phrasc ‘“free entry” is often
confused with “the courtesy of the
port,” which simply means that
for persons of distinetion or official
standing the ecustoms authorities
may courteously expedite the ex-
amination of their baggage by the
inspectors. But there {3, legally,
no free egtry and no freedom of the
port.

Nowadays it's very seldom that
a shipping of spinach is decidedly
weedy. However, weedy spinach
means loss of weight as well es
time in sorting out the weeds,

Spinach which is very sandy or
dirty is extremely difficult to clean,
for the grit seems to defy all wash-
ing and is sure to remain in. the
cooked dish.

If the leaves are light colored
and of a yellowish tinge and tight-
ly curled, plant insects are usual-
ly present and the spinach. itself
will mnot have a pleasant flavor
when cooked. If this condition
prevails, that particular lot of
spinach should not be purchased.
A few plants with a yellowgd leaf
do not mean &n inferior quality and
of course the center of the plants
often containg tender yellow baby
leaves which are most desirable.

It Is-common among superatitious
peaple to believe that those who are

worat when the moon is full,

" Since-the moon grew in size and
then-waned, it was possible to as-
soctate:the increase and decrease in
the. symptoms of mental disturb-
ance with this waxing and waning.
This relation of the moon to lundcy
is. utterly unscientific. \

. ‘It/is interesting to know that in
gome -places warts are supposed to
increase in number and size as the
moon wakes and. to decline as it
wanes. An-ancient writer said that
He knew a woman whose beauty
gréw as the moon became . fuller
and disappeared  as the moon
waned. . .

In the mythology of the Egyp-
tians,. the moon was mlistress of
the brain, the sun lord of the fore-
head, and to various constellations
were ‘assigned the tissues -‘which
they were supposed to govern.

All of this belief is without sci-
entific subsfantiation. ~The causes
of ‘various forms of insamity vary
trom infections by germs of one
type or another to hereditary in-
fluences and malformations of brain
structure,

Mrs. Rowe Prepares an Electric
Oven Dinner

Mrs. Marion Rowe, home econ-
omist with the Manchester Electric
company, gave her first local lec-
ture on cooking an oven dinner on
one of the latest models in the Uni-
versal line of electric ranges. The
demonstration took place yesterday
afternoon at the Manchester Com-
munity club. It wasa Lenten menu
with baked stuffed cod as the piece
de resistance, baked potatoes,
escalloped onlons, tomatoes and
celery, hot biscuit and for dissert,
cinnamon apples. The entire menu
with the exception of the biscuits
was perfectly cooked in an hour
with the control set at 400 degrees
and the moisture damper half open,
which permits excess moisture to
escape. With the automatic tem-
perature control the current is off
two-thirds of the time, yet the tem-
perature never runs below the set
control.

Automatic Time Clock

While the dinner was cooking
Leon Holmes of the Electric com-
pany explained the merits of the
efficient range connected for the
demonstration, in comparison with
earlier, slow types of electric stoves,
chief among which are its saving in
roasts and other foods uzcause of
less shrinkage, its cleanliness, per-
fectly sealed and insulated overn,
preventing the escape of heat.

Mrs. Rowe stuffed and baked a
g-pound cod with 2 cups of bread
crumbs, a small chopped onlon,
poultry seasoning, salt, pepper and
melted butter. The fish was baked
on a pyrex platter and brought to
the tabhle on it. The potatoes were
of medium size scrubbed and dried
before baking. The sealloped vege-
table dish was very tasty and Mrs.
Rowe explained that it is not neces-
sary to allow as much liquid when'
baking similar dishes in the electrie
oven as for gas or coal. The recipe
called for one quart canned toma-
toes, 1 cup each sliced onions,
celerv and bread crumbs, two table-
spoons melted butter, salt and pep-
per to season. The vegetables were
arranged in layers, sprinkled and
covered with bread crumbs and
baked for the same length of time
as the fish. The dessert which con-
sisted of apples in eighths, brown
sugzar, cinnamon, butter and a lit-
tle water went in at the same time.
The biscuits were made ready just
before the oven dishes were re-
moved and were baked in 12 min-
utes and served hot with the rest
of the tasty meal. Mrs. Rowe gave
several recipes verbally and dis-
tributed booklets. The prize cake
she made just before the Ilecture
was won by Mrs. Charles H. Beam
of Phelps road.
