alcoholic liquoT" into the United 
States is one of ' the industrial 
giants of the ea.slern and south­
ern seaboards of the nation.

Liquor comes in in a flood— 
hundreds of thousands of cases 
annually. The traffic is handled 
on a strict business basis. It com­
bines, curiously, the glamour and 
thrill of the old-time smuggler 
with the efficiency and cold caluc- 
Isstion of the modern high-pres­
sure business enterprise.

These facts are revealed as an 
aftermath of the sinkin,? of the 
British smuggler I'm Alone by the 
U. S. Coast Guard cutters Wal­
cott and Dexter.

Captain John Thomas Randell, 
who dived from the deck of the 
sinking" smuggler to be rescued by 
the coasl guards and brought to 
New Orleans in irons as a prison­
er. told an interviewer about them 
as he lounged beneath the apple 
blossoms in a peaceful orchard in 
rural St. Tammany parish, across 
Lake Ponchartrain from New Or­
leans, and waited for bis trial in 
federal court.

Life of Excitement
Captain Randall can tell an in­

teresting story. He has craved ex­
citement all his life— craved it, 
sought it and found it. The epi­
sode of the I’m Alone is only the 
latest incident, in a ion,? series; 
the latest, and hardly the most 
interesting ■ or ithrilllng. He holds, 
for example, a Distinguished Ser­
vice Cross, awarded- him by Great 
Britain for sinking a couple of 
German submarines during the 
war.

The^ Then, before that, he fought 
with the British army in South 
Africa. He w^s a t , Gallipoli, too. 
during t'ue World War; and later 
on, xvnth the battle fleet, he was at 
famed Scapa Flow, helping Brit­
ain keep the North Sea secure.

Two years ago he took com­
mand of the steamer Morso and 
sailed from Halifax to the. Arctic 
on a scientific mission for the Ca­
nadian government. He explored 
desolate coves in Hudson’s Bay, 
flew an airplane over ice packs, 
drove a dog .team on journeys to 
the Interior, helped the Northwest 
Mounted Police to solve, a murder 
mystery— had, in short, a fine 
time.

Then he returned to Halifax. He 
discovered that it would be about a 
year before he would be going to 
the Arctic again, and he disliked 
inaction.

Takes Over Rum Runner
A Canadian shipping concern had 

just bought the trim schooner I’m 
Alone, which has made something 
of a reputation as a rum runner on 
the Atlantic coast. The new owners 
preferred the command to Captain 
Randell. This was last October.

“ I couldn’ t see the idea of just 
loafinrg about in Halifax,” he ex­
plained. “ So I took the berth be­
cause I thought I’d get some excite­
ment— and I did.

“ I took the ship at Lunenburg, 
and we cleared in ballast for St. 
Pierre. There we took on a cargo 
of 14;000 cases o f  assorted liquors,

FIRST HEAT PROSTRATION.
■ New York, April 8.— The first 
heat prostration in the record tor­
rid wave occurred today when Al- 
pert Klaus, 55, was overcome.

The temperature was near 80, 
out thunderstorms were said to be 
on the way.

Between 3 and 4 o’clock yester­
day the temperature mounted to 86 
degrees, making the day the hottest 
April 7 on record. The heat was 
ten degrees above the previous high 
record of 76 for the day, established 
on April 7, 1919.

It was estimated that more than 
300,000 sufferers from the heat 
sought the cooling breezes of Coney 
Island alone. About 5,000 persons 
went bathing In the surf at the pop- 
alar amusement resorL Thousands 
risited the many airports in the 
netropolltan district or traveled to 
learby seacost resorts.

Robbins B. Stoeckel

Two bombs were thrown in, the 

Assembly House which was crowded 
at the time. One fell near Finance 
Minister Sir George Schuster.

Panic broke out in the gallery. A 
number "of persons •were knocked 
down and some were injured.

India office officials said they 
had no confirmation of the at­
tempted bombings.

An evening newspaper published 
in New Delhi sent the information 
that a bomb exploded, wrecking 
three government benches, and fill­
ing the legislative chamber with 
fumes.

The police immediately locked all 
the doors, it was said, while search 
was made for the authors of the 
crime.

