-A-nd 
he could not say exactly why he had 
never thought of forming a partner­
ship for Watkins. “ It never enter­
ed my head,” he had said.

One of the queerest storm freaks 
of which there is any record in 
these parts manifested itself here 
just after noon today in tlie torm 
jot a sm-all cyclone within a north­
easterly storm.

Close was first sentenced to a 
five year prison term in California 
for forgery, but through the influ­
ence of his father he was pardoned. 
He then returned east to open a 
health farm at Montclair, N. J., and 
soon married Miss Sarah Phelan, 
one of the nurses in his employ.

In 1899, police records show, he 
was married to Marie Becker, an 
orphan of Scranton, Pa. Following 
the birth of a daughter, Dorothy, 
the couple went to Mexico, but 
Close’s funds soon ran out and 
he returned alone to Montclair. In 
a short time he had obtained a re-

by congested marketing at the har­
vest or by the occasional climatic 
surpluses. Railway rates have nec­
essarily Increased. There has been 
a growth of competition in the 
world markets from countries that 
enjoy cheaper labor or more nearly 
virgin soils. There was a great ex­
pansion of production from our 
marginal lands during the war, and 
upon these profitable enterprise un­
der normal conditions can not be 
maintained. Meanwhile their con- 
tiaued output tends to aggravate 
the situation. Local taxes have dou­
bled and in some cases 
Work animals have been steadily 
replaced by mechanical appliances, 
thereby decreasing-the consump­
tion of farm products. There are 
many other contributing causes 

The general result has been that 
our agricultural Industry has not 
kept pace in prosperity or stand­
ards of living with other lines of 
Industry.

Number of Problems
There being no disagreement as 

to the need of farm relief, the pro­
blem before us becomes one of 
method by which relief my be most 
successfully brought about. Be­
cause of the multitude of causes 
and because agriculture is not one 
industry but a score of industries, 
we are confronted not with a single 
problem alone hut a great number 
of problems. Therefore there is no 
single plan or principle that can be 
generally applied. ^ome of the 
forces'working to the detriment of 
agriculture can be greatly mitigated 
by improving our waterway 
portation; some of them by adjust­
ment of the tariff: some by better 
understanding and adjustment ot 
production needs: and some by im­
provement in the methods of mai-
ketlng. . ,

An effective tariff upon agricul­
tural products, that will compen­
sate the farmer’s higher costs and 
higher standards of living, has a 
dual purpose. Such a tariff not 
only protects the farmer in our 
domestic market but it also stimu­
lates him to diversify his crops aiul 
to grow products that he could not 
otherwise produce, and thus lessen 
his dependence upon exports to for­
eign markets. •

Because of the multitude of 
causes aiid because agriculture Is 
hot one Industry, but.a score ot In­
dustries,, we. are confronted not 
with E'single problem alone but a 
greater-number of problems. There 
is no single' plan or principle that 
can* be generally applied.”
' Somie of these problems can be 
mitigated, be continued, by improv­
ing waterway transportation, by 
tariff adjustinient, improvement in 
marketing and in other ways,

“ I have long held," he said, 
“ that the, multiplicity of causes of 
agvrculturai depressipn could only 
be met by creation of a great in­
strumentality clothed with sufficient 
authority and resources to assist 
our farmers to meet these problems, 
each upon Us Own merits. The cre­
ation of such an agency would at 
once transfer the agricultural ques­
tion from the field of politics to the 
realm'Of economics and would re­
sult in constructive action.

AVopld Reorganize Markets 
“ The Pledged purpose of such a 

federal Tarm board. Is the reorgani­
zation Of the marketing system on 
sounder and more stable and more 
economid' Unes. To do this the board 
will require..funds to assist In cre­
ating a.nd sustaining farmer-owned 
and farm'er^controlled agencies for 
a variety of purposes, such as tha 
acquisition of adequate warehous 
Ing and othep facilities for market- 

' log'; -adequate, working capital to 
be advanced against commodities 
lodged* for îtorage;.. necessary and 
prudent ' advances to corporations 
created, and owned by farmers or­
ganizations and for the elimination 
of many wastes in distribution.

“ Cettaln safeguards must natu 
rally surround these activities,”  he 
warned. “ Certain vital principles 
must he adhered to in order that 
we may not undermine the free 
ddm of our farmers aud of our peo 
pie as a whole by bureaucratic and 
goyerumental domination and in­
terference. , ,

Intensely Interested .
In both Senate; and. House ‘the 

message was listened to with close 
attention. Members cupped theii 
ears to catch the words and there 
was a scurrying around for copies 
when the reading was concluded.

Applause was conspicuous by its 
absence. In the Senate where there 
promises to be 'comlderable opno 
sitlon to the kind of a farm relief 
bill Mr, Hoover wants, there was 
no applause whatever, not even at 
the conclasion. The House likewise 
heard the recommendations on fhe 
farm issue in total silence.

