Berlin, April 19.—The break In
the reparations negotiations in
Paris was considered at a Cabinet
meeting this afterncon.

While no official statement was
issued, it was believed that Dr.

Hjalmar Schacht, head of the Ger-
man delegation of reparation ex-|
perts, would be urged to try to
save the conference and to work
for a provisional settlement.

If the reparation conference act-
ually disintegrates, Germany will
face hard times, it was agreed by
the press and business circles here.

But the hope persisted that a
way would be found to discuss a
provisional settlement for the next
15 years, for which period the al-
lied and German reparation figures
are comparatively close.

Prices Drop.

The collapse of the negotiations
in Paris had a de_-essing effect
upon the Berlin Borse and stocks
dropped from 10 to 20 points before
the list became steady.

What Caused Collapse.

It is declared here that the sub-
stitution of political for economic
considerations, and especially the
merging of the reparation and war
debt issues were responsible for the
collapse.

Many blame Dr, Hjalmar
Schacht, head of the German dele-
gation, for raising political consid-
erations himself, but it was pointed
out semi-officially that Dr. Schacht
also presented a non-political plan,
and Teft thedoor open for further
negotiations. Newspapers called at-
tention to the faet that Dr. Schacht
emphasized the circumstance that
Germany already had paid 46,500,-
000,000 marks but that he did not
get a chance to explain his two sets
of proposals.

Predictions are generally made
that the Dawes plan, under which
Germany is now paying reparations,
will break down as soon as trans-
fe: protection of German currency
goes into effect and payments to
the Allies are accordingly curtailed.

WASHINGTON'S VIEWS

tions experts to arrive at a fixation
of Germany's war bill,

Eventually a settlement will be

LORD REVELSTOKE
IS DEAD IN PARIS

British Delegate to War Debt
Parley Dies Suddenly in
Hotel.

Paris, April 19.—Lord Revel-
stoke, 66, British delegate at the
conference of reparations experts
here, was found dead in bed at his
hotel this morning,

Lord Revelstoke was chairman
of the sub-committee which yester-
day was unable to reach any agree-
ment with the chief German dele-
gate to the reparations conference,
Dr. Hjalmar Schacht, regarding the
ultimate sum and number of an-
nuities Germany should pay the Al-
lies.

He was expected today to report
to the plenary session of the ex-
perts, possibly its last meeting aft-
er ten weeks of toil, that a dead-
lock on the figures had been reach-
ed.

The death of Lord Revelstoke
may have a far-reaching effect up-
on the negotiations, His report and
recommendations to ¢we plenary
gession naturally will be delayed.

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HOUSE, SENATE
AT ODDS OVER
FARMERS' BILL

Lower Branch for Hoover’s

Plan While Upper Drafts
Different Bill—May De-

lay Passage.

Washington, April 19.—The new
farm bill, an agricultural reliet
measure entirely acceptable to

President Hoover was debated
again in the House today while
Senate farm leaders sought to
agree upon the draft of a different
bill.

Administration forces were in
complete control of the ‘“House,
with even the rebellious old farm
bloc standing staunchly, behind the
bill which has Mr. Hoover's ap-
proval. The outlook was just the
opposite in the Senate, where Sen-
ator McNary (R) of Oregon, intro-
duced a bill containing an export
bounty or debenture provision—a
relief proposal that the White
House regards with cold disfavor.

The Senate agriculture commit-
tee met again today in an effort to
agree upon the McNary draft. The
bill, aside from the debenture plan,
carried approximately the same
terms as the House bill, including
the creation of a Federal Farm

tion corporations for each crop and
federal aid for co-operatives., Sena-
tor McNary incidentally predicted
the Senate committee would ap-
prove his bill,
Leaders' Prediction

While debate continued in the
FHouse, administration leaders con-
fidently asserted the bill would be
passed next week 'y the Lower
Branch of Congress in exactly the
form in which it met Mr. Hoover's
endorsement. While it was expect-
ed that several attempts,would be
made to amend the bill, adminis-
tration spokesmen said they had
enough votes to insure its enact-
ment in the present form. They
planned to block a vote on the de-
benture provision under the
House's rules, while even the old
Farm Bloc has agreed privately to
abandon the equalization fee,
which brouglit vetoe; to two other
farm relief bills in recent years.

