MEXICAN ARMIES
20 MILES APART

Expect Battle Today in So-
nora—Armies Equal m
Number.

Mexico City, April 24—The-Fed-
eral army division of the northwest,
commanded by Gen. Lazardo Car-
denas, advanced at dawn this morn-

Ing to give battle to the rebels en-
trenched at Maciaca, Sonora, 40
mides south of Navajoa.

Dispatches received from General
Cardenas and from General Plutar-
co Elias Calles, commander-in-chief
of the Federals, ctaled that the
Federals, well supported with
artillery, were moving forward to
engage the Insurgents in decisive
combat.

No fighting has taken place dur-
ing the past 488 hours. For the
hostile armies had not yet establish-
ed contact with each other. It was
not absolutely certain that the
rebels would stand their ground,
although their numbers were be-
lieved to be about equal with those
of the Federals and they have the
advantage of positions,

20 Miles Apart

The two main bodies at midnight
were twenty miles apart. At that
hour Gen. Cardenas sent a dispatch
tc President Portes Gil from Don,
a small station just over the Sonora
line, saying that his forces were
concentrated there and that they
wounld move upon the rebel works
at daybreak.

The telegram read: "The infan-
try and artillery of the division of
the northyest are now at this hour.
12:15 a. m., concentrated here.

6 PASSENGERS DIE
ON AFRICAN TRIP

(Steamship  Officials First

Deny Report—Four Died
of Malaria.

London, April 24.—The manager
of the offices’ of the Canadian Paci-
fic Steamship company here today
admitted that six deaths occurred

during the four months ' cruise of
the liner Duchess of Atholl in South
American and African waters.

Of the six who died, four were
passengers who succumbed to
malaria, the official stated, while
the other twp were members of
the erew who were vietims of other
maladles which were not contagious.
Three of the four passengers who
died were Americans,

Previous to the Canadian Pacific
manager’'s admission, the company
had maintained that only four
deaths occurred, According to the
earlier statement which denied the
presence of any contagious disease
aboard the ship, all four who died
were passengers two of whom died
from malaria, the other two from
sunstroke.

Those Who Died.
The Duchess of Atholl is sched-
uled to end its cruise today with a
call at Cherbourg  before finally
docking at Southampton. The Can-
adian Pacific manager said that no
one would be allowed to board Lhe
ship at Cherbourg.

Raymond Henry Nor-
web, first seeretary of the Ameri-
can Embassy at the Hague, and son
of one of the passengers who died,
is now at Southampton awaiting
the arrival of the ship in order to
get fuller details of his father’s
death.

Captain BE. Grifiith, in a state-
ment to International News Serv-
ice, confirmed that four passengers
died of malignant malaria, He said
that one steward died of liver trou-
ble and another died from bloou
poisoning.

“All went well until some of the
passengers landed at Cape Town
and traveled overland to Victoria
Falls National Park. They rejoined
the ship at Durban. Then the liner
called at Dar-Es-Salaam, Zanzibar
and Mombassa,

Seven Taken Bick

“Shortly after leaving Mombassa
the weather became very hot, the
thermometer registering 100 de-
grees in the sun. Seven passengers
became ill of . high fever, We
thought at first it was the result of
the heat, but later the ship's sur-
geon diagnosed the aflment as
malignant malaria contracted at
Victoria Falls. Four died; three re-
covered.

““All were given proper medical
attention. We had a specialist coms
from Calro and one from another
port, Otherwise the ship’s doctor
and his assistant handled the
cases."

200 ENTRY PORTS
ON WAITING LIST

Treasary Department Flood-
ed With Applications from
City Airports.

Washinzton, April 24—Several
hundred applications of air ports
of entry will be turned down by the
Treasury Department, it was learn-
ed today.

Virtually every city in the coun-
try boasting of a first-class alirport
bas asked the Treasury to provide
customs facilities that passengers
and freight, express or mail be
landed directly from abroad.

