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MELLON FACTOR
INBIGMERGER
CONGRESS TOLD

Senate Committee Behind
Locked Doors, Resumes
Its Deliberations Over
Secretary of the Treasury

Washington, May 2.—A search-
ing investigation into the partici-
pation of Andrew W, Mellon in the
merger of the Aluminum Company
of America with the Canadian De-
velopment company -four years a2go
probably will be undertaken by

the Senate judiclary commitiee be-
fore rendering a verdict of his
eligibility to serve as Secretary of
the Treasury, it was learned to-
day.

%‘he committee already has pos-
gession of a deposition, made by4
Mellon last July in a lawsuit grow-
ing out of the merger, which has
thrown & new light on his connec-
tion with the aluminum company.
In his deposition, Mellon admitted
he was a “factor” in the affairs of
the company and that he was con-
culted on questions regarding the
“policy” of the company. It showed
he participated in the negotiations,
resulting In the merger, and that
the final terms were not agreed |n,J'
until after they had his approval. |

The committee meanwhile re-
sumed its deliberations behind
locked doors.

The Depesition.

A copy of the Mellon deposition,
obtained by International News
Service, revealed how Mellon ip
his own words had told of his con-
pections and activities with the
gluminum company. It was this
connection which led to the present
inquiry, in which a Democratic-
Insurgent coalition contends that
Mellon holds office as Secretary of
the Treasury in defiance of law.
Ultimately the Senate will have Lo
decide whether Mellon is violating
the old law, forbidding a Treasury
Secretary from being “interested or
concerned in the carrying on of
business in trade or commerce.”

In his deposition, taken in a suit
brought by George D. Haskell, a
Springfield, Mass.,, businessman,
agalnst the aluminum company,
Mellon said he had been “inter-
ested” in the concern “almost since
the inception of the corporation.

His Stock. .

Mellon testified he owned abou
15 per cent of the stock of the
aluminum company and that his
brother, R. B. Mellon, owned =a
similar share.

The deposition showed that Ar-
thur V. Davis, a Mellon subordinate,
and president of the company, ar-
ranged a dinner at Mellon's Home
here between the secretary, James
B. Duke, late financler, and George

9 DEAD, 100 HURT
IN MAY DAY RIOT

Wildest Day Berlin Has Seen
Since Uprising Ten Years

Ago.

Berlin, May 2—Sharp clashes be-
tween Communists and the police in
the workers' residential districts
early today brought the total num-
ber of deaths resulting from the
May Day demonstrations here up to

nine, with more than 100 seriously
wounded and hundreds of others
suffering brusises and minor in-
juries.

Following the wildest day Berlin
has seen since the Spartacist upris-
ings ten years ago, the Communists
continued their activities and ereet-
ed barricades which they attempted
to defend with guns, sticks and
stones.

Break Street Lamps

They plunged the workers’ quar-
ters into darkness by destroying
street lamps and electric signs and
awaited the attack of the police.
The police attacked the barricades
using rifies and pistols but Com-
munist snipers from rooftop posi-
tions made their attack ineffectual.
., Armored cars were finally brought
up. The barricades were taken and
the fighting became less widespread
after two o’clock this morning.

Over 500 Policemen

The police engaged in the fight-
ing numbered 500. They were op-
posed by about 3.000 Communists.
Most of the casualties were suffered
by the Communists but at least 25
policemen are known to have been
wounded. ,

Communists spokesmen today
threatened to call a general strike
in protest against the police activi-
ties in breaking up May Day de-
monstratiens., They also threatened
to demand the resignation of Police
President Zoerrgeibel and urge his
rcsignetion as responsible for the
widespread bloodshed. ’

A total of 600 persons were ar-
rested yesterday in connection with
the attempted demonstrations.

Mrs. Oliver Beardslee, whose
husband was fatally shot in
the Beardslee homestead here
last week, was today released
from detention in connection
with the care.

Beardslee had been ‘“‘detained
as a material witness" pending
the outcome of the coroner's
inquest, and that inasmuch as
the coroner found Beardlee's
death the result of a self-in-
flicted wound the town .could no
Ton cause Mrs. Beardslee to
be kept under guard.

