WALKING STICK LOSES
VOGUE WITH BRITISH

During the past week, the rapid­
ly ending General Assembly of 1929 
witnessed more excitement and 
more heated debates than in all of 
the previous weeks of the session 
combined. Outstanding among the 
much mooted questions of the week 
was that involving a $400,000 ap­
propriation to be distributed among 
the towns of the state on a basis of 
population density for the transpor­
tation of elementary school chil­
dren.

Without question this measure 
developed more oratory and more 
attempts at individual persuasion 
than any other bill which has come 
before the current session, and 
upon no previous question has sen­
timent been more widely divided. 
So great was the difference of opin­
ion on the bill that after it had 
been passed on a roll call vote in 
the House on Thursday, it was over­
whelmingly rejected in the Senate 
on Friday. The Senate in rejecting 
the proposition made certain that it 
was finally and completely killed 
by immediately moving to recon­
sider it and then voting down the 
motion, a Parlimentary procedure 
which eliminated any further 
chance of reconsideration.

Transportation Bill 
The attempt to secure an appro­

priation to aid the small towns in 
transporting children to and from 
school naturally bad a great appeal. 
Opposition to it was based upon an 
adverse report of the Committee on 
Appropriations which came after 
the Committee on Education bad 
rendered a favorrble report. The 
former group opposed the bill be­
cause DO provision bad been made 
for securing additional state income 
to cover the expenditure, because It 
selieved that by aiding school trans. 
portation it  ̂ ould be fostering 
school centralization and because it 

. believed that the measure granted 
assistance to the towns which did 
not need it rather than to those 
which were unable to finance their 
own school buses. One town, it was 
pointed out, would receive only 
$4.50 per year un(3er the bill.

Every angle of the question was 
argued in the long debate in the 
House on Thursday, nearly a score 
of representatives speaking on the 
subject. When the roll call vote was 
counted it was found that the com­
mittee's motion to reject the bill 
had been defeated by a vote of 169 
to 74. An affirmative action was 
then necessary to pass the bill. 
After taking this action, the pro­
ponents of the bill submitted an 
amendment lowering the appro­
priation to $270,000, a move which 
it was thought would heighten the 
appeal of the measure when It came 
before the Senate, This was then 
passed.

On the following day, however, 
the Senate, after a lengthy argu­
ment in which the various phases of 
the question were again aired, re­
jected the bill by a vlve voce vote 
In which there were apparently only 
two dissenting voices. Then it was 
rapidly moved to reconsider this 
actios, the motion being made with 
the intention of defeat. The motion 
was rejected and this action made 
It unnecessary for the measure to 
He upon the clerk's desk until the 
following day In accordance with 
the Senate rule which allows one 
day’s time for reconsideration. 

Adjournment Date 
With adjournment fixed for Wed­

nesday of the coming week and 
with an unending flood of business 
coming into both houses for action 
during the final hours of the ses- 
lion, the time has now arrived when

ASSEMBLY PASSED 
8 0 0  NEW MEASURES

Makes Good Record— State 
Legislature Booked to Ad­
journ Wednesday.
Hartford, May 4.— The General 

Assembly of 1929, adjourning next 
Wednesday at noon, has about i 
good a record as any of its pre­
decessors, with just over eight hun­
dred measures added to the statute 
books of the state, with the larg­
est budget In the state’s history, 
and with a tax reduction for the 
towns all set and determined. The 
General Assembly of 1929 goes out 
of business, temporarily at least, 
with a reputation for having gen­
erally listened to "Its master's 
voice’ ’ though there were just 
enough exceptions to emphasize the 
fact.

When the report of over 800 new 
measures is considered, it must be 
remembered most of them were 
special acts dealing with business 
concerns or with municipalities, 
with individuals or with routine af­
fairs of state. Such indicate that 
the state’s own actually new laws 
really were few, and those who pro­
test that we have too many laws 
on the books now need not be un­
duly stirred.

Pay As Yon Go.
The 1929 General Assembly has 

stuck to Governor Trumbull’s pay- 
as-you-go policy for the state even 
with the greatest budget ever. Out 
of the budget will come more than 
$8,000,000 for educational ex­
penses, though a proposition to give 
all children In the state an equal 
opportunity (or education, didn’t go 
through. The plan was to cost gome 
four millions. It was side-trg.cked 
for two years. The budget assigned 
sizable sums for good roads but re­
fused to permit anything to be used 
for dirt road , Improvement. The 
Assembly refused to pay for chil­
dren’s daily rides to school but it 
did slice $250,000 from the state’s 
tax on towns. Free rides for chil­
dren would have cost $400,000.

Of municipal matters considered 
by the assembly of 1929 the out­
standing one admittedly is the plan 
to dig into the local affairs of 
Waterbury. While Waterbury 
stands aghast at the proposal, the 
Legislators blythely say: If yon 
have been good, you needn’t worry: 
if you have been naughty you need 
a spanking anyway.

A metropolitan district charter 
for Hartford and a commission to 
decide whether New Haven needs 
such a charter are among other 
things the Legislature put* across. 
Some time a united city, extending 
across the state and including both 
Hartford and New Haven, with its 
City Hall at Meriden, will be 
planned out and its sanction urged 
of a General Assembly.

Shippan Point Again.
Shlppan Point again was told not 

to secede from Stamford, and prob­
ably won’t, and Hartford and New 
Britain were told to get together 
and plan a united water commis­
sion instead of, as at present spend­
ing much time fighting each other 
through local water commissions. 
Eventually a water commission to 
take care of the whole state will be

BERLIN RIOTS 
AR ESniLO N ;

24 DEAD
Britkh Newspaper Corre­

spondent Watching Pitch­
ed Battle, is Among Those 
Killed.

Berlin, May 4.— Twenty-four per­
sons, including Charles Mackay, a 
newspaper correspondent and a 
British subject, have been killed in 
the wave of violent rioting which 
began on May Day and continued 
until early today, engulfing two 
districts of Berlin in blood.

A number of women are among 
the dead.

