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SENATE DEFIES
(HE PRESIDENT
ON FARM BLLL

Democrats and Insurgents
Combine to Keep Deben-
tures in Bill—May Be De-
feated in the House.

Washington, May 9.—The
Democratic - Insurgent  coalition,
which handed President Hoover his
first legislative defeat by writing
the esport debenture plan into the

new farm bill in the Senate, faced
a superhuman task today in the
drive to enact this form of rellef
into a law.

A hostile House awaited the bill,
which probably will be enacted
finally by the Senite next week.
Then, if the coalition should win as
surprising a victory in the House as
it did in the Senate, the bill would
face an almost certain presidential
veto.

What It Is.

The debenture plan, as it now
stands, would authorize the pay-
ment of & bounty on &all exported
surplus crops. The bounty would be
equal to half the tariff rate on the
particular crop exported. Its pro-
ponents declared it would take care
of the surplus crops, which have
pauperized agriculture in the past,
and would provide this relief out
of tariff revenues. All crops were
included in its provisions, but the
whole provision would te oper-
able only of the proposed federal
farm board deemed it necessary to
meet an emergency.

Surprising Victory.

The coalition won an astonishing
victory in the Senate. The final
vote approving the debenture was
47 to 44—a total of 91 votes being
cast. The four other Senators were
paired on the ballot and two of
them were present. The vote, in
which every Senator was recorded,
was without precedent in recent
vears and indicated the tremendous
political importance attached to it
by leaders of the two major parties.

The coalition apparently has de-
cided to make the debenture plan
its political campaign issue, even if
it is vitimately stricken out of the
farm bill the coalition will attempt
to have it inserted in the tarill bill,
which will follow the agricultural
measure. If defeated in that at-
tempt, the coalition undoubtedly
will make the debenture an issue
in the Congressional elections of
1930,

The debenture plan likely will
meet defeat in the House. The
Lower Branch of Congress already
has refuscd to even vote on it but
will get another opportunity to ex-
press {tsell after the bill has gone
to conference to iron out the differ-
cnces in the House and Senate bills.
Administration leaders predicted
the House, always more docile than
the Senate to party control, would
stand by the president. The coali-
tion meanwhile centered its efforts
on forcing a record roll-call in the
House,

SPANISH EXPOSITION
OFFICIALLY OPENED

Took Ten Years to Prepare;
King Takes Part in Inaugu-
ral Ceremony,

Seville, May 9.—After ten years
of preparation, the great interna-
tional exposition of Spanish art,
trade and sports was officially open-
ed here today by King Alfonso,

The King, accompanied by Gen-
eral Primo De Rivera, dictator of
Spain, and Senor Cruzconde, com-
missioner of the exposition, per-
formed the inaugural ceremony
from a tribune situated in the
Plaza Espana, the city's principal
square.

Commissioner Cruzconde then
jelivered the inaugural address, fol-
lowed by an address to the people
by Gen. De Rivera, in which he
stressed the value of the exposition
as cementing the ties between the
people of Spain and the Latin coun-
tries of South America.

This afternoon, members of the
royal family are to make an official
inspection of the exposition, under
the guidance of the dictator,

-The exposition, which is the
fruit of many years of labor and
planning, is divided into a number
of different sections, setting forth
hundreds of examples of Spanish
activity in various fields.

BURGLARS STEAL
POLICEMAN'S GUN

Also Take His Badge After
Shooting Him Down in N.
Y. Night Club.

New York, May 9.—The Broad-
way White Light district was the
scene of another sensational shoot-
ing today.

Policeman Peter J. Burns was
shot and seriously wounded while
attempting to arrest two hold-up
men who, led by an attractive young
woman, had just held up and rob-
bed the patrons of the night club
of Pat Gallagher, in the heart of the
midtown section.

The thugs, the woman leading
them throughout, escaped in a taxi-
cab., The girl leader is known as
“Imogene."”

All the trio got was $182 in cash.

Burns, a2 bullet in his abdomen,
was taken to Flower hospital where
small hope was held for his re-
covery.

SBhot At Door

The policeman was shot down at
the door of the night club. Witness-
es told conflicting stories but some
of them said that ‘“‘Imogene,” who,
with her two compantens had been
drinking, sereamed:

“Give it to him."”

And they did. A few seconds be-
fore they had “stuck’” up the place
after having a round of drinks. The
girl perched herself on the bar as
her two male companions rified the
cash register. The occupants of the
place, meanwhile, had been herded
into a room In the rear.

