EXPERTS FINISH
REPARATION WORK

Germany Must Pay Two Bil-
lion Marks Annually for
Next 37 Years.

Paris, May 13—Compilation of
Germany's conditions for accept-
ance of the Young plan as a basis of
settlement of the reparation pro-
blem was Iinterrupted over the
week-end by the return of Dr.
Hjalmer Schacht, chief of the Ger-
man delegation, to the Rhineland.

Dr. Schacht wished to consult
with some of the Industrialists in
the Ruhr before proceeding with
the work. Sir Josiah Stamp, chief
of the British delegation, Is col-
Jaborating with Dr. Schacht in pre-
paring the memorandum.

The interruption in the work In-
dicated that the memorandum
would not be ready for presentation
to a plenary session of the experts
committee tomorrow. ’

Experts' Work Finished

The financial experts who have
been drawing up plans for the pro-
posed International reparation bank
have virtually completed their
labors. The memorandum contain-
Ing these plans will be a part of the
report of the experts’ committee.
Under the present plans the United
States would share in the profits
of this bank because of the
amounts owing to the United States
for upkeep of the American Army
of Occupation in the Rhineland and
other claims.

It is believed that the present
week will see the windup of the
conference.. The report of the ex-
perts’ committee with its various
sets of figures and recommenda-
‘ions will then be put up to the
British, French, Belgian, Italian,
Japanese and German governments
for ratification or rejection.

Britain Op

The experts are leaving the re-
apportionment or reparations to the
last. They have already agreed In
principle as to the amounis Ger-
many shall pay, but the press of
Britain, France and Belgium have
volced strong opposition against
the reduction of the allotments con-
{ained in the old Spa agreement.

Under the present terms Ger-
many would pay approximately
2.050,000,000 marks annually. For
27~ years Germany’s payments
rould apply upon allied war debts

n the United States; after that the
;erman payments would be credit-
ed to reparation for war damage.

To Watch Tourists.

Besides the commercial rum
smugglers, who transferred their
operations to the Canadian border
when the Coast Guard placed a
heavy patrol along the eastern
coast, the border agents will be
faced with the heaviest auto tour-
ist season in history.

In past years tourists have been
leniently dealt with by customs in-
spectors, a nominal fine of §5 a
bottle having been sassessed. Com-
mercial smugglers faced heavy
fines and confiscation of their cars.

This year, however, the Jones
law which fixes a maximum $10,000
fine and five years in prison for {l-
legal importation of intoxicants,
may be used against tourists who
are caught in the attempt to smug-
gle liquor.

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TAXATION

When taxation reaches the point
where direct imposts of all kinds
take $77.27 for every man, woman
and child in the state of Connectl
cut a situation is revealed which
callg for a “Stop, Look and wisten”
sign. Yet the report on assessment
and collection of taxes issued by
the state tax commissioner's office
frankly sets forth exactly that state
of affairs,

When, on an average, every fam-
ily of four persons is required to
contribute a dollar a day for the
maintenance of government and
yovernmental institutions of vari-
ous sorts, it is obvious that the
time has arrived for some pretty
zerious thinking on the part of the
victims of the 'spending; they need
not expect that any very close con-
gideration will be given to the
problem by that large, Influential
class which are its beneficlaries—
the holders of remunerative public
office.

There are just two matters in
relation to taxation .hat need to be
thoroughly understood. One is that
taxes are paid, in the last analysis.
by the man and woman on the job
—they come out of the effort of the
producer, It {s the family which oc-
cupies the house that pays the tax-
es on it, whether that famlly owns
it or rentg it from the owner, If
the latter is the case the taxes, of
course, are included in the rental.
The customer, of course, pays the
retaller's business tax, which sim-
ply has to be included In the over-
head which must be met by the
profit on the goods.

The other iz that only in one di-
rection {s there any overmastering
Impulse to keep taxes down, and
that i{s in the direction of the ele-
ment which has no opportunity of
passing the tax bill along to a
customer, a tenant, & passenger, a
slient or other person incapable of
again passing it along.

Public expenditure is the most
alluring and infectious propensity
in the world. Ten thousand tempta-
tirns lea. on to its increass Na
tlonal, state and civic pride are
rotent influences—every commau-
nity must keep up with the Joneses
Specialized propagandists are an-
other, Lack of understanding as to
who pays the bills contributes,

But when local tax budgets in
Connecticut jump from a total of
fifty-one and a half millions in
1824 to sixty-seven and a half mil-
lions in 1928 it is obvious that the
temptation to go on and on in pub-
lic expenditures {g leading us into
perilous paths.

