Windsor, England, June 1.—

Lord Dawson, of Penn, chief sur­
geon to the King, and Sir Stanley 
Hewett, physician-ln-ordinary, re­
turned to Windsor Castle from Lon­
don this morning to investigate the 
progress made in draining an ab­
scess which formed under the site 
of an old scar on the right side of 
the chest.

Keassnring Bulletins.
In spite of the reassuring bulle­

tins issued thus far, the King’s ill­
ness is looked upon as a recurrence 
of the serious infection which so 
nearly cost him his life a few 
months ago. It is believed, how­
ever, that the progress of the infec­
tion had been arrested in time, and 
that as soon as the purulent fluid 
has been completely drained from 
the King’s system, there will be no 
cause for alarm.

"Doctor Not Worried.
It was regarded as a significant 

sign that Sir Stanley Hewett, who 
has been with the King constantly 
since he was stricken last Sunday, 
did not find it necessary to remain 
at Windsor last night, but motored 
to London with Lord Dawson, leav­
ing Henry L, Martyn, surgeon- 
apothecary at Windsor Castle, * in 
sole charge of the patient.

Another bulletin regarding the 
King’s condition is expected to be 
issued today. The hope was ex­
pressed in court circles that His 
Majesty may be sufficiently improv­
ed next week to take over '  the 
duties in connection with the crea­
tion of a new prime minister and 
cabinet, but it has now been ascer­
tained that if necessary this func­
tion would be performed by the 
Council of State which came into 
being during the early stages of the 
King’s last illness. It was under­
stood the King spent a fairly com­
fortable night.

Farm Relief Bill Has Be­
come Law.

Washington, June 1.— President 
Hoover having approved their plan, 
administration leaders were pre­
paring today to give Congress a 
three-months vacation this summer 
but not before the new farm relief 
hill has become a law and both 
House and Senate agree revise 
the tariff by November 1.

There appeared little disposition 
In Congress to oppose this program 
except on the part of a few Sena­
tors, who demanded settlement of 
pet problems before the recess is 
taken. One group called for a deci­
sion on the proposed revision of 
Senate rules, which would make 
all roll-calls public and provide 
public consideration of presidential 
nominations. Another group de­
manded a Senate verdict in the 
case of Andrew W. Mellon, whose 
service as Secretary of the Treas- 
uiy has been challenged hut who 
was acquitted by the Senate judi­
ciary committee on charges of hold­
ing office illegally.

Still Much Business 
Both House and Senate however 

have fat programs to conclude be­
fore the recess can be taken. The 
House must dispose of the new 
jensus and reapportionment bill, 
which will be enacted possibly 
Tuesday. The Senate must do some­
thing about President Hopver’s rec­
ommendation for repeal of the Na­
tional Origins’ Act. There appeared 
little likelihood of Congress killing 
this law which goes Into effect July 
1- - With these matters out of the 
way, the conference report on the 
new farm bill must be approved by 
both House and Senate. There will 
be no trouble'in the House but 
quite a fight is pending in the 3en- 
ate, since the conferees undoubt­
edly will recommend elimination of 
the export debenture plan, which 
that body adopted over presiden­
tial opposition. In the end, admin­
istration leaders said, the debenture 
will be abandoned.

The others were scarcely better 
off.

The Weirs’ home is owned by 
Weir’s mother, Mrs. Ida Weir senior 
who lives in the Birch Mountain 
section.

London, June 1.— Charges of 
political bargaining "to deprive La­
bor of its heritage” threw a new 
issue into the political situation In 
England toaay, as growing possibil­
ity arose that Stanley Baldwin, 
leader of the Conservative Party, 
might succeed in forming the next 
Cabinet in spite of the overwhelm­
ing numerical victory scored by J. 
Ramsay MacDonald and the Labor 
Party at the polls.

With conferences between princi­
pal members of the three parties 
scheduled for this week-end, it be­
came almost certain that Baldwla 
would reform the Conservative 
Cabinet and force the new Parlia­
ment to make a confidence vote 
when it assembles the first week in 
July.

Thus, Instead of resigning Im­
mediately, Baldwin might take this 
step in an effort to make the vic­
tory but an empty honor. It now 
appears that he will confront the 
House as its prime minister, and re­
sign only if the House votes lack 
of confidence in him.

Holds Whip Hand.
Such a vote would necessitate 

either Liberal abstention, or a par­
tial Liberal coalition with Labor, 
as David Lloyd George, leader of 
the Liberal forces, holds balance of 
power in the House owing to La­
bor's lack of a clear majority.

The Daily Herald, official organ 
of the Labor Partsl, uttered a 
strong protest agalfist this course 
of action today. Charging political 
bargaining between Baldwin and 
Lloyd George, the paper demands?

“ If there is to be accommodation 
between the capitalist parties, let 
it be made in the open daylight.”

In any event, Lloyd George Is 
facing a dilemma which will test 
his ability to the utmost.

Baldwin’s Position.
If Baldwin forms a Cabinet, he 

must either support the Conserva­
tives, whom he has accused of Be­
ing “ enemies of peace and pro­
gress” or else coalesce with Labor 
to put MacDonald in office.

The latter is what Lloyd George 
did in 1924, when a similar situa­
tion existed. He put Ramsay Mac­
Donald in power for a brief tea 
months, and the effect upon the 
voting public of his action was 
chiefly responsible for the Liberal 
debacle in the elections which fol­
lowed MacDonald's removal from 
office.

