Offices to Settle Disputes
Over Incomes.

Washington, June 8— Furiher
Revenue Bureau directed toward
settlement of income, corporation
and other cases in the fleld outside
of Washington, was announced to-
day at:the Treasury.

Field branches of the general
counsel's office have been opened 'in
New York, Chicago, Los Angeles,
Boston, Pittsburgh, Miami, Seattle
and St. Paul, giving taxpayers in
these sections of the country the op-
portunity for more prompt settle-
ment of cases.

The order also sets up a direct
liaison between the Treasury and
Justice Department in prosecuting

tax frauds and defending tax suits
against the government.

Experts Assigned

Legal tax experts from the office
of General Counsel C. M. Charest
wera assigned to the field branches.
The primary function of these at-
torneys, the announcement said,
was to advise collectors of internal
revenue and field forces on ques-
tions of law, thus making possible
the ellmination of erroneous rul-
ings and consequently recourse by
taxpayers to the courts and board
of tax appeals.

Because of the congestion in the
tax board and the large number
of cases reaching Federal courts,
the Treasury Department has
launched a campaign to settle cases
through agreement. Practicaily
ninety per cent of the refunds and
other adjustments announced since
the publicity system was establish-
ed in April, presented compromises.

The International Sunday
School Lesson for June 8 is a
Temperance Lesson, “The Story
of The Rechabites."—Jeremiah
35:1-19,

In Bible Lands many Bible cus-
toms persist. Those strange people,
the Rechabites, whom Jeremiah
used ag an example, to teach a les-
son to his times, have an almost
exact counterpart in the Wahabis
pf Arabia. Because the desert is a
remote and silent place, as it has
ever been, the world knows little
of these fanatica] fighters for an
austere faith, Yet they are harass-
ing three governments and giving
serious concern to more than one
European capital. Their leader,
King Ibn Saoud, whom I interview-
ed within sight of the white pillars
which set off the sacred territory of
Mecea, is one of the greatest per-
gonalities that the East has pro-
duced; and a religious zealot.

Religion is the explanation of
the Wahabhis, and especially of
their militant missionaries, the Ak-
wan, even as it was of the Recha-
bites of the Qld Testament, They
are the fundamentalists of Islam.
They touch neither strong drink
nor tobacco, and they abhor all
luxuries, For themselves, they
dwell in the black tents of the des-
ert, in a simplicity beyond anything
Bparta ever knew. Shrine worship
they call idolatry, Theirs is the doc-
trine of primitive Mohammedan-
ism, in all of its stern and sword-
wielding and fatalistic monotheism,
That faith they are propagating
and reviving, with such fervor and
success that the present religious
awakening in mid-Arabia must be
reckoned as one of the mightiest
spiritual revivals of our era.

| bear, Jonadab, son of Rechab, rode

with Jehu against the Baalism of
King Ahab, Their vow was that
they would. never worship idols,
drink wine, mnever live
in houses, but always in tents, and
never plant crops or vineyards.
Theirs was an uncompromising
anti-civilization creed. They prized
freedom more than comfort; for
nobody may retain his full liberty
who is involved in the meshes of
social or commercial or political
life, )

This Rechabite vow was some-
what like that of the Nazarites,
with their unshorn locks and ab-
stemiousness, of whom John the
Baptist was the most conspicuous
example, .

We of this modern world are un-
der the terrible tyranny of contem-
poraneousnessg; so it is difficult to
understand a pledge that will bind
a family or a clan through genera-

i tions and centuries, With our mod-

erns, the fact that the fathers did
a thing is almost in itself a good
enough reason for not deing it!
The mood of the moment is to
break with the traditions and prac-
tices of the elders, and above all
else, to be “‘up to date.” ““Emanci-
pated' speakers sneer at ‘'the
faith of the fathers”; for today's
slogan is ‘'‘Be yourself''—by which
is really meant, ““Be like the others
of vour crowd.”

