New York, June 22.— N̂ine per- 

Eons were injured by an'explosion 
of flashlight powder late yesterday 
afternoon when photographers were 
taking pictures of Henry Ford, Ed- 
sel Ford and the latter’s children on 
their arrival home from Europe on 
the Berengaria. None of the Ford 
party was injured. The casualties 
were among the photographers and 
bystanders and consisted of burns 
and cuts.

The Fords had just posed for sev­
eral photographs when the contents 
of a large bottle of flashlight pow­
der, within ten feet of the spot 
where Henry Ford and his son Ed- 
sel were standing, was ignited. It 
exploded with a loud report and 
hurled bits of flying glass over a 
wide radius. Bits of glass cut 
through the clothing of men walk­
ing thirty feet away. The blast 
shook the pier and startled every 
one on it.

Ford Offers Aid.
Mr. Ford showed no alarm, but 

when he saw the victims bleeding 
close by him he asked if he could 
do anything. His two grandsons, 
Henry Ford 2d and Benson Ford, 
who were standing with their moth­
er twenty feet away, were badly 
frightened.

Rumor of Bomb Starts.
A rumor spread among the crow4 

on the pier that a bomb had been 
thrown at Henry Ford, but there 
was no panic. Mr. Ford left ten 
minutes after the accident with Ed- 
sel and the family.

AIRPLANE STUNK  
TO REGAIN VOICE

Experiments to Be Made on 
Six Persons to See if Cure 
Can Be Discovered.

New York, June 22— In an at­
tempt to discover whether lost 
speech may be restored in certain 
cases through a flight in an areo- 
plane, the American Society for 
Promotion c; Aviation today an­
nounced six persons who have lost 
the use of their vocal chords with­
in the last four years would be put 
through the test.

These subjects will he selected 
and put through a series of loops, 
rolls, dives, spins and other maneu­
vers which would tend to shock 
them to such an extent that the use 
of their vocal chords possibly might 
be regained.

Captain J. O. Donaldson and 
pilots of the Newark Air Service 
will co-operate in the experiment.

Doctors To Assist
Dr. Ermin L. Ray and Dr. W. J. 

Francis, medical examiners for the 
Department of Commerce, have 
been asked for their opinions rela­
tive to the possibilities of this cure.

Both doctors are of the opinion 
that if in the event of actual disease 
or defect of the vocal chords the 
curing of this condition by airplane 
stunting would be impossible.

However, if the source of trouble 
is from an hysterical suppression of 
speech, the fright that the patient 
might undergo during aerial man­
euvers might serve to bring back 
use of the vocal organs. It was 
said.

As to how lasting any possible 
recovery of speech from airplane 
stunting might prove, neither doc- 
\̂ r would predict.

Dr. W. J. Frauds will be in at­
tendance during the tests to 
examine the condition of the sub­
jects. It is planned to invite prom­
inent figures in the medical world 
to attend the experimept.

COL. ROOP APPOINTED 
DIRECTOR OF BUDGET

One of Gen. Dawes* Assistants 
Succeeds Gen. Herbert M. 
Lord.

Columbus, Ohio, June 22.— Dr. 
James H. Snook today executed a 
“ right about face” and is now plan­
ning a legal battle to escape the 
electric chair.

The 48-year old former Ohio 
State University professor who con­
fessed he hammered and knifed 
his 25-year-old co-ed paramour. 
Miss Theora Hix, to death after a 
bitter quarrel while on a motor 
trip no longer wants to “ have it all 
over with.”  He wants to save his 
skin.

He will plead not guilty when 
arraigned Monday, in spite of the 
D.ct that he signed a confession ad­
mitting he killed the girl whom he 
had been infatuated with “ because 
she remonstrated with me against 
.leaving the city for the week-end 
with my wife and baby and threat­
ened to kill both of them if I did.” 

Interviewed In Cell 
Snook, interviewed in his cell by 

the International News Service cor­
respondent for half an hour, refus­
ed to reveal his plea but his attor­
ney, Judge John F. Seidel, said it 
would b e ,“ not guilty.” Seidel and 
hie co-counsel, E. O. Ricketts, 
held several lengthy conferences 
with the once highly respected col­
lege professor.

At first, after he had made his 
damaging conffission, Snook had. 
declared he would plead guilty and 
let the law take its course which 
would mean that he might "burn.” 
But today he said his plea was a 
matter for his lawyers to decide. 
And they have aroused a spark of 
hope In his breast by laying the 
groundwork for a defense against 
the indictment of “ murder, in the 
first degree” returned late yester­
day by the. Franklin county Grand 
Jury.

“ Premeditated Malice” 
“ Deliberate and premeditated 

malice,” were the words used in 
the murder indictment by the 
Grand Jury which is comprised of 
eight women and seven men.

But Snook’s lawyers profess to 
see mitigating circumstances. What 
they are they will not now reveal. 
However, Attorney Seidel had this 
to say:

“ There is a distinction between 
murder and homicide. Murder Is 
the unlawful taking of a human 
life. There are two kinds of homi­
cide that are not punishable: ex-‘ 
cusable homicide and justifiable 
homicide. In the eyes of the pub­
lic, fired by the mob spirit, a man 
might seem guilty whereas in the 
eyes of the law, after all the facts 
and circumstances are presented in 
court he would be not guilty.” 

Snook is now graspiifg at the 
straw held out to him by his law­
yers that he has a “ legitimate de­
fense.” He is more than eager to 
go along wij.h them and fight for 
his life.

Wife Stands by Him
He is buoyed up, too, by the 

knowledge that his wife, Mrs. 
Helen M. Snook, will stand by him 
to the end. She- cannot believe that 
her husband is a murderer. She 
said:

"It is not possible for me to re­
alize, or believe, that Dr. Snook 
has committed this crime.

“ The Howard Snook to whom I 
have been married seven years 
could not have done this thing. 

Provided Good Home 
“ He always provided me with a 

good home. He is my husband. He 
Is the , father of my child. I will 
go to him as soon as I am permit­
ted.”

Tears came Into Snook’s eyes as 
the reporter, talking to him 
through the bars of his cell in J.he 
presence of Deputy Sheriff Charles 
Williams mentioned his wife and 
baby. Snook said he never had 
doubted his wife would remain

SEEKING TO DISBAR 
ARTHUR K. READING
Former Attorney General of 

Bay State Pleads Before 
Judge Sanderson Today.

Boston, June 22.— Justice George 
A, Sanderson of the State Supreme 
Court had under advisement today 
the mass of evidence and argu­
ments in the proceedings brought by 
the Massachusetts Bar Association 
against former Attorney General 
Arthur K. Reading, who resigned 
his public office while, facing Legis­
lative impeachment proceedings. 
Reading was accused of acting as 
private attorney for Decimo Club 
Inc., and the United L. A. W. ac­
ceptance Corporation while his of­
fice was probing them.

His Heart Was Right.
In final arguments, Reading, for 

five hours, explained his position. 
He said his judgment might have 
been poor but that his “ heart was 
right.”  Others in public office, he 
said, had engaged in private law 
practice while holding public office.

Attorney Frederick W. Mansfield, 
president of the Bar Association, 
denounced the former attorney gen­
eral as a man “ money mad,” and 
who trampled traditions of the state 
in the dust. Mansfield, who termed 
Reading’s resignation a “ confession 
of guilt” said the Bar Association 
left Reading’s future— whether he 
should be disbarred— in the hands 
of Justice Sanderson.

Schoenhalr hopes to reach New 
York in fifteen hours, lowering the 
existing record, established by Cap­
tain Frank Hawks, by more than 
three hours.

Weather conditions at the field 
were perfect, while last minute re­
ports from points along Schoen 
hair’s scheduled route indicated 
the absence i f  natural obstacles.

