Montreal, Que., June 24.— Four 
persons were dead and property 
was damaged to the extent of 55,- 
000,000 today as a result of a storm 
of cyclonic intensity which swept 
down upon Montreal and vicinity 
last night.

The convent of the Sacred Heart 
at Saunt Au Recollect, a small vil­
lage several miles from Montreal, 
was struck by a bolt of lightning 
shortly before the storm reached 
its height and was burned to the 
ground with a loss of $1,000,000.

Firemen Overcome.
Four firemen were overcome 

while rescuing 22 111 and convales­
cent nuns. Valuable decorations 
and ornaments were carried to safe­
ty by bystanders who were pressed 
into service. Mother Calppin stat­
ed that the convent had cjosed for 
the season otherwise there would 
have been 150 girls from all parts 
of America in the institution when 
the bolt struck. The convent was 
erected in 1802.

At Vaudreuil near here, three 
people were drowned when their 
boat was overturned in the St. Law­
rence river.

BORAH TO SUPPORT 
DEBENTURE CLAUSE

To Lead Drive to. Incorpo­
rate It In New Tariff BiD 
Now in Congress.

Washington, June 24.— Senator 
William E. Borah, a staunch sup­
porter of President Hoover in the 
last campaign, announced today he 
would lead a drive to incorporate 
the export debenture plan of farm 
relief in the new tariff bill.

The Senate having twice adopted 
the debenture as a "rider” on the 
new farm bill over President Hoo­
ver’s opposition, the Borah an­
nouncement will solidify the ranks 
of the Democratic-Insurgent coali­
tion for another agriculture battle 
in connection with the tariff. Mem­
bers of the Insurgent bloc already 
have declared their Intention of 
fighting for adoption of the new 
Norris debenture plan as a part of 
the tariff bill. The Norris plan, 
differing slightly from the old one, 
would provide for the payment of 
all debentures on exported surplus 
crops to the new Federal farm 
board for use in paying the cost of 
operating stablization corporations.

Draw Battle Lines.
The battle lines were drawn dis­

tinctly when Senator Reed Smoot 
(R) of Utah, veteran chairman of 
the Senate finance committee, an­
nounced he would oppose all ef­
forts to attach the debenture to 
the tariff bill. Smoot echoed Mr 
Hooved’s plea— that t’"> plan as a 
bounty, certain to wreak hardship 
on the American people, increase 
tax burdens and fail as a relief to 
farmers.

The Senate finance committee 
meanwhile cpntinued its public 
hearings on rate schedules with a 
subcommittee, handling agricultur­
al products. The committee will 
conclude its rate hearings by July 
10 with another two weeks for 
hearings on the administrative 
features and the free list. After 
that, it probably will require from 
three to four weeks for the com­
mittee to redraft the bill. At pres­
ent indications, it may not be 
ready for the Senate when that 
body reconvenes August 19 after a 
two-months vacation.

Will Support Debenture.
Borah, in declaring he would 

again support the debenture, said 
he had not studied the Norris plan 
and therefore would not commit 
himself to the particular provision. 
He said he would support the de­
benture, though, as a certain 
means of giving agriculture its fair 
share of the protective tariff.

“ The American farmer does not 
desire to tear down the protective 
tariff system,” said Borah. *'He 
has been about the most faithful 
advocate, considering the meager 
benefits he has received, that it 
has had in Its long history.

Cars Collide
The accident occurred when

crashed Into a Cadillac sedan, own­
ed and driven by Charles Ray, of 
703 Center street, this town. Mr. 
Ray is president! of the Rogers 
Paper Manufacturing Company. The 
Ray car was proceeding towards 
Hartford and when It reached the 
curve at the foot of the grade near 
the be^nning ot the copcrete high­
way Mr. Ray noUaed the Weir car 
approaching and saw that the driv­
er was having difficulty in keeping 
the automobile on the right side 
of the road.

