BERLIN TELLS INSIDE
OP SONG BUSINESS

In one of the most disastrous 
fires in Manchester In many years' 

/the house and severai barns that 
constitute the former Herman C. 
Bronkie place on Hills street just 
off Hlllstown road were wiped out 
in a series of three blazes that oc­
curred yesterday afternoon, last 
evening and this morning. The 
house was occupied by the family of 
Fred W. Rabideau, an employee of 
the Pierce-Arrow Motor Car com­
pany, of Hartford. The property 
was owned by E. E. Robinson, of 
14 Woodlawn street, Springfield, 
Mass., and the farm land had been 
leased for this season by Herbert 
W. Sloan, of East Hartford.

Outside Fire District.
The place is outside the South 

Manchester fire district, but when 
a telephone call was sent to the 
department. No. I ’s combination 
hose and ladder truck and a chemi­
cal truck were sent to the scene. 
Chief Albert Foy went to the fire 
and seeing that chemicals would be 
practically useless against the fire 
called for No. 4’s pumper. A line 
was run to the small pond on the 
Buckland farm but by that time 
water was of no avail.

The First Blaze.
The first fire started at about 3 

o'clock yesterday afternoon. Neigh­
bors report hearing an explosion 
just previous to seeing smoke bil­
lowing from a shed that was used 
as an ice house. It is believed that 
a spontaneous combustion occurred 

' in the sawdust that was packed in 
the shed. The flames spread rapid­
ly and workmen in the fields were 
called to try to light them. With no 
equipment to put down the blaze 
the telephone at the Philip H. 
Moroney farm next door was 
pressed into use and the local fire 
apparatus called.

Had the local fire fighters real­
ized that a pond was nearby it 
might have been possible to save 
the house on the property. But, it 
was Impossible to tell from the 
alarm the extent of the fire and 
some time was lost in getting the 
much needed pumping apparatus 
to the scene. It was no fault of the 
firemen, however, and they worked 
hard to suppress the flames but 
the head start was too great. They 
did fine work in removing the fur­
niture of the Rabideau family from 
the house.

Buildings Burned.
A long tobacco sorting shed 

two stories high, a garage, a barn 
containing farm implements and a 
chicken house were coinpletely 
wiped out in the first blaze. The 
rear portion of the nouse was badly 
burned in this fire but the front 
rooms remained intact, being dam­
aged only by water. The flames 
evidently smoldered within the 
heavy partitions and shortly after

Lack of rain has already caused 
thousands of dollars damage to 
Manchester farmers and unless fa­
vorable weather arrives soon the 
figure will be Immeasurably in 
creased. Garden and fruit crops 
have been badly damaged from 
drought. With a few exceptions 
when rain fell for a few minutes, 
Manchester has been without rain 
for five weeks. The situation is 
rapidly becoming acute.

Towns In the vicinity of Man­
chester have fared much better. 
They have had occasional thunder 
storms that have helped beyond 
measure. However, this town seems 
to be a jinx. Dark black banks of 
cloudf rolling toward the town 
from over the horizon mean little 
or nothing, for they invariably 
shift their course just before 
reaching the oiitskirts. There was 
a slight drizzle both yesterday af­
ternoon and this morning but they 
were of little or no value» lasting 
about five or ten minutes.

Lawns Burning Up.
Many lawns are literally burning 

up from th^ scorching rays of the 
relenUesB sup. Many of the town’s 
dirt hilghwayB have become piles of 
powdery sand. Traffic on such 
roads in the country has proved 
another handicap to the growth of 
the crops. Clouds of fine dust are 
blown over the crops and orchards 
preventing the plants and trees 
from absorblQg what little mois­
ture there is in the air.

Lakes and ponds here and in the 
vicinity are rapidly becoming 
smaller and small ones are drying 
up entirely. Those who go fishing 
report that’̂ nlght crawlers and 
worms are as scarce as ben’s teeth. 
Usually these are easy to find, es­
pecially the former at night, but 
one man said that the dry weather

Tbe young bri^e became hysteri­
cal, Stege said, when she was fbld 
her hneband’s re^l name was 
Bogoslowskl and that her hus­
band's brother had a police record.

