Much Remains Yet to Be
Done Before the Powers
Can Sit at Table to Talk
Reduction of Navies.

Washington, July 2—The steps
leading up to a new mnaval arma-
ment conference are proving labor-
fous and slow.

Washington has realized this for
some time and has consistently

minimized the prospects of an early
conference, while from the British
side of the Atlantic have come
ultra-optimistic statements and
hints that a dramatic move for a
new parley is just around the cor-
ner. It remained today for the new
Labor government's message to the
British Parliament, to.make plain
that much remains to be dome yet
before the powers can meet at 2
common table to talk of cutting
down their navies.

“Conversations have commenced
with the ambassador of the United
States on the subject of naval dis-
armament, as a consequence of
which it Is my earnest hope my gov-
ernment will ensure an early Te-
duection bf armaments throughout
the world.”

Does Not Go Far

That was as far as Ramsay Mae-
Donald, speaking through the King,
was willing to go today in clarify-
ing the dramatic moves and ges-

" tures that have been made since
Charles G. Dawes landed in Eng-
land a few weeks ago. It was a
considerable let-down after the
flurry of Dawes' hurried trip to
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Scotland to see MacDonald 24 hours
after reaching England and the fre-
guent hints that a startling an-
nouncement was only a few days
distant.

At that, according to the State|
Department, MaeDonald told the
exact and literal truth. The con-
versations have started, but they
have by no means reached a con-
clusion, or anything approaching it.
And consequently all reports that a
new conference is impending are
considered here to be premature
and misleading.

Misleading Rumors

Within the past ten days, impos-
ing stories have gome out from
Washington stating that President
Hoover has invited Great Britain to
a-naval conference, that the admin-
istration has received a similar de-
finite invitation from Britain, and
that an “important announcement”
is impending. There is no basis for
anv of them, according to the State
Department.

What actually i{s being done, ac-
cording to the State Department, is
to have Dawes and MacDonald go
through an extensive exchange of
views to ascertain if Great Britain
and the United States can agree
sufficiently betweerd themselves to!
warrant another conference. i

To hold another naval conference |
without a sympathetic understand-
ing existing between the two

Then Miss Barrymore revealed
another trade secret.

“I have directed my own plays
for twenty years, although nobody
has known it,’" she sald. ‘““And the
main thing I tell my company I8
‘not to act’. A good actor must he
natural.

WARLOW MURDER

They plan to again question the
seven persons first seized as mater-

—in the hope of wringing from
them the name of the instigator of
the murder. The seven have insist-
ed, however, they know
whatever of the slaying,

Motive for Murder

Tt is Police Commissioner Grover
Whalen’s theory that Marlow was
‘'taken for a ride'" because he was
“reaching out into places where he
didn't belong and that is what they
will not permit in gangdom."”

The police profess to believe that
Daniel Grosso, who was trapped in
a Long Island City apartment Sun-
day with Nicholas McDermott,
holds the key to the mystery which
in some. respects parallels the un-
solved Rothstein case. Grosso and’
McDermott are suspected of having
been with Marlow- at 52nd and
Broadway shortly before he was
taken on the ill-fated ride.

Not Identified

However, neither Grosso nor Me-
Dermott have been identified as the
men seen in the car when Marlow
entered {t. They are reported to
have been In the viecinity.

Grosso .and Marlow are reported
to have had busiress dealings in the
past but not recently. Investigators
say that in his afluent days Marlow
had helped Grosso, a police char-
aoter, who was keeping ‘‘under
cover” along Broadway. There
were reports . that Marlow Wwas
“broke’ in recent months,

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CONGRESS UNITED
ON RETIRING DEBT

Surplus to Reduce Na-
tional Debt; No Tax Slash

Washingthn. July 2.—The Re-
publican majority in Congress,
split wide open over farm relief,
fmmigration reform and tariff re-
vision during the Hoover ‘“honey-
moon' session, was reunited todav
behind the Treasury policy of
using the government surplus
funds to retire the national debt.

