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FORTY CHANGES
INAUTOLAWS
IN OUR STATE

Became Effective July 1;
Most of Them Important;
Of Interest to All Owners
and Operators.

Every automobile owner, opera-
tor and firm connected with the
motor industry in Connecticut will
be directly or indirectly nffected by
approximately forty changes in the
motor vehicle laws which became
effective July 1. Several statute

alterations are of a minor nature,
but the majority are of major {m-
portance and immediate interest
to many persons.

The new laws or changes, accord-
ing to a digest pregared by the
motor vehicle department, range
from methods of license applica-
tion, affecting individuals, to
measures of regulation demanding
state-wide administration.

A state trafiic control system,
which aims at uniform regulation
for every town, is among the major
enactments. Automobile junk yards
are now under state and town
regulations, Taxicabs are included
among the vehicles required to be
licensed as public service vehicles
by the public utilities commission.
A so-called insurance merit rating
law has become effective which
calls for state classification of
operators whose driving records
make them subject to the financial
responsibility law.

No Oath Required

It will no longer be necessary to
make an application for registra-
tion *“under oath.” With the
elimination of the oath, however,
the state will require that the own-
er of the vehicle, personally, zign
the application. No agent's signa-
ture will be recognized by the de-
partment. The new law further pro-
vides a penalty of $50. for any per-
son who shall register any motor
vehicle of which he is not the
owner.

In addition to the old law con-
cerned with false statements on
applications, it is cow an offepse,
subjeet to a fine  of $50. for any
person to *“‘obtain or attempt to ob-
tain a license or registration for
another by misrepresentation of
impersonation.” Any cértificate ob-
tained in this manner will be void.

No report to the department will
be necessary henceforth on motor
vehicle accidents resulting in prop-
erty damage of less than $25.
Formerly all accidents which caus-
ed damage of $10 or more were
reportable. The law now requires
reports only on accidents where
damage is ‘“to an apparent extent
in excess of $25." All accidents re-
sulting in personal injury must be
reported as in the past.

Additional rebates will be allow-
ed late registrants of vehicles by a
law change Increasing the number
nf months in which pro rata reduc-
tion of fees may be granted. Hence-
forth reductions will take effect
“after the last day of January in
any yvear calculated to the first day
nf the month in which tke registra-
tion is to take effect.” -Previously
pro rata reductions were allowed
beginning April 1.

T,0st Number Plates

Vehicle owners, whose number
plates have been lost or mutilated,
will now have 48 instead of 24
hours in which to notify the com-
missioner and apply for new plates.
This law change also allows the
commissioner to issue a permit to
operate with a temporary plate un-
til new number plates are supplied.
Upon receipts of the new plates and
certificate the owner must sur-
render the old plates, if any, to the
department. Formerly, mutilated
plates were returned at the time
of application for new registration.

A clarifying clause in the statues
definitely makes it an offense for a
person to ‘“‘cause or permit the
operation of any motor vehicle by
any person under sixteen years of
age." As interpreted by the depart-
ment this law prohibits anyone un-
tder sixteen from operating even
though accompanied by an older
person or “‘under instruction.”

An additional fee of $3 is now
provided for the registratioa of
each motoreyele with a side car or
box attached when used as a com-
mercial motor vehicle.

Special registrations are neces-
sary for motor vehicles which are
not, in the strict application of the
definition, public service motor
vehicles but are used in transport-
ing passengers. Such vehicles are
defined in the statutes as '‘passen-
ger motor vehicle, or commercial
motor vehicle used Iin part as a
passenger vehicle with a seating
capacity greater than seven and not
used as a public service motor
vehicle.”

An owner of a commercial motor
vehicle is now allowed to substitute
a motor, while repairs are ‘being
made, provided the motor 50 sub-
stituted is registered with the de-
partment. This privilege was ex-
tended previously only to owners of
very motor busses. No other sub-
stantial change in the appearance
or mechanical equipment of any
vehicle is allowed unless the in-
tended change is stated in the ap-}
plication for registration.

