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NON-STOP MARK 
IS SHAUERED 

A TO M LA N D
iVIitchell and Newcomb Stay 

Aloft Over 174 Hours; 
Motors in Good Condition 
But Flyers Exhausted.
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Airport, Cleveland, Ohio, July 6. 
—Exhausted by the tremendous 
strain of their seven-day flight, 
Byron E. Newcomb and Roy L. 
Mitchell landed their big blue 
monoplane “ City of Cleveland” at 
12:30:50 (1:30:50 New York Day­
light Saving Time) today, twenty- 
eight minutes after they had set a 
new world’s record for refueling 
endurance flight.

The new record is 174 hours and 
fifty-nine seconds, the longest 
period time any men have remain­
ed aloft in sustained flight.

"It wasn’t the motor that 
brought us down,” Mitchell told In­
ternational News Service imme­
diately after the landing. ” It was 
our physical condition. We could 
go up in the same plane tomorrow 
and set another new record with­
out even repairing the motor if we 
had recovered from the effects of 
the flight.

Smashed the Record
“ The endurance record had been 

broken, so there was no reason to 
stay up longer when we were 
physically exhausted.”

The flyers took off at 6:38:51 p. 
m. a week ago Friday. At 11:10:53 
p. m. Eastern Standard Time last 
night they equaled the former rec­
ord set over Fort Worth, Texas 
several months ago by Reginald 
Robbins and James Kelly. At 
12:10:50 this morning, they 
officially set the new record.

Under National Aeronautical As­
sociation rules, there must be at 
least one hour’s difference be­
tween an old record and a new in 
order for the latter to be recogniz­
ed.

Last Refueling
The endurance plane received 

its last refueling at 6 o’clock last 
night. At that time the flyers drop­
ped a note whic.i read:

“ Motor perfect, everything 0. K., 
a new record is a certainty.”

Mitchell, Clevcland-Buffalo air 
mail pilot who obtained leave to 
take part in the flight, paid gener­
ous tribute to the engine of the 
Stinson monoplane in which the 
record was made.

“ Our descent was simply a case 
of machinery triumphing over 
man” .

He declared. “ The motor would 
have been good for many more 
hours sustained flighi, but New­
comb and I were not.”

Both airmen showed obvious 
traces of the terrific strain under­
gone during the seven days they 
circled above the Cleveland air- 
r :rt.

Plunging through thunderstorms 
and occupying themselves at fre­
quent intervals with the nerve- 
wracking task of refueling while In 
flight.

Pushing, jostling and struggling 
against the ropes thrown up about 
the airport, a crowd of 15,000 per­
sons set up a deafening cheer as 
the “ City of Cleveland” descended.

ENDURANCE FLYERS 
TELL EXPERIENCES

One of Them Took a Bath 
Daily While in Plane; Both 
of Them Very Tired.

Airport, Cleveland, O., July 6.—  
Respite exhaustion Byrou K. New­
comb and Roy L. Mitchell were in 
high spirits when they landed early 
today after setting a new endur­
ance refueling record. They joked 
with each othei about incidents oc­
curred during the flight.

“ Mitch was the dirty pilot,” New­
comb said. “ I took a bath aboard 
the plane every day we were in the 
air, but Mitch didn’t take a bath 
once.” And Mitchell didn t deny it.

Newcomb said they were shock­
ed by news of the death of their 
friend Waldo Robey, young air 
mail pilot who was killed last Sun­
day morning when his plane crash­
ed in the fog near Columbus.

“ We felt pretty badly about it,” 
said Newcomb. “ Waldo was a fine 
pilot a chap worth knowing.”

News of Robey’s death was kept 
from the flyers until last Tuesday 
when they insisted that news­
papers, which they had not seen 
since Sunday, be sent aboard.

Machines Almost Perfect
Floyd Logan, president of the 

Cleveland Chapter of the American 
Aeronautical Association, said after 
the flight that the endurance test 
clearly proved that present day 
construction of engines and planes 
is superior to the physical endur­
ance of man.

“ Taking it all in all” said Logan, 
“ weather conditions during the 
flight were far from normal and I 
think that Newcomb and Mitchell 
made a wonderful record consider­
ing the difficulties they had to sur­
mount.”

Mitchell and Newcomb were so 
worn by their long flight that they 
were in no condition to undergo 
questioning at any great length un­
til after they had rested. Soon after 
landing they were hustled into an 
automobile and taken to a down­
town hotel, where later they will 
be given the city’s official recep­
tion.

Flew Through Storm
They were questioned briefly 

about the terrific thunderstorm 
they rode out the night before they 
landed, a storm which grounded 
the first refueling plane and but for 
the skill of the refueling pilot 
Ernest Basham would have resulted 
in serious injury to the three men 
of the refueling crew.

“ We didn’t once consider land­
ing,” said Mitchell. “ We were so 
near our goal then that we simply 
couldn’t let thought of failure en­
ter our minds. We got the breaks 
and won out. It was one of the 
worst rainstorms I have ever en­
countered while in the air.”

Hartford, July 6.— Taxi drivers 
in Connecticut must be very mod­
els of propriety noxv. In no loud 
voice shall they solicit business. 
With no cigarette in mouth shall 
they drive about the streets, and 
with no vast speed shall they guide 
their cars about the highways. All 
these things are banned by the 
Public Utilities Commlsslo'n which 
on July 15 assumes control of the 
entire taxi service of Connecticut. 
Under authority given by the Leg­
islature of 1929 the commission 
has issued rules and regulations 
concerning the conduct of bus men 
— and women, too.

The commission has issued sev­
enteen preliminary rules covering 
nearly every phase of cab opera­
tion and those which aren’t cover­
ed will be attended to later on. 
Repeated violation of the rules 
will mean loss of driver’s certifi­
cate. So will violation of public or­
dinance. To block a possible loop 
hcle, the provision is made that 
ownership certificates cannot be 
transferred without full approval 
of the commission.

Must Know Rules
Every taxicab must bear a mem­

orandum certificate posted conspic­
uously. The owners have the bur­
den of seeing to it that every last 
driver knows the rules of the state 
commission as well as the motor 
vehicle laws. Schools of instruc­
tion for taxi drivers are in pros­
pect. All taxis will be subject to 
inspection by the state without 
preliminary warning. On top of 
that, the owners are to institute a 
system of regular inspection of 
equipment.

Must Keep Quiet
Rules include strict provision 

against owners or opeT’ators soli­
citing passengers at railroad sta­
tions or other public places by an­
noying outcry or “ other obnoxious 
methods.” Some cities in Connecti­
cut will find their railroad stations 
suddenly transformed from places 
wherein confusion exists without 
limit to zones of extremist quiet. 
No longer will passengers be com­
pelled to run the gauntlet of shout­
ing, gesticulating, and even grab­
bing taximen as the case now is.

Rules provide that the rates and 
charges prescribed by the commis­
sion must not be changed at any 
time, and that a rate card be post­
ed where all may see it within the 
cab.

No Speeding
Speed laws must be observed.
Accidents must be reported to 

the Public Utilities Commission.
No taxi shall carry inflammable 

material other than that used for 
motive power, light, or heat.

