New York, July 15.—Police were
hard at work today investigating
news leads in two Broadway gang
killings, with the sensational mur-
ders of William "Red" Cassidy and
Simon Walker in the Hotsy-Totsy
Nizht Club early Saturday nccuping
the major shares of their attention.
This latest Broadway killing was as
censational as that of Herman
Rosenthal years ago.

Cassidy and Walker, both mem-
bers of a west side beer gang, head-
¢d by Ownie Madden, old time
cangster, were shot down by
members of a rival gang whose
territory they are said to have been
encroaching. Peter Cassldy, a
brother of William Cassldy, was
wounded and is today in a serious
«ondition in a local hospital.

The police promised to round up
several alleged eye-witnesses to
the murders today, including a
beautiful blonde dancer, who i3
said to have accompanied William
Cassidy to the club.

The Marlow Case,

The other case upon which the
police are working is the murder of
l'rankie Marlow, racketeer and
prize fight manager, whose bullet
riddled body was found on a Long
island road after he had Dbeen
“taken for a ride.”

The outstanding development in
the Marlow case was expected to
be an attempt to “spring" Johnny
Wilson, former middleweight
champion and key witness, who Is
being held in $50,000 bail. Wilson
is known to have been with Marlow
a short time before he was slain.

SPECTACULAR FIRE
EXCITES PHILLIE

Big Pier Destroyed by Series
of Explosions; Damage is
Estimated at Half Million.

Philadelphia, July 15.—Punc-
tuated by deafening blasts of ex-
ploding chemicals, the most spec-
tacular blaze ever seen on the
waterfront here razed the Terminal
Warehouse Company pier at Dela-

ware avenue and Green street Lo-
day. Neerby structures were dam-
aged by the blaze and explosions.
The explosions, caused by tanks
of ammonia, chiorine, silphaté and
other chemicals which nad Dbeen
stored on the pier, were heard for
miles, and Philadelphia and Cam-
den police were swampgd by tele-
phone calls from excited citizens.

Four alarms were sounded {n
rapid succession, but firemen could
do little in controlling the flames
as blast after blast rocked the
400- foot pler, keeping them at a
distance.

l Several firemen received minor

{njuries and others were suffering
from inhaling the poisonous fumes
lof the exploding chemicals. Loss
was estimated at between $250,000
and $400,000.

Repeated blasts endangered fire-
men who heroically braved darnger
to direct hose lines on the blazing
pier and highly-inflammable chem-
icals.
| Buildings Rocked.

i  Buildings across Delaware ave-
i nue were shaken to their founda-
| tions and virtually every window
was shattered. Wreckage was
hurled six blocks away to Second
and Vine streets, and smashed
through a building on the southwest
corner.

Firemen struggled with the
flames for hours and concentrated
their efforts to checking further
spreading of the fire when it be-
came apparent that the warehouse
wags doomed.

Director of Public Safety L. B.
Schofield personally supervised the
fight against the flames which en-
dangered the entire waterfront for
a time.

The detonations were {felt in
Frankford, South Philadelphia,
Camden and the maln line district.

Fire officials will make an In-
vestigation to determine whether or
not the fire could have occurred
from incendiary origin.

Washington, July 15.—Provisions
of the Hawley taciff bill giving the
President vastly more power under
the flexible tariff, rose to the fore-
front in the tariff fight loday as
the Senate finance committee began
hearings on the administrative sec-
tions of the House measure.

They explained that the wesl
wind, which at times reaching hur-
riecan proportions, so badly deplet-
ed their fuel supply that they saw
po chance of reaching their goal,
especially in view of the fact that
conditions ahead held out no im-
me liate hope of betterment.

Fuel Supply Short

"It was heart-breaking,” Cap-
tain Costes said. “to see our fuel
supply going while we were vir-
tually at a standstill. We were up
against a 'stone wall,’ and vur turn-
ing back was the only alternative
to a disartrous descent somewhere
on the ocean.

“Wi will try again, and this
ltight will be a lesson. 1 figured on
the headwinds to be met in al-
tempdng to cross the ocean wesl-
ward, but I did not figure enough.”

No fiyer of any nationality who
has crossed or tried to cross the
ocean ever paid a more generous
tribute to Col. Charles A. Ljnd-
bergh than did Captain Costes soon
after his plane had been housed in
a shed at Villacoublay.

“The more I try to fly across the
ocean,” he declared, ‘the more I
realize what an Iincomparable alr-
man is Col. Lindbergh.”

If we are to suc-
ceed it will be by strengthening the
foundations and the initiative which
we already have In farm organiza
tions, and huilding steadily upon
them with the constant thought
that we are building not for the
present only but for next year and
the next decade.

The body of Major Idikowski
lies beneath a little mound of earth
not far from the spot where his
plane, the Marshal Pilsudski, crash-
ed while attempting a forced land-
ing due to motor trouble.

