Moscow, July 17.—The charge
d’affaires at the Chinese Legation
here today presented to the Soviet
commissariat for foreign affairs the
Chinese reply to Russia's ultima-
tum on the Chinese Eastern Rail-
way selzure dispute.

The note, couche. in a concilia-
tory tone, is interpreted here as
megely a prelimimary reply, beg-
ging for time to discuss the dispute
and forestalling- drastic action by
the Soviet government.

The communication states a full
reply will be made as soon a8 the

complete text of the Russia ultima- ;

tum is received in Nanking.

. Not Ta Reply

1t is learned .from official sources
that the Soviets will make no reply
to this note, ~ but will awail the
Chinese government's complete ans-
wer, which is expected to be made
when the text of the ultimatum is
received in Nanking.

Meanwhile, warlike demonstra-
tions continued throughout Russia
today. Young Communists have
been raised to a fever pitch by the
dispute, which is looked upon in
many quarters as an affront to the
Soviet government. Seizure of the
Chinese Bastern Railway apd dis-
missal and deportation of Russian
=mployes of that organization {s
characterized as a “foul attack by
Manchurian Militarists,” and even
the most conservalive mnewspapers
are becoming intensely bitter in
their eriticism of the Chinese hand-
ling of the situation.

*the most _decisive measures to pro-
tect the Socialist fatherland.”

The oil interests demanding a
tariff have organized for a special
hearing by the Senate finance free
list sub-committee, although they
failed to present their case during
the regular hearings.

With many American firms rang-
Ing far and wide througbout the
world in a search for more oil, the
domestic producers who want to
|bar imported oil have perfected =
strong organization to conduct their
case.

Howard as Leader.

|  Ex-Conrgessman E. B, Howard
lhas been named to assemble wit-
nesses and lead the fight, with the
support of some Senators from the
oil producing states.

While preparations for the tariff
presentation were in progress, Sen-
lator W. B. Pine (R) of Oklahoma,
| himself an oil producer, unloosed an
attack upon the Hoover conserva-
tion policy.

Pine asserted that there is a
smaller supply of steel and of baux-
ite, used in making aluminum, in
the nation than oil, and asserted
that any conservation policy should
first be applied to them. He de-
|clared he is opposed to the entire
| poliey of control eof production.

a tariff on oll would immediately
result in an increase of $200.000,.-
000 a yvear in a motorists gasoline
bill. Most of the big companies,
nearly all of which have foreign in-
terests, are opposing the tariff plea.

William B, Carmalt, of New

Haven Was 93; Had Been
| Honored by Yale.

New Haven, July 17.—Death to-
day claimed William Henry Car-
malt, M. D., Dean of the medjeal
profession in Connecticut, and a
widely known surgeon who for
many years has lived practically in
retirement here. He would have
been ninety-three years old next

BYRD URGES
TAX REFORM
BY STATES

Tells Governors Present
System is Archaic; Prop-
erty Taxed Twice in Many
Instances, He Says.

Groton, July 17. — Governor
Harry F. Byrd of Virginia in
speech before the governors confer-
ence today scored the “archaic sys-
tem" of taxation still prevailing in
some states.

‘““The archaic' and highly unsatis-
factory general property tay still
reigns supreme in perhaps a ma-
jority of states upon thrones that
should have crumbled to dust years
ago,” said Governor Byrd. ‘‘Many
states even have It in their consti-
tution.”

Governor Byrd scored the gen-
eral property tax as “very baneful
in operation.” ‘“Under its opera-
tion,"” he asserted, '‘people in one
locality of equal actual wealth with
people in another locality in the
same state may pay far less state
taxes than the people in the other
locality, where the assessments
more nearly approach the actual
value.

State Systems.

“Under.the general property tax
the state taxes every species of
property—real, personal and mixed,
tangible and intangible, at a rate
which is uniform throughout the
territorial  jurisdiction of the
state,’”” he explained, “and then the
counties, cities, towns and other
jurisdictions, proceed to lay local
levies upon the same property. The
state rate is generally low but the
local rates are always high, and
when the local rates are applied to
intangible property they are found
to be confiscatory.

Property Under Assessed.

Paris, July 17.—Premier Poin-
care's government weathered an-

other storm today in the Chamber
of Deputies debate upon ratifica-
tion of the Mellon-Berenger
(Franco - American) war debt
agreement when a Socialist motion
pledging the government to Rhine-
land evacuation was rejected. The
vote was 350 to 238.

This motion, which was offered
by Deputy Blum, a Socialist, pro-

posed that the war debt issue be|

shelved unless the Poincare gov-
ernment promises that evacuation
of the Rhineland shall immediate-
1y follow adoption of the Young
plan for reparation pavments.

‘ Premier Absent.

