matic circles here, as it apparently
was being made just at the time
both China and Russia were giving
guarantees that neither would in-
stitute hostilities against the other
because of pledges undertaken
when they signed the Kellogg pact
for renunciation of war,

Britain Co-Operating

The British government was co-
operating to the fullest extent of its
ability today with the United States
in an effort to bring about peace in
the Far East.

Through Sir Esme Howard, Brit-
ish ambassador in Washington,
Prime Minister MacDonald has
signified his full approval of invok-
ing the Kellogg pact as a means of
preventing recourse to arms, but in
view of the present dangerous situ-
ation on the Manchurian border; it
is diffictlt to say what effect this
intervention will have.

According to a Daily Express dis-
patch from Chang Chung, 3,000
Russian Red Guards are.assembled
before Pogranichnaya, while Soviet
planes make dally reconnalssance
flights into Chinese territory, where
a force estimated at 4,000 is post.

MINISTER NoT ALARMED

Shanghai, July 22.—“Hupes of a
peaceful settlement have not been
abandoned. Alarmist reports of
actual hostilities should be disre-
garded.”

C. T. Wang, foreign minister of the

of the Soviets was at hand. Denikin
seized the fortress of Orel—called
by Trotzky *the Red Verdun"—
and prepared for greater things.
Organized Cavairy Troops.

Then appeared Budenny. Raised
on horseback, he quiekly saw that
the middle Russian peasants could
never hold their own against Deni-
kin's speedy cavalry; so through
Russia he went, erying “Proletari-
ans, to horse!’” Soon he had a regi-
ment of riders at his back; then he
had a brigade—desperate, daring
riders, ready to follow him any-
where.

Budenny swooped down on Orel,
crushed Denikin's army almost
overnight, and drove him post

the rout grew in size, whole bat-
talion of Denikin's cavalry de-
gerted and came over to Budenny.
Military .stores were captured, ahd
Budenny was able to give his sol-
diers uniforms and good weapons.
The discouraged fragments of the
beaten Soviet army rallled around
him—and presently the menace of
Denikin was gone forever.

Then came the invasion from
Poland. Lenin took Budenny to his
bosom, sent him a pamphlet on
Mexican socialism—it is sald that
Budenny has never been very clear
about the ins and outs of com-
munism—and ordercvd him to meet
the new danger. Budenny, now
commanding a well-equipped army
of 100,000 men, swept up to the
Polish frontier, struck ths Polish
armies at Poltava, Kovel and Lem-
berg, and completely and perma-
nently ended the danger of a Po-
lish invasion,

Back to the Crimea went Bu-
denny and his army—this time to
strike at Wrangel and his army of
“whites,” Wrangel's army went
the way of Denikin's. Budenny
stayed in the Black Sea region
long enough to crush Kolchak, last
of the invading generals—and
then returned to Moscow to tell
Lenin and Trotzky that Russia was
safe.

Lenin, apparently, used to find
Budenny puzzling. Once he told &
friend, “I can’'t understand him—
but he fights,” which, it might be
noted, was precisely what recom-
mended the sphinx-like Grant to
Lincoln.

None
eould discover whether the motive
of the murder was robbery or the
work of some secret soclety seek-
ing vengeance. Morrison was sen-
tenced to death, but later was re-
nrieved and died In an asylum for
the eriminal insane.

In Charge of Siege

Almost simultaneously Wensley
was in charge of the “Sidney street
siege."" A gronp of desperate for-
eign criminals had committed a big
jevrelry theft in the east end and
afterwards shot dead three police-
men who attempted to arrest them,
Then they harricaded themselves in
a house where they had a huge
store of guns and munitions rrd
opened fire on every one in sight.

Wensley directed operations from
a house opposite in the narrow
street. The shots of the outlaws
cet fire to this house and Wensley
had to take refuge on the roof of
the next house. Here the despera-
does spotted him and opened fire
avery time he moved, And here he
had to remain until Winston
Churchill, who was then home sec-
retary, called out soldiers and
machine guns and blew the citadel
{to pleces—and from afar Wensley
listened for hours to newsboys call-
inz out the news of his death.

Cleans Up District

After that Wensley was set to
clean up the east end, which, o~ ac-
count of unlimited {mmigration
then allowed, was largely made
up of the scum of the earth—erim-
inals of every nationality. This he
did very thoroughly, but. during
that time he received on an average
of 150 letters a week threatening
his life.

Since then. and especially dur-
ing the war when he was the prac-
tical head of the British Secret
Service, he has been in charge of
every criminal investigation. His
success has been due to his unri-
valled insight into the mentality of
the modern eriminal and, his amaz-
ing knowledge of their methods, It
is this faculty of being able to place
himself, as {t were, into the mind of
the eriminal that has led to the un-
ravelling of many apparently un-
unsolvable problems.

We have little doubt that many
an editor in this country has been

At the outset the commissioners
went through the process of getting
acquainted with each other.

They then considered three ques-
tions, your correspondent is ino-
formed: What are the facts? What
do they show? What are we going
to do with them?

The commission's first big job is
to get the facts on crime and law
enforcement. And this is no mean
task. Study of criminals in the
mass, over the country, will re-
quire a long time. Carried
logical conclusion, a study of the
causes of erime would require ex-
tensive psychiatric investigations
and a thorough study of facts which
may not be obtainable.