Sir George-. Sch us ter wak among 
the injured,>according to the New 
Delhi paper.

Two .Arrested.
Tlie two men arrested here said 

to have confessed.
A pamphlet headed “ Hindustan 

Socialist Republican.. Army” was 
flung^to the floor'with’ the bombs.

Sir John Simonas head of the 
English parliamentary? jcommission 
which went to India to Investigate 
political conditions, was In the 
chanaber and witnessed the out­
raged : '

Parliament adjourned for ten 
minutes, but when it reassembled 
the room was so acrid with fumes 
that it was decided to" call off the 
session.

Whether She Will Be Seated 
Below Diplomats or Not 
Puzzles Officials.

Washington, April S.— Harry F. 
Sinclair, multi-millionaire oil mag­
nate and central figure in a ,number 
of trials growing out of the Teapot 
Dome oil lease, must serve ninety 
days in jail and pay a fine of $500 
for contempt of the U. S. Senatfe in 
refusing to answer questions pro­
pounded to him five years ago, the 
U. S. Supreme Court decided today.

Unless the wealthy oU man’s ex­
pensive battery of legal talent can 
perform a legal miracle, there 
seems no escape for Sinclair from 
serving this three-months sentence, 
in view of today’s decision.

This is the first one of Sinclair’s 
convictions upheld. There is anoth­
er now pending before the Supreme 
Court against Sinclair, growing out 
of the jury-shadov/ing in his con­
spiracy trial with ex-Secretary of 
the Interior Albert B. Fall some 
months ago. That contempt sen­
tence is for six months.

The assumption is that Sinclair 
will have to serve his 90 days ii. the 
District of Columbia jail, inasmuch 
as the contempt of the Senate for 
which he was convicted took place 
here.

TO SETTLE TROUBLE
Mexico City, April 8.— Roberto 

V. Pesqueira, special Mexican diplo­
matic envoy to the United States, 
will be rushed immediately to Naco 
to handle the delicate international 
situation growing out of the drop­
ping of bombs upon United States 
soil from rebel airplanes.

Pesquira conferred lengthily dur­
ing the morning with President 
Portes Gil and Dwight W. Morrow, 
United States ambassador to Mexi­
co.

The special envoy will undertake 
to prevent the possibility of an̂  in­
vasion of Mexican soil by United 
States forces. He is regarded as the 
foremost man in Mexico for the 
work in hand. He represented form­
er Presidents Hladero and Carranza 
several timec in border conferences, 
also in Washington. He was former­
ly Mexican fiscal agent in New 
York. He is a graduate' of Leland 
Stanford University.

“ showdown” on Thursday night. A 
dinner is to be given by the Chilean 
amba^ador, to which the Vice Pres- 
idi^t. Mrs. Gann and numerous dip­
lomats have been invited.

Unlesŝ  the .Kellogg ruling is re­
versed before then,. Mrs. Gann will 
be seated below the wives of the 
diplomats. Unless she gets  ̂ rul- 
ing.befofe Thursday, it was predict­
ed today that Mrs. Gann won’t go. 
Probably Mr. Gann, who is a Wash­
ington lawyer ,̂ won’t either. This 
latter possibility may solve one 
awkward problem, for no one, in all 
the fuss about Mrs. Gann, has ever 
been able tO'-decide just where Mr, 
Gann ranks.

! I Washington, April 8— Harry F. 
j Sinclair, millionaire oil magnate,
. today lost a fight in the Supreme 
j Court to escape a ninety day jail 
j sentence imposed for refusal to an­
swer questions of the Senate pub­
lic lands committee during the Tea­
pot Dome investigation.

The case was fought through two 
courts- before reaching the Supreme 
Court. Sinclair was found guilty 
by*a jury in the District of Col­
umbia Supreme Court. In addition 
to the three months jail sentence he 
was fined $500.

The Circuit Court of Appeals wa.s 
unable to decide the question of 
law and certified the case to the 
high court.

Refused to .Answer
The indictment grew out of’ a 

session of the Senate public lands 
committee on March 22, 1924. Sin­
clair declined to answer any ques­
tions bn advice of counsel.