REGULARS PRAISE
HOOVER MESSAGE

Washington, April 16.— The first 
message of President Hoover won 
the Repu'jlican regulars in Con­
gress to his standard this afternoon, 
but it developed considerable op­
position from the same Democratic- 
Insurgent coalition that harassed 
the Coolidge regime for six years.

The President's farm relief pro­
posal drew criticism not only from 
the Insurgent Republicans and 
Democrats but it won faint praise 
from many of the administration 
Republicans from the middle and 
far west. Its reception particularly 
in the Senate was cold, the Senators 
sitting silent throughout its de­
livery by a reading clerk.

The farm leaders such as Sena­
tors Capper (R) of Kansas, Nye, 
(R) of North Dakota, and Brook- 
hart (R) of Iowa, who supported 
Hoover last fall, showed disappoint­
ment at the President’s relief pro­
posals. Other Republican criticised 
the message freelj'.

Faint Praise
Then there were the Republicans 

who praised the message but light­
ly. Senator McNary (R) of Oregon, 
author of the new farm bill, said: 

“ It covers the subject of farm 
relief very well and specifies clearly 
the kind of relief the President 
thinks the Congress shall enact.” 

Senator Capper said:
“ The message is all right as far 

as it goes. Of course, we had hoped 
the President would give us a de­
tailed plan. But his position on it 
is the same is it has been ever since 
he became President.”

“ I haven’t found anything new 
in it,” said Senator Norris (R) of 
Nebraska. “ We all agree that agri­
culture is in a very unfortunate 
position. The President though, 
hasn’t touched on the question of 
surplus. He hasn’t deflnitely^outlin- 
ed any remedy. We are In the same 
position as before.”

GERMANY’S ANSWER

STRIKE SPREADING

today as deputy sheriffs and are 
guarding the plants of the Ameri­
can Glanstoff and American Bem- 
berg plants, where strikes are in 
progress. Adjutant General Boyd 
and Captain Alexander arrived to­
day from Nashville.

Two thousand operatives of the 
American Glanstoff plant went on 
a strike for the second ti'me within 
a. month. At the .same time em­
ployes of the American Bemberg 
plant, under the same management, 
also walked out when union offi­
cials gave the word.

Union officials gave as the rea­
son for the strike the dismissal of 
sixty union men and the refusal of 
plant officials to meet with a griev­
ance committee.

State Legislature Passes Bill 
to Grant Licenses to Non- 
Residents.

EMERGENCY DOCTORS

Hartford. Conn., April 16.— Ln- 
der suspension of rules both Houses 
of the Stale Legislature today pass­
ed a bill which would allow the gov­
ernor to grant fishing licenses to 
non-resident visitors. The bill was 
designed to prepare for a possible 
visit from Calvin Coolidge, of 
Northampton, Mass.

The Senate showed no opposition 
to the bill but the House rather 
“ acted up” making necessary a ris­
ing vote. Then there was doubt as 
to a quorum and a second vote 
showed a vote of 130 to 20 for the 
bill.

The Senate today disappointed 
those who expected a “ dirt roads” 
light by passing a bill which mere­
ly instructs the highway commis­
sioner to use funds now available 
for dirt roads, with little or no 
opposition.

Frank E. Bergin, of New Haven, 
minority leader of the Senate, re­
marked' that the bill as passed 
“ amounts to very little in helping 
rural communities to reconstruct 
their roads.”

Favorable Reports 
The House received favorable re­

ports as follows:
Establishing the Town Court of 

Orange, establishing a Small Claims 
Court at Stamford; providing for 
reiHung teachers in state institu­
tions, authorizing the town clerk of 
Clinton to certify records in Kill- 
ingworth, determining the civil and 
criminal terms of the Superior 
Court: and a bill amending the 
state constitution to allow absentee 
voting.

Unfavorable reports in the House 
were: Permitting the Merchants 
Bank &. Trust Co., of Hartford, to 
reduce its stock par value; permitt­
ing the Simsbury Bank & Trust Co., 
East Hartford Trust Co., and Mer­
chant’s Trust Co., to reduce a stock 
par value, the explanation being 
that a general bill permitting this is 
about to be reported; and a bill per­
mitting Portland Savings Bank to 
have a capital of $100,000, the bill 
being withdrawn; providing for 
control of sale of fraudulent securi­
ties.

Bills passed from the House cal­
endar follow:

Authorizing a $40,000 bond is­
sue by the Allingtown, New Haven, 
fire district; authorizing a $140,000 
refunding bond issue by Norwich; 
authorizing Stratford’s town coun­
cil to name a zoning and planning 
commission: providing Shelton’s 
city clerk shall hold office on good 
behavior; that the assistant prose­
cuting attorney of Shelton shall re­
ceive $250 a year salary; increas­
ing John B. Schmidt’s pension tOT 
$125 a month, Schmidt being Nau­
gatuck's ex-chief of police; provid­
ing polls in Naugatuck shall be 
open at November elections from 6 
a. m., to 6 p. m.; providing 
third of the membership of school 
committees shall be elected annual­
ly; providing a $50 fine for tres­
pass; authorizing probate courts to 
commit veterans to federal hospi­
tals; providing that in state con­
demnation proceedings appraisals 
shall be made by slate referees; es­
tablishing a Bridgeport Juvenile 
Court.