The sentiment in the House ap-
parently was overwhelmingly in
favor of enacting a bill, which
would meet with presidential ap-
proval. The House farm leaders
openly declared they were tired of
fighting for legislation, certain of
defeat, and were preparsd now 1o’
battle for a bill which would be-
come a law if approved by Con-
gress.

SAY MOONSHINE AGE
CAUSED HIS DEATH

Jury of Educators Make Re-
port on Chicago Tragedy;
Blame Present Age.

Chicago, April 19.—Scientific
analysis of the “moonshine age,” as

compiled by six eminent educators,
was being pondered over by Chi-
cago parents today following the
coroner's jury report on the death
of George Lux, Kkilled in an
automobile accident during a
“whoopee’ tour of roadhouses

- with™His boy and girl friends, most

of them high school students.

The crux of the six distinguished
jurors’ finding was that young Lux
died a victim of the ‘‘moonshine
age,” and that no one in particular
was responsible for his death. The
18-year-old driver of the car, the
jury bluntly stated, was intoxicat-
ed. And vet, no action against him
was recommended. He too, it was
inferred, was a viectim of the age.

Constructive Report.

The report, as delivered to Coro-
ner Herman N, Bundesen, was con-
structive, however, as well as fault-
finding. Tt recommended far reach-
ing and drastic official aection to
control the violent excesses of mod-
ern youth. TFor instance, the shut-
ting off of liquor sales to school
children and passage of a law
to limit the number of persons in
the front seat of an automobile to
two.

The problems in the main, while
not of their own making, must be
solved by the young people them-
selves, the jury found.

- Those on Jury.

The jury was composed of Sher-
man Steele, professor of law at
Loyola University; Prof. Samuel
Stevens, head of the psychology de-
partment to Northwestern Unlvers-
ity: Prof. E. W. Burgess, noted
sociologist at the University of Chi-
cago; Edward J. Tobin, Cook coun-
ty superintendent of schools; Paul
T. Buszin, head of the Lutheran
parochial schools of Northwestern
Illinois, and Benjamin F. Buck, as-
sistant superintendent of -:hools in
Chicago. 7

1. The fear that universal appl-
cation of the maximum penalties of
the Act will ‘contribute materially
to the unpopularity of prohibition;

2. The fear that juries would be
reluctant to convict under it. A jury
might not hesitate to convict a vio-
lator of a misdemeanor, involving
unusually a fine, but it might balk
at convicting for a felony, involving
a maximum of five years imprison-
-ment, $10,000 fine and loss of citi-
zenship in any case. :

3. A desire to win the first test
of the Jones law befors the United
States Supreme Court.

This last reason is considered by
the prosécuting arm of the govern-
ment to be fairly important,

Realizing that the first violator
convicted under the Jones Act and
“‘given the limit"” probably will gar-
ry the case to the Supreme Court
of the United States for a test case,
Mrs. Willebrandt wants to have
that test made on a.case that ig gs
nearly fool-proof as possible. Bhe
doesn't want to go before the high-
est tribunal with a case that is not
rock-ribbed from the government's
point of view, "

She realizes that the decision ot
the Supreme bench carries with it a
moral and psychological infiuence
difficult to ‘underestimate. She
wants that first decision to be for
the government. o

Precedence applies to dinners,
receptions and formal calls.

There is a real thrill in training
and racing homing pigeons.. It is
the same thrill that animates the
race horse owner as his colors flash
past the wire. or that inspires the
dog fancier when his pups come
away with the blue ribhon in field
trials. It iz a sense of superiorty
that has heen strugegled for by men
the world over. The whole busi-
ness of ownine. mating, breeding,
training. and fiying carrier pigeons
has a facination about it that brings
out the sporting instincts of a man
and leads him to unmeasured effort
tn produce a fiying team that will
win honors for him during vace
gseason. It ls an inspiration for
many sportsmen.