So far nine airports of entry have
been created. Key West, Miaml,
Brownsville, Texas, San Diego, Los
Angeles; St. Paul, Albany and
Newark, N. J.

A number of new airports' of
entry will be authorized by the
Treasury, but officials  explained
that none would be created until
real necessity arose—that is, where
an established trafiic with foreign
countries had been bullt up.

Most of the applications are
based upon a desire of citles to in-
crease the prestige of their airport
facilities and not on a real require-~
ment for.customs facilities. =~ Of-
ficlals gaid that it would be impos-
sible to approve the class of appli-
cation becanse of-the limited funds
available for the establishment of
customs sub-ports.

Pressure brought to hear upon
the Customs Bureau for expansion
of the ports of entry to alrports in-
dicates the rapld advance of aero-
nautical transportation.’

| King, of Utah, Says There is

Nothing in ~Constitution
That Even Guarantees Re-
ligious Liberty.

Washington, April 24.—One of
the most profound constitutional
questions ever to provoke Senatori-
al controversy was being debated
by lawyers on Capital Hill today as
a result of the declaration by Sena-
tor Willlam H. King (D) of Utah,
that there are no constitutional
guarantees of free speech, peace-
ful assemblage or re.igious liberty.

Although oralors have thrilled
aundiences since time immemorial
by asserting these ‘‘constitutional
rights,” King brande them to the
Senate as {allacies, He declared the
Constitution merely prohibited
Congress from destroying the
rights but guve the federal govern-
ment no power to enforce them.
Any state, he said, could outlaw
free speech, end religions freedom
or terminate free assemblages If its
own Constitution failed to guaran-
tee these rights.

An International News Service
poll of the Senate's most noted con-
stitutional lawyers revealed a di-
versity of opinion among them.
Senatorg Thomas J. Walsh (D) of
Montana, and Walter F. George

and fiercely. ‘

Curry, once a messenger boy and
telegraph operator, won his distriet
Teadership 26 years ago by leading
a revolution against an older lead-
er. He has been fighting evér since
although one would not
from his gentle and refined appear-
ance.

He is a small, nervous man with'
twinkling eyes, a high forehead and
a closely clipped ~moustache.: He
makes friends easily and - holds
them, but never drinks nor uses
profanity.

'No Tinkering Wlh 5.5-3 Ra-

tio of Naval Strength Laid
Down in the Washington
Treaties—No Recession
from the Basic Principle
of American Naval Parity
With Great Britain. -

Washington, April 24—Although
the United States has proposed a
real reduction in naval armament,
and expressed willingness to apply

'a new formula to the whole pro-

blem, there is to be no tinkering
with the .5-5-3 ratio of naval
strength laid down in the Washing-
ton treaties, and no recession from
the basic principle of American
naval parity with Great Britain.

Administration officials hastened
to emphasize these points today
while the cables were singing with
the burden of commendatory mes-
sages from abroad. Most of the
messages came from  England,
where the first reaction to the
American proposals appears to have
been “most happy,” as one official
expresses it.

Opinions May Change

It may be that later on, when the
experts and technicians start dig-
ging arcund in the mechanism of
the mpatter, the first flush of en-
thusiasm will be succceded by the
pale cast of doubt and controversy.
But for the time being commenda-
tion of Amdbassador Jibson'’s bold
specch is general on both sides of
thz Atlantic.

The difficulties of applying a for-
mula of “relative nseeds' to the
naval armament of the TUnited
States and Great Britain admitied-
ly are enormous, It will take

1s violating the 14th Amendment
sf the Federal Constitution. which
jeclares that no state shall deny to
iny person the right to tife, liberty
5r property without due process of
maw.”

Senator George,
oreme Court juslice
said: “The Federal
merely restrains Congress from
passing any law that would in-
‘ringe the liberty of speech or re-
dgious worship.