Bridgeport, Conn., May 2.—Cor-
Phelan finds that
Mrs. Oliver Beardslee, of Stratford,
is not responsible for the death of
her husband. “The deceased came
to his death as the intended or ac-
cidental result of a self-inflicted
bullet wound” the coroner declar-
ed today in his formal finding. The
coroner also declared “the securing
of a criminal conviction would be
improbable' because of the *‘diffi-
culty of securing witnesses,” and
because of the lack of evidence that
would prove anything against a
suspect,

Just what the Stratford authori-
ties will do as to the case of Beards-
lee's widow, who has heen detained
without warrant at the city's Hill-
side detention hospital here, had
not been determined at the time

He {s 21-year-old Eugene Bus-
sey, sophomore at Johns Hopkins
University, Baitimore, Bussey, de-
spite his definite collegiate air—he
carries a slicker and wears no gar-
ters on his socks—withdrew in em-
barrassment when Dorothy, the
worldly Dorothy, made advances to
him when he was visiting his chum
and her husband, Earle Peacox. Or
s0 his story gaes.

“It may sound rotten to say it
but Dot just literally threw herself
at my head,” saild Gene. *I couldn’'t
bring myself to kiss my friend's
wife. But she would throw her
arms around my aeck and kiss me
even with Earle looking on.”

To Help Husband

The proverbial attitude of sym-
pathy for a slain giri is missing
from this sophomore, a type of the
modern era of youth,

“I am here to help Earle all I
can,” said Gene. I can see how
Earle imagined many things and
probably goaded himself on. 1 hope
that my story will show he was not
himself but that his deed was that
of a normally quiet man who
aroused himself to g frenzy by the
first belief that his wife was un-
faithful to him,

“But I want Earle to know there
was polhing really between Dolly
(sometimes Gene calls her that)
and me. I restrained myself because
of my friendship for Earle.”

Peacox, who bludgeoned .is 20-
year-old wife Lo death, carted her
body to their old trysting place un-
der an apple-blossom tree and then
burped the body five days later,
chummed around with Bussey when
they were in grammar ~schhol In
Yonkers.

When tha young radio mechanie
married Dorothy last spring, he

Police Called.

Nelghbors In the Howard avenue
district informed police just after
nine this morning that a shooting
affray had taken place. Within a
few minutes pollce were swarming
the street, seeking clues to the
problem. The man was taken to
the hospital, a few feet away, and
died almost on arrival. The woman
also was-taken to the hospital to
be treated for powder burns.

Mr, and Mrs. Ferrarro and one
Tony Gambadella were arrested
here In December, charged with
bringing girls into the city for im-
moral purposes, Police charged
they took the girls to & road house
on the Milford turnplke. Mrs. Fer-
rarro was released but her husband
and Gambadella were convicted in
Superior Court and sent to prison
for terms of two years each early
this year.

Mrs. Ferrarro established herself
at 69 Hill street, for several-weeks,
and then moved to 839 Howard
avenue. Two weeks ago she was
taken to the Howard avenue -police
station and questioned concerning
her activities, police telling her
they suspected she was running a
house of {ll-fame. Mrs. Ferrarro
ingisted she was keeping a boarding
house, and had two boarders.

London, May 2.—That “big busl-
ness” In Britain Is steadlly using its
influence on the side of prohibition
In the present political campaign,
Is the belief of H. Ceell Heath, gen-
eral secretary of the United King-
dom Alliance, the chief temperance
organization of the country,

Prohibltion is proving a live
Issue In the campaign which will
terminate in the: general election
on May 30. .

“There 18 no doubt that the 4n-
crease In American industrial ef-
ficlency and also in the natlonal
purchasing power, has made a deep
and lasting impression upon the
leading bankers and industrialists
of this country,” Mr. Heath told In-
ternational News Service, today.

“Coupled with this is the forma-
tion of huge Anglo-American trad-
ing and industria] corporations in
the past few years, It |s evident the
Americans have imparted to their
English partners, in the tullest pos-
sible fashion the advantages impart.
ed to American prosperity by pro-
hibition.

Employing *‘Drys"

“Many of the blggest British
organizations are Introducing pro-
hibition on their own account into
their concerns. Three greaL en-
gineetring works and two of the big-
gest - aulomoblle manufacturing
firms in the country now employ
none but total abstainers. The head
of the greatest chemical industry in
the country takes a similar view
although he is pot a prohibitionist
himself.

“We shall get all the better re-
sults because we shall not Iritter
our strangth away at the election.
We shall concentrate upon the
known enemies of lemperance, par-
ticularly where they are in posses-
slon of doubtful or shaky constl-
tuencies. We look for Breat re-
sulws.” .

Aside from thé efforts of the
prohibitionists, - Great Britain is
drinking leas than ever before. The
decrease in the national drink bill
lasts year totalled $53,000,000.