'More than 100 persons have 
been wounded. Some of them are 
in hospitals at death’s door.

The state of siege which was 
proclaimed by the police In the 
Neukoelln and Wedding districts 
was lifted at 4 o’clock this morn­
ing.

Barbed wire entanglements and 
barricades which had been erected 
In the streets were removed. 

Pitched Battles
The fighting which began with 

skirmishing between Communists 
and police on May Day eve grew 
in violence in the districts Inhablt*̂  
ed by workers until it assumed the 
proportions of a pitched battle.

Desultory snlpli.g continued 
throughout the night,

Mackay, who formerly lived In 
Nelson, New Zealand, was shot 
through the bead and killed while 
watching the police mopping up 
Communist snipers in bloody Her­
man street, in the Neukoelln dis­
trict. This street bad been darken­
ed under the state of siege regula­
tions.

Who Killed Reporter?
Police officials said they were in 

doubt whether Mackay had been 
shot by the police or by a Commun­
ist sniper because the weapons 
used by the Reds were often iden­
tical with the police weapons.

A revision of the casualties by 
the police at noon today put the 
number of women killed at five in­
stead of six as announced yester­
day.

The death toll in the fighting 
yesterday and past night was esti­
mated at ten. Including four wom­
en. This brought the total of dead 
in 72 hours fighting at 19 men and 
6 women, or 24 in all.

One hundred and fifteen persons 
are in hospitals. Those slightly 
wounded were treated in their 
homes. Thirty-six policemen were 
wounded in the battles.

White Plains, N. Y., May 4.—■ 
Eugene Bussey, the man who 
“ kissed and told,’ ’ was under arrest 
on a material witness charge today, 
the latest sequel to the killing ^nd 
cremation of Dorothy Peacox by her 
husband, Earle Peacox. The latter 
is held for the Grand Jury on a 
murder charge.

Bussey was taken into custody at 
the Hotel Blltmore In New York a 
few hours after District Attorney 
Frank A. Coyne had stated his be­
lief that the John Hopkins Univer­
sity student’s story was of no im­
portance. Bussey had related 
stories of "petting parties’ ’ with 
Peacox’s wife before she was slain 
and burned by the Jealous husband.

The petition for Bussey’s arrest 
was in the form of an affidavit by 
Peacox’s lawyer. John M. Holz- 
worth.

Although Bussey has repudiated 
his friendship for Peacox, the con­
fessed torch slayer won another 
ally today In Stanley Hart, 22, also 
a boyhood chum, who said: "I 
blame Dorothy for all Earle’s trou­
bles.’’

Meet in Jail.
Hart met Peacox in the Jail and 

assured him he was "for him.”  He 
related how, upon meeting Dorothy 
at a party shortly before her mar­
riage, he was struck with a feeling 
of repulsion and left, never to again 
attend a party at which she was 
present.

Coyne believes he has obtained 
two Important admissions from 
Peacox that will strengthen the pre­
meditation theory now being built 
up against the young radio expert.

Peacox admitted that he lured 
his wife to their Mt. Vernon apart­
ment and struck her over the head 
one minute after she entered, Coyne 
said, thus nullifying his previous 
story that he had struck her in a 
moment of Jealous rage.

Peacox also abandoned his story 
that he strangled bis wife after she 
had pointed a pistol at him, Coyne 
said, and admitted that here was a 
safety catch on the pistol ’of which 
he was aware although his wife was 
sot.

Twenty-Two Nations Aih 
prove Franco’American 
Plan— China and Russia 
Against the Proposal

TO VOTE MONDAY 
ON MAIN ST. JOB

Town Asked to Pot Up $15,- 
000 to Rebnild Badly 
Tom Highway.

Geneva, May 4.— The Franco- 
Amerlcan resolution for limiting 
war materials through the publici­
ty of government budgets was 
adopted today by the League of 
Nations preparatory disarmament 
commission. Twenty-two nations 
voted for the resolution while 
China and Soviet Russia voted 
against it. Germany did not vote.

The commission acceded to the 
American demand that the ballot 
be taken by name, this being the 
first time in the history of the body 
that a vote was recorded in such 
a manner.

Count von Bernstorft, the Ger­
man delegate, bitterly opposed the 
suggestion, saying:

"I refuse to accept reBponBlblll- 
ty for saying that Germany will at­
tempt land disarmament by this 
method.”

Proposed by Gibson
This method of limiting war sup­

plies was originally proposed by 
Hugh Gibson, of the United States, 
and was approved by the French. 
Those supporting the resolution re­
garded it in the light of a com­
promise between the groups seek­
ing "direct” and "Indirect" limita­
tion of war supplies held by tbs 
various nations. It is maintained 
that publicity will automatically 
cause the big powers to bold their 
war making machinery within rea­
sonable limits because of the obvi­
ous desire of tbs peoples through­
out the world for peace and for 
lower taxation.

After adopting the resolution tbs 
commission adjourned until Mon­
day when, it is understood, M, Sato, 
of Japan, will demand that the 
naval limitation proposals be held 
in Bbeyanes until tbs intsrsstsd 
governments can study them in de­
tail, According to tentative plans 
Lord Cushendnn will second M. 
Sato’s suggestion.

It is understood, also, that Mr. 
Gibson will deliver a "guarded" 
statement on the navai situation, 
after which the commission is ex­
pected to adjourn until October.

NEW TARIFF BILL

Washington, May 4.— A new 
tariff bill, revising th* Fordney- 
McCumber Act of 1922 and carry­
ing generous Increases In duties to 
protect many American industries 
and agriculture, was virtually com­
pleted by the House ways and 
means committee today. It will be 
presented to Congress on Tuesday.

Hawley (R) of Oregon, chairman, 
that all rates are still subject to 
change, be said the bill is com- 
pleted and ready for a fine! vote of| '  
the full Republican membership, j 
No further changes are anticipated 

To Increase Kates.
Extraordinary precautions hr 

been taken, by the committee 
prevent schedules of the bill fr. 
becoming public pending its intro 
duction, but well authenticated re­
ports indicated that there will be 
many In'.reases in rates and virtual­
ly no reductions.