MAY EXHUME BODY
OF TORCH VICTIM

New Evidence Makes It Im-
portant That Body Be Given
Another Examination.

White Plains, N. Y., May 9.—The
body of Dorothy Peacox, torch vic-
tim of her youthful husband, may
be exhumed for minute examina-
tion, it was learned today.

New evidence changing the aspect
of the case makes it important to
establish the exact physical condi-
tion of the girl just before she was
killed, according to counsel for the
husband, Earle Peacox. They con-
tend that the proposed analysis will
strengthened their claim that there
was no premeditation on the part
of Peacox in the killing.

It is reported Attorney Syme {z
planning a plea of emotional in-
sanity in the defense of Earle Pea-
cox, the confessed slayer. Syme is
constantly amassing information
with which he hopes to prove that
the married life of the Peacox was
ill-starred {rom the outset; that
there was a growing incompatibili-
ty which eventually unbalanced the
mind of the young husbund.

However, the findings of the pro-
posed examination may be a weapon
in the hands of the state, {f it
should bear out the contention of
District Attorney Coyne that Pea-
cox had a definite motive of jeal-
ousy, in slaying his wife.

Washington, May 9 —Harry F,
Sinclair, the only multi-millionaire
pharmac}st Washington's pig -jall-

house ever had, continued to roll
his pills today behind &a vell of
secrecy obligingly drawn between
him and the public awed District of |
Columbia officials.

Efforts to ascertain details con-
cerning the incarcerated oil baron's
movements within the prison have
proved unavalllng insofar as ordin-
ary sources of information and con-
cerned, and It appeared today that,
despite protests from Congress and
elsewhere, the impressed official-
dom of the district is according Sin-
clair preferential treatment.

Shielded from Public

Certainly no other prisoner in
the district jall ever has been 8o
fsolated and protected from any
kind of publicity, Never before has
a gag rule heen Iimposed upon
Major Willlam L. Peak, superin-
tendent of the fafl. He has been
forbidden to sdmit even that Sin-
clair {8 in the jail. The unusual
screcy has giveh rise to many
rumors.

George §. Wilson, who enjoys the
title of Director of Public Welfare
in the district, is the official who
has given jail officlals flat orders to
reveal nothing concerning the oil
king's activitiez in the jail, and to
permit no reporters to com within
gunshot of the place. He has been a
minor official in the district govern-
ment for a score of years, connected
with various charitable and reform
activities.

Hurts the Morale

The bustling director of public:
welfare gave as his reason for the
orders today that a score of report-
ers around the jail the first day
“hurt the morale’ of the office.staff.
Wilson is strong for morale. Curi-
ously, neither Major Peak nor M.
M. Barnard, superintendent of
penal institutions, asked for the
order. Wilson himself has not visit-
ed the jall since Sinclair surrender-
ed himself. '

“I am acting in my own light and
according to my best judgment,”
Wilson said today.

Few Enow Wilson

Prior to the issuance of his order
there were comparatively few re-
porters or Washingtonians in gen-
eral who knew of Wiison or his
anthority. Members of Congress
asked “who i{s he?” When told of
the orders.

Wilson wavered a bit under pres-
sure from the reporters, but after a
visit to one of the members o0 his
board of welfare — a prominent
Washington banker —he found a
renewed determination to protect
Sineclair from unwelcome publicity
at all cosis.

Major Peak, said Wilson, could
“give out no information about any
prisoner or about any activity in
the jail,” ande“under no circum-
stances were reporters to be allow-
ed in the jall.”

Wilson said he consldered ‘‘the
publicity about Mr. Sinclair de-
plorable.” The millionaire ofl
baron may be Prisoner No. 10,520
to & lot of people, but {8 always
“Mister' Sinclair to the diminutive
director of the district’s weltare.

Suspected as Rum Runners
Studests Do Not Stop

When Ordered to Halt,

Abingdon, Va., May 9.—Whipped
into being by a storm of indigna-
tion, an investigation into the death
of J. W, Kendrick, 17, allegedly at
the hands of police -and sherift's
officers who mistook the youth and
two companlons for rum-runners,
was launched by Sheriff Kays Bord-
wine, of Washinglton county here
today.

Worley, are at liberty under $5,000
bail in connection with the shooting
while Paul Phelps and Sterling But-
ton, fellow students of young Ken-
drick at Emery and Henry College,
near here, are held in $500 bond
charged with intoxication.