Far too great a part of the peo-
ple's earnings, in Connecticut, is
finding its way into the pouch of
the tax gatherer. And for this there
is only one remedy—that the rank
and file of the people, who in the
long run pay the bills out of their
sweat and weariness, shall begin to
take a more active and studious
part in the business of running
their public affairs,

“UNIVERSITIES"
One of the most serlously mis-
used words in the English language
is “university.” A university, to

be deserving of the name, must ap-|

proach at least reasonably close to
the ancient and historic implica-
tions of the term—it must be, at
its foundations, a gathering of stu-
dents and teachefs animated as
much by & purpose to discover
truth as to disseminate it. From
the beginning that has been the
distinguishing characteristic of the
aniversity as opposed to the schools
established for the teaching of facts
or philosophies by dicta. Modern
universities either follow the origi-
nsl purpose or they completely be-

lie their names.
In Des Moines there is a Baptist
school which calls itself s universi-
; ) its faculty dared to l’\

vestigate the meanings of the
Scriptures instead of accepting
meanings handed down for them Lo
swallow, hook, line and sinker, the
entire faculty has been thrown out
and the so-called university has
been closed, perhaps permanently.

We haven't the slightest quarrel
with the action of the board of di-
rectors of this school. They were
running a fundamentalist Baptist
gchool and if they found thelr
teachers were not following out
fundamentalist ideas they had a
perfect right, moral as well as le-
gal, to fire them, What we do seri-
ously object to, however, is that
such an institution should call it-
self a university, It {8 no more a
university than it i{s a school of
fingerprint Investigation. It {8 no
more a university than It is &
steamship with six funnels.

There are dozens of so-called
universities in the Unlited States
that are merely sectarian institutes
or, at best, low grade colleges. We
are pot as sure but that it Is as
important that Congress establish a
definition of the wordsy“university"”
as that it define the adjective form
of “intoxicating.” Only we hope it
will do a better job.

THE YEN FOR SUBSIDY

It was expected today that the
farm relief bill carrying the deben-
ture provision would be passed by
the Senate but that the latter part
of the measure would fall when it
went to the House, The expected
course in that event is that the
Senate will yield to the elimination
of the debenture clause and pass
the compromise farm bill resulting.
with the understanding that the de-
benture provision shall be then
shifted to the tariff bill and the
real fight for its passage made on
that tie-up.

That such an arrangement wlill
spell the doom of tariff revislon at
the extra session {s among the pos-
gibllities, It is8 a good deal to be
regretted that the insurgent and
Democratic Senators have hit up-
on it. We should have preferred to
see the debenture clause kept In
the farm relief bill. There is =
growing feeling that such paternal
legislation can never be disposed
of except by the costly process of
allowing it to prove its own evils.
It would have been hetter to have
both houses vote for the deben-
tures, and send the farm relief bill
to the President loaded with a pro-
vision of which he absolutely dis-
approves. than to havk adopted
this plan, likely as it is to block
needed tariii revision. The Presi-
dent would have had much more
justification for *‘holding his nose”
and #igning such a farm rellef bill
than senators like Copeland have
in voting for the debentures—and

we have a sneaking suspicion that
that Is just what he would do "l
the test were made,

We shall have farm subsidy agi-
tation forever and forever untll we
have farm subsidixz for a briet
period and let the country find out.
to its cost, what they mean, And we
ghall have no peace or agréement
on tariff matters until we submit
to that experiment.

CHEAP DECORATION

Good taste and intelligence can
sometimes do more to add to the
attractiveness of a town than the
mere expenditure of money One
of the least expensive adornments
that any town ever took unto itself
is the Depot Square parklet. Yet
at present that little bisected plot
ot ground is as pretty a thing as
you can find in a day's drive. Kept
carefully mowed, the dainty shrub-
bery around its borders pruned and
well attended, 1{ts profusion of
tulips a-bloom, it is a 'charming
and delightful ornament, redeem-
ing the squat ugliness of the rail-
road station and contributing im-
mensely to the effect of Manches-
ter as 8 “lovely town” in the eyes
of the visitor,

One thing the parklet’'s develop-
ment has proven—that those who
gald you couldn’t have flowers and
ghrubs in a public place because
vandals would destroy them were
completely mistaken. North end
boys and girls may not be any bet-
ter behaved than boys and girls
elsewhere, but at least they have
never, as was predicted, destroyed
the growing things, picked the
blooms or mistreated the parklet in
any way.