The Liberal Party never recover'  ̂
ed from that debacle, and there are 
observers who say it never will, 
Lloyd George has an exceedingly 
difficult choice to make, and at the 
present time it is impossible to 
forecast what it will be.

With a seemingly inconsequential 
delegation of 63 members but of 
the total 615 representatives In the 
House, the dlCe-throw of political 
fortunes has placed Lloyd George 
in a position where be can virtually 
dictate the destinies of hls oppon­
ents.

At almost any time, by coalition 
with the Conservative forces, be can 
thro-w the labor government but o£ 
office, and plunge the natioh into 
the necessity of a new election.

No Majority.
•Final returns trickling in from 

outlying portions of the country 
confirm the fact that the victorious 
Labor forces will not have a clear; 
majority in the. House. With 600'
out of the 614 parliamentary con­
stituencies reported, Labor;has won 
288 seats, 20 less than A the 398 
needed for a majority; the Conser­
vatives, futilely seeking return to 
power against the irresistible labor 
tide, 252, and Lloyd George’s Liber­
al forces 55. , •

It may safely be assumed that 
when the remaining 15 districts are 
heard from, tho complexion of the 
next House of Commons will be as 
follows:

Labor, 288.
AJonservalive, 256.
Liberal, .63.
Others, 8.
Following time-honored tradition 

King George Is expected shortly to 
summon MacDonald, the son of a 
poor Scottish school teacher, and 
for the second time proclaim him 
prime minister of England and en­
trust hlin with the task of forming, 
a Cabinet.

Should the Labor party by any 
chance effect an amicable merger 
with the. Liberals, MacDonald would 
be in an unassailable position, but 
this is’ very unlikely. More prob­
able is a Conservative-Liberal co-; 
alition, Whioh would be able' suc­
cessfully to block any governmental 
legislation desired.

- Bright Yet Dull
Most motorists have heard about 

the man who took such good care 
of his car that he kept it in t^e re­
pair shop, but here an actual 
story of the man who shined up the 
car to a point where it would not 
run.

He had spent the afternoon 
brightening up the nickel trim­
mings. It was the one time in his 
experience when he managed to 
cover every part of, the car and for 
that reason he even succeeded in 
polishing the cap of the gas tank.

He was generous with the polish, 
too. And _that was significant, for 
the polish was in the form of a 
paste.

Later he headed for the boule­
vard in anticipation of an hour’s 
dress parade. It was rather discon­
certing to be stalled just about as 
he got there.

The next day it was discovered 
that in polishing the gas cap he had 
plugged the vent hole. That upset 
the fuel system and caused the vac­
uum tank to go dry.

Third Brush Does It 
Since troubles usually happen 

while traveling it is well to know 
how 'to avoid running down the bat­
tery if the generator fails to charge 
normally.

In traveling there isn’t much 
time to have the .generator taken 
off and examined. Possibly the trou­
ble may be remedied by having the 
commutator cleaned, but the 
chances are that the brushes need 
replacing. In some instances this is 
tedious work because of the awk­
ward position in which generators 
are sometimes placed.
. To tide you over, and bring you 
hpme without battery trouble as 
well, just have the service man ad­
vance the charging rate. This is 
done by moving a third brush 
which functions for the purpose of 
wasting current when it is more 
than the car needs.

Alignment Probably Right 
There is only one thing wrong 

with using the wear on the front 
tires as an indication of the align­
ment of the wheels. What often 
passes for misalignment is due to 
some other tire condition.

Sudden wasting of the treads is 
plain evidence of wheels being out. 
of line, but after a tire has worn 
down considerably it will show ad­
ditional forms of wear which may 
or may not be due to the alignment.

One of these appears at the ex­
treme sides' of the tire treads caus­
ing the raised portions of the tread 
to show feather edges. This may be 
the result of misalignment or it 
may be simply the pentilty for driv­
ing with too low a tire pressure.

Wheels running out of true will 
cause other signs of wear that may 
be mistaken for alignment trouble. 
Finally, there is the peculiar cup­
like wear of some haloon tires 
themselves.

Points Test Condenser 
Sudden stopping of the engine on 

the road may indicate a number of 
troubles ranging from being out 
of gas to ignition failure. But if 
the cause is not evident from a 
glance at the gas tank or a hurried 
inspection of the wiring under the 
hood there is one way to check up 
on a very likely cause.

If the ignition condenser goes 
bad the engine will not run until 
this part Is replaced with a new 
one. The average motorist might 
make a guess that the condenser 
is the cause of the breakdown but 
he knows no way of making sure 
of it.

This is because he is not familiar 
enough v/ith the condenser which 
provides a means of keeping the 
breaker points from getting black 
and causing spark failure.

Knowing this, he would remove 
the distributor head and rotor, and 
look at the breaker points. If they

Trouble is as old as time. Every j 
son ot Adam has had his trials; and 
each has cried, in his own soul, 
‘ ‘Never was sorrow like unto my 
sorrow.”  Whereas, troubles have 
all been, throughout the ages, of a 
few well classified varieties. There 
is .nothing new about trouble. At 
least we should be able to take this 
comfort to our beset hearts, that we 
are sharing the common experience 
of the race. This Lesson upon old 
Jeremiah’s woes is a reminaer to 
cultivate a sence of perspective in 
adversity.