And yet, many observers sigh
wistfully for a measure of the
Rechabite spirit in our day. It is a
great thing to have had a grand-
father; and to inherit family tradi-
tions and ideals and standards.
How else may we preserve the con-
tinuity of culture and of civiliza-
tion? And our irresponsible, live-
for-the-moment mood forgets the
past and disregards the future,
which is rather a poor state of
mind for intelligent human beings.
On the whole, it is good for us to
have a session with the Rechahites,
the people who dared to be differ-
ent and to keep faith with their in-
heritance,

A Parable of Piety

Fear of Nebuchadnezzar drove
the tent-dwelling Rechabites into
the city of Jerusalem for refuge;
even as today the nomads thron
to the cities in time of famine ang
distress, That is a changeless orien-
tal practice. I have seen tens of
thousands of Chinese famine vie-
tims camped outside the walls of
cities .in hope of succor, Doubtless
while in Jerusalem the Rechabites
still dwelt in tents; for evemn to

Jeremiah the prophet, like the
greater Prophet who came after
him, loved to convey his messages
by means of parables. So he gath-
ered the refugee Rechabites into
the temple area, and set them in
formal array. Then, to the amaze-
ment and amusement of the on-
looking multitudes, he offered them
wine to drink. Of course his proffer
of strong drink wasg refused, the
i Rechabites reciting to him, as an
adequate reason, their ancient fam-
ily vow. Not perceiying the proph-
et's purpose, probably many of the
spectators laughed at him for his
failure to make the Rechabltes

drink,

| Swiftly turning the incldent to
| its intended spiritual purpose, Jere-
i miah contrasted the fidelity of the
Rechabites to their falth and to
their fathers with the covenant-
breaking conduct of the men of
Judah in respect to Jehovah, He
reminded them of all the measures
God had taken to help them remain
steadfast to thelr vows; but still
they had been faithless, Then Jere-
miah's voice took on a high, stern
note of judgment, as he pronounc-
ed doom upon Judah for disloyal-
ty; but declared that the line of
the sons of Rechab and Jonadab
should not fail, because they had
kept the faith,

Abstainers Amidst Wine.-Bibbers

Naturally, this interesting bit of
0Old Testament history is assigned
as a temperance lesson; and a time-
ly one it is. For it calls upon youth
to withstand the clamor of the
crowd, and the practice of asso-
ciates, and to remain loyal to the
best ideals and teachings of the
fathers,
years we have learned that strong
drink brings weakness and woe.
It hurts body, mind and spirit. Up-
on society as a whole its effect has
been so harmful that laws ‘ have
heen enacted to cast it out alto-
gether, along with other baneful
practices, The heart of hearts of
the prohibition question is the clear
conviction that the welfare of the
whole body politic takes precedence
of the appetites and desires of the
few. The rights of society as a
whole are paramount to the privi-
leges of the individual,

Amidst a wine-bibbing world, the
Rechabites were total abstainers;
and strong, free men. Nobody was
ever hurt by doing without strong
drink: millions have been wrecked
by indulging in it. Shall not every
noble and free citizen therefore be
big and brave and Dbenevolent
enough to sucrifice his personal
taste for the sake of his nation as
a whole? It is passing strange that
otherwise discriminating persons
will put a desire for drink above
their solicitude for law-observance,
for the nation's honor and for the
well-being of thein fellow men, We
are in serious need of an infusion
of clean, vigorous Rechabite blood
into the veins of our common life
today,

A Little Look at Life

For there has been deterioration
of moral fibre and of physical stam-
ina in certain groups where it is
most needed. A few days ago I was
discussing prohibition with a fa-
mous magazine editor, and I point-
ed out the peril to society in the
fact that it {s mostly the sons and
daughters of the rich and eminent
who are drinking bootleg liquor, I
cited instances known to both of us,
when my friend rejcined, with
startling brutality, “Well, they are
the oneg who can best be spared. 1
have to go out into society a bit,
and I know that bunch. They are
no good anyway; so they may as
well go to the devil by the booze
route as by any other”’—implying
that these children of fortune are
flabby-souled weaklings, prone to
degeneracy.

I could not agree-with my editor
friend. I still belleve that one pe-
culiarly tragie aspect of the reign
of moral lawlessness among rich
young men and women who have
never learned to subordinate a de-
gire to a duty is that soclety is
thereby being deprived of the serv-
jces of potential leaders. It is bad
enough that it is the mofey of the
prosperous which finances the
bootlegger, the gunman and the
“packeteer'”: but it also is a terri-
ble truth that these men and wom-
en who put personal appetites and
whimsg above the clear rights of the
rest of us, and above the laws of
the land, are thereby unfitting
themselves to play a moble role as
patriots and leaders, as did so
many of their forebears, The user
of strong drink is disloyal to his an-
cestral Jonadab and Rechab.