The * route scheduled for the 
flight Is k'nown as the Great Circle 
and is the same as that used by 
Captain Hawks when he flew ffom 

I Los Angeles to New York in the 
1 record time of 18 hours and 22 
I minutes. '

The clergy was given the right to 
apply for modification of the consti­
tution at any time in the future by 
applying to the proper authorities 
for amendment, repeal or passage of 
any law. This granted the church­
men virtually equal constitutional 
rights with ordinary Mexican citi­
zens.

Move Liberal Laws.
The agreement place relations in 

Mexico- on the same footing that 
they were prior to July 31, 1926 
when Catholic church services, were 
stopped. In reality, the settlement 
was nothing more than an agree­
ment upon liberal interpretation of 
the constitution of 1917. Strict 
interpretation of the - constitution 
brought about the crisis of 1926. 

President’s Statement. 
President Portes Gil in announc­

ing the settlement stated:
“ I am glad to take advantage of 

this opportunity to declare publicly 
and very clearly that it is not the 
purpose of the Constitution of the 
laws of the government of the Re­
public of Mexico to destroy the 
identity of the-Catholic church or 
of any other church or to interfere 
in any way with its spiritual func­
tions.” J ^ ,  4. .  iArchbishop Ruiz ended his state­
ment as follows: ^

‘ ‘I entertain the hope that re­
sumption of religious services may 
lead the Mexican people, animated 
by a spirit of mutual good-will, to 
co-operate in all moral efforts 
made for the benefit of all people 
of our fatherland.”

Washington would protest to 
Ottawa on the recent shooting at- 
fray off Belle Isle in which rum 
runners fired from Canadian waters 
upon a customs patrol boat. Cuddy
said: _ . .“ I understand that the Dominion 
government will retaliate by show­
ing that U. S. Patrol boats have 
frequently crossed the International 
line into Canadian waters^ and 
patroled up and down close to the
Canadian shore.”

Brofrifhart Predicts Adop 
tioii o f Debenture as Rider 
to New Tariff Bill.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATIONS 
FOR SCHOOL CHILDREN

Washington, June 22—  With a 
major War over-the tariff looming, 
in the Senate between PfogresBives 
and Conservatives, Senator Smith 
W. Brookh^rt (R ) of Iowa, today 
predicted adoption of the export 
debenture plan Of farm relief as a 
“ rider”  on the new tariff bill.

The new debenture provision, of­
fered as an amendment to the tariff 
bill by Senatpr N orris'(R ) of Ne­
braska, Insurgent leader, differs 
slightly from the .plan twice ap­
proved by the Senate during the 
farm relief battle. Where the 
original plan, provided for payment 
of the debentures to farmers— thus 
making them easily accessible to 
importers— they would'be paid to 
the. new Federal Farm Board, un­
der the Norris plan, on all surplus 
crops exported.

Brookhart declared this new dis­
position of the debentures would 
act as an “ equalization fee” to 
finance the operation of the Farm 
Board and its numerous tablliza- 
tlon corporations. The debentures 
would be paid as a rebate out of 
tariff revenues and have been de­
fended by their advocates as the 
only means of equalizing the tariff 
between Industry and agriculture.

President Hoover, in disapprov­
ing the debenture plan, charged it 
was a subsidy and economically un­
sound.

POEM OF MAN WHO K M  GOD 
NOW DEATHLESS UTERATURE

The International Sunday School* writings. Wheh tho soul Is stirred 
Lesson for June 23 Is, .“A Psalm of j by any mood It finds Its clearest
Praise.”— Psalm 110 3.

By WILLIAM T. ELLIS.

Throwing down, with a gesture 
of Impatience, a recent Issue of one 
of the famous magazines, a man 
said. In my hearing, “I'm through 
with this ‘problem’ stuff! These 
writers seem to be chewing at their 
own souls; but they are only ‘chew­
ing the rag.’ They get nowhere and 
point nowhere. Here this editor 
makes a great splurge about his ar­
ticles on religion; but they are 
nothing but highbrow speculation, 
with no gleam or glow of reality 
and experience In them. So I’m 
through. For my part, 1 am going 
back to the old books, which were 
written by men who kn®w some­
thing and believed something.”

Th*t protest will find an echo in 
many minds. Most of the stuff that

W i  being printed,— to the effect. 
What’s the matter with the 
Ohurch? What’s the matter with 

the younger generation'/ What’s the 
matter with women? What’s the 
matter with the Country? What’s 
the matter with the world?”— is 
juiceless and dusty old straw. There 
is no nutriment in it. The public 
have grown tired of these sterile 
negations. We have had enough of 
doubts, criticisms, theories; we 
want clear affirmation and reality, 
the sort of faith that begets sturdy 
living. To follow modern literature 
one would infer that God belongs 
only in the question department, 
next to the crossword puzzies.

Noah Webster At Amherst.
So we turn with relief to the 

great and deathless writings of the 
poets and philosophers and preach­
ers and novelists of the past. They 
had a first hand knowledge of God. 
Their wisdom was all related to this 
changeless central Reality. On the 
campus of Amherst College stands a 
remarkable statue of Noah Web­
ster, the lexicographer; and the In­
scription upon it has nothing to ao 
with philology; for it is a quotation 
from St. Paul— “I Know Whom 1 
have believed.” Ah, that’s  it: we 
listen to the men and women who 

' know Whom they have believed, 
and not to those who are merely 
speculating about what they think.

Because they sound this not of 
personal experience and of clear-cut 
affirmation, the poems of the 

.ancient Hebrews are today more 
'Widely read than all the output of 
modern verse. The aspirations and 
needs of the man of today are more 
fully expressed and met by the age- 

dess Psalms than by any recent

expression' In these poems which 
have survived twenty-five centuries.

In point Is the poem which Is the 
present Sunday School Lesson. It 
was written by King David, “The 
sweet singer of Israel,” who 
wrought more mightily by his songs 
than by his military prowess or by 
his regal wisdom. Out of his tem­
pestuous and crowded life— no 
Greenwich Village Idler, and poser 
was he— he plucked the eternal sig­
nificance. To him, God was the 
supreme reality. Whether he was 
up or whether he was down, his 
life was related to Jehovah. From 
the heights and from the depths. 
In the sunshine or In the shadow, 
David saw God; and so got hold of 
life’s innermost meaning. For If 
existence means aught to mortal it 
means It in relation to tho Infinite 
Being who Is qur Source and our 
Destiny.

Suppose we quote the first four­
teen verses of this One Hundred 
and Third Psalm, as recently trans­
lated anew from the Hebrew by Dr. 
Mofatt:—

“Bless.the Eternal, O my soul, 
let all iny being bless his sacred 

name;
bless the Eternil, O my soul, 

remember all hie benefits; 
he pardons all your sins,

and all sickness he heals, 
he saves ybiir life from death, 

he crowns you with his love and 
pity,

he gives you all your heart’s desire, 
renewing your youth like an 

eagle’s

“The Eternal vandioates the cause 
of'any who are wronged; 

he let Moses see this purpose, 
and Israel his methods.

The Eternal is pitiful and gracious, 
slow to be a;jgry, rich in love; 

he will not always chafe,
he will not bold to his anger for 
all time;

he treats us not according to our 
sins,

he deals not with us as our guilt 
deserves; 

but, high as heaven is over earth, 
so vast his love is to ;.his worship­
pers;

far as the east is from the west, 
so far he puts our sins away from 

us.
As a father pities his children, 

so .the;Eternal pities His worshlii- 
per^;

he knows wbat'we are made of, 
he remembers we are dust.” 

The Ignored Millions.
As a simple matter of fact, let it

be noted that there are many mil­
lions of persons who regularly turn 
to this Psalm, and others in the 
same group, for an expression ot 
their deepest feelings. No new^’ 
paper or other publication has any­
thing like the number of regular 
readers' of the Psalms. These quiet 
Christians, most of whom do not 
even'know of the existence of the 
sort of modern 'literature at which 

‘the man I^have quoted grew so Im­
patient, make up the great body ofi 
life. They do not write to the edl-1 
tors or make public spetches. They 
are the plain folk, who believe In 
God, who • are accustomed to pra.y 
and to read the Bible and support 
the Church. To them, God Is the 
great 'Reality and the supreme 
Authority.