Tries To Avoid Crash
Mr. Ray drove his car as close as 

possible to the guard rail on the 
highway but the Weir machine 
crashed into the left rear fender of 
the Ray Cadillac. Then t^e Stude­
baker went on and crashed into 
the guard rail knocking down sev­
eral posts an-, ripping out several 
lengths of fence rail. The Weir 
automobile was a total wreck.

Mr. Ray ran to the nearest house 
to telephone for aid and in the 
meantime passersby picked up Mr.

Mr. Ray was 
of. the impression that there were 
two men in the rear seat of the 
Weir automobile but they left the 
scene of the accident, he believes, 
immediately after it occurred.

Judge Warren B. Borrows, sftting 
in United States District Court here, 
heard Dr.. Macintosh and his coun­
sel Charles E. Clark, dean-elect of 
Yale Law school, explain that Dr. 
Macintosh believed he' has the 
right to decide. In the event of the 
United States going to war, wheth­
er the war were just or unjusi, and 
so either serve or refuse to serve in 
behalf of the country.

Dangerous Views.
"I respect Dr. Macintosh,”  Judge 

Burrows declared, “ but his views 
I believe would be dangerous to our 
form of government.”

By permitting new citizens to de­
cide for themselves whether they 
should aid the country in time of 
trouble, Judge Burrows said, “ the 
nation would Jose absolute control 
of its subjects who are brought In 
for naturalizatipn.”

Berlin, June 24.— In a somewhat

the reparations committee of experts 
at Paris, to the Reichstag today.

Dr. Stresemann revealed that the 
Young plan Is not looked upon at a 
permanent, solution of post-war 
problems so far as Germany is con­
cerned.

Not Ideal Solution.
“ The Young plan is not an ideal 

solution.”' Dr. Stresemann declared. 
“ Nobody in the world can tell 
whether it can be carried out suc­
cessfully.

“ But It eases the situation for the 
next ten years, and that is as far 
ahead as anyone can see.”

Dr; Stresemann made the veiled 
charge the United States had refus­
ed to offqr any concessions in the 
negotiations, although Germany’s 
other, former enemies did all in 
their power to co-operate in an 
amicable settlement.

“ At Paris,”  he declared, “ the Eu­
ropean powers did all they could to 
relieve ont another’s situation by 
mutual concessions. For there cer­
tainly were no concessions coming 
from another side.”

Although the foreign minister 
made no mention of the United 
States, it was obvious he wa? re­
ferring to America and to that na­

Gene Tunney, retired 
heavyweight champion, , through his 
attorneys, today filed an answer to 
the $500,000 breach of promise 
suit brought against him by Mrs, 
Katherine King Fogarty.

The answer and cross-complaint 
was filed In Fairfield county, Con­
necticut, where Mrs. Fogarty's ac­
tion was instituted, and was made 
public In New York by Attorney 
Homer Cummings, of Stamford, 
Conn., associated, with Tunney’s 
attorneys of recdrd, Chadbourne. 
Stansfield & Levy.

The' answer states In part thgt 
the plaintiff— knowingly has abus­
ed and is abusing the processes of 
this court and has used and con­
tinues to use and employ the same 
for the unlawful purposes, more 
particularly set forth as follows:

A. To vex and trouble the de­
fendant unlawfully;

B. To extort money from the 
defendant;

C. To gain, for the publication 
of libelous charges against the de­
fendant, immunity from the penal­
ties, civil and criminal, of the law 
of libel by relying upon the privi­
lege incident to pending litigation;

After Money
D. To secure large sums of 

money from newspapers and from 
notoriety , distributing agencies will­
ing to pay for her statements, 
photographs and services.

Cummings called attention to 
the fact that the answer contained 
exhibits of the plaintiff’s signature 
purporting to show that she had 
signed releases freeing Tunney 
from all obligations on two occa­
sions. The releases were dated 
May 25, 1927 and July 24. 1928.

'The latter of these two releases 
was signed, Cummings ?aid, short­
ly before the Tunney-Heeney flight, 
which marked the heavyweight 
champion’s retirement; from the 
ring.