“ No facts have been discoverecl 
which will enable me to determine 
whether Huntington died by his, 
own hand or was slain by another.

Bqrgess faced United States Com­
missioner Robert H. Alcorn here 
without; a lawyer and wanted hi* 
case settled quickly. He expressed 
a sense of relief in being in custody 
after four, days of ceaseless watch­
ing by postal operatives following 
the loss of two mail bags, one con­
taining $60,006.' But the federal 
commission protected the veteran’s 
rights ini every possible way.

STRONGHEART, DOG STAR 
IS DEAD IN HOLLYWOOD

Peekskill, N. Y., June 25.— Ac­
cidentally shot by a fellow soldier 
on the rifle range, Private Wilfred 
Hrltten, 20, of Brooklyn, a mem­
ber of Company I, 106th Infantry, 
Nr Y. N. G., died today in the Post 
hospital of the state military en­
campment here.

The accident was unique in that 
the bullet only passed through 
Britten’s legs. As he was rushed 
th/' the hospital within three mln- 
irfes and lost little blood, his death 
•was attributed to shock.

New York, June 25.— The money 
market cracked the whip over the 
Stock Market at the beginning of 
trading today, and many of the im­
portant stocks slipped down the 
line a point or two in the absence 
of strong buying demand. With a 
renewal call loan rate of 10 per 
cent, and the Wall street banks in­
clined to tighten the strings' around 
their money supplies nver the week­
end, it was not easy to work up any 
great amount of speculative en­
thusiasm, and even the pools and 
professionals preferred to stand on 
the side lines.

The next week or so will witness 
the passing of the mid-year squeeze 
in the money market Incident to 
the paying oft of the July Interest 
and dividends and the government 
and corporation settlements of 
various kinds, this year’s load was 
unusually heavy, due to the large 
offerings of new stocks by the cor­
porations, but with a cooperative 
Reserve Board and Reserve Banks, 
the barriers were easily hurdled. 
The Reserve Board has not “ re­
versed its policy’’ but buying of 
government bonds and' acceptances 
in the open markerhas helped mat­
ters a little.

The airplane stocks made no re­
sponse whatever to the merger 
rumors linking up the Curtiss, 
Wright, United and Bendix com­
panies. Wall street bankers refus­
ed information about the merger 
but it is understood that a meet­
ing in Biiffak on Friday will ar­
range the mterger details. Wright, 
Curtiss and Bendix sold off about 2 
points on the average.

Crude Oil Production has reach­
ed a new daily peak of 2,790,000 
barrels, according to the Oil & Gas 
Journal, which appears to put the 
stamp of failure on the Iqtest re­
strictions accepted by the oil, trade 
beads.

Most of the oil stocks dropped 
off to a lower level of prices,- but 
selling pressure was extremely 
light and not nany stocks were 
pressed for sale. The Public Utili­
ties stocks and the Coppers, in a 
full and shiftless movement,, gave 
a point or two more on Their latest 
gains and- the same applied in a 
limited way to the Motor stocks 
and the Steels. At 74 1-4 General 
Motors was down about a point.

The commodity markets were 
steady, with Cotton up 10 to 16 
points and Wheat fractionally high­
er. The 10 per cent renewal call 
loan* rate has not been duplicated 
since May 16.

IS A SinCIDE TODAY

Carl F. A . Graf Ends Life 
With Bullets This Morning; 
Was in 111 Health.

SPORTSMAN IS KILLED

TO BUILD HOME.S SOON

Boston, June 25.— Houses will

"Mass production cannot, of 
course, ever be applied to the rhorq 
unique creations in the field of real 
estate,” he said, "but Its applica­
tion as far as possible to the 
production of houses for the masses 
might bring as great satisfaction as 
the use of scientific mass methods 
has brought in the case of the auto­
mobile.”

Heavy Fruit Loss.
The fruit loss will be about the 

heaviest of the season unless heavy 
rains come immediately. At Pero’s 
peach orchard, it was learned that 
the leaves are beginning to turn 
yellow and some ot the young green 
peaches are dropping off for lack 
of nourishment to keep the twigs 
to which they are grown strong 
enough to bear their weight.