The proposed action of Secretary
Andrew W. Mellon .. using $185,-
000,000 the surplug for the last
fiscal year in retiring the public
debt found hearty approval on
Capitol Hill. Administration lead-
ers in both House and Senate were
joined by the Republican Insur-
gents in approving this use of sur-
plus funds.

Norris Originated Plan

The Insurgents, standing with
the,administration on this one pol-
fey, recalled that Senator George
W. Norris (R) of Nebraska father-
ed a resolution two years ago that
directed the Treasury to use all
surplus funds for this purpose. At
the time, the Democrats were de-
manding an additional tax reduc-
tion but Norris declared publle
debt retirement was tax reduction
in itself.

All- hope for a new tax tlashing
bill during the next reguldr long
session of Congress, which starts
in December, appeared doomed. So
long as the natlonal debt remains
so high, it seemed likely the Insur-
gents would stand by the adminis-
tration in opposing tax reduction
legislation.

Tax Cut In 1931

If the surplus should  'continue
growing during the next year, &
tax cut in 1931 would not be un-
likely. Administration leaders,
however, have predicted the sur-
plus would be used in the mean-
time by iflcreasing government ob-
ligations, due to farm relief, the
construction of Boulder Dam and
flood control along the Mississippi.

One interesting feature of Secre-
tary Mellon's annual report at-
tracted ‘attention on Capltol Hill
This was the statement that total
interest payments during the last
fiscal year were reduced from
$732,000,000 the previous year o
$569,000,000 saved 1in interest
charges had the effect of tax re-
duction.

The Treasury Department al;
ready has used $124,000,000 of the
surplus for debt retirement and the
other $61,000,000 - will. be used
similarly within the next few
months, At the average of 4 per
cent, this will save the government
$7,400,000 'in interest charges
during the current' year,

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BLAME STULTZ
FOR CAUSING
AIR TRAGEDY
Failed to Disconnect Dual
Controls on Plane and

Performed Stunts at Low
Altitude, Officials Declare

Roosgevelt Field, N. Y., July 2.—
The appalling series of air disas-
ters occurring near this:field in
the last ten days may result in the
adoption of a rigid ban on “stunt
fiying” all over Long Island and
in the metropolitan district, it de-
veloped today. .
The cycle of fatal accidents
which reached {ts climax yesterday
in the death of Wilmer Stultz,
trans-Atlantic aviator, and two fiy-
ing companions, has aroused the
ire of airport authorities,” Depart-
ment of Commerce officials; and
other aviation men. Air crashes
have claimed nine lives in the last
week,

The death of Stultz, who plung-
ed to death in his Waco Speed-
Wing biplane after going into a
tail-spin at a height of 500 feet
just outside the boundaries of this
flying field, was generally deplor-
ed here today, but the consensus
seemed to be that the aviztor could
have averted the fatal crash if he
had adbered to the letter of the
law governing flying activities In
this vicinity.

Controls Frozen

Investigators for the Department
of Commerce poking around in the
wreckage of the plane found evi-
dence to indicate that Stiultz' pas-
sengers, Edward Harwood and
Pasquale Castellucclo, had. unwit-
tingly “frozen’ the dual controls
of the little plane, thereby making
it impossible for the pilot to right
the ship when it went into its spin.

While thiz discovery may possi-
bly explain the cause of the acei-
dent it does not absolve Stultz
from blame, Col. N. J. Boots, vice-
president and general manager of
Roosevelt Field, declared that
Stultz violated one of the first pro-
visions of the universal flylng code
when he took his plane. into the
air without first making sure that
the dual controls in the passen-
ger's cockpit had been, disconnect-
ed.

Was Stunting

Stuliz also violated othsr provi-
sions of the flylng regulations, ac-
cording to Col. Boots, by stunting
his plane at a low altitude.

Stultz was a pilot of wide ex-
perience, who first learned to fly
during the World War with the air
corps of both the Army and Navy.