CHICAGO PLANE
STARTS OFF ON
HOP TOBERLIN

To Go By Way of Greenland
to Prove That This Route
Is Best for Commercial
Aviation.

Chicago, July 3—The “Untin”
bowler, amphibian Chicago-to-Ber-

lin plane, took off here at 9:12 a.
m. today on the first leg of its
journey’ via Greenland.

Hudson Bay trading post,
400 miles distant, will be attempt-
ed.

To Take Five Days

Five days from now the plane is
scheduled to land at Berlin.

More, than 5,000 persons lined
the shore of the lake as the giant
twin-motored Sikorsky churned
through the water and gracefully
lifted into the eastern sky.

ELECTRICITY

Head of World's Largest
Producers of Electrical
Machinery Predicts Great

Change.in Present Form.

Editor’s Note: International News
Service herewith presents an inter-
view with F. A. Merrick, newly
| elected president of one of the
world's largest producers of electri-
cal machinery. In this interview
Mr. Merrick gives the public a state-

! ment of his vision of the future in-
fluence of electricity on the eco-

country.

Pittsburgh, July 3.—The hard
| pressed coal industry will find its
ysalvation through use of electricity.
| Thousands of men throughout the
!country will be provided with jobs,
imines will be reopened in the near
future and production which has
been virtually abandoned in many
fields will be resumed, by installa-
tion of electrical mine machinery.

I . A. Merrick, president of the
Westinghouse Electric and Manu-
| facturing company made this pre-
'dlctlon today—a prediction of the
!end of one of the country's most
acute industrial situations. '

The steel industry already has
benefited through use of electrical
Imacblnery. Merrick pointed out,
and he believes coal mining will
find the same solution.

“It is a guestion of operating
l.costs," Merrick said. “Mines
throughout the country have been
closed because of economic pres-
sure. Owners not only have been
forced to reduce wages to meet
needs of the 'market. Many of
|them have been forced to close
their mines, throwing thousands of
men out of work, and leaving their
families without a source of in-
come.

“But the coal industry will find
a way out through cheaper produc-
tion afforded by electricity.

“Wherever etectric = machines
have been installed they have re-
sulted in immediately increased
efficiency, and in reduced over-
head. Electricity can be carried
cheaply to the point of application,
and applied safely with little loss of
power.

“Steel production has proved an
excellent example of this. Electric
motors have been , applied to the
lifting and transporting jobs,
eliminating useless duplication of
power plants, In mass production.
a multiplication of power plants
means that a great deal of the
power is lost in transmission, and
in running the machine itself before
it is actually applied to the work.

“PBlectric machinery has been de-
veloped which will bring the cost of
{ mining and of transporting coal
| after it has been mined to a point
| where it can be put on the market
lat a profit to the producer.”

Merrick does not believe that the
 introduction of electricity will re-
!sult in throwing any men out - of
] work.
|  *“‘Rather, those men will be re-
leased for more skilled jobs, and
for production of other articles
which inerease the general prosper-
|ity of the ceuntry,” Merrick said.
| “Following steam, eleclricity has

SUGGEST A BOUNTY
FOR SUGAR FIRMS

Democrats in Senate Object
Because Public Would
Have to Pay the Cost.

Washingion, July 3—A tentative
proposal for paying a bounty to

American sugar producers was in-
jected today into the Congressional
wdar over sugar tariffs.

Senator W. H. MecMaster (R) of
South Dakota, announced that the
bounty plan was heing considered
o.. Capitol Hill, as a substitute both
for the flat rate of $2.40 on Cuban
Sugar, adopted bv the House, and
the tentative *“sliding seale” of
tariffs, favored by some administra-
tion leaders. McMaster declared
the hounty proposal would help
Amerlcan producers directly and at
a cost to the conSuming publiec of
one one-sixth the cost of the pro-
posed tariff increase.