Drivers must have no lighted 
cigar, cigarette, or pipe in their 
possession while any passenger is 
being'Carried.

Articles of material value left in 
cabs by passengers must be re­
ported to the commission if un­
claimed within ten days.

Cperators shall wear an appro­
priate uniform while on duty; the 
operators shall be courteous at all 
times to passengers and the public. 
Cutting in on other drivers and 
conversation touching upon the 
driving ability of another operator 
are banned.

Public cab companies must get 
certificates from the commission.

At -the end of the business day 
on July 5 the commission had is­
sued 1,237 certificates. Several 
hundred more applications are In 
hand.

Old Orchard, Me., July 6.— 
Whipped into furrows by cross- 
winds, unfavorable condition of the 
beach here today forced postpone­
ment of the projected flight to 
Rome b-y Rogers Williams and Cap­
tain Lewis Yancey in the monoplane 
“ Pathfinder.”

Hopes are held out that a start 
can be made at four or five o’clock 
this afternoon, at the next low tide, 
provided the waters smooth out the 
corrugations in the beach.

If conditions are not favorable 
this afternoon, the airmen hope to 
start tomorrow.

Williams and Yancey are ready 
to take off at a mbment’s notice. 
The plane is loaded with fuel to whe 
full limit of its capacity, and food 
supplies are held ready at hand to 
load into the machine a few min­
utes before the start.

Before he died from pistol 

wounds, James Harris declared he 
was shot by Jeff Harris. He said he 
seized a shotgun, mistaking the 
raiders for bandits, and was fired 
upon by Jeff Harris after he had 
complied with the latter's orders to 
lay down his weapon. This was 
denied by Dfflcer Harris, who main­
tained he did not shoot until the 
farmer rushed at him with a shot­
gun. Dne bullet hit Lowery and he 
died last evening.

Bee De Monbrum, Dklahoma 
Prohibition enforcement chief, said 
Jeff Harris was not a member of 
the regular Prohibition force. He 
would not comment on the affair 
further than to say Thomason was 
"a trusted officer of long experi­
ence.”

TRAMPLED TO DEATH
Cleveland, C., July 6.— Four 

hours after he was trampled under 
the feet of milling thousands at the 
Cleveland airport when the en­
durance fliers landed, Steve Kusko, 
16, died in Bera community hospi­
tal near the airport today from 
injuries.

At the airport where he was 
given emergency treatment It was 
reported that Kusko was trampled 
on by a horse.

Thus far Kusko’s death was the 
only fatality reported as resulting 
from the mob scene at the airport. 
More than a score were treated for 
minor injuries, but not one was in 
serious enough condition to go to 
the hospital except Kusko.

Radicals to Oppose 
“ The Radical Socialists will op­

pose ratification of the war debt 
accord and the reparation experts’ 
report on purely party lines,” said 
M. Bergery. “ M. Poincare, how­
ever, is winning votes every day 
for ratification and this, I beliere, 
is now assured.

“ ■We believe that the mooted 
safety clause must be included in 
the Mellon-Berenger accord. Our 
Latin temperament demands an as­
surance of this kind, but the inter­
dependence of the war debt agree­
ment and the Young plan seems 
to be an important guaranty.

Needs Reservations 
“ Without doubt it will be im­

possible to ratify the Mellon-Ber­
enger agreement without some res­
ervations, but these will be un­
ilateral :.nd should in. no way pro­
voke unfavorable reaction in Amer­
ica.

“ Regards the Young plan, on 
the contrary, a majority of the 
Chamber of Deputies are frankly 
alarmed over the proposed bank 
for international payments. They 
visualize a terrifying power that 
will be exerted throughout Eu­
rope by the bank.”

The finance committee and the 
foreign affairs committee of the 
Chamber of Deputies have both 
voted in favor of ratification of the 
Mellon-Berenger war debt funding 
agreement with reservations. Under 
these reservations France would 
continue paying the United States 
only so long as Germany paid 
reparations to France.

Two Strikers Are Killed; 
Scores Injured In Riots

New Crleans, La., July 6. —  

After a day of rioting in which 
two strikers were killed and scores 
of union and non-union men were 
clubbed, beaten and pelted with 
brickbats, quiet was restored to­
day when, by order of the Commis­
sion Council, the New Orleans 
Public Service, Inc., abandoned Its 
attempts to operate street cars.

Two hundred strikers were in 
custody for inciting riots. Several

^strikebreakers, were held for car­
rying concealed weapons.

Sylvan .Thiboxdeaux and Joseph 
Milinerio, ’ striking carmen, died 
from bullet wounds suffered In 
clashes precipitated by efforts of 
the Public Service Company to 
run cars. More than 2,000 men 
participated in battles in the vi­
cinity of the Canal street barn.

Sixty-five policqmen were added 
today to the city’s force, which 
was inadequate to cope with the 
rioters.

PLAN WORLD BANK
Washington, July 6.— A hun- 

dred-billion-dollar world bank, 
looming as a financial rock of 
Gibraltar against all existing finan­
cial insitutions, may grow out of 
the treasury set up by the Allied 
Reparations Commission for ex­
changing German reparations pay­
ments, it was intimated here today.

Already hinted at by Thomas P. 
Lamont, international financier and 
reparations expert. Senator Wil­
liam H. King (D) of Utah, today 
recommended the project as certain 
to promote world trade and inter­
national peace. He said the benefits 
of such a gigantic world financial 
institution would be fabulous and 
that the United States, would reap 
the greatest rewards because of her 
tremendous international com­
merce.

The international bank, establish­
ed by the reparations commission, 
will receive funds from Germany 
in foreign exchange and in cur­
rency and make distributions to the 
creditor allied nations. Lamont al­
ready has hinted this institution 
can develop into a real world bank.

King endorsed the world bank 
ideas as certain to promote trade 
expansion throughout the world 
and thereby to promote peaceful 
relations between nations, declaring 
that where people of two nations 
have peaceful business relations, 
war seldom, intrudes. '

Gigantic Concern.
Possibilities of such a world bank 

almost stagger the imagination. 
For one thing, such an institution 
would act as a clearing house for 
all the world’s commerce. In 1928, 

j world trade probably reached the 
i stupendous total of $67,000,000,- 
000. In ten years, if the current 
annual growth of five per cent la 
continued, the total trade will reach 
$100,000,000,000.

“ I believe an international bank 
would be a sound financial and eco­
nomic institution,” King declared. 
“ It would handje the settlement of 
accounts, between nations, aid in 
the buying and selling of commodi­
ties between peoples and make for 
better relations internationally both 
economically and politically. It 
would also facilitate the world’s 
trade and promote world peace.”

'The 
work of Beethoven was illustrated 
in particular, and Edward Fluck 
played a sonata from Beethoven 
and selections from others of the 
great composers, on the violin, ac­
companied by Mr. Sloane on the 
piano.

The school observed Independ­
ence Day by going in procession to 
St. Peter’s church. Dr. Warren 
carrying a flag. Dr. Chase read the 
Declaration of Independence on the 
church steps.