His erstwhile companion 18 1n &
serious condition at a local hospi-
tal.

Major Idzikowski's remalns, re-
moved from the battered wreckage
of the plane which had proved hls
death trap, were buried with
simple hopors on Graciosa one of
the smallest islands in the Azores
group. Mangled and torn by the
impact‘of the crash and the explo-
sion of gasoline which immediately
followed, it the famous
body was placed In a casket less
than twenty-four hours after the
accident had occurred, and lowered
into its grave.

There was little fear that they
would fail to reach their goal In
spite of their trouble, but suddenly
the wireless messages ceased, Still
no apprehension was felt among
the gay crowds who had gathered
to watch what was to have been
the first descent of a land plane
on this rocky island, when like a
boit out from the blue came word
that the Marshal Plisudski had
ergshed in landing at Graciosa and
that Idzikowski had met his death.

From eye-witness storfes of the
tragedy, it appears the flyers head-
ed over the Graciosa a Rock Island
ill-suited for airplane landings, 8s a
last resopt, Several times the great
gray plane circled over the island,

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AZZING AMERICAN MOVIES

~ British Actors and Actresses Who Are Rebuffed by Hollywood
i Always “Glad to Get Back.”

\BY MILTON BRONNER

London, July 15. — Now is the
great movie star Iinterview season
in London, Almost every day the
papers, which dislike and fear the
American movie-talkie {nvasion,
play up somebody who has once
made plctures in America, The
formula is almost cut and dried. It
runs something like this:

*I can't tell you how glad I am
to be back in dear old London
and to contemplate making pic-
tures in quiet, serene England. No
more Hollywood for me! Those
people out there are impossible! No
culture, no polish, no manners, no
anything that makes life worth liv-
ing! All noise and so-called hustle
and impossible demands!

“I am quite content to stay on
this side of the ocean and help de-
velope England's growing cinema
ifndustry. Here you appreciate

artistry. You go in for the finer
nuance. You don’t care for cruddi-
ties, ete.”

When you are in the know it al-
ways hands you a big laugh. In
nine cases out of ten the man or
womau who Is emitting this line qf
bunk and soft soap Is somebody
who once stung the Hollywood
masters for a big contract and then
did not prove a drawing card io the
movie houses, so that the movie
kings failed to beg him to renew
his contract at Increased rates, or
the same old rales, or lower rates,
or any old rates at all.

Whereupon the actor hustled
back to that dear Europe whence
he originally came and immediate-
ly began giving out Interviews tell-
ing how no money in the world
would ever induce him to work in
that horrid America’ again.

The cold truth—as some of the
movie companies here in England

realize—I1s that when an English
actor or actress makes good in
the movies in America, he or she
stays there., The Huropean com-
panles can't afford to pay them big
enough salaries to. induce them to
come back on this side for any-
thing but a holiday jaunt,

The successful ones know that
not only ars the big salaries to be
had on our side of the herring
pond, but the big publicity, and the
chance to appear In pictures on
which money is simply lavished.

The Americans think in dollars
where the English producers cogi-
tate in pennies. There are now
showing in London three talkies
which probably cost more than all
the Epglish movies produced in
this country combined in a year's
time. And London hasn't seen and
heard anything yet. Some of the
biggest talkie successes of Broad-
way have not even been announc-
ed to appear In London up to date.

HOOVER TREND

President Hoover's new Farm
Board, which was scheduled to
hold its first meeting today though
still one member short of its full
strength, will undoubtedly be able
to function with far greater effec-
tiveness thar might otherwise have
been the case, as a result of that
very “vagueness’ which its critics
insisted marked the farm rellef
bill.

As it stands, the law glves the
Farm Board a very great amount
of latitude, No other administra-
tive body, save the war and navy
departments in time of conillet,
ever enjoyed so free & hand in the
employment of so much money—
nor did any ever have its réspon-
sibilities so squarely put up to it.

As we see it, this board and its
potentialities provide a first class
example of the Hoover idea of gov-
ernment—which, unless we are
mistaken, draws the sharpest dis-
tinction that has been made 1n
meny years between the proper
tunctions of the legislative branch
and those of the executive branch
of the governmental machinery.
For many years Congress has neg-
lected major matters of purely
legislative quality to quarrel over
questions which are administrative
in character. The Farm Relief bill
and the broad powers and equally
heavy responsibilities placed with
the Farm Board reflect in a very
interesting way the influence of
Mr. Hoover's distinctive views in
this relation. Before his period of
service is ended we may look for
other and perhaps more important
manifestations of the same influ-
ence in the same direction.