When Chamber debate was re-

| newed upon the measure to raitfy

the Mellon-Berenger
agreement, Premier Poincare was
not present. He was slightly in-
disposed owing to the heavy strain
he has been under during the past
week in connection with this issue.
The premier’'s long and vigorous
speech in opposition to war deb}
reservations which preceded the
opening of general debate had tax-
ed his strength severely.
Supporters of the Poincare Cabi-
net were confident that the Cham-

war debt

| ber would ratify the war debt ac-

cord without the reservations mak-
ing French payment conditional
upon receipt of German reparation
payments by France from Ger-
many. It 1is pcssible, however,
that, these reservations, may be
adopted separately without being
made part of the text of the ratifi-
cation measure.
Domestic Politics,

There 1is a large amount of
French domestic politics mixed in
the forensic fray in the Chamber.as
political enemies of the premier
have seized this opportunity to try
to embarrass him and force him
from office, irrespective of the
merits of the war debt issue.

That the reservations were not
the result of animosity against the
United States was shown by the
loud and sustained applause which
greeted Foreign Minister Briand's
speech praising the part America
played in the war.

Gets Four Notes

The four notes, each threatening
Mayor Casassa with death unless
he ceased his activities against
Revere liquor resorts and rack-
eteers, were received sfnce his per-
sonally conducted raids on & oum-
ber of Revere establishments on
the night before the Fourth netted
a huge hau) of moonshine, alcohol,
beer -and wine. As a result of the
raids, complaints alleging violation
of the liquor laws were Issued
agajnst 14 persons, most of ‘whom
are now awaiting trial. The notes
are believed by the mayor €0 be
outgrowths of the raids.

The letters were apparently writ-
ten by four different persous, an
attempt to dlsguise the handwriting
being made in each case. The tenor

Washington, July 17—Prohibi-
tion officials today were In principle
agreed with Chairman George W.
Wickersham, of the President's
Crime Commission, who Informed
the governors' conference at
Groton, Conn,, that the state should
bear a sizeable share of the burden
of enforcing the dry laws.

Doubt was expressed, however,
|thaL any modification of the Dry

:Iaws would be necessary.

Lowman, in charge of prohibition,
called attention to the provisions of
the 18th Amendment giving
states concurrent jurisdiction with
the Federal government in enforce-
nient activities, There appeared to
be nothing that would force the
state to cooperale, however.
Commissioner James V. Doran
explained that jt had been the view
of the Treasury Department that
the states should handle the smaller
cases and the police work, having
remarked $300,000,000 annually
would be required should the Fed-

Lthe entire country,
Should Divide Burden

Clarification of the duties of the
State and Federal government
would be helpful, in the view of
Treasury officials. The government
has devoted its efforts to fighting
smuggling, with a major operation
now in progress along the Canadian
border. It has aimed to break in-
terstate conspiracies in transporta-
tion and to attack wholesale liquor
manufacturing operations.

In addition the Federal govern-
ment supervises manufacture, stor-
‘age and. distribution of mediecinal
liguor and industrial alecohol. a
function that should remain where
it is, in the opinion of officials.

The Treasury’s policy was outlin-
ed by Doran as follows: N

“The Federal government has
certain broad and appropriate func-
1 tions to perform, and I assert it is
|perforrning them wasonably well.
tIn the first place, it is the duty of
1the Federal government fo prevent
simuggling of liquor. The Coast
Guard has been entered into the
fray and the total smuggling of
illicit liguor reduced to one-fourth
the quantity of three years ago.

No Policing

‘“‘Internal Federal enforcement
should be primarily investigative
rather than that of pclicing. It
should aim to break up the large
scale interstate and inter-district
conspiracies and center its efforis
on the commercial operations deal-
ing with manufacture, transporta-
tion and distribution of commercial
quantities of liquor. It shou'd in-
vestigate collusive conditinns where
local officials are in conspiracy with
these rings. That it is doing.”

Capital Drys and Wels were both
somewhat startled by the action of
Wickersham in advancing the pro-
posal before the presidential law
enforcement commission had :airly
got under way. They also were
somewhat confused over its port-
ent, although the Drys generally
backed it and the Wets were wafit-
ing for more light,

Deets Pickett of the Methodist
Episcopal Board of Temperance, in
the absence of Dr. Clarence True
Wilson, general secretary, said:

“Our own apinion for years and
our statements have been in agree-
ment with Mr. Wickersham's pro-
posal that the detailed police work
should b& done hy states and the
Municipalities. However, where a
state shows an indisposition to as-
sume such responsibility the Feder-
al government should retain its lib-
erty of action. The wheole matler
hinges on the good faith of the
states in discharging the enforce-
ment duties assizned to them.”

Pickett explained that Drys
would never agree to yield the
authority of the Federal govern-
ment to directly enforce the 18th
Amendment in all its aspects. He
pointed New York. Maryland and
Wisconsin as states which have
‘1ain down' on the job, none of
them having state enforcement law.