Many Facts Needed.

The commission wants to know
first just how much ecrime
really is. It wants the low-down,
which is a difficult thing to obtain.
It may be.plugging a long time try-
ing to find out just what facts there
are. Meanwhile, it will try to
economize on time, money and pub-
licity. Anything it has to announce
will conslist solely of bare faets.

Two experts already have been
engaged to pursue specialized in-
vestigations. The first was Alfred
Bettman, a Cincinnati lawyer with
experience in the Cleveland and
Boston erime surveys, and an ex-
pert in the field of eriminal prose-
cution., The second is Professor
Sam Bass Warner of the University
of Syracuse, another criminologist
of wide experience., The commls-
sfon is trying to pick
rate men, slowly and carefully,
upon whose facts it can safely de-
pend. ., Leonard V. Harrison, an ex-
pert on police, came down to help
at the butset and has been one of
the most important figures in the
work to date.

In the absence of the commis-
sloners from “Washington, Max
Lowenthal, secretary of the com-
mission, is in active charge of co-
ordinating the work and in carrying
out the commission's plans.

Not a Political Group.

One of the most significant faets
about this commission is the free-
dom of nearly all its mempers
from political entanglements. Chair-
man George W. Wickersham, former
attorney-general, who could have
long since have been a Supreme
Court justice had he been willing
to accept, is in his seventies. The
work of his commission represents
the crowning achlevement of his
career. None of the members seem
likely to hope to use it as a stepping
stone.

MUCOUS COLITIS.

Patients suffering from intestinal
irritation frequently notice large
quantities of gelatinous, slimy mu-
cous in the inside lining of their
fntestines. The mucous may also
resemble transparent worms.

The intestines are lined with mu-
cous membrane and secrete mu-
cous normally as a lbricant, but
when they are Irritated by toxic ma-
terfal they endeavor to protect
themselves by throwing off an ex-
cessive quantity of mucous. Where
this irritation bhas continued over a
length of time, the mucous mem-
brane may develop a secretion neu-
rosls or habit of secreting an ex-
cessive quantity of mucous. This
condition is found most frequently
in nervous, highstrung, hjysterical
or neurotic patients.

Sometimes an excessive secretion
of mucous is caused by simple
catarrh of the intestine, or it may
be caused by a disease of the in-
testines which produce an irritation.
Even the pressure of irritating fecal
materlal from constipation may pro-

der inflamed spots in the colon.
Mucous colltis i often mistaken
for appendicitis, inflammation of
the ovaries, or other inflammatory
conditions of the abdomen. This is
because the irritation of thé colon
by the toxins and the distension
from gas may cause symptoms

which are attributed to some other

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DIET IS IMPORTANT
IN TREATING GALL
BLADDER DISTURBANCES,

By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN,
Editor Journal of the American
Medical Association and of Hygeia,

the Health Magazine,

Thirty or forty years égo oune
heard Ilittle indeed of disturb-
ances of the gall bladder. Now the
gall bladder is one of the first or-
gans to be investigated in the pres-
ence of complaints of indigestion,
of pain coming on after eating, of
eructation of gas and of similar
disturbances.,

Some of the "most difficult diag-
noses that physicians-have to make

are concernred in differentiating be-|’

tween inflammation of the gall
bladder: with or without zall stones,
various forms of jaundice, ulcers
of the stomach and duodenum, ap-
pendicitis acute and chroniec, and
other disturbances of the organs
that lie within the abdominal cav-
ity. Most of these disturbances
come on just afte:r middle lite and
it is quite commonly recognized
that the type of patient most given
to disturbances of the gall bladder
is the woman known as ‘““fair, fat
and forty."”

The only absolutely eificient
treatment of inflammations of the
gall bladder when stones are pres-
ent is surgical removal of the
stones and usually of the gall blad-
der. Under such circumstances
such storage of bile as is necessary
is laken up by the common duct
which carries the bile from the liy-
er to the intestines,

If conditions are not serious
is customary to prescribe for
patieat what i3 known as a gall-
bladder djet, avoiding substances
that seem to have the tegdenecy of
Increasing the amount and the
thickness of the bile.

Thus the person suspicious of
gall bladder inflammation avoids
fats, greasy soups, cream and but-
ter and all foods rich in fat and
cholesterin, . suck as eggs, brains,
fried meats, goose and duck, liver,
kidneys and spiced foods. He is
told to avoid alcoholic liguors, and
to eliminate the condiments, such
as spices and chow chow.

Usually such patients are over-
weight and must cut down starches
and sugar and avoid over-feeding
generally. Such people are usually
what is known as good eaters and
they greet this list. of things to be
avoilded with heavy groans and
lamentations.

They are then told that they may
eal roast meats without fat, small
amounts of cereals, cooked vegeta-
bles and fruits, skimmed milk, and
water. The meats may include lean
fish, lamb, chicken, squab and lean
beef, and the desserts such sub-
stances as acid fruits, gelatines,
cooked fruits and light puddings
without cream sauces,

Not infrequently the attacks con-
linue and the gall bladder has to
come out anyway,

These are in greater detall than
heretofore and if the reports are
made clearly and honestly, depart-
ment officials expect that complete
information regarding every essen-
tial feature of the accident will be
avallable,