He contended in the trial that 
the Senate committee was ^busing 
its power to compel testimony to 
aid in legislation, and was engaged 
in a judicial inquiry to obtain evi-

lu rural districts tiie electors 

assemble in the towu hall,, theater 
or other public buildings. In the 
cities the same holds true except 
that groups assemble according to 
trades. All the school teachers vote 
at- one meeting, all the domejtlc 
servants, all the buildings trade 
workers, etc., etc.

Usually they march from their 
places of employment, to the elec­
tion meeting in groups with ban­
ners and bands. Admission to itie 
meeting was by election slip only. 
A record was kept of those attend-
int

Conduct of the elections depends 
to a large extent upon the personal 
ity 'and skill of the. presiding of­
ficers at the meetings, in many 
places enthusiasm of the electorate 
was drummed up by suggestions of 
the election of honorary members 
of Soviets. In this manner, Lenin, 
Premier Rykov, Bukharin, Hungar­
ian and Polish Commhnists serving 
jail sentences and other "martyrs ' 
were elected to various honorary 
offices.

In one village where rich peas­
ants were. powerful the election 
commission deemed it wise to put 
one rich peasant on the ticket. The 
commission picked out the “vil­
lage miller who had been over­
charging the peasants and stealing 
some of their wheat at the mill.

tion of whether the prohibitory 
tendency in law has not gone too 
far and whether a good deal of the 
legal language in regulatry laws is 
unnecessarily stringent. In discuss­
ing this subject the artcle says: 

Enforcement Laws.
“ In modern times, as the applica­

tion of enforcement has become 
more direct, the general, principle 
of attempting to.: discover the in- 
tended_i accqmpllshment o f . law 
rather than adhering to the exact 
wording, has .beqome common,

“ Motor vehicle laws furnish 
many examples which are directive 
as distinguished from laws which 
punish, and their interpretation Is 
bound to be one of approximation 
rather than exactness.

“ General tendencies toward pro­
hibition, with the necessary adjust­
ments on the part of authorities 
who desire to be fair, has brought 
about construqtion based bn what 
might well be called the doctrine of 
reason.

“ There are many regulations 
which can be stated in a general 
manner which will cover the prob­
lems of enforcement officers better 
than if they are specific, technical 
and restrictive in detail.

“ It is true that there must be 
regulatory laws which are so 
definite and distinct in their state­
ment of policy and their terms so 
specific that every one rnay know 
what is expected. Clarity must 
uever be sacrificed.

“ It probably is true also that the 
actual performance under such a 
law will be better, if the authorities 
have sufficient power, are allowed 
discretion and are taught how to 
use it properly.”

Will Help Business.
A further argument for reason­

ableness advanced in the article is 
that the application and direction 
of business activities, connected 
with the motor vehicle, by legal 
rules will soon be an acute problem. 
The article says that “ transporta­
tion is essential to business and the 
greater the freedom from hamper­
ing effects for such transportatii.n 
the better for business and conse­
quently for everybody. Any law 
which hinders accomplishment or 
which discriminates and makes it 
easier for one group of business 
men to receive and deliver their 
products than for another is a bad 
law. The are and always will be 
certain types of business dealing 
with motor vehicles, either as suen 
or with the transportation supplied 
by them, for which special rules 
must be made.

“ There are several types of 
quasi-public business in the trans­
portation field. In connection with 
the regulation of these tuere are 
unusual problems presented whicn 
call for management by law or 
regulation authorized by law.

“ Other types which are not yet 
regulated, but which present 
similar prohlems are the carrying 
of workers to and from fields of 
labor by the employer or under his 
direction. Also there is the problem 
of carrying occasional picnic 
■parties, athletic teams and all sorts 
of gatherings of people though the 
carrier is not actually engaged In 
what is now designated the public 
service field.

“ These things need to be dis­
tinguished and it will probably be 
necessary before the present Legis­
lature adjourns to . try to include 
these particular activities and 
others like them in the definition 
of public service motor vehicle ac­
tivities.”

Why, then expect his 
mental strength to develop if you 
do not permit the child to do Its 
own thinking? Mental exercise is 
certainly as important as physical 
gymnastics.