The House had a long argument 
over the budget bill which it receiv­
ed from the Senate today. Mr. Dan- 
nenberg, of Bridgeport, objected to 
a half-million item to be used by 
the highway department for land­
scaping and tree planting as “ in­
sincere and not needed.” Mr. Scott 
of Watertown, gave a long ex­
planation of the matter. Then Mr. 
Keimers, of Durham, objected to its 
giving funds to eradicate bovine 
tuberculosis, and then Mr. Clark, 
of Haddam, explained the whole 
bill which was then passed.

‘ The dirt roads controversy in the 
Legislature is constantly confused 
hy the introduction of questions of 

•ir.ethods before a determination is 
; reached on the subject of aims—
' and so the inquiry "Horiv?’' is per-

-.“Wbat?”
:• The Legislature will get some­
where on this problem of dirt fbads 
when it determines wbat it is that 
it wants to do for the rural corn-' 
munities in tire vVay of roftd mak- 

,3ng. The question would Seem td 
be a suflaciently simple one: Is It 
more important and more essential 
to the well-being of the people of 
Connecticut that it should continue 
to spend urillihited ffio'hey on deti- 
crete speedways and their beatitl- 
fication than it iS to dig the farm­
ers out of the mud and give the 
agricultural regions a chance to ex­
ist? If it Is, then ail that can be 
done for the country towns Is to 

1 throw them such ctumbs of appro- 
-priation as fall from the table of 
trunkline service. If, on the other 
hand, it is vital to the Interests of 
the state to maintain communica­
tion between the country towns 
and the commercial centers and be­
tween country town and country 
town, then the money foi* dirt tdadft 
must he found even If it haS to 
conift out Of the huge funds annual* 
ly appropriated for the trunk line 
prograih and if the trunk line pro 
gram, resultantiy, must be some­
what curtailed.

In our opinion the RepuhllOati 
leaders in the Legislature will 
make a grievous tactical error If 
they do not approach this problem 
in large and in resolute determina­
tion to give relief to the country 
towns, even if there has to he con­
siderable less trunk line expendi­
ture than has been held In mind. 
The Democrats in the Legislature 
are trying to make an issue of dirt 
roads. If they are permitted to suc­
ceed, and if in 1930 they can go 
before the people of the rural dis­
tricts showing that only in their 
party is there hope for dirt road 
legislation on an important scale, 
then the supremacy of the Repub­
lican party in Connecticut’s govern­
ment will be in greater danger than 
it has been in many years.

As an alternative, it might prove 
profitable to all picture theatres to 
police up the audiences for a few 
consecutive evenings and eject that 
element which makes it utterly im­
possible for the vast majority to 
enjoy the new form of entertain­
ment.

They 
belong inside no more than so many 
hyenas.

MEXICO
The Mexican revolution has bred 

a short war and a bloody one. It 
is nearly over, Some thousands of 
men are dead who otherwise might 
be happily allte. The course of 
tbousands of Other lives has been 
ruihoUSly interrupted. There is loss 
and misery and grief throughout 
Mexico. Mexico’s government has 
demonstrated that its military ca­
pacity is of no mean measure. Its 
rebels have shown that they are no 
opftra bouffe Warriors, but grim 
and valorous fighters. Otherwise 
the disturbance, when it Is all done 
with, will have been barren of any 
result but onfit—that result being 
a clear setting forth of the fact 
that the day of snap-shot revolu­
tions in Mexico, with any hope of 
success, is over.

A definite change has taken 
place in the sister republic. The na- 

i tion has been organized. Adjust­
ment to the routine of workaday 
existence has taken place. Insurrec­
tion, instead of being the normal 
thing, has become an anachronism. 
Pancho Villa is long dead and tbe 
peculiar civilization that he repre­
sented has departed. Mexico has at 
last lined up along with the forces 
of order 'And industry. It was high 
time.

But iu order that this picture 
may be the more clearly drawn and 
a more definite period set to the 
conditions of the past, it is sincere­
ly to be hoped that the federal gov­
ernment will see the advantage of 
declaring a general amnesty to 
such rebel forces, still in the field, 
as shall surrender their arms. 
There has been enough bloodshed. 
The lesson has been bitterly laugbt. 
Mexico has tbe opinion of the 
world to consider—and the sooth­
ing of internal hatreds. She can 
afford to be generous to tbe sur­
vivors of this mistaken revolt—  
probably tbe last bf Its kind for 
mafiy a long year. •

HOOVER INNOVATION
A custom has grown up in the 

course of years of sending to the 
press, urfder pledge of secrecy, ad­
vance copies of the various mes­
sages and other official utterances 
of the President of the United 
States, these to be held subject to 
release at the time of their promul­
gation. It has been a convenience 
to the press associations and to the 
newspapers, inasmuch as it has 
been possible for the newspapers 
to put such copy into type and he 
In readiness to employ it In editions 
going to press directly after or even 
during the delivery of the message.