Homing plzeons have a wonder-
ful ability to return to their homes
which {s made use of for messenzer
service as well as for sport. Re-
markable records of endurance and
speed have been made. Their nse
and value were greatly utilized for
messenger service during the
World War. One case of supreme
endurance was noted in France by
an American bird. The bird was
liberated at Grand Pre at 2:35 p.
m., during intense machine gun
and artillery action. This bird de-
livered i*s message tn the loft al
Ramnort a distance of 24.84 miles,
in 25 minutes. One leg had been
cshot off and the breast had been in-
jured by a machine gun bullet, but
even under these circumstances the
hird delivered its very important
message.

Pigeons kept for messengzer ser-
vice or racing are carefully bred
from a line of record performers.
The development of the racing
homers has been accomplished by
carefnl training and fising, and the
slimination of breeding stock
xhose offspring have not perform-
»d satisfactorily.

Like race horses, prize fighters,
foothall plavers, or any other athle-
‘ie performer requiring physical en-
jurance., pigeons that are expected
‘0 fiy well over great distances in
all kinds of weather must be kept
in perfect physical condition. A
nigeon shounld also have perfect
reather development, especiallv in
the wings.. Thorough traininz is as
pesential as breeding in the success-
full management of homing
pigeons. A little tralning is given
at a time and this is thoroughly
learned before the longer flights
are attempted.

The distance that .pigeons will
fiv i¢ one dav depends on the
weather and their breeding. Flights
5f 700 miles in one day have heen
made. A record endurance flight
was made from San Antonio, Texas
‘o Brooklyn. N. Y. These flights,
however, are seldom made because
of the severe phvsical sirain on the
birds svstem. The speed a pigeon
can make depends on the wind and
weather. Records as high as 2,200
vards a minute have been made
with the wind in their favor. Under
normal weather conditions birds
usually fiv at a speed of 45 to 60
miles per hour.

Youngsters are raised only dur-
ing the natural breedinz =season
which is in the spring. Youngsters
are usually ralsed up to June 15.
nf each year. Racing pigeon
fanciers throughout the country,
hesides getting a thrill out of the
present old bird races are actually
rngaged in the rearing of young-
sfers fér their young bird races in
he fall.

HARDY BORDER
SUPPLANTS OLD-STYLE
FLOWER BEDS

By ROMAINE B. WARB

, The hardy or herbaceous bor-
der is without doubt the most
popular form of gardening in the
hom: grounds today. It has taken
the place of the old flower ‘“‘beds"”
throughout the country and isa
great improvement over them.
The first thing to be considered

in vlanning a hardy border is to |

provide a background. This may
he a mass of shrubs, a hedge or a
fence covered with vines. In Eng-
land. where the hardy border
originated, they often. are placed
with & brick or stope wall as a
background, a most admirable sit-
uaticn. A hardy border should be
wide enough to provide for a
goodly cuccession of -bloom. Six
to ten feet is mnot too wide and
some of the finest examples are
fourteen feet wide.
lv are located at the outer edges
of the lawn area where they are
the decorative features of the
place,

The soil preparation for a hardy
border should be very thorough.
because the plants are set in it for
a period of several years. If the
toundation is not well lald the
nlants will suffer for want of fnod.
Theyr are crowded close together
and have to get their food from
a very limited space In ecompeti-
tion with many other things. Not
only must they be well provided
{or in the beginnirz. but they will
need to be fertilized each year {f
thev are to grow right.

The hardv horder does not nee-
essarily exclude the lowly annuals
as they are needed for summer
bloom. In mid-summer thers s
alwavg a season when there Is lit-
tle bloom among the hardy plants
and then the annuals are invalu-
able. Too, vou will need the
spring flowering hulbs to give you
great masses of color In the
spring.

The bulbs should be planted in
masses of a dozen to & hundred
either all of one kind - or in mix-
ture. Avold straight lines =and
geometrical figures. They belong
to the old school of garderinz and
are out of place in thess times.
the bulbs may he succeeded by
annuals planted right over ther.
thus getting two seasons of bloom
from the same space.