“It does not create any guaran-
teeg or rights. It merely puts
shackles on Congress. I would not
say any state, whose own Constitu-
tion was silent, could commit any
putrage against the liberties of the
-itizens. In such event, I believe
the federal gosernment could pro-
tect the citizens under the life, lib-
prty and property clause of the
Constitution.”

On the other wise, Senator
Borah, also recognized as a great
constitutional lawyer, observed: 1
believe the Constitution amounts to
a guarantee of freedom of speech,
peaceful assemblage and religious
liberty. If Congress is restrained
from passing any law to forbid
these liberties, the people are free
to exercise them ag rights.”

Senator @off, a former assistant
attorney-general, added: “The Fed-
eral Constitution in efiect guaran-
tees freedom of speech and reli-
gious worship. In event any state
should prohibit them, the Congress
can act under Section Four, which
gavs ‘The United Staies shall guar-
antee to every state in the Union
a Republican form of government.'
In order to justify this action, il
would be necessary merely to show
{hat the state was denying free
speech or freedom to religious wor-
ship, which are fundamental in a
Republican form of covernment.”

stitution is to guaramiee {reedom
of speech and religious worship.
The inhibition comports with that

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NO WORLD COURT “HEAD"

We have been asked, by a Man-
chester school boy, a question
which we found more difficulty in
answering than we anticipated, He
called this office on the telephone
and sald, “Would you tell me,
please, the name of the man who
is at the head of the World Court?"

Well, we couldn’'t tell him the
name of any man who was at the
head of the World Court, and we
suspect we know what he thought
of us. But as a matter of fact there
isn't any actual “head" of the
World Court in the sense that the
chief justice of the United States
heads the Supreme Court of this
country.

The composition of the Perma-
nent Court of International Justice,
which was conceived by the Ad-
visory Committee of Jurists and
adopted by the Assembly of the
League of Nationsg in 1920, pro-
vides for eleven regular judges and
four deputy judges. The election is
by independent, separate and con-
current vote of the Council of the
League and the League Assembly.
One of the full judges is Charles
Evans Hughes, the famous Ameri-
can jurist, who was elected in Sep-
tember last to take the place made
vacant by the resignation of John
Bassett Moore, This in spite of the
fact that the United States is not
a subscriber to the authority of the
court.

The organization of the court,
for the purpose of its deliberations,
1s merely one of convenience and
mutual arrangement. Wheatever it
may do in the way of selecting its
own presiding officer endows that
functionary with no power beyond
that sharzd equally by all his fel-
low judges. Sp that the term
“head" of the World Court is not
quite a possible one to employ,

For convenience in operation the
court does have a president and a
vice-president, chosen by the
judges from among their number,
and these officials of the court re-
slde permanently at the Hague,
which iz the seat of the tribunal.
Max Huber of Switzerland is the
present president of the court and
Charles Andre Weiss of France is
the vice-president. The other mem-
bers of the court répair to the
Hague annually for the yearly
meeting which, in default of any
emergency, opens each June 15 and

continues as long as the court has.

We can’t help be-
ing amazed—not that Judge Davis
of the Danbury City Court brusque-
ly dismissed the cases against five
motorists arrested for driving with
one light, not even that he saw fit
to declare these cases “trivial” and

~_ that he would dismiss all similar

ones, nor yet that he ordered the
clerk to refuse payment of costs
and defied the state policemen in
the cases, telling them to convey
his attitude to the superior officer
—but because nowhere is there the
faintest suggestion that Judge
Davis be relieved of a position
whose duties are so obviously too
trivial for his magnificent
tion.

The motoring laws of Connectl-
cut are liberal to a degree. Compli-
ance with them is in no case irk-
some or difficult to any person who
has a half way decent regard for
the lives of his fellow men,

There is no worse menace on
the roads, with the single excep-
tion of the drunken driver, thaw
the person who drives with one
light out. He who drives with no
light at all is a lesser danger. And
there i8 no way in the world of
ompelling a decent amount of care
with respect to automobile lights
except we enforce the law which
requires that such lights shall be
carried and prescribes their condl-
tion.