The actual drink bill was 31.-
441,000,000. The beer bill was
$928,800,000 against $9543,320,000
in 1927, Splrits cost $402,705,000
as against $443,320,000. Expendi-
ture on drink per head of the popu-

lation was $32 as against $33.75 in
1927,

T. A. DORGAN DEAD;
NOTED CARTOONIST

Known as TAD All Over the
World as an Authority on
Sports.

Great Neck, N. Y., May 2.—
Thomas Aloysius Dorgan, sports
cartoonist and writer, known all
over the world as "T‘ad" died In
his sleep at his home here at 12:35

o'clock this afternoon. He had
been [ll for several years suffering
from a heart ailment,

“Tad" was one of the (foremost
boxing critics in the world. He
was a native of San Francisco,
coming to New York about 25 years
ago. In his early days In New York
“Tad" early won the name of belng
one of the greatest cartoonists and
boxing writers in the country. He
knew personally nearly all leading
figures in the pugilistic world. Un-
til his health failed him ““Tad” al-
ways covered all of the big cham-
pionship fights and World Series
games.

As a cartoonist he was always =a
leader and was the originator of
slang expressions -that later were
coplied in all parts of the world.
Among his early cartoon characters
that were known everywhere news-
papers were printed were “'S8ilk Hat
Harry” and ‘“Judge Rumhauser.”
His cartoon “Indoor Sports" became
world famous.

For more than a year prior to the
first demand by former Attorney-
General Sargent that DeGroot re-
sign, made Jannary 28. 1929, the
office of the federal attorney for
the eastern district of New York
was under the. constant gsurveil-
lance of Department of Justice of-
ficlals In Washington, according to
former United States Attorney
Alexander Pisciotta.

° Legal Bangling

Legal bungling by DeGroot's of-
fice,- which lost the government a
numbe® of important liquor cases,
and whjeh was assigned by Depart-
ment of Justice officlals In Washing-
ton &8s the geason for DeGroot's re-
moval. was laid at the door of the
attorney general's office itself in a
statement made today by Plsclotta,
who was a member of DeGront's
staff.

“Every move of DeGroot's office
was known by Washington, and
everythirz we did, as far as T
know, was done with the consent of
officials there,” Mr. Pisciotta de-
clared.

Robert
McGee, a hospital orderly, as lo
Beardslee's muffled answer to
questions concerning ownership of
the gun, and whether he shot him-
self or was shot by his wife,

“The lack of evidential value in
Beardslee's statement as charging
his widow with possible criminal-
ity.

' Experts' Advice

“Expert testimony showing the
deceased .could have inflicted the
wound wpon himseif without leav-
ing powder marks on his head.

“Similar testimony showing that
the death shot' was sa sensitive to
trigger pressure that™it may have
been accidentally discharged by
Beardsiee.

“The apparent.frankness and sin-
cerity with which Mrs: Beardslee
told the story of her married life
and the tragedy."”

Beardslge, who was 51, was
much of a recluse, wealthy, and a
confired ‘““woman hater"” when he
married the young girl who was: in-
volved in ‘the coroner's decision.
They lived in the Beardslee home-
stead, 180 King street, Stratford,
and apparently had rather an un-
‘pleasant_life together, due to his
queer ways.

First News of Shooting

: Early on the morning of April
94, a Stratford policeman was
dumbfounded when Mrs. Beardslee,
clad in negligee, rushed up to him
on the street and asked for change
for a bill so she, could telephone a
*doctor. “My husband shot himself,"”
she said,

The policeman sent for a doctor
and went to the house where
Beardslee was found In hig bath
room, suffering from a bullet in the
head. The Beardslee bed room was
in great disorder, being practically
wrecked.

S Alleged Statement
~ Taken to Bridgeport hospital,
Beardslee lived until about one p.
‘n. Before he died he was question-
ied by Stratford police. They after-
ward insisted he said his wife shot
him. Mrs. Beardslee promptly was
detained and sent to Hillside Home
ere. Stratford officials announeed
she would appear in court on April

killed for a thrill—a reporter
bank clerk or a laborer."

College Suicides

College suicides was then brought
up. This reporter asked the youth-
ful-looking dean if over-study, fear
of examinations or any other factor
was responsible for the wave «of
student sulcides some time back.

“I am not-a. psychiatrist,, but ‘I
will say thaf no feature of college
life tends to cause suicides,"” Dean
Hutching replied. “Suicides are
not, of course, confined tu colleges.
In fact, there is the same increase’
in the number of suicides among
shop girls, bankers, clerks and peo-
ple in all walks of life. The high
pressure that many people live
under has something to do with {t.