The committee, however, accord­
ing to Chairman Hawley, has fol­
lowed the principles laid down by 
President Hoover for a readjust­
ment to meet only changed condi­
tions arising since 1922, and to cov­
er industries that have sprung up 
in the last few years as the resijlt 
of Inventive and scientific develop­
ment.

About 15 per cent, of the rates 
of the Fordney-McCumber Act, 
many ' of which are agricultural, 
have been revised upward, it is un­
derstood.

Colebrook, N. H., May 4.— With 
more than a score of homes com­
pletely washed away, and virtually 
every other building damaged or 
undermined, and a layer of mud 
three feet deep over the section 
from Parsons street to Cooper Hill, 
residents here today began the work 
of reconstruction and repair caused 
by the crumbling of the dam which 
held Abenaki and Metheun lakes.

Although no fatalities were re­
ported authorities began a com­
plete check of all inhabitants. Tele­
phone service was disrupted by the 
swirling waters, and no complete 
reports were available here from the 
hamlet of Kidderville, directly in 
the path of the torrent.

With the Impetus of the two 
lakes behind It, the fifteen foot wall 
of water swept through Colebrook,

The dam that caused the trouble 
stood today with only its ragged 
broken edges left. Through the 
middle, which had been reinforced 
by piles of steel, was a great gaping 
hole. The steel poles, some of them 
18 to 20 feet, were broken and 
washed, away like so much tinder.

Roads Under Water.
All the highways were under 

water, bridges along Mohawk river 
washed away, and telephone con­
nections to outside points were 
meager today,

The Kidderville section was espe­
cially hard bit, With the first 
crash of the breaking dam, the 
more than 50 residents of the hani- 
let fled to the hills and watch ĵd 
their homes swept away. Loss of 
property including - livestock was 
heavy,

After leaving a wake of wreokage 
and debris in Kidderville, the tor­
rent went foaming . down toward 
Colebrook and the Connecticut river 
seven miles away.

Cattle Drowned.
At Kidderville there was no time 

for the salvaging of personal be- 
lonfingB or household furniture. 
Horses and cows had to be left to 
shift for themselves.

Colebrook and Kidderville to­
gether suffered a loss of about 
$300,000, according to sstlmatss 
today.

A washout carried away l.OOO 
feet of the Main Central railroad 
track at Colebrook, blocking the 
branch line completely. Officials *s- 
tlmated that service would he dis­
rupted for at least two davs.

An eight foot wall of water 
rushed through Kidderville, carry­
ing away the saw mill and the small 
houses of the village,. Just before 
the crest of the wave reached the 
village the residents fled to„ the 
hills.

Although Colebrook was hard hit 
this forenoon' searching parties set 
out to check up on the damage 
through the valley above toward 
Kidderville and to make sure there 
had been no loss of life. New 
Hampshire Red Cross chapters pre­
pared Immediate assistance to the

Boston, May 4.— More than flftj 
persons were homeless and property 
damage estimated at half a million 
dollars today lay In the wake of i 
torrential downpour of rain, accom< 
panted by winds of Gale force 
which during the night caused tw< 
dams to burst in New Hampshire 
and floods In that state and is 
Maine and Vermont.

Ten families comprlsini 
some fifty men, women and chll* 
dren, were warned In time and fled 
to the hilltops, where they speni 
the night. The village of Kidder- 
ville was virtually wiped off th« 
map.

No f.(Oss of Life,
A survey of the flooded areas to­

day showed that, fortunately, then 
had been no loss of life. This sur̂  
vey revealed:

Kidderville, N, H.— Refugeei 
coming down from the hillsides in 
find their homes, barns, cattle and 
household and personal belonglngi 
•wept away.

Colebrook, N, H.— Thirty bousei 
damaged and twelve awept away, 
Street! flooded and water malni 
broken. Several buildings In thi 
buaineas district undermined and 
unaafe. Streets lined wJth stalled 
automobilei. Fallen poles and 
frees everywhere,

Swanton, Vt.— Wind of almesi 
tornado force tore away roofa ol 
sefSral houses, shattered senrea ol 
windows, overturned cottages, 
broke power and talephone lines 
and caused injury to two persons.

Thy Word Is a lamp unto ray feet, and a light unto my 
path.— Ps. 119:105.

Whether or not we know it. It l8,s 
a fact that the Word is the primary 
source of spiritual light and real | 
progress. The psalmist says, it is ‘ a 
lamp unto my feet’!. It is the light 
that guides in our spiritual pilgrim­
age happily through this world. It 
keeps the feet from stumbling, and 
saves from painful bruises. Let us 
Illustrate its wonderful accomplish­
ment.

One was basely and most unjust­
ly treated by a superior in office ac­
cusing him of dishonesty. That 
charge cuts a just man deeply. The 
accused could not sleep, nor for a 
moment could he keep the subject 
from his mind, nor assuage the 
rending pain. After another confer­
ence with his superior, who still 
persisted in false accusation, he 
said, “ I did not lose my temper. I 
followed Christian principles, and 
now I am happy. I simply laugh at 
it all.” This is what Is meant by the 
Lord laughing upon His enemies. 
My friend, you may always find the 
Word to be such a glorious lamp 
unto your feet. Evils when met by 
the Word have no power whatever. 
They vanish like bursted bubbles.

Further, the psalmist declares

that the Word Is “ a light unto my 
path” . Surely, the Word is Just 
that. The lamp carried always 
throws its rays ahead. However far 
one goes, there is always light upon 
the path In advance. However much 
one progresses in spiritual life, the 
Word throws light forward upon 
the path to deeper development and 
happier experience.

No person or nation can remain 
stationary. There is either advance 
or recession. Today a person or na­
tion remaining sUgnant, courts, 
spiritual destruction and sorrow. 
The Word lightens the path of pro­
gress for all.

Sunlight can nAt be put In books: 
nor can the light of God, which Is 
the activity of His Spirit; but the 
Word is so written that when its 
precepts are in the mind, the Lord s 
Spirit can Inflow, and give both His 
light and love.