Carried No Liquor

Demand for a searching investi-
gation Into the facts surrounding
the slaying of Kendrick was volced
today when It was learned that the
car in which the three youths were
riding at the time of the shooting
was devoid - of Jiquor contraband
and that:the youths had: no liquor
on their persons.

The three boys were enroute from
the college to Bristol, Va., when
the officers sighted their car and
ordered it to halt, suspecting the
occupants of transporting liguor.
When the car failed to halt, the
men opened fire, it was sald. Ken-
drick was struck in the left temple
by a bullet and died in the George
Ben Johnston hospital here.

To Make Investigation

“I intend to prosecute this in-
vestigation until complets responsi-
bility {s fixed for the killing of this
young man,” declared Sheriff Bord-
wine who caused the arrest of the
three officers. R

E. M. Kendrick, the slain youth’s
uncle and one of the wealthiest
farmers In this section, sald he was
determined to *‘spend his last dol-
lar" to prosecute the killing of his
nephew.

Due to the prosecuting attorney
being out of the county, it could
not be learned whether a special
Grand Jury would be summoned to
investigate the shooting.

No Agreement
Democratic members of the ways
and means committee, who were
denfed a part In the making of the
bill, canvassed the situation in =a
lengthy meeting but faile.! to reach
an agreement on g course of action.

While Representatives Hull (D)
of Tennessee, Rainey (D) of Illi-
nols and Colller (D) of Mississipp!
were condemning the bill—except
for praise of some of the agricul-
tural schedules — Representative
Garner (D) of Texas, minority
leader, declined to comment on the
rates, and concentrated his fire up-
on the administrative changes lodg-
ing greater tariff making power in
the hands of the President,

Democratic members from the
congested districts of the east were
unanimous in their condemnation
of the committee's proposal to
raise the world tarif on sugar
{rom 2.40 to 8 cents & pound, They
also saw {n many cther agricultur-
al Increases an added cost of llv-
ing for the people in the east's
great cities.

Farm Bloc Murmurs

Desplite murmurings amonq‘
members of the “farm bloc” {t ap-
peared today that the corn belt;

than sulcide.” Dr. Costello explain.
ed by saying the nature of the
wound indicated that the youth
must have been instantly paralysed
when the bullet entered his head
and therefore could not have flung
8 revolver away from him,

Find No Footprints

Officials today admitled there
were no footprints near the spot
where the body was found, But
footprints were discovered some
fifty yards away. These footprints
have not yet been {dentified ay
those made by Huntington,

~ ACROSS THE PACIFIC

- Dirigible to Carry 60 Passen-
gers and U. S. Mail If Con-
gress Passes Bill.

Washington, Muy 9.—Plans for

\ passenger-mall dirigible service
yetween Lower California and
Honolulu were outlined to Presi-
lent Hoover today by Paul W,
Litchfield, president of the Good-
year Zeppelin Corporation. The
company plans to build a Zeppelin
costing $1,500,000 and capable of
carrying 100 passengers or 60 pas-
sengers and mail.

Senator Burton (R) of Ohlo, said
Mr. Hoover seemed sympathetic
with the project. He will submit a
bill in the Senate authorizing the
postoffice department to place con-
tracts with the new service, he said.
The proposed system will not com-
pete with existing air routes but
will merely transport the mail over
the Pacific.

Litehfield said the company will
start building its first dirigible soon
as Congress authorizes its mail con-

this town. He accompanied a'
friend, Burdett Williams, on a short
automobile ride Tuesday night and
returned home about 10;30, bid-
ding Williame goodbye at the
door.

A few minutes later, he left the
house, tellinz his mother he was
going to & drug store a short dis-
tance away. Clerks at the store
say he never reached there. From
that time until his body was found
yesterday, Huntington's where-
abouts are cloaked in mystery.

Not a Suicide.

A theory of suiclde at first ad-
vanced was dissipated by Coroner
Costello and Medical Examiner
Pratt who declared ‘' the vyouth's
death to be a clear case of homi-
clde.

Determination of a possible mo-
tive for Huntington’'s slaying was
complicated with the revelations
that the youth was quiet, studious,
somewhat girl-shy and had no
known enemies.

Despite a police guard around
Drayton Hall. the dormitory In
which young Huntington lived, the
slain youth's sister and brother
cleaned out his room of all his ef-
fects, thereby depriving the pollee
of the onportunity to eonduct a
search for clues. Unfamliliarity
with pollee methods is believed tn
have been responsible for the
pair's actlon.

Exonerates Friend.