GOOD NEWS

The news of the imminent estab-
lishment of a great airplane plant
in East Hartford, where it is ex-
pected that the number of em-
ployes will reach several thousand,
Is almost as importadt to Manches-
ter as to the neighbor community
on our west. It takes a great deal
of housing to shelter the famlilies
associated with an industrial enter-
prise as huge as the one proposed
and the western part of the town of
Manchester ig just next door to the
great plant in contemplation.

We hate to deal in invidious
comparisons, but it is easy to im-
agine that large numbers of fami-

lies or workers in the new estab-

lishment may prefer to make their
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homes on this side of the Manches-
ter-Bast Hartford lime. In these
days of motor movement, & few
rods—or a mile or two for that
matter—are of smal] account when
one can derive so many‘sdvantages
trom living a few minutes further
from the job.

Manchester could do with several
bundred more homes in the Silver
Lane areas of the own—and we
feel quite sure that a considerable
part of the airplane workers could
do with living in Manchester.

FUDDLED
You can't tell by the looks of &

Since that time we have had a good
many changes and evolutions, the
two principal offsprings of which
are the cafeteria and the lunch
counter. The cafeteria is undoubt-
edly one of the best places to-eat,
as such a large variety of food is
gserved in & fancy manner at a
ressonable price that anyone who
has made a study of simply dietet-
ics can secure a good meal which
iz pelatable and autr. .ous. One of
the best features of the cafeteria is
that the patrons can see the food
before choosing, and such foods as
salads are presented ip such an
attractive way that one can hardly
pass them by. Many people un-
doubtedly learned to ept a large
varlety of salads after being un-
consciously educated by seeing
these foods displayed

The ordinary restaurant cannot
be run at a profit anless business
is very good at the lunch hour, at
which time the rushed patron bar-
riedly gulps down his lunch and
then goes back to work and Is han-
dicapped all afternoon with a.dull
ed brain and a stuffed stomach
Every corner drug store caters to
this poon lunch. The special plate
and sandwieh luncher often served
in thewe places are steadily ruin-
ing the digestion of offlce workers
who frantically ruty through bad
meals to keep an appointment with

GETS INDUSTRIES

26 Factories Wiihhyroll of
Over 4 Million, Won With-
in 3 Years.

The Industrial’ Bureau of the
Bridgeport Chamber of Commerce,
on & budget of §13,000 per year,
has brought into Bridgeport 26 new
factories with an annual payroll of
between four and five million dol-

| 1ors during the last three years.

Attracting new Industries s a

strenuous sales job, according to
John A. Kimber. secretary of the
Bridgeport industrial bureau. That
Bridgeport has done so well with
so small an expendituré, he says is
due to complete and consistent co-
operation with the community.
Earnest Volunteers

In the first place, the Bridgeport
{ndustrial board is made up of a
volunteer group of leaders of every
kind of industrial and commercial
activity. Every one of them Is en-
thusiastic and willing to work hard
for the bureau. These men are the
bigzest business brains in Bridge-
port, and therefore carry the weight
of unquestioned authority In hand-
ling the many important matlers
which come before the board. They
have suggested that all local manu-
facturers, retailers and ‘others
sound out all business callers, with
a view to opening up leads. A greatl
many prospects come through this
channel. In fact this is a logical as
well as 8 primary source of infor-
mation and has been found to be
very effective.

The first step taken with respect
to a prospect is to look up his re-
gponsibility, If he is found to be a
desirable addition to tife communi-
ty, a personal call is made. Adver-
tising 1s not used. Many prospects
come out of the congested New
York metropolitan area, New Jer-
sey and Long Island, where mount-
ing overhead costs are making
manufacturing Increasingly dif-
ficult.

New York Office

To provide for easy and conven-
lent contact with such prospects the
Bridgeport Chamber of Commerce
maintains an office in West 2nd
street, near the Grand Central ter-
minal, where Mr, Kimber aspends
three days & week, This involves no
great expense, as the office is rent-
ed furnished from an office service
company which provides telephones
and information service. It is not
even necessary to employ a full
time secretary in this New York
office, as stenographic service can
be hired by the hour at a reasonable
rate fro mthe service company.