In this universal experience of 
trouble, the one great difference is 
the way it is met. Long ago it was 
said that trouble is a chariot, in 
which one may ride or by which 
one may be overridden; and every­
body is free to make his own 
choice. Jeremiah chose to ride; 
and as a result his triumphant 
spirit still inspires the world, and 
his name outshines those of the 
petty kings and local rich men who 
caused him grief. In the long run, 
his defeats became victories; and 
the Bible makes clear that troubles 
may be judged only in the large: 
‘ ‘All chastening seemeth for the 
present to be not joyur. but grevi- 
ous; yet afterward it yieldeth 
peaceable fruit unto them that have 
been exercised thereby, even the 
fruit of righteousness.”

Penalties of Plain Speaking.
Public men, such as preachers, 

-politicians, professors and editors,
I who say only acceptable things may 
'save themselves many a hard 
knock, but at the price of shrivel­
ling their souls. Popularity seek­
ers also generally lose the very 
mess of pottage for which they 
have sold their birthright.. And 
that trouble is one for which there 
is scant comfort. No trimming, 
trucking, applause-seek publicist 
can hold public favor for long. That 
observation could be illustrated by

Jeremiah’s troubles came from 

speaking the truth for his times. 
Throughout a long period of na­
tional and international and social 
disorder, he continued to utter 
fearlessly, and even tactlessly, the 
changeless truth of the eternal in­
tegrities. Thereby he affronted the 
mighty, and got into endless diffi­
culties; nevertheless, otnlng hap­
pened to him personally could alter 
his message. His soul was not for 
sale. A lonely, misunderstood and 
physically afflicted man, his spirit 
never wavered; nor could he be 
either cowed or bribed. Hod had 
given him a clear word to speak, 
and speak it he did, in scorn of con­
sequences.

A Sure Standard of Success.
We shall miss the point of this 

Jeremiah Lesson unless we get a 
clear understanding of its relation 
to the old and ever-new problem of 
personal success. Any I'.an who 
consistently and ,disinteresterdly 
lives for and by the tested stand­
ards of honor and service and 
righteousness is a success. A tor­
rent of buncombe is pouring forth 
from presses and platforms to the 
effect that only ability to make 
money is the one proof ot success 
Men who have made money them­
selves know better. A few days ago 
the American Chamber of Com­
merce held its annua.1 banquet in 
Washington, with some thirteen 
hundred guests present, i-t the 
table of honor were seated the fore­
most figures in the nation’s indus­
tries, and these were introduced

one by one. The tWQ.' ntea, vrhd 
were given a real * ovation" were 
George Eastman, of .Rochester, and 
Julius Rosenwaldi of. Chicago, both 
of them great idealists, phiianthro- 
piks and public servants.

One Jeremiah was worth to 
Judah, and to the world, a dozen 
kings, and all the rich men-his land 
ever produced. Let th© reader 
amplify for himself the proposition 
that all society is built upon its 
fruth-tellers, its mofal leaders, its 
prophets o f ' the Most High. Re- 
ce'ntly several hundred leaders of 
Philadelphia’s business life met to 

1 consider how- to promote- the city's 
i progress. There were speeches 

about better harbors and transpor­
tation and publicity projects; but 
not a word about the scandal of 
political corruption which must be 
cleaned out before the city can ac­
quire a new repute and a new “ fe.
A revival of righteousness in Phil­
adelphia would do more for the city 
than all the expensive promotion 
schemes ever devised. A few 
spiritual seers—-even one Prophet 
Jeremiah— would be a greater as­
set to old Philadelphia than a dozen 
Chambers of Compierce. ‘ ‘Where 
there is no vision, the people per­
ish.”

All sorts of dire adventures had 
befallen the outspoken Prophet 
Jeremiah. He had been ostracised-i 
and cast out; pilloried in stocks 
and thrown into prison and sen­
tenced to. death. No downy time 
does the real prophet have. At 
length, stung by his rebukes and by 
his unpopular preachments, the 
princes besought the king to do 
away with Jeremiah. And . the 
weak-willed king assented. (That 
slack-backed king, by the way, was 
later carried in chains to Babylon, 
his eyes have been put out,) So 
Jeremiah was thrupt into ' filthy, 
unlighted, unventilated, waterless, 
dungeon, below the lower tier of 
prison cells; such a hole of horror 
as may be found only in the Orient. 
The victim was like to perish from 
suffocation before death from hun­
ger could release him.

At this point in the story there 
enters a negro, an Ethiopian named 
Ebed-melech, a' palace servant, a 
eunuch. He wasn’t much of a man, 
by prevailing standards, but he had 
a heart of compassion, and • the 
courage to speak out for justice and 
mercy. He appealed to the king, 
and got permission to extricate 
Jeremiah. Letting down a rope, and 
old rags to ease the chafing upon 
the emaciated body of the prisoner 
by putting them under his arm-pits, 
he called help and hauled the stern 
ofd prophet up to the sunlight and 
life.

And that may be said to be char­
acteristic of the Negro, the helper. 
We remember that it was a black I 
man who bore the Savior’s cross. 
Friends belonging to slave-holding | 
families in the South have told me 
that never once during the dark 
days of the Civil War, when the 
masters were absent in the army, 
did a negro slave betray his trust. 
In our discussion of the race ques­
tion, let^us remember the loyal and 
kind-hearted negroes who have 
been instinctively on the side of the 
right and of God.