HENRY DOLE

International Sunday-School Lesson Text, June 9
.We will not drink wine,—Jer. 85:6.

Under the Jewish law, when ones

made a vow to serve the Lord, he
discarded the use of wine and all
strong drink., Jonadab commanded
his sons not to drink wine, neither
to build houses, nor sow seed, nor
to plant vlne;’vards. nor to possess
them., This principle was practiced
by the Rechabites; it was not en-
joined by the Jewish rites.
ed them from drunkenness and
modified the lusts for gain and out-
ward show. In the end, they great-
ly profited by it.

Confusion has arisen with many
because in some instances drinking
wine is forbidden, yet again the
drink offering of wine accompanied
the daily sacrifice and the great
feasts; the Lord promises a feast of
fat things full of marrow, of wine
on the less, well refined; He made
wine at the wedding in Cana, serv-
ed wine at the Holy ' Supper, and
bade his followers ever to drink ol
the cup. Understanding the mean-
ing of wine as the word wine is
used in Scripture removes all per-
plexity. Political and spiritual laws
must not be confused.

Wine used inordinately stands
for all kinds of mental intoxication,
imbibing false doctrines. At the
Holy Supper, the Lord made clear
the meaving of wine when the term
is used in a good sense. Of the
bread He said, this is my body;

It sav-'

and of the cup,
i Again He said, Except ve eat the
flesh of the Son of Man, and drink

my blood, ye have no life in you.|

I am the living bread. From such
statements it i{s evideat that by
bread His love is to be understood,
for His love makes one alive. His
blood means His truth, for as the
hody is bulided by the blood, His
love 1is exalted by truth. Wine,
flesh, bleed, are symbols and
l?nguage figures of spiritual quali-
ties.

God is love. Truth is the way
His love acts. In the last analysis,
God has but one thing to . give;
namely, His love, for in His love
are Infinite potencies. The Holy
Supper is, therefore, most compre-
hensive, for it is a feast of love,
and into it the Lord gathered all
the feasts of the Jewish Church.

If, then, wine in a good sense
stands for Devine truth, why were
the Nazarites forbidden to us it?
Their not drinking it represented
the ascription of all truth to the
Lord rather than self-intelligence.
When the Lord came, He abolished
the representative church, and es-
tablished a real church. And In
that church partaking of wine
means the acknowledgment that all
truth is from the Lord. And so He
commands. Drink ye all of it, when
the Communion Cup is offered.

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THE HOOVER WAY

The organizing genius of Presi-
dent Hoover—the quality which
above all others created such an
overwhelming demand for his pres-
ence in the Presidential chair—re-
celves another demonstration in the
manner in which he goes about
crystalizing the scattered and futile
prohibition agencles into a regi-
mented ang cohesive force, It s
one of the especial qualities of such
genius to appreclate the size of a
job, The averange statesman, tack-
ling a reorganization task, hasn't
the remotest {dea, as a rule, wheth-
er it requires a week or a year for
its accomplishment at the most ef-
fective speed. Mr. Hoover, on the
contrary, isn't going to make the

mistake of trying to do a yenr'al

job in a week nor yet of paltering
over a week's job for a year,

In the present {nstance, instead ! in connection with the arrest ori

of personally bossing the framing
of a prohibition reorganization law
to which he could give a few hours
or at most a few days, he has asked
for a joint committee of Congress
to confer with heads of depart-
ments and the Crimes Commission,
and prepare, in time for the De-
cember session, a comprehensive
and thought-out plan for reducing
prohibition enforcement to a work-
able and sane basis.

All very simple, but when before
have we had a Presldent who
would have gone about his business
in just this way?