These are the Ignored millions of 
our time. Their existence would be 
almost unsuspected by the casual 
reader of the dally press and the 
current magazines. They support 
the Church and the philanthropies; 
they train the children and main­
tain, patriotism; and they provide 
the preponderating moral sentiment 
which keeps civilization safe. They 
are the mother and the home­
makers, whose support Is a very 
real God. They are the fathers, 
who carry on life’s bard battle in 
the consciousness that God also is 
a Father. Such are the unregarded 
myriads who take comfort In the 
songs of David.

An Irish servant lass echoed in 
remarkable verse the Idea of the 
greatness and gopdness and forgive­
ness of God which breathes through 
our Lesson Psalm. Dan Crawford, 
the famous missionary to the heart 
of Africa, copied the poem for 
me:—

“I will cast in the, depths of the 
fathomless sea.

All thy sins and transgressions, 
whatever they be;

A God With A Past.
One defect of the nebulous no­

tions of Diety which pervade, pres­
ent-day discussions is that their 
God is a vague and impersonal Idea 
or Force. Not the God of David and 
of the Christian and of the Bible. 
Our God is a Personality, with a 
past that may be appealed to. He 
is clearly on record concerning His 
dealings with man. “He made 
His ways unto Moses, His acts uptu 
the children of Israel.” As He was 
then, so He is now. David was’not 
merely surmising the hejflth-glvlng, 
sin-for-giving, life-delivering, soul- 
satisfying qualities of God: these 
were all a matter of historical evi­
dence.

That is the sort of God Whom we 
all want, and who sets our souls lo 
singing. Our cry Is for a tested 
Lord, one who has shown His com 
passion in the past. It is not a 
philosophical conception of a' Su­
preme Being that we need; but a 
loving-hearted and forgiving God 
who comprehends and cares,—  
“Like as a father pitieth his chil­
dren.”

COUPLE HURT IN CRASH

Danbury, June 22. Mr. and 
Mrs. Gustave Gojgonlk, of 15 Rey­
nolds street, Norwalk, are in Dan­
bury hospital with serious Injuries 
after an accident on the Rldge- 
field-Norwalk road when thefr car 
hit a machine operated by Curtis 
B. Shaw, of Danbury. No arrests 
were made.

On June S3, 1870, Congress pro­
vided for organisation ot the De­
partment ot Justice.

This unit is one of the execu­
tive departments -of the United 
States, a t the head ot which is the 
attorney general, appointed by the 
president tor a  term ot tour years.

Although the OtDoe ot attorney 
general was created in 1789 and 
the incumbent ot the office was 
from the first a  member ot the 
cabinet, it was not until 1870 that 
Congress erected the office into a 
separate department.

By the act ot June 83 of that 
year the several officers ot the fed­
eral government, ot whom there 
were some halt dosen or more, 
were placed under the supervision 
ot the attorney general, with the 
hope ot bringing about greater 
uniformity in the construction and 
application ot the laws.

The attorney general is the legal 
representative of the United States 
in cases ot law and he is charged 
with the general supervision ot the 
U. S. district attorneys and mar­
shals. Among the other duties ot 
the Department ot Justice are the 
supervision ot the penal and re­
formatory institutions of the Unit­
ed States and recommendation of 
judicial appointments.

In 1870 ^the office of solicitor 
general was created, the incum- 
.bent being ranked as the second 
officer of the department. The act 
of 1870 also transferred to the new 
Department of Justice the solici­
tors from the Interior, Treasury 
and Navy Departments and the 
examiner of claims from the State 
Department.

In his 33 years of playing golf, Alex Simpson, whose 
interesting story appears on this page today, saw many 
amusing incidents.

WORTH STUDY t
Maj. George A. Parker, former 

captain of the State Police Patrol 
o f Massachusetts and now registrar 
of motor vehicles of the same 
■state, in the survey he is constant­
ly making of the causes of motor 
vehicle accidents has compiled 
some highly illuminating statistics. 
What pertains to that state is true 
'of others.

He finds that the average driv­
ing speed has increased ten miles 
an hour in the last two years and 
that, BO far as court records show, 
"there has been no noticeable in­
crease in the number of cases .of 
drunken driving. Increased speed, 
careful inspection of wrecked ma­
chines by state Inspectors shows, 
is responsible for so many motor 
casualties. Closely connected with 
this Idea of accelerated speed is the 
habit o f most motorists to exon­
erate themselves, Maj. Parker 
finds. It ■was the hole in the road, 
the unexpected curve, the Ice on 
the road. In the old days ft was al­
ways the steering gear that went 
wrong. Many motorists, he says, 
pay not the slightest attention to 
weather changes and consequent 
changes In the oondition of the 
Coads. We agree with the regis- 
trar when he says that what such 
fMAtnrfatu need is not better road

conditions but better mental equip­
ment.

The inspectors of his department 
find that 80 per cent of any 100 
accidents involve passenger cars. 
In a study of the 496 fatal acci­
dents that caused death-to 715 last 
year in that state a careful'Check 
.shows that in a very large num­
ber of death cases the cars were 
being operated by the younger 
generation, men and women from 
18 to 30 years of age. By compar­
ing the participation of each age 
group with the percentage of each 
group among all persons licensed 
in the state it was found that those 
at age 30 constituted 2.6 per cent 
of all persons licensed but their 
participation in fatal accidents was 
5.73. Maj. Parker reaches the 
conclusion, even after allowing for 
the greater mileage of the young 
generation drivers', that "flaming 
youth” participates in a dispropor­
tionate share of the casualties in 
Massachusetts. And because of 
speed. Maj. Parker’s figures and 
conclusions are worth a moment’s 
study in any state. .

A REAL AMATEUR
There is a young golfer on his 

way from Umaha to participate in 
the national open tournament who, 
it seems to us, may be justly term­
ed an amateur. He is a caddy, 
however, and a caddy is paid for 
his services. As we understand the 
perpetual controversy over where 
the dividing line between the ama­
teur and the professional should 
be drawn, a man to be an amateur 
must never receive anything that 
resembles coin of the realm for 
playing the game, writing about 
it or, perhaps, thinking about it. 
Young Johnny Goodman may yet 
be barred as an amateur because 
he totes other people’s clubs in­
stead of his own to make a living.

Johnny is on his way East, not 
in the luxury of parlor cars usually 
enjoyed by real amateurs who tour 
the world ten months of the year 
to play tennis and golf as ama­
teurs, but as a steer tender on a 
cattle train. It’s an express train 
so far as freight trains go but it 
lacks some of the fine points of the 
Pullmans. This caddy, who sprang 
into prominence last week when 
he captured the medalist honors 
among 1,400 amateur and profes­
sional golfers, was offered his ex­
penses by several of the prominent 
golf clubs of Omaha. He declined 
because he has some rather strict 
beliefs about amateurism. He says 
if he can manage to make an im­
pression sufficient to win him a 
professional job his attitude to­
wards accepting money will be en­
tirely different than it is now. Too 
bad he cannot write the story of 
how he has -worked his way up 
without losing his amateur status. 
Rules are rules to him whether 
others follow them or not.

Health and Diet

RELOCATING INDUSTRY
Tourists on highway U. S. 1 

through Pennsylvania, Virginia 
and especially through the Caro- 
linas hear it referred to as “ Manu­
facturers Avenue.” This, they are 
told, is because in the last few 
years so many factories have been 
built in which to house industries 
that have been moved down there 
from New England because of 
more advantageous manufacturing 
conditions. They are inclined to be­
lieve it as they drive by hundreds 
of plants. But the information thus 
freely given fails to check with 
statistical information compiled in 
the survey by the Metropolitan 
Life Insurance company. Covering 
the years of 1926 and 1927 this 
survey shows that New York, New 
Jersey and Pennsylvania led all 
other groups of states in industrial 
gains due to relocations. And New 
England is second in that resjiect. 
In new branch plants the Middle 
Atlantic States lead with the East 
North Central territory second.