“ Two days before the date set 
for the boxing contest between 
Tunney and Heeney, while Tunney 
was in strict training in prepara­
tion therefor,”  the complaint says, 
“ the money demands of the plain-, 
tiff and her threats of publicity be­
came more insistent and menac­
ing.”

 ̂ Was Paid Twice
Counsel admitted that “ a very 

valuable consideration”  had been 
paid Mrs. Fogarty on May 25, 
1929 and that a further sum of 
money was paid her immediately 
before the Tunney-Heeney fight 
rather than risk the effect of ad­
verse publicity on the gate re­
ceipts.

"Advisers, of Tunney decided that 
rather than risk the effect of ad­
verse publicity which would im­
pair and rdduce the flnancial vre- 
ceipts of said contest and occasion 
loss to said corporation and to 
said Tunney and disturb said Tun- 
ney in the course of his training a 
further sum of money'should bn 
paid to the said plaintiff,”  the 
cross-complaint stated.

Widespread Search
London, June 24— A widespfead 

search by aircraft and ships of sev­
eral nations was instituted today 
fo r ^ a jo r  Ramon Franco and. his 
three companions. Captains Sallar- 
do and Ruiz De Alda and Mechanic 
Pedro Madariaga, now more than 
two days overdue at the Azores in 
the first leg of their attempt to fiy 
across the Atlantic.
. Four destroyers and two squad­
rons of airplanes have teen ordered 
out to search for the airmen by the 
Spanish government, acc'ording to a. 
Central News dispatch from Madrid.

Portuguese gunboats already are 
scouring the waters about the 
Azores and east of the islands. 
Numerous craft of other nations 
are also taking a hand in the 
search.

Were Forced Down
According to other dispatches 

from Madrid, the Sanlsh govern­
ment now admits that the airmen 
probably were forced down some 
place between the Portuguese coast 
and the Azores. Earlier, the gov­
ernment had put credence in uncon­
firmed reports from Horta that 
they had landed safely at San 
Miguel Island, one of ^ e  Azores 
group.

While grave concern for the 
fliers’ anxiety is felt in other quar­
ters, Madrid dispatches received 
here were optimistic. The Spanish 
government expressed full confi­
dence in the ability of the airmen’s 
plane, the Numancia, to ride the 
seas if it had been forced down.

Has Pontoons
The Numancia, a huge twin- 

motored Dormler-Wahl model,, is 
equipped with pontoons. The fliers, 
however, had not overstocked 
themselves with fgod when they left 
Cartagena, Spain, at 5 p. m., Fri­
day (noon Connecticut Daylight 
Time) and may suffer the pangs of 
hunger if their craft survives the 
other perils of a trans-Atlantic 
flight.

The Spanish government’s admis­
sion that reports that the airmen 
had landed In the Azores were with­
out foundation laid at rest numer­
ous conflicting rumors which crop­
ped up from many sources.

The Numancia carried 4,000 
litres of gasoline, sufficient, for 
about aboift 22 hours of flying. The 
plane was scheduled to end the flrst 
leg of its flight at Horta In about 
eighteen hours.

The last authentic report con-̂  
cerning the fliers came when they 
were reported passing over Tarlfa, 
on the Straits of Gibralter, about 
three hours after the start.

1928. Large amounts of steel are required for these cars.

The present strong position of the roads'is in sharp contrast with 
their financially impaired condition follgwing the war. In April this 
year leading systems earned $94,000,000, a  new peak tor that month- 
and a gain of 33 per cent over April, 1928. Much of the enhanced 
earning power of the roads has. come from increased efficiency. ' This-

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BOW UUUDA LOOKS 
AT RUH SKUGGUNG
Dominion’s Side of Contro­

versy Set Forth by Minis­
ter of Revenue.

' This is the first of two articles 
glring excerpts from the remarks 
recently made before the Canadian 
H on^ of Parliament Iv W. D. 
Euler, Canada’s minister of nation* 
al revenne. Discussing Canada’s 
relation to the American problem of 
prohibition enforcement, Mr. Euler 
hlul a  good deal to say that will be 
rMd with interest by American and 
Canadian readers, especially in view 
of the attempts now being made by 
U. S. authorities to prevent the flow 
of liquor into the United States 
over the Canadian border.