The soil In the peach orchards is 
very dry for a depth of more than 
five Inches. In many cases the 
fertilizer and nitrates of soda 
which were placed about the trees 
a tew weeks ago has not yet been 
dissolved. As a rule under favor­
able conditions it would be dissolv­
ed within the space of 4 8 hours. 
This, in itself, speaks for the dry­
ness of the soil.

Strawberry Ci'op.
Rain would do little or no good 

so far as saving the strawberry 
crop is concerned. Wilmer Keeney, 
one of the largest growers of this 
fruit here, said this morultis 
that the crop was "about done” 
now. Usually it lasts four or five 
weeks, or until after the fourth of 
July. This year’g crop has lasted 
only a bit o^er two weeks.

Growers have been forced to 
“ pick anything,” as Keeney de­
scribed conditions. The drought 
and recent heat wave ripened the 
berries much below the usual size. 
Mr. Keeney estimated his loss at 
least 50 per cent. Within a few 
more days, Manchester’s straw 
berries will be at a premium.

Potatoes Escai)e.
The fact that potato plants are 

young and small has saved them 
from possible serious injury, ac­
cording to Louis L. Grant of Buck 
land, Manchester’s leading grower 
of this crop. “ The plants are be­
ginning to suffer some,” Mr. Grant 
said, “ but the extent is not alarm­
ing. If we have rain within a few 
days,- the plants will fully recover 
from the little damage they have 
already suffered.

“ Due to the wet, cold weather 
early in the season, the spuds were 
not planted as early as usual and 
this has been an advantage. If the 
recent hot, dry spell continues, the 
danger would be alarming, but of 
late the sky has been clouded con­
siderable which has served to -pro­
tect the potatoes from the sun’s 
rays at least part of the time,” Mr. 
Grant concluded.

Hay Crops Ruined.
Much of the hay crop especially 

on the high lands has been badly 
burned by the dry spell. Lowland 
crops have not been hit so hard 
but they, too, have had their 
growth stunted some. One farmer 
said that he believed many would 
be able to put only half a crop in 
their barns for winter use.

Peas, beans and other garden 
produce is suffering similarly, 
many of the plants drying up for 
want olC rain. Many apple orchards 
are also suffering from the drought 
One thing is certain and that Is if 
raip doesn’t fall here within a few 
days, the loss to farmers will great­
ly Increase.

could. Day came with head erect. 
Sinclair drove up one afternoon 
in an automobile which brought 
him from his New York home. 
Day arrived In an ordinary taxi-cab. 
He came from New York on a 
train.

Tall, and Immaculately dressed, 
Day got out of his taxi, and turned 
to a group of photographers with a 
smile.

“ Don’t hurry boys,” the swarthy 
polo player remarked. ’ ’You’ve 
been waiting here all day and I’ve 
got all the time in the world.”

HARD FOR PARENTS
A disgraceful disturbance 

which Brown university students 
and the police of Providence were 
engaged same weeks ago has re­
sulted in the dismissal from the 
university of 25 members of the 
freshman class. In every college 
town and city at infrequent inter­
vals such unfortunate scenes as 
that which marked this disturb­
ance have taken place. To the non- 
collegiate resident these usually 
give the impression of carrying 
fun to the point of danger. Unfor­
tunately this was true in Provi­
dence for on May 2 9 two persons 
were shot and twenty injured, a 
few quite seriously.

For once the university and po­
lice authorities appear to have 
worked in accord to get at the 
facts. At the same time that the 
dean made imblic the dismissal of 
those found most guilty of' causing 
the disturbance he issued a state­
ment in which he said that “ the 
university does not condone the 
faults of its students, nor claim 
for them special immunity under 
the law.” Simultaneously with the 
statement of the dean the Police 
Commissioners issued a statement 
relteratiag that the Brown stu­
dents were at fault and denying 
charges brought against the police. 
The remainder of the freshman 
class left in the university is de­
nied all absence privileges and 
may not conduct social activities 
next year. That is hard, of course, 
on the students dismissed and on 
the rest of the class. But how 
much harder it is on parents, some 
of" whom undoubtedly have denied 
themselves that their sons might 
have the advantage of a college 
education.