The high gpot ot his career was
reached last year when he piloted
the Friendship carrying Miss Ame-
lia Earhart from Trepassey, N. F.,
to Burry Port, Wales.

A few hours before he cracked
up, Stultz had acted as a pall bear-
er at funeral services for Jack
Asheraft, another veteran fiyer,
who was killed Friday in the crash

UP OVER 87 HOURS

Only Team of Its.Kind Now
Aloft; Trymg to Break
Record of Over 172 Hrs.

Cleveland, 0., July 2.—Byron
Newcomb and Roy Mitchell, leading
contenders for the endurance flight
record, shot past the 84-hour mark

in their big blue Stinson-Detroiter
monoplane at 6:30 a. m.,, today.

They had kept the monoplane,
“City of Cleveland”, in the air
since last Friday, but they were
not yet past the haliwday m:rk in
their assault upon the present rec-
ord of 172 hours, 31 miputes, set
by Reginald Rolibins and James
Kelly over Fort Worth, Tex.

Ernfe Basham, chief of the re-
fueling erew and one of the crack
pilots of the Cleveland-Buffalo air
mail line, took the “City of Cleve-
land"” 75 gallons .of gasoline at
8:45 a. m., on a second transfer.

Later Report .

At 9:38 a. m., the “City of

SPANISH AVIATORS
REACH GIBRALTAR

Given Wonderful Welcome
On Arrival—To Start for

Home Tomorrow.

Gibraltar, July 2—A sguadron of
Spanish seaplanes that circled and
dipped in homage, greeted Major

Baron Franco, famous Spanish alr-
man and his three- companions
when they arrived today on board
the British aireraft carrier Eagle.

A hero's weleome was accorded
the quartette of Spanish flyers who
were picked up at sea after falling
in their attempt to make a lrans-
Atlantic fiight. Seaplanes dropped
bonquets of flowers as the Eagle
came to anpchor shortly after 9
o'clock:

Immediately the British ship was
surrounded by gally decorated
boats.

The ill-fated plane Numancia,
from which the airmen were picked
up, could be seen on the deck of the
Eagle surrounded by a guard of
marines and sallors.

A HERO'S WELCOME

Gibraltar, July 2—A hero's wel-
come was accorded today to Major
Ramon Franco, famous Spanish
aviator, and his three companions
of the hydroplane Numaneia, when
they arrived here today aboard the
British aireraft carrier Eagle,

This entire garrison tawn turned
out to meet the airmen, who were
in splendid physical condition in
spite of their week of tossing help
lessly on the waves after the great
plane was forced to descend while
on. an attempted trans-Atlantic
fiight from Spain to New York by
way of the Azores.

Spain Represented

Representatives of the Spanish
government, consular officials, Brit-
ish garrison officers and delegates
from various aeronautical societles
well as relatives of the airmen were
on hand as the Eagle steamed slow-
ly into the harbor, accompanied by
an escort composed of a squadron
of Spanish seaplanes.

The wite of Major Franco, only
married member of the ill-starred
expedition, was foremost among the
welcomers at the Gibraltar docks.
A brother of Pedro Madariaga,
mechanic of the Numancia, also was
present, as well as relatives of Cap-
tain. Gallarza, another members of
the crew.

Reception At City Hall

Following the receptton at Gib-
raltar, the airmen proceeded to
Lalinea, where they were greeted
at City Hall by municipal officials.
Another reception was to be held
later at Algeciras,

Soon -after their arrival herexthe
airmen shed their tattered and
worn clothes for brand new Spanish
officers’ uniforms especially brought
here aboard a Spanish seaplane.

The fliers will remain here until
tomorrow, when they will return to
Madrid to be welcomed by the Span-
Ish people.

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BRITAIN TO PROBE
'LIQUOR SITUATION,

His Majesty’s Speech Read
At Opening of New Par-
liament; Touches onJob-
less Situation, Naval Arms
Cut, Relations With Rus-
sia, the Young Plan and

Domestic Problems.