Harrison Opnosed

Democratic opposition was im-
mediately voiced against the plan
by Senator Pat Harrison (D) of
Mississippi. He declared Congress
should not pick out the sugar in-
dustry for special protection when
it has refused to pay an “Indirect
subsidy’’ to other agricultrual pro-
duets through rejection of the de-
benture,

In some quarters, McMaster’s
statement was taken to indicate the
Insurgents will stage a real battle
against any increase in sugar tariffs
and in favor of the revised export
debenture farm relief plan.

They may propose ineclusion of
the sugar Industry in the debenture
in such a way that the bounty
would be pald directly to the pro-
ducer and not upon exports—inas-
much as the United States imports
five-sixths of its sugar supply.

McMaster meanwhile pointed out
that the increase in sugar tarifis.
adopied by the House, would cost
the American people. .about $80,-
000,000 a year in higher prices for
sugar. As bu! one-sixth of this con-
sumption is produced in America,
he added, a hounty paid direct to
the producer would be but one-sixth
as costly as the tariff increase.

"“There are some economic stud-
ents who believe that a bounty to
the producer would solve the pro-
ducer’s problem without adding
enormous finanecial burdens to the
American public as we produce but
one-sixth of the amount of sugar
consumed 'in this county, a bounty
of one and one-half cents ( 1 1-2
cents) a pound would cost only
one-sixth as much as an increase in
the tariff from $1.76 to $2./0 cents
a hundred pounds, as has been ap-
proved by the House. -

“T hope the bounty will be dis-
cussed when the bill is debated in
the Senate.’

Senator Harrison Indicated the
trend of Democratic opposition to
such a proposal.

“I'm opposged to a
sugar,” said Harrison.

Change in Wind Saves En-
tire Town—Blaze is. Most
Disastrous in History of
Marin County, Cal.

Mill Valley, Calif.,, July 3.—
Sweeping over the slopes of Mt.
Tamalpais, the most disastrous fire
in the history of Marin county rag-
ed uncontrolled today alter de-

stroying more_than 115 homes in
Mill Valley, picturesque suburbin
residential town, 20 miles from
San Francisco.

ing flames which roared 'through

35 Persons Hurt,

At least thirty-five persons were
injurgd during the all-night fight.
There were no deaths reported al-
though families were scattered as
they fled for safety and many were
missing but believed unharmed. The
property damage was estimated at
between $1,000,000 and $1,500,000

A general alarm to surrourein
communities was sounded af da
today for volunteers to replace’ ex-
hausted fire-fighters, and also for
patrol «duty to prevent looting.

Arrest Looters.

Soldiers arrested three men who
were attempting to break Into
dwellings and they were taken to
Fort Baker, military post, under
guard.

The .wind which had driven a
wall of fire through Blythedale
canyon down the sides of the moun-
tain and into the town at the base
died down early today.

May Start Anew.

The only hope of checking the
flames lay in prayers that the wind
would not spring up-anew.

Burning flercely over the sum-
mit, the Cascades and “Sugar Loaf"”
on Mt. Tamalpais the blaze threat-
ened destruction . to several addi-
tional rustic summer homes and
cabins in its path.

Lack of water and the inacces-
sibility of the fire on the steep
slopes handicapped the battle, The
tire-fighters worked feverishly with
wet sacks, brooms, axes and even
dynamite in their desperate at-
tempts to control the fire.

“With Reservations"

There is considerable curlosity
here, however, and some cOn%era
over the threat in Paris fo ratify
‘“with reservations.” Of course, a
thousand and one reservations
could be attached to the ratification
sp long as they were not attached
directly to the pact itself. But any
attempt to insert a provisio in the
agreement to the effect that France
will be promptly and firmly repect-
ed by Washington. On that point
State Department policy and Senate
policy are one.

No Connection

The policy of absolute non-associ-
ation of war debts and reparations
was established by Charles Evans
Hughes in the Harding administra-
tion. and it has been fought for and
successfully . supported through
thick and thin by every administra-
tion since that time.