A novel demonstration was made 
on July 4 by St. Peter’s school In 
honor of the Rev. Samuel Peters, 
first rector of the church here, 
whose remains lie buried in the 
church yard in the rear of the old 
vine covered church. The school 
formed in procession, bearing a 
large wreath of roses, which was 
laid ou the grave of the famous 
divine. The Rev. T. D. Martin, rec­
tor emeritus of the church, read 
aloud the inscription on the ven­
erable old brown stone monument 
as follows: “ Here rests until resur­
rection the body of ths Revend 
Samuel Peters, L. L. D who was 
born in Hebron, Nov. 20, 1735, O. 
S., and died in New York, April 29, 
1826, aged 91. He was ordained In 
England, deacon and priest, 1759, 
and while residing in that country 
after the Revolution was elected, 
though on account of those troub­
lous times not consecrated. Bishop 
of Vermont. His life was full of 
adventures, adversities and trials, 
which he bore with fortitude, pa­
tience and serenity. This monu­
ment is erected to his memory by 
his grandson, Samuel Jarvis Peters, 
of New Orleans, A. D. 1841.” Mr. 
Martin then read a prayer appro­
priate to the memory of the depart­
ed saint, and made a few remarks 
on the life of Peters. He alluded 
to the three wives who are buried 
in the old burying ground on God­
frey Hill, where the church was 
first located, aad quoted the in­
scription on the tombstone of the 
second wife who died a few weeks 
after her marriage. “ A wedding 
turned to lamentation. Ye greatest 
grief in all creation, A mourning 
groom in desperation.” Dr. Aus­
tin Warren then read a few ex­
tracts from Dr. Peter’s history of 
Connecticut, which was published 
in England during the Revolution, 
and which was more or less effect­
ually suppressed by the colonists, 
in this country, and made some 
sympathetic comments on the life 
of Peters. The little procession 
then returned singing “ America, 
the Beautiful.”

The program for St. Peter’s 
school on Wednesday included a 
lecture by Dr. Austin Warren, dean 
of the school, and a teacher of 
English in Boston University, on 
Aristotle. This was follewed by a 
lecture on Spenser’s Faerie Queene 
by Miss Louise Osborne, a graduate 
of the University of Illinois. The 
members then adjourned to the 
home of Mrs. E. G. Lord where a 
musical was enjoyed. Wellington 
Sloane gave an Introduction by 
citing some of the main features In 
the life and works of Bach and 
Handql, especlaly as relating to the 
development of the sonata. This 
was followed by the playing of 
selections on the violin from the 
music of these masters, by Edward 
Fluck, of Pennsylvania. A walk in 
the woods and a picnic supper 
took place In the afternoon. The 
usual matin and vesper services 
were held, the Rev. T. D. Martin 
officiating.

AM ATEUR BOXING THURSDAYS

Strong Forces Are at Work 
for Further Cuts Because 
of Surplus in Treasury.

Washington, July 6.—-Strong
forces already are at work to bring 
about tax reduction in the next ses­
sion of Congress, with a present 
surplus of $185,000,000 in the 
Treasury and the prospect of con­
tinued prosperity, it was disclosed 
here today.

Although President Hoover has 
merely said that tax reduction is a 
possibility, independeit advocates 
of tax reduction rather than speed­
ier retirement of the public debt 
have begun their campaign to 
secure reductions denied in the tax 
slash bill of 1928.

Chief Proposals
The chief proposals for tax re­

duction now being made are:
Further cut from 12 to 10 per­

cent In corporation income tax, 
favored by Rep. Hawley (R) of 
Oregon, chairman of House ways 
and means committee.

Revision of earned income pro­
visions designed to cut tax of 
salaried workers and professional 
classes, backed by Independent 
forces.

Raising of exemption to Incomes 
of $5,000 annually, strongly sup­
ported by some Democratic workers 
and business women’s organizations. 

Tax Repeal.
Repeal of estate tax, sponsored 

by American Taxpayers League. 
Along with these proposals legiti­
mate theater interests are prepared 
to urge the entire elimination of 
the admissions tax.

Other proposals include revision 
of the Individual Income brackets 
to lower the surtaxes on Incomes of 
$18,000 to $70,000 a year. This 
proposal of the Treasury was ac­
cepted by the Senate in the last bill 
but rejected by the House.

ON HOT PLAINS OF BABYLONIA 
CAPTIVE PREACHER HEARD CALL

The International Sunday^same region, became great in piety.
School Lesson for July 7 is 
“The Story of Ezekiel”— Eze- 
Kiel. 2 :1 -7 ; .. .3:4-11,. 17-21; 
24:15-18.

Two of Kipling’s lesser known 
rolumes, resigned especially for 
;hildren, “ Puck of Pook’s Hill” and 
‘Rewards and Fairies,” are among 
lis best work. Their theme is the 
continuity of history in Old Eng­
land, as shown by a succession of 
hisiorical tales. It is in one of these 
chapters, by the way, that we find 
the famous poem, “If” , which is 
written as a description of George 
Washington, and as the interpreta­
tion of his character. The idea of 
this collection of stories, which is 
the linking of personalities and 
places across the ages, is a rather 
fascinating one, and it may be 
•worked out in many fields. Our new 
series of Lessons on Ezekiel af­
fords a case in point.

Links with Ezekiel reach back­
ward and forward. He was probably 
a pupil of Jeremiah, but was him­
self carried into captivity before 
the fall of Jerusalem. His work 
was done while he lived with his 
fellow exiles down on the hot 
plains of Babylonia, surrounded by 
trium phant idolatry. Conditions 
could hardly have been more dif­
ficult.

Yet herein again his lot linked 
with the past, for this was the 
homeland of Abraham. Amidst 
similar conditions, the Father of 
the Faithful, too, had heard the 
voice of Jehovah, the true God. 
That religion is not a matt ir of en- 
vironnient is a lesson to be* driven 
home to every young person. Hardy 
souls thrive in hard circumstances: 
an easy lot is likely to produce a 
flabby spirit. Heroic qualities are 
developed by adversity: many of 
the greatest saints have grown 
amidst persecution. Ezekiel became 
a famous prophet in surroundings 
tha t debilitated most of his coreli­
gionists. Only such as Daniel, whose 
lot was akin to Ezekiel’s, in the

As the moonlight on the sea makes 
a straight and shining way from 
the beholder’s feet to the moon her­
self, so, from anywhere and every­
where, there is a direct path to 
God.

In Line Of Inheritance
We find Ezekiel’s message leap­

ing across the centurie.. and living 
again in the New Testament. The 
appellation, ":on of man”, which 
was applied to the prophet, became 
the Saviour’s own favorite designa­
tion of Himself. And Ezekiel’s 
visions were the prototype of the 
Apocalypse. John's Book of the 
Revelation abounds in the same 
dazzling imagery that we find in 
Ezekiel.

In thousands of churches today 
we see, on pulpits, lecterns and 
altars, as the symbols of the four 
Evangelists, the figures which first 
appear in Ezekiel's writings— the 
image of a man, of an ox, of a lion 
and of an eagle. Few beholders 
connect these familiar emblems 
with the utterances of the prophet 
of the captivity.