THE CITIZEN'S JOB

The Danbury News Is somewhat
skeptical as to the conference of
Governors at New London Dbeing
able to accomplish much in the
way of solving crime problems and
points out that already everybody
knows why there is so much crime
and that nobody will do anything
particular about the laxity of
courts, the dovetalling of criminal
and police activities, the freeing of
criminals on technicalities, ete., un-
til “John Citizen and his wife”’
stop fooling away their time. over
radios and the like a&nd them-
gelves do something about it.

Agreed. Criminalism and bad
government go hand in hand. Bad
government and the apathy of the
citizen are twins. That nothing will
be done to diminish crime until
the citizens do it is just as sure a3
shooting, Now if the Danbury News
or somebody else will tell John
Citizen and his wife what is this
thing that he ought to do, specifi-
cally, maybe a start can be made.
We've done more or less of that
kind of lecturing ourselves, for
years, and yet every once in a
while we seem to have mislaid our
mental blueprint for a John Citl-
zen campalgn and if asked, all of
a sudden, exactly what steps the
citizens can actually take in order
to get more honest and “meant”’
government and law enforcemen?,
we'd be apt, we fear, to do some
stuttering,

IMPERIAL SOVIETISM

Apparently the row between the
Chinese Nationalist government
and the Russian Soviet Unlon sim-
mers down to an attempt on the
part of the Chinese to grab back
from Bolshevik Russia that comn-
trol in Manchuria which the old {im-
perial Russian government, through
vpeaceful inflltration” and the
conniving of that one-time bandit
and subsequent “war lord” Chang
Tsao-1in, grabbed away from China
early in the century.

Aside from the possibilities and
'probabilities, whether a2s o the
chance of armed conflict between
China and Russia or as to the out~
come of such a struggle,  there Is
one extremely interesting aspect of
this controversy., In its propagan-
da, in its expressed contempt for
the civilization of the rest of the
world, the Russian Bolsheviki Is
torever attacking the “Imperial-
ism” of the “capitalistic” statea.
And yet, in itg assumption of any
rights at all in Manchuria the So-
viet Union is doing nothing in the
world but supporting the most out-
rageous imperialism of the czarist
regime,

CHRONICS

An interesting report by the
New York City Department of
Correctiongs bmngs out the strik-
ing fact that almost exactly 40 per
cent of the 21,000 persons recelv-
ed by that department during the
last yesr were ‘‘repeaters’” who
served anywherc

u had previously

from one to 65 ierms in institu-

tions wunder that department's
charge.

These are relatively petty offend-
ers, but a.great many of the re-
peaters are chronic criminals nev-
ertheless, Their encounters with
the City Department of Correction
may be merely interludes between
encounters with the corrective de-
partment of the state, or they may
be preliminary experiences to self-
promotion into the world of fel-
onies. They give evidence, how-
ever, that very nearly a half of
the persons who break the laws
sufficiently to get arrested and
convicted are “bad eggs” and that
at least that proportion of the
sympathy extended to police court
characters is wasted on undeserv-

ing objects,

Washington, July 16— The pro-
blem of what to do with our ex-
presidents may remain baflling and
poignant, but the ex-secretaries of
presidents are never in any doubt
concerning their futures after they
leave the White House.

Comfortable law offices and fat
fees awalt them Iin Washington,
where hundreds of lawyers get
along wonderfully well without
ever practicing any law at all
Only a distinct minority of the
thousands of occupants of “law
offices’ here ever bother with court
cases, Many of the others are
commonly regarded as lobbyists or
““fixers,” who exert their talents
and personal influence on Con-
gress and the governmen! depart-
ments on behalf of prosperous
clients.

The several presidential ex-
gsecretarles now doing business
here have all practiced law in their
time and are not unwilling to go
{nto the courts, but they have
joined the large, happy family of
ex-cabinet members. ex-senators,
ex-congressmen and other ex-gov-
ernment officials whose prosperity
here has been largely dependent
on a widespread belief that they
are specially qualified to wrangle
things out of the government,

Not Really Unethical

Very rarely s It specifically
charged that one of these gents has
used his official contacts Improp-
erly. It is probably gquite natural
that theyv should go into business
where they are best known and
where their most favorable oppor-
tunities appear to lie— that's not
unethical. In doing so, doubtless
no unworthy thought ever enters
their heads.

But it is only natural that they
are promptly sought out when out-
side interests go after legislative
or administrative favors. Little or
no knowledge of law is essential
for such business, These boys know
the ropes. They know tke people
to see, And in the cases of ex-
members of Congress they have the
precions privilege of the fioor.

Of course there is no sense in
going out and calling people lobby-
fests unless everyone is agreed as
to just what a lobbyist is. The
dictionary says a lobbyist is one
who solicits legislators for -~ es.
It is hard to draw a line between
lobhyists and ‘““fixers,” who seek to
influence officlal decislons, «- In
tax cases. Many do both.

It a lobbyist Is one who seeks
tariff favors for special interests,
then at least two presidential ex-
saecretaries qualify.