Henry H. Curran president of the
Association Against the Prohibition
Amendment, said:

“I don't understand exactly what
Mr. Wickersham means. I wish he
would expaud and elucidate his
very Interesting statement. OfF
course, we all agree that the pres-
ent laws are not ‘reasonably en-
forceable’ and that they are ‘one
great source of demoralizing and
pecuniarily profitable erime.” ™

Rep. Britten (R) of Tllinois. a
Wet, described the Wickersham
statement as “‘the biggest construe-
tive step toward real temperance
‘that has come from an authoritative
source since the World War” and
expressed belief that Wickersham
was arguing for real modification of
the Volstead law.

Senator Walsh (D) of Massachu-
setts sald that he would welcome a
return to the states' rights theory
fn prohibition, but declared that the
extreme Drys would not permit this.

Make Comment‘on Proposal
to Divide Work in Enforc-
ing the Volstead Law.

Groton, Conn., July 17.—From
the live issues of prohibition and
crime, the conference of governors

today switched to consideration of
the more sedate subject of taxation
but privately—among themselves—
they were discussing the Volstea
law, and very little else. ’

Fpr George W. Wickersham,
chairman of President Hoover's
crime commission, had given them
something to talk about when, in a
letter read at the conference, he
proposed that the states share the
burden of the Federal government
in the enforcement of prohibition.

High Courts’ Ruling

On that date the United States
Supreme Court handed down de-
cisions holding that state regula-
tory bodies could not restrict the
operation of motor busses or motor
trucks engaged in interstate com-
merce where such regulation was
not primarily with a view (o safety
or to congervation of highways.

No regulation has been exercised
over interstate commerce hy moror
busses or trucks not used in termi-
nal service in connection with rail
transportation since the decisions
were given. Since then interstale
motor vehicle operations started all
over the country.

EDITOR IS FOUND

Editorial Writer Also Blam-
ed for Contempt—Fined
$500 and Gets 30 Days.

—_—

Cleveland, July 17.—Louis B.
Seltzer, editor, and Carltod K, Mat-
son, chief editorial writer of a
Cleveland afternoon newspaper,
were adjudged guilty of contempt
of court today and were sentenced
by Common Pleas Judge Frederick
P. Walther to 30 days' imprison-
ment and to pay a fine of $500,
each, and costs.

The contempt case arose out of
an editorial published in the after-
noon newspaper edited by Seltzer.
The editorial eriticized Judge Wal-
ther for issuing an injunction which
restrained Sherif Ed. Hanratty
from interfering at the Thistledown
race track, mnear here, Hanratty
sought to curb the con mbution SY&-
tem of backing horses tliere, and
later, despite the issuance of the
injunction, the sheriff made three
arrests.

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WICKERSHAM'S LETTER

George W. Wickersham, head of
President Hoover's law entm:ce-
ment commission, enjoys high dis-
tinction as a lawyer of the very
first class. Like all great lawyers,
however, he is somewhat of a vic-
tim to a distinguishing character-
istic of the legally profound—the
quality of subtlety, As a conse-
quence the importance of his com-
munication to the Conference of
Governors, in which he proposes
a definite division of prohibition
enforcement between the mnational
government and the states, 18
somewhat qualified by the fact
that it lacks clarity of outline and
is capable of interpretation more
or less according to the predispo-
sition of the reader.

To us Mr. Wickersham's propos-
al is a suggestion of state option in
the enforcement of prohibition,
with the proviso that the federal
government shall assume the pre-
vention of interstate commerce (n
alcoholie liquors, To someone else,
of promounced dry proclivities, it
is sure to.mean a demand for the
co-operation of all the states with
the federal government in the en-
¢orcement of Volsteadism. So
that, instead of clearing the atmos-
phere of doubts ag to the ultimate
attitude of the law commission—
and of the administration—toward
the eighteenth amendment, the let-
ter.unfortunately leaves the situ-
ation in much the same state as
before.

There is just one element in the
letter, however, which seems o
lead to a definite conclusion, Mr.
Wickersham says that if a proper
division of enforcement work were
made between the federal govern-
ment and the states ‘‘national and
state laws might be modified so as
to become reasonably enforcible
and one great source of demoraliz-
ing and pecullarly profitable crime
removed.”

There wouldn't appear, in this,
to be much room for doubt that
Mr. Wickersham is an advocate of
considerable modification of the ex-
isting enforcement aets. His advo-
cacy, however, would probably
carry more weight with the aver-
ége citizen, if it had been couched

in terms less capable of wrzu'yln{,"I

translations.

. PAY THE NEWSBOY

! There are debts and debts. Big
debts and little debts, Tough debts
and easy debts, Just plain debis
and debts of honor. Some folks
don't mind running little debts
with their newsboys,

~ Now the debt to a mnewsboy 1is
our notion of a debt of honor—if
it's promptly paid, It's a debt of a
very smudgy sort of dishonor if it
18 permitted to run—a mean debt.