Children want reasons for doing 
things, and when a child asks a 
question, it should be given a rea­
sonable and truthful answer. Of 
course, the child requires a guiding'' 
hand from someone who has haul 
more experien.ee, but nevertheless, 
the child should be allowed to make 
its own decisions whenever possi­
ble.

Many parents make the mistake 
of saying, “ Well, I don’t •v-j.nt my 
child to go through the difficulties 
I had when 1 was young, and I am 
going to give him every opportuni­
ty. I am going to make life easy for 
him." The danger of this policy is 
that it may lead to a spoiled and 
pampered child— a child which will 
grow up into an impossible adult, 
unable to function amidst the Larsh 
realities of the world.

People who are handicapped by 
too much parental guidance in * 
youth usually become too depen­
dent upon others as they grow old­
er and unable to rely on themselves. 
In deciding the many problems of 
everyday life, they surround them­
selves with an imaginary world of 
their own liking. They are timid 
and often useless. They may, how­
ever, so endeavor to overcome this 
handicap that they rebel against 
parental authority and, in fact, 
authority of any kind, and become 
extremists in their endeavor to 
make themselves believe that they 
are different.

Do not depend upon others to do 
your thinking for you. Secure their 
advice, yes, but decide for yourself. 
Be Self-reliant, and you will be 
strengthened in all of your en­
deavors.

Questions and Answers 
Acne

Question: Mrs. N. R. writes “ Am 
greatly pleased with the results 
from using your diet for acne. The 
hard lumps have almost entirely 
disappeared, and the face Is clearer 
and smooth now. However, purplish 
marks or scars from the lumps rê  
main. Will they gradually disap­
pear, or is there any treatment I 
could use for them?”

Answer: I am pleased to know 
that you have obtained such good 
results in overcoming your trouble 
with acne. The purplish marks are 
liable to remain for some time— un-' 
til the congestion has entirely clear­
ed up. A treatment with hot and 
cold wet applications should be of 
assistance and it this does not en­
tirely overcome the trouble, these 
spots should be treated with,the 
ultra violet or actinic light.

Hominy
Question: R. H. K. writes: “ Kind­

ly give me your opinion of hominy. 
May it be combine^ with any food, 
and how may it be served?

Answer: Hominy is a very whole­
some starchy food, hut should not 
be combined with acids, at a meal. 
The best method of preparing it is 
to soak it in water for several 
hours. Then rinse it two or three 
times in hot water to remove any 
traces of lye or other ft-ritating ma­
terials used In its preparation. It 
should then be slowly boiled for 
about a half an hour and seasoned 
with butter or cream only.

Varicocele
Question: H. J. B. writes: “ I 

would like to know if you have a 
diet which would help me overcome 
a bad case of varicocele. I have 
been operated on but am still 
bothered with it.”

Answer: I am sending you an 
article on varicose veins which out­
lines an ice treatment that would be 
very beneficial in your case of vari­
cocele. It would also be well for you 
to follow a body-cleansing regime 
through fasting and dieting, and 
take cold sitz baths for about five 
or ten minutes before retiring each 
night.

Washington.— The man irho
longs te "'get back to nature”  but 
fears that the paved highway, 
the antomobile and the hot dog 
stand amd toirrist, camp have just 
about wiped nature in its primi­
tive form off the map of the Unit­
ed States, can stop worrying. The 
great outdoors is still extensive—  
untamed and wild as it was in the 
days of the pioneers.

This is revealed by Arthur New­
ton Pack, president of the Ameri­
can Nature Association' and asso­
ciate editor o£ Nature Magazine.
Mr. Pack, who probably knowg 
more about this particular sub­
ject than any other man in Ameri­
can, points o u t . that anyone who 
yearns to get mit into the wilder­
ness where he will neither see nor 
hear anything that reminds him 
of civilization can easily gratify | 
his wish. I

"Some outdoor enthusiasts,”  he , 
explains, “ got excited recently | 
over the Invasion of forest areas 
by highways and summer resorts, | 
so the Forest Service undertook 
a study to determine Just how 
much of the areas of the national 
forests could still be classed as 
wilderness.

Much Untamed Forest 
“ Results showed approximately 

oae-thlrd of the gross acreage of 
the national forests is still suffi- 
cieBtly untamed to come under 
that . class, and there are large 
areas which are in no Immediate 
danger of the encroachment of 
gasoline fumes, bathtubs and 
other marks of civiUzatlon.