El Sendr Julid Pistelli, head of 
tile income tax nntt of Chile, Im­
parts that information after a pro­
tracted tour during which he h |s  
studied the income tax systems of 
the principal occidental nations.
He has spent four months In Eng­
land, a month in Germany, three 
months in France and a month In 
Italy, and is now concluding tWo 
months of study in the United 
States.

He returns to Santiago pretty 
well satisfied with the Chilean sys­
tem, which he believes to be tbe 
most simple' and effective method 
of income taxation, and plans 
changes merely in a few miner 
details.

Seeking More Ivnowledge
El Senor Biatelli is only 34 

years old. Before he was appointed 
to his present post he was a pro­
fessor of mathematics at the Uni­
versity of Chile and before that he 
was a civil engineer. His tour Of 
study is typical Of a tendency In 
Latin America toward sending offi­
cials, professors and students to 
other nations for wider knowledge.

Chile has had an income tax 
since 1924 and it is operated on 
the same basis as in other Latin 
countries such as France, Italy and 
Spain, with different rates for sepa­
rate classes of income. Thus Chile 
assesses 6 per cent on income from 
capital and inining, 5 per cent on 
incomes from business and industry,
3 per cent on professional income 
and 2 per cent on salaries and 
wages. A $600 exemption is fcl- 
lowed for the last two classes and 
turtax rates oft dll incomes above 
^ 250  rising from 1 tO 10 per celit.
Of course living costs here Are 
nearly triple those iti Chile.

Only surlftx payers must file re­
turns there. Employers and cor­
porations deduct at the source the 
taxes on salaries ttnd dividends re­
spectively and have no Incentive to 
cheat. The government has access 
to the books of other classes of In­
come taxpayers.

"The essential difference between 
your system and the English sys­
tem.” says Pistelli, “is that Eng­
land doesn’t tax capital gain. 
Neither is there any Corporation tax 
there. Assessments of Income taxes 
are also made by Unpaid local Offi­
cials, which does not Impress me 
as efficient.

"England had her first income 
tax in 1788 and has used it steadily 
since 1842. She collects on all 
types of Income, with a normal rate 
of four shillings a pound, or 20 per 
cent, and surtax on big incomes Up 
to six shillings. There are exemp­
tions of 185 pounds for unmarried 
persons and 225 pounds for married 
persons, with 60 pounds exemption 
for each child or dependent. The 
first 220 pounds of income are 
taxed at the normal rate, but the 
assessment on very large incomes 
goes as high aS nearly 50 per cent. 
More than 70 per cent of her In­
come tax money is deducted at 
source.

"Germany has a progressive 
schedule, the rate increasing from 
10 per cent, with certain allow­
ances and exemptions, up to 40 per 
cent. The exemptions are much 
smaller there than in the United 
States or Great Britain and there Is 
a special tax on corporations.

“Franca has the Latin system, 
with 10 per cent on wages and 
salaries as the lowest rate and up 
to 18 per cent on capital. She has 
a surtax on all Incomes above 10,- 
000 francs, which rises to 30 per 
cent. There are exemptions and 
the total tax is. reduced by a stipu­
lated percentage for the wife and 
each child.

Italy’s Tax Rate High.
‘Italy’s income tax rate runs 

from 8 per cent on Wages to 14 pW 
cent on capital income. She allOWti 
an exiinption of 2000Tir&, with dft- 
ductlons, and also has a surtax.

‘Income tax rates are far lower 
in the United States than else­
where. Your corporation taxes are 
higher, because Industries else­
where need stimulation.”

El Senor Pistelli has been espe­
cially Impressed by our centraliza­
tion of income tax administration, 
under which all tax returns come to 
Washington. In other countries 
they are not all assembled in one 
place.

W ashington —  The whole world 
will go dry u ltim ately  and prohibi­
tion is here to stay.

This is the  view of Senator W es­
ley L. Jones (R ) of W ash., au thor 
of the  now famous “ five and ten ” 
Jones law, designed to end boot­
legging in Am erica. The Senator, 
a m ild-m annered dry, sponsored the 
law in the  belief th a t s tric te r pen­
alties would bring better enforce­
m ent of prohibition. His bill pro­
vided five year prison term s and 
5;10,000 fines .fo r  . convicted boot­
leggers.

The man w ho has supplanted Vol­
stead as prohibition’s ranking  
champion in Congress believes the 
dry law can be enforced. He feels 
the governm ent and the people have 
made gigantic strides toward tem ­
perance under the  eighteenth 
am endm ent. He adm its th a t all 
drink ing  has not been stopped but 
he believes each new generation is 
growing away from  alcoholic bev­
erages.