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HEALTH

STATE SHOULD SUPERVISE
HEALTH CONDITIONS
AT PUBLIC CAMPS

By MORRIS FISHBEIN
Editor Journal of the American
Medical Association and of Hygeia,

Already the owners and pro-
prietors of summer camps are
beginning the spring cleaning and
the modifications .necessary (o
make the camps suitable for safe
occupancy during the coming hot
season.

There are only a few of the
states in this country that provide
for regular inspection of camps bv
officers of the state board of health,
Since 1926, Maryland has had regu-
lar supervision and iuspection of
camps. In 1928 104 camps were
inspected in that state and only 76
were licensed to operate. Only the
camps that meet the state require-
ments for sanitation and for gen-
eral care can obtain & license to

; operate.

It is a strange aspect of human
logle that a parent who will have
his child in a private $school with
regular examination and the best
of medical care during the winter
season will send that child to a
camp during the summer, hundreds
and sometimes thousands of miles
from home, and never glve a
thouzht to the possible dangers
that the child may have (0 over-
come from a sanitary and health
point of view.

Many camps have not the slight-
est arrangements for screening of

®sleeping quarters. Some, although
located in rural districts, feed chil-
dren largely on canned [nstead of
fresh vegetables. Some camps con-
[stitate bad fire risks because oll
lamps are used, being hung directly
on frame shacks of flimpsy con-
siruction.

Medical assistance varies from
| the constant presence of a nurse o
|the use of hospital internes, recent
graduates, doctors 30 or 40 miles
away or doctors actually in resi-
dence in charze of the camp. Be-
yvond these questions comes the
consideration of such fundamental
sanitary problems as proper water
supply. milk supply and sewage
disnnsal.

The state of Maryland asks all
_cnnducrors of camps, vhether for
adunlts or children, tourists or resi-
(ents, to make due application for
"inspection; It provides rules and
regulations governing camp ground
sanitation and plans for protecting
snrings and wells from pollution.
Plans for small living quarters in
camps and advice In regard to suit-
able building
tilation are also available.

Other states will do well to fol-
low the example of Maryland and
zive to people who use summer
camps proper protection against
sanitary deficiencles. In the other
considerations that have Leen men-
tioned leadership must come from
owners,# managers and parents.
Only such co-operation will secure
for the children In summer camps
the type of safety and medical care
that parents provide for them at
home.

Tondon.—*‘America is, both for
good and evil, a very backward
country.”

It was Gilbert Xeith Chesterton,
an able poet, good novelist, {fine
biographer and one of the best .es-
sayists now writing, who made that
remark.

One went to see “G. K. C.” pre-
pared to do battle with him about
his above statement. America,
backward? America, wilh ils as-
tounding level of comfort and pros-
perity for the great mass of its citi-
zens, with its tremendous material
and scientific progress, with lls[
schools, universities, hospitals, en-
dowed institutes of research?

I was over in America in 1921 on
a long lecturing tour and when 1
speak of the real America T do not
mean your feverish gophisticated
big cities, but the quiet villages and
hamlets of your unsophisticated
and more_ or less innocent Middle
West. The Middle West is a region
where the modern poison has not
penetrated—it is so large, so re-
mote, so self-contained. England
is a smaller country and the poison
has penetrated nearly everywhere.

Majority of Crowd ThoughtT

Blow Low; New Yorker
Lies on Canvas Apparent-
ly Writhing in Agony;
Was Thoroughly Out-
classed. |

Frankie O'Brien, promising Hart-
ford welterweight, was awarded a
knockout victory over Jobaony Hay-

stack of Binghamton. N. Y., in the
eighth tound of their star bout at
Foot Guard Hall in Hartford last
night, but there will long remain a
doubt in the minds of many persons
who saw the contest as to whether
the blow which finished Haystack
was fair or foul

Exclnding the questionable blow
for the moment, there was no doubt
as to which boxer Wwas winning.
O'Brien took every round and gave
Havstack a sever:® punishment: one
that will probably keep Haystack
idle for some time. However. the
New York state battler exhibited
ereat courage. He stood un under
a barreze of hard lefts and rights to
the head and body that would have
finished an ordinary hoxer much
quicker than eight rounds.