Today you are living on 8 vegeta-
ble diet made up of what are called
the non-starchy vegetables, The list
from which you are selecting your
vegetables really names almost all
of the vegetables, and thers are
not very many left which belong in
the starchy e¢lass, Potatoes and
Hubbard squash are about the only
ones you will not find in this list.
The tubers, such as parsnips, beats
and casrots could be listed as
medinm-starchy vegetables, as they
contain from sight to twelve per-
cent of starch, but these vegetables
may be usually placed in the non-
starchy class as their starch is not
sufficient to causa the same diges-
tive disturbances which are creat-
ed when such starches as the grains
and flours products made from the
grains are used.

The Manchester Chamber of
Commerce has been inquiring into

the identity and purposes of a visit-
or who has been conducting a “‘sur-
vey of business conditions” In
town and has learned that he is
the representative of a Springfield,
I1l., concern which is operating a
scheme that bears all the earmarks
of being a highly camouflaged first-
cousin of the ancient trading stamp
institution.

The plan is to line dp one retail
concern in each major line of mer-
chandise and supply the subseribers
with a lot of “stage’” money. Each
purchaser of goods in the stores re-
celves an amount of this toy script
equal Iin ostensible value to the
amount of real money he spends.
At intervals “auctions” of premium
goods are held in theaters and such
places, at which the toy money is
received in payment for the goods.

The Chamber's investigations
have elicited the fact that the con-
cern promoting this enterprise. is
financially reliable enough, but ex-
presses the opinion that the method
of business stimulation involved Is
highly artificial and therefore not
commercially healthy.

So far it could not be learned
that any Manchester merchants had
signed up.

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SPANISH-AMEBIOAN WAR,

Thirty-one years ago today
Spain declared war on the United
States in answer to resolutions
adopted by Congress, recognizing
the independence of the Cuban re-
publie,

These resolutions adopted on
April 19, 1898, the anniversary of
the battle of Lexington, the start
ol the Revolutionary War, and of
the first bloodshed of the Civil War
on the streets of Baltimore, were
in effect declarations of war on
Spain.

A certain mother wants te know
why her children don't obey her.
Her girl is three and the boy, eight.

It is the common cry—the uni-
versal plea, “Tell us how to make
our children obey.”

I can tell you what you might
do to make them obey, or, as I
don't like that word “make,” we'll
say “induce.”

I might give you a dozen ways
to show how to induce them.

But it is the old story of theory
and practice. It's like Lhe surgeon
who said that the operation was
successful, but added casually that
the patient died.

All sorts of theories are suc-
cessful—as theories—but when
they are put into practice, they up
and die on us.

But to go back to our family,
'tlmt little three-year-old girl prob-
ably misbehaves because her older
brother misbehaves, She Is pre-
cisely the age when children adore
to copy the actions of older people.
Who, more likely, than an older
brother of eight?

Slow to Learn to Obey

But of course, there is this Lo it,
too! Childran don't learn obedi-
ence all at once. They really have
to learn it as (hey learn lo eat
green vegetables, You have (o
keep after them kindly but con-
tinually until the habil iz estab-
lished. I wouldn’'t say that the
obedience habit is firmly estab-
lished by the fourth birthday. In
some cases it may be, but a spe-
cialist will say Lhat scieutifically
it j= not to be expected, It is
difficult to say just when perfect
obedience should be established—
probably before the sixth birthday.
Of course, the sooner, the belter.

As'to the eight-year-old boy,
that is something different entire-
ly., Where to put the blame for
that, who knows? Something has
gone wrong, for a child of eight
who disobeys knows that he {s dis-
obeying.