“There has been an important de-
velopment {n mental hygiene
dealing with this preblem. Yale
now has four or five psychiatrists
who are attached to the Department
of University Health. Men are re-
ferred to them by teachers, deans
or by the University physician. or
they go of thelr own accord. This
has been going on for three years
and we believe it has brought re-
sults. Formerly it was Impossible
to deal with any student who might
have a nervous frouble without
sendinz him out of town.”

Asked how he stood on college
boys owning their owa cars, he
said: “I'm not excited about that.”
Asked 1f he thought colleges should
be more strict with students, he de-
clared:

“No. The tendency Is to get
away from forcing students to edn-
cate themselves against their will.
What students need is more educa-
tional onportunities and less com-
pulsion."”

Dean Hutchins assumes his datles
as president of the University of
Chicago on July 21. He is married
and has one danghter, Francis,
three years old. His wile, formerly
Miss Maude Phelps ‘McVeigh, is a
graduate of the Yale Schonl of Fine
Arts.

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BRITISH LABOR'S HOPE

Should. the British Labor Party
win to a full majority in the pend-
ing elections, there is every prom-
ise that the most important politl-
cal and economic adventure ever
get on foot by any national govern-
ment will be actually undertaken.
The frank declaration of Ramsay
MacDonald that the program of the
Labor party is a purely socialistic
one and the elements of that pro-
‘gram as formally annqunced by the

party organization show that there,

is, after all, no great difference be-
tween the aim of British Labor and
the alm at which the Russian com-
munists strove by a wholly differ-
ent, inept and unintelligent path.
British Labor is out to displace the
whole system of capitalism, it says.
It, however, realjzes that even
with unlimited power, no such an
end could be attained otherwise
than slowly and by deeply consid-
ered steps, British Labor has gone
a long way beyond the crudities of
Carl Marx and his Bolshevic follow-
ers. It proposes to conserve the
benefits which have grown from the
capitalistic development, the while
it added to those benefits by the in-
troduction into govarnment of cer-
tain elements of civillzation which
the haphazard growth of capitalism
has caused to bhe overlooked.
Whether the program of the
Laborites {s workable or not we
do not pretend to know, That it is
revolutionary must be admitted.
But that the intent of the British
socialists is to effect their reforms
peaceably, in good order and grad-
ually, is of course béyond guestion.
These men are either scientizts or
dreamers——perhaps they are both
—but they are, it is quite certain,
humanitarians in purpose,

And somehow we are impressed
by the notion that there isn't such
a tremendous difference, after all,
In what British Labor proposes to
do and what Big Business is al-
ready dolng in this counfry. ‘““Mass
production' is socialistic. The Ford
enterprises are soclalistic. OQur
great industrial and trade mergers
are socialistic. The railroad combi-
nations for which the whole coun-
try is agitating is soclalistic. Even
the power grabs are soclalistic. Or,
at least, these things are just what
the socialists hope to bring to pass
—only their plans go a bit further
and there iz a difference—not
nearly so great as might_seem at
first sight—Iin the destination of
the increment; the gsocialists merely
plan a little more even distribution
of profits.

Note one item of the British La-
borites’ platform: “To readjust
taxation in such & way as to secure
that due provision is made for the
maintenance and improvement of
the apparatus of industry and that
sarpluses created by social effort
sBall be applied to society for the
good of allL”

Exactly the first part of this stip-
uhtlon {s the purpose of blg busi-
neéss. It watches very carefully that
actual capital—the plant and the
working funds and credit—shall be
adequate for the business as it
grows, That wastage of all kinds,
in labor and material, is reduced
to a minimum, And then, aside
from the relatively small amount
of surplus which its chiefs and
their families can consume in the
form of luxuries and display, it is
devoting its “profits” more and
more to education, public art and
the enlargement of the mnatiomal
life.

Bunglingly, to be sure; and with-
out any proper diligence in pre-
venting preventable suffering and
demoralization among the people;
but still, considerably to the same
effect as the MacDonald variety of
gocialism might create—Iif it work-
ed.

One is inclined to hope that the
Labor party wins, so that we may
have opportunity to see the work-

ment,” certainly =a considerably
more important one than our own,
better deserving of the adjective
because o much bigger.