Everyone knows more truth than 
he lives.

Mysterious crypts and tunnels 
and cisterns form a network under 
the surface of the temple area in 
Jerusalem; but the Moslems will 
not permit them to be explored. 
Many Imaginations have been fired 
by the possibility of discovering 
their priceless treasures— such as 
the Ark of the Covenant, the secret­
ed jewels and gold of palace and 
temple, and still more precious rec­
ords of the days when Israel was a 
nation. Sometime, and perhaps 
sooner than we expect, all these 
subterranean passages in the Dome 
of the Rock will be explored, and 
tlaelr long-hidden wonders brought 
to light.

Nothing will be found, however, 
more Important or sensational than 
was discovered by Hilkiah, the 
priest, on this identical spdt, amidst 
the rubbish of Solomon’s temple, 
which had been allowed to fall Into 
disrepair. During the roforms and 
reconstructions of good King 
JDslah. Hilkiah discovered a copy 6f 
the long-neglected Law of Jehovah: 
gnd when this was shown to the 
king, and read to the people, a 
great revival swept the capital and 
the country.

In a Time of Slump 
Many students find an analogy 

between the times upon which King 
Joslab came and those which our 
world has of late been experiencing. 
'The Hebrew nation had turned 
from the pursuit of Ideals to the 
worship of materialism. Money and 
pleasure and personal safety bad 
become the engrossing popular in­
terests. Old fashioned religion bad 
slumped. All the sensual gods of the 
heathen were In favor. The common 
level of life was that of the nelgli- 
borlnu pagan nations. The prophets 
were having a hard time of it, Jere­
miah especially. Old Israel’s true 
life was in the doldrums. The pre­
vailing standards were frankly 
heathen.

Nations do sag In that fashion, 
even as do individuals. The finer 
things of life— high thinking, self- 
restraint. love of the spiritual and 
the beautiful, sincere worship 
God, eweet domesticity— seem

<^^and material, seem to claim pre­
eminence. Their ideas and their do­
ings occupy the public mind. Old 
standards are forgotten. The experi­
ence of the race counts for naught:

, and the tested verities of the ages 
j are laughed at. Practical paganism 

holds the throne.
Of course, always there remain 

fearless and open-eyed prophets, 
and faithful souls who do not bend 
the knee in Idolatry. But they seem 
helpless in the madness of the mo­
ment. Only when such an occasion 
arises as led King Josiah to call the 
nation back to its old allegiance 
does the revelation come that the 
number of loyal hearts Is legion; 
and that even the materially-mind­
ed mob is hungry for something be­
sides husks. The best human ally of 
righteousness is the deep conscious­
ness in every breast that man was 
intended for something better than 
the life of the brute creation. The 
divine spark cannot be wholly 
smothered by the grossness of 
sense-gratification.

Breaking With the Past
It is a dangerous thing for any 

people to go back upon Its own an­
cient heritage. We are witnessing 
in large parts of Asia today the In- 
considered and hasty breaking away 
from the Immemorial usages of the 
East, In order to adopt those of the 
West; and the results are by no 
means all good.

MABEL’S LEGAL MIND 
. Mabel Walker Willebrandt, con­

siderably beset by her responsibili­
ties in the matter dt the Jones law, 
hnd who has- already abjured her 
federal district attorneys to use 
their beans in enforcing that weird 
Statute, Is out with a new pro- 
bouncement concerning it. She ex- 
kilains that it is a loss of time, a 
loss of opportunity for good results 
And also useless to try to make a 
felony out of a misdemeanor. Tet 
this is exactly what the Jones law 
y-as passed to accomplish. Mrs. 
IWlllebrandt has learned something 
from the refusal of juries to con­
vict, that Is all.

term that applies) under what 
section of the law he will plead the 
fcase.’’

Perhaps the average man and 
kvoman is not quite so Ignorant of 
the tricks of her trade as Mrs. 
[Willebrandt, in her protesskmhl 
pride, imagines. But it is doubtful 
If the average man or woman, or 
perhaps even the average lawyer, 
quite fully realizes how far this 
‘̂election of remedies,’’ In criminal 

cases, tends to convert a ssrslem of 
government by law into a govern­
ment by prosecuting officers. The 
system of discrimination between 
Individual cases which Mrs. Wllle- 
hrandt is urging, the enforcement 
or the Ignoring of the Jones law 
S t  the will of the prosecutor. Is one 
which. If followed to Its logical 
conclusion, would reduce all law 
to the point of insignificance and 
elevate the district attorney to the 
position of a dictator; for then the 
prosecutor’s will and not the will 
of the people’s legislators would 
become the law itself.

Mrs. Willebrandt has enjoyed 
the reputation of being an excel­
lent lawyer. We make bold to as­
sert that her attitude in this mat­
te r of Jones law enforcement Indi­
cates that she is, instead, an extra­
ordinarily bad one. Her mind, fa­
cile enough within its limitations, 
seems to be wholly unable to grasp 
the fundamental theory that law 
must apply to all persons and all 
similar cases alike. We cannot sus­
tain a democracy with a legal sys­
tem recognizing any such pslncl- 
ple as Mrs. Willehrandt’s “right of 
election of remedy’’ In the admin­
istration of a statute law whose 
phrasing admits of no possible 
choice of interpretations. In spite 
of the mushy and ridiculous trail* 
er that was tacked onto the Jones 
law and which by no stretch of 
legal imagination can be made a 
part of it.

Mrs. Willebrandt’s theory that a 
sale of liquor is a felony if you 
think you can get a jury to convict 
of felony, but only a misdemeanor 
if you doubt your jury, is not only 
shameful and mean, it is rotten 
law.

Just the same. It is a stupendous 
job that the North River Bridge 
Company proposes to do and one 
which, if carried out, will have a 
great economic Infiuence.

Designed to m eet the growing 
tendency toward small, compact 
kitchens, th is range occupies a 
space m easuring forty  by slightly 
less than  th irty  inches. I t  combines 
a coal range, a gas range and a hot 
w ater heater, and perform s each 
function well.