County Detective Hickey today
had a pool near the spot where the
body was found pumped out but
found nothing in the place. At the
same time the detective more or
less exonerated Huntington’'s friend
Willlams, and there seemed no pos-
sibility, early this afternoon, the
youth was in any way finvolved.
Williams' story that he had left
Huntington at 10:30 or the eve-
ning Huntineton d’r and did not
gee him again was taken by police
here as exactly the trulh.

Radlo Corporation's 3-point drop |
to 97 3-4 in a steady stream of
speculative selling showed conclu-
sively that the professions were on
the selling side.of the market in the
forenoon, but it required only a few
minutes to bring about a rally to
100 1-2. General Electrie, which in
the carly trading fell off § points
to 2335, recovered swiftly to 260,
and numerous specialties had simi-
lar market records.

Transfer from the curb to the big
board of the far-famed United Cor-
poration gave the professionals
another favorite on which to con-
centrate their activities, The stock
did not stray very far from the

Hagen's 67, an epic of purity in
the matter of repressed control,
licked par by three strokes and bet-
tered Percy Allis' course record of
yesterday by two strokes. It was
one of the great rounds of all
championship history, a manier-
piece over which our descendents
may gloat. But great as was, all lt
got him was second place at the end
of the day.

The leadership went to Diegel,
whose 69 .dded to hiz 71 of the
first rounl yesterday, gave him ap
aggregate of 140, two -strokes be-
yond Hagen. Two strokes back-of
Walter another 72 today for i total
of 144, while Allis supplemented
his 69 with a 76 to finish in fourth
position at 145. Their efforts
alone saved England from the ig-
nominy of an utter rout, for seven
of the ({first ten finishers were
Americans.

All Over 157 Out

They were Diegel, Hagen, Bobby
Cruickshank with a 73 for 146;
Johnny Farrell with a 75 for 147;
John Golden with a 73 for 147 and
Gene Sarazen with a 74 for the
same total; Tommy Armour with a
73 for 148 and Bill Mehlhorn,
whose 74 got him a total of 148 and
g tie with Armour and Aabrey
Boomer, of England.

The remaining Americans finish-
ed with the following totals: Mac-
donald Smith and Jim Barnes, 151;
Al Espinosa, Al Watrous, Ed Dud-
ley, Joe Turnesa and Horton Smith.
152; Jimmy Thompson, 156, and
George Von Elm, 157.

As it was decided that 64 players
were to remain in the championship
at scores up to and including 157,
all of the seventeen Americans re-
mained in the event for its two final
rounds tomorrow, morning and af-
ternoon.

Thus far America’s domination
of the British Open championship
affirmed again Levond the pos-
sibflity of a reply. Seventeen actual
American contenders started in the

" event; seventeen still are in it. Of
these, fourteen were numbered
among the first twenty-odd at the
- finish of the second round.

And two of them, Hagen and
Diegel, played golf such as Eng-
land only saw once before, when
Bobby Jones, greatest of all Amer-
lecans, flouted Britain's most treas-
ured traditions with a record 285
for 72 holes at St. Andrews.

Reminds of Jones.

Jones has been likened to the
machine in human guise but it is
doubtful whether his perfection
sver knew a more rigid. control
than Hagen produced today.

Diegel, on the other hand, had to
pull a Hagen on the final nine in
order to stay in front. For the ac-
suracy that has carried through
five rounds of the Ryder Cup se-
ries and the qualifying test and
-regular championship days of this
tournament to an average of 69 4-5
sitrokes, suddenly deserted him,
Putting had prevented him from
shooting in the sixties through
swery previous day of the open; to-
iay, it kept him in that charmed
snvironment.

‘The vital problem that confronts
every community today is ope of
selling. It has slways been one of
selling —but in the past, probably

A of less imp nee, since most
towns could get by on the rising
market, so to speak.

A few years ago store keepers
thought of their businest as many
now think of their community. They
thought because their store had
béen in existence for years, it al-
ways would be;-there were people,
apd people had to buy what the
store carried in stock. Then came
automobiles and good roads, free
mai! delivery, radio, telephone and
merchants, With the coming of
these, “store keepers” and “clerks”
had to become merchants and sales
people, or lose their business to
those who were.

Because for ages past compar-
 atively no constructive gttention has
been paid to community building.
community planning. selling and
analysis, it is often considered as
unnecessary. Many people reason
that because there always have been
cities. towns, and villages, there
alwavs will be, the same as some
retailers still think of their store
as a supply depot where people who
have a definite fdea of what they
want, will get it without fnvitation
from them or encouragement oOr
gervice from the clerk. You know
what happens to ‘‘store keepers”’
who refuse to be merchants—who
do not sell. The same will hanpen
to towns and communities who take
a like attitude.