In dealing with a prospect it s
necessary to find out this problem
and help him work it out from his
angle, For instance, one new manu-
facturer was secured by showing
him how he could sublet space
which he had leased for a long term
in New York at a sufficilent pre-
mium to pay for what had seemed
prohibitive moving expense 'and
leave a surplus of something like
$30,000. .

Another important detafl {s to
keep the new meanufacturer in
Bridgeport after he has been secur-
ed, To this end Mr. Kimber keeps
in close touch with those he brings
in and does everything in his power,
with the cooperation of his board,
to see to it that they prosper in
their new location. In fact, close
contact i{s maintained with all fac-
tories in Bridgeport, so that the
industrial situation is known at all
times. One resnlt of this is that
when & plant ceages to prosper it is
possible through expert assistance
and advice to set 2 sick industry on
the road to renewed activity and
BUCCess.

In other words, industrial pros-
perity in Bridgeport is maintained
not only by bringing in new indus-
tries, but by keeping what s al-
ready there and helping all to suc-

The ‘notion” that typhoid: fever
comes from fish lmdrlnklng water,
from dead weeds, or from ‘simjlar
is a relic : of the’
dark age before the discoveries of
Pasteur. =~ |

He .proved that bacterh are re-
sponsible for infectipus qhnuu ot
the type of typhold: fever. :In- the
fifth century, B. C., writers describ-
‘ed continued fevers. of'the same
nature as typhoid snd in the middle
ages some physicians ‘wrote de-
sceriptions of csses wHich are easily
identified today as ‘typhoid- fever.

After Pasteur made 'his impor-
tant announcamenu'ln 1878-1879,
a German scientist,” Eberth. found
a short germ in the tissue of per-
sons who had died of typhold fever.
Four years later, another investiga-
tor named Gaftky got the germ out
of the tissue and made it grow.
Thus he established- definitely the
fact that typhoid fever is el.uod by
the germ.

The next step in the investiga-
tion was to find out how this germ
spreads from one person to another,
becauge the germ must get into the
intestinal tract befores one dewvelops
the disease. It was soon found that
the typhold organism is spread by
sewage pasgsing out of the human
body and contaminating food, water
and milk.

The lower animasals do not be-
come Infected with ths typhoid
organism, but they can carry it
about In their bodies and spread it
through contaminating food sup-
plies. Some - people who ‘recover
from typhold fev2r carry the germs
about in their bodles and act as
typhold carriers. Flies serve as car
riers of infection. ,

In the combat agaifst typhold
fever, modern gelentific -medicine
controls the condition by eliminat-
ing files; by controlling mllk, water
and food suppliés, and by proger -
treatment of the typhold carrler.
When a person {8 sick with typhold
fever, all his excretions are disin-
Yected before they are dlsposed of.

In the battle against infectious
diseases, the greatest enemy that
sclence has to overcome is igno-
rance and superstition. ‘As long as
there are pgople who belleve that
typhold fever ig due to dead weeds
and fish In the water, the atlempt
to control the disease by scientific
sanitation will be difficult.

BIG INDIAN VILLAGE
FOUND NEAR HERE

Local Expert Identifies Huge
Glastonbury Camp as a
Waugunk Metropolis.

Mathias E. Spless, Manchester’s
expert In matters of local Indian
lore, discovered on Saturday ia the
southern part of the town of Glas-

tonbury, the site of one of the larg-
est Indian villages ever found in
this vicinity. It covered an area of
20 or 30 acres and must have been,
according to Mr. Spless’ deductions.
the winter home of 2 community of
three or four thousand peop.e.

There are no known records
which might give a clue to the In-
dians’ name for this town of theirs
but it was unquestionably a metro-
polis of the Wangunk tribe which
ncenpied the areas next south of
those where the Podupks made
their homes. .

Cultivated Ground

The land occupied by, the Wan-
gunk town Is part of the old Ray
Harding farm on a side road ex-
tonding east from Trolley Station
4% of the Glastonbury line. It is
largelv under cultivation and the
presence there of Indian relics has
been known In the neighborhood
for a long time. The site had never
however, been identified by any ex-
pert as that of a very large Indlan
settlement. Mr. Spiess, in going
over the ground, found the remains
of several hundred campfire-places
and reports that the whole tract is
strewn with fragments of stone im-
plenents and utensils that indicate
a lonz perfod of occupancy.

The location of the village burial
place was one of the things dis-
covered. Another {.teresting fact is
that aronnd the anclent fireplaces
there still remain quantities of
fcharcoal In as good a state of pres-