Jeremiah was freed, and un­
daunted. He kept on speaking God’s 
message until his direct predictions 
were fuffilled. Now the. nation 
which once scorned him honors him 
as among its greatest.

always present, that somebody will 
be killed. That’s what draws the 
crowds to automobile races. They 
know that there is every probabili­
ty that some driver will be smash­
ed into a pulp— and they want to 
see it happen.

■irhen the driver Spence was killed, 
perhaps they got their money’s 
worth, but it was a loi}g race and 
one man Isn’t so many.

WISCONSIN’S W IIiL ^
It is doubtful if the full signifi­

cance of the signing of Wisconsin’s 
repeal of its prohibition "law by 
Governor Kohler is generally ap­
preciated. Kohler has been known 
as a very pronounced dry. He was 
backed by the Anti-Saloon League 
in his election. "When the Legisla­
ture obeyed the mandate of the 
popular referendum on the subject 
of repeal and voted to remove the 
enforcement act from the statute 
books of the state, the dry organi­
zations had every confidence that 
Kohler would veto the resolution. 
There Is little doubt that the gov­
ernor would have done this -had he 
not been completely convinced that 
the sentlmept of the people of his 
state was as overwhelmingly in 
favor of the repeal as was indicated 
by the vote at the polls.

There is, then, cumulative proof 
from three sources that the state of 
Wisconsin, having witnessed the 
prohibition experiment for a de­
cade, has soberly and seriously set 
its face against the continuation of 
the experiment— first the over­
whelming vote of the people, next 
the act of the Legislature and now 
the approval of a dry governor who 
realizes that there is no principle 
in a democracy whereby the minor­
ity shall rule.

House. Lenroot did all three of 
those things.

Lenroot took his licking in 
1926, at the hands of John J. 
Blaine, after he had deserted the 
LaFollette organization.. In the 
ensuing lame duck session he be­
came a general handy man for 
the Coolidge administration, act­
ing as a spokesman whenever 
possible and giving no further 
sign whatever of his one-time po­
litical independence. .Still, when 
his term expired March 4, he was 
given no federal job and accepted 
a job with the public utility in­
terests which paid him $20,000. 
He has been called the head of the 
big power lobby -frhich was oper­
ating here at the time, but de­
spite that he often appeared on 
the Senate floor.

Subsequently Lenroot saw the 
handwriting on the wall and 
grabbed a Hoover banner. It

what they considered his treach­
ery to LaFollette and the progres­
sive cause.

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Stucco and Granites  ̂ Popular
Materials for General Use

By WILLiIAM HARMON BEERS <S>der the following headings; gran­
ites, sand stones, marble; v lime

; Moldings are made by running 
nearly pure  ̂plaster along the line 
to be followed and then shaping 
the soft material by a pattern or 
templet-OF-by casting them in pieces 
of some size, which are then nailed 
in place.

Stucco Found Valuable
' Another material commonly in 

use is stucco. Stucco is any material 
used as a covering for walls and 
the like.'put on wet and drying 
hard and durable. Piaster when ap­
plied to walla in the usual way is 
a kind of stucco and the hard finish 
is almost like fine Roman stucco, 
except that it is applied in only one 
thin coat instead of many. Vitru­
vius speaks of three coats mixed 
with sand and three coats mixed 
with marble dust, but does not give 
the thickness of the coats or how 
wet the mixture is made. The term 
is generally gpplied to out-of-door 
work.

' The practical value of stucco is 
very great, as it is so nearly im­
pervious to water. An excellent 
wall three stories high, or even 
higher, may be built with eight 
inches of brick on the inner side, 
four inches of brick on the outer 
side,.an air space of two or four 
inches, across which the outer and 
inner walls are well tied, and two 
coats of well-mixed and well-laid 
stucco on the exterior, this being 
painted with oil paint.

Granite Widely Quarried
"Last, but not least, comes stone. 

The stones used for building pur­
poses may be roughly classified un­

stones and slate. The term “ gfran- 
ite,” in its strict scientific sense, is 
meant to include only a class of 
eruptive rocks, consisting essen­
tially of .quartz and feldspur, with 
usually minerals of the hornblende 
or mica croup, and which are con­
sequently known as hornblende and 
mica gramtes. They are tough, of 
a pronounced granular structure, 
and vary in color through all 
shades of ^ay. Pink and red are 
not uncommom

Until recently these rocks were 
used .for massive forms of construe-, 
tion, but the introduction of steam 
power into stone working has 
brought them into very . general 
use. Granites occur in nearly every 
state bordering the Appalachian 
range, but have been most fully de­
veloped in New England, because 
of quarry sites ne^r tidewater.

Maryland, Virgihia, the Caroli- 
nas and Georgia of late years fur­
nished a considerable amount. The 
region of Minnesota and Wisconsin 
is supplied from granitic rocks 
within the glaciated"area of these 
states. Chicago and St. Louis derive 
an abundant supply of coarse, red 
granite from isolated areas of igne­
ous rocks in Iron and St. Francois 
Counties, Mo. Small areas of syen- 
itic rocks in the vicinity of Little 
Rock and Magnet Cove, Ark., are 
also becoming important sources 
of supply. Light gray granite from 
Concord, N. H., was used in the 
construction of the National Libra­
ry in Washington, and similar 
stone from Hallowell, Me., in the 
State Capitol at Albany.