There has been, in answer to
every criticism of prohibition in the
past, one invariable answer: “Give
it a chance; let us have a fair
trial.” Here is the beginning of <he
fair trial. We should never have a
real demonstration of either the
power for good or the inherent
weakness of prohibition—not in a
hundred years—so long as its.ma-
chinery was as bungling as it has
so far been. But scientifically plan-
ned and rebuilt, prohibition is go-
ing to receive a genuine test under
President Hoover, or we are very
'much mistaken. And it will need no
hundred years to demonstrate its
feasibility or its impossibility, after
the Hoover machine getsg to run-
ning., We can read the fateful an-
swer in a single year or two,

EYES OVERSEAS

Only once since close of the war
of 1812, and that occasion being
when the whole world hung on
Great Britain's decision as to sup-
_porting France and Belgium in the
terrible summer of 1914, has Brit-
ish politics carried so much of in-
‘terest to the people of the United
States,

The program of the British La-
bor party, now in power in govern-
ment and possessing a plurality in
the House of Commons, is very
largely predicated on the_  theory
that major publie utilitles cannot
logically be conducted for profit
to individuals but must be operat-
ed for service to the nation, Na-
tionalization of the coal mines and
the railiroads, government owner-
ship of shipping lines and govern-
ment insurance ara among the spe-
cific propositions that Labor is
pledged to bring about, Incidental-
ly the party holds to the taxation
theory that the unearned income is
by every right the source of reve-
nue which deserves the least ex-
emption and should bear the first
brunt of public expenses to the lim-
it of its capacity.

The British Labor party, how-
ever, differs from many radical
bodies throughout the world {n that
it does not propose to bring about
thesg fundamental changes with
dislocating suddenness, It plans to
proceed slowly, with careful read-
justment at each step., Which is a
policy diametirically opposed to the
harebrained ruthlessness and .cruel-
ty of the Russlan Bolsheviki's wild
attempt to make -the world over in
a minute,
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great body of thought favoradie to
even such moderate socialism as i8
contemplated by the British Labor
party. But there are nevertheless
millions of people who will be suffi-
ciently interested to watch _very
closely the outcome of the British
attempt to displace profit by service
in major public utilities.

Count Magence de Polignac and a
lot of toppy Park avenue and Fifth
avenue salesmen [n New York,
charged with supplying fine cham-
pagnes and other wines, cordlals
and liquors to a great many
wealthy customers of that city, is
the quality of the stuff in which
i this syndicate Is alleged to have
dealt, Only the finest of drinkables
was dealt in, so the dry authorities

lutely nothing new to this trade, It
has been going on for years and
years. Yet it isn't more than a
year or two ago that the assertion
| was being made by drys that not an
ounce of sound liquor—nothing but
synthetic stufi—was on sale any-
where in America,

Park avenue—and all the litile
and big Park avenues in the United
States—have been getting all the
champagne and fine liquors they
cared to pay for. at fancy prices,
ever since prohibition went into ef-
fect; and this is very nearly the
first time that the trade has been
interfered with.

It is this kind of favoritism that
may be brought to an end by Mr.
Hoover's reorganization of the pro-
hibition enforcement service, It is
just as essential to dry up Fifth ave-
nue, and the pillared verandahs of
the Southern colonels, in order to
get a “falr test” of prohibition as
it is to padlock fool night clubs and
arrest Itallan farmers for making
a little red wine,

NERVES

The nervous tension under which
people live in a city like New York
wag illustrated in a singular way
a day or two ago. First two rap-
scallion children climbed into a
truck and released its emergency
brake. The truck, parked on =a
heavy grede, ran away, smashed in-
to a trolley car and the trolley car
backed into another, Forty persons
were treated by ambulance doc-
tors and at hospitals—and the
worst Injury that any of them had
received was some cuts on the head
of one of the motormen. The In-
juries of almost all the other 39
were really insignificant. And yet
the cars and the street in the vicl-
nity of the crash were full of un-
conscious people, most of whom
had collapsed from no more than
a shaking up.

The life of the big city cave
dweller «doesn’t contribute to stam-
ina or self-control. Put a bunch of
Connécticut Valley tobacco workers
through an experience like that and
instead of fainting®away the whole
lot of them would be scouring the
neighborhopd, inside of 30 seconds,
for the two kids that le.t off that
brake.

You can buy just as healthy
food at any corner grocery store,
according to W. G. Campbell,
chief of the department's food,
drug and Insectlelde administra-
‘tion, who holds that the use of
[the word “health"” in connection
with fonds often amounts to a
misbranding under the food and
[drugs law.
| "It Implies that these products
have health-giving or curative
propertles,” Camphell say:,
“whereas they generally possess
|some of the nutritive qualitles to
| he expected In any wholesome
:’i‘oud produets.

Mislending the Customer

“The label claims on these
| products are such that the con-
sumer is led to believe that our
lordinary diet Is sorely
{in wich  vital substances as vita-
mine and minerals, and that these
so-called ‘health foods' are ahso-
lutely necessary to conserve life
and health.”