These figures indicate where 
New England finds its keenest com­
petition in efforts to bring in new 
industries. As a matter of fact the 
figures show that Industrial migra­
tions do not figure very largely in 
the increase of plants in any one 
district. After all a good labor 
supply, good marketing conditions 
and good available buildings are 
the prime requisites. Bonuses, tree 
sites and tax exemption have not 
figured as extensively as has been 
the general opinion.

OUR FEELINGS 
In hot weather, in stormy weath­

er, we are prone to consider al­
most .exclusively our personal feel­
ings. In general these reflect our 
personal reactions to discomfort. 
But all through Connecticut are 
many who besides considering 
their own discomfort have their 
livelihood to think about. These 
men who specialize in market 
crops are dependent for much of 
their success on the weather. A 
prolonged drought such as we are 
experiencing, if not relieved at 
once, means a ‘decided shortening 
of the time we have to enjoy that 
delectable dish, strawberry short­
cake. Reports show that thou­
sands of quarts of this fruit are al­
ready spoiled because of lack of

Industrial Chemical Poisoning
Many of the chemicals used in 

modern industry cause poisoning, 
even though the manufacturers 
usually endeavor to avoid damage 
suits by installing safety devices to 
protect the employees. Recently, 
spectacular publicity was given to 
the radium poisoning cases, for 
which no cure has been discovered, 
but there are many other cases of 
milder chronic poisoning by various 
chemicals. These cases, not so 
tragic are often unnoticed, as the 
symptoms are perhaps believed to 
be caused by some other disorder.

Lead poisoning is one o! the 
most common occupational disorder 
that the doctor has to care for. Any 
industry where this metal or its 
compounds are used may have in­
stances of this poisoning.

Painters and printers are fre­
quent victims of chronic lead 
poisoning. Lead enters the body 
very gradually. It may be absorbed 
through the skin or through the in­
halation of dust or vapor. A num­
ber of deaths occurred at the be­
ginning of the manufacture of lead 
anti-knock gasoline compounds.

The symptoms of lead poisoning 
are obdominal pains, consiipation, 
and a peculiar leaden hue of the 
gums, the palate, and even the 
skin. When this poisoning becomes 
chronic, it produces several kidney 
disorders, paralysis, and sometimes 
blindness. Deat), from lead poison­
ing resembles the symptoms of 
blood poisoning.

Mercury poisoning Is frequently 
met with, but not often recognized. 
Any continual contact with mer­
cury is bound to be deleterious.

Many old-fashioned miners, who 
us^d mercury to absorb gold by 
amalgamation to separate it from 
-the small rock and gravel in which 
gold is found, suffered from mer­
curial poisoning because the fumes 
of the evaporating mercury were 
frequently inhaled by the prospec­
tors. Those engaged In such occu­
pations as dentistry and mirrof- 
silveriag, may suffer from chronic 
mercurial poisoning. This disorder 
is very insidious, as its worst ef­
fects may not occur until many 
years have passed. In severe cases, 
the symptom may produce paraly­
sis and softening of the brain.

Children are frequently poisoned 
by gasoline and kerosene. Even the 
inhalation of gasoline vapor may 
produce poisoning. Drinking as lit­
tle as an ounce of gasoline oi ben­
zine may produce unconsciousness 
in from ten to fifteen minutes, with 
death following shortly. The symp­
toms are a burning pain in the 
throat and stomach, thirst, dizzi­
ness, . headaches, shortness of 
breath, drowsiness and finally un­
consciousness.

The match factories were at one 
time troubled with phosphorous 
poisoning, but the modern methods 
of preparing the phosphorus hav6 
almost entirely eliminated this 
trouble.

It is a good plan for anyone who 
is troubled with occupational 
poisoning to change his' occupation 
so that he will no longer'' absorb 
thesy poisons. He should endeavor 
to cleanse his system by the use of 
fasting and dieting regime and 
build up his general health by 
exercising and other hygienic 
methods. - ;

The "crisis”  period 
frequently arises on the third ,to 
fifth day of the fast, and often 
various symptpms are produced by 
the stirring up-oi! the toxins In the 
blood stream, some of them belhg 
swellings or pain in thosb parts o f 
the body where there have been 
large deposits of Impurities. Try 
the fast again, and keep on fasting 
until.vnii "Viaa* this crisis oerio^.

Washington,'June 22—  Just as 
millions of people in the Old 
V’’orld have In the past looked 
toward the United States as a 
land of promise and profits, thou­
sands of Americans are now turn­
ing toward South America.

Two evidences are at' hand here 
Indicating the Increasing and 
widespread Interest in opportuni­
ties for employment and small 
business enterprise on the south­
ern continent.

The Postoffice Department has 
had to check up on numerous 
agencies which have pretended to 
be able“  to steer applicants into 
South American jobs, but which, 
as a matter of fact, have been 
primarily Interested in picking up 
a $2 of $3 registration fee from 
the unsuspecting seekers of em­
ployment.

Frauds Are Prosecuted.
The Department of Commerce 

has produced a comprehensive 
pamphlet on “ Employment for 
Anierlcans In Latin- America.” 
which Is worth reading by anyone 
who has the yen to emigrate. It 
was written by George J. Eder, 
chief fo the department’s Latln- 
Amerlcan section.

Fraud orders have been Issued 
by the Postofflee Department 
against some of the persons and 
agencies engaged In selling South 
American "employment service.’ ’ 
It has been the custom of these 
agencies to accent fees and broad­
cast long mimeographed names of 
applicants to American firms do­
ing business in Central and Stuth 
America. The Department of C( m- 
merce has found that few, if any, 
such firms ever pay an attention 
to these lists.

The "employment”  bureaus 
draw remarkably seductive pic­
tures of climate, development and 
opportunities of “ this great virgin 
land,”  presenting lengthy lists of 
positions In. various Industries.

But here is the low-down on the 
situation, as given by Eder:

Don’t be misled into supposing 
that a mlmlmum of effort in 
South America will produce a 
maximum of golden returns. 
Latin-Anverlca’s true wealth is not 
found in pleasant tropical atmos­
pheres, but In the strenuous In­
dustries of more tempefate climes.

There are about 3000 positions 
I available in the United. States for 
American citizens for every one 
open in South America. The pros­
pective worker who goes armed 
only with health, courage and Ambi­
tion will meet the almost Insur­
mountable obstacle of native labor, 
accustomed to the country and 
speaking the language, working for 
from 50 cents to $2 a day The cost 
for the same standard of living 
runs from 50 to 85 per cent higher 
In South America than in the city 
of Washington. This covers the 
prospect of the untrained man who 
goes db'wn looking for a job.

A ' certain small demand for 
young men of requisite experience 
arid qualifications always exists 
am on ig the many American -m - 
panles doing business in South 
America, but Eder advises that it 
behooves the applicant for such a 
position to obtain a satisfactory 
written contract before leaving the 
United States and to make sure 
that the company is both re­
sponsible and fair to its personnel.

No Chance for Unskilled
Publications which might offer 

suggestions can be recomme ded 
by district and co-operative De­
partment of Commerce .offices over 
the country. Sometimes South 
American opportunities appear in 
employment advertisements in 
Neiv York newspapers.

Tljere are virtually no opportuni­
ties for̂  unskilled or agrricultural 
labor, because of the great supply 
of .native peon laboT.