By W. D. EULER
Canadian Minister of National 

Revenue
(A series of excerpts from a discus- 
don recently made by him in the 
Canadian House of I’arllament.)

In my experience, laws with re­
gard to liquor have never been 
regarded with the same respect 
as lawc with regard to any other
matter whatever. People who are 
otherwise quite respectable — and 
perhaps I should no’, use the word 
“otLerwise” — people who are 
quite respectable, in this country 
and the past and no doubt today 
in the United States, seem to have 
so little respect for prohibition 
laws that they will-violate them 
apparently with no offense at all 
to their consciences.

Liquor laws, dry or wet, always 
have had a strong minority, or 
possibly even a majority, opposed 
to them. I believe it Is literally 
Impossible for a wet country to be 
adjacent to a so-called or ostensi­
bly dry country without a flow of 
liquor proceeding from the wet to 
the dry.

During the war Canada had a 
prohibitory law . The United 

»States continued wet. They were 
not yet in the war. Liquor flowed 
freely at that time from the 

\  United States to Canada . . . To- 
\  day, With Canada wet and the 

United states ostensibly dry, the 
flow is from us to them.

What Canada Offered
In 1924 a treaty was concluded 

with the United States for the sup­
pression of smuggling. The chief 
obligation into which Canada en­
tered was that we should report- 
to the United Sattes authorities 
whenever a clearance was granted 
by Canadian customs officials to 
liquor-laden boats bound for the 
United States.

The United States government 
has stated officially on several oc­
casions that the Canadian govern­
ment, through the Department of 
National Revenue, has faithfully 
carried out the obligations embod­
ied in that treaty. .But the 
United States has hot been satis- 
fled with the provisions of the 
treaty.

The United States requested 
that there should be Inserted In it 
a provision that no clearances be 
granted to vessels of the kind 
mentioned, namely, vessels carry­
ing liquor to the United States 
shores. It was not so intluded 
In the treaty. We merely agreed 
to give notice of clearances that 
had been granted.

After some consideration by the 
government, a communication was 
sent to the United States suggest­
ing a proposal that It was thought 
would be of assistance to the 
United States, namely, to permit 
them to station their agents on 
Canadian docks from which liquor 
was being exported, so that they 
could observe and report to their 
own government and thereby stop 
the export to the United States. 
The United States authorities, in 
further correspondence, reverted 
to their former request and stated 
that the only thing that would 
serve their purpose would be for 
this government to stop the issue 
of clearances. There the matter 
stands today.

Detroit Is Booze Center
Most of the liquor that goes 

from Canada to the United States 
is shipped from what we may call 
the Wlndsor-Detrolt front and the 
Lake Erie front. Some goes over 
the border from Lake Ontario and 
some from western Canada and 
from Quebec, but not so very- 
much.

The boats which are smuggling 
liquor are not violating our law, 
because it is not smuggling while 
they are in Canada. But when 
they deliver liquor in the United 
States they are violating Amer­
ican lay, and the boats that are 
carrying this liquor to the United 
States are almost 100 per ce_t 
United States boats—they are not 
Canadian boats at all. Not only 
that, the men who are carrying 
practically 100 per cent, not Cana­
dians.

Here Is a peculiarity In .the re­
spective laws of the two countries. 
In Canada every boat, no matter 
blow small It Is — and most of 
these goods are carried In small 
boats — must obtain clearance 
from a Canadian customs officer. 
In the United States— and these 
boats are owned In the United 
States, I should like the House to 
remember— boats under five tons 
need not obtain clearance, and 
need not report when they come 
back. In Canada they must obtain 
clearance and must report when 
they come back. While the United 
States are asking that we discon- 
tinhe clearance to these boats — 
thdlr own boats, manned by their 
bwn people—they do not demand 
clearances themselves from these 
very boats.