CREDIT WHERE DUE 
Blood transfusions are much 

more common than the periodical 
featuring of some particular case 
would indicate to the casual read­
er Of the news. Every city hospital 
has its list of those who may be 
called upon to give of their blood 
•—for a price. Some young men 
eke out their livelihood in this 
way or obtain additional income to 
be devoted to some especial pur­
pose. Hospital surgeons will tell 
you that they never have enough 
who are on call for blood giving. 
This is especially true of those 
whose blood is of a certain type. 
The type of blood of the donor 
must be Identical with that of the 
patient.

It is when some pitiful case is 
featured in the press with an ap­
peal for someone to give of his 
blood without charge and scores 
volunteer that the public gives a 
thought to this method of saving 
life. We praise the self-sacrifice of 
those who offer. Yet the records 
of every hospital, at least those of

WORTH CELEBRATING

MEXICAN SETTLEMENT
The remarkable demonstrations 

Sunday in Mexico in celebration of 
the settlement of the bitter con­
troversy between the Church and 
State are evidence that among 
some peoples, at least, religion Is 
not a thing of the past. Crowds 
flocked to the churches, even 
though the priests have not re­
turned yet to their pulpits to 
preach. While the settlement of 
the differences may not have been 
as complete as some could have 
desired, even those who stand 
apart from the controversy can see 
great gain in the settlement.

Washington, June 25.— There
seems to be a good chance that the 
“ censorship joker” in the tariff bill 
will be knocked out by the Senate 
before the Senate gets through with 
the measure.

A large howl has been raised 
against it and no one has risen to 
its warm defense, not even in the 
Treasury Department, which spon­
sored the provision. Progressive 
senators probably will Insist that it 
be stricken out.

The "joker” forbids importation 
of "any book, paper, pamphlet, 
writing, advertisement, circular, 
print, picture or drawing contain­
ing any matter advocating or urg­
ing treason, insurrection, or 
forcible resistance to any law of the 
United States, or containing any 
threat to take the life of, or inflict 
bodily harm upon the president of 
the United States.”

University professors have led 
the outcry against this proposed 
new la-w, insisting that many 
classics of economic thought would 
be barred if It were rigidly appllfed.

Would Hamper Research.
“ This law is a kindergarten 

measure which assumes that the 
American people are so stupid and 
untrustworthy that it is unsafe to 
let them read anything about rev­
olutions because they would im­
mediately become converted,” says 
Prof. Zecharlah Chafee In a recent 
article, distributed by the National 
Popular Government League.

“ If this legislation Is enforced 
with any impartiality, It must neces­
sarily cut us off from the economic 
and political thought of Europe and 
the rest of the world In our time.”
. Chafee sayes Harvard has been 

collecting in its library books, 
posters, pamphlets and other ma­
terial relating to the Russian rev­
olution which will some day be of 
great historical value, but that the 
proposed tariff act would bar fur­
ther importation of such material.

Other educators, agreeing with 
Chafee,, point out that even the 
quotation of revolutionary utter­
ances would automatically bar 
book from the country, though the 
book Itself might be completely 
opposed to Ideas thus expressed 
They believe the law would pre­
vent Americans from obtaining 
books abroad by such men as Marx, 
Lenin, Proudhon, Bakunin or even 
Bertrand Russell, whose works 
have had a large circulation in the 
United States.

Considerable mystery has been 
attached to the “ Joker” because of 
the inability of investigators to dis­
cover who was responsible for It. 
Chairman Hawley of the Ways and 
Means Committee and other com­
mittee members interviewed said 
they had never seen the thing be­
fore.

A very slight amount of sleuth­
ing by your correspohdent, how­
ever, reveals that the measure was 
put Into the tariff bill at the In­
stigation of the Treasury Depart­
ment. Cfflcials at the Treasury 
Department say they had it put In 
so the Customs Service would have 
a law on seditious literature paral­
leling that of the Postoffice Depart­
ment. Furthermore, they don’t re­
gard It as highly . important and 
profess to be surprised at all the 
fuss that has been made about it, 
It 1s admitted unofficially that 
treasury officials will shed no bit­
ter tears even if it Is stricken out.