London, July 2.—Hope for early
reduction of naval armaments was
expressed in King George's speech
opening the new Parliament today.
The speech was read by the Lord
Chancellor.

It was revealed that the new
Labor government is ‘“‘examining
conditions’ under which diplomatic
relations may be reopened between
Britain and-Soviet Rus.ia.

The speech outlined measures de-
signed by Premier Ramsay Mac-
Donald's Cabinet for the 1elief of
British unemployment, It stated
that the nationalization of coal is
under contemplation. However,
while the state may take over the
mineral it would not nationalize
the industry itself,

Reference to the government's
intention to investigate the liquor
traffic may be the first step towards
partial prohibition in Britain.

Touches On Arms Cut

Dealing with disarmament
King's gpeech said:

“Conversations have commenced
with the ambassador of the United
States on the subject of naval dis-
armament as a consequence of
which, this my earnest hope, my
government will ensure, in co-
operation with my governments in
the Dominions, the government of
India and the governments of for-
eign powers, an early reductioa of
armaments throughout the world.”

The.royal speeth referred to the
revort of the reparation experts.
including the Young plan. The King
said it was being considered by the
government in preparation for a
conference of representatives of the
interested power, adding:—

‘Settlement of this problem will
enable the occupying power tp pro-
ceed with evacuation of the Rhine-
land.”

The speech announced that -the
British government 1is consulting
with the Dominions regarding the
signing of an optional clause in the
statues of the permanent court of
international justice.

Relations With Russia

It was while dealing with Inter-
national affairs the speech revealed
the steps that are being taken
which may possibly result in a re-
sumption of diplomatic relations
between Britain and Soviet Ros-
sia.

While on the subject of domestic
issues the speech stressed the de-
sire of the government to deal ef-
fectively with the evils of unem-
ployment., To this end, the follow-
Lr(rlg other measures were announc-
ed:

1—Stimulation of depressed ex-
port trades:

2—Ecopomic development
overseas possessions;

3—Improvement
tion of agriculture;

4—Providing great opportuni-
ties for overseas migration.
To Reorganize Industry

The speech concluded:

“The government is considering
the question of reorganization of
the coal industry, including hours
of work and other factors., and of
the ownership of minerals.” "

Announcement was made of Brif-
ain’s intention of ratifying the
Washingto. eight-hour convention;
&lso, appointment of a commission
“to investigate the whole field of
legislation relating to the sale and
supply of intoxicating liquor.”

As a slap to the Liberal- it was
announced that the government is
planning an examination of the
workings of the electoral law.

NAVAL CUT PARLEY
IS LONG WAY OFF

A world-wide naval reduction must
be predicted on an Anglo-American

nnderstanding as the two great
naval powers of the world. Such an
understanding is the keystone of
the whole arch. Once it is accomp-
lished, then the rest becomes. com-
paratively simple.

There are a great many points in
the Anglo-American naval situa-
tion that remain to be adjusted. In
fact, only a start has been made
toward such an adjustment acecord-
ing to the State Department, The
“‘naval yardstick” by which a new
method is to be found for measur-
ing the relative fighting force of
navies iz yet to be found. Gen.
Dawes took one to Britain with
him, the result of several months
study and -hard work by American
experts in Washington. But Brit-
ain has not accepted- it with any
noticeable alareity. It is “still un-
der discussion.”

Freedom of the Seas.

There are also the corollary ques-
tion of freedom of the seas and
parity.

The British have indicated, rather
subtly, that they don’t consider
parity such a vital thing-—so long
as Britain is at or above parity.

Secretary of State Stimson Wwas
quick, yesterday, to snap up this
point.

“The doctrine of parity, in my
opinion is of very great impor-
tance,” sald Stimson, ‘‘as a means
of determining not how two great
nations are going to shoot at each
other, but as a means of helping
them agree not to shoot at each
other. The first step which people
take when they are going to shool
at each other is to try to outbuild
each other in.the shape of ships.
The minute they agree not to out-
build each other, they are taking
one of the longest steps possible to-
wards not having a war. That is
why we are laying stress upon the
doctrine of parity.”