The position of the American
government is that France's debt
to the United States is a matter
only of Franco-American concern,
and that what France expects (o
get from Germany in reparations is
a matter only of Franco-German
concern with which this govern-
‘ment has nothing to do. American
interest in reparations is, at best,
academic.

Tractors, Trailers

Tractors, trallers and semi-trail-
ers are now included with industrial
trucks among the vehicles which
may use short stretches of the high-
way under special permit from the
highway commissioner and regis-
tration by the motor vehicle depart-
ment. The distance for such use
has heen increased from 1.000 to
1,500 feet. In this connection, the
ban against metal tired vehicles has
been lifted for short hauls on road
making machinery, agricultural
tractors, or trucks, tractors, trail-
ers and semi-trailers properly regis-
tered under special permits.

The fee for registration of a
“heavy duty' trailer, srane or other
heavy construction equipment has
been made $100 a year or for any
part of a year. Fees for other types
remain unchanged. Speclal regis-
tration rules are also in force for
the heavy duty types.

Though the law prohibits the
explosion of firecrackers and the
firing of pistols before 4 o'clock
on the morning of July 4, it will
be unusual if thers is not a ‘good
desl of this kind of racket in Man-
chester during this evening and to-
night. While it {s true that in a
great many communities the sale
and use of fireworks and explosives
ot all kinds, even on the Fourth it
gelf, have long been interdicted,
Manchester public opinfon has
never crystalized against these
practices to & gufficient extent to
bring about an end of them. So
the rather far-fetched custom of
manifesting “patriotism” by mak-
ing night hideous with horrid
noises and by burning fingers and
occasionally putting out eyes re-
mains something of an institution
with us.

It {8 not our purpose to argue
against this custom, much as we
would prefer to see the risks and
injuries avoided and reluctant as
we are to acquiesce in the disturb-
ing of the rest of elderly and sick
people by superpatriotic children
and hobbledehoys. But we do wish
that the celebrants would try to
use s little sense and & modicum
of decency in the midst of thelr en-
thusiasm.

It the firecracker and pistol de-
votees will be good enough to re-
member that there is a potential
injury to some other person In
every bang, and so.employ, during
their explosive demonstrationas,
about one-half of the care and def-
erence for the welfare of others
that they use on ordinary occa-
sions, they may avoid some very
painful consequences, We doubt (f
there is in this town & single man
or boy who would willingly and of
deliberate purpose inflict a physi-
cal injury on some other person
for the mere sake of making a
noise. We ask them to remember,
however, that such injury Is al-
ways possible unless the need of
great care iz borne in mind.

Also, another thing to be Te-
membered is that any misuse of
Fourth of July explosives which
endangers or unduly apnoys an-
other person iz always against the
law, and that the police, in conse-
sequence, have plenty of power to
make arrests in any case where &
celebrant makes & nulsance of him-
self. It iz & very great mistake
to assume that on the Third or
Fourth of July the laws for goo'iA
order and decent conduct go out of
business.

SOCIAL FOUNDATIONS

Mulling over this De Priest epi-
gode, we have about come to the
conclusion that what ig the matter
with the excited Southern remon-
strants {s that thing which |has
come to be called an inferiority
complex. When any persoh’s sense
of soclal position can be set to
quivering with apprehension for
its own safety by any of the casual
contacts of everyday life then it
is not 2 very robust sense; perhaps
it rests on a rather shaky founda-
dation, Some sub-consclous realiza-
tion of this possibly accounts for
the horror of so many Southern-
ers lest decent treatment of the
Negro shall imperil their social su-
periority to the black man.

Fortunately for the North the
social sense of most of its people,
if infinitely less assertive than that
of s0o many Southerners, i{s consid-
erably less given to worry over its
own health, That, perhaps, is be-
cause it hag never been such &
pampered child but has grown up
naturally and healthily.

possible, The Northerner would
not think of objecting to it any
more than he would think of ob-
jecting to an invitation to the wife
of some white Congressman per-
fectly well known to have been
elected through the influence of
racketeers’and crooks, Nor would
it occur to any Northern Con-
gressman’s wife that sitting in the
same room with a Negro woman
lowered her own social statug—
she wouldn't have to kiss her.