As we muse upon Ezekiel, the 
type of true prophtl in a hard 
time, we cannot fail to connect him 
with that innumerable company of 
men and women, numbering 
myriads, who are the Sundty school 
teachers of our own day, whose 
privilege and joy it is to make clear 
the meanings of life in the light ..f 
the “Thus saith the Lord.” Some 
of them often feel, as did Ezekiel, 
amidst the indifference of his own 
people and the heathenism which 
surrounded him, that the task of 
being God’s messenger is not an 
easy one; but, like the prophet of 
old, they tax their utmost re­
sourcefulness to make their mes­
sage interestinfe. For they, too, have 
received the great charter of digni­
fied service: “Son of man, stand on 
thy feet, and I will speak with 
thee.”

Which Way Do You Look?
“Thrice blest is Le to whom

When He is most Invisible.”

Nobody is ever called to dt a 
leader o his fellow men who has 
not Ezekiel’s quality of faith, his 
genius for seeing the invisible. I 
know a high government ofllcial 
who is greatly depressed nowadays 
because he feels that the foes of 
progress are almost too much for 
him. Day by day the forces of self- 
interest and of professional poli­
tics are approaching him with their 
arguments and pleas, and he hears 
scarcely at all from the great pub­
lic which trusts him and expects

him to follow a clear, beckoning 
beacon of Idealism. The near and 
the tangible are almost irresistible, 
although in reality they should be 
negligible. That statesman most 
needs an infusion of the prophet- 
gift. which discerns, behind the ap­
parent and the transitory, the real 
and the unchangeable.

In other words, the prophet is 
always open-eyed toward God apd 
truth, and able to see the relative 
unimportance of the near and the 
material. What made Ezekiel a 
voice to his times was his clear vi­
sion of Jehovah. That was his call 
and his enabling, as it had ueen of 
his greatest predecessor. Isaiah. We 
cannot forget that this same aware­
ness of God was the power and the 
constant reenforcement of Jesus.

In the early desert experience of 
the Israelites there had been an 
incident illustrating the came 
truth. Twelve spies had been sent 
up into Canaan from Kadesh- 
Barnea. Ten of them saw only the 
giants and the walled cities: two 
perceived their own spiritual power 
anf mission and the might of their 
Guide and Protector. The person 
who looks only at difficulties, and 
ignores God’s great purposes, will 
never prevail in life. Who are the 
men that are wailing over our de­
generate times? They are the ones 
who are engrossed with the ph .no- 
mena of modern days and of the 
Younger Generation, and ignoring 
the book and the nature of Him 
who Is “the same yesterday, today 
and forever”. It is God-conscious­
ness that creates faith: tho “seeing 
Him who is Invisible”. Across the 
ages and the continents, Ezekiel, in 
a hard place and in a hard time, 
bids us “Have faith in God.”

One Seminary’s Failure
One of the first Impulses of a 

young person who, perhaps at a 
Summer Conference, has resolved 
to dedicate himself to God’s work 
is the desire to become a foreign 
missionary. He wants to fare forth 
afar, to minister to the millions 
who do not have the Gospel. In the 
case of an occasional young man 
or woman, that may be a real 
“call” : but most con-5Pc^.tlon must 
express itself in present circum­
stances, and amidst the people 
nearest at hand. “The light that 
shines farthest shines brightest at 
home.” We may not miss the 
significance of our Lesson’s mes­
sage that Ezekiel was called to 
preach to his fellow exiles, and not 
to the Babylonian heathen.

There are many men today who 
would rather discuss universal 
peace than deal with the problems 
of their own parishes. It .s less ro­
mantic, and a deal more difficult, to 
abolish unneighborliness In one’s 
immediate community than to at­
tend meetings upon world-disarma-

With rare certainty and clear-^ 
ness Marshall Foch told hew life 
comes from the Divine to man. As 
it came to him, it may come to each 
of us with triumphant power. For 
it is declared, “As I live, saidth the 
Lord God, I have no pleasure in the 
death of the wicked; but that the 
wicked turn from bis way and 
live.” This is equivalent to saying,
1 live; I am life itself; I want 
others to have the ecstatic joys 
that are in my life. It is my joy to 
give my life, and that none be with­
out its sacred blessings.

The supreme characteristic of 
Marshall Foch was his unswerving 
faith in Divine guidance. Even dur­
ing the darkest days of the world- 
struggle, his faith In victory never 
failed.

Said he, “The 
moral factor is the most Important 
element in the war. The will to 
conquer sweeps all before It.

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B.AY STATE DSn^ERS
Henry Ford has sold to the 

state of Massachusetts, for one 
dollar, a mile and a half of road­
way laid out and built at his cost, 
as a, device from diverting traffic 
from the immediate vicinity of his 
famous Wayside Inn. It is a re­
markable bit of highway right of 
way, a hundred feet In width, with 
much room on each side of the 
thlrfy-foot roadway for landscape 
effects, tree planting, etc. The road 
Itself is said to be perfect.

Now we will make a guess as to 
how the Massachusetts drivers will 
use that spacious 30-foot concrete 
way. Each of them will strain 
every nerve to so drive his car that 
a vertical line drawn from his hub 
caps to the cement will at every 
Instant touch the ground within 
one-sixteenth of an inch of the ex­
act center of the load; to the ef­
fect that there will not be room 
for a folded newspaper between 
the machines bound east and the 
machines bound west.

It is a curious quality of Massa­
chusetts automobile drivers that, 
with amazing unanimity, they 
want every last fraction of an 
inch of their own half of the high­
way, and It seems to be a matter 
of pride with them to Insist on the 
possession of that half at all haz­
ards, yielding no margin of safety 
whatsoever. The other fellow must 
yield that.

This applies to the meticulously 
minded adherents of "exact jus­
tice” to whom the Bay State pro­
duces so very, very many. There 
are many others who are just as lu- 
alstent on their own half of the 
toad, but who want the- middle 
half. Very seldom Indeed does the 
driver with Massachusetts marker 
on his car permit himself any such 
an adventure In charity as is In­
volved In giving the opposite mo­
torist an extra six or eight Inches 
for safety’s sake.

We of Connecticut have our own 
Boad faults, plenty of them. Many 
tot us drive fiendishly fast; we 
probably have more than our share 
Of cut-out artists; we certainly

*l«d drivers o’ nights.

But this “ middle of the road” 
driving Is not a besetting sin of 
the automobilists of this state to 
even a fraction of the extent to 
which it possesses those of the 
pelghbor commonwealth.

Perhaps someone can explain 
the psychology of the trait. It cer­
tainly does not lie in any Inherent 
predisposition to get everything 
that Is coming to one in a bargain, 
for In swapping match the Bay 
Stater could give not an ounce of 
weight to the Yankee from New 
Hampshire or Maine— and we 
have discovered that the natives of 
those states are the most court­
eous and room-giving of all mo­
torists, as well as the most care­
ful. Perhaps It Is just a throw- 
hack to the conviction of the 
Massachusetts citizen th^t he Is, 
after all, the prince of all Ameri­
cans and must, in deference to his 
princely traditions, serenely give 
the other fellow only the gutter 
side of the passage In every ac­
tivity of life.

Anyhow, the attitude of the 
average Massachusetts driver is 
such as to tempf one to buy, the 
next time he changes his car, a 
line fat caterpillar tractor, sally 
forth on the highways of this 
state and welcome the persistent 
Bay Staters’ Invitation to do some 
bumping.