C. Bascom Slemp, former secre-
tary to President Coolldge, has
been representing firms Interested
in metal schedules. Slemp and his
law partner have frequently been
concerned {n big money cases here
in which the government had some
sort of an interest, including alien
property matters, the fight against
the {interitancs tax and Muscle
Shoals. Very recently a Capt. Bar-
low, after unsatisfactory experi-
ence with the State Department In
hiy attempts to collect some hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars of
which the Cubansg are supposed ta
have robbed him, emplored Slemp
and BEverett Sanders, another Coo-
lidge secretary.

Seeks Tariff Boosts

Sanders entered the Washington
office of the law firm of Secrotary
of War Jim GQood, which special-
fzes In Income tax cases and has
represented the Alabama Power
Co. Lately Sanders has represented
the plate glass Interests which
want a tariff increase,

Ted Clark, Coolidge’s erstwhile
private secretary, has installed
himself in one of the big new office
buildings and is now said to repre-
sent the Ligget drug interests.

Joseph P. Tumulty, Woodrow
Wilson's famous seeretary, has had
a law office here for eight years.
I+ has practiced In contact with
government departments and at-
tended the hearings on the Walsh
public utilitles resolution. The
nazy - “Tumulty’” was mentioned . in
one of the telegrams of the head of
the power lobby here, but Tumulty
has never been accused ol lobbying.

(George B. Cortelyou, former seo-
retary to President Roasevelt has
been openly attacked as a lobbist,
ttongh it was as president of the
Consolidated Gas Company of New
York that he came down here last
year to join in the “power trust”
fight against the Walsh resolution,

Jardine Is On the Job

Among recent spokesmen for cor-
porations interested’' in the tarift
bill was ex-Secretary of Agricul-
ture William M, Jardine, who also
represents some powerful radio in-
terests here now. Jardine told the
Sepate Finance Committee how
badly the beet sugar industry
needed & sugar tariff boost, Others
who have been engaged lately in
the sugar fight are Gen. Enoch H.
Crowder, former ambassador to
Cuba, and Major Gen. Frank Me.
Intyre, former Chief of the Burean
of Insular Affairs. :

read by Chairman Howell Cbeney|
of the District School Committlee at |

the annual meeting of the district
on Friday of last week, In it Mr.!
Cheney vigorously defends the fur-
ther development of supervisory |
activities and shows that the Ninth
District schools cost more, propor-
tionately, than those of the other|
districts to be mistaken. He in-|
gists that, while it i unavoidable!
that school costs must be fixed with |
relation to community means, it is|
equally important that they should |
be studied with relation to the
character of the education provided.
Mr. Cheney's report follows:
Manchester's Problems., )
“Manchester's school problems, |
from the point of view of the tax-|
payer, are similar to those of every |
Connecticut community. They con- |
cern themselves primarily with the |
economies of school. management.!
How much do our schools cost?
What are our levels of teachers'|
salaries, as compared with other
communities? What are we paying|
for textbooks and supplies? What|
is the cost of janitor service, of|
heat, light and fuel? What are|
we expending for the protection and |
upbuilding of the physical life and |
health of our children? These
guestions are as old as they are
common to every town in Con-
necticut. x
“Unfortunately, as questions of
income and expense, they are apt
to be settled only with relations to!
the standards and conditions of,
our assets and llabilities. It is cer-|
tainly proper and altogether neces-

unfor-

ing, education, is not so subject to
standardization that unit values
can be established in many cases.
Even the unit values that we have,
sach as cost per pupil in average at-
tendance, or cost per pupil per

“During the past {wo years every
ftem of school expense has been un-
der careful serutiny and criticisun
by the public generally and by the |
Joint Board for the apporlionment!
of school expenses in particular; es-|
pecially & detailed comparison has!
been made between the expenses of |
the Ninth School Distriet and 1hnsel
of the other school districts of the
town. It has been found that not|
only was the total cost per pupil in |
average attendance Jlower as a|
whole in the Ninth, but that the
major classification of expense, ex-
cept those of supervision and spe-
cial teachers, was lower in the
Ninth than in the other districts.

Texthooks, Supplies.

“Last vear the cost of textbooks
and school supnlies, which should|
depend almost entirely upon the
number of children to be provided
for, was found to be 1214 per cent
higher in the outside districts, and
it was agreed that the Ninth Dis-|
triet level should be accepted by
the other districts.

“This vear a common classifica-y
tion of accounts has shown that thei
outside districts were spending
more for (1) janitor service; (2)
fuel and light; and (3) hygiene,
than was the case in the Ninth, and
the reazons for this are now under;
study. The fact that the outside
cchools are in smaller units and in
less well constructed and ventilated
buildings may account for the ex-
cess of fuel, but not for the amount
of excess janitor service, nor for|
the expenses of hygiene.