The newsbhoy is a little business
man, an undercapitalized little
yusiness man, He iz doing busi-
ness, in ninety-nine cases in a hun-
dred, on a shoestring. He hasn’'t
been in the world long enough to
accumulate the capital to enable
him to carry a lot of debtors on
his books. He has to pay for his
papers, and he can't pay for them
unless his customers pay him. To
owe a debt to a newsboy, after it
is due, is to risk putting him Into
bankruptcy—busting him, causing
him to lose his business and his
[aith in mankind,

It takes a pretty small kind of a
person to welch on paying his
newshoy—the little chap who has
Invested his cash or his credit in
the goods he supplies, who brings
your paper to you, day in and day
put, come blizzard of sunblast,

come measles or picnie, who skips
baseball to serve you faithfully,
who is an wupstanding, square-
shooting little cuss.

It doesn’t do him a mite of good
that your intentions may be all
right, that you will, of course, pay
him some day. When that remote
day comes he may have been forc-
ed out of business, busted, disap-
pointed and disillusioned.

Pay the newsboy—pay ~ him
promptly—if you can't pay an-
other thing in the world.

IS THAT SO? i

There seems to be a possibility,
though as yet it is scarcely a prob-
ability, that the various steam-
boat lines plying on Long Island
Sound between Connecticut ports
and New York City, which mnow
dock on the West side of Manhat-
tan, may get, so to speak, the
bum's rush and be compelled (o
return to the Bast River frontage
which years ago was the New
York home of most of them.

The pier situation, so far as It
relates to accommodations for
very large ships, has been becom-
ing acute for some time and varl-
ous projects in solution have been
broached. The latest, advanced by
Col. B. C. Carrington, head of the
Hudson River Night Line, is a re-
assignment of piers according, as
he puts it, to the physical needs
of the lessees, He declares that
there are, between the Battery and
Twenty-third street, on the North
River front of Manhattan, no less
than 18 piers that could accom-
modate 1,000-foot ships without
{nfringing on the plerhead Iimit
set by the War Department i{n the
Hudson river, Only, almost all of
them are occupied by lines whose
ships do not need any such space.
He advocates that the Sound
gsteamerg and the boats of the New
Haven railroad be shooed away
and made to return to the East
River, where, he insists, they be-
long naturally,

That would be all very well,
perhaps, if the Clty of New York
hadn’t pretty well overlooked the
fact that passengers arriving on
the lower East side of Manhattan
Island might about as well ]land In
the middle of the Newark marshes,
so far as getting any farther s
concerned.

Washington, July 17.—Here in
Washington we don't feel quite as

pure as we dld, The mantie of vir-
tue and self-rightecusness which
we may have been wearing these
last few years for the
the country appears to have slip-
ped,

The new chief of police, Major
Henry G. Pratt, has been mean
enough to disclozs the figures on
Washington crime for a period of
five years and we don’'t seem to
be showing any improvement what-
ever,

Local cops made 122,000 ar-
rests last year, which outdis-
tanced all previous records, and
Lthe total number of arrests for
five years was 486,000, which is
just about 80 per cent of the capi-
tal's population,

That does not mean that 90 per
cent, of Washingtonians have been
arrested within that time, of
course. One can think of quite a
few friends gend acquaintances
whose names haven't appeared on
the police blotter. But {t. must
mean that othera have been ar-
rested all too often.

Enforcement May be Stricter.

One way to regard these sad
figures is to assume that Wash-
[ngton is becoming more and more
wicked.

Another way is to sugegst that
laws are being more effectively
enforced and that crimes and mis-
demeanors are 1wore diftficult to
commit without paying the pen-
alty.

In the latter case it is obvious
that Washingtonians are gluttons
for punishment,

The facts become all the sadder
as one considers just what sort
of a city Washingtan is, In the
first place, the President himsell
is virtually the mayor. It is he
who appoints the three commis-
sioners who govern the District of
Columbia and it is to him that
these three are responsible, Mr.
Coolidge, Incidentally, and not
Mr. Hoover, has been ‘‘mayor"
for the five-year period.

Congress, furthermore, is in
effect the City Council. It appro-
priates the district expenses and
is likely to raise the dickens when
a senator's ashes aren't called for
or when a cop is foolish enough to
talk roughly to a member of the
House,

Then again, to many Washing-
tonians are employes of the gov-
ernment—a class one would ex-
pect to be violating the laws
established by the hand that feeds
them. One might also mention
that this is the headquarters of
the Methodist Board of Temper-
ance, Prohibition and Fublic Mor-
als, the And-Saloon League and
the Board of Temperance and So-
cial Service of the Methodist
Episcopal Church South. Until
just recently it has been the head-
quarters of the Ku Klux Klan Jt-
self.,

expect us to get along without
any cops or any jail!