“ The Forest Service adopted the 
widest possible margin of safety, 
to minimize the possibility that 
some person might lay a finger on 
a part of the map classed as wil­
derness and assert that he had 
driven his automobile to that 
point. The minimum size of a 
real "wilderness” area was taken 
as comprising 10 townships, 360 
square miles, or 230,000 acres. It 
was determined that at present 
there are 74 areas, ranging from 
360 to 10,859 square miles in ex­
tent, which, so far as can be de­
termined, are without roads.”

Thus there is still an abundance 
of space in this country which a I 
nature lover can only reach afoot 
or on horseback. Far as the net­
work of automobile roads reaches, 
it does not go everywhere. And 
Mr. Pack goes on:

“ This all refers to the national 
forests, and they must not be con­
fused with the national parks, 
which have their wild areas too; 
areas where there are no red and 
green traffic lights, where man’s 
footprints are the only reminders 
of civilization, where birds and 
animals only wonder at your com­
ing, and why it took you so long 
to discover the real way to live.

“ I have made many trips into 
such regions, and all my shooting 
has been done with a camera. 
Once you get atuned to the call 
of the bird and the song of the 
waterfall, you will not shoot with 
anything -else.

“ Everyone who has heard these 
calls Is, of course, strong for more 
open spaces. The population 
growth of the nation demands
them. Try to take Wade Park out 
of Cleveland, Forest Park out of 
St. Louis, Palrmount Park but of 
Philadelphia, Rork Creek Park 
out of Washington or Centra 
Park out of New York— it would 
be the quickest way I can think of 
to start .a riot. Then think how 
much more the great open spaces 
are going to mean to this ever­
growing nation.

“ Experts tell us that our popu­
lation is gro^wing at the rate of £ 
million a year. That means a pop 
ulation of 150,000,000 by 1950 
and 200,000,000 by the year 2000 
As things' go that date is not so 
far away. The best.'tlme to ac­
quire these national play places,
then, is right now, because this 
greatest cash business in the world 
is constantly growing.”

Mr. Pack likes to refer to na­
ture as “ the greatest cash business 
in the world.”  He’ ll demonstrate 
for you that it deserves the title, 
too.

Fifteen Million Fishers 
• For instance: last year 15,000,- 

000 fishing licenses were sold in 
this country. That means a sizeable 
suih -Was spent merely for official 
fees. But that doesn’t begin to 
cover the total spent on fishing. 
Each of these 15,000,000 fisher­
men spent something for his pole 
and tackle. Most of them spent 
a good bit on other equipment. 
Many of them spent fancy sums to 
travel to and from the places 
where they intended to fish. All 
in all, fishing for sport caused 
the spending Of a good many mil­
lions of dollars.

Yet that is only a small subdi­
vision of the general subject. Golf 
comes under the heading of out­
door recreation— and if you’ll 
stop to figure on the money spent 
on golf iff this country last year, 
you’ll agr^ that the total is grow­
ing.

F.YMOUS CIRCUS RIDER
IS DEAD AT AGE OF 50

i VERMONT DENTED.
On April 8, 1777, Vermont at­

tempted to join the American colo­
nies as the 14th state, but its peti­
tion was denied.
' Few states have had a lengthier 

or more colorful struggle for recog­
nition than this rocky pioneer, Ver­
mont. Originally, the territory was 
claimed by New York, but on Jan. 
1^, 1777, the settlers in the land 
rner in formal convention and de­
clared their independence. It was 
Nev/ York’s opposition to the recog­
nition of Vermont as a separate 
siate which influenced Congress 
against it. New York was already 
aipnwerful member of the"Colonial 
group and Vermont represented 
only a handful of earnest pioneers 
vpho wanted to go beyond the origi­
nal Colonial plan in their search 
for liberty.

jThe incident is significant be­
cause it sljows that at this early 
date there were two groups of col­
onists. One who wanted only in­
dependence from Great Britain and 
a group which was looking for inde­
pendence from one of the colonies 
themselves.