Matei'ial Benefits
“ Prohibition has brought m ateri­

al benefits to the American peo­
ple,” said Jones. “We see it every 
day in industry, commerce, in the 
daily lives of the poor. We don’t 
see anyw here n ear so m any d runk­
ards as before prohibition. W e go 
about the  same places and where 
once d runkards were seen on every 
hand, now they a re  alm ost not to 
be found.

“ I used to see many Senators and 
Representatives under the influ­
ence of liquor. Now I see fewer 
and fewer all the time.

“ I do not ■worry about wealthy 
men enjoying them selves w ith a 
little  drink  now and then, if they 
really do enjoy it, for if they harm  
them selves, they alone suffer. I  
really object to w hat liquor does to 
the poor, the h u rt it does to wom­
en and children. This alone m akes ■ 
the struggle for prohibition w orth 
while.

Makes Prosperity
“ Prohibition has a lot to do w ith 

our present prosperity. And I be­
lieve the  younger generation is bet­
te r  than  in, my day. There isn’t  
half as much drinking going on -as 
people say. W hatever drinking 
there  is, it  can’t compare with the 
drunken orgies of pre-prohibition 
days and th a t comparison alone 
shows progress.

“ Prohibition is here to stay. This 
country is overwhelmingly dry po­
litically. The country showed it 
last .y ea r. I t  may be the next 
presidential election will be fought 
out on th a t  issue alone. If It is, 
the country will vote dry again.”

Senator Jones is a personal dry 
and a man of exemplary habits. He 
goes to. bed nightly  a t 9 o’clock, 
arising usually  a t 4:30 a. m. to 
play golf. He is always a t his of­
fice before 9 o’clock In the m orn­
ing. He is a to le ran t man, though 
wedded to prohibition. He does not 
advocate prohibitory laws a'- a ru le 
and he would not apply his own 
law to a man taking a pint on the 
hip. The “ five and ten ” law, he 
said, should be invoked only 
against professional bootleggers 
and those who are commercializing 
violations of the Volstead Act.

Bom In Rlinois
The Senator has been in Con­

gress th irty  years, twenty of them  
in the Senate. He is 66 years old. 
He was born in Bethany, 111., spent 
his youth on farm s, studying a t 
night, un til he became a school­
teacher a t 17. Then a few years 
la te r, m arried  and w ith a baby, he 
set ou t fo r W ashington, where he 
studied law. Adm itted to  the bar. 
he en tered  politics and in 1/889 be­
gan his long service in Congress. 
He has risen  to the assistan t Re­
publican leadership of the Senate, 
the chairm anship of the Commerce 
Committee and m em bership on the 
im portan t A ppropriations commit­
tee. He likewise Is known as the

A PIONEER DRAMA.
One hundred and forty-three 

years ago ton ight, on April 16, 
1786, an audience gathered in the 
John  s tree t thea ter in Boston to 
witness the prem iere of firs t com­
edy w'ritten by an American.

I t  was “ The C ontrast,” by 
Royall Tyler, a H arvard  - graduate 
who afte rw ard  became chief ju s­
tice of Vermont. Oddly enough, 
the plot of th is pioneer play was 
as m odern as one which m ight be 
offered to a present day talk ie  audi­
ence.

The title  came from  the con­
tras  b e tw een ' the traveler ve- 
jieered by European  society and 
th e  rustic  Am erican. Most of the 
comedy was supplied by Jonathan , 
a Yankee servant, who delivered 
his jokes w ith a  New England 
twang. Aside from  the  fact th a t 
i t  was a pioneer, “Th© C ontrast” 
was not rem arkable as a  play.

As early  as 1760 there  were 
th ea te r in New York and Ph ila­
delphia, bu t the frowns of P u ri­
tans and Q uakers delayed any real 
developm ent of the dram a. P ro­
ductions were m ostly of English 
origin, except a tragedy by 
Thom as Godfrey, “The Prince of 
P a rth ia ,” produced in Philadel­
phia by am ateurs in 1767.

While toting 
up what we may call the expensive 
expenditures, the Brooklyn club al­
so rates a little honorable mention 
for the high rate of interest it has 
been paying on the investment 
represented by Glenn Wright.

If Wright plays no more baseball 

than he has been able to indulge 
in with the Dodgers to date, it may 
mean the end of Wilbert Robinson 
as manager of the club. Wright 
turned up with a sore arm and, at 
last reports, still had it. However, 
the possibility exists that medical 
treatment and warm weather may 
make Wright the ball player he was 
and still can be.

Pennock’s case, unlike those of 
Roush and Wright, reflects in no 
way upon the sagacity of the man­
agement which employs him.

Paris, April 16.— There was an­
other amicable session of the inter­
national committee of reparation 
experts today when Dr. Hjalmar 
Schacht, head of the German dele­
gation, informed the allied dele­
gates he was entirely satisfied with 
the explanation as to how the sum 
of $24,000,000,000 was reached as 
the total of Germany’s obligation.

Dr. Schacht had asked the com 
mittee yesterday for enlightenment 
not only as to the total but the 
method of calculation used In de 
termining the sliding scale of an 
nuities.