It was Haystack's sheer game-
ness: ability to take a had heating
and come hack for more. that put
him in gond stead with the capacity
ecrowd. He gained more symnath-
izers when. after going down for a
count of nine twice in the sixth
round. he stezgered to his corner
at the bell. Agzain in the seventh,
he was all bat out. vet managed to
drag himself back to his corner
where his attendants worked over
him franticallv,

Then came the document of the
eveninz, After ahsorbing several
hard Dblows. Havstack crumbled
under a vicious left uppercut that
struck near the walistline. He
rolled over onto his back apparent-
]y writhing in agony. meanwhile
pounding both gloves on the can-
vass and shaking his head as if in
protest to Referee Bill Conway who
ruled the hipw legitimate ty stand-
ir over Haystack and counting
him outf.

Mighty Clever Faking?

1f Havsiack was faking. or look-
ing for the easiest way out as some
would say, it was the best piece of
ring acting 1 have ever been privil-
adged to witness. An idea of its
effect unon the large crowd, may he
«leaned from the fact that the
hoots and jerers. fully seventy-five
percent of the crowd had heen ‘in-
filuenced by Haystack's actions (o
helieve that the questionahle hlow
conld not have been other ]han
foul. However, a comparatively
small percentage of this number
were in position to see whether the
blow was low or not.

1f Hayvstack was really fouled he
couldn’t have been hurt seriously
for once Conway finished the count,
he was able to get up and cross the
ring in pursuit of the referee.
O'Brien held him back and by that
time his ceconds were in the ring.
Thev helned Haystack hack to his
corner. The New Yorker still ao-
but Dr.
John J. McLean who conducted two
examinations, one in the ring and
another in the dressing quarters
afterward, found no evidence of &
foul bhlow. However. it should be
remembered that the mere fact that
{he cup wasn't dented. doesn't
prove he wasn't hit low.

Don't Usually Get Up

While it is possible that Hay-
stack's great stamina enabled him
in rise after being counted out, on
the other hand a fighter who is bad-
1v hurt from a foul blow usually re-
clines on the canvas much longer
and has to be carried to his corner.
The fact that jmpressed a majority
nf the fans and made them believe
that Haystack was fouled was his
refusal to quit at the end of the
sixth and seventh rounds when he
was on the verge of a knockout.
They would have excused his exit
then.

Another fact that put many of
the ecrowd azainst Referee Conway
was because he allowed O'Brien to
commit several infractions of the
rules earlier in the bout. Although
causing no serious injurv, O’'Brien
hit low at least twice and also was
guilty of hitting on break two oOr
three times. Bnt from a stand-
point of actual fighting. there was
no question as to which fichter won.
Haysteck took a very bad beating.
He weighed 161 1-2 against 157 for
O'Brien.

Zotter Kayoes Blaine

In the semi-final bont of the eve-
ningz, Joe Zotter of New Britain
squared accounts with Mickey
Blaine of Indian Orchard by scor-
ing a technical knockout victory in
the sixth of an eight round bout.
Floored twice in the opening round.
the Hardware City youth came hack
strong to floor Blaine in each of the
next two rounds and to take the
fourth round by a wide margin.
The fifth was about even. Mickey
was floored twice before the hout
was stopped in the sixth. Zotter's
deadly rizhts paved the way for
Blaine's downfall.

We fouti-
ated the backward pass because wWe
found the zame was tightening up
too much and again’'we ercouraged
its use by'giving the attacking side
much the same .protection.

Why Changes Were Made.

“Now, we find the running back
of fumbles from scrimmage, re-
covered by the defense, too great i
penalty for a manual error, Even
as matters now stand, we estimate
tliat this error will cost the side re-
sponsible an average of 40 yards.
Only the blocked kick now is open
to an advance at will and here we
feel the recovering side is entitled
to everything as a reward for alert-
ness,

“Coaches, officials and commil-
teemen have considered this change
for a year tefore we made it. They
were virtually unanimous in favor
of it and the last coaches associa-
tion meeting at New Orleans voted
for It about 93 per cent."”