I have always recommended a
tolerant, more-or-less adjustable
code of laws for home -rule. Cer-
tainly the most bigoted parent
must recognize the fact that eir-
cumstances aller cases. Let me
underline that,

But certain basic laws, funda-
mentals, should have quick and
unquestioning obedience, Hunesly,
truth, kindness, promptness, should
be demanded,

I find that the type of parent
who has less trouble with the mat-
ter of obedience than any other,
Is the reasonable parent, and the
one who has established his chil-
dren's faith In him, 1 rcally be-
lieve that that is the prime essen-
tial of wunguestioning obedience.
That and the abllity to recognize
the fact that there are times when
hard and fast obedlencas is next
door to impossible,

EFFORTS TO READ
CHARACTER IN HAND-
WRITING USUALLY FAIL

- By DR, MORRIS FISHBEIN

Medical Association and of Hygeia,
the Health Magazine

The study of handwriting has
always had a partienlar appeal:
both for the scientist and
lJayman. Handwriting is individual,
and it has long been the belief of
some people thal it is possible to
read character from the peculiar
strokes that human beings make
in conveying their views on paper
with pen and Ink or pencil.

The attempt to read character
from handwriting is so inexact a
method as to have little, I any.
scienlific value, 1t s perhaps just
a3 inexact a sclence as the attempt
to read character from *he features
gr from personal appearance gen-
erally.

There are-so many exceptions to
the standards to be taken inlo con-
sideration that even expert nb-
servers find that the methods falil
by the exception alone.

The apotlieosis of folly in con-
nection with diagnosis from hand-
writing was the attempt of Albert
Abrams, founder of the electronic
method, to diagnose the diseases
from which famous persons in the
past may have suffered by placing
their signatures in his complicated
machine.

Of quite a different order are the
studies made by Charles L. Dana
of New York of the handwriting in
nervons diseases. For snme 15 years
he made patients suffering from
such nervous riseases a8 paralysis
agitans, or shakinz palsy: writer's
cramp. chronic aleohnllsm, general
paralysis. locomotor ataxia. epilep-
sy, senile deterioratinn, and other
forms of tremor, write their signa-
tures. Alsn, for purposes of com-
parizon. he had them = ‘ile the nun-
tamiliar name, “Willlam Shane-
speare,” and sometimes a long
word like "“Constantinople.”

It happened that he also had
available faesimiles of six signa-
tures of William Shakespeare.
which are definitely known to he
the authentie siznatures of the
zreat writer himself. These signa-
tures are shaky and unaven.

Donetor Dana collecled and ex-
amined in all several hundred sig-
natures of patients with nervous
dizeases. He concluded from his
sturdy that there are few nervous
diseazes or conditinns that can te
diagnosed by ths handwriting
alone.

Hawever. In some instances the
disturbance iz so definite as to
afford readv aid in recognition of
disease. For Instance, natients
with paralysis agitans or witi cer-
tain fvpes of epidemie encephalitiz
or inflammasation of the vrain. have
tremors ‘whirh show themselves
definitely in the'handwriting, The
signature shows tremulousness,
lack of termipal finish, shaded or
heavv letiering and progressive
diminntion in the size of the letters.

Paralysis Betrays [tself

Persons with general paralysis
or “softening of the brain™ write
a signature showing tremor, ir-
regular level, blotg, omissions of
letters, erasnres and simllar nn-
evenness. Obviously such a signa-
ture compared with the patient's
previous signature affords definite
{ndication of change. Patients with
general paralysis usuallv have ex-
treme self-confidence, and. as miaht
he expected, there is mno confusion
in the terminal letters of thelr
signatures, which are flnished up
well.

His comparison of the siznature
of William Shakespeare with those
of the natients with various ner-
vous diseases cansed him to be-
come convinced that Shakespeare
suffered with no disease of thls
kind, even late in his life. How-
ever. Shakespeare died al the agze
of 52 years, and [t seems reason-
able to believe that a man who died
at this age and had some trouble
with handwriting probably had a
disturbance of the blood supnly to
the brain, such as is associated with
hardening of the' vessels or dis-
turbance of the regular circulation.