Since the passing of Mrs. Mur-
phy, famous hippo of the Central
Park Zoo in New York, the other

recally that the particular behe-
moth plctured on that stand of bills
was about the size of the Cheney
broud goods mill. Also, we remem-
ber very distinctly going to that
circus and beholding Behemoth, He
was perhaps as big as two prize
Berkshire pigs rolled into one. He
sweat no blood that we could ses.
But he was a real hippo and he
was allv2 and he lived in a tank
and he possessed that same win-
ning smile that distinguished Mrs.
Murphy during her long life, Alsa
he was shown all over the country,
under canvas, and lived right here
in Connecticut, winters, we refuse
to say how many years before the
famous Mrs. Murphy came f{rom
Ireland after originating in Africa.

U. 8. PARCEL POST.

Today is the anniversary of
start of parcel post in the United
States. It Is difficult to realize
that this vast and complicated sys-
tem was begun just 17 years ago
today, and then only in an experi-
mental way.

On May 2, 1912, an appropria-
was passed providing
$750,000 for a survey of the prob-
lem. Parcel post packages were
not accepted In the mails until the
tirst of the following year.

Parcel post iz not, however, a
modern thing. The ancient Egyp-
tians, Assyrians and Persians had
a similar system worked out to a
highly efficlent degree. A docu-
ment written in 270 B. C., and
found in the Nile valley, affords an
Interesting glimpse ¢f Lhe post of-
fices of the anclents. Careful notes
were kept of the day and hour of
each messenger's arrival and of the
number of packages he carried.
Service was restricted, however,
to kings and state officials,

Marco Polo wrote, too, of &a
highly developed postal system {n
Ching from the earliest ages, which
included the handling of packages.

Laundering Linen.

Much of the beauty of fine linen
depends on the care used f{n
laundering.

The
old rule that embroidery rhould be
ironed on the wrong side is still
good. Lace should also be ironed
on the wrong side, gently stretch-
Ing the lace where necessary. In
folding napkins the first fold
should be through the center with
the selvage edges together. The
corners of all napkins ghould be
absolutely true. Iron damask nap-
kins and tablecloths on the wrong
side first, then turn and iron on
the right side until perfectly dry.
Fold selvages together and iron
across, from hem to hem. If there
is a monogram on the napkin or
cloth it should he on top. Small
napkins with lace or embroidered
edges are usually folded to form a
square and If another fold is need-
ed, from corner to corner, making a
triangle i8 good.

A man may have a receding chin
—popularly supposed Lo be a sign
of weaknédss—due to a great many
different tauses.

In the first place, the centers of|
ossification from' which the bonesl
of the body are developed may beI
Interfered with in some manner duel
to intoxication by poisons or by
other methods so that the bone of
the lower jaw do's pot develop. In
other instances, malformations of!
the body of the mother maAy inter-!
fere with proper development of]
various partions of the body of the
infant, g

In still bther cases, the Infant
may assume such a position previ-
ous to birth that pressure on Iis
tissues will prevent their growth,
Obviously, the infant is. in no way
responsible for such disorders and
thesa things cannot ordinarily
have any effect upon {ts mentallty
previous to birth, However, the
{dea that A receding chin I8 a sign
of weaknass I8 well grounded In
centuries of superstitions and be-|
lefs,

There {8 an old aphorism that
if a persoh belleves a thing hard
enough that thing will become true.;
It is llkely that the ages of bellef
in this notion produce "in the attl-
tude of pdrents, of friends and of
neighbors toward the infant with a
receding chin a form of relation-
ship which causes the child himself
sooner or later to adopt thelr point
of view.

However, there are Innumerable
instances recorded in which per-
sons with receding chins have been
strong encugh mentally to over-
come such all attitude and to de-
velop eventually the belief of others
in thelr powers. So fixed ia this no-
tion that many 8 man has been
forced to cultivate and wear con-
stantly & beard in order to hide
from the world the absence of =
prominent ¢chin,

A forward projecting chin, on
the contrary, is regularly belleved
to indicate pugnaciousness and =a
truculent apirit. The anthropoid
apes and Bavages of Ethtiopian
types have prognathic or forward
projecting lower jaws, The ani-
mal about to give battle usually
pushes forward the prominent jaw.

No doubt, the idea that a reced-
ing chin meant weak%ness arose by
contrast with the batiling charae-
ter assumed to be assoclated with
the chin that protruded forward.

Just as & congiderable number of
men with weak chins have had
strength and the mental power to
make other people belleve it, so
also many' a man with & projecting
chin has'bsen able to Impress upon
the world & strength that he did not
actually possess.