Pipes, bolts and o ther obstruc­
tions upon which d irt and grease 
m ight accum ulate are absent. I t  is 
furnished either on low closet or 
leg base, with firebox on either 
righ t or left side as desired, and 
fits fiush against the wall. Equip­
ped w ith coal and gas water-back, 
coal and gas oven, gas broiler with 
pull-down rack, p ilot light, one 
g ian t and th ree  standard  gas bur­
ners. th is range may be equipped 
w ith  an ash chute to drop ashes to 
th e  cellar.

Today the m odern 
chooses her fu rn itu re  w ith care 
for she realizes th a t home fu rn ish­
ings are  accepted indications of 
their owner’s standing and good 
taste.

F urn itu re  is often an accurate 
gauge of personal character. Jt 
speaks clearly and Impressively to 
every caller in the home— leaving 
an indelible Impression of the 
owner.

The cham ber is an in tim ate 
room th a t reflects more accurately 
than o ther parts of the house the 
taste  of the owner. I t  should a l­
ways be decorated w ith care and 
the furnishings should be in keep­
ing.

If it is daugh ter’s cham ber, let 
her select not only the design of 
the cham ber but the colors and 
decoration as well. If her fa-

riousewlfeAVorite color Is blue, Jade green, an-

colors. Today fu rn itu re  is finished 
to  order and the colors of the ra in ­
bow are  yours to select.

W hen a  decorative m otif has 
been selected for the fu rn itu re , the 
same design may be often carried 
through the  room. The wall paper 
design, the figures in the cretonne 
drapes and the rugs may be chosen 
w ith the main them e in mind.

Often the  fu rn itu re  is finished 
in f la t colors and a  decorative de­
sign such as a spray of apple blos­
soms, is placed by means of decal- 
com ania tranfers. Often the 
housewife can modernize her own 
fu rn itu re . The pai*nt and varnish 
stores are always glad to give ad­
vice as to the application of lac­
quers and varnish. Many of them 
carry the transfers in stock.

The air in a house will evapor­
ate from ten to fifteen gallons of 
w ater a day under norm- I condi­
tions.

Very often dry a ir  in heated 
houses is conceded to be responsi­
ble for lower resistance during  the 
winter and hum idifiers do a great 
deal to remedy th is condition. 
With the requisite am ount of mois­
ture in the a ir the  tem perature of 
the rooms may be kept in the 
neighborhood of 68 degrees w ith­
out the occupants complaining of 
cold.

Proper hum idity is Im portant in 
the house and the home owner 
should install some sort of equip­
ment to provide the needed mois­
ture. It is necessary not only for 
the sake ' ” good health tu t  also to 
safeguard fu rn itu re , nil paintings, 
rugs, pianos and house plants.

A sewing-room in the basem ent 
is an  ideal arrangem ent, according 
to th e , H olland In stitu te  of Ther- 
mology, becauss it does not take up 
valuable space upstairs and is, if 
anything, even handier than  a  sec­
ond-floor location. Such a  room 
:$ay be m ade light, warm, a ttrac ­
tive and convenient. Also i t  is 
close to the  laundry where the 
iron ing  board and iron are  kept 
ready  for pressing.
I Unlike the basem ent workshop 

and gym nasium, the sewing-room 
should have painted walls and 
ceiling and an  attractively  fin^hed 
floor. The floor-joists overhead are 
le ft exposed. This will p resent a 
p leasan t appearance if the  jo ists 
and under-flooring are  painted in a 
lig h t and p retty  color-scheme. But 
the  additional expense of ceiling 
the  room, w ith w allboard is sm all 
and such a  m aterial w ith a m atted  
surface of some n eu tra l tone may 
elim inate the need of painting.

An excellent trea tm en t for the 
floor would be battleship linoleum , 
cem ented down and waxed. Or a 
th ick  rug  m ight be laid. But if 
these things are too costly, it m ight 
be well to use inexpensive rag rugs 
of colors harm onious with the 
painted  walls and celling.

By all m eans build in  a set of 
shelves to hold boxes and baskets 
of sewing m aterials. An old chest 
of draw ers, enam eled in an a ttrac ­
tive color, would m ake a  fine piece 
of fu rn itu re  for such a room.

Exam ination of the  basem ent 
will show an economical dis­
position of the basem ent space, ad­
m itting all the m ajor requirem ents 
for th is p a rt of the home. The 
super-circulating warm  a ir  heating 
plant is placed near the center of 
the  house. The coal bin is close to 
it, with filling access to the drive- 
■way on the outside. The laundry 
tubs are beneath the  kitchen 
plumbing, for economy’s sake.

H ere is a house th a t is u til i ta r ia n s  
and a t the same tim e it is a ttrac ­
tive. English in Influence; it has 
two large chimneys th a t add an a ir 
of substai^tiability and comfort. A 
feeling ’O f  cheer within.

The house .s entered through a 
small vestibule. No space Is here 
given over to the  hall; of doubtful 
value since its usefulness is very 
small. Then into the cheerful sun 
porch and thence into the cozy liv­
ing room which has, as every living 
room should have, a fireplace of 
generous size. In addition to the 
fireplace, there  is an a ttrac tive  
built-in window seat in th is room.

The dining room opens from the 
living room on one side and the 
kitchen on the other, which kitchen 
Is well equipped for convenience 
and comfort. The laundry tubs are  
in the cellar, as is the heater, cold 
room, etc. Three bed rooms with 
plenty of ligh t and air, and good 
closets together with a tiled bath 
complete the  arrangem ent.

The exterior of the house is 
shingle, and wide shingle sides, 
varigated shades of shingles for the 
roof. This is tru ly  a  nice neat 
home th a t will always be a source 
of pride and com fort to its owners. 
Costs about 512,200.

Question of modern-Ain rooms of occasional or unlmpor-
such as the attic, softWhen the 

Izatlon arises emphasis should not 
be placed on the exterior lines of 
the dwelling to the disadvantage of 
the interior.