This is a Selling Age. There
‘{sn't a business, a profession, or a
job. that doesn't require some form
of selling. Every married man was
a salesman, when he induced “her"
to say “yes.” And the wise married
man hasn’'t quit selling! Every
married women sells —sometimes,
and how! She has to, to make life
bearable. The shebas and the
shieks are constantly selling. You
and I are selling. We may not
sarry a sample case, we may not be
behind the counter, but we are
everlastingly selling something—an
idea, ourselves, or perhapr a friend.
When you ask for a raise, a day off,
a little more credit, or any favor

or courtesy, you are selling. Some-
one sald, “Selling is glving the
other fellow a reason why he
should do what you want him to
do or not to do, and salesmanship
is getting him to do it.”

Community selling s getting
‘ other people to think your town is
8 better place in which to Invest
thelr money for a factory, & busi-
ness, an enterprise, for real estate,
!merchandlu or any of those things
ithat will materially benefit. Come
‘munity salesmanship is doing those
‘things that will induce them to do
it, and avoiding those things that
will keep them from doing it.

You are & salesman or & sales-
woman for the place where you
live. You are working on a com-
mission basis: you get pald accord-
ing to what you do, and you will
get paid, and generously. You do
not have to own real estate, operate
s store, be a professional man or in
any business, to profit from com-
lmunlty growth and expansion. but
‘even {f you didn't make =& dime
aciual cash out of it, it is worth
the effort to enjoy better, more in-
teresting and attractive surround-
inge, to have better schools, more
parks, etc., which are bound to
come as 8 result of selling your
community—not considering the
satisfaction you get out of doing
something for the good of all —
something that you know, ydu
ought to do.

No doubt there will be “store
keepers” and ‘“clerks” for several
years to come; there will always be
cities and towns, but because your
town has always been, as far a3 you
are concerned, that is no reason
why it will continue to be. It may
exist throughout your life time, as
a sickly city, a tired town, vanish-
ing village, or callous community,
but without getting sold on it your-
self. and without selling it 1o
others, by your every action, word
and deed, your community cannot
keep up to and ahead of date.

Don't yet your community get
behind the times. Do your part. Tt
will be just as modern, just as alive
ac vou will work to make iL.

Incidentally they get as much
fun out of being members of the
General Assembly as they can. And
the last day capers are merely a
culmination of the general idea,
rather than an explosive reaction

lrom hard and serious work,
Connecticut's Legisiature i3 a
far better one, take one session
with another, than many another
state ‘has, At least it {sn't largely
made up of grafters and Crooks—
which is more than oan b3 sald of
the governmental bodies of some
states of the Union, But for all the
real work that is done and for all
the intelligent interest that is dis-
played in the more important prob-
. loms of the state, and for all they
do ‘exocept take orders and have a
better time than they would have
elsewhers, foar-Alths of the mem-

bers might just as well stay at
home.

AN UNEKINDNESS ,

Congressman DePriest, the only
Negro member of the House of
Representatives, has named Negro
boys as candidates and alternates
for appointment to West Polnt and
Annapolis, The only colored cadets
ever appointed to Annapolis were
gent there during the reconstruc-
tion period-—three of them, we be-
leve—but what became of them it
would take some research to dis-
cover,

Speaking from memory and not
by the book, we are under the im-
pression that only two Negroes
have ever graduated from Waest
Point, One of these served for =a
short time ag llentenant in a Negro
regiment in the old army in the
West and then faded from the pic-
ture, The other was appointed from
Ohio, During the last year of his
course at the Point he became im-
pressed with the social impossibil{-
ty of the position of a Negro army
officer and asked for and received
perm!ssion to resign immediately
upon graduation, He then studled
law and became s notable figure in
Columbus, During the Spanish-
American war he organized and
commanded as major & separate
battalion of colored infantry re-
crufted {in Ohfo. This battalion
was brigaded for several months
with & Connecticut regiment at =
training camp in the South and its
Negro major confided to an officer
cf the Connecticut regiment his be-
llef that a Negro boy could conr
mit no greater mistake than in
seeking a commission in the Unit-
ed Btates army or navy, no matter
what hig natural qualifications. He
spoke without rancor and out of &
broad and tolerant spirit; but he
recognized the inevitable,

Congressman DePriest is just a
politician and probably thinks he
is doing the right thing, But he is,
in his {ll-considered gesture {n be-
half of his race, letting a couple of
bright young Negroes in for a ter-
rifically unhappy time They will be
up against a soclal convention as
impregnable as the Rock of Gibral-
ter,

EXERCISING THE INTESTINES.