This 
dirt conies from various' parts of 
the system and settles in the boiler 
because that ;ld the lowest point In 
the whole'job/..If you Ipt this boil­
er water stand' over theisummer, 
most of these dirty particles will 
settle to the bottom of the boiler 
and yiflll be^h^fl; to dislodge‘ next 
fall, when the.tbofterils again started 
up. - iMowever, If you drain ôuit the 
water while these particles, 'are in 
susErinsIon, they will be removed. 
The holler should then be completer 
ly refilled with water up heyond the 
waterline to the top of the boiler.

For hot, water systems the same 
procedure-Is ip order. Eiraln the 
system' arid refill at once. This not 
only removes the dirty water, but In 
the case of tank-in-basement sys­
tems removes the water from the 
tank and insures that the system 
will operate at it’s best the follow­
ing year. The reason for this Is as 
follows: On all hot water systems 
where the expansion tank is in the 
basement you have what Is known 
as a closed system.

Ip this system the water, as It Is 
heated./expands against a cusbion 
of air in the.tank, thus”allowing for 
the expansion of the water in the 
system.'and also serving to Increase 
the rapidity of the circulation. Now 
if the tank should get “ water log­
ged,”  that Is, partly filled or com­
pletely filled with wat^r, there Is no 
more rpom for the expansion of the 
water with th® result that you have

a very ?luggj?h system. Draining 
the system And also removing the 
drain .plug on the bottom of the 
tank and draining it, inrures that 
you have proper working system 
the following year.

Another very important point tor 
consider when putting up the boiler, 
tor the summer Is to clean out all 
traces of 'SOot,, both In the boiler 
and in the smoke pipe and chimney 
cleanout. There is usually some 
sulphur in ebai And this in burning 
is changed' to sulphUF dioxide, a 
Bulphurpus gas. Th? soot, impreg­
nated with this sulphur rests on 
the metal of the 'snioke pipA When 
niplsture comes in contact with' this 
soot, a mild sulphurous ' acid is 
created. By next fall you wHi like­
ly have. a coroded smoke pipe that 
will need replacing.

Fmishing of Various Woods 
May Either Make or Break 
Your^ew Home.

CAROLINA DIGNITY

■ \ .

Of the many problems confront­
ing the home builder or owner, few 
are more puzzling or cause greater 
disappointment than that of In­
terior varnishing and enameling. 
Small wonder, when we consider 
the unlimited number of effects 
that are sought and the large num- 
be of diverse materials that are re­
quired to produce them. On many 
points it is necessary for the home 
owner to rely* upon the knowledge 
add skill of others; an expert paint­
er, an architect, or a reliable manu­
facturer of finishing materials. 
However, advice may not be dis- 
interesting or may be less expert 
than it purports to be. In any 
event, decisions pertaining to 
finishing must frequently be made 
by the owner. There is less danger 
that he will regret his decision if , 
he knows something about the 
different finishing materials and 
the best current practices in theif
use. . jAll finishes, whether produced 
with paint, varnish, or lacquer, 
serve the dual purpose of protec­
tion and beautifying. This sounds 
obvious and trite; nevertheless, it 
is failure to give sufficient *atten- 

. tlott to one or the other of these 
functions that leads to most in­
stances of unsatisfactory results.^

In approaching any finishing 
problem it is first of all necessary 
to determine what is desired as 

.respects both appearance and 
protection or serviceability. One 
cannot consider appearance with­
out being confronted Vlth two al­
ternatives as to the general type 
of finish: it may be a clear, trans­
parent finish that allows the nat­
ural grain and character of the 
wood or other surface to show 
through, or it may be an opaque 
finish that completely obscures 
the originil surface by the use of a 
Dlgmented material, producing a 
uniform white or colored sur- 
f&CGciear finishes are employed 
principally on woodwork and 
floors. Although the natural grain 
is not obscured, it may be modified 
and enchanced in appearance by 
the use of stain and filler. A com­
mon material for clear .finishing 
coats is varnish, resulting in the 
term ‘varnish finish. Opaque 
finishes are frequently , used on 
woodwork, especially in Colonial 
houses, and almost Invariably on 
jratotei-.waUs, Since-the material 
^ d  for the final coast on wood­
work is an enamel, this type of 
finish is called an enamel finish.

l ia c q u e r
There has recently come upon 

the market for interiaor finish a 
material known as lacquer. It is 
sold under various trade names 
and at times with the claim that.it 
is not lacquer, but an altogether 
novel type of- material of a mys­
terious nature. Lacquer is made 
both as a clear product, corre­
sponding to a varnish, and as a 
pigmented product or lacquer 
enamel. The most distinctive fea­
ture of lacquer is its rapid-drying 
quality. Owing to a number of 
disadvantages, the main use of 
lacquer in the home has been on 
small objects, and it does not re­
quire detailed consideration in an 
article like this.

Staining
A complete varnish finish nor­

mally involves three distinct oper- 
ations: staining, filling, and var­
nishing. A stain is used only when 
it is desired to change the natural 
color of the wood; otherwise, this 
operation is omitted. The pri­
mary function of a filler is to fill 
the pores of the wood so that the 
complete finish will have-^ smooth, 
even surface. Fillers have a sec­
ondary function that is of scarcely 
less importance, to supplement 
the color effect produced' by the 
stain.