Authorities enforcing the food
law aim to combat such claims
and often find it necessary, under
the food and drug acts, to warn
manufacturers to make thelr la-
bhels enform to facts as shown by
mediecal seclence and laboratory
tests. There is no objection If
food is called ‘“wholesome’™ when
it iz, but there is objection when
an attempt I8 made to show that
something ought to be added to
the every-day diet to avoid se-
rious nutritional trouble.

“So-called ‘health-giving' bis-
cuits, foods and waters are not
only a waste of money {f pur-
chased for their curative proper-
ties,”” Campbel]l says, “but are re-
sponsible for a more serfous loss
because their use is relled upon
as a substitute for appropriate
corrective measures, such as a
!proper diet, exercise and sun-
shine.”

There are
“health foods"
ed the market In
years, one learns.

The first includes whole wheat,
rve, oats and bran preparations,
Campbell admits that such grain
products are valuable to the diet,
but says:

“They are misrepresented when
curtive properties are claimed
for them and when the maker
says they provide ‘life-giving vita-
mins in their tasty natural state.'
The tendency to exaggerate the
merits of cereal breakfast foods
and ‘health foods’ has received
our increasing attention in an ef-
fort tn keep statements regard-
ing them In strict conformity
with fact.” Indiseriminate use of
the word ‘vitamins' in labeling
may be impressive, but it must
be proved that vitamins are in
the product if the manufacturer
is to avold a charge of misbrand-
ing."

The next class consists of min-
ereal waters or imitations of min-
eral waters, which Campbell
says are sold by health resorts
and promoters seeking to con-
vince the customer that the same
benefits may be obtained by their
use at home as would be derived
from staying at the resort and fol-
lowing a proper diet and taking
rest,

“Enthusiastic and glowing ac-
counts of the merits of these wa-
ters are frequently exaggera-
tions,”” Campbell says, “We are
trying to see that they are both
truthfully labeled and entirely
pure and uncontaminated.

“The third general group of
so-called ‘life-giving’ products in-
cludes candy containing calcium,
salt containing {iodine, food ma-
terials with phosphates added,
bread containing carrot flour,
crackers containing €enna, & lax-
ative drug, and chewing gum con-
talning phenol phthalein, a coal
tar cathartic,

INFECTION FROM BEDBUGS

Those people living in wooden
dwellings often complain of the
difficulty of getting rid of bedbugs.
The bedbug may live in cracks in
the bed, behind the walnscoating,

under loose wallpaper, and may be
very hard to eliminate in old dwell-
ings. Traveling men ‘who are fore-
ed to stop in small-town hotels are
frequently disturbed by the crawl-
ing or bite of this insect, besides
disturbing the sleep.

There is real danger of infection
from the bite of the bedbug or any
other insect, Hvery effort should
be made to eliminate such danger-
ous pests. Irritation produced by
the bedbug's bite may be alleviat-
ed with peroxide of hydrogen or
tincture of lodine,

Some people are more suscepti-
ble than others to insect bites. Some
may sleep straight through the
night, even when bitten dozens of
times, and may be even unaware of
the bedbug’'s presence' except when
the sheets are stained by a crushed
insect.

In every case where an abrosion
of the skin i8 found in the morning,
It is' a safe plan to sterilize the
parts, This would be true whether
the bite came from a bedbug, spider
or any other insect.

‘Those who are forced to travel
and sleep in strange beds, especlally
in old dwellings, may not be able to
do anything more than to watch
for abrosions and sterilize them

It is usually possible to fumigate
the house sufficiently to destroy
badbugs, but the fumigation may
have to be repeated several times,
as the bedbug is a good ‘“‘faster”
and can live as long as a year with-
out.-food. It also produces ag much
as four broods of young in a single
year. The best fumigating gas to
use {8 hydrocyanic acid, but this is
very dangerous to human belngs
and should only be used by an ex-
pert. These expert fumigators can
be found in any large city. Sulpbhur
fumes may also be employed to ad-
vantage, but there Is the risk of in-

Most drugstores also have a
liquid preparation which can be
sprayed In the cracks or posslble
concealment places. Insect pow-
ders do not seem to be of much
value, but the liquid spray will
usually do the work {f it is used
several times over a period of
about slx months.