Eder suggests that a married man 
without, children should not accept 
a- South American clerical position 
at less than $'4000 a year and sets 
89400 as'the minimum for a vnnna

There is a limited demand among 
wealthy American residents for 
tutors for their children, and a 
large demand for the jobs, though 
there is no demand for American 
teachers in local schools. Only a 
few professors from the United 
States have been able to find posi­
tions In Latin-American universi­
ties. ‘

A certain number of excellent op­
portunities exist for trained engi­
neers, geologists, chemists and 
other scientific workers and quali­
fied engineers may apply to the 
American Engineering Societies’ 
Employment Service in New York, 
Chicago, or San Francisco. Simi­
larly there are opoortunitles for 
physicians ,and dentists with 
larger American organizations 
abroad and steamship lines. It 
takes some time to build up prac­
tice In Latln-Ame'rlcan cities, how­
ever, and full knowledge of Span­
ish or Portuguese Is required for a 
license.

Employment opportunities for 
American women are “ exceedingly 
limited,” consisting mostly of a 
few secretarial positions with 

.American firms. The v orking wo­
man is likely to find her social 
position difficult, except in Ameri­
can and English colonies in the 
larger cities.

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BUILDING SUCCESS 
UP TO CONTRACTOR

Owner Gets Mo Better Home 
Than Builder Knows How 
to Construct.

A SmaU House'With Pleasing Roof Lines

r

The building of a house is a jo in t 

en terprise in which there are four 
participants, the  owner, architect, 
contractor and_ workm en. Its  suc­
cess is dependent upon the skill of 
each participant and their co-opera­
tion in carrying out the portions of 
the task assigned to each.

If any one of the four lacks in 
creative ability, or fails to give the 
utm ost of his knowledge and skill, 
or refuses to focus his attention on 
the solution of the problems of 
construction, m aterial, equipm ent, 
arrangem ent and design which arise 
in every building, the joint en ter­
prise does not reach its maximum 
of effectiveness and falls short of its 

• potential possibilities.
A building has its maximum ef­

fectiveness w hen .it m eets fully the 
physical requirem ents of the owner, 
a rrangem ent and s ize ‘ of rooms, 
w ithin the lim its of cost desired 
and in addition satisfies the sp irit­
ual asp irations of pride and con­
ten tm ent. These spiritual needs 
can be m et only by the creation of 
beauty, which-result'" from any a r­
rangem ent of form s and spatial 
masses, of colors and surface tex­
tu res th a t s tirs  the  beholder’s im­
agination and so delights him.

Beauty Is the  Acid Test.
The acid test of the arch itect is 

the creation of beauty. That is his 
suprem e mission, and the goal m ust 
be a tta ined  through a m ultitude of 
perplexities and difficulties.
'■ The building of any house is a 
complicated enterprise. I t  is well 
to examine some aspects of the 
activities of the four participants, 
th e ir obligations to and dependence 
upon one another. From  such an 
exam ination the conditions of suc­
cessful building may be revealed. 
The owner is the captain of the en­
terprise. He i t  is who should de­
term ine the na tu re  of the  voyage 
and its  destination. In o ther words, 
he should determ ine the elem ents 
of the  problem  which he asks the 
arch itect to solve. That problem is 
his own particu lar need, dependent 
on his m anner of life, the size and 
n a tu re  of his household, his social 
contacts, his personal habits and 
hobbies.

Im agination P rim e Reqnisite.
No two persons are alike. Each 

should aspire to a house expressive' 
of his taste  and his m anner of life. 
Of course, if the owner has no per­
sonality and is like his neighbors, 
is w ithont predilections or prefer­
ences and so contrive to give the 
owner a domicile be tte r than the 
owner had im agined. In reality , the 
owner has had no im agination — 
th a t is the trouble with him. The 
more im agination an owner has 
the  more individuality, the more 
precise his needs, the easier be­
comes the a rch itec t’s task. The very 
difficulties become the levers which 
lif t the house above the  common­
place.

And so in th is jo in t enterprise 
the owner should form ulate a pre­
cise list of his needs and sta te  his 
tastes and his m anner of living. If 
there are  household possessions 
th a t a re  to “ be used in the  new 
house they should be listed so th a t 
space can be provided for them ; If 
pictures, suitable wall space; if 
books, adequate shelving; if fu rn i­
ture, floor and wall space w ithout 
encroaching on doors and windows. 
I t  is well to rem em ber th a t walls, 
no t window openings, m ake a room.

The owner should also sta te  w hat 
he wishes to spend. He usually 
does, and the arch itect spends it, 
and often much more. 'That’s a 
fau lt of the architect, bu t as the 
owner and not the arch itect pays 
fo r the fau lt the owner is righ tly  
annoyed.

Old 
fashioned electric light fixtures, ob­
solete plumbing, ill-arranged rooms 
and bare, cramped stairs give a 
hint of the general state of most of 
these homes.

Valuable Property Yet Etord to

These houses are valuable and 
could be duplicated only at the ex­
penditure of many thousands of 
dollars. The houses are too well 
constructed to be summarily dis­
carded. Yet their general condi­
tion is such that they are hard to 
sell. On a slow market It is often 
impossible to get a price near their 
true worth. . v

Real estate agents report that 
many well constructed but old fash­
ioned houses in run-down neigh­
borhoods are sold for the value of 
the lot on which the house stands.

Modernization will help these old 
houses. A small amount of money 
placed in improving the exterior 
lines of the buildings will Increase 
5-mmeasurably their values. Mod­
ernizing the interior of the dwell­
ing not only aids in increasing the 
comforts of living but makes the 
old place an attractive looking 

home.

U. S. TO SPEND 41
MILLIONS IN N . Y .

More than $41^00,000' will be 
spent in greater New. Y ori on Fed­
eral building projects now under 
consideration, it has been an­
nounced by Under Secretary of tjje 
Treasury Ogden L. Mills, speaking 
before the New York Chapter of 
the American Institute of Archi­
tects at Its annual dinner.

STEPPING STONES MAKE 
ARTISTIC WALKS

A touch of the artistic may be In-^ 
troduced Into the walk In the back 
lawn by using stepping stones in­
stead of the more'formal concrete 
walks. Such walks, are, usually 
curved, across the lawn and add a 
charming touch to the vista of lawn 
and shrubbery.

Stepping stones are inexpensive. 
They may be purchased already cut 
to shape or may be made by your 
contractor. These stones are ir­
regular In design and may be col­
ored with mineral pigments. Often 
the stones are left white, thus mak­
ing a sharp contrast to the green of 
the Jawn.

A common way to place such 
stones Is to place them in the de­
sired position on the lawn, cut 
around the edge of each stone with 
a sharp pointed knife or trowel, lift? 
out the -sod and remove sufficient 
dirt to allow the stone to s^t In 
place with a half Inch clearance 
above the level of the lawn. After 
the stoneJias been tamped into 
place, flllTn around the edkeS with 
loam.

Fadism in Architecture Soon 
Becomes Tiresome, Says 
Benjamin W . Morris.
By BENJAMIN W. MORRIS.

The vast size of our country, with 
its variations in tradition, topor 
grapby and climate and the result­
ant specialization of local condi­
tions, would seem to make any gen­
eralizations about houses or homes 

s. to be built dangerous.
Having been engaged in the study 

and practice of architecture for a 
longer time than is pleasant to 
dwell upon, I have seen many 
phases of the tremendous strides 
which have been taken in architec­
tural design and the related arts 
and crafts, from the latter days of 
the Richardson and Neo-Grec re­
vivals to the current productions 
which, for want of a more precise 
word, are called modernistic.

What was thought to be beauti­
ful in those .days was wanted by 
some, and what was then (ailed 
new or different was wanted by 
others. Beauty as we see it was 
rarely achieved. All of the manifes­
tations of the late ’ 70s, ’80s and 
’ 90s are today, in our opinion, in 
the discard. To be merely new or 
different in architecture is quite 
inadequate or worse.

It i  ̂ natural and, I believe, for­
tunate that the equipment and im­
pulses of architectural designers 
should be highly varied for state of 
affairs could be worse If we were 
all either “ producing archaeloglsts’’
— a class that has been so tagged by 
■Professor Mather— or unlicensed 
and extreme self-expressionists, 
whose code in reality is, “ It matters 
not that my work be practical, en­
during or beautiful, provided that it 
be different.”