,Could Ck^y Canadian Law 
I would respectfully suggest 

that they would, have considerably 
more control over their own boats, 
manned by their own peop’e, if 
they would enact a law that these 
b oats,. ho matter how small, 
should be' obliged to obtain clear­
ances wh-n they leave their shore

and report when they come back, 
the same as we require in  ̂Can­
ada. That would give them some 
control.

I have '  said something which 
may appear a criticism of the 
United States. I have no desire to 
be offensive, but I th'nk there 
are some facts I should place be­
fore the House In view of the 
statements' made that we are not 
dealing in a friendly way with our 
neighbor to the south. It has been 
stated that hese boats ^o across 
at night. That is not entirely true.

I took the trouble last fall to 
go down to Windsor. I was of­
fered safe conduct by a liquor ex­
porter and went out on a launch 
in the Detroit river. I could see 
the United States customs office 
on the other shore, and I could 
also see that it was uut difficult 
to detect any boats that left the 
Canadian shore to go to the Amer­
ican side.

While in Windsor I got Into 
conversation with a man engaged 
In the business of exporting liq­
uor. I asked him, “Do yod cross 
In the day time?” He answered, 
"Yes, quite often.” I said, “How 
is it they do not get you?” He 
replied, with a smile, “It Just 
happens that they are not there 
when we go across.”

Our inspector went to Windsor 
not so very long ago. He did not 
select any special day. While 
there, on Jan. 14, he observed the 
six vessels cross, the river to De­
troit in daylight with cargoes of 
liquors.

AMBASSADOR DAWES 
DRIES UP EMBASSY

Served No Drinks in America 
and Will Not Change Cus­
tom, He Declares.
London, June 24.—Under the 

administration of General Charles 
Gates Dawes, new American am­
bassador to the Court of St. James, 
the United States embassy here 
will be “bone dry.”

This was learned today when 
Ambassador Dawes was question­
ed as to whether he would take 
steps to dry up the embassy com­
pletely now that he has taken con­
trol.

The ambassador's answer was 
characteristically brief and to the 
point: ,

“I never served liquor in my 
home In America,” he said, “and 
I see no reason to change the cus­
tom now.”

: While as a candidate he was a 
difficult individual for the repre- 
esntatives of the press to make 
much progress with, once elected 
he surprised even the most ex­
perienced of them. While our 
American system makes no provi­
sion for leadership, as in Parlia­
mentary countries where the head 
^  the administration must either 
manage to carry his measures In 
the legislature or retire, Mr. Hoo­
ver could qualify even under those 
conditions.

WOMAN’S OPPORTUNITY
Among other things happening 

in this government service of ours 
is the appointment of women to 
important posts in the foreign 
service. Miss Margaret Warner of 
Lincoln, Mass., and Miss Nell B. 
Stogsdall of South Bend, Ind., are 
the two latest. Each has passed 
the examination now required and 
they are enrolled In the foreign 
service school conducted by the 
state department. While awaiting 
assignments they are learning 
more about their new duties. Mias 
Stogsdall is a graduate of Welles­
ley and Miss Warner of Radcliffe. 
Only three women have preceded 
them as members of the staffs of 
legations or consulates. Two are 
still In the service. The other mar­
ried and resigned. A number of 
women have attempted to pass the 
examinations and failed. The ex­
amination is In two parts, written 
and oral, and an applicant is 
Judged not only tor knowledge of 
languages, history, international 
law and many other subjects but 
personality and appearance enter 
Into the final decision. It Is a com­
paratively new field for women.

The annual family quarrel of 
whether the vacation should be at 
tbe mountains or at the beach is 
noiv in full swing in many parts of 
tha land. Whether you finally se­
lect̂  the mountains or the seashore, 
you should live so as to obtain the 
greatest possible benefit from your 
vacation. You can return fuJi of 
health and vitality from either 
place, or you can return a frazzled 
bundle of nerves.