Parallels Postal RoRulatlon. 
“ It’s only an administrative 

measure,” says B, C. Alvord, special 
assistant to Secretary Mellon. "The 
postofftce regulations bar such liter 
ature from Coming in by mail; this 
would prevent it from coming by 
express, freight or handbag.”

The postoffice regulations, in 
barring “ Indecent” publications, 
specify that anything inciting "ar­
son, murder or assassination’ ’ Is 
"Indecent.” They also bar any­
thing "containing any matter ad­
vocating or urging treason, insur­
rection or forcible resistance to any 
law of the United States."

The protesting professors are 
not anxious to spread revolutionary 
tracts. What they object to is leav­
ing it to customs agents to decide 
just what American scholars and 
other cltliens shall be allowed to 
read.

The Postoffice Department, since 
the war, has not given any tyran­
nical exhibitions of censorship over 
radical literature, although some of 
its Judgments concerning what 
constitutes obscenity, as in the 
Mary Ware Dennett case, have been 
widely criticized.

the State Motor Vehicle^ Depart­
ment An agreement looking to­
ward action of this sort must come 
about, be says unless the owners 
expect further legislation which 
will corhpel rigid examination of 
each operator.

A good step forward has been 
taken, the commlsslorief says by 
the recent passage of a law irhlch 
puts the taxicab business upon the 
same basis as the motor hua trans 
portation industry. This law re­
quires that owners secure a cert! 
ficate of public convenience and 
necessity from the Public Utilities 
Commission. He points to It as A 
means of centralizing regulatory 
authority by giving the commission 
power regarding equipment, the 
number of cabs needed to supply 
demand, and determination as to 
who may engage In the business.

“ It Is apparent," he adds “ that 
' a complaint mada by a citizen r^  
garding the conduct of a taxicab 
operator, If made to the Public 
Utilities Commission, will be back­
ed up by enough authority so that 
upon furtherance ot the complaint 
to the employer, something will be 
done about It. It seems that this 
law might correct any tendency to 
employ criminals as operators.”

It Is not the opinion of the com­
missioner, his article explains that 
the duty of investigating the r^  
cords of operators rests with the 
Public Utilities Commission.  ̂ The 
owners ought by agreement, m  
says **to compel such action and to 
refuse to hire anybody who has tfot 
been passed upon from the stand­
point of fitness.”

Three points are named by mm 
as the basis for such an examina­
tion, that a taxicab opferator ought 
to he a citizen In good standing; 
that his driving record should he 
passed upon, and that bis vehicle 
ought to he in prime condition, ir 
these features can be agreed upon 
at this time,” he says “ and can be 
worked out in an effective manner, 
the situation regarding the use 0 
taxicabs will be much better. It 
will he realized by the citizens in 
general that when a taxicab Is hlrea 
back of that service is honesty, pro­
bity and accomplishment.

NO MYSTERY IN THIS.

Our young John Dawson from 
Chicago was knocked off In the 
British amateur championship by 
an unknown postman from Scot­
land. And there was much made 
of the story in this country.

But they don’t make so much of 
those stories in Scotland. All of 
the amateurs come up as un­
knowns. And they may be of the 
nobility or they may be tradesmen 
or drivers of milk carts or even the 
proprietors of pubs.

The Scottish people play golf al­
most as a custom and the peculiar 
weather conditions In their country 
enable them to play 18 holes after 
they have finished their day's 
work.

They Eat it for Supper.
As late as nine o’clock at night, 

in 1926, when, we were cover­
ing a British amateur champion­
ship at Muirfield, we saw golfers 
flocking over the courses and some 
of the laborers told us that they 
never went out on the course be­
fore seven o'clock and that they 
usually made at least nine holes.

In every village in Scotland 
there is a commons, a sort of a 
public square, and the commons Is 
a putting green. And the natives 
use the putting green just as some 
of our rustics use the front street 
for tossing horseshoes.

Here Goes the Records.
Two leading coaches have pre­

dicted that George Simpson's 
remarkable 0:09 4-10 100 yard
dash would probably be equalled 
and perhaps excelled at the rare­
fied and stimulating atmosphere at 
Denver where the National A. A. 
U. track and field championships 
will be held on July 3, 4 and 5. 
And strange as it may seem, onq is 
Simpson’s own coach, Frank 
Castleman.