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A WORD OF PROTEST

1t has come to the knowledge of
the Herald that a Manchester
clergyman, quite obviously in good
faith and in sorrow, has been tell-
ing his friends and members of
his congregation that he ‘‘cannot
understax’\d" the attitude of this
newspaper toward the prohibition
question, though in other respects,
he is good enough to say, he con-
siders the Herald quite exemplary.
That would be perfectly all right
and nothing to take issue with the
reverend gentleman about, did he
not link this expression of belief
with another one of conviction
Jdhat all the “wet'” newspapers—
meaning those which do not sub-
scribe to the theory that prohibi-
tion has justified itself—have been
“hrought up.”

Now there i{s nothing new about
{his charge, It has issued from the
lips and the pens of numbers of
dry leaders. But this Is the first
time that the Herald has ever, by
inescapable inference, been accus-
ed of having sold out its influence
to some as yet unidentified inter-
est concerned in bringing about
abandonment of the prohibition ex-
periment. And we feel the urge to
say a few words about that mat-
ter.

Naturally, being in the midst of
the newspaper environment and in
contact with various newspaper as-
sociations and agencies, the Her-
ald would be likely to know If
there were, anywhere in the Unit-
ed States, any interest that was
seeking to purchase the influence
of newspapers in opposition to pro-
hibition or any interest that was
employing any sort of pressure, di-
rect or indirect, to cause newspa-
pers to oppose that undertaking.
And we desire to state here and
now, specifically and with all the
emphasis of which we are capable,
that we have never heard the faint-
est intimation even of the exist-
ence of any such Interest, to say
nothing of any attempt to pur-
chase or coerce or influence a sin-
gle newspaper, in any quarter
whatever save the imaginations of
certain professional drys. There is
no such interest. There is no such
thing going on anywhere as the
“puying up’ of the press to op-
pose prohibition. Of that we are
utterly convinced. We believe it
would be impossible for such a
thing to be in existence without its
being generally known in the news-
paper world. It certainly could not
bz in existence with relation to
this newspaper without our know-
ing it—and we have never seen 2a
pinpoint of evidence of it.

And now we feel like letting
loose-a little righteous indignation.
Suppose there were some secret
interest that was trying to buy the
influence or newspapers to oppose
prohibition—where there is not—
how does our ministerial friend

justify his intimation—and more |

than intlmation—’that this news-
paper's influence can be “bought
up?’"’ It is a serious charge 10
make. It is untrue, It is unfair. It
is, when all is sald and done, slan-
derous.

This newspaper's attitude to-
ward prohibition is its own, It !s

~ the {ree and candid expression of

a belief founded on wide and long
observation znd study of a great
human problem. It is the attitude
of minds and hearts keenly anxious
for the betterment of life in Amer-
ica, for sobriety and good health
and good order for the people of
this country, for & higher civiliza-
tion, for decency and morality and
sanity and prosperity.

~ The Herald's attitude toward
prohibition is predicated on good
faith and candor and honest aspi-
ration, Its influence is not for sdle,
it can't be cajoled or bullied into
preaching any doctrine in which

% it.does not believe. It has not been

bought. It cannot be bought and it

.-+ doesn’t believe a single newspaper

in the United States has been
bought to fight prohibition, For
one reason, who on earth would
do the buying? Where thousands
used to be made by the legitimate
liquor business millions are - now
being made by the racketeers; The
sordid “ligquor interest” has no in-
terest in changing the present sit-
uation,

NATIONAL ORIGINS

In effect yesterday by proclama-
tion of President Hoover, the Na-
tional Originsg basis for allotment
of quotas to various foreign coun-
tries, for the purposes of control-
ling immigration into the United
States, will not, despite the furore
kicked .up about it, make any very
serious changes in the numbers of
aliens to be admitted annually
from the varlous countries in ques-
tion.