As a matter of fact, a social
status resting almost completely
upon {ts assertion of superiority to
the Negro strikes us as a rather
poor thing to brag about. Yet a
good deal of the vaunted *quality”
of the South has just about that
much basis.

TANGLES

Whether consideration by the
Treasury Department of a plan to
keep out Canadian bootleggers by
bullding a seven-foot barbed wire
fence along the entire border from
the Atlantic coast of Malne to
Ogdensburg, and then from Duluth
to the Pacific coast, is sensible or
funny depends upon the standards
of comparison. Compared with
many of the ordinary common
sense projects of existence it seems
fantastic, bizarre, freakish, Com-
pared with a number of the under-
takings already embarked on—in
the enforcement of prohibition,
however, this scheme seems quite
normal and possessed of theoretl-
cal merit, It {8 a very sensible
thing, for example, in contrast to
the one-time enterprise of stop-
ping the sale of liquor by putting
the United States government into
business ag the proprietor of New
York night clubs of a very wet
variety; for at least it would not
increase the market for smuggled
booze. ’

However, we are not impressed
with the belief that a seven-foot
barbed wire fence would totally
stop rum smuggling over the Can-
adian border, Many of the young
men engaged in that reprehensible
activity learned a good deal about
cutting wire during the unpleas-
antnesg in Europe in 1917-18§—
even under & fire quite as threat\n-
ing as any recently opened by en-
forcement officers. We should even
expect that these young men might
not be satisfied with cutting out
enough of the fence to make pas-
gage for their rum trucks, but
might take it into their heads to
carry the whole fence along with
them, piecemesl, to sell for junk
or to cast under the tires of pur-
suers as the mood or the circum-
stances might dictate.
However, if the barbed wire
business needs the orders we don't
know any reason why the enforce-
ment money shouldn't be spent
that way as well as any other.

A ROCKY ROAD

A varlety of stormy experiences
encountered by Manchester's
doughty Constable Duffy in the
courgse of the performance of his
duties as ®w earnest collector of
back taxes, in all of which the con-
stable has come out triumphant
though, more or less ﬂgura;ively,

that perhaps we are remiss in not
putting our constables and deputy
sheriffs into some sort of uniform.
Also they give rise to some doubts
as to the advisability of applying
to Manchester a police method
which has fast been growing In
popularity throughout the country,
that of substituting “plain clothes"
for uniform in the cases of almost
all police officers mnot on traffic
duty or covering fixed posts.,

We seem to have in this town a
rather undue proportion of folks
who hold an officer of the law in
contempt unless he be garbed in
that formal evidence of authority,
a blue uniform. It might make the
work of the constables and sher-
ifts, in the gervice of writs of all
sorts, much easier and less punc-
tuated with wallops {f they went
about their business In khaki,
with Tom Brown, dangling “cuffs”
and gun in holster.

However, after Constable Duffy
has licked half a dozen or so more
of those ambitiods souls who un-
dertake to brush him off their
doorsteps, perhaps his repute will
gerve as well as gold brald and
artillery to smooth his way.

BULLETS

There is a certain error in ter-
minology, common as the ink it-
self to newspapers in this part of
the country, which appears to be
distinctively New Englandjsh. We
should like to have somebody tell
us why.