EAT BRE.IKFAST

, , after the 12-hour fast from the eve-

the whole, however, the merits or After a refreshing sleep the body
demerits of the whippoorwill de­
pend almost altogether on the rel­
ative position of performer and 
audience.

For ourselves, we have on tap a 
whole barrel of sentiment for the

full of number six for the one who 
whoops under our window.

A FURTHER REASON
The malicious bomb attack on 

the home of Prosecuting Attorney

It was found that the explosive 
Fourth of July celebration was a 
delight to the soul of criminals of 
the more sinister kind— gunmen 
with paid killing to attend to, safe 
blowers, rival gangsters with a 
war to stage. It enabled.such peo­
ple to do any amount of shooting 
and blasting without attracting 
even casual attention. So many ma­
jor crimes were committed under 
cover of the explosion of fire­
crackers and blank cartridges that 
the police became the strongest 
allies of those who sought for a 
quieter Fourth solely because they 
objected to the noise.

Here in Manchester we have 
not, heretofore, had any such seri­
ous reason for putting a ban on 
Fourth of July detonations; the 
racket has been objected to, but 
on less grave grouds. Now, how­
ever, the possibilities of the fu­
ture become impressive. This town 
Is growing. It is becoming more In­
timately In contact with the aver­
age bad as well as the average 
good of the outside world. It will 
be strange Indeed If we continue 
much longer to enjoy our past and 
even present freedom from any­
thing like a criminal class. Even­
tually, no doubt, the same rea­
sons that have animated the police 
of the big cities In getting Fourth 
of July explosions prohibited will 
begin to operate to some extent 
here. We would do much better to 
proceed right now to put an end 
to this needless and Injurious cus­
tom of promiscuous shooting than 
to delay such action any longer. It 
is In the Interest of the everlast­
ing war against crime just as 
much as It is In the Interest of 
sanity and the comfort of the pub­
lic that the powderless Fourth be 
instituted here.

MEANEST RACKETEERS 
Ordinarily, bootlegging and kin­

dred law violations do not strike 
the average citizen as among the 
extremely contemptible crimes.
Cheeky they may be, and some- 
tines desperate— far from ad­
mirable proceedings, but still and 
all not to be compared to looting 
poor boxes, robbing graves or 
poisoning the neighbor’s pets. How­
ever, the racketeers who stole the 
eight thousand cases of whiskey 
from a government warehouse in

is possessed of more energy than 
at other times, and even a meal of 
inharmonious conglon eratlons can 
be digested with greater ease than 
if eaten during the working day, 
or at the end of an exhausting day 
of hard mental or physical work.
If one Is careful to select his break­
fast with consideration of proper 
food values and combinations, this 
meal can be made the most valu­
able one of the day, as much Is to 
be gained by starting each day 
prudently.

Upon rising it is a good plan to 
take a few callsthenic exercises be­
fore an open window. These exer­
cises should be used mostly to 
loosen up the muscles and liga­
ments. and stretching exercise* 
are preferable to the ones requiring 
great muscvlur exertion.. Not over 
ten minutes should be devoted to 
these stretching and bending exer­
cises, and a cold shower bath taken 
afterwards will send the blood 
bounding to the inside of the body 
and back again to make the skin 
glow with new life.

If orange juice Is desired it had 
best be taken Immediately upon 
arising so that at least thirty min­
utes elapses before breakfast is 
served.

The following are good sample 
breakfasts to be used by those in 
good health.

No. 1— One or two coddled eggs. 
Four or five pieces of melba 
toast.
Five stewed prunes.

No. 2— Dish of boiled whole 
wheat grain.
One poached egg on toast. 
Stewed ralrlns.

No. 3— French omelet.
Three or four muffins, made 
from real whole wheat 
flour.
Ripe figs and cream.

No. 4— Dish of cottag^ cheese. 
Three or four retoasted 
cereal biscuits.

No. 5— One or two eggs poached 
in milk and served on mel- 
ha toast.
Stewed apricots.

Recipes for the above foods: 
Coddled eggs are prepared by 

pouring boiling hot water over the 
egg In the shall, and allowlngx to 
stand about ten minutes.

Melba toast Is made from any 
kind of bread cut one-fourth of an 
Inch thick and browned through 
In the oven until thoroughly dex- 
trlnlzed.

Stewed fruit should be soaked at 
least twelve hours, and cooked 
slowly without boiling for about 
ten minutes. No sugar is to be add­
ed.

Whole wheat grain should be 
soaked twelve hours and cooked 
slowly for about one hour. Serve 
with butter or cream, or sugar.

French omelet Is girepared by 
cooking together one egg and two 
ounces of milk. Put In a dry pan 
and beat constantly until the rook­
ed mixture is of a jelly-like consis­
tency.

Wholewheat muffins. Use only 
real wholewheat flour and mix with 
milk and a small amount of baking 
powder. Put Into a hot oven and 
then turn the fire <Jown and bake 
slowly for twenty minutes. Use no 
shortening, and make the muffins 
very thin.

Washington, July 6— Anyone who 
keeps an eye on the news out 
of Washington must be realizing 
that we are living in an age of 
propaganda and that there Is 
worse and more of it from w-'̂ k̂ 
to week.

President Herbert Hoover, how­
ever, seems to be one who doesn’t 
altogether approve of it— at least 
as far as the federal government 
is concerned.

Within the last few days he has 
knocked out two very extensive 
propaganda plans. One of them 
he killed completely; upon the 
other he simply'frowned sternly, 
but a presidential frown can be a 
withering blight, and this second 
plan is weak and pallid right now.

The government, of course, has 
been propagandizing for some 
time in one way or another, with 
the War and Navy Departments 
laying down the heaviest bar­
rages; but the recent announce­
ment that the Prohibition Bureau 
was going to spread propaganda 
in favor of prohibition iu the pub­
lic school.  ̂ goes beyond them all.

A Widespread Program 
Mr. Hoover lost very little t'rae 

in coming down on this scheme 
with both feet. He put the clamps 
on It so effectively that even the 
pamphlets that were drawn up to 
aid in the good work are not to see 
the light of day. But, even thou"h 
dead, the plan Is worth examining, 
just as an instance of the extent 
of the propaganda machinery that , 
could, under certain conditions, be 
put to work by Uncle Sam.

The Prohibition Bureau’s educa­
tional campaign In the schools was 
by no means to have been limited 
to preaching the virtue of law ob­
servance and law enforcement. The 
bureau went so far as to outline 
methods by which to Inject the 
propaganda Into classes in arith­
metic. English, history, drawing, 
current events and various other 
rubjects. and all of this propaganda 
was designed to prove that prohibi­
tion was correct In theory and suc­
cessful in operation.

Good or bad. this was certainly 
a drastic step for the government. 
Nothing like it had ever been pro­
posed before. The navy and war 
departments have persistently tried 
to convince the public what fine 
things armies, navies and pre­
paredness are, but attempting to 
prove to school children the wis­
dom of one specific law is, for the 
federal government, something 
new.