“The average expense per child
for room teachers fs 10 per cent.
lower in the Ninth and in the cost|
of supervision and special teachers|
the Ninth District schools are cost-
ing more per pupil than the otherl

districts of the Town, and properly

i vision than they co.

The other districts might
reasonably spend more for super-
It needs more
supervision per child to reasonably
direct seven rather widely separat-
ed and similar schools than Iive
larger ones nearer together, KEven

| under our more advantageous con-

ditions, the Ninth District has been
wise in spending more on supervi-
sion.

False Theory.

The old theory that a teacher
should survive or perish on her
own resources alone is as false as
an administrative policy in educa-
tion as it is in every other human
activitity. If we are to conceive of
the functions of eduaction today
as not only educaling the develop-

| ment of minds but the training of

human bodizs, characters, and pro-
Guctive abilities, the best of teach-
ors available will need all of the
expert assistance which can be giv-
en them in the use of the materials
provided, the methods employed,
Lhe disciplines involved and the
measurement of the results ob-
tained. Also, it I3 poor economy to
engage an expert for an expert's
knowledge and then to employ her
upon clerical and janitorial work
which could be done better and at
less expense by some one else,
Mistaken Ideas.,

“It has frequently been affirmed
on an insufficient basis of facts
that the Ninth District schpols were
costing the town more per pupil
{han the schools in the other dis-
tricts, This is found not to exist
today. Moreover, it has been sup-
posed that the schools of the other
seven districts were carried entire-
ly on the resources of these dis-
tricts. This also is not the present
condition. For many years the
Ninth District has not only been
paying for the current costs of its
own schools, but in addition it has
been paying for a part of the
school expenses of the other dis-
Lricts,

“In the year 1927-28 the Ninth
School District paid through taxes
vn its property slightly more than
one-third of the current expenses
for the maintenance of the elemen-
tary schools of the other districts.
This more than one-third amount-
ed to $49,835.22 in the school year
1927-28.

“Last year there was presented
to the Joint Board of apportion-
ment of school expenses a very
careful and elaborate  ¢omparisan
between the expenses of the Ninth
Distriet and ten other towns in
Connecticut that were approximate-
ly equal in the number of children
in attendance., The Ninth District
was found to occupy about the
median as to the cost of its gram-

examination o this
the State

Board of Education showed that as
a general rule throughout Connee-

ticut those towns with higher tax-
able resources per child supported
their schools more generously than
those with lower taxable resources
per child. This i{s only as was to
be expected., Towns act as do in-
dividuals and divide their available
resources between the -children
to be educated. The Ninth District
as a whole has not been over gen-
erous in this respect.. It is among
the higher rank of towns in re-
sources per child, and about on the
average or middle rank of téwns in
expenditures per child.
Values Received.

“If now we have succeeded in
removing some misconceptions in
regard to our school economies,
may we approach the far more
vital subject of the value of what
we are doing? This is a subject
that rarely seems to interest the
tax payer.

“The fact seems to be establish-
ed that the Ninth School District is
conducting its schools on a more
economical basis than t(he schools
either of the other districts of the
town, or of the average of towns
of similar resources and population
in Connecticut., The question then
remains as to the quality of the
service we are rendering.

Standard of Accomplishments,

“Perbaps the best way for the
community to measure the stand-
ard of our schools wonld be for the
parents and taxpayers to go into
the schools and know them. In no
other way can the friends of public
education do a greater service to
our educational system than by
siudying them quietly during work-
ing hours, 1If parents especially
could sit in the classrooms, not
once a year, but at least four times,
it would be a decided inspiration to

| teacher and

!their own children'and of {im-

measurable assistance to the teach-
ers. They could thus best assist in
approving the quallty of the home-
work lald out for the pupils and
could thereby gain & sympathetic
idea - of what the school is en-
deavoring to accomplish fin each
individual ease. These visits on
the part of parents would be more
effective if they could be prolonged
for a brief period after school let
out for a conference with the room
the principal of the
building as to any. questions of sub-
ject matter, or discipline which
have concerned them about the
school wark of their children. Fin-
ally, if such visitors could com-
municate their observations, either
orally or in writing, to supertinten-

ily welcomed by him.

The Pupil's Attitude
*“Perhaps one of the most obvi-
ous tests of the value of a school

it. Are they making definite prog-

ing a mastery over their work? Do
they co-operatively accept of the
disciplines of the =school and do
they show themselves to be proper-
ly amenable to discipline as

should be cordially and sympathe-
tically studied by both parents and
teachers working together. All of
those responsible for the adminis-
tration of the school would most
earnestly appreciate an appraisal
of the work of the school on the
above basis, The fact that an un-
usually high percentage of children
are promoted and an unusually
low number fail in promotion
would seem to indicate that as a
whole our children are progress-
ing, unlesg it should be shown that
our standards are low.