The Distriot of Columbia has a
prohibition law of it own called
the Sheppard Act and it appears
there were more arrests under
that one last year than in any
previous year, ever. They rose
from 11,800 fn 1925 to 14,300 in
the fiscal year of 1929,

Arrest Many Drunks,

Arrests for Intoxication climbed
from 10,200 in 1925 to 14,200 in
1929. Arrests for Volstead Act
violations, however, were 500
fewer and less than In any of the
five years except 1927, There
were 5,700 in 1925, 4,900 in 1927
and 5,200 in 1929,

Arrests for all offenses were 15
per cent more than in 1923 and
38 per cent. more than in 1Y25.
More traffic arrests were import-
ant in this continuous increase,
There were 59,000 of those last
year, as compared with 33,000 in
1925,

There were 28,000 gallons of
liquor seized Jast year, as agalnst
21,000 five years ago. The 1829
murders numbered 50,

Health and Diet
Advice

ARCHITECTS OF HEALTH.

It is quite within the possibility |

of reasoning to suppose that all dl-
sepse will eventually disappear
from the face of the earth. There
are many individuals now living
who have never known a serious
illness. Once the means by which
these people remain well becomes
generally known, there is no reason
why everyone cannot experience a
continued state of health.

Many doctors are now coming to
realize that it is far more important
to build up the natural immunity
of the individual =against all di-
seases, Hyglene and sanitation are
now recognized as being a very im-
portant part of health maintenance.
Prevention is better than cure, be-
cause every disease must leave its
destructive scars and weakening in-
fluence.

The time will undoubtedly come |

when a doctor will be regarded as
an architect or builder of health
rather than an antagonist of di-
sease. But It will probably require
the passage of many years before
we have completely discarded the
idea that disease is a sort of enemy
or evil thing to combat. We must
substitute the thought that health
is a possession to be treasured.
When everyone has learned to live
by healthful
heritage of health from several
generations of healthy ancestors,
the human body should be so resis-
tant as to refuse to act as a host
to disease, $

Every child, from the cradle up
should be taught the habit of
health, not only by words, but by
example, One a health habit has
bean formed, it is just as hard to
break as any other habit, and it is
o important that the correct habits
be formed during the time when
the child's body is molding and be-
coming set into 1ts adult form. A
strong, healthy child is not only
more Intelligent ip school, but has
a reserve of vital energy to carry
him threugh many of the squalls
and typhoons of life which would
swamp a frailer craft.

Among the more important
habits to cultivate is a fondness for
outdoor games. One who enjoys
playing in the sunshine and fresh
air is much more resistant to in-
fection, One should also be taught
to like the right kind of foods.
There Is no reason for belleving
that wholesome foonds are niore un-
pleasant to eat than unwholesome
one. The desire for the right kind
of food is largely a matter of posi-
tive suggestion and good cooking.

A regularity of sleep Is more im-
portant for building health, espe-
cialy with children. Good mental
habits, too, play their part in the
health regime. If these more im-
portant habits are strongly de-
veloped, it is likely that other
healthful processes will come na-
turally, such as deep breathing,
regular elimination, exerclses, etc.

The doetor of the future should
be able to examine the patient
and determine which part, whether
physical or mental, needs develop-
ing, and he should be able to create
a prescription of healthful prace-
tices in such an altractive manner
that the patient will soon follow
it of his own accord.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS.
(Buzzing in Ears.)

Question—H. K. L. writes: "I
had my tonsils removed three years
ago and ever since have had a buz-
zing in my head and ears which is
worse at night when I lie down.
Does this trouble come from having
removed the tonsils, and what can 1
do to relieve it? Am fifty-six, and
well otherwise,"

Answer—The entrance to the
ear tube leading to the ear from
the throat is sometimes injured by
the tonsil operation, but such in-
jury is hard to determine. It may
be that the buzzing in your head is
caused by the same catarrhal condi-
tion that you had before the tonsils
were removed.

(Soda In Cooking.)

Question—DMrs. S. asks: "Is the
use of soda in food harmful, as
putting it into tomatoes while cook-
ing.

Answer—I do not believe there
is any harm in killing food acids
with soda, except that the fruit
acids have a value in stimulating
dlgestion and this help is lost if the
soda is used, :

(kxercise.)

Question—J. H. J. writes:
“Please state what the final results
will be If a person who has been
used to an outdoor life, such as
farming, is shut off for months
from the exercise that such =a
life gives.”

Answer—Of course, the results
will be bad if a person who is used
to outdoor exercise does not substi-
tute some other kind of exercise,
such as that which may be taken
in a gymnasium, A half hour of
vigorous handball, volley ball,, or
regulated calisthenics will give any-
one doing sedentary work all of the
exercise needed to keep the muscles
in good condition.

Stiff Tests Face Applicant for Air Mail Job

Chicago—When an airplane pilat
says, "'l made the air mail,"” he
might as well be saying, "I have
passed the stiffest tests required by
any clvillan flying organization in
the country, and am qualified to
take rank with the nation's very
bes commereclal fiyers,” ’

For the standards of the air mail
lines are so high that any pilot
who flies for them is entitled to
make just that sort of a boust—
although, to be sure, none of them
would dream of doing it.