Vermont was not admitted to the 
Union until 14 years after its origi­
nal request, and until after it had 
been forced to threaten an alliance 
with Great Britain.

Denver— Martin K. Hines, at one 
time declared by the late President 
Woodrow Wilson as the best eques­
trian in the United States, died 
here recently, at the a,ge of 50 
years.

Hines was a veteran of the Span- 
ish-American war. After his re­
lease from the cavalry, be became 
associated with Barnum & Bailey 
circus for whom he performed 
many sensational feats with his 
horses. Hines retired from the cir­
cus in 1920.

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TIME TO START DIGGING
Nature Head Tells Hows to Begin Spring Gardening Work

By ARTHUR N. PACK.

German Homes Are Balled U p

April showers may help bring 
May flowers, but not without some 
real work in the garden. The water 
April provides must get into the 
ground and the way to get it there 
ŝ to dig.

With frost gone, dahlias, pri­
mulas, gladioli and roses can be 
set out. Roses must be pruned, 
not extensively but just enough to 
cut back to new growth. If planting 
seeds use moss to cover them, as it 
will keep the moisture, or if plant­
ing very fine seeds mix them with 
dry sand to spread them around.

Separate the clumps in planting 
dahlias after the eyes or buds have 
begun to push through the base of 
the stalk or head— but be certain 
at least one eye goes with each 
cutting. The cut surfaces should 
dry several hours before plantins. 
then should be placed in holes 12 to 
18 inches deep, refilled to within 
six Inches of the surface.

Do not use fertilizer at this 
time. Here the tuber is laid flat, 
eye side up, and covered loosely. 
Water only moderately, but fairly
consistently.

Planting Roses.
Do not plant roses too near 

trees, heavy shrubs or hedges and 
be certain that they have good 
drainage. Dig your bed to a depth 
of three feel, place a 12-inch layer 
of stones in the bottom, cover 
these with inverted sods and then 
refill with well rotted cow manure. 
Get cuttings or grafts from reliable 
houses for.your best varieties. Plant 
grafts deeper than own-rooted

^^^o^flght off the enemies of the 
rose, the mildew, black spot, cater­
pillars and aphids, a commercial 
preparation of sulphur, arsenate of 
lead and nicotine is supplied by 
most reputable seed houses. The 
rapidly spreading brown canker can 
best be warded off by spraying with 
Bordeaux carbonate and by cutting 
all affected branches about an inch 
below the blotch. Rose bugs can be 
battled with a liquid spray supplied 
by seed houses, or by picking the 
bugs off and dropping them in
kerosene. j

As to dahlias from seed, plant 
in boxes three inches deep in 
rows about an inch and a half apart 
and cover not more than half an 
inch deep. Sprouts should 
in a few days or a week. When they 

■■ are three or four inches high, pot 
them and leave them in the pot 
until April is well along before 
transplanting out of doors. |

Um-m Strawberries:
If the frost is gone plan your 

strawberries, raspberries and as­
paragus. Asparagus needs a rich 
ground and plants very satisfac­
torily in a bed five feet wide in 
rows six inches apart. The crowns 
should spread out. Do not plant
too deep. , ,.Strawberries should be ibree 
feet apart. Pinch off most of the 
runners. As for raspberries, loose 
soils are best, while partial shade 
does not hinder. You can use them 
for screening a corner of the gar­
age. Space two or three feet apart 
In rows six or seven feet apart.

Do not worry if you see birds 
coming around your fruit crop when 
it is getting ripe. Often they 
after the cut-worms and grubs. 
Even if they take a berry or two 
they repay you for them.

Water Ijilies.
You will, of course, want a 

small water pool with water lilies 
in it. Plant in water from one to 
two feet, in a basket if the bottom 
is gravelly, or in the soil Itself if 
rich, anchoring with a stone if nec­
essary. At least one cubic foot of 
soil should be allower for each 
plant, the best mixture being three 
parts of fibrous loam with one part 
well rotted cow manure. Swamp 
muck should not be used.

Set with the crown of the plant 
even with the surface of the sail, 
then cover with an inch of sand to 
keep the water clean. As lilies 
bloom about two weeks after plant­
ing, thev will help you work hard 
on later flowers. Young fish, either 
minnows or gold fish, will solve the 
mosquito problem.