Contrary to expectations Dr. 
Schacht did not make any counter 
offer. However, International News 
Service learns from an authorita­
tive source that the Germans ten­
tative maximum is estimated at an 
indefinite total, to be covered in 37 
annual payments, each payment be­
ing under 2,000,000,000 marks.

Based upon the par value of the 
German mark, which Is .238 cents 
in United States money, 2,000,000,- 
000 marks would be $476,000,000. 
Over a period of 37 years it would 
be somewhat less than $17,615,- 
000,000, not counting interest 
which would, of course, swell the 
total.

Most of the patent remedies on 
the market contain either sedative 
drugs or drugs that are supposed 
to affect the secretions. Tests 
have been made of all of them, In­
cluding even the nitrites of blood 
pressure decreasing drugs that 
have recently been vaunted for 
this condition, but thus far none 
of the drugs has borne out all 
of the claims made for.it.

It is possible with these various 
remedies to make the patient less 
conscious of his symptoms, some­
times to control his secretions, but

1-2 c. rolled oats.
1-2 c. sugar.
1-4 tsp. salt.
1 egg yolk.
1 tsp. vanilla extract.
Beat egg yolk till creamy; add 

sugar, salt and -vanilla. Beat well 
and add rolled oats. Drop in greas­
ed tins by teaspoonful, not too 
thick. Bake 10 to 15 minutes in 
moderate oven.

Knickerbocker cream pie con­
tains the following ingredients:

10 tsp. cold water.
1 c. milk.
2 tsp. cornstarch.
1 tsp. butter.
1 tsp. vanilla extract.
2 eggs.
1-2 c. sugar.
1-2 tsp. salt.
3-4 c. flour.
1 tsp. baking powder.
Sift flour, baking powder and 

salt. Add to yolks of 2 eggs and 
half of sugar, stir In the water and 
vanilla and lastly fold in whites of 
eggs beaten stiff.

For the filling, take:
1 c. scalded milk.
2 tsp. cornstarch.
1-2 c. sugar.
1 tsp., butter.
1 tsp. lemon extract.
2 egg yolks.
Pinch of salt.
Scald milk and cornstarch, cook­

ing together 5 minutes. Add butter, 
then yolks of 2 eggs mixed with re­
maining sugar, cook until a thick 
custard.

In an earlier .article IT̂  
about pruhirg yonr'  ̂ roses, but 
there is much other car  ̂ that the 
rose garden needs in the spring '-be­
sides pruning.. Theî  ’ rose ’ is 
“q'ueen”' of tbA fipwefs and cofees , 
by the name rightly, but If' the 
rose is to be the “queen” In your 
garden you will have to give her 
a royal amount of care. Roses are 
among the most'particular o f all 
the garden flowers and they will 
reward you gloriously If you will i 
care fOr them as they deSterve to 
be cared lor. .

Early In the spring they; must 
be pruned, as described the other 
day. Without proper pruning they 
will not grow and bloom : right. 
Next they must have cultivation. 
This does not mean that when the 
weeds threaten to choke them you 
can cultivate. Roses should be 
cultivated every day If possible. 
Needless to note that one must 
really love roses to cultivate them 
every day, but you will find It will 
pay and they will teach you to 
love them If you really give them 
the care they deserve.

After cultivation comes feeding. 
Roses are what is known as rank 
feeders. They produce enormous 
amounts of growth and great 
numbers of blossoms If cared for 
right and they can; not do ’this 
without feeding. Nor should they 
be fed in large doses nor too inuch 
of the same thing. Snaall doses 
given at regular Intervals and 
varied as to material Is the- best 
way. The first thing in the spring 
they will relish a liberal dressing 
of barnyard manure well ■worked 
into the soil. In lieu of this, a 
dressing of humus and bone meal 
will be beneficial. Then about 
every two weeks they should have 
a light dressing of some of the, fdl» 
lowing: sheep manure, blood meal, 
nitrate of soda, bone meal,;..or li­
quid manure made from ..them.

There is a great variety of com­
mercial fertilizers on the market 
and some of them are very good. 
The principal thing Is to keep, the 
bushes growing vigorously all the 
time. Spraying, cultivating, feed­
ing and pruning will give you the 
results if you will Just do It.

Is baseball’s way, hut to the ear 
that has become stone deaf with tis 
tenlng In vain since last October, 
the Staccato note of the batted ball 
and the whining minor of the base 
hit will be dulcet sweet, indeed. For 
this is to be haseball’a biggest mo­
ment.

It is to be the official opening of 
the major league season when the 
sixteen ball clubs have at each 
other on terms of equality for the 
first and last time and, Somehow, 
the virus engendered by the pa­
rades, the bands, the flag raisings 
and presentations gets under your 
skin— and stays there until October.

New Scoring Method for Golfers
Keeps Detailed Record of Shots

By JAMES L. KILGALLEN

New York, April 16.— Golfers 
who take their game seriously-^ 
you know the type; they talk It as 
well as play it— may be interested 
in learning that there is a new 
score card on the market this year 
which enables a player to keep a 
detailed record of every shot he 
makes.