Too often care is taken with the 
exterior because this is the part 
that is seen by strangers. True, 
the casual passer-by judges the 
residence by the appearance of the 
outside, yet the house is made to 
live in and the modernization is 
complete only when the interior 
has been improved in a satisfac­
tory manner.

Comfort and Beauty Needed.
It is vitally Important that the 

interior of the house give both 
comfort and beauty--comfort to 
meet the bodily needs of the occu­
pants and beauty to feed their 
"mental enjoyment.

\Vhen remodeling the Interior of 
' the house the arrangem ent of the 

rooms is of prime importance. The 
floor plans should be thoughtfully 
studied and alterations made to 

m ak e  convenient the various parts 
of the dwelling.

The kitchen and dining room 
form a unit of their owm. So do 

- the bedrooms and bath. Often 
.^these may be placed on the second 
'vfloor of a house in the case of 
' a  bungalow or cottage they should 

be grouped together on the first 
floor. The living room forms a 
unit of its own, as do the entry, 
the hall and the staircase.

Design your dwelling with the 
rooms of each group together. The 
bathroom, for instance should be 
placed in Its proper group and 
never as a part of another unit— 
off the kitchen perhaps as is often 
the case with makeshift alter­
ations.

The arrangem ent by groups 
adds to the convenience of the oc­
cupants of the home. It increases 
their bodily comforts.

Study Each Itoom.
Each room in its turn deserves 

careful study. The windows, their 
number, and location must be con­
sidered. Have plenty of natural 
light but let the windows e*fec- 
tively balance the wall space. Too 
many windows are as bad as not 
enough.

The floors of the interior will 
usually be of hard wood although

tan t use, 
woods may be employed. Hard 
w’ood costs but little more than soft 
wood and when remodeling a wise 
plan is to use hardwood because 
of its durability, handsome appear­
ance and true econo ly.

Electrical fixtures should be so 
placed in each room as to afford 
the best lighting. Plenty of elec­
trical outlets are necessary, as 
floor lamps are scattereu here and 
there in many rooms.

The kitchen— the workshop of 
the home— requires a special s‘udy. 
The sink, the built-in cupboards, 
the stove and the refrigerator 
must be placed to save steps. Each 
must dovetail with ihe others in 
aiding the housewile with her 
work.

The Decorato\’e Scheme,
The Interior decorative scheme is 

still another problem. Each room 
requires its own treatment, and 
only a study of the room can de­
termine the most effective design 
in wall tints, window and door 
trim, floor furnishings and furni­
ture.

Yet the decorative scheme strikes 
the keynote of the home. Its trea t­
ment reflects the character of its 
ocenpants. It is vitally 'm portant 
that it be correct.
The Basement Deserves Thought.

The basement is still another 
unit of the house where conveni­
ence is paramount. The heating 
plant and coal bins tlf coal be the 
fuel) must be locdvd with relation 
to the stars from the iialn  floor 
overhead and to the drive on which 
the coal truck w'ill stand when un- \ 
loading.

The laundry and drying room are 
im portant to the housewife and 
must be laid out with ’abor saving 
in mind. Here aU w; be found 
the workshop of the man of the 
house if he is handy with tools and 
the children’s playroom.

The basement can be made into 
a habitable group of well-lighted, 
cheerful rooms if thought and care 
are used.

Modernize the Interior of the 
house, by all means, lor neglect 
may mean lack of home comfort, 
conveniences and beauty. These 
are necessary to complete the full­
ness of life.

Don^t Overlook The Sun Room
Tears ago when porches w ere*room  is available during the cold-

considered to be quite essential to 
a home and the well-appointed 
house was always constructed with 
roomy porches. Of recent years, 
however, the open porch seems to 
be on the wane, i t ’s place being 
taken by the sun room or si n par­
lor, as It is variously called.

'Ibis change in design may be 
due to the influence of the city 
where the home ow'ner preferred to 
do bis lounging in privacy, or to a 
lack of space to spread out the 
structure.

The enclosed sun room has a dis­
tinct advantage over the open 
porch in that it can be used during 
the entire year. The use of the 
open porch is largely restricted to 
the hot weather of summer when 
the family can sit out of doors iu 
comfort. At most the open porch 
was used three months of the year, 
the rest of the time being prac­
tically useless.

By enclosing the porch and fill­
ing its walls with many windows, 
the usefullness of the space be­
comes increased to a marked de­
gree. During the hot summer 
months the windows may be 
opened and screened, serving as 
effectively as an open porch. Later 
when the tem perature drops, the 
windows are closed and the sun 
porch becomes a comfortable, en- j 
closed room. By installing a  radi­
ator or warm air duct the sun

It Is a great relief to know that 
you will not have to apologize for 
rooms that are too warm, then run 
out to open the windows : "d check 
the fire— or. on the other hand, to 
feel little shivers chasing up and 
down your spine, and wonder it 
your guests are warm enou:rh. And 
it is still a greater relief to know 
that they will have warm bedrooms 
to dress In and a cosy house at 
breakfast time, that zero hour 
every hostess dre:;ds. 'fhe enter 
tainment of guests is the supreme 
test of home facilities.

Automatic heat regulation is not 
merely a life saver for social oc 
casions. It functions all through 
the heating season, making for the 
entire family. Children may be left 
alone with no fear for their safety 
— the heat regulator watches the 
fire and keeps the temperature just 
right for their health and comfort. 
Cool rooms for sleeping and warm 
rooms for dressing, provided by the 
clock-type therm ostat, give a new 
conception of what is possible in 
modern heating.

Did  you ever stop to consider 
that every time you read a 
story o( the wide open spaces; 

rough men In strange places: of 
encounters with storms at sea and 
wild beasta on land and of adven­
ture! In frigid and torrid zones, 
that wara It not for a writer being 
present, tha story would never see 
the light of day. For the man to 
whom these adventures, come Is 
generally a silent man and left to 
himself no one would ever hear 
about them.