The entire intestinal tract may
be considered a muscular tube re-
quiring exercise and work just as
would any other muscle of the
body. We do unot consciously feel
these {ntestinal muscles contract-
ing, but they are, neverthelesg al-
most always actively contracting
and pushing the food forward
through the various stages of dl-
gestion absorption, aund excretion,
Clivilized people, by using refined
mostly overcooked food, usually
suffer from constipation because
they do not use a  large enough
quantity of rough fibrous foods to
provide these Intestinal muscles
with sufficient exercise.

Every rancher who raises horses
and cows realizes that if these ani-
mals were fed exclusively upon
the graln, the animals would soon
become mick. They can use an al-
most unlimited amount of the
straw and hay, *but must be fed
very caustiously on grain. We have
learned to feed ovur cattle and hogs
a8 to produce the best stock for
markets, but 1t seems odd that we
have not learned to use these same
lessons in our own behall. 1 have
glven you this homely. reference to
live stock 1In order to . mphasize
our need for more of the "hay"
foods {n the diet rather than too
much of the heavy, concentrated
foods, such as tne rains and other
foods rich In carbohyrdates, fats or
proteins,

At least one, and preferably two
meals each day should contain
plenty of green vegetables, both in
the cooked and raw state, {n ourder
to give sufficlent bulk to the.intes-
tines and to insure & good supply
of the organic salts and vitamins so
abundantly found in these foods,

The leafy vegetables, such as
spinach, chard, lettuce, celery and
kale, as well as string beans and
the small non-starchy squashes,
are most valuable parts of & nor-
mal diet and may be us~d in com-
bination with any other food with-
out fear of overeating or using bad
mixtures. They are easily digested,
and also assist in the. digestion of
the "“heavier” foods by making =
softer, less sticky mass through
which the digestive julces can mere
readily pentrate,

skins and pulps of fruits, by stimu-

BLODGETT REVIEWS
ASSESSING METHODS
THROUGHOUT CONN.

Improvements R e sul ting
from Revaluations Are
Dealt With in Commission-
er's Annual Report.

The far-reaching improvements
brought about in property assess-
ment practices in Connecticut
through modern and scientific
methods are reviewed and com-
mended in the annual report of
State Tax Commissioner William
H. Blodgett, which was presented
to the state board of equalization
today.

The subject is of particular in-
terest to towns in view of the law
requiring competent valuations
every ten years, which period ex-
pires in 1930 for many Connecticut
towns. Commissioner Blodgett
points out the impossibility of fair
and equitable assessments without
careful scientific plans which will
stand the test of public scrutiny.
The idea has been firmly planted
in this state, he says, that prop-
erty assessments should no longer
be subject to Inadequate or frail
systems, or to the whim and fancy
of assessors, but that they should
be the result of pains-taking study.

Must Correct Systems <

“Of late years, with demands for
municipal expenditure ever on the
increase, growing attention has
been focused on the problem of tax
equalization,” the commissioner
says. “This has caused a general
demand for {mproved assessing
methods, and the result has been
the installation of scund, falr tax
plans upon which may be bullt
municipal financial structures
which will last for generations.
The main fault heretofore has not
necessarily been due to the .asses-
gsors, because they have been oper-
ating under many handicaps, with
insufficlent data or maps, and for
1ittle compensation. It is the system
that stands indicted, and, by cor-
recting the system, improved as-
sessing methods must follow. The
importance of this effort cannot be
over-emphasized, It is one of the
most vital municipal problems of
today—Iif not the most vital,

“A review of the work that has
been going on in Connecticut in
the last few years shows how test-
ed, falr tax methods have replaced
disorder and distrust in the admin-
{stration of the assessment laws.
The size of the work can be better
appreciated when it is seen that
more than $400.000 ‘has been spent
by nineteen Connecticut munici-
palities in the last several years to
engage the service of expert ap-
praisal organizations to overhaul
their local assessing offices.