The filler is usually about the 
same shade as the stain and 
simply reenforces the latter; how­
ever, in some cases beautiful 
effects are obtained by using a 
filler that affords a pleasing con­
trast with the stain. One of the 

f best examples of this is a silver- 
gray effect, which is obtained by 
the use of a gray stain and a white 
filler.

“ 0  that caihp! The cities had been scoured to find 

the toughest, roughest set of men I ever laid eyes upon. 
There were yeggmen, burglars, petty thieves and, in fact, 
the camp seemed a hide out for all the crooks o f New 
York and Philadelphia. It was a daily occurence for a 
pair o f detectives to drop in at meal time, look over the 
diners and leave w ith a couple o f prisoners.

“ To show what-type of men i^ere was at that camp 
I may mention a man who came into my kitchen and 
asked me to keep for him a small vial of a colorless 
liquid. I found out it was nitro-glycerine—^̂ enough of it 
to blow the whole bunch of us into eternity. I induced 
the.man to bury it in the snow far from the summer 
hotel we used to house' the ice cutters. He was a safe 
blower.

“ Well, to get back to my story. I brought with me 
a bunch of cooks who did the actual cooking and for 
waiters, or flunkies, as they are called, I picked out the 
toughest looking men among the workers. That was a 
diplomatic move as these tough babies, proud of their 
white apron jobs, kept some semblance of order among 
the diners. Of course it never was anything like the 
main dining room at the Hotel Knickerbocker at any 
time but the diners, at least, were prevented from throw­
ing potatoes at each other in a free for all fight. This 
happened on several occasions until the waiters knocked 
a couple o f men cold with clubs that they carried.

“ One day, it was a Sunday, my waiters filled cracker 
bowls with what they thought was sugar. What they 
put into the bowls Was salt.

“ A t supper time the men filed into the big halls. For 
some reason, always a mystery to me, those men would 
fill their coffee, cups three-quarters full of sugar. They 
did thisNpn that day. As they tasted the salted coffee, 
truly a miserable tasting concoction, somebody yelled, 
‘The chef is trying to poison us.'

“ Then things started to happen. I dropped down 
the slides bo the kitchen. ' Locked the doors. We 
armed ourselves with’knives as the men made a rush for 
us. The waiters started to hit heads and a most glori­
ous battle was on. ‘ They broke tables, chairs and dishes 
but they '^yere unable to get to us or, I am certain, they 
would have killed us. _

LONG APPRENTICESHIP 
TO LEARN COOKING

SERAFINO CANTINO, is 40 
years of age. He was born In 
Asti, Italy. Asti is near Turin. 

He'was one of a family of three 
boys and one girl. The father 'was 
dead and the mother was a cook in 
Genoa. That is how the son began 
to interest himself in cooking. Asti 
is a city about the size pf Manches­
ter and here it was where the 
young youth started to learn his 
trade. . ’  .

“ It was not a case of being able 
to fry a hamburg steak,” said Mr. 
Cantino. “ It was , a  Ibng, three 
years’ apprenticeship that was not 
a bed of roses by any means. We 
had to learn everything that was in 
the least way connected with hotel 
or restaurant work.

“ First I had to learn how to fry 
things. That took in every kind of 
a dish one 'can imagine. One hour 
each evening we had to study for­
eign dishes. There is Just as .much 
difference In the mode of cooking 
In the various countries as one can 
imagine. . . ,

Butcher and Baker 
“Alter the frying end of the 

course had been learned we had to 
become butchers. Cooks nowadays 
know little about butchering as 
things are specialized in the larger 
hotels but in my day we had to 
learn evers^thlng from printing a 
menu to making the dainties of 
pastries. Outside of bread we could 
do any kind of baking. So that we 
were not only butchers but we 
were bakers, too.

“ Our last course was to balance 
menus so that th^ various foods 
would be In rythm as we say In our 
language. A lamb course would 
have to have its special soups 
salads, cheeses, vegetables and the 
like. It would not be like a beef 
course, for instance. 'Then there 
would be special menus made up 
without any heavy meats. Oh,-there 
were hundreds of combinations to 
be studied.”
’ Alter he had graduated Into the 
chef class, the local man became 
cook lor a general in the Italian 
Army. This was at the Army post 
In the city of Mantua, He remained- 
there lor two years and remarked 
that the generals in the Italian 
Army at that time knew what good 
food was. He received $30 a month 
for the work but this ran to about 
$60 with the tips, so he thought 
It not a bad Job lor II cly as things 
were cheap at the time and his sal­
ary looked big except to the chefs 
in the fashionable hotels.

When he was 24 years of age, 
'  Mr. Cantino decided to come to the 

United States. He had a brother 
living In Hartford and that’s what 
brought him to this neighborhood. 
He sailed from Havre, Prance, and 
In due time reached New York.

H an d icapped  by a lack of 
English, the young Italian 
had a difficult time In secur­

ing a posltfbn. >’H^ first got a Job as 
a fireouia.at the DlUon Court, Ha,rt-

ford, and remained there until he ^  
got a working knowledge of the 
language. He then went to New 
York where he was No. 3 fire cool  ̂
at the Hotel Knickerbocker. His 
knowledge of French helped him in 
this Job as the cooks and the chefs 
w ^e either Italians or Frenchmen.