The bedbug or other insects often
stay concealed for months at a time
and unless the spray is used occa-
slonally during Intervals of at least
slx months or possibly a year, the
Insects are liable to come from
their hiding places after the effect
of the poisonous spray has worn
off. ‘

ELECTRIC METERS EASY
TO READ AS WATCH

If Error Is Made It Is Correct-
ed Next Month.

Readinng the meter is little more
difficult than reading the time
from a wateh. The difference be-
tween a wateh and an electric
meter is that the latter has two
more hands and that each alter-
nate hand runs in the opposite di-
rection.

In the meter the dial on the right
is the units figure, the next to the
left the tens, the third the hun-
dreds and the fourth the thousanpds.
If the first hand is at five and the
second hand between four and {ive,
the reading would be forty-five., If
the first hand is at nine and the
second hand almost at nine, remem-
ber your watch analogy. If the min-
ute hand on your watch is at eleven
and the hour hand appears to be &t
eleven, you would not say it was
11:55, but 10:55. So the reading
of the meter, with the dial hands in
the last-mentioned position, would
not be 99, but 89.

Sometimes customers state
the company's meter reader has
been careless. As a matter of
fact, meter reading is a work In
which practice makes for both spead
and accuracy. A glance tells him
the story, just as a glance at a
watch gives any person the time,
Even though an error in reading
might be made one month the next
month's reading rectifies it, since
the meter registration is cumulative
and the register hands are not re-
set to the zero position when the
meter is read.

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SHABE NEEDED
IN CULTIVATING
WILD FLOWERS

Dutchman’s Breeches, Hepati-
ca and Trillium Among
Those Adapted to Garden.

The Dutchman’'s breeches in-
habits rich woods, forming masses
of delicate, ferny foliage, with hun-
dreds of odd white flowers in grace-
ful sprays in April and May. It has
small yellow bulb-like roots, which
furnish a ready means of propaga-
tiop, and {s adapted especially to a
shallow basin-like depression in
garden or in leaf soll in the shade
of a robust hedge or 7arden wall.

Another wildling which s very
successfully cultivated in-the shade
is the bloodroot. Tt comes from
rich woods, spreads by a2 strong
rootstock just under the ground,
sends up broad, crisp, green leaves

and dainty, clear white flowers in
April ‘'and May, which are nearly
two inches across.

By planting pleces. of the root-
stock even in ordinary garden soil
one ¢an have a worth-while white
flower in the shady spot. It is de-
sirable to cover them with leaves
over winter and leave a Tew of these
to mix with the soil in the spring.

Hepatlea, the blue, pink or white
spring wild flower familiar to most
of us, has also leaves which last
over winter. Hepaticas will even
grow in a sunny border, but as
they prefer shade, we may count on
them -for planting where it is too
shady for ordinary zarden flowers.
It is possible to help them along
by glving them a good rich loam to
grow in. By dividing the roots new
plants are obtalned. . -

The trillium, or wake robins, oth-
er wild friends of childhood days,
are showy flowers in white, pink or
deep red, They come from 2 moist
rich woods soil, as it Is best o
make some leaf soll for them, and
as the narrow bulb-like roots are
naturally deeply sunk they should
be so planted. They can be so

planted in mid-summer or later.

GAUGED BY TYPE OF THE HOUSE

Strangers Judge Entirely by Outward Aspects

To the stranger or casual pass-a?

erby the appearance of the home
is the only criterion of the social
prestige of the owner. The occu-
pants of the home are judged
largely by the exterior 1lnes of the

building.

If the home is modern in appear-
ance, with pleasing lines and well-
proportioned accessories, Lhe on-
looker is influenced more favorably
toward the owner than toward his
neighbor down the street who lives
fn an antiguated-designed resi-
dence which whas the style back in
the eighties,

An unfair and often entirely an
erroneous estimate, it must be ad-
mitted, yvet one based on human
nature,

Adds to Prestige.

A modern house adds to social
prestige. The owner of a modern
residence is looked upon with re-
spect because visible evidence is
present that he has taste and ap-
preciation of beauty and the abil-
ity to gratify these.

From the standpoint of the mis-
tress of the house, a modernized
social advantages.
She can welcome her guests with
a more pronouncad feeling of sat-
isfaction. She knows that the ex-
terior lines are charming and that
the interior shows good taste and
breeding.