It is curious that the modernist 
leads an exciting life, but the pa- 
tient-paylng-cllent is more inter- 
isted in obtaining something in the 
way of a home that is practical, en­
during and beautiful than in pro­
viding exercise for those who want 
to be different, and except for the 
gallant few, succeed only in copy­
ing each other.

The experience of the world 
proves that fadism is an evanescent 
thing It is unimportant in fashions 
in clothes or other things of an 
ephemeral nature! it is not unim­
portant, however, in affairs of per­
manence. In the architectural past, 
with here and there a rare excep­
tion, the self-expressionist and the 

.^extreme modernist, oJ the day and 
their work are of small repute to­
day, nor were they important, I be­
lieve, in the eyes of their contem-
T a m * n

Cities Work of Pioneers.
I admire greatly those pioneering 

but cultivated spirits, who in their 
abhorrence of “ Productive -Arch 
eology” have spread their wings in 
search of fresh altitudes of inspira- “ “
tion. Consider for example, Sulll- 

'Van and Gpodhue; each attained 
his final eminence after long and 
patient work, experimenting and 
discarding unsuccessful trials, 
never abandoning the cardinal prin­
ciples of composition and sound 
structural design.

The application of these prin­
ciples in the planning and design­
ing of a home, in my opinion. Is of 
first importance. Pride in . hodie

able— but that the home should be 
a show place or merely a novelty is 
quite the reverse..

Since the habits, tastes and char­
acteristics of families ~ are of a 
happy variance, how much ’ more 
natural and desirable it is that their 
homes should be designed and built 
to suit these variations and their 
localities, rather than that they be 
the standardization of any current 
architectural whim.

Avoid Standardization.
In the first place, except for la­

bor saving devices, and for a de­
vout appreciation and discreet use 
of what our forefathers have found 
to be good. I would avoid stand­
ardization in the design of the 
family home as I would the plague. 
To privacy and the play of Individ­
ual imagination the greatest pos­
sible freedom should be given. If 
the house is to continue in its 
proper sphere, as a hiagnet to those 
who live in it, or to their friends. *

Our roots strike deeper than we 
know; the expression of a home 
may well recognize the racial or 
national characteristics of the own­
er’s stock, for there Is certainly a 
subconscious tendency toward an 
inherited taste. This thought may 
be qualified by regional and cli­
matic considerations and for rea­
sons of propriety and economy. The 
old New England farm group— the 
nouse with connecting leanto, and 
the sheds and porch with southern 
exposure and then the barn— is 
reasonable, convenient and fre­
quently handsome, but its new hy­
brid neighbor with red or green 
tile roof and stucco walls Is gener­
ally as homely as a billboard.

To the prospective home builder 
of small or limited means a prob­
lem of relative and obtainable val­
ues present itself. To the person 
of larger means the affair Is sim­
pler. I have come in contact with 
many homes, which, as distin­
guished from “ houses,” are what 
we are talking about. Some of the 
simplest and least costly were of 
far greater value in the return of 
happiness than others where money 
had been lavished.

Other contributors have discussed 
methods of financing necessary to 
supplement the ready cash and to 
determine how .much in all may be 
made available. I have assumed 
that a house in a closely bulltriip 
metropolltsin area is not under dis­
cussion. For a suburban district 
town, or small city, it is also as­
sumed that full consideration will 
be given to time and cost of trans­
portation from the home to the 
place of business, to the class of 
neighbors, to future possibilities of 
growth and change, and to reason­
able and safe access to the centers 
of trade.

Woman is a natural gardener, 
and man, if, through fatigue, lack 
of time or boredom, he <̂ oes not al­
ways contribute to its cultivation, 
will either help or, at worst, take 
pride and easeful joy in the gar­
den achievements of his family; to 
this end my advice is to cling to 
the old car a little longer. If money 
is any object, don’t buy a steep hill 
or rocky building site, where the 
cost of approach or excavation will 
mean an unnecessary dip into the 
budget as well as an expensive and 
laborious upkeep; nor a swampy,

The fixed charges of thorough In­
sulation will generally be less than 
the savings made in fuel bills, to 
say nothing of a cooler house in hot 
weather. Take all reasonable pre­
cautions against fire, but consider 
well the difficulties and cost of fu­
ture changes in concrete wall con­
struction; when properly 'designed 
and built, it is a fine material for 
foundations, floors and chimneys, 
but permits few liberties for later 
changes in walls, girders and 
beams.

Chimney flues with the linings 
must be above reproach, both as to 
construction and size, and the roof 
surfaces nonflammable. Use cop­
per, lead or zinc only in exterior 
sheet-metal work, and brass piping 
for hot water circulation, and plan 
with care the location and suffi­
ciency of electric outlets. Plan bath­
rooms, pantries and their fixtures 
so that water circulating pipes in 
cold climates are never in or 
against the outside walls.

Memphis, Tenn.'— The magnifi­
cent'(^reai^ mansion that (jlarence 
Ssiunders started as his home when 
the original Piggly-y/lggly splurge 
carried him to the crest of the wave 
half a dozen yeurs ago is about to 
become a place of enjoyment for l'1 
the citizens of Memphis.

Given up by Saunders when the 
great Plggly-Wlggly stock market 
crash forced him Into bankruptcy 
in 1923, the 51,000,000 house It. be­
ing turned Into a city museum, and 
will be thrown open for public use 
late this summer.

Mayor Watkins Voerton declares 
the museutri will be one of the 
show .places of the city.

It won’t be like the ordinary mu­
seum. It contains, for Instance, a 
good-sized theater, which the city 
has rented to a little-theater organ­
ization. It contains also a moving 
picture theater, a big swimming 
pool, a gymnasium and similar un- 
museum-llke appurtenances. It has 
more than 100 rooms, and is sur­
rounded by a beautifiUly land­
scaped estate.

Wihen the building first began to I 
take form It was called the Pink 
Palace, It was made of pink 
granite and limestone, much of it 
Imported from Italy, and Saunders 
planned It as a magnificent home 
where he could enjoy the frults’of 
bis business successes.

Then, In 1923, came his reverses. 
He was Lhrown Into bankruptcy, 
and hls creditors, sold It to a 
real estate firm. This organl atlon 
gave the house and its Immediate 
grounds to the city for a museum 
and plotted out an exclusive resi­
dential district all around it.

This fall the work of completing 
and altering the huge house will be 
finished, hnd It will be thrown open 
for the public’s use,

Saunders, meanwhile, is putting 
up another dream mansion.

Two miles south of the Pink 
Palace he has a 350-acre estate, 
containing beautiful driveways, 
artificial lakes and swimming pools, 
wooded ravines, tennis courts and 
the like. On It he Is constructing a 
huge home which will be completed

In a short time. Saunders, of 
course, has mounted to the crest of 
another wave.

The home now under construc­
tion will eventually be eclipsed by 
a bigger one. however.

“Some day,” he says, “I’ll build 
a house that will make the Pink 
Palace look like a kitchen.”

National Open Gelf Championship
Draws Big Field of Star Players

New York, June 22 —  Competl-€ 
live golf, oft-times the most tense- 1 
ly dramatic of all sports, will be 
busy next Thursday writing
another chapter of its spright­
ly history, another episode
of the gripping serial that un­
winds Itself through the years, be­
coming ever more Interesting with 
the passage of time. The drama 
will reach Its annual climax 
with the staging of the national 
open championship on Winged
Foot’s treacherous links; its de­
nouement will come on Saturday 
when the winner will be establish­
ed after 72 holes of nerve-shatter­
ing play such as no other sport can 
know.

This, anyhow, has been the -e- 
cord of open championships ini the 
past. The contribution of the cur­
rent fixture will be to exceed all 
others In tl)iis respect.