Vacations are usually planned 
with only one object, and that is to 
have a good time. One often finds 
that it takes weeks to recover from 
a vacation which was not planned 
from a health standpoint. Often one 
is worse off in health and spirits. A 
change of scenery and of habits 
during the vacation should be pro­
ductive of marked benefit, but this 
Is often not true.

It is a good plan to resolve that 
this year you will not make the 
same mistakes of previous years. 
Should you decide to live at the 
beach, it Is good to select your liv­
ing quarters as close to tne sea­
shore as possible, and have your 
bed close to the window so that you 
can obtain the fresh breeze of sea 
air during the eight hours of sleep 
you should have each night. The 
first thing in the morning, put on 
your bathing suit and take your 
morning calisthenics on the sand. 
If you have not been exercising 
much, do not overdo at first, but 
gradually increase the exercise each 
.day as the strength of your muscles 
permits. After a few of these ex- 
ercisjes, take a walk or a run for at 
least a mile along the beach. Rest 
on the sand every few minutes. 
Then slowly enter the water and 
enjoy your morning swim in the 
breakers. A five or ten minute 
swim is enough to get the best re­
sults. After emerging from the 
water, return to your room at once 
and dress for breakfast. You will 
probably have a good appetite, but 
It Is best not to overeat, and a sim­
ple breakfast of eggs, toast and 
stewed fruit will be more bene­
ficial to you than overloading on 
hot cakes, sausages and waffles.

Following breakfast, relax for an 
hour, perhaps reading the mornlifg 
papers or a good book. It Is well to 
take another walk and a rest before 
lunch, which should consist of some 
light meal, such as fruit or perhaps 
a salad and cooked vegetables. Aft­
er lunch, you can don your bathing 
suit again and lie on the sand, but 
be careful not to expose the body 
to the point of inducing sunburn. 
Fifteen minutes of exposure is 
enough for the first day and you 
can add four or five minutes dally 
as your skin becomes tanned. The 
rest of the time It is well to wear 
some covering to protect your skin.

No matter how good the ocean 
dip or the sunshine feels, It Is best 
not to overdo at first. Choose your 
evening meal as carefully as you 
would at home, and after the meal 
take In a good picture show, or a 
long walk on the beach.

Try to go to bed early so that you 
can secure at least eight hours' 
sleep and be ready for another day 
of constructive vacationing.

Answer— It is probably true that 
a vast amount Of seasickness is 
caused simply by biliousness. Yet 
there are many people In good 
health who become nauseated when­
ever they sit in a swing or are sub­
jected to any regular motion, such 
as they get when on a ship. This 
may be due to defects of vision, 
which can be cured by properly 
fitted glasses; or, It may be caused 
by an Improper amount of the bal­
ancing fluid In th#> Inner ear. In the 
latter case, one may be unable to, 
overcome the trouble except by 
staying In bed and lying In a hor­
izontal position. This will generally 
overcome seasickness, ho matter 
what the cause. This would be a 
good time for you to try a fruit 
fast, using only one kind of fruit 
on any one day.

If th ^ e  is any one subject that 

disturbs the average man more 
than any other, it is the gradual 
dissipation from the tup of his 
scalp "of the hirsute growth which 
he has learned to associate with 
the appearance oZ youthfulness.

Fortunately for him, there is 
now available a prognostication by 
one of the most noted anthropolo 
gists in the world that the whole 
tendency of mankind is toward a 
complete disappearance of hair 
from the surface of the body and 
that one hundred thousand years 
from today, if human beings are 
still upon this earth, th^y will le 
entirely without hirsute adornment. 
Hence he may reply to the taunts 
of his more hairy colleagues by 
saying he is one hundred, thousand 
years ahead of his time.

Hopefulness of the average man 
with relationship to the preserva­
tion of his hair by hair tonics, scalp 
treatments, dandruff cures and sim­
ilar devices is perennial. However, 
the 'vast amount of evidence indi­
cates that in the majority of cases 
baldness is hereditary anJ there is 
no treatment that has specific vir­
tues for creating new hair.