Just before Simpson crashed 
through with his record feat at the 
N. C. A. A. games at Chicago, 
Castleman predicted that Simpson 
would do 0:09 4-10 at Denver. Af­
ter the meet Castleman revised his 
estimates and made the even more 
daring prediction that Simpson 
would clip another fifth of a second 
off the mark in the national title 
meet.

‘ ‘They can have the track at Den­
ver in shape for the fastest race of 
all time,” Castleman declared. 
‘ ‘There is something about the soil, 
the dry climate and its drainage In 
that country that makes tracks 
fast. If the Denver track Is well 
soaked underneath, rolled hard on 
top and the weather is good, marks 
in the sprints and hurdles are go­
ing to electrify the world.”

According to reports from Den­
ver, the track has been soaked 
deep every day for months, rolled 
with a heavy roller dally, and is 
so hard one can hardly drive a 
spike in it, and yet it is springy 
and elastic underfoot.

Ernl Hjertberg, coach of Claude 
Bracey, who lost by a foot to Simp­
son’s record performance, also ex­
pects the 0:09 4-10 mark to be in 
danger next month.

“ Denver is going to find us run­
ning on a faster track and under 
conditions, of altitude which will 
offer lessened air resistance and in­
creased stimulation. Bracey will, 1 
believe, not only equal but perhaps 
excel the 6:09 4-14 mark.”

New York, June 25.— It was 
Columbia, the gem of the Hudson,

The 
epic crew was Columbia, which out- j 
gamed the pitch and roll of the j 
most turbulent course a Pough- i 
keepsie regatta has known in all I 
history: The race was the four! 
mile varsity event for the cham­
pionship of America, and, possi- I 
bly, the world. Never another race 
produced the amazing drama of 
this one.

A record field of nine crews 
started bravely and hopefully out 
upon the fateful journey from 
Krum's elbow to the finish. Before 
the 2 1-2 mile post was left astern, 
one of them, Massachusetts Tech, 
had foundered with all on board. 
At the railroad bridge, another 
followed. It was Syracuse, which 
had gone so far and could go no 
further.

Another quarter of a mile and 
Cornell was in t\a water, a strug­
gling mass of men and oars. And 
the last to go down was the great­
est, California, the world’s cham- 
ploas of 1928. Waterlogged from 
the three mile mark and unable 
to answer its helm, the Bear shell 
finally sucumbed to the inevitable 
within sight of the finish, its 
heartbroken crew still lashing 
futilely with their oars as the 
water rushed Into their laps.

Outrides the Waves 
Only Columbia, by a miracle of 

watermanship, was able to outride 
the waves. Washington, finishing 
second, made the next best attempt 
but the Huskies were more than 
three lengths back and reeled in 
their stride as the finish was 
achieved. Pennsylvania and Wis­
consin, the rankest kind of out­
siders, also lasted to the line in 
third and fifth places respectively, 
the Navy getting home in fourth 
position with signals of distress 
plainly fiying. The Navy was some­
thing of an outsider, too.

The point is that outsiders in the

The spoken word puts a seal on 

a thought. It clinches a memory 
and rivets a impression. Watch 
out for the spoken word.

Watch it particularly in chil­
dren, we’re very likely to let a 
child’s chatter go in one ear and 
out the other, but every word he 
utters is fixing something in his 
mind permanently.

Weren’t the old schoolmasters 
wise, though, when they started 
the oral recitation in class. Some 
of us are rather inclined to think 
that spoken lessons are a hang­
over from barbarism —  saying 
things out loud when all that is 
necessary is quietly to read ideas 
out of a book and fix them in our 
minds. In days gone by, psychol­
ogy was conspicuous by Ifs abr 
sence, but the schoolmasters soon 
discovered that ideas stuck when 
they were repeated aloud, far bet­
ter and much longer than those 
that were merely read and mem­
orized. The spoken recitation be­
came an Institution.