There will be something of a re-
duction in the total number of im-
migrants admissable legally, the
number under the new law being
about 153,000 & year as against
about 164,000 under the “‘1890"
quota law in operation for several
years. The worst sufferer from the
new quotas will be Germany,
whose quota is reduced from 51,-
227 to 25,957. In larger proportion
but in smaller actual numbers both
Norway and Sweden are hit, the
former's quota being reduced
from 6,453 to 2,377 and the lat-
ter's from 9,661 to 3,314, The
Irish Fres State suffers a heavy re-
duction also, the cut being from
28,567 to 17,853. Heavy gainers in
quota numbers are Great Britain
and Northern Ireland, whose com-
bined quota becomes 65,721 as
against 34,007,

Contrary to an impression that
has been entertained by a great
many people, . the immigration
from Italy can be somewhat In-
creased under the National Orlgias
provision. The new quota for that
country is 5,802 as compared 1o
3,842 under the former guota. Po-
land and Russia also gain some-
what in quotas, each to the extent
of about 500 persons. The changes
among the other quotas are mnot
highly important with the excep-
tion of Denmark's, which is Tre-
duced from 2,789 to 1,181.

The National Origins basis for
fixing quotas has been attacked
from two separate angles and by
two quite different groups. It was
opposed by Mr. Hoover who, like
a good many other persons, did not
believe that the mational origins of
all of America's white ‘population
could be determined with any
great deal aof accuracy. Congress,
however, refused to repeal the
provision and the Presldent was
obliged to proclaim it, since it was
mandatory. The other group which
has persistently fought the Na-
tional Origins plan is composed of
that element which has been hop-
ing to establish the census of 1910,
or even that of 1920, as a basis for
quotas, each country to have its
percentage under that census just
as it has had under the census of
1800 until now. Such a Dbasis
would enormously increase the
proportion of immigration from
Poland, Russia, southeastern Hu-
rope and western Asia, Congress’
determination to stand by the Na-
tional Origins brovision is to be re-
garded as a definite answer to this
proposal to adopt new quota bases
with each new census, It establish-
es a permanent yardstick and one
which is likely to remain the foun-
dation of immigration Tregulation
for many years,

Incidentally it will surprise
many persons to learn that the ex-
perts who have figured out the
national origins of the white popu-
lation of the country have discov-
ered that of the 94,820,915 of
such persons who were living In
the United States in 1920 no less
than 41,288,670 were the descend-
ants of persons who lived in this
country in 1920. Add to these the
descendants of those persons who
emigrated to America between
1790 and 1880, previous to the
great “foreign invasion,’” and we
find that the “Colonial stock’ and
the “‘older stock” far outnumber
the product of the newer immigra-
tion of the last generation. Amer-
fca is still very largely ‘‘real Amer-
ica.” Under the National Origins
law it will continue to be 8o,
Restriction did not come too late.

VETERANS AND RELIEF

At the same time and place
when the convention of Disabled
Veterans of the World War was
assailing the Veterans’' Bureau for
sundry alleged defects, Gen. Frank
T. Hines, director of the bureau,
was advocating a national agency
establishment to consolidate all
bureau and departments concern-
ed with the affairs of veterans.
This beyond question is “what
should be done, If it is right for
big business, for schools, for =
dozen or more important interests
to consolidate for efficlency, it 1s
the proper move to make with
governmental at_falrs. Somewhere,
somehow all veterans' interests
should be consolidated under one
responsible head. That would help
to bring sbout a definite program

ot rellef to veterans and depend-
ents that would enable prompt set-
tlement of claims in the event of
another war.

It i{s an easy matter for young
men stricken in the prime of life
with tuberculosils ag the result of
war service to convince themselves,
after treatment has partially re-
stored their strength, tﬁat' they
should be allowed to go home and
carry on treatment, That is one of
the criticisms of the present man-
agement by the veterans, The phy-
siclans know better. TUntil these
men are found to have entirely ar-
rested cases they should not be re-
leased from tle restraint and con-
stant watchfulness of the hos-
pital anthorities, The records show
too many cases that have been re-
lcased as arrested, only to return
because the patients even then fail
to take the necessary care of them-
selves., We do not expect to see
home treatment permitted but we
do expect to see improved condi-
tions in the handling of such cases;
improved conditions that will be
brought about by the proper con-
solidatlion of sundry departments
which cannot be otherwise than
conflicting in their not dissimilar
efforts to gain the same end.