We refer to a persistent, though
inexplicable and utterly unjustifi-
able use of the word “bullet”
where the object referred to is a
cartridge. Hardly ever does =&
news story break, in which a fire-
arm figures, but at least half of
the reporters dealing with it soon-
er or later begin to talk .about
“bullets” when they do mot mean
bullets at all but complete car-
tridges, It would be as logical to

call an automobile a crankshaft.

land. But newspaper reporters and
copy editors might reasonably
enough be expected to have that
genera]l understanding of unextra-
ordinary facts and common Eng-
lish terms which wounld prevent
them from referring to an article
which consists of cartridge case,
primer, explosive load end projec-
tile as & “bullet” when the projec®
tile alone can be so described,
“Bullet Explodes, Injures Boy.”
So says the reporter, over and
over again; and so parrots the
copy editor and headline writer—
and it's & libel on the bullet, Bul-
lets don’t explode., They are mere-
ly shaped lumps of lead, some-

tle. It is the cartridge that
plodes.

ELIMINATING GALL-STONES

As gall stones are formed from
the salts of solldified bile, it is
often possible to dissolve these
stones through changing the quali-

ty or quantity of whe bile which is
being formed. It takes years for
gall stones to develop, and may
take months or even years to dis-
solve them enough so that they will
pass out of the gall bladder.

1 have found that the most

rapid means of bringing about a
breaking down of the gall-stones s
through various forms of the fruit
fast. During the fasting regime the
cementing material holding the
salts together will be more rapidly |
dissolved than it caa be while the
patient is living on only a restrict-
ed diet, Of course, the one who suf-
fers from gall-stones cannot be on
the fruit fast all of the time, but
a series of fasts with a restricted
diet between times will prove very
effective,
In some cases the gall bladder Is
so filled with gall-stones as to al-
most resemble a bag of marbles, .
these cases it is unreasonable to
expect a complete cure. If the gall
bladder is completely filled with
stones, it is an evidence that it has
taken many years for these to ac-
cumulate,

Frequently the functioning of the
gall bladder is so impaired that it
is impossible to get enough flow of
bile through this organ to bring
about the dissolution of the stones.
in these cases, the best method of
treatment i{s with surgery. If such
a case is properly prepared before
the operation, and ths operation
performed by a skilled surgeon,
there {s only a small amount of
danger to the operation.

Those whose gall bladders con-
tain only & few stones, or who are
uncertain about the diagnosis |
should at least try a fasting cure
before falling back on the opera-
tion. The best way to start the fast-
ing treatment is.to use the olive
oll and grapefruit juice treatment.
For several nights just before go-
ing to sleep, patient should take a
mixture of four ounces of olive oll
and four ounces of grapefruit juice.
This mixture seems to stimulate
the flow of bile more rapidly and.
does this better than any other
treatment which I have ever had
patients use. While on this treat-
ment, the patient should take an
orange or grapefruit fast during
the daytime, using from four to
eight ounces of the fruit juice every
two hours, Those who are made
nauseated by the olive -ofl can be’
content with just the fruit julce
fasting. The fast should be continu-

Washington.—It does not Yyet
seem to be settled whether
President Hoover is meking a large
success of his attempts to boss
Congress or whether Congress. has
been running over the President.
Nearly everyone who has written
about this seems to have tried to
prove one thing or another,

The {mportant point is that 1If
Hoover does as well {n his rela-
tions with the legislative branch
in the future as he has done to
date, he will have little reason (o
complain, Unfortunpately, there {3
reason to fear that his troubles
have merely begun, ‘The reason
concerns the tariff.

Already the tariff problem has
the President in something of =&
nole. It may not prove to be =0
much of a hole, or the President
may jump out of it into what he
congiders a more favorable one,
but the Democrats are hoping to
convert it into a sucking quick-
sand.

A Dangerous Subject

There is no more effective way
for a President to get his feet wet
than to allow a tariff revision to
enter hig administration. The re-
vision now proposed by Republican
leaders In both Houses of Con-
gress Is the fourth in 20 years. The
only one among the other three
which i{s comparable to this one is
that of 1910, which is so often
credited with wrecking the Talt
administration and  putting the
Democrats back into power.

The Underwood tariff revision in
the first Wilson administration was
a revision downward:; because of
the World War no one knows just
;how it would have worked out. The
Fordney-McCumber Act, passed
early in the Harding administra-
tion. was a revision upward and
there has been plenty of argument
whether America's industrial pros-
perity -of the last few years has
been because of or in epite of it.
Now comes an upward revision
under what may be denominated
as normal conditions and almost
anything can happen.