Had No Authority
There Is, of course, no federal 

law under which the federal gov­
ernment could have made courses 
in prohibition compulsory. School 
children In most-places are taught 
the desirability of law observance, 
and some states provide for teach­
ing them 'the evils of alcohol; hut 
no state law to date has provided

^that the young idea shall be Im­
pressed with the goodness or the 
badness of any given statute.

However, the scheme Is thor­
oughly dead— killed by half a dozen 
words from the White House.

The other proposition was less 
formal and direct. It consisted of 
an appeal from the National Re­
public magazine for funds to com­
bat “ radicalism” and support the 
policies of President Hoover. Thi.s 
seemed to be something new, too, 
and it would be considerably fun­
nier If some of the Republican 
leaders such as Chairman Work 
and Senators Watson ■ of Indiana 
and Burton of Ohio hadn’t been 
pictured as giving the movement 
their endorsement. The preten­
sion was made th t President 
Hoover himself was behind It. but 
the White House promptly an­
nounced that he wasn’t In sympa­
thy with the drive.

The National Republic Is a 
monthly magazine devoted to pub­
lishing patriotic articles, pro-ad- 
mlnlstratlon propaganda and ma­
terial apparently designed to 
prove that the country is in some 
danger of a communist revolu- 
tion.

The propaganda effort of the 
power Interests has been perhaps 
the major scandal uncovered here 
In the last year. This was still 
another type of propaganda, the 
effort of an enormous industry to 
educate children and newspaper 
readers against public ownership 
of utilities, public regulation and 
anything else which might ham­
per monopolies in making huge 
profits. This great propaganda 
effort, affecting pupllc schools, 
colleges, newspapers and nume­
rous other channels of reaching 
the public, Is being uncovered by 
the Federal Trade Commission, 
by direction of the Senate.

Lots of Tariff Propaganda 
The tariff revision now In prog­

ress has produced the greatest flood 
of propaganda ever released here 
In peacetime. The largest single 
lot of It has been provided by Amer­
ican sugar Interests In Cuba, as­
sisted by the manufacture; s of bot­
tled carbonated beverages, who 
have put up a terrific battle against 
the sugar tariff increase voted by 
the House. Sugar propaganda has 
been released here by the bale.

Importance of continued propa­
ganda has also finally been realized 
by the Democratic party, which 
has expanded its publicity staff 
here and is now issuing ; u b l'' 
blasts at the Republicans every 
day or so — a performance which 
will probably continue up to and 
past the next presidential election.

The Republicans, of course, have 
the machinery for the world’s 
greatest propaganda factory by 
reason of their control of the ad­
ministration. Their officials, from 
President Hoover down, have, an 
incalculable superiority over the 
outs when it comes to getting their 
views into circulation.

X Modernization includes landscap­
ing and emphasis should be placed 
on this statement. The home is 
up to date only when lawns have 
been jplanted and shrubbery set 
out. Otherwise the residence is 
raw and unfinished.

The mere fact that a house ts 
surrounded by an attractive lawn 
often leads the average persons to 
■believe that the home-owner has 
taken complete steps to make his 
property modern. The lawn is 
really the first step in the plan.

The illustration on this page 
show interesting before and after 
views. The lawn in the lower pic­
ture is most attractive. The grass 

* is well cared Jor, being trimmed 
and neat.

Yet what a difference resulted 
when shrubbery was set out and 
allowed to grow. Three years had 
elapsed when the top illustration 
was taken.

During that interval shrubbery 
had been set along the edge of the 
lawn boardering the public side­
walk.: Another strip of shrubbery 
was planted near the foundations 
Df  the building and a tree set out 
in the front lawn in a spot calcu­
lated to give shade a few years 
hence.

Architects iteallzo Importance 
of Landscaping. ,

Many architects when planning 
the design of a home insist on 
landscaping the grounds at the 
same time. They know that the 
effectiveness of the exterior de- 
ponds' largely on the surroundings 
and that full Justice to the original 
idea can only be secured when the 
lawns are properly handled.

The home garden is usually di­
vided into lawn, flowers and veg­
etable gardens, and service yard.

The flower garden should be laid 
out so that it will be enjoyed from 
the windows of the house. The 
vegetable garden should be located 
at the back of the lot as it is 
strictly a utilitarian project. Often 
the two are divided by hedges or 
a lattice fence, over which vines 
can grow.

Lawns Essential to Home.
Well cared for lawns are essen­

tial if the houQ  ̂ be properly set 
off. The lawns should be as spac­
ious as possible and should not be 
cut up by shrubbery or flower beds, 
as these limit the sweep of the 
lawn.

Flowers and shrubbery are usu­
ally placed along the edge of the 
lawn or massed near the hou^e. 
Often a low privet hedge grows 
next to the ’sidewalk, at the cor­
ners masses of flowers being 
placed to break the positive direc­
tion of the line.

Get Advice on Landscaping,
The yard should be landscaped 

according to a definite plan. This 
should be worked out before the 
lawns and shrubbery are set out, 
but often when modernizing it is 
necessary to take the lawn as it 
stands and make the needed im­
provements.

The home owner who is not ex­
perienced with flowers or shrub­
bery needs the advice of compe­
tent landscape artists. The land­
scaping of a plot of ground is an 
important factor in the final ap­
pearance of the home and it is 
always wise to seek the services 
of men who know and who can 
visualize the final result.

PANELLED WALLS RICH
IN DECORATIVE APPEAL

seems to be a revival in the use «of 
paneled walls when finishing the 
Interior of the house.

Paneled walls have long been 
held to be suitable only for the 
residence of the man of wealth. 
The price of panels was the deter­
mining factor In the days gone by. 
Since the cost of paneling was 
high, their use was evidence' of 
wealth.

Today Improved methods have 
lowered costs. The newers kinds of 
achieving the paneled effect have 
placed such walls within the reach 
of all.

Whereas' the walls of the resi­
dence of gone-by days were fin­
ished in painted and stained 

’ woods, today wall board and plas­
ter board may be used. The French 
paneling with its one or more tones 
may be applied over plaster or can­
vas, wall paper also may be applied 
in panels with lain colors between, 
and moulding. A similar effect may 
be produced with paint, with sten- 
celed or stippled panels.

The French panel is simply a

Just at the present titne there-^ painted background with mdutd-
ings applied in pleasing rectangles.

One of the features of French 
paneling is its appropriateness to 
practically any interior;, no matter 
whai the style or size of the house. 
If a smooth plaster wall is hot 
available, decorators* canvas may 
be applied first as a background 
for the moulding.

The range of color effects, is un­
limited. The panels may harmon­
ize with the borders or they may 
contrast with them. Either or both 
may be plain oy patterned. Wall 
paper may be used Instead of 
paint.

Size and Spacing of Panels 
Important.

The size and spacing of the pan­
els largely determines the effect 
that results. Each room differs 
from another. Each wall usually 
differs again from another wall. 
The eye of an artist is required to 
lay out the panels so that the pro­
portions are satisfactory to the 
eye.