Measuring Standards

‘“How wmay we ascertain whether
our standards of accomplishment
are as high as they may reasonably
be, because the Ninth District will
not be satisfled to have simply
average schools. They want the
best schools available for the
money invested in them, especially
as we have been shown not to
have invested more than the aver-
age community in our educationz]
work, as our resources are consid-
erably higher than the average. We
would suggest an effort to meas-
ure this along the following lines:

*1. What has been the holding
power of our schools in compari-
son with those of the state; that
is, their rate of survival by grades
from the kindergarten to gradux-
tion from high school? If parent's
and pupils are more an' more anx-
fous to obtain higher grades of
education, there is at least a pri-
mary presumption that the work
is of good quality.

‘2. What has been the average
ratio of children registered to chil-
dren in average attendance in com-
parison with the rest of the state?
If we have a high ratio o average
attendance, we have at least a mi-
nor measure of the effectiveness of
school administration; especially if
it were possible to obtain a com-

account of sicknesg, we might
have an indication of the mainten-
ance of health standards in our
schoolg, as well as in tke commu-
nity at large.

““3. What has been the ratio of
the children graduating from
grammar school and entering high
school, and similarly of those grad-
uating from high school and enter-
ing college; and, what has been
the success measured in college re-
ports of the graduates of our high
school in colleges?

*4, There exist now standardized
tests of accomplishment approved
by the leading schools of education
like Columbia, Yale and Harvard.

“These tests are now available
in English, arithmetic, spelling,
writing, United States history and,
to a less authentic degree, in ele-
mentary science, physical training,
drawing, music, cooking and sew-
ing.

Professional survey.

“Many large communities, under
the pressure of increased taxation,
have had professional surveys made
of their school systems. If these
rare undertaken in a spirit of con-
structive co-operation with the
school officers and teachers and if

the school systenm, they are valuable
helps in the appraisal of the ac-
complishments in various localities.
We have read many of these sur-
veys and have as yet (0o see one
that has not recommended a higher
scale of expenditure rather than a
lower., There appears (o be no
corps of educational experts who be-
lieve in a lower standard of ex-
penditure; but they may accom-
plish the same thing by securing a
more effective expenditure of the
same amount of money.

Comunittee's Opinion.

“Your committee naturally be-
lieves that your schools are eco-
nomically and effectively adminis-
tered. It is gratifying to record
that very definite progress has heen
made in the line of economies dur-
ing the last two years Jue largely
to the closing of the Open Air
School, the elimination in some of
the pre-voecational work and
through an Improvement in the
operation of the heating plant and
janitor service. These economies
can not only be maintained but per-
haps pushed a little farther; but
educational progress through the
whole of the United States is ad-
vancing very definitely along the
line of a higher degree of in-
dividual treatment of pupils. This
means a greater diversity of
courses, a higher specialization ot
material and an individualizing of
the work in all of the grades ahove
the sixth. This would undoubtedly
cost more money and should only
he taken in the proportion that it
can be shown to produes better re-

from."”

ON BASEBALL DIAMOND GONE

Sammy Massey Trying Hard
to Revive Old Home Spirit
In Local Fandom.

Once more & determined effort to
place Manchester back on the base-
ball map, that is in semi-pro cir-
cles, seems to have fallen the way
of all good intentions. Sammy
Massey, one of the ~best baseball
players ever produced in this town,
is trying hard but apparent lack of
interest in the great pastime locally
seems destined to whip the doughty
leader.

This town, a  few years ago,
boasted of one of the best semi-
pro teams in the state, with the
exception of Bristol New Departs.
At that time Rockville, long the
enemy of anything from Manches-
ter, Willimantie, New DBritain,
Meriden, Torrington and two or
three teams from the Bay state
could furnish quite an afternoon’s
entertainment. And not a few of
the big league stars came here at
one time or another and always
drew big crowds.

The decline of the game can be
attributed to one thing, namely, lack
of proper support by the local fans.
The reason. Quite simple. Many
of the-fans charged, at that time,
that new blood was needed. Many
of the players had reached, accord-
ing to the fans, the stage where
they were not of the caliber de-
manded by local fandom. That was
not true in every respect but there
were, to give the fans a slight edge,
two or three who should have been
placed on the bench.

However, another angle crept in,
slowly but surely and took the life
blood of the game away. That was
the automobile and perhaps one
could  blame Henry Ford for the
decline of baseball In Manchester
as it was most of the cars manufac-
tared by his concern that was re-

'sponsible for the general exodus to

‘the seashore and sundry other

places of week-end amusements.
Home Town Pride Gone.

Home town pride " ad gone away
with the fans and the autos, Even !
Eddie Goodridge, Manchester's
favorite enemy could not draw =
paying crowd to any local diamond
even if Eddle crled every inning.
; The interest In the game Ead gone
iwith the advent of the auto and
(then along comes the radio. That
'was the final blow and the {fans
would much rather sit at home and
hear the <ally reports of the big
league games than to watch twi-
|ight baseball.