No applicant is even considered
unless he has had 2,600 hours of
actual fiving, After his experience
and previous employment have
been carefully checked, he has to
fill out - a detailed questionnaire,
telling when and where he has
flown, what kind of planes he has
used, how much cross-country fiy-
ing he has done, and s0 on. And,
it he is trying to enter the Boeing
System, that files the mail {rom
Chicago to San Francisco, at least
25 per cent of his total time in the
air must have been night fiying,
as the Boelng System flles 4,600

miles every night on its main and |

branch lines.
Tested in the Air

When his'questionnaire has been
checked up, the applicant is turned
over to an official who sees j t
what he can do In the air. On the
Boeing route, this official is apt to
be Harold “Slim" Lewis, second
‘ranking pilot in the alr mall serv-
lce, who has flown upward of #,000
hours with the mail.

Lewis takes the applicant to a
plane just like those which carry
the transcontinental mall, and the
applicant has to fly with him over
one of the regular’ routes — say,
from Chicago to Omaha — for sev-
eral trips.

If Lewis gives his 0. K., the ap-
, iplicant is mede a reserve alr mail
i pllot, and his first flying s done
on a day schedule so he can be-
come famillar with the landmarks
along his particular route. Then
he is ready for regular duty.

SHOW GOVERNORS
A SAMPLE OF WAR

C. N. G. Troops Stage Lively
Sham Battle at Stone
Ranch in East Lyme.

(Special to The Herald)

town experienced the nolsiest time
in {ts history late this afternoen

when it was the scene of the most
extenszive war game ever attempted
by the 169th Infantry, C. N. G.,
under command of Colonel D. Gor-
don Hunter. Both Manchester com-
panies took important parts.

According to an estimate by Cap-
tain Irving E. Partridge, adjutant,
more than §2,500 worth of blank
ammunition was used during the
battle, which raged for nearly an
hour before the defending Blue
army succeeded in driving the
enemy out of the vicinity, Several
thousand persons witnessed the
maneuvers from the sloping hill-
sides which surround the valley in
which the troops were congregated.

The scene of the mimic engage-
ment, in which was employed al-
most every modern warfare device,
started on the plain formerly used
as a landing field at Fred Stone's
ranch, which has an area of 1,800
acres, The field has not been used
since the actor was {njured some
time ago when an airplane in which
he was riding “‘cracked up" at
Groton. 1t {s located close to the
Boston Post Road.

Due to the fact {hat only one road
leads to the scene of thé maneuvers
from the main highway, trafiic was
greatly congested this afternoon
and the 25 state policemen present
from various barrackg about the
state had plenty to do. Special
parking areas about the ranch made
it possible to station several hun-
dred cars inside the grounds.

Governors Attend

Foremost among the spectators
were nearly 30 governors wh are
attending the annual national con-
ference at the Hotel Griswold in
New London, They came as the
special guests of Governor John H.
Trumbull and the 169th Infantry,
C. N. G. The governors came to
East Lyme by automobile under
police and military escort.

The governors watched the sham
battle from a wooden grandstand
put up on the top of the hill on the
western side of the valley. This
location afforded them an excellent
position from which to witness the
proceedings.

When the governors arrived at
the ranch they were greeted with
the usual nineteen gun salute fired
by a squad from the Howitzer Com-
pany of Manchester, operating a
one-pounder, The Howitzer men
left {immedlately afterward, for
Camp Trumbull so as to be ready to
repeat the salute when the gover-
nors arrived there to witness a
spectacular program arranged by
the cavalry, Nearly 200 persons
were in the grandstand. The re-
mainder stood or sat about the hill-
sides.

During the course of the battle,
airplanes zoomed overhead, dirop-
ping “bombs" on enemy troops
while themselves the target of re-
lentless firing anti-aireraft guns
from concealed points below; ma-
chine guns maintained a continuous
and deadly fire, adding to the din
in addition to causing heavy “casu-
altles”, field pleces spouted from
camouflaged positions and produced
the biggest noise of the battle.

Tanks Lead

Besides the field guns, airplanes,
machine guns, howitzers, and tanks
as well, four of these, manned by
the Branford Corps, took part in
the battle, They led the attacw,
which came out of the thlekly
wooded section on the east =ide of
the 25-acre open battlefield. The
Blue army had been encamped
at the Stone Ranch since yesterday
noon, The first indication of an {m-
pending battle came when the Blue
outposts were fired on“by invading
Red forces,

The Blue troops, under command
of Lt, Col. Orville A, Pettz, im-
medlately broke camp and retreat-
ed into the woods to get organized
for the attack. The crowd was im-
pressed with the amazingly short
time it required to take down the
pup tents, gather up equipment and
get out of sight. The next they saw

ABOUT BELFAST

Thomas T. Wilson Describes
Northern Ireland’s Capi-
tal City in Letter.