Now is the time for canary breed­
ing. Place material for nest build­
ing where the birds can get at it. 
Store the eggs in bran until they 
are enough for a setting. Just be­
fore the eggs are hatched, dust 
with insect powder. Young birds 
are fond of hard boiled eggs crushed 
very fine and mixed with wheat 
bread. As for their general care, 
write to me for Bulletin 39, “ How 
to Care for Your Canary Pets, 
care of the American Nature Asso­
ciation, Washington, D. C.

4. Recognition of the A. A. U. by 
kindred organizations as' the gov­
erning body in all amateur athletic 
competition, excepting that which 
is strictly collegiate.

.6. Clarification of the dividing 
line betw'een professionalism and 
amateurism, the uncertainty of 
which has shaken the public faith 
in the A. A. U. in the past.

6. Revamping the A. A. U. con­
stitution and rules to fit present day 
needs to accomplish fulfillment of 
the foregoing objectives.

Some people believe that warts 

can be removed by tying as many 
knots in string as there are warts 
on the hands and then burying the 
string at midnight in the light of 
the moon.

There are as many charms and 
magical formulas for the removal 
of warts as there are different 
races and tribes of human beings. 
All of these charms are based on 
the fact that warts sometimes dis­
appear without any treartment what­
ever, going away as mysteriously 
as they have come.

Cause Unknown.'
The exact cause of warts is not 

definitely known. Some people be­
lieve that they have their origin in 
a nerve stimulus to the skin, others 
that they are associated with the 
action of some special germ. All of 
the cures of warts that Involve 
burying something at a distance or 
the reciting of charms of one sort 
or another are relics of the days 
when people believed in magic. ,

Among English country people 
warts are cured by touching them 
with stones, peas, rags and so on, 
and then throwing the substance 
away or burying it at a crossroad 
where the chance of someone else 
picking up the disease is good.

Bacon Treatment.
In Cheshire, warts are rubbed 

with a piece of bacon and the bacon 
is then put under the bark of an 
ash tree. The villagers believe that 
the warts will appear as knobs on 
the tree.

Modern scientific medicine gets 
rid of warts either by destroying the 
blood supply through the use of the 
electric needle, after which the wart 
will fall off; by treating the wart 
with the X-ray, or by the applica­
tion of strong acids which burn 
away the extra tissue.

Rememher that your 
plants all feed on liquid diet. They 
cannot assimilate food in the solid 
state. This fact shpnld make you 
realize that they must have suf­
ficient water at all times.

For quick results and as a special 
stimulate, give them manurs 
liquids. These you make yourself. 
Take a barrel or keg and fill two- 
thirds with water, place in a bur­
lap sack a peck or so of barnyard 
manure, some bone meal, some 
sheep manure, and sink, them in 
the barrel of water. Within a few 
days you will have liquid manure. 
Dilute this with about three times 
as much water and use it upon the 
ground around your plants. The 
soil will absorb the liquid manure 
better if it is slightly moist. Blood 
meal, ammonium sulphate and ni­
trate of soda may be added also, 
the last two in very small doses as 
they are very strong and may harm 
rather than help.

There, are many special plant 
foods and commercial fertilizers on 
the market and most of them are 
good. It will pay you to study them 
and try some experiments with 
them in your garden.

It is by trying out different 
things that you learn the habits 
and needs of your plants, If you 
wish to get the greatest value from 
your experiments, you must keep 
careful records of tbeifi. In this way 
you will gain real knowledge' and 
your gardening will be of genuine 
value to you. It Is impossible for 
the garden-lover to know too much 
about the needs and habits of the 
plants.

Chicago, 111., April 8.— The mem­
bers of the National Association of 
High School Basketball Coaches are 
in favor of a continuation of the 
national tournaments here.

Forest C. Allen, University of 
Kansas coach and president of the 
Basketball Association, presented a 
resolution to name a research com­
mittee to test the effects of basket­
ball on the average student.

James Nalsmith, inventor of the 
game, will probably head the com­
mittee, which would also make 
tests of the players using different 
styles of plays In the national 
tournament to determine which is 
the most damaging to the physical 
condition.