It goes without saying that any 
one patient enough to keep such a 
record will have something to talk 
about it. This score card seems to 
me to be comparable to the box 
score in baseball.

I am in receipt of half a dozen of 
the new golf score cards from the 
inventor, Jesse Oldham, of Den­
ver, one of the city’s most popu­
lar golfers. He wrote me asking If, 
when I went around with John D. 
Rockefeller In Florida a few weeks 
back, the old gentleman had used 
one of the cards, Oldham having 
sent him some. I informed the 
Denverite that he had not— on that 
particular day, anyway.

In Booklet Form
The new score card Is In booklet 

form and gives opportunity for a 
player to keep a graphic chart of. 
every stroke from tee to green on 
every hole.

A graph— or drawing— of the 
contour of every hole on the course 
is shown in the book. The graph 
contains space for the player to 
draw a line from the tee to the ap­
proximate location of his drlye, and 
from there to hie “ lie” on the 
second shot, and so on— as he zig­
zags his way to the green (If he 
zig-zags.) If he lands his approach 
in a trap he can depict that, as the 
drawing of each hole shows the 
traps, as well as the contour of 
the greens.

The directions as printed inside

fthe front cover page are as follows;
Score Each Stroke 

“ To score each stroke, draw ft 
line to indicate,the course of the 
ball from tee to cup, placing a 
circle or dot where each stroke 1* 
played. Errors, or mls*ed shots, 
may be indicated by placing some 
appropriate notation opposite each 
shot Indication.”

Oldham says that the holes on 
any course ordering cards ot this 
character may be duplicated in this 
booklet so that the player on that 
course may have a real graphic 
chart to keep and study their game 
by. The advantages claimed for 
the cards are set forth by the in­
ventor as follows, the form being 
copyrighted:

“ This score card gives many sur­
prising advantages to all golfers 
from beginners to champions. It 
quickly Improves one’s game by 
showing all weak points at once and 
every time. This calls attention' 
to where correction and practice is 
most needed.

Adds to Pleasure 
“ This record adds greatly to the 

pleasure ot golf and becomes cher­
ished as time goes by. It affords 
greater interest and accuracy In 
scoring tournaments and match 
games.

“ It seems to me, after looking the 
card over, that it has one advan­
tage; real appeal to the gabby golf­
er. A lot of those chaps who go 
out once a week, on the Sabbath 
probably would relish keeping the 
record of their game so they could 
show it to the wife when they re­
turn after* dark, and to the fellows 
in the office for the rest of the 
week.

“ Then, tod, they would have 
something to think about all week. 
For the new type card certainly 
contains all the news— good and 
bad.”

Other Tasks
In addition to these special pro­

visions in the direction of Improved 
returns, the board should be 
organized to investigate, every field 
of economic betterment for the 
farmer so as to furnish guidance as 
to need-’ In production, to devise 
methods for, elimination of unprofit­
able marginal lands and their adap- 

I tatlon to other uses: to develop In­
dustrial by-products and to survey 
a score of other fields of helpful­
ness.

Certain safeguards must natural­
ly-surround these activities and the 
instrumentalities that are created. 
Certain vital principles must be ad­
hered to In order that we may not 
undermine the freedom of our 
farmers and of our people as a 
whole burepucratlc and govern­
mental domination and Interfer­
ence. We must not undermine 
initiative. There should be no fee 
or tax Imposed upon the farmer. No 
governmental agency should engage 
in the buying and selling and price 
fixing of products, for such courses 
can lead only to bureaucracy and 
domination. Government funds 
should not he loaned or facilities 
duplicated where other services of 
credit and facilities are available at 
reasonable rates. < No activities 
should be set in motion that will 
result In'Increasing the surplus pro­
duction, as such will defeat any 
plans o^ relief.

The most progressive movement 
in all agriculture has been the up­
building of the. farmer’s own mar­
keting organizatlo.ns, w'hich now 
embrace nearly two million farmers 
in’ membership and annually dis­
tribute $2,500,000 worth of farm 
products.

These organizations have ac­
quired experience in virtually every 
branch of their Industry, and fur­
nish a substantial basis upon which 
to build further organization. Not 
a ll. these marketing organizations 
are of the same type, but the test 
of them is whether or not they are 
farmer owned or farmer controlled. 
In order to strengthen, and not to 
undermine them, all proposals for 
governmental assistance should 
originate with such organizations 
and be the result of their applica­
tion. Moreover by such bases of or­
ganization the government will be 
removed from engaging in the busi­
ness of agriculture.

Will Take Time 
The diflicultles of agriculture can 

not be cured in a day; they can not 
all be cured by legislation; they 
can not be cured by the federal gov­
ernment alone. But farmers and 
their organizations can be assisted 
to overcome, these inequalities. 
Every effort of this character is an 
experiment, and we shall find from 
our experience the way to further 
advance. We must make a start. 
With the creation of a great instru­
mentality of this character, of a 
strength and importance equal to 
that of those which we have created 
for transportation and banking, we 
give immediate assurance of the 
determined purpose of the govern­
ment to meet the difficulties of 
which we are now aware, and to 
create an agency through which 
constructive action for the future 
will be assured.