“ Trader Horn” for Instance was 
a mav» who knew his Africa. Were 
it not for the fact that one day he 
met an author his story would 
narar had been written. Jack Lon­
don went to the Klondyke as did 
Res Beach. They told about the 
cbaraetars they met there and so we 
got our pictures of that section of 
tha North American continent 

It Is said that every man. woman 
and child you meet has a story 
somewhere packed away In their 
braing but the trouble Is to get It.

Alet In Cities
In Queer places these men and 

^omen are founo and not always In 
tha wilderness. The city shelters 
thousands of them and. for all you 
know, the man who carts away your 
garbage has lived a life of adven­
ture that would put to shame those 
o f tha characters you read about in 
tha present day best sellers.

And It is one of these men that 
today’s feature article describes.

Real, Real Bad Man of the Woods
Stalked His Victims on Crutches.

In all novels dealing with the Northwest thdre is a 
bad man hidden somewhere in the pages. But it is a 
safe bet you have never read of such a bad man as came 
under the observation of John Akrigg, who tells a story 
about rough men on this page today.

“ 1 ran across a real bad man among bad men in my 
life In lumber camps," said Mr. Akrigg. "And this bad 
man was a cripple. From his waist up he was the most 
powerful man in all the north woods in my time. He 
had the torso of a giant. But his lower limbs were 
withered and he had to go about on crutches. It was 
marvelous to see him chop wood. He would balance 
himself on one crutcli and sling an axe with the best of 
them.

"But when he was drinking he was a real bad man. 
If anyone crossed him he would say nothing but await 
his opportunity. Getting his man alone the cripple 
would trip him with his crutches when he was not look­
ing and then fall on him. On the ground that cripple 
was a match for any three men living. He would beat 
his victim insensible and leave him there.

That man was feared in every lumber camp in the 
big woods country and foreman feared not to give him 
employment.

"I heard later he killed several men and was given 
life. He was a real, real bad man."

ADVENTURE MAN 
POUND IN ODD PLACE

IF one were looking for a man 
who had led an adventurous 
life one would hardly seek him 

In a paper mill. Yet here he was 
found. In this heated atmosphere 
was located one who has slept 
out of doors with the thermometer 
at 62 below. Later on a visit was 
made to his home at 144 Pearl 
street where he lives with his wife 
and two children. Here this story 
was obtained.

John Akrigg Is 40 years of age. 
He is a man of small stature and 
when you look at him you wonder 
where comes the strength that 
enabled him to make portages of 
20 miles In zero weather carrying 
a load of 25 pounds. Snowshoes. of 
course, and make your own trail 
and In places where the foot of man 
had never trod before.

Before he told of some of hiT ex­

periences, Mr. Akrigg gave a little 
information about bis early life.

Bom In Liverpool
'T was born In Liverpool, Eng­

land," he said. "My mother died 
when I was four years of age. My 
father worked In the mines. He 
was a great friend of Tom Shar­
key."

"What was Tom Sharkey doing 
in Liverpool?"

"This was not your American 
pugilist. He was one of the most 
famous labor leaders In England at 
the time.

"Later when 1 was eight years of 
age I sold newspapers for a living 
In Liverpool and later in London 
and when I was 11 years of age I 
started out as a cook on a steamer. 
Rather young, you might say. but I 
lied about my age and I am of such 
a build that I could be guessed at 
almost any age. I learned a lot 
about the business on the trip and

since then until recently I always 
cooked for a living.

"The steamer I started off on was 
of the Furness Line and It plied be­
tween Canada and Englaud. I fln 
ally located at St. John's New 
Brunssvick and made that my 
home. 1 remained there until 18 
and then my real experiences start­
ed as I bad decided to start for the 
west— and the west In Canada la 
the west.

Asparagus in Ramikins.
One bunch asparagus, 4 eggs, 3 

tablespoons butter, 2 tablespoons 
flour, cups rich milk or thin 
cream, 2 tablespoons grated cheese, 

teaspoon salt, H teaspoon 
pepper, parsley.

Wash and scrape asparagus and 
cut in inch lengths. Cook in as little 
water as possible until tender. If 
much water clings to asparagus 
when done drain and use water in 
making the sauce, lessening the 
amount of cream in proportion. 
Melt butter, stir in flour and slowly 
add milk or cream, stirring con­
stantly. Season with salt and 
pepper and add cooked asparagus. 
Break an egg in well buttered 
ramikln, cover with sauce, filling 
ramikin as full as possible, cover 
with grated cheese and bake In a 
moderately hot oven until egg Is 
firm. It will take about ten min­
utes if the sauce was very bot 
when poured over egg. Garnish with 
sprig of parsley and serve in ram-

This dish of course can be baked 
in a glass baking dish but care must 
be taken In serving not to break the 
eggs. Custard cups can be used In 
place of ramikins If more, conven­
ient. * « •

We have mustered the man­
power of our professional golf at 
Muirfield, probably the strongest 
team America yet has sponsored. 
But golf is the great lottery of 
sport. We have drawn the winning 
number in 1921, 1922, 1924, 1925, 
1926, 1927 and 1928, partly we 
were lucky and mostly because we 
were too good. But the best man 
doesn’t always win. Skill must 
synchironlze with luck and 1 can’t 
see how we can expect the combin­
ation to click for us indefinitely.

Our Walter Hagen, winner of 
three British titles in the last 
seven tournaments. Is back for an­
other fling at his favorite conces­
sion. Sarazen, Farrell and Diegel, 
three of the great medal players of 
the generation, also will be in there 
swinging on our behalf. Horton 

mitb, the man of the hour in 
toerican golf. Is an entry. So is 

MacDonald Smith, likewise Bill 
Mehlhorn, smarting under the im­
plied slur Involved iu the action of 
the Ryder Cup committee in failing 
to name him for its team.

In speaking of that trophy, 1 am 
hot concerned with the fact that 
England beat us. This circumstance 
meant nothing, except that British 
team was better than an Anierican 
team on a given day. But the de­
feat did point the way to what 
might happen next week.