“It should be borne in mind,
however, that towns h: compen-
sated for this expenditure, in some
cases completely and in others in a
large measure, by the addition of
newly-discovered property not pre-
viously reached by the assessing
authority. Proper mapping of every
parcel of land in the tuwn corrects
all deed discrepancies, where the
usual reference is such as ‘80
acres more or less’ and has
brought into the tax lists properties
never before assessed,

*This process has resulted in a
general shifting of the tax burden
from one class of property to an-
other, putting all on a common,
proportionate level and eliminating
the inaccuracies and injustices that
have found their wa; into tax lists
which have been inherited by each
board of assessors from its prede~
ceasor,

" »A study of the figures involved
In these genmeral revaluations fis
lluminating. They show, for exam-
ple, that property in the towns re-
ferred to formerly valued at $548,-
000,000 before accurate appraisal
methods were applied to each par-
cel, was increased to $721,765,464.
‘While the average increase is 31.7
per cent, the range of growth is

l

from 2.9 per cent to 111 per cend
increase, Tax rates have dropped
proportionately, -~ except where
budgets have risen abnormally.
These changes involved the prop-
erties of 100,714 taxpayers of all
types—home owners, mercantile
and manufacturing enterprises,
automobile owners, office buildings,
ete, The towns covered almost
300,000 acres of land, or 444
square miles, and the cost of the
varijous appraisal contracts’ is
shown to extend from $6,000 to
$100,000. The populaton of the
towns involved is 428,685,

Manufacturers' Goods

“Another local tax problem
which presents a wide field for se-
rious consideration Is that relat-
ing to the taxation of personal
property or ‘goods’ of manufactur-
ers and merchants, The present sit-
upation {s very unsatisfactory and
unfair to all, iue to the inade-
quacy of the law, While in most
of the towns which have undergone
revaluations the assessed value of
the tangible personal property of
manufacturers and merchants was
increased to some extent, the
valueg .were arrived at in no two
towns by any two experts, or by
any uniform method, or by com-
mon understanding. The defects of
this law are pointed out {n the
1927-1928 biennlal report of the
tax commissioner, and ssveral sug-
gestions for improvement made.
The condition, with all its evils
and frailties, is certain to continue
until remedied by legislation,

It is Interesting to note the
shifting of the tax burden revealed
in an analysis of the revaluations
referred to. This is shown in the
table, which gives the percentage
which the major types of property
bore to the grand list before and
after the equalization work.

“The advent of airplane photo-
graphy has produced assessment
maps at a fraction of the cost of
ground surveys and has enabled
many small towns to assess thor-
oughly all properties where for-
merly there was much doubt as to
property lines and town boun-
daries. These maps “<1ould be look-
ed upon as a permanent improve-
ment or capital expenditure, such
as a school or road outlay, They
are good for generations and can
be duplicated at very small cost,

“There fs an urgent necessity,
also, for a high-grade personnel in
the assessing office it the results
of a competent re-appraisal of all
property are to be of lasting bene-
fit, The factor of ‘carrying on’ is
even more important than the re-
valuation itself, Becret methods
and favoritism have no place in an
office which deals so directly with
the purse strings of every citizen.
A populace becomes alarmed and
indignant if one of its officials, aft-
er tax and other funds are receiy-
ed, absconds or otherwise does
harm to the municipal treasury.
But there is no outery or protest
if several milllon lollars escapes
taxation through improper or In-
adeguate assessing methods, Is the
one case of unfaithful performance
of duty any more to be condoned
than the other? From the stand-
point of effect on the pocketbook:
of the taxpayer, the negligence in
the assessing office is far more
harmful and more direct than the
actual lifting of dollars and cents
from the city's cash drawer, be-
cause our officlals handling the
cash are bonded and the municipal-
ity ultimately recoversg its losses.
But it is not so with the assessing
office. Nobody ever hears of losses
caused by negligence of the asses-
sors, and there is no bond coverage
protecting the public treasury
against failure to receive its pro-
portionate share from every tax-
payer. The only bond yet discover-
ed which guaranteeg fair and prop-
er assessment of all properties i8 a
modern, scientifically - conducted
business office under the direct and
sole responsibility of a8 man train-
ed in the work, whose Integrity s
absolute and who holds office on
permanent appointment, and not
by the accident of politics and
party caucus, He will take the
mystery out of assessment work
and substitute mathematics., All
factora of value in every case will
be found in a card record system
open to public scrutiny.

There are all sorts of ¢causes for
itching. “ In fact, ‘most digpases of
the. skin itch gt one time or an-
ather, but what is probably ope of
the most serioup disesyes of the skin
does not iteh. : .

Since the sensation of itchipg fs
carried by the nerves ahd perceived
in the brain, the lack.of attention to
the spot that itches, if it does not
Itech too much, will lessen the sen-
sation of {tching: However, most
human minds dre constituted so
that a deliberdte desire not to pay
any attention to the itching and -
thus not to scrateh it is likely to
make the iteh even worse.