The Hotel Knickerbocker has a 
big kitchen. The stove is compos­
ed of 12 units and before each stove 
is a cook, so there are twelve cooks 
on duty constantly. The chef 
stands at the window and as, the 
waiters call their order he calls to 
the cooks by'number as “ No, 3 
steak.” That No. 3 man does noth­
ing all day but broil steaks. Anoth­
er fries fish. Even one specializes 
on one dish. The cooks wear white 
hats but the chef wears a black 
one. Sometimes a dozen cooks are 
.working on the same order. The 
foods are gathered on a tray and 
the chef examines them carefully.
If they are not up to standard that 
order does not go out.

See Nobody
“ Many famous folk's dined at the 

Knickerbocker, did they not?”
“ They may have for all we ever 

knew. Remember we were far 
from the various dining rooms and 
all we did was to cook. The head 
waiters and the chefs knew the big 
ones but they kept that knowledge 
to themselves. It was only when 
something out df the ordinary was 
ordered that we knew some notable 
was dining. We could see nothing 
but our fire before us and our little 
collection of pots and pans.

Followed positions in Oswego, 
Syracuse and Troy, N. .Y. and then 
a retprn to Hartford. The Bond 
was being completed and he got a 
position there In handling cold 
meat dishes. Then he became the 
chef at the Bond Annex and then 
went as a cook to the Heublein. 
Since this Is comparatively a small 
hotel, Mr. Cantino could occasional­
ly see whom he was serving.

CARUSO’S $20 TIP
FOR COOKING PANCAKE.

Let Mr. Cantino tell of his meet­
ing Caruso.

■"The tenor was singing in Hart­
ford a short time before his fatal 
illness. We h/eard a commotion In 
the dining room and In rushed a 
waiter who said Caruso had arrived 
and was scattering tips all over the 
hotel. Naturally we in the kitchen 
shared In the excitement. Then 
came the order "potato ressolll and 
an Italian pancake.”  'That was all. 
I made the pancake which is a sort 
of omelet with fruit filling. I do 
not think I gave It more attention 
than any similar omelet.

"A .short time afterwards .the 
door to the kitchen opened and In 
walked Caruso preceded by the head 
waiter. ' I was pointed out to him. 
"It Is the only lime In the U. S. I 
had an omelet the way I like It”  he 
said and he handed me a $20 blll.t 

Cooked for Notables. > 

At the Heublein, Mr. Cantino 
cooked for all the* notables of the 
state and the country In his years 
therê  He said that he noticed that

the bigger the person the simpler 
the taste.

The talk then switched to vari­
ous kinds- of cooking. ’ The chef 
was asked why cooks do not use 
gas. He answered that gas cooks 
too quickly. Coal and charcoal 
fires are the best. He spoke of 
froglegs, snails and other delica­
cies; of the grilled bones of the 
English; of the favorites of various 
European countries. In the big 
hotels he said the menus were a 
hodge podge of menus from the 
whole world.

At the conclusion he spoke a good 
word for American cooking. Said 
he:

"There Is common sense in 
American cooking.  ̂ In Europe we 
often take ou.t the strength of a 
food to serve It 'tempUngly and In 
queer shapes. Here you have your 
turkeys and chickens, roasted and 
broiled and your potatoes and vege­
tables served and cooked In their 
natural way. Afte? all that Is the 
best. There Is ' more nourishment 
lit it. 1 have cooked meals that 
one could starve to death eating. 
They looked beautiful, tasted well 
but I had drained out'the life of the 
foods to make them look other than 
what they should be.”

Thp time spent by a young man 
in '"  securing a medical educa­
tion’*' today ̂  is v‘ longer than' that 
spent in preparation for any other; 
profession. ■

Not only naust he spend frdm 
$5000 and $7500 in the securing of 
his inedlcai education, but he 
must .spend IP .addltlop,̂  ̂the money 
required fon’:pt>least> tyro years qf 
college work-.preyious to the medi­
cal education.

When he graduates,,, h e , serves | 
an Intership In a hospital. Should | 
he desire to specialize, he must 
then serve an apprenticeship with 
a specialist for some two to five 
years, during which his Income is 
exceedingly small. .

The man who enters medicine 
with the hope of making quick 
and large financial returns is sure 
•to he disappointed, although he 
can probably secure a minimum 
.living Income from the time he 
begins to practice.

Many Avenues Open
Today much wider opportunities 

are available in medicine than was 
formerly the case. Physicians' en­
ter the field of public health, they 
secure positions in medical re­
search, they become teachers in 
colleges and universities, they be­
come medical officers in the army, 
navy or Public Health Service. 
Some of them accept full-time sal­
aried positions with large indus­
trial concerns. Many of theip. 8”  
into general practice. Fifty years 
ago practically all physicians, fol­
lowing- graduation, went into gen­
eral practice.

With, the increase in medical 
technic and medical science, more 
and more physicians have become 
specialists. In 1925. there^ were 
15,000 specialists listed in the di­
rectory of the American Medical 
Association; in 1928, the number 
had increased to 19.000. Of all of 
the graduates in medicine in 
1915, about 30 per cent special­
ized immediately, whereas in 
1920 hho'ut 5L per cent took up 
immediate training in some spe 
cial'form of medical practice.

The earnings of a general prac­
titioner in a small community are 
said to vary from $2000 to $5000 
a year. The net returns of some 
individuals are, of course, consid­
erably greater. The earnings of 
successful specialist, five to ten 
years after completing his train 
ing, are approximktely $8000 to 
$30,000 a year, some men of 
course, earning incomes even 
larger than this. Salaried posl 
tlons In laboratory hospitals ancl 
various government services aver 
age from $1^00 to $5000 a year., 
whilq a few commissioners of 
health earn from $8000 to $10,- 
000 per year.