" Apologies are entirely unneces-
sary when the house is modern,
Even though these apologies are
silent, the feeling remains that the
house is not what it should be,
Outsiders Are Curious.

When an outsider comes into
the house, the furnishings and oth-
er appointments of the home are
immediately appraised and the po-
sition of the owner established
more or less accurately,

Should the draperies, [fixtures,
and decorations be modern and up-

to-date the reaction is usually fav-
orable. If, on the other hand, the
home is still decorated in the fash-
ion that prevailed during Spanish-
American War days, the onlooker
sometimes assumes that the family
also is behind the times, or that
the owner is deficient in taste and
lacking in the initlative to keep
abrest of the times,

Basis of Social Prestige.

Social prestige is a precarious
thing. Its foundations are often
based on little things. It is easy
for this prestige to be lost. And
on the other hand, ofte.. the ex-
penditure of a few dollars estab-
lishes it more firmly than ever.

It must not be assumed fhat
modernizing the home 'is a sure
way to social prestige. It is evi-
dent that many other elements en-
ter into a consideration of fhe so-
cial status of a family. Yet the
home is often the index to social
esteem. Such being the case, so-
cial esteem has its place when con-
sidering home moderizing. It is
an aspect of the general topic that
should be definitely acknowledged.
Children Judge by Visible Evidence

Perhaps young people are less
thoughtful when considering social
prestige. They are more aplL Lo
judge social position by visible evi-
dence rather than by honorable
lineage, family prominence and
true worth of character.

Observation of the heating situ-
ation in the homes of Manchester
has shown that a large percentage
of the heating plants are inade-
quate for the needs of the homes
in which they are installed and al-
though some of the owners are
aware of a difficulty in. heating,
they have been unable to obtain
positive and constructive advice in
many cases.

Probably the real recson for this
situation lles in the habit of the
owners, and some of the speculs-
tive builders, to buy such egquip-
ment entirely on price, but without
definite heating specifications to
limit the bid. In such cases, the
building contractor, who in many
instances is not equipped with the
necessary ability in mathematics to
correctly estimate the radiation
and boiler capacity required, very
often calls in his jobbing house
salesmen to fizure these require-
ments for him. Bach such salesman
naturally wants his contractor to
win the job and purchase the ma-
terial from him and therefore cuts
the amount of radiation and boiler
size. The contractor who dares to
cut the most, in such cases, wins
the contract on a low price. In
other cases the contractor  either
guesses at a low price, or is forced
to cut his price in crder to get the
job. Later on he discovers that the
bid price will not cover his costs
for labor and material on an ade-
quat> system and to avoid doing
the job at a loss he must cut down
on the material, In either'case the
home owner iz the ultimate loser.

The remedy, of the above situ-
ation lies in heating bids based on
definite specificatior s prepared by &
competent architect, engineer or
heating contractor and the educa-
tion of home owners and builders
to the wisdom of paying $50 to
$100 over the lowest non-specified
bid obtainable, to insure an ade-
quate heating plant which, of
course, is the basis of any real
home comfort during about eight
months in the year. -

In other cases, where radiation
and boiler size are adequate the ar-
rangement of piping in the basg-
ment has crippled the operation of
the system. Such cases arige either
from the contractor's attempt to
save a few dollars on pipe and fit-
tings or from ignorarce of a prop-
er piping layout.

On June 10, 1610, Lord Delaware
reached Jamestown, &at the mouth
of the James river in Virginia, and
rescued from starvation the English
colonists suffering there, The rescue
saved the first permanent English
colony in America from total ex-
tinction.

Before Lord Delaware's timely
arrival, the hardships endured by
these colonists were the most se-
vere in American colonial history.
+ They began when Captain John
Smith was forced to leave the col-
only to its own resources and return
to England to answer some petty
charges.

When Smith embarked for Eng-
land the colony was a well-pro-
visioned settlement boasting near-
ly 500 settlers. No efforts to re-
plenish their stores by farming was
made. however. Six months later,
when Lord Delaware arrived with
a new colonizing party this number
was reduced, by starvation chiefly,
to 60.

Lord Delaware, who had come as
the first governor of Virginia, im-
mediately built a flourishing colony,
under a government that was ridic-
ulously pompous for the wilderness,
but which, nevertheless, proved
highly successful.