Difficult Course
It will be played over a course 

that was built especially to try the 
soul of man. Its entries Include 
the greatest players In the Western 
World, which largely speaking just 
about accounts for the universe it­
self. A title event that sponsors 
this ^pair of Ingredients can pro­
duce' more drama In one day than 
the average author can write in a 
month.

There will be the Emperor Jones, 
for example, striding forth to re­
capture the throne that last was his 
in 1926. The Emperor has won 
four amateur championships, two 
open titles and two British events 
since 1923 and, over the entire do­
main of golf, he is king without 
contest. But occasionally there are 
revolts in some of its principalities 
and two of these lost him the open 
event to Armour In 1927 and to 
Farrell In 1928, after a thrilling 
play off, this pair having been tied 
for the lead at the end of the regu­
lation 72 holes of the champion­
ship.

Armour and Farrell, the last two 
champions will be. starters today. 
So will Walter Hagen, fresh from 
his fourth victory in the British 
open event; likewise the sensation­
al but erratic Leo Dlegel, P. A. O. 
and Canadian open champion, not

to forget Horton Smith, the young 
man who swept the winter circuit 
before him and only recently won 
the French championship* at St. 
Cloud. It Is, indeed, an Inimport- 
ant segment of this world that is 
not represented by its champion in 
the tournament starting today.

Potential Champions
At that, great though the above 

list of stars may be, It Is entirely 
possible that the 1929 champion 
may not be found among them. 
Any one of thirty men. In fact, is 
potentially the champion. It may 
only remain for the heat of com­
petition to make this potentiality 
become actual.
■ Such a man is Gene Sarazen. He 
whs champion of all the profes­
sionals In 1922 and, although his 
game may lack the bite It knew 
during that one great year, he still 
has his moments of actual danger, 
as he proved in chasing Hagen in­
to the British title Ip 1928. Mac 
Smith is another. Admittedly, a 
great golfer, his record says that 
he never has proved It in a major 
championship. Perhaps this will 
be the one to furnish that proof. 
Bill Mehlhorn. of course, always is 
a respected contender and, one of 
these days, he may be more than 
that. This may be the day.

Crulckshank Overdue
Bobby Crulckshank has been 

tapping at the portals of fame since 
1923 when Jones won his first title 
bv beating the Scotchman In a play- 
oif of their tie at Inwood. Crulck­
shank is overdue, too. And what of 
Roland Hancock, the young man 
from the Carolinas who almost 
stole the show last year at Olym­
pia Fields? Hancock would have 
Won them If It hadn’t been for his 
utter collanse on the last two holes. 
Perhaps he won’t collapse this 
time.

Surmises like this can go on end­
lessly in considering a field such as 
will leave the first tee this morn­
ing.

New York, June 22.— Intercol­
legiate rowing, hitherto Just a fi­
nancial step-son in the family of 
big money sports, suddenly went 
luxurious today when the noble 
sum of $100 for observation tic­
kets at Poughkeepsie was asked 
and in some cases recieved from 
the caravan of racing troubadors 
returning to town from Harvard’s 
annual defeat by Yale. Speculators 
who placed this prohibitive price 
on tickets to the Poughkeepsie 
event were in nowise abashed by 
their failure to sell out promptly. 
They intimated that the ante would 
be raised, probably by tomorrow 
and certainly by Monday, the day 
of the biggest of all races In the 
history of college rowing.

It Is understood that no arrange­
ments have been made as yei to sell 
sitting privileges along the banks 
of the river, The scalpers probably 
are working on the Idea, however. 
They can afford to do so any time a 
boat race gets Itself ready to over­
bid the Army-Navy football 
game and some of the best heavy­
weight title fights In the matter of 
speculators’ graft.

With a record field of nine var­
sity crews, two of which are In- 
slplent world’s champions, going to 
the post, It looks as though the 
Harvest moon is due to cast Its gol­
den glow upon the boys who buy 
first and sell afterward.

“ On to Poughkeepsie,”  was the 
word today from the caravan of 
rowing followers who came Into 
town, weary and disgruntled from 
an all-night ride. They had gone 
to New London to see the boat race; 
Instead, they witnessed an exhibi­
tion. Harvard, defeated by Yale In 
six of the last seven races, was 
Inept to the point of futility In the 
face of the Blue’s greatly superior 
watermanship’ and was not beaten 
more than six lengths only because 
Yale became charitable in the last 
half mile.

There will be plenty of faith and 
hope but absolutely no charity at 
Poughkeepsie on Monday. This will 
be the back-breaker of all boat 
races with California, missing only 
two of the men who made up its 
world and Olympic champions of 
1928, and an unbeaten Columbia 
eight furnishing much, of the excite­
ment. Washington Sis come on, 
too, since Its early defeat by the 
Bears on the coast and hasjevery- 
body watching It with--an eye of 
foreboding. Cornell, Syracuse, 
Pennsylvahla, Wisconsin, the Navy 
and Massachusetts' Teo^ make up 
the remainder of a ''Yield that 
never has known an equal in the 
history of college rowing.

Half >. of the 
Poughkeepsie field- aireaidy has 
beaten Harvard as soundly n/§ Tale 
did yesterday. Columbia, held to 
be unbeatable by eastern crews, 
ou trowed Yale in an early race this 
year.

Just as good-looking;^ glrU, 
Just as good-looking feathyrs; Bine 
except for her freshmen craw, she 
had not much to offer in 'the way 
of racing.

The varsity race was excellent 
from the artistic point of view. The- 
water was the right color of bine, 
the marsh grass was the right color 
of green, but unless one was inter­
ested In cover designs for boating 
magazines there was not much 
more to look at.

VEGETABLE TDIE

Vegetables are in tbe limelight as 
never before. They’re a part of 
almost every menu.

The - summer vegetables ' gen­
erally are not strong flavored but 
are delicate and blend with each 
other in many Inviting combina­
tions.

Too much emphasis cannot be 
placed on the danger of over­
cooking vegetables. They should 
be cooked in as little water as 
■possible until tender but not soft. 
String beans which have been 
cooked and cooked develop a 
strong flavor, become soft and 
shapeless and  ̂ turn a brownish 
green. Those which have been 
cooked until Just tender and deli­
cately flavored, crisp and shapely 
and at attractive vivid green. 
Every vegetable is harmed in the 
same fashion by overcooking.

Must Not be Over-Ripe
Over-ripeness should be guard­

ed against. Vegetables should 
reach their maturity but should 
not ripen to any degree. Ripen­
ing toughens , the fibers and makes 
it impossible to cook the succulent 
vegetabler as they should be.

The green vegetables such as 
peas, green beans, spinach and 
asparagus are more attractive 
when the green color Is preserved. 
This can be accomplished by cook­
ing them quickly in boiling water 
in an uncovered kettle. The old- 
fashioned method of adding soda 
to the water to “set the color” 
was bad, for It had a tendency to 
destroy some of the*vltamlns.

String Beans with-Onions
Two cups cooked string beans, 8 

small cooked onions, 1 chp milk, 3 
tablespoons butter, 1 tablespoon 
flour, .1-2 teaspoon salt, 1-8 tea­
spoon pepper.

Put onions into a shallow baking 
dish, spread'ug them out so that 
they do not touch each other. Fill 
spaces between onions and beans. 
Melt 2 tablespoons butter, stir ’n 
flour and when bubbling slowly add 
milk, stirring constantly. Season 
with salt and pepper and pour over 
onions and be*ns. Dot with remain­
ing butter and put Into a hot oven 
for 15 or i20 minutes, long enough 
to beat through thoroughly and 
brown the-top slightly. Serve from 
baking dish.

The power of suggestion works 

magic in a young child’s life. 
It works magic In anyone’s life, 
but it is particularly potent In the 
young, because they haven’t had 
time to grow a hard shell of skap- 
tldsm. Faith is easy to plant then 
in the human breast.