For many years it has been no­
ticed that workers in certain types 
of industries involving the taking 
into the body, for example, of ar­
senic, had hair that was particu­
larly glossy and fine. It is also ap­
parent that the food one takes 
Into’ the body may influence the 
composition of the hair to some 
extent, since the quality of the hair 
depends on the quality of the food.

Hair consists for the most part 
of a protein material known as 
keratin. What could be more nat­
ural therefore than that the eat­
ing of keratin would benefit great­
ly the growth of the hair? Attempts 
have been made to feed keratin 
diets to sheep, because the quality 
and thickness of the coat of the 
sheep is a matter of commercial im­
portance.

The chief content of keratin is a 
chemical substance containing sul­
phur known as cystine. The high 
content of hair in cystine and the 
possibility of measuring the growth 
of the hair made it Important to 
conduct some experiments on the 
feedlng’'of-cystine. Investigators in 
the University of Michigan have re­
cently completed work on this sub­
ject.

They found that the feeding of 
cystine would influence the amount 
of-hair produced and the chemical 
composition of the hair, but that 
the demands for this substance by 
the growth of the hair were sec­
ondary in Importance to the de­
mands of the growth of the body 
generally.

In other words, there is a possi­
bility that a further continuance of 
these researches may yield some­
thing of practical value, but at 
present the prevention of baldness 
through diet is not In sight.

No fruit is harder to select than 
melons. There’s such a large fam­
ily of them and they all have their 
particular characteristics.

Regardless of variety, all mel­
ons must have heal before they 
can reach maturity, so the weath­
er conditions throughout the 
country have much to do with 
their quality. Melons must be 
ripe and they must mature on the 
vines. They may ripen after pick­
ing without harming the flavor, 
but full growth must be allowed 
before harvesting.

The time-honored practice of 
thumping watermellons with the 
fingers is a reliable test. A full 
grown,, ripe melon has a dull 
muffled sound when thumped, 
while a green mel()n‘ rings with 
a metallic sharpness. In other 
words, the ripe melon says 
"plunk” and the green one says 
“pllnk.”

The color of the under side 
should be noticed. Pale yellow, 
lemon or a warm Ivory color with 
a sort of warty roughness indi­
cate ripeness. A warm yellowish 
green rather than a bright clear 
green on the top is desltable. 
There’s a thin, film-like covering 
all over the surface of a water­
melon. When the melon is ripe, 
this covering will peel off like 
dry wax if the thumb nail is 
drawn across it.

If buying part of a cut- water­
melon keep in mind that the flesh 
should be a deep pink or brignt

Round or long melons are 
equally good but those which are 
mis-shapen should be avoided. 
Large melons are more desirable 
than small ones but a heavy small 
melon is preferable to a light 
large one. The color of the seeds 
has little to do with the maturity 
of a melon since they naturally 
range from white to brown or 
black.

Over-ripe melons are as unde­
sirable as immature ones. hut 
they can usually be detected by 
the dull appearance of the rind 
and the large amount of yellow 
veins through the green surface.

Watermelon sherbert is.refresh­
ing for hot weather meals.

Watermelon Sherbert.
Four cups watermelon ^pulp 

and juice, 1 egg white, 3-4 cup 
sugar, 1 tablespoon granulated 
gelatine, 4 tablespoons cold water, 
2 tablespoons orange juice, few 
grains salt.

Press mellon through a course 
sieve. Add sugar,, orange juice and 
salt and stir until sugar is dissolv­
ed. Soften gelatine in cold water 
and dissolve over hot water. Stir 
into watermelon mixture and fold 
in white of egg beaten until stiff. 
Turn into freezer anS pack in six 
parts Ice to one part ice cream salt. 
Let stand two hours or longer.

Including as many as 
half a dozen members of the Massa­
chusetts delegation, when frantic 
wires came from Washington order 
Ing them back to vote on the con 
ference report in order to knock 
out the debentures plan from the 
farm bill. Most of them returned, 
too, for It doesn’t pay for a Re­
publican to disregard orders from 
the House oligarchy.