The Power of Voice 
So -we must watch the things 

our children say. If we want good 
things fixed in their minds and 
charactters, we should encourage 
them to talk about them. If we 
want to keep down the bad weeds, 
the best thing to dry them up is 
the salt of silenbe.

There is no use trying to de­
bunk Coue. He had a right idea—  
fundamentally right, that is. If ve 
say we’re better, actually say it, 
certainly, we’re no worse.

If we have children who are 
painfully convinced that they can’t 
do things right, and, oh dear me I 
there are millions of us— the wis­
est thing We can do Is to put a 
maxim silencer on that dally little 
plaint. “ I can’t do it.

Daily Health 
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WRITER’S CRAMP ONE OP A 
SERIES OF OCCUPATIONAL AH.- 

MENTS.

By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN

Any time a human muscle or 

ligament is used over and over 
again in the same process over a 
long period of time, it is likely to 
revolt.

There are numerous occupa­
tions in which such movements 
are required and associated with 
these occupations are diseases to 
which the name of the occupation 
and the word “ cramp” is usually 
applied. Thus physicians classify 
these diseases as writer’s cramp, 
telegrapher’s cramp, hammer­
man's cramp, twister’s cramp and 
miner’s nystagmus. '

The telegrapher’s cramp is the 
result usually of prolonged fatigue 
during complicated movements 
that are required for sending mes­
sages with the Morse code. The 
result of overuse of the tissues 
Involved in such sending is spasm, 
tremor and weakness of the mus­
cles involved. If the work is per­
sisted in without rest, not infre­
quently there will be associated 
with the muscle cramp a nervous 
Instability due to the strqjn.

Writer’s cramp is usually due 
to holding the arm and the mus­
cles of the hand in the same posi­
tion for long periods of time 
while writing by hand, although 
there may be similar cramps fol­
lowing long continued use of the 
typewriter at high- speed. Among 
8518 employes of the British post- 
office, 14 had to be transferfed to 
other work because of the devel­
opment of writer’s cramp which 
did not Improve under rest.

When writer's cramp occurs, 
the adoption of a different method 
of sitting Or writing or the use of 
a different pen and desk will often 
bring about relief. If the condi­
tion persists, it may be necessary, 
of course, to change employment.

Twister’s cramp is an altered 
condition of the hand, particularly 
of the thumb, produced in people 
by the continued operation of 
twisting threads together. Some­
times overuse of the muscles ends 
in paralysis, so that the person is 
unable to carry on this work.

Associated with the use of pneu­
matic tools, there may be changes 
in the muscles and the blood Ves­
sels which have serious effects on 
workers. Thus the continued vi­
bration and the pressure of the 
tool Impedes the circulation of the 
fingers, in the words of the opera­
tor, “ to go dead." Included with 
the use of pneumatic tools, the 
fortn of the apparatus, the weight 
of the tool, the regulation of the 
air pressure and the noise must al­
so be considered.

In miner’s nystagmus the eye­
balls oscillate. This condition was 
first discovered among miners 
working under conditions of bad 
illumination and was associated 
with too great a strain thrown' on 
the tissues. When the condition 
occurs, the symptoms are dancing 
of lights and intolerance of bright 
light and backward inclination of 
the head.

Of course, the first step in the 
cure of any form of disorder due 
to fatigue of tissues is to take the 
worker away from the employ­
ment at least temporarily.

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EIGHT-HOUR DAY.

On June 25, 1868, Congress
passed a law making eight hours a 
legal day’s work. ,

This law made eight hours a 
day’s work for all laborers, work­
men and mechanics employed by or 
on behalf of the government of the 
United States.

The law was directory only and 
not penal and had little value, ex­
cept that it formed an opening 
wedge in the fight for shorter hours 
for working men.

Laws of 1888 directed the public 
printer strictly to enforce the pro­
visions of the eight-hour law in the 
work under his charge.

A new eight-hour law was passed 
in 1892 limiting the hours of labor 
and providing a penalty for exact­
ing or permitting overtime work. A 
workman laboring in violation of 
this law can recover nothing for 
overtime.

The new law applied to laborers 
and mechanles employed by the 
government of tho United States or 
by the District of Columbia. Later, 
this law was amended and closely 
allied laws were enacted.