Washington, July 2.—Prohibi-
tion killings have been causing
considerable excitement at various
points and even President Hoover
has taken official cognizance of
them, but the situation as regards
local enforcement in the seat of
national enforcement has gone
back to normal.

Bootleggers of the national capi-
tal were charging $10 for a gallon
of alcoho!l up to the time the Jones
law, with its heavy penalties, went
into effect, The Jones law sent lig-
uor prices shooting up and alcohol
soared to $15 a gallon. But the
price has now dropped back to §10
a gallon. The bootleggers are rath-
er apologetic about the recent
geare.

It appears to be a common prac-
tice here to convert alcohol into
gin, and a gallon of alcohol is
made to do from eight to 12
guarts of gin. As there is practi-
cally no expense additional to that;
of the alcohol, the consumer gels
hig gin for about & dollar a quart,
which does not compare unfavor-
ably with pre-prohibition prices,
although the quality is something
else again, This method Is be-
coming increagingly popular ia
Washington because bootlegged
gin sells at from- $2 to §3 a bottle,

Those who prefer diplomatic
liquor—and get a chance at it—
are heartened by British Ambassa-
dor Sir Esme Howard's actlon in
gerving wines and liquors at his
dinner to Mrs, Gann and Vice-
President Curtis, Angered at ofii-
cial restrictions and considerable
publicity concerning his use of the
liguor privilege, Sir Esme said he
wasn't going to import any more,
and it was thought that he might
dry up the officlal embassy func-
tions, But another load for the em-
bassy is now on the way and by the
time that is gone there will- be a
new British ambassador here. No
one knows yet, of course, who' the
new ambassador will be or what
his ideas are concerning the use
of diplomatic liguor, It is not at all
impossible that his government, as
& matter of policy, may suggest

HOW GALLSTONES FORM.

The formation of gall-stone in-
side the gall bladder seems to be
brought on by a sluggish condition
of the gall bladder caused either by
catarrh or a lack of exercise.
Three-fourths of all cases occur In
women, and most frequently after
thirty years of age. It has been
estimated that twenty-five per cent.
of all women over sixty years of

age have gall-stones. Overeating
and improper elimination are un-
doubtedly important causes.

The gall bladder acts as a stor-
age vessel to hold the bile formed
by the liver until needed for diges-
tion when it should be discharged
by the gall bladder. Naturally,
when there is a sluggish condition,
or when the bile becomes thicken~
ed, it s more likely that the stones
will form. Sometimes the gall-
stones are single, but they may be-
come very numerous or large ia
size.

There are two principal types of
gall-stones, one which consists of
more cholestral bile pigament and
the other consisting principally of
lime and magnesium salts,

The gall' bladder seems to be
without special symptoms other
than attacks of {nflammation
and a slight yellowness of the sgkin.
The patients never appear perfectly
healthy, however, and usually have
a feeling of fullness or oppression
in thé stomach or right side. They
may not even realize that they
have any trouble until a gall-stone
tries to pass through the gall duct,
when a sudden pain will occur, s0
severe as to double them up. They
often belleve that something they
have just eaten causes the attack
of colic.

Many cases of urticaria or nettle
rash, accompanied by indigestion,
are really caused by gall-stones.

The patients sometimes recover

and do nat notice more symptoms
for several months until another
attack occurs,

1t is possible, of course, in pass-
ing gall-stones, for ulceration or
perforation into the peritoneum Lo
occur which may be very danger-
ous and perhaps produce death.
During an attack, the patient often
rolls about in agony, vomiting and
sweating profusely, There is gen-
erally a marked tenderness in the
.region of the liver and - the gall
bladder may become so enlarged as
to be felt. Jaundice usually oc-
curs, but not always.