Bxcept for the tariff, neither
President Hoover and the Repub-
lican party nor the country has
found anything very new to worry
about since March 4.

Hoover got his farm. bill through
as he wanted it, which is the main
thing ‘to consider, and whether the
relief provided in the act will do
any particular good is something
to worry about later. On the other

$hand, hardly anyone ever Suppos-
ed that the President would have
dificulty in either House such as
developed with the Senate’s tem-
porary revolt against passing the
bill without the debenture scheme
in it.

Borah's Defection Expected

The loss of Senator Borah as a
Hoover leader—a position he ac-
‘ cepted during the campaign—was
generally discounted In advance.
Few expected that Borah would
stay put there very long. And
Hoover has demonstrated that in
his army there is, ag in the past,
| only one general—the rest are lieu-
tenants, Nevertheless, it was shown
that the old Progressive-Democrat-
ic combination which has so often
'sickened Republicans had not been
i killed by events of the campaign
'and final passage of the Farm bill
 doubtless found the President with
| mixed emotions.

to be.

Unless the Senate tears the com-
mittes bill all to pleces, the Presi-
dent probably will have to act on
a measure calculated to make his
hair stand up. Whatever he does
will be pretty certain to make
trouble for him. He ‘will simply
nave to decide which exit is like-
ly to take off the least hair.

The New Englanders had. many
of them, come to the New World
via Holland, and there they hed
hecome famillar with the flag of
the Dutch republic —a flag con-
talning seven horizontal stripes,
alternately green and white. The
colonists who came over later
‘often were transported on Dutch
ships, and hence were familiar
with the striped ensizn.

Those who did not come in
Dutch ships usually came in ves-
sels of the Britilsh East India
company, which flew a striped
flag all its own.

The British flag of that period
was a solid red hanner with the BN
cross of St. George in 2 white field |
in the upper left hand corner. So |
that their ships could identify one
another easilv,_ the East India
company modified this flag by
running white stripes across the
red part.

ICE CREAM IS A

VALUABLE FOOD FOR
HOT SUMMER MONTHS.

By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN.

Medical Association and of Hygeia,
the Health Magazine.

Food. suthorities. and public
health officials everywhere Dow
recognize that ice cream Is an ex-

cellent food and, when prepared in
a sanitary manner, a highly desir-
able summer delight.

It has been established by sci-
entific investigation that ice cream
contains vitamins A and B. It
has not been definitely establisged,
however, just how much ice
cream does contribute to a diet
which contains liberal gquantliiies
of bread, meat, potatoes and ce-
reals. Neither Las it been shown
just how far one may g0 OR ice
cream alone,

This experiment was made Dby
Dr. L. S. Palmer of the University
of Minnesota, who tested the
effects of diets consisting wholly
of ice cream, diets consisting of
one-third ice cream and a good
general diet without vitamins on
a series of animals. The experi-
ment showed that the ice cream
contributes valuable factors Lo a
diet,

Standard vanilla ice cream was
capable of promoting the growtin
at a moderate rate of the white
rats so that they reached the nor-
mal or nearly normal size and
welght. When the ice cream con-
stituted at least one-third of the

e

diet, the animals invariably grew
on the diet without ice crean.

Ice cream contains, because
the milk that is in it, not only
proteins, carbohydrates and fats
but also vitamins A and B, a small
amount of vitamin D and a con-
siderable amount of mineral salts.

it is not generally recommended
in diets for diabetics because of
the sugar that it contains, but it
is hardly contra-indicated in any
other diets except those of small
infants to whom frozen milk or
frozen milk products of any kind
1;12;y sometimes seem to be harm-
ul.

In many instances invalids re-
covering from sore throats,
removal of the tonsils, or from
diseases in which a slight {fever
may continue for some time find
ice cream exceedingly refreshing