MODERN ARCHITECTURE 
'  TESTS ENVIRONMLNT
The recognition of the limita­

tions established by tradition and 
environment, which was lo clearly 
indicated in the architecture of the 
early days of the Republic, was 
gradually ignored with the growth

An Interesting Place

.UOTATIO

Few In Manchester Know of/

Institution Here— H a s
20 Patients at Present; 
How They Are Treated 
Explained— Dr. Bnshnell 
Talks of His Work.

If one looks long enough and ob­
serves closely one can find 
many interesting places in Man­

chester. Few know that there is 
a cat and dog hospital in our fair 
little town and a visit to this insti­
tution this week proved most in­
teresting.

Out where the Green begins, this 
place was found. It is in the rear 
of the residence of Dr. Fred F. 
Bushnell, at 494 East Center street. 
It is in fact a portion of the garage 
of the veterinary.

It was feeding time when the vis­
itor arrived. A second before the 
silence around the hospital was 
noticeable but as the food was be­
ing distributed, the dogs began to 
bark and the cats to meow as they 
sensed that they were to be fed. 

Various Foods.
The food is worthy of a study in 

itself. Each of the animals is on 
some sort of a diet. Those await­
ing operations are not fed, just as 
In other hospitals. Charts over 
their pens tell what food they are 
to be served. Cats just love raw 
fish and that figures in their food. 
Concentrated foods are given the
dOgB. . , .

There are about 20 animals m 
the hospital at the present time. 
They are there for various reasons. 
One aged dog was kept there over 
the Fourth because he was suffer­
ing from a case of nerves and the 
noise of firecrackers had so crazed 
him In former years that his own­
ers decided to keep him away from 
the din this year. Other dogs and 
cats are kept there because their 
•wners are away on vacations. Va- 
aationlsts touring through this sec­
tion of New England, leave their 
pets here until they return this way. 
Some have traveled thousands of 
miles across the continent and are 
resting up from their long trip. All 
the ailments that beset humans be­
set these household pets and it is 
almost like going through a regular 
hospital when inspecting this insti­
tution.

A Glimpse Into the Operating Room
When Tabby Goes Under the Ether.

Women talk about their operations— always. Men 
— seldom. Cats— never.

So to give Tabby a fair shake her operation is here­
with described.

Given no food for 24 hours before. Tabby did not 
like it at all. In this she was no different than humans. 
TV'hen her hour arrived she trembled as footsteps were 
heard along the corridor leading to her pallet. She was 
gently lifted out and taken into the operating room.

She was placed in a white chest with glass on one 
side and cotton staked with ether was placed beside her. 
The cover was closed. Through the glass her every mo­
tion was discemable.

For a few seconds she looked toward the top of the 
box. No escape there. Then glares with wide open 
eyes through the glass. The ether is now taking effect. 
She fights it. It is but a feeble attempt. She lies 
down, stretches out and in a second she has been over­
come by the fumes.

The cover is lifted. Tabby is placed on the operat­
ing table. The surgeon, white clad, picks up his instru­
ments, one after another, and performs a delicate opera­
tion, swiftly, skillfully.

Tabby is placed back on her pallet. In a few mo­
ments she moans softly as she tosses her head from side 
to side. She is coming out o f the ether.

Tabby knows just as much about what happened to 
her while under the anaesthetic as the woman who is 
always talking about her operation. But Tabby is wise. 
She keeps her ignorance o f the details to herself.

IS TWO STORIES HIGH

IT wa% an Alpine-like climb io 
reach the upper story of the 
hospital. Here are many inter­

esting cases, each in its separate 
pen. The patients act much the 
same as humans. Some refuse the 
food. Others eat hungrily. They are 
the convalescents. To the rear and 
on the same level as the upper 
story, is an outdoor yard where 
those animals soon to be released, 
bask in the sun or rest amid the 
shade of trees.

Downstairs, next the garage 
proper is the visitors room. Here 
the dogs or cats are received and 
have their illnesses diagnosed. 
They are then placed in observa­
tion pens where the symptoms are 
studied by Dr. Bushnell who then 
prescribes treatment.

The Operating Room 
Behind this office is the operat­

ing room and one rubs his eyes in 
amazement. Here is an operating 
table different from other hospi­
tals. There are places where the 
animal is strapped in various posi­
tions. Otherwise there is a great 
similarity. There is the powerful 
electric light over the table, the 
case of gleaming surgeon’s instru­
ments. A case of drugs of all sorts. 
Text books on various diseases. A 
box where cats and dogs ire placed 
In when they are put under the 
ether. The white costume doctors 
use, hanging on the wall. There Is 
a sterilizing outfit nearby where 
the instruments are sterilized. 

Visitors Arrive
While the interview was being 

held, visitors came in and out to 
spend a few minutes with their 
pets. You could hear the men and 
women talking to the cats and dogs 
In the low murmur one hears in 
hospital wards and the cats and 
dogs seemed to be answering.

Except during the feeding hours, 
the hospital Is unusuaUy quiet and 
few in the neighborhood know of 
Its existence. When a cat or dog is 
sick it is quiet as a rule.

he traveled thousands of miles in 
the farm lands. He later took In 
Michigan, Ohio, New York, Penn­
sylvania and New Jersey.

"How did the farmers take to 
your suggestions?”

“ They didn’t take to them for a 
long time.

States later took up the 
work and now it is merely routine.” 

Dr. Bushnell remained ten years 
with the Borden Co., and then de­
cided to come east.

BORN IN WINSTED 
SO KNOWS STONE

'HILE waiting to operate on a 
cat. Dr. Bushnell agreed to 
tell a little about himself. 

He was born in Winsted, this st.’.te, 
and of course, when this answer 
was received he was asked if he 
knew Lou Stone the imaginative 
reporter who put Winsted on the 
map with his weird nature fake 
stories.

Dr. Bushnell’s early education 
was received at the State Agricul­
tural College at Storrs where he 
took a general course.

From there he 
was graduated in 1902 and practis­
ed In Middletown, this state until 
1912.

Worked In the West
In 1912 Dr. Bushnell secured 

employment with the Borden Con­
densed Milk Co., and this took him 
into many states. He first worked 
in the Northern Illinois and South­
ern Wisconsin sections the great­
est dairy region in the world. His 
Job was to conduct an educational 
campaign of cleanliness among the 
farmers.

HOW DR. BUSHNELL 
CAME TO MANCHESTER

OW comes a rather interesting 
part in the veterinarian’s nar­
rative. He was asked how he 

happened to come to Manchester.
"I can hardly explain that. It 

has always seemed more or less a 
mystery to me. I had decided to do 
a little farming so settled out in 
Coventry.

“ Six years ago, like a bolt from 
the blue sky, came a message from 
Dr. D. C. Y. Moore, to visit him. 
How he knew I was out there in 
the wilds I never knew and never 
asked. At any rate he said that 
he was head of the Health Depart­
ment in Manchester and needed a 
man of my experience to take up 
health work here. I decided at once 
to accept and here I am yet.

“ The rest of the story you know.
I look after the meat and milk 
supplies here and do the various 
jobs included in a sanitary inspec­
tor’s duties. Manchester is one of 
the cleanest little towns in the 
country if I do say it myself and 
the people here should be proud of 
it. Attention is given to details 
here that the larger cities could not 
find time to do. I am Just as proud 
of my record while in Manchester 
as Anyone can be. The people are 
splendid. They co-operate with the 
health board. A sugglestion is only 
needed to Improve things. Manches­
ter is an ideal towr. for a health 
officer to work in.”