There was a time when baseball,
from May to October, was the prin-
cipal topic of conversation from
Depot Square to Charter Oak street.
Breckinridge was the town Idol ant
Babe Ruth in those days. Then
along came Eddle Munson and his
famous wrecking crew that won six-
teen straight games before losing g
single contest. :

But when Munson falled the next
year and Billy Dwyer tried to lead
the local team, It was Sammy
Massey, Manchester's own ' that
stepped into the breach and piloted
the locals to a successful season.

Can Massey Repeat?

Now the question again pops up.
Can Massey repeat? He has a good
squad of players, not all stars or
anything llke that but a mighty
good gang of youngsters who play
the game for the saké 'o the game,
But the support would even dis-
courage Connie Mack: There iz
something radically wrong in loeal
baseball. Enough fans stay at
home to make the gams pay, but
what {s the reason for the non-at-
tendance?

Massey is still trying and the
writer believes that with any kind
of support he will eventually bring
back the game to Manchester and
again place the name of this town
back on the map of baseball world
In semi-pro circles. At any rate he
deserved a lot of credit 1f he does
not succeed.

Washington., — Alaska is adapt-
ing its commercial life to two of
the greatest of modern inventions
—the airplane acd the radio—
more rapidly than any other section
of Uncle Sam's vast domains.

This is the picture of the pro-
gressive territory given to the
house appropriations sub-commit-
tea of Army officers and others
who are vitally concerned with fed-
eral activities there.

Grizzled prospectors who used to
struggle with dog teams over gla-
cler barriers in search of the rich
mineral stores lying under fertlle
valleys and in mountainous sections
now make the journey in & few
hours by airplane,

Trappers have learned that fre-
quently they can save & month get-
ting their furs to Seattle by using
the airplane to take them out of
the interior, according to Major
Malecolm Elliott, president of the
Alaska road commission. This
makes for better prices and qulick-
er returns, he said.

Commercial alfrcraft firms op-
erating lines for carrying of pas-
sengers and light freight are pro-
viding satisfactory service and
making money, he added.

Radio circuits have already re-
placed the telegraph lipe for in-
land communication in Alaska, and
the War Deparumenf has recom-
mended the substitution of radio
for the cable lins from Alaska to
Seattle, testimony -given to the
congressional body shows.

There is not one foot of original
telegraph line in Alaska in opera-
tion today, according to Major-
General George S. Gibbs, chief sig-
nal officer. Because of the diffi-
culty of maintaining telegraph
lines, they have been abandoned.

This act, on the part of one of
the strongest and most powerful
states in the newly organized Union,
found sympathy with other states
and indirectly played a part in the
historie Hartford convention.

Although the federalists: were
in control at the time, the war
was very unpopular in New Eng-
land, especially since the Embargo
Acts proved injurious to their
commerce.

The Hartford convention,
ever, adjourned sine die after the
conclusion of the . war. Delegates,
including 12 from Massachusetts,
were still in secret session when
peace was declared. It was first be-
lieved, because the sessions were
secret, that Massachusetts and other
states planned secession from the
Union, but this was denied.

The surgeons have developed an
operation ‘which involves rempval
of the cartilages. or at least of the
broken portions, whereby the con-
dition is promptly cured. i

The demand on the feet in ten-
nis is as great as in any form of
athletics. The tennis player has to
be on his toes. Flat feet and brok-
en arches are.impossible for a play-
er in this game. If the shoes are
improperiy -developed for the ten-
nis player tiey tend to break down
the arch and fo form callouses and
corns whichk produce pain and make
the playing of the game impossible.

Improperly fitted clothing may
produce irritations of the skin
which result . seriously in anyane.
Therefore, this sport which pldces
such demands wupon the human
body must be begun with® proper
equipment, proper- training and a
proper study as to the physical con-
dition before one can even hope to
reach the heights of championship
tennis.

NEW YORK BOYS
SET RECORD IN.
READING PAPERS

Albany, N. Y.—Newspaper pub-
lishers throughout the country need
not worry about their future cireu-
lations i{f New York State boys be-

tween 14 and 17 years of age can
be taken as a criterion.

A survey just completed by the
industrial bureau of the state edu-
cation department shows that 94
per cent of the 65,000 boys who are
attending continuation school in the
state are newspaper readers of the
first calibre, .

Boys who attend continuation
school are mostly those who have
been foreced to work to support a
widowed mother.

Papers Preferred.

“The popularity of the newspa-
per,'’ said a statement issued by the
industrial bureau following its sur-
vey," easily distanced other kinds
of reading matter. Fiction, in
the form of “story books" ranks
second to newspaper readings, al-
though a long way below it.