Belfast, Northern Ireland.
Editor, The Herald:

Belfast City—the commerclal
capital of Ulster—stands for the
most part on the Antrim bank of
the mouth of the river Lagan,
which, running into what is known
as Belfast Lough, divides County
Antrim and County Down. Princi-
pally given over to shipbuilding,
an industry represented by Messrs,
Harland & Wol¥, and Messrs.
Workman & Clark, it is the proud
possessor of one of the finest har-
bors in the United Kingdom, im-
mense shipbullding yards, enor-
mous docks, deep tidal basins and
several graving docks, capable of
accommodating the largest vessels
now afloat. But it has other indus-
tries, too, such as the manufacture
of linen (in which it stands su-
preme) and rope, and has within
its boundries the largest tobacco
factory in the world; that of
Messrs. Gallaher, also the world
famed mineral water manufactur-
er, Messrs, Cantrell & Cochrand,
and Willlam Clarke & Son, also
several distilleries, where famous
Irish whiskey is turned out.

Fine Buildings

The majority of its bulldings
worthily uphold the dignity of a
great city and are In keeping with
the important position it occuples
fn the world of commerce, What
for instance could be finer than
the City Hall, a noble structure
standing on its own grounds; wp-
on which has been expended a sum
of no less than half a million ster-
ling; or what more impressive than
the great Ulster Hall for seating
room for over five thousand pen-
ple? These are only two of Bel-
fast's proud possessions, yet he
would be & sorry tourist who could
not find something in which to
marvel {n the Municipal College
of Technology in College Square,
attended annually by some 10 thou-
sand students; tne Central Publie
Library in Royal Avenue, the Cus-
tom House, the Albert Memorial,
the Municipal Art QGallery and
Museums, also the Presbyterian
assembly hall, with {ts chime of
bells, A place for wonder also Is
the Botonical Gardens, with its
wealth of gorgeous flowers.

Parks

No less interesting are the great
public parks, Ormean Park, Alex-
andra Park, Dunville Park, Falls,
Woodvale, ' Victorifa and Bal-
moral Parks, each a quiet ha-
ven, wherein the toilers ,of
Belfast can filnd rest and recre-
ation, when thelr day's tasks are
over. I also must mention about
the Bellevue and Hazelwood pleas-,
ure gardens on the slopes of the
Cave HIill, Antrim Road.. Paid a
visit last Sunday to this pletur-
esque pleasure resort, tram. cars
and busses packed to their utmost
capacity, The long staircase seem-
ed to be alive with all sorts and
conditions of men, women and
chlldren coming and going-and -I
was Interested to see that many of
the elder visitors stuck gamely to
the direct route rather than admit
defeat by taking one of the paths
that branch away at easy gradlents
and provide a less strenuous means
of ascent, I am informed there are
approximately 220 steps in this

staircagse but when you reach the
top the view is grand, stately, ele-
gant,

slonal performers who gave an en-
tertainment called ''Song Salad,”
which wasg of very high merit. The
price of admission into the seated
enclosure was the noble sum of
two pence. Of course the city pays
for this to entertaln the people.

Streets

The streets of the City of Bel-
fast have a very animated appear-
ance, to go through the principal
shopping district from 11 a, m.
until 4 p. m., especially Royal Ave-
nue, High street, Castle Place and
Donegall Place. They are com-
pletely thronged wilh shoppers,
the shops are far above anything
I have seen in the way of window
dressing and displaying their
goods for sale. Almost each shop
has porch or circular entrance, en-
closed in glass for display of
goods before you enter the main
bullding. The streets are perfectly
alilve with motor trafiic, tram cars
and motor busses, Traffic officers
iInnumerable directing the mo-
tor and pedestrian traffic.

Hints On How I'¢v Keep Well
by World Fameé Authority
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SPECIAL DIET IS NECKSSARY
FOR TREATMENT OF KIDNEY
DISEASE.

By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN.

Editor Journal of the American
Medical Association and of Hygeia,
the Health Magazine.

Most of the diseases of the kid-
ney are insidious in their on-
gset. The person who has the di-
gease in an early stage is usually

unconscious of the fact, but the
disease is detected by the simple
examinations of the excretions that
is a part of every examination of
an applicant of life insurance.

There are various types of dis-
turbance of the kidney, varying
from the acute inflammation that
is associated with or follows some
infectious disease like scarlet fever
to the gradually developing inflam-
mation of the kidney that Is a re
sult of the breaking down ot the
cells of the kidney due to an irri-
tant action or a long continued
mild infection or some similar
cause.

The conditions are called acute
nephritis and subacutse nephritis
and chronic interstitial nephritis,
and all of them are usually called
Bright's disease after the British
physician named John Bright, who
firet described these kidney di-
seases. The doctor makes his diag-
nosis in each instance by the his-
tory or record ot the patient, by
an examination of the physical con-
dition and by a study of the .pa-
lient's kidney excretion.

The treatment of the dlseases of
Lhe kidney is largely related to a
removal of the various foel of In-
fection which may be responsible
for sending germs to the kidney.
3uch patients have their personal
hygiene carefully regulated, in-
cluding rest, exercise, outdoor air,
work, clothing, sunplight, and sim-
tlar factors.