In this treatment of this prob­
lem we recognize the responsibility 
of the people as a whole, and we 
shall lay the foundations for a new 
day in agriculture, from which we 
shall preserve to the nation the 
great value of individuality and 
strengthen our whole national fab­
ric.

Considers the Tariff.
In considering the tariff for 

other industries that agriculture, 
we find that there have been eco­
nomic shifts necessitating a read­
justment of some of the tariff 
schedules. Seven years of experi­
ence under the tariff bill enacted 
in 1922 have demonstrated the wis­
dom of congress in the enactment 
of that measure. On the whole It 
has worked well. In the main our 
wages’ have been maintained at 
high levels; our exports and Im­
ports have steadily increased; with 
some exceptions our manufacturing 
Industries have been prosperous. 
Nevertheless, economic changes 
have taken place during that tlnie, 
which have'placed certain domestic 
products at a disadvantage and new 
industries have come into being. 
All of which creates the necessity 
for some limited changes in the 
schedules and In the administrative 
clauses of the laws as written In 
1922.

It would seem to me that the test 
of necessity for revision is in the 
main whether there has been a sub­
stantial slackening of activity In an

Industry during the past few years, 
and a consequent decrease of em­
ployment due to insurmountable 
competition in the products of that 
industry.'

It is not as if we were setting up 
a new basis of protective duties. We 
did that seven years ago. What we 
need to remedy now is whatever 
substantial loss of employment may 
have resulted from shifts since that 
time, -

’So Discrimination.
No discrimination against any 

foreign industry is Involved in 
equalizing the difference in costs of 
production at home and abroad and 
thus taking from foreign producers 
the advantages they derive from 
paying lower wages to labor. In­
deed, such equalization is not only 
a measure of social justice at home, 
but by tLe lift It gives .;<> our stand­
ards of living we increase the de­
mand for those goods from abroad 
that we do not ourselves produce. 
In a large sense we have learned 
that the cheapening of the toller 
decreases rather than promotes 
permanent prosperity because It re­
duces the consuming power of the 
people.

In determining changes In our 
tariff we must not fail to take Into 
account the broad Interests of the 
country as a whole, and such inter­
ests Include our trade relations 
with other countries. It is ob­
viously unwise protection which 
sacrifices a greater amount of em­
ployment in exports to gain a less 
amount of employment from Im­
ports.

Need Import Revision.
I am Impressed with the fact that 

we also need Import revision in 
some of the administrative phases 
of the tariff. The tariff commis­
sion should bo reorganized and 
placed upon a basis of higher sal 
aries in order that we may at all 
times command men of the broadest 
attainments. Seven years of ex­
perience have proved the principle 
of flexible tariff to be practical, 
and In the long view a most impor­
tant principle to maintain. However, 
the basis upon which the tariff 
commission makes its recommenda­
tions to the President for adminis­
trative changes in the rates of duty 
should be made more automatic and 
more comprehensive, to the end 
that the time required for deter­
minations by the tariff commission 
shall be greatly shortened. The 
formula upon which the commis­
sion must now act often requires 
that years be consumed in reaching 
conclusions where it should require 
only months. Its very purpose is 
defeated by delays. I believe a 
formula can he found that will In­
sure rapid and accurate determina­
tion of needed changes in rates. 
With such strengthening of the tar­
iff commission and of its basis for 
action many secondary changes in 
tariff can well be left to action by 
the commission, which at the same 
time will give complete security to 
industry for the future.

Books Kept Secret. 
Furthermore, considerable weak­

ness on the administrative side- of 
the tariff have developed, especially 
in the valuations for assessinents of 
duty. There' are cases of, under­
valuations that are difficult to dis­
cover without access to the books 
of foreign manufacturers, which 
they are reluctant to offer. This 
has become also a great source of 
friction abroad. There Is Increas­
ing shipment of goods on consign­
ment, particularly by foreign ship­
pers to concerns that they control 
in the United States, and this prac­
tice makes valuations difficult to 
determine. I believe it is desirable 
to furnish to the Treasury a 
sounder basis for valuation in 
these and other cases.

It is my understanding that it is 
the purpose of the leaders 'of Con­
gress to confine the deliberations' 
of the session mainly to the ques­
tions of farm relief and tariff. In 
this policy I concur. There are, 
however, certain matters of emerr 
gency legislation that were partially 
completed in the last session, such  ̂
as the deciennial census, the reap­
portionment of Congressional rep­
resentation, and the suspension of 
the National' Origins clause ’of the 
Immigration Act of 1924, together 
with some minor administrative au­
thorizations. I understand that 
these measures can be reundertaken 
without unduly extending the ses­
sion. I recommend their consum­
mation as being in the public Inter­
est.