Tacitly, it meant that the lion no 
longer slumbered fitfully while 
American golf was holding high 

■ carnival in its den. It meant that 
England was beginning to rouse it­
self and fight back. Just what the 
result will lie must depend how 
well Britain carries its new-found 
belligerency into action at Muir­
field. It has everything in its fa­
vor.

1 don’t mean by this that Ameri­
can golf hasn’t  massed the prepon­
derance of possible winners for the 
testing question. It has. Probably 
there are as many as twenty men 
In the field who can win the title 
without causing undue surprise. 
Twelve of them are ‘ Americans, 
which at least furnishes a numeri­
cal break in our favor.

The dozen I would name are 
Hagen, Farrell, Sarazen, Diegel, 
Turnesa, Horton Smith, Armour, 
CruiWshank, Mac Smith, Jim 
Barnes, the 1925 winner; Mehlhorn 
and George Von Elm, who next to 
Jones is the world's greatest ama­
teur. These men, with Espinosa, 
■Watrous, Golden and Dudley, any 
one of whom is a potential cham­
pion, stake America to a very im­
pressive array.

On the whole and individually, it 
is more impressive than Britain's 
“ big eight,’ ’ composed of Mitchell, 
Duncan, the two Whltcombes, 
Compston, Havers, Boomer and 
Cotton. Yet an American must win, 
not because of the odds, but in 
spite of them. Admitting our su­
perior skill in a man-for-man com­
parison. the odds still are not with 
America.

We have made our clean up; the 
Inevitable reaction must be due 
soon. The dice simply have been 
rolled too good for us.

Wethered had decided to re­
nounce retirement and enter 
championship competition again. 
The American girl has had her 
heart set for years on the British 
championship. She has won about 
all there is to be won in American 
competition, but the best of 
American records do not compare 
to the prestige of winning one of 
the British championships. Her 
previous efforts failed and she an­
nounced when she sailed on this 
voyage that it would be her last.

(XKJPERATIVE .BUYING 

Dear Mr. Editor:
Your editorial appearing In the 

Herald of April 25. conigienling on 
Mr. Filene's speech delivered in 
Hartford on the prevtoui night was 
a very interesting article. As most 
people know Mr. Fllene talked oh 
retail conditions ahd bow the re- 
Iniler might best meet chain store 
competition. He offered ai the only 
possible solution, cooperative buy­
ing. and your article was in full 
accord with his views, I believe 
that he Included thfl retail grocer 
when he-mentioned retail business 
that could benefit by hit plan. He 
even cited a few instances where 
tlil9 plan has worked out.

Bnt there are many, practical and
• iircessful refalleri. as well as near- 
!v all the wholfale grocers, who do 
not believe that this plan would 
work.

They will agree that this cooper­
ative plan might prove successful 
In very large cities or communities 
where there are enough strong 
units to put the thing across. Hut 
in fmaller cities, or whore the dls 
trihuting area would he ton great. 
It would prove anything but sue 
cossfiil.

But this cooneratlve phn is noth 
Ing new. It is a pictnre that the 
retailer has had focused on his 
mind for many veare. huf which he 
nover exp«'’ ts to see finished and 
"rioted. When a member of the 
famllv la taken 111. it Is usual to 
send for the familv doctor; when he 
Trows worse, a consultation Is held, 
hut when a' real crisis annroaches
♦ hp Bneclalist ohtalnalile Is sent fnr. 
This Is almost a true nictnre of the 
retailer of today. Ten years aro he 
was 111. and the doctor was called; 
five vears ago his condition had 
grown much wors® and a cjinsulta- 
t'on was he'd. Today thev h«^e 
slvu't decided that the cooneratlvf- 
huvlng.plsn is the sneclallst that 
win save him. Tt ."““ms that legis­
lative aid ia imnossihlp. -Then whv 
not give the Independent dealer at 
least a" even break. In. published 
arf’ ^lep?

Mr. Fllene tells us that coopera­
tive buying, and selling through 
chain organizations has already 
raised the,standard- of living, and 
would continue to do so. It is hard 
for me. at least, to see how a sys­
tem. the fundamental principle of 
which is economy, would volmtarv 
increase wages, or salaries If you 
will.

John T. Flynn’s article in Col­
lier's. “ Up Arralnst the Chains” , 
may not have been written as chain 
store propaganda but It is serving 
the purpose very well. I contend 
that the independent dealer has 
been maligned long enough. He Is 
nfetured as he was twenty years 
ago. whereas be is an entirely dif­
ferent fellow. He does get the 
turn-over that he should, and his 
overhead on the whole Is not as 
great as the overhead of an Indivi­
dual chain store. However the chain 
store has been “sold* to the Ameri­
can public by articles appe'rlng 
in the daily press, and magazines, 
singing the praises of the chain 
store, and pointing out how ineffic­
ient the Independent dealer is.

Molione both to table the bill and. 
to recommit it were lost and then 
tbs.Senate proceeded- to vote by roll 
call. Both Republicans and Demo­
crats baljotied oh party lines. The 
final tabulation showed 18 In favor 
of the measure and 12 against it. 
There wae no opposition to the bill 
In the House.

Among the .numerous descrip­
tions by |hfi Democrats in denounc­
ing the measpre was that it was a 
"Ripper" bill, similar to the fam­
ous Bridgeport “ Ripper" bill of 
1924. This claim Wae not generally 
.considered a just one, however, in­
asmuch as the latter measure au­
thorized immediate steps to correct 
an existing situation. The Water- 
bury blli calls for the appointment 
by the governor of a eommisiion of 
five residents of Waterbury to in­
vestigate the method! by which the 
city is complying or failing to com­
ply with statute and charter pro­
visions coDceroln'g ‘ finances and 
taxes. Tola comtnisslon Is not given 
corrective powers, but is merely 
commissioned to report Its. findlngr 
and recommendations to. the next 
session of the Asseinbly.

Passage of-the bill was based 
upon the principle that when the 
state believes that any of its sub­
divisions is not fulfilling its nbliga‘> 
tlons, it should act to correct the 
situation, but not uni'll (f .ladefinite­
ly established that’ such action Is 
necessary.