Physicians do not' believe that
bites or any other causes of {tching
should be scratched. The great
difficulty with seratching is: first,
that it merely relieves the itching
during the scratching process and
not permanently; cecond, that it is
likely to Irritate the skin =0 serious-
1y that the pus-forming bacteria
constantly present upon the.skin
will gain entrance through the spot
that is broken down by the scratch-
ing, and set up ‘an Infection far
worse than the original condition.

Bites of the louse, the bed bug,
the larvae of pin worms, of the flet
and tick, and of the.acarus, scablel,
or itch parasite, produces well nigh
intolerable itching. Physicians pre-
seribe all sorts of preparations
which control the sensation of itch-
ing satisfactorily, but the curs of
the condition depends on getting
rid of the parasite or of the toxie
substances that are responsible.

In the case of the mosquito bite,
the blood supply takes care of this
usually within 24 hours, sometimes
longer. An unscratched mosquito
bite .will stop itching if one has a
mind strong enough to avold paying
attention or eapable of being fixed
on some other matter. Really 1t
does not stop itching at all, merely
the threshold for perception of the
sense of itching is ralsed.

Hubbell, whose pitching almost
won the pennant for the (Giants last
year, landed in baseball's hall of
fame in less than a year after com-
ing to the big leagues from Beau-
mont, Texas, His exploit was the
‘¢irst big league no-hit game since
Ted Lyons of the White Sox turned
the trick against the Red Sox on
August 21, 1926. And the 1i-3t
National League no-hit game since
Dazzy Vance mesmerized the Phil-
lies on September 13, 1925.

No big league southpaw had ac-
complished the feat gince Hub
Leonard's classic -performance
against Detroit on June 3, 1918.
And no Giant itcher had twirled a
no-hit game since Jess Barnes hurl-
ed one on May 7. 1922.

Hubbell's performance was the
more noteworthy because National
League pitchers are not allowed to
rub or dirty the balls this year. A
prefect game was spoiled when the
southpaw walked Adams in the
third inning. In the ninth, errors
by Fullis and Jackson failed to un-
uerve Hubbell, even with the dan-
gerous Waner brothers coming up.

He struck out Lloyd Waner and
then converted Paul's smash into a
whirlwind double play, Hubbell to
Jackson to Terry. In the past Hub-
bell frequently has messed up this
kind of a play, but he did not fail
In his big moment yesterday.

IN STORE THEFTS

Hartford Apartment Raided
In Search for Information
About Clothing Thieves.

Police Lieutenant Willlam Bar-
ron put in a long stretch of duty,
from 9 o’clock yesterday morning
until 3 o'clock this morning, work-

ing with Hartford police on the
case of the filve alleged sneak
thieves who are accused of stealing
clothes from & Manchester' store
and who are to be given a1 hearing
in the Manchester Town Court on
Saturday. The Hartford police
have been busy tracing out the
ramifications and activities of thse
gang and last night they raided an
apartment. at 156 Wethersfield ave-
nue and arrested Betty Simons,
otherwise Betty Lewis, 22, a friend
of Norman Richardson, supposed
leader of the sneak-thief gang, who
is saild to have admitted having re-
ceived part of the loot from the
Laufer store here. At the same
apartment the police took into cus-
tody two vounger girls, Stella

—

Damien, 19, and Mary Wolowski,
18, whom they held as being In
danger of falling into ways of vice.
The Simons girl was booked on a
charge of enticing minor females
into viclous ways.

Two of Group Caught

The arrest of the Simons girl is
believed to be a link in a police
chaln involving some fifteen per-
gong in all to which a start was
glven by the confession of Mrs.
Bernice Murphy, wife of James
Murphy, both of whom were ar-
rested after the raid on the Laufer
store here. The suspects, most of
them known to the Hartford police,
have been lying low and keeping
away from their accustomed
haunts since the Laufer “blowoff.”
The police have learned that one
Henry Fitzpatrick, who was with
Charles Brodrib just before the
latter drove the gang to Manches-
ter on the Laufer raid, and a John
Reilly, skipped from Hartford right
after the arrest of Brodrib and his
companions, and headed for New
Hampshire, They had a car but no
money and in order to finance
their getaway they robbed a cloth-
ing store in a New Hampshire
town, were caught in the act, tak-
en immediately before the superior
court and are already dolng two
years in state prison.