Not a Road to Riches 
The young man in medicine 

spends approximately $8000 on 
his education and loses the in 
come which he might have made 
during a period of eight years, 
which would be approximately 
$12,000 at a minimum. I f  at the- 
age of 18. the young man were to 
put $20,000 in the'bank, he would 
have a t ' the' age of 50 almost 
enough Income to live comfortably 
thereafter without hard work.

The young man who takes up a 
career In medicine must do' so 
'With the aim of rendering great 
service, with a view , of sleepless 
nightS; exhausting days and inten­
sive study. He must do so be­
cause he would rather care for 
sick and injured people than fol­
low any other calling and because 
he is willing to give his time and 
energy, often without pay, to suf­
fering humanity.

Philadelphia, June 1.— Like Mc- 
Swiggan’s bar on the day of the 
alderman’s funeral, the track and  ̂
field championships of the inter-j 
collegiate A. A. A. A. were a closed 
incident today. A  mere formality,' 
a gesture. Everyone knows thaP 
the key in possession of Stanford 
University, yet it is a quaint, old 
custom of the East to go through 
with the thing, regardless, so that 
this afternoon we will have the in­
teresting spectacle of a lot of earn­
est young men running themselves 
rampant in order to prove is hat 
everyone knows in the first place, to 
wit, that the contest was and is no
contest. ,

As a matter of truth, there can t 
be much of a contest about the 
fact that the best team in the field, 
hy long odds, is to take title to what 
belongs to it Inherently and by 
right of might. In fact, the games 
could go down in the records as a 
typical eastern championship of the 
modern era if it wasn’t for Mr. 
Reginald Bowen, of Pittsburgh, and 
his consuming ambition. Before we 
proceed with Mr. Bowen, however.
It may be said that the meet is typi­
cal because the East expects to ral­
ly in a very sensational way and 
finish no worse than third in its 
own games.

Only for the eighth year in the 
last nine is a California entry to 
iwin the championship; only for the 

,hird year in succession is the Cali- 
'x'ornia entry in question to be Stan­
ford. That’s making it close; so 
did the tailor when he cut the suit 
with a pair of cuticle scissors. Stan­
ford with some 23 points coming to 
it already in four field events, will 
score about 35 in all wh^ch will be 
ample, also sufficient and what 1 
really mean is enough.

Bowen’s Ambitions.
It has remained for Mr. Bowen 

to give a bit of tempo to a situation 
that otherwise might have all the 
snap and sparkle of a bill of lading. 
This bright young man is about to 
essay a trick which they say is 
•hsmanely Impossible, even if he 
does do it. He is going to com­
pete in three races within a period 
of 45 minutes, namely, the semi­
finals of the 100 at 3:10 o’clock, 
the finals of the quarter mile at 
3:25 o’clock and the finals of the 
100 at 3:55 o’clock. Mr. Bowen 
might have simplified matters by 
starting in the two dashes, instead 
of the 100 and 440, but he is not 
the man for equivocations and sub­
terfuges. He wants to do it the 
hard way.

Not since the early eighties and 
the days of Everett Wendell, of 
Harvard has any man won the cen­
tury, furlong and quarter at one 
and the same inter-collegiate meet.
In Wendell’s time, the affair was a 
sort of grocer’s picnic; today it is 
a mad stampede, in which talent 
fairly overruns itself in the corn- 
mon, human desire to win. Itr is 
the general Idea here that Bowen 
has the speed to win either of to­
day’s races, but not both. His 
trial quarter in 48 2-5 yesterday 
seems to make him a “ natural” in 
that event, although he will take a 
lot of chasing from Morrison, Stan­
ford; Swope, Dartmouth, and St. 
Clair, Syracuse.

Borah Fails
So much for one man’s ambition. 

Now for another’s dissillusionment. 
Charley Borah, the great coast 
sprinter, ran his last race yesterday 
when he suffered a semi-break­
down in a trial heat of the 220-yard 
dash, an event in which he holds 
the games’ record of 20 9-10. Borah 
is so obviously through that he was 
willing to concede the fact himself 
today. So did Lawson Robertson, 
who was Borah’s head coach in the 
last Olympic games, where the 
same leg injury cut his speed down 
and made of him a chump, where 
essentially he should have been a 
champ.

By way of valedictory, Robertson 
was quoted today as saying that 
Borah was a better man than Pad- 
dock ever had been at 220 yards 
and that, if any runner today had 
had a chance to better Meredith’s 
47 2-5 for the quarter, Borah 
would have been his choice to do it. 

Thrilling Finish
As for the games themselves, 

they ought to produce a thrilling 
finish— for second place. With 
Borah, Southern California now 
finds Itself embroiled with Yale and 
Pennsylvania for the dubious dis­
tinction of being runner-up^ to the 
new champions; whereas the Tro­
jans might have made something of 
a fight of it against their colleagues 
from the coast.

Quite contrary to expectations, 
there was only one record yesterday 
— Harlow Rothert’s 50 feet 3 
Inches in the shot putt. There will 
be more today. Rothert himself 
isn’t through yet; neither is the 
other Stanford gent, Eric Krenz. in 
the discus nor has a third, Leo 
Kirby, made his last gesture In the 
javelin.