POSTAL RECEIPTS

Washington, June 8—Postal re-
ceipts during May showed slight in-
creases over those in May a year
ago, Postmasted General Brown an-
nounced today. The receipts are
regarded as a barometer of general
business conditions.

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DEFICIENCY IN SBUPPLYX
OF IODINE IN FOOD

BY DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN
Editor Journal of the American
Medical Association and of Hygeia,

the Health Magazine

More and more scientific medi-
cine is learning the importance in
the human body of very small
traces of significant element sub-
stances. Of all of these none seems
to be much more important than is
iodine,

The normal human body of one
hundred and- fifty pounds weight
contains about one-tenth of a gram
of this substance. Most of the io-
dine in the human body comes in by
way of eggs, milk, bread, wine,
water and air and it is deposited
in the thyroid gland.

The thyroid gland 1is an organ
with two lobes in the throat over
the windpipe. Inside the thyroid
gland are little spdces with a yel-
low material known as colloid in
them. The iodine is kept in this
material. As the blood passes
through' the thyroid: gland it takes
up some iodine but the amount
needed is so small that the total

six millionths of the total amount
of blood.

The iodine in the body represents
atrcut four hundred thousandths of
one per cent of the body weight, All
of the iodine in the body equals
therefore about one-tenth of a grain
and this is to be found for the most
part in the thyroid gland.

The interesting discovery was
made within the last quarter cen-
tury that the frequency of goiter
in many localites was due to the
fact that children did mot receive
iodine regularly in their food. True,
they were eating the food sub-
stances supposed to contain iodine
but the iodine itself had to come
from the soil into the food sub-
stances eaten by the children or in-
to the food substances eaten by the
chickens that provided the eggn or
by tre cows that provided the milk,

Studies are now being made of
the snil of the various staes In
our country and remarkable varia-
tion=-are found in mineral content.
Thus in areas near the seashore
therg are consideranle quantities of
iodine and this substance is pro-
fuse if* seaweed. But as one gets
farther from the shore there is less
iodine, although areas on mountain
slopes not too far in may again
have more iodine than those be-
tween the shore and the mountain,

In the Great Lakes area and in
the far northwest which are fed by
glacier waters the iodine is small
in amount and in these regions in
our country goiter is most preva-
lent.

Iodine is then one of the most im-
portant substances in the body even
though the amount needed is less
than one part per billion. Exact
studies of the soils of various places
should be made with a view to
supplying the deficiencies perhaps
at their source. In many communi-
ties through the advice of family
physicians through schools and
through public health officials the
public has been instructed as to the
necessity of providing - proper
amounts of i{odine to insure the
prevention of simple goiter.

The deficiency is made up by the
use of solutions containing lodine,
of iodized salts, and of special tab-
lets containing ijodine. Already
there is a lessened amount of goiter

in these communities,

to be.

Such was the charge brought to-
day by friends of,the home run hit-
ter, their claim being that endless
exhibition games, in which the club
exploited Ruth to the utmost, gave
him no rest and so weakened his
resistance that he was liable o
constant illness and injuries, Im-
deed, they went further and traced
his present illness to a heavy cold
contracted because of what they
said was callous indifference in in-
sisting that he undertake a long,
tiring trip to an exhibition date
after playing a recent double head-
er in Washington.

Ruth, they said, was completely
fagged after this pair of games
on one of the hottest afternoons of
the year, yet was routed out early
the next day and driven 110 miles
in an open bus to the exhibition
game at Chambersburg, Pa. They
say he got a chill, en route. and
hag been a sick man cver sinoce.

Txhibition games, as a rule, are
quite a break for the stars, Most
of ‘them are required to appear,
unless the entire club is traveling
and makes the barnstorming stop
between points, Even then, tbey
may not be expected to play at all
or, it they are, they appear only
for a few innings and let it go at
that. Not so with Ruth.

“No Ruth:; no game."”

This, tersely, is said to be the
story of all exhibition contracts
made between the Yankees and the
towns visited. Whether he feels like
it or not, Ruth must play nine in-
nings of baseball or the club for-
feitg its guarantee. So far, the club
is understood to have been Very
reliable in this connection.

Exhibition games, of course, are
an accepted part of the life that
ball players follow and all of them,
the best and the worst, must expect
to take the rap at one time and
another. It simply has been Rutlh's
misfortune to be so good that he
has had to take it at all oppor-
tunities, which have Dbeen many.