I am not talking about religion 
or anything occult. When I speak 
of suggestion I mean any and 
every kind of suggestion that will 
work out for his good. The» big­
gest word in this business of sug­
gestion is “can.”

Tell a child he can’t take his 
own bath or dress himself and he 
will be a helpless baby for a long 
while to come. Tell him he can’t 
cut his meat or spread his bread 
and he won’t try. A little later 
on, just let him hear you say he 
can’t win a race, or beat at mar­
bles, or learn to bat a ball, or 
swim, and he won’t do any of 
them—^unless he is made of the 
unusual stuff that gets on its met­
tle when denounced, and says, 
“I’ll show you.”

War of Psychologies
The old war between Grandtua 

who rushes to kiss the sore place 
and Mother who smiles and says, 
“There! That old mat hasn’t any 
manners to trip you up like that!” 
Is still on. Sentimentally I aide 
with the grandmas, but there isn’t 
any doubt in the world that the 
quick suggestion Of the mothers, 
psychologically is absolutely right. 
The best thing for all of us is to 
get our minds off disaster no mat­
ter how small it is.

There is so much in the asso­
ciation of ideas. Just as when we 
say “ball,” “hat” rushes. Into our 
heads. We cannot disassociate 
them any more than we can "pen­
cil” and “paper,” or “ice cream” 
and "cake,” “Fall” and "hurt” 
or “fall” and "cry” go together 
invariably. Things do hurt—dear 
knows! I’m not saying otherwise. 
But by suggestion, the mind of a 
child can be quickly averted to 
something else. It will have.a de­
cided effect gn the way. he meets 
trouble later on.

But the greatest good of the 
power of suggestion acts inverse­
ly; ’it is the suggestion bf power. 
Tell a.child he can do things. Tell 
him he can win the race, that he 
will make a fine batter, that he 
can play a game and beat; tell 
him he is smart and good and 
other complimentary things when­
ever you can, and then help him 
to make your statements come 
true. Take a lot for granted and 
show him you have faith in him. , 
’ I think you’ll be surprised at 

the self-confidence it will breed.

PYORRHEA, BUT VAUNTED

TOOTH PASTES CAN’T

Within' the-Ikst few years, the 
American .Behtar Association has 
been en^ioying a chenilst to ana­
lyze inany of tbe mouth washes, 
pyorrhea cures, cornbmations of 
salts and remedies for pain that are 
distribnted by dentists who.receive 
samples ̂ from the manufacturers.

In many instances the claims 
made - for" these preparations are 
utterly without warrant.

For example: a preparation guar­
anteed to remove mnein from tbe 
teeth is found merely to be an 
alkaline solution about as good as 
baking soda.

Another preparation guaranteed 
to eliminate tartar was simply a 
weak solution of hydrochloric acid, 
not a great scientific discovery but 
an absolute menace, encouraging 
disintegration of the tooth enamel.

Another preparation for the re­
moval of tartar was found to be 
merely grit and one might as well 
rub bis teeth with pumice stone or 
sandpaper.

Iodine, a preparation of tremen­
dous interest, has been urged on 
the profession as the basis of a 
pyorrhea cure and of tooth pastes, 
when the amount of free iodine 
available was not suflflclent to have 
any effect in the mouth and when 
even this was so quickly converted 
to the iodide salt as to be without 
value.

The charlatans have not been 
satisfied with the exploitation of 
such simple solutions. They have 
attempted to confuse the untrained 
dentist by combinations of mineral 
salts with weak antiseptics, making 
for these things claims in the field 
of physical chemistry that to any 
biologist or physiologist represent 
tbe height of the ludicrous.

A so-called -synthetic saliva ex­
ploited as a cure for pyorrhea by a 
charlatan who had previously ex­
ploited three other pyorrhea reme­
dies was found to be merely a mix­
ture of table salt, baking soda, 
chalk, magnesia and starch, flavored 
with essential oil, and vaunted as 
the exact duplicate of the human 
saliva. The ferments of saliva 
were absent, but even were this not 
the case, it has not yet been shown 
that saliva will cure pyorrhea,

Teh cents worth of these com- 
,mon salts put up In fancy pack­
ages with sufliclent claims on the 
label bring to the exploiter the 
sum of $1 and guarantee to him a 
tremendous margin of profit.

In the vast majority of cases, the 
only care needed by the mouth and 
teeth, outside of regular examina­
tion by the dentist, is an occasional 
washing with a little salt water or 
with a flavored dentifrice, as one 
prefers. Almost any of the com­
mon tooth pastes, with soap as a 
basis, are pleasant to use with a 
toothbrush.

On the other hand, one should 
not be fobled into believing that 
either the tooth aste or dentifrices 
alone or both together can cure 
pyorrhea. Infections of the mouth 
nnd gums are Just as serious as in­
fections anywhere else in the body 
and demand competent scientific 
attention.

Richmond, Va.i June 22.— In 

few spots throughout the United 
States can the motorist coyer, in a 
similar time., a territory so rich in 
historical events as ^the Virginia 
peninsula. ' *

This quick coverage has been 
made possible by the recent open­
ing of .the Newport News-James 
River bridge, permitting motorists 
to follow the Atlantic Coastal High­
way through the picturesque penin­
sula with its old battlefields of the 
Revolutionary and Civil Wars, and 
then! to cross on into Portsmouth 
and Norfolk.

-The Virginia peninsula is aptly 
termed the "Cradle of the Repub­
lic,”  for perhaps in no other region 
in America have there occurred so 
many vital events leading up to the 
birth of the nation.

Leaving Washington the motor­
ist follows U. S. Highway No. 1 
through Fredericksburg to Rich­
mond. At Richmond he turns 
southeast on U. S. Highway No. 60, 
passing over a new concrete road 
for most of the 90 miles. He tra­
verses a country which was. the 
scene Of thrilling happenings in 
America’s early history.

Site of First EngUsh Colony.
Here on this peninsula, at James­

town in 1607, the first English,col­
ony in what is now tha United 
States was established by Captain 
John Smith and his daring adven­
turers. From that time until CWl 
War days the peninsula assumed 
great historical significance.

Williamsburg, the oldest incor­
porated town in Virginia, estab­
lished in 1632, was the scene of the 
first representative assembly in 
America. It was; in 1765, when 
Williamsburg was still the Virginia 
state capitol, that Patrick Henry 
made his famous speech against the 
Stamp Act. Williem and Mary Col­
lege was chartered at Williamsburg 
In 1693, thus being the second old­
est college in the United States.

At Jamestown the history-loving 
motorist may revel in its antiquity. 
The motorist can sp^nd a month 
visiting important sites there. Per­
haps the most popular story about

mond river bridge, it affords the 
only dlrec^'hlg'hway connection be­
tween Newport -;News and the Nor­
folk and Portsmouth district In 
Virginia.

The greatest naval conflict in 
early American history took place 
almost within sight of this bridge 
in Hampton Roads. It was the bat­
tle'between the Monitor and the 
Merrimae in March, 1862.

Operating the radio “ bearing tester”  In the Packard plant 
Detroit, June 22̂ —Radio has "f packed double

been commandeered in this city to 
help make automobiles run quietejr.

In a specially constructed “ M- 
lent room” at the factory of the 
Packard Motor Car Company here, 
an arrangement of radio apparatus! 
has been set up to detect the slight­
est undue noise in the running of 
bearings designed for Packard 
automobiles. The whole set-up is 
simple to an extreme, but it is 
much more efficient than the old 
method of detecting such noises by 
ear, and it eliminates the, human 
element of error and fatigue.

The mechanical part of the ap­
paratus consists of a machine sup­
porting a motor whose shaft ex­
tends downward through a lever to  
a supporting table. Under this 
vertical shaft is a block which sup­
ports the bearing \to he tested. 
Alongside is the radio apparatus, 
consisting -of a loud speaker which 
has been coilverted into, a sound 
detector,, an oscillator, ‘ an audio 
amplifier and an ammeter for 
measuring the Intensity of the 
vound.