It is possible for the gall bladder
to become so enlarged as to be
thought & tumor. An Xx-ray study
is of value, but the stones made of
cholesterol. do. not show. in the
x-ray plates.

Tt
can be driven reasonably fast, but
has little power, This is not becauae
its pistons bind but because its
bearings are set up tight.

It is not unsual for the
choke wire to slip at the carbure-
tor end sp that when the driver
thinks it is working it is really only
partly on the job.

For a quick .start, unless the
carburetor mixture is very rich, it
is necessary to close off 2!l the gir
to the carburetor. This means that
the choke must be 100 per cent
right. -

The reverse condition also causes
2 lot of trouble, If.the choke con-
trol does not fully open the choke
valve the engine will not be able to
draw the full amount of gas it
needs and there will be trouble.

But the color or lack of color
of the gasoline is no criterion of its
presence., A gasoline nay be yel-
low and not contain gum to any
harmful extent, while another
gasoline may be colorless and con-
tain large quantities of gum.

stick to such an extent that a crow-
bar would have to be used to re-
move the valve. Sometimes, in
cases of hot motors, the material Is
baked on causing the inlet valve Lo
leak fuel when it should be shut
tight and so resulting {n many other
difficulties that might never be at-
tributed to the gum in gasoline.

Engineers bave discovered that
there is less chance of gum trouble
in engines with overhead valves
than in those of the L-head type.
The reason is that the over-head
valve construction allows the gum
to run down the valve stem and col-
lect on the under side of the valve
head, sometimes even running down
into the combustion chamber.

wiches, and plenty of them. Not 80
many years ago picnic sandwiches
were made of plain ham, cheese or
salmon and nothing else. When
they were unpacked for tha pienic
supper they had either dried out or
else were unpleasantly soggy from
the damp towel in which they had
been packed to keep them fresh.

Nowadays pretty nearly every-
thing that is good to eat is put into
sandwiches Soft or “salad” fillings
are 80 appetizing that they enjoy a
well deserved popularity. But the
big problem is how to keep the soft
filling from soaking through the
bread. : :

Here are two suggestions for
savory, moist sandwich fillings that
do not soak into the bread even |f
made very early on the picnic morn-
ing. The use of quick-cooking
tapioca as an ingredient holds the
moisture in the fillings "and pre-
vents it soaking into the bread.

Meat Salad Sandwich Filling.

Three tablespoons quick-cooking
tapioca, 1 teaspoon salt, 3§ tea-
spoon pepper, % teaspoon paprika,
1 cup tomato pulp, strained and
heated, 34 teaspoon mustard, 1 cup
cold cooked meat, ground.

Add tapioca, salt, pepper, and
paprika to tomato pulp and cook in
double boller 15 minutes, or until
tapioca is clear, stirring frequently.
Remove from fire, add mustard,
and cool. Combine with meat and
spread on bread. .

Left-over beef, lanb, pork or
tongue are all good when used-in
this filling and you will find that
the taploca will e~tend the ingredi-
ents very economically without dls-
guising the flavor of the meats.

Fish Salad Sandwich Filling.

Three tablespoons quick-cooking
tapioca, 1 teaspoon ralt, 3% teaspoon
pepper, 34 teaspoon paprika, 1 cup
hot water, 1 tablespoon hot vinegar,
1 tablespoon butter, 1-3 cup pre-
pared mayonnalse,' 3¢ cup pickles,
chopped; 2 tablespoons pimento,
ch%pped; 1 cup tuna or any cooked
fish.

Add taploca, salt, pepper and
paprika to water and vinegar. Cook
in double boiler 15 minutes, or un-
til tapioca is clear, stirring fre-
quently. Remove from fire, add
butter, and cool. Add mayonnaise,
pickles, and pimento to fish. Com-
bine two mixtures. Sporead when
cold. Makes 2 cups filling.