It was time now for the opera­
tion, the details of '.hloh are given 
in connection with the story on this 
page today.

They are broad, strong, the hands 
of the surgeon.

HUSS BURNED AT STAIvE.

Only July 6, 1415, John Huss, 
Bohemian religious reformer, was 
burned at the stake for heresy.

Huss, .a Catholic pjiest, became 
interested in the writings of the 
English theologian, Wiclif, which 
.he read eagerly and obtained per­
mission to lecture on them in the 
University of Prague.

Wiclif had not escaped the charge 
of heresy and Huss was forbidden 
to discuss 45 of his theses, derived 
mostly from Wiclif.

Huss stirred the hierarchy, 
priests and the monks by de­
nouncing, in Imitation of Wiclif, 
the corruption of the church. In 
1410, Huss and his followers were 
excommunicated.

In 1411, Pope John XXIIl pro­
claimed a crusade against King 
Ladlsles of Naples and promised 
indulgences to volunteers. Huss 
gave out a university debate on in­
dulgences which widened ihe 
breach bet^i^en himself and the 
clergy.

In 1414, obedient to a summons, 
Huss went to a general council 
meeting at Constance. He was ar­
rested and accused as a heretic, 
with 39 charges being filed against 
him. His books were burned and 
on July 1 his attempt to come to 
an understanding with the prosecu­
tors failed and he was burned at 
the stake for heresy.

The death of Huss caused sorrow 
and indigation throughout Bo­
hemia and led to tjhe so-called 
Hussite-war.

When one becomes overheated 
for any reason ■ whate-ver, 
ture appears on the surface of th 
body and the evaporation of this 
moisture tends to lower the tem­
perature of the surface.

For many years it has been 
thought that one of the chief pur­
poses of perspiration was to rid 
the body of poisonous material. 
Among many oriental people 
sweat baths : re regularly em- 
ployed as a means of keeping the 
body in a good physical condition.

In order to determine exactly 
what the condition of perspira­
tion may be, investigators in the 
Presbyterian Hospital in Phila­
delphia have made a collection t-f 
perspiration from people with 
various diseases and have ana­
lyzed it chemically.

When the perspiration first ap­
pears, It is slightly more acid in 
its reaction than that which ap­
pears later. This probably due 
to the attempts of the body to 
maintain its normal action under 
various circumstances. Thereafter 
the perspiration contains more al­
kaline material, as can be deter­
mined by measuring the reaction of 
perspiration protected from the air.

Because heat treatment Is fre­
quently used in such diseases as 
inflammations of the joints and 
in rheumatic disorders, special 
efforts were made to find out 
whether the perspiration contains 
any different substances under 
these conditions. It was found, 
however, that the perspiration 
does not change during attacks 
of arthritis or rheumatism.

In the case of Bright’s disease 
or disturbance of the kidneys, 
however, it was found that the 
perspiration does contain more 
protein material in the form of 
nitrogenous products than under 
normal conditions. This, of course, 
explains the value of sweat baths 
in uremia or in cases in which the 
kidneys are disabled by infection or 
inflammation.

Perspiration consists largely of 
fluid with some fat and fatty acids 
and some protein materials, as 
well as a small amount of mineral 
salts. The human body is a 
mervelous mechanism, tending 
largely to self-regulation, and the 
studies that have been made of

Atlantic City, N. J., July 6.— “I 
liope Mr. Dempsey does not change 
his mind.

Max Schmeling, the German 
heavyweight feller, was very busy 
doing nothing down here today 
and stopped right in the middle of 
everything to make this significant 
remark in connection with Jack 
Dempsey’s published challenge to 
heavyweights In general and to 
himself in particular. In his pre­
cise but halting English, Schmeling 
thus declared himself to the effect 
that not only was he accepting 
Dempsey’s challenge but, in turn, 
was challenging Dempsey to accept 
his acceptance, as it were or was or 
both. He seemed to fear that “Mr. 
Dempsey,” as he called him, was 
talking just for the sake of ^ving  
his adenoids a good fast workout.

Wants to Meet Jack.
In brief, the German says ne 

hopes that Dempsey’s threat to re­
turn to the ring turns out to be a 
definite promise. He apparently 
had been informed that John, hold­
ing him in rather light esteem, had 
wanted Schmeling for bis very 
own, for he hastened to oblige to­
day by waiving all rights in the 
matter of naming time, place and 
the number of rounds. I may be 
mistaken but it seemed to me that 
the German wished to give the im­
pression that he didn’t care for 
“Mr. Dempsey” in a big, unselfish 
way.

“I informed Mr. Dempsey once 
that I was ready to meet him. any­
where and at any time,” Schmeling 
explained “that was my challenge 
to him and it was an official one, 
tor I made it in writing and signed 
my name to it. If It is he now who 
is challenging me, that is good, is 
It not so? For then we should get 
together. I will make no difficulty 
about the time or the place or the 
conditions, just as 1 am prepared 
to meet Sharkey any place where 
our fight can be conducted. If the 
>hbxiag commission in New York 
will not allow me to fight Demp­
sey and '5harkey until I fulfill a 
contract made for me by an un­
authorized man, then I shall fight 
them anywhere that is acceptable 
to them

The Jones boy, it is understood 
from O. B. Keeler, Atlanta sport 
columnisl and the righthand man 
of the golf king, is'quitting the 
game in u serious way soon.

Jones will be an overwhelming 

favorite to win.the amateur if he 
does go to California. Not only be­
cause of his victory in the open, 
but for the reason that the com­
petition may not be hot.

With the exception of George 
Von Elm there is hardly an ama­
teur in the country who can be 
rated close to him. Von Elm, no 
doubt, will enter the tournament. 
That’s his home territory. And 
there will be a lot of western golf­
ers.

But from the conversation heard 
during the open championship 
there will be few eastern amateurs 
in the tournament. They figure 
they can’t afford it.

ment. I know a theoloclcal semi­
nary which is set alongside of a 
great university; and the young 
theologues study aud debate ortho­
doxy and world problems-;—but do 
not count for anything at ail in tbe 
lives of the thousands of university 
students whom they see every day.
I wonder how they expect a religion 
which, so far as their own efforts 
go, is utterly impoten in a naar- 
at-hand field, to count for anything 
in China or Africa? And 1 also ask 
myself whether the complete fail­
ure of this seminary to affect the 
university body Is not a greater 
heresy than anj of the erroneous 
doctrines discussed . in its class 
rooms.

We may not blink these implica­
tions of our Lesson. Ezekiel was 
commissioned to his own Israelites, 
bis neighbors in exile. Suppose all 
of our churches should give them­
selves ■ intensively , to proclaiming 
the unquestioned will of God lo 
their own members? What would 
be the effect of such a quickened 
consciousness of God’s right and of 
God’s law? Perhaps the shortest, 
surest, swiftest route to the fulfil­
ment of the larger mission of the 
Gospel is a revived church, which 
has heard and heeded the prophet’s 
positive word, “ Thus saidth the 
Lord.”