‘““More than half the boys con-
fessed a fondness for the modern
story book and almost as large a
proportion for the story magazine.

At least one half the boys were:in-
terested in the style of literzitqre.
gither in story-book or- magazine
form, or both.” i : .

The survey revealed that about
one third of the 65,000 boys .re-
ported an interest in. magazines
dealing with current events, while
over one-fourth were particularly
fond of books dealing with history,
travel or autobiography.

Heavier kinds of'reading as found
in the trade and technical boonks
are indulged in by about 20 per
cent of the boys.

Libraries Neglected.

Boys as a rule, the report showed,
make little use of publie libraries,
less than one boy in four reporting
that le drew books from them.

“When we talk about the reading
lhabits of the working boy it Is not
surprising to learn that boys who
rare not especially ‘bookminded’ turn
to the newspaper as a source of
reading material,”” sald Dr. L. A.
Wilson, assistant commissioner nof
vocational training of the state edu-
cation department. “In this respect
they are only copying their elders.
Americans, as we know, are the
greatest newspaper readers on
earth.”

A ‘large percentage of engine
trouble may be traced to the spark
plugs and eliminated by knowing
what to do under the ecireuin-
stances. If the-motor is hard to
start, If it missés at low idling
speeds, if it is-sluggish, If it loses
power.on long runs, 'at high speed,
on hills or on a hard pull, the spark
plugs should be examined.- Any of
these conditions may be due to
dirty plugs.

ATTRACTIVE,

You have often heard peopie
speak of a community or section of
the city as being “‘run down.” If
you stop and look at the mental
picture that '‘run down' creates in
your mind, you will have a vision
of unkempt, cluttered up streets,
with mussy entlry ways store
buildings and apartment houses,
and vards littered with a little bit
of everything.

Anything that is run down is un-
attractive—it repels rather than in-
vites. It makes you say, i
wouldn't have that,” rather thaa,
“I sure would like to have one of
those.”” In the case of a communi-
ty, “run down' causes you lo say,
“1 wouldn't live here on a bet,”

Lo

rather than to say “I like this part |
|

of town.”

Anything done or allowed to be
done that tends to clutter up a
community is bad for the coni-
munity and anytlhing bad [or the
community ‘drives business out cf
and away from the community, and
when it iz allowed to go on contin-
uously, there is only one thing that
can happen: the commupity runs

down; people move out and busi-
ness goes “flooey.”

Therefore, it is only good busj-
ness on the part of the people who
make up & communpity to see to it
that any practice tnal tends to clut-
ter up 1s eliminated.

One practice common to come-
munities, which is bad, is the dis-
tribution from dcor to door, from
store to store, from yard to yard,
from car to car, of all sorts and
shapes and sizes of hand bills and
dodgers.

There are many cities, Commuun-
ities and towns that will not allow
it at all; others require a license
fee sufficient to make it impracti-
cal, and they are wise towns,

There way be an advertising
value in these dodgers for those
who use them, and certainly those
who print them make a profit; but
it is bad for the community, and
unless the community is so fixed,
financially, that it can maintain
paper pickers and street cleaners in
sufficient number to clean up the
mess they make, it is poor business,
and as far as advertising is con-
cerned, the same money spent jn
other channels will undoubtedly
bring greater results.

Heretoforé the High School ac-
count and the grammar school ac-
count have been combined and an
es_gimq.t_e only has been made for
pastyasrs of the cost of the 'Mzh
Schapl. This threw any unesti-
matéd balance into - the cost of the
grammar school. The accounts for
the' past year have, however, been
condycted separately and we now
not-only have a more accurate ac-
eount of the cost of the grammar
sehools, but alsn an actual accounl
of the cost of the High School.

A small part of the apparent sav-
ing. over the cost of last year of
elementary schools may bz due to
the difference in the accounting
methods. About $2200 is, however,
due to a saving in the cost of heal-
ing. through a more econnmic con-
duet of the heating plant resultinz
in a saving of coal, fuel and water.
There was also a reduction of ap-
proximately $2500 through the
abandonment of the Open Air
School of Housekeeping. Further
slight economies in.janitorial work
and in the cost of textbooks and
supplies.

A detailed statement s appended
(Exhibit A) showing ap exact com-
parison for the year 1928-29 be-
tween the cost of elementary
schools in Districts 1 to 8 and in
the Ninth District. This s also
reduced to a cost per pupil In
average dally attendance.

_The total cost per pupil in aver-

age daily attendance is gpproxi-
mately $5.00 per pupil less in the
Ninth School District than In Dis-
tricts 1 to 8.

The average daily attendance,
which has shown an inclination for
the last few years to fall off in this
District, remained stable during
the last year and in fact increased
by the small margin of 22 pupils as
against an estimated loss of about
the same number of pupils.
© .The budget for the ecsuing year.