Muech depends also on control of
the diet. This must be planned to
provide all of the factors necessary
for good health and at the same
time to put as little strain as pos-
sible vn the organs of elimination.

In nephritis the kidney cannoot
handle the usual amounts of pro-
Lemn, water, salt and extractives
and It 1s necessayry to limit the in-
take of these factors in the diet.
The number of calories to be taken
is regulated according to the age,
sex, weight and occupation of the
person concerned. Proteins, condi-
ments, salt, and tluids are usually
restricted. Some authorities also
restrict the purine foods particu-
larly.

The diet must be laxative so 28
to make elimination through the
bhowels easy. Finally, because of
the danger of acidosis, the diet Is
not infregquently of an alkaline
character.

A sample resirieted diet would
include breaktast of an orange, one
egg and some cream, luncheon of
string beans, waldorf salad, cot-
lage cheese, cauliflower, bread gnd
butter and prune whip, and dinner
of baked potato, squash, ~lamb
chops, tomato salad, milk, bread
and butter and rice pudding.

During a Chilean civil war, the
United States had taken sldes
with the established government.
When rebels captured Valparaiso,
where there were many Ameri-
cans, including a number of
sailors on shore leave from the
United States steamship Balti-
more, there naturally was much
ill feeling against Americans.

A mob attacked the American
sallors, killing one.

However, trouble between the
two nations was uverted when the
Chilean government apologized
and paid $75,000 indemnity.

OUR FOREIGN TRADE
ON THE INCREASE

Over 10 Billions in Business
Is a Remarkable. Record
for a Normal Year.

Washington, July 17. — Six
months figures of America’s foraign
trade issued by the Department of
Commerce led officials today to pre-
dlct the sales and purchases abroad

would amount to possibly $10,000,-
000,000, a record for normal years,

From the record piled up in the
first half of the year exports were
expected to exceed $5,529,000,000
and imports $4,400,000,000. Ex-
ports for the year probably will ex-
ceed those of 1928 by more than
$400,000,000, while imports will be
$300,000,000 greater, judging from
figures already compiled.

Some uncertainty existed, how-
ever, because of the possibility of
higher tariff rates. This would op-
erate in two years for a possibie de-
crease of imports and exports. First,
through curtailment of American
purchases abroad, and secondly by
retaliatory measures by foreign
governments and buyers, that would
decrease American sales in other
markets.

Unusual Conditions.

Officlals feit that so far this year
business prosperity has much to owe
to the unusual market found for
American products abroad. Mass
production, of the highly manufac-
tured group, have permitted suffi-
ciently low prices, considering
American qualities, to meet ths
competition of the cheaper foreign
made goodas.

For a good many years the peo-
ple of New Jersey .have been pro-
testing against New York's prac-
tice of dumping its retuse into the
sea some 22 miles off Ambrose
Lightship.- Whenever there is an
easterly blow, they contend, the
garbage is carried southwesitward
to litter up northern Jersey’s bath-
ing beaches.

A tour of the said beaches on a
propiticus morning will prove there
is more than forceful language to
the complaint.

Everything from dead cats o)
typhoid infested potato rinds, has
been krown to find lts way to the
Jersey shore,

As a matter ot fact, the situa-
tion is little short of scandalous,
This i1s admitted not only in New
Jersey, but in New York as well.

Unfortunately there is little pros-
pect of anything heing done o}
remedy malters—for some time to
come at least.

The Empire Stute finds itself in}
a peculiar situation. 1t wants m"
do something, but can't.

Listen to what Governor lrank-
lin D. Roosevelt has to say on Lhe
subject:

*““The city realized last year that
it had a definite obligation to it-
self, to the state and to the nelgh-
boring stute of New Jersey to stop
the pollution of harbors and the
beaches. This was the reason for
a request on the part of the city
from Lthe Legislature for a law con-
solldating the whole sanitary prob-
lem of greater New York, instead
of leaving it in control of the five
boroughs as at present.

To End Pollution

“The Legislature, in its infinite
wisdom, saw fit to kill the bill. |
understand that the city is now try-
ing to do the best it can through
local legislation, and | am certain
that the city authoritles and the
public in New York City want to
end the pollutivn of the Jersey
beaches, There is nothing the state
can do now, inasmuch as the Legis-
lature refuses to pass the sanitary
commission bill."”

Of course, thly oiffers no conso-
lation to the harassed citizens of
New Jersey. Willingness to rem-
edy an evil condition and remedy-
ing it are two different things. Con-
sequently, New Jersey has instruct-
ed its Attorney General, Willlam
A. Stevens, to bring suit before
the Supreme Court against New
York at the earliest opportunity.

He will file his action as so0n as
he can formulate his case.

A portion of New York’'s gar-
bage is disposed by means of in-
clnerators, but the reduction plants
are few and far between. Inclden-
tally there is little likelihood of
their number being increased to
any great extent. Whenever the
city announces plans to build a new
one in a certain section the own-
ers of nearby property complain
and the project is oif.
