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WORLD PEACE PACT

GOES INTO EFFECT

46 of the Most Powerful Na-
" tions on Earth Agree to
Renounce War—Simple

Washington Ceremony.

Washington, July 24.—In a sim-
ple ceremony that contrasted
strangely with the significance and
solemnity of the undertaking, Presi-
dent Hoover today proclaimed the
effectiveness of the World Peace
Pact, under whiclh 46 of the most
powerful nations of the earth have
bound themselves to renounce War,
and never to seek settlement of
their disputes by other than peace-
able means.

Withal the simplicity of the cere-
mony, it was a glittering assem-
blage that took part in the momen-
tous drama of “outlawing war."

40 Nations Represented.

Around a great horseshoe table
get up in the historic east room of
the White House sat the representa-
tives of forty of the powers, duly
golemn and impressive. They may
have their doubtq as to the ulti-
mate value of the'treaty in prevent-
ing war, but if so it was not ap-
parent in thelr grave mein today as
they sat and heard Mr. Hoover re-
peat the simple T8 words that, if
lived up to, will relegate war to
the limbo of impossible things.

President Hoover spoke the 78
momentous words at the outset of
his brief address to the representa-
tives of the powers.

«wArticle 1.—The high contract-
Ing parties solemnly declare in the
names of their respective peoples
that they condemn recourse to war
for the solution of international
rontroversies, and renounced it as
an instrument of national poliey In
their relations with one another.

“Aritcle 2.—The high contract-
ing parties agree that ithe settle-
ment or solution of all disputes or
confilets of whatever nature or
of whatever origin they may be,
which may arise among them, shall
never be sought except by pacific
means."”

Simple Treaty

That's all there is to the treaty.
Yet to accomplish it - there were
many months of “eirdwavor, count-
1ess millions of words exchanged
between governments, and muci
delicate negotiation carried on.

Mr. Hoover did not attempt to
gild the lily in the short and sim-
ple speech which he delivered to
his brilliant audience. Apparently,
with war clouds hovering in the
Far East between China and Rus-
sla—both of which are signatories
to the treaty—nhe preferred to let
the words of the document speak
for themselves,

He did, however, declare that
this was *“a proposal to the con-
science and idealism of civiliza-
tion."

“1t suggested a new step in in-
ternational law, he said, “rich
with meaning, pregnant with new
jdeag in the conduct of world re-
lations, It representea a platform
from which there ig instant appeal
to the public opinion of the world
as to specific acts and deeds.”

“The magnficent response of the
world to these proposals is well in-
dicated by those now signatory Lo
its provisions. Under the terms of
the treaty there have been deposited
in Washington the ratification of
the fifteen signatory nations—Aus-
tralia, Belgium, Canada, Czecho-
Slovakia, France, Germany, Great
Britain, India, Irish Free State,
Italy, Japan, New Zealand, Poland,
Union of South Africa and the
United States.

26 Other Naulons,

“Beyond this .he treaty has to-
day become effective also with re-
spect to 26 other countries, the
governments of which have deposit-
ed with the government of the
United States instruments evidenc-
ing their definitive -adherence to
{he treaty—Afghanistan, Albania,
Austria, Bulgaria, China, Cuba,
Denmark, Dominican Republie,
Kgypt, Esthonia, Ethopia, Finland,
Guatamala, Hungary, Iceland,
Latvia, Liberia, Lithuania, the
Netherlands, Nicaragua, Norway,
Panama, Portugal, Peru, Rumania,
Russia, Kingdom of the Serbs,
Croats and Slovenes, Siam, Spain,
Sweden and Turkey.

“Moreover, according to infor-
mation received through diplomatic
channels, the instrument of defini-
tive adnerence of Greece, Hon-
duras, Persia, Switzerland and
Venezuela have been fully complet-
ed and are now on the way to
Washington for deposit.

“1 congratulate ' this assembly,
the states it represents, and in-
deed, the entire world, upon the
coming into force of this additional
Instrument of humane endeavor to
do eway with war as an instro
ment of natiomal policy and to ob-
tain by pacific means alone the
settlement of international dis-
putes.” )

Praises Coolidge

Here, Mr. Hoover paused to pay
high tribute to the chief actors in
the making of the treaty—to his
predecessor, Calvin Coolidge who
made a hurrled trip to Washing-
ton today to sit in at this historic
gathering, and who sat at his right
today.at the green-covered U-shap-
ed table; to Frank B. Kellogg,
secrefary of state under Coolidge,
who sat at his left; to Aristide
‘Briand, the brilliant French for-

TWO STUDENTS
KILLED AS CAR
 STRIKES TREE

| Third Passenger in Auto Se-
riously Injured at Pitts-
field,  Mass—Were on
Way to New Haven.

Pittsfield, Mass., July 24.—Two
college students were killed and a
third seriously injured today when
the automobile in which they were
enroute to New Haven, Conn,
hurtled off the road at a sharp
curve and crashed into an apple
tree at Hancock, 13 miles west of
here.

Harold Hall, 23, of Norman
street, New Haven was lnstantly
killed. Frank W. Shepard, 22, of
Pittsburgh, Pa., sustained a frac-
ture of the skull and died at House
of Mercy hospital here.

Joseph C. Kresse, 20, of 30
Feason Good Road, Forest Hills,
Long Island, said by police to have
sheen the driver of the car, suffered
cuts about the head and possible
fracture of the skull. He was held
at the hospital on the danger list.

To Hold Drviver,

According to police, charges will
be preferred against Kresse it he
recovers. Following an investiga-
tion, it was announced by police
that traces of liguor were found
on the injured youth, and that a
broken liguor bottle was discovered
"in the wreckage of the car.

Police learned that the three
youths were students at Renssalaer
Polytechnic Institute, Troy, N. Y.
They had been enroute from their
fraternity house in that city to the
home of Hall at New Haven.

It was charged that the car,
which was registered in the name
of young Kresse's father, was pro-
ceeding at a fast rate and failed to
take the curve. A branch of the
tree pierced the windshield.

Hall died instantly. Shepard
and’ Resse were rushed to-ghe
House of Merey hospital., Efforts
were made to save the life of the
former. However, he did not re-
gain consclousness and died shortly
before noon. Officials at the hos-
pital said there was a chance for
Lthe recovery of Kresse,

STATE TAKES OVER
NEW JERSEY BANKS

Passaie, N. J., July 24.—The
State Department of Banking and
Insurance today took over three
local banks directed by the New
Jersey Bankers' Securitles of New
Jersey,

They are the Hobart Trust
Company, The Merchants Bank cf
Passaic, and the Service Trust
Company of New Jersey.

The Bankers' Securities Com-
pany was the storm center of a leg-
islative investigation last year and
its affairs are scheduled to be alr-
ed still further at'a special meet-
ing of the Grand Jury on Friday.

The closing of the Hobart Trust
Company follows close on the heels
of the mysterious kidnaping four
weeks ago of Willard. Elliott, exec-
utive vice-president. Eilliott was
held prisonerin a secluded spot in
New -Jersey for six days and upon
his release savered his connection
with the bank,

When Train Reaches Wash-

ington Customary Crowds
| Were Absent.

Washington, July 24.—Calvia
Coolidge returned to Washington
this morning for the first Lime since
he relinquished the reins of office
as president on March 4. He re-
turned. to witness the proclaiming
of the Kellogg-Briand treaty out-

lawing war which was conceived
under his direction,

The short four and a half
months of his absence‘seemingly
had served to make the good people
of the netion’s capital forget their
erstwhile chief executive. When the
Federal Express,  which brought
Mr. Coolidge from Northampton,
rolled into Union station at 7:05
o’clock this morning there wasn't
the slightest vestige of the crowds
of old that used to turn out to
greet him.

Hand Bandaged

The former president stood walit-
{ng in the vestibule of the last Pull-
man in the train as it crept under
the train-shed. His left hand and
wrist were rather heavily bandag-
ed, and this fact immediately drew
comment from the little group that
walted to greet him. :

“Oh.” he explained smilingly, *'I
fell down while fishing and hurt it,
but it’s almost well now.”

To Break Voluntary “Capti-
vity” Tomorrow; Many
Americans to Attend.

Rome, July 24.—There are many
Americans in Rome today who
made the long journey from the

United States expressly to see the
historic ceremony in St, Peler's
Bquare tomorrow when Pope Plus
X1 will break the voluntary “capti-
vily® of pontiffs in the Vatican for
the first time in nearly 60 years.

Settlement of the Roman ques-
tion—the conflict between the
church and the Italian state—made
it possible for the pontiff to leave
the confines of the Vatican and he
will make his exit tomcrrow eve-
ning, although he will not venture
peyond St. Peter's Sguare.

Many Visitors

There has been a tremendous in-
fiux of visitors here within the
past 24 hours for this imposing
scene and it is foregone conclusion
that many will be disappointed for
there will not be room for all of
them to occupy vantage spots from
which to view this great event.

Wooden barricades have been
erected to hold back the populace
and the visitors, and tha govern-
ment has placed large forces of sol-
dfers at the disposal-of the munici-
pal authorities to help the police.
Young Fasclsts will ald in handling
the gigantic crowd.

Why Date Was Chosen

The present date was chosen be-
cause of the presence in Rome of
5.000 Catholic seminarians who
will be in St. Peter's Square tomor-
row night, The papal blessing will
be extended to them and to the en-
tire world. ' ’

The last time a Pope took part
in a processions outside the Vati-
gan was in June, 1870, when Plus
IX was carried on his podium—a2a
platform bearing a kneeling stool
from- Inside St: Peter's ¢hurch to
the Square outside, making & com-
plete tour ‘of the Square and the
contignous Rusticucel Square. The
procession was headed at that time
by the palatinate guard on horse
back and in front rode the fiag
officer on & white horse carrying
the standard of the'''Sacred Roman
Chureh.” s :

As the sturdy monoplane, which
at 9:17, Bastern Daylight time,
had added eighteen hours of fiving
to the world record formerly h-ld
by the *““Angeleno,” eruised into its
$65th consecutive hours of flying it
began to look as though the jocu-
lar ‘‘See You Christmas’ message
by one of the pilots was not so ut-
terly fantastic after all.

The brilliant orange colored
monoplane still remains the cynos-
ure for all eyes in the St. Louis
district. All eyes turned upward
this morning to watch the plane as

A crowd estimated at 50,000 was
at the field last night to witnes the
fireworks demonstration prepared
to celebrate the achievement of the
“gSt. Louls Robin” in breaking the
world record.

Dale Jackson and Forest O'Brine,
the two pilois, are now receiving
$2,648 a day for every day they
continue to stay in the air.

At 4:17 a. m. (CST) Dale “Red”

Russia Says: “Soviets Are
Peaceful; Only Refusal by
China to Accept Pacific
Measures Will Be Re-
sponsible for Further Ae-
tion” — 300 Additional
Russians in Manchuria

Are Arrested.

The Far East crisls, directly in-
volving China and the Union of
Socialist Soviet Republics (Rus-
sia), marked time today while the
international diplomats continued
their labors for an arbitration con-
ference (o compose the confiict
peacefully.

Both China and Soviet Russia
have conditionally promised to aec-
cept arbitration of the Chiness
Esastern Railway dispute and other
pending problems. .

The Soviet ambassador to France
conferred with French Foreign
Minister Briand, after whic. Lc in-
formed International News Service:

“The Sgviets are peaceful: only
refusal by China to accept pacifie
measures will be responsible for
further action.”

Blame Soviets

Mukden, Manchurfa, advices to
London said that the Council of
the Northeastern provincial Chinese
governments place the blame for
the Manchurian imbrogho directly
upon the Soviets.

On the other hand there is a dis~
position in official circles in Lon-
don, based upon reports from Pelp-
ing, to believe that the Chinesa
acted too hastily in seizing the
Chinese Eastern Ralilway.

London, July 24.—Sole blame
for the crisig between China and
Russia was placed upon the Soviets
today by the council of the morth-
eastern provincial Chinese govern-
ments, according to dispatches
from Mukded.

In a lengthy statement issued at
Mukden, the council defines the
position of the Chinese government,
defending its action against Rus-
gsian officials on the Chinese East-
ern Railway, stating that China is
still willing to respect the 1924
agreement regarding use .of the
rallway by the two nations.

London, July 24.—"You.  Ger-
man Nationalists and Monarchists,
it does not become you to yammer
about the peace treaty of Versailles
and.the burdens it infiicted upon
Germany.

books because they are inevitable,
particularly with the bright exam-
ples of ""All Quiet on the Western

Front,” and “The Case of Sergeant
Grigsha’ to lure on the literary as-
pirants. The former book {s now
selling in all European countries,
translated in all languages, and has
sold close to a million and a half
copies.

Another velume, written by a
German, ‘that is getting away to a
good start ds.“War" (Dodd, Mead
& Co.) by Ludwig Renn, in which
an eyewitness describes all that =
soldier in the ranks saw and ex-
perienced, almost as {f he had kept
an hourly record of his sensations.

“QOvershadowed,” by Eugene
Lohrke (Jonathan Cape and Har-
rison Smith) is anything but hard-
bolled—it is the story of a sensi-
tive soul and-how it was disin-
tegrated and shattered by a conflict
to which it could not adjust.

The hero went to war because
the Germans shelled Rheims. +He
started away with his mother's
miniature, & lock of her hair bound
in.a gold fillet and a morocco-
bound edition of Shelley. One is
quite prepared for the spiritual
downfall. Beautiful prose, but a
story that never quite sets.

_Though written in a slightly
sophomoric style, and without any
xfev'eren_?e for the old god of war, I
think ~“War Bugs” (Doubleday-
Doran) by Charles MacArthur, is a
rather welcome relief from such
gériousness. At least, you feel that
the Rainbow Division had a good
time, and that-the-boys injected a
Ifttle much-needed lightness and
leaven into the dismal lump. It
reeks with liquor, reels and drunk-
enness, thumbs its nose at our
most cherished traditions of noble
‘men and virtuous women—but is
I#vely and cheery. .

5 Quite an- -unpleasant in 1locale
and as packed with brutality and
horror as any war book is “Adven-
tures of An OQutlaw’ (Jonathan
Cape and Harrison Smith), being
the memoirs of Ralph Rashleigh, a
penal exile in Australia from 1825
to 1844, when England’'s riff-raff
was sent out there to penal colo-
nies.

Because of such a Vvogue for
literary discoveries, and persons
who drop from nowhere and pro-
ceed to write of their adventures in
ouf-of-thesway ‘spbts on ‘the -earth,
with such a flair for fiction, one is
apt to suspect any manuscript from
a mysterious source.

This one comes from a librarian
ln New South Wales, who got it
from someone Wwho inherited it
from .his wife's father. Its 150,000
words of stilted English written on
blue fool's-cap paper, purports to
be written by Giacomo di Rosen-
berg, who took the story as it was
told to him by Ralph Rashleigh.

“His adventures are a chronicle
of hairbreadth escapes and fantas-
tic® ¢rueltles, floggings,  hot Aus-
trelian sun, and a hideous indict-
ment ‘of so-called civilized existl-
ence. It has more excitement than
Robinson Crusoce, Captain Kidd,
and Trader Horn combined.

Yor's home s stream of undesir-
able sound as it would. be to squirt
into it a stream of foul water
through a firehose, it {& as abso-
lute an intrusion on hig privacy as
It would be to force your way into
his presence in person, No person
has the slightest right to disturb
the quietude of another person's
domicile by the creation of avold-
able noise. The fact that the cre-
ator of the disturbance may him-
self enjoy it makes not the slight-
est difference, He might enjoy the
company of red-snakeg but if he
turned them loose to wander
through sn apartment house or
through his next door . neighbor's
grounds he would be gullty of
conduct that could be variously
prosecuted, as a ' nuisance, as a
breach of the peace, ag &n evidence
of insanity,
. Grant that a tremendous amount
,of latitude {s permitted, by cus-
‘tom, to the makers of noise at
pight, the fact remains that they
make their nolses, not by virtue of
Bny inherent right but through the
tolerance of their neighbors, It is
¢ questiosn whether, iIn a great
many instances, that tolerance has
pot been strained beyond all rea-
son,

In & community like Manches-
ter, where the great majority of
the people have to be {n bed and
asleep before 11 o'clock in order to
obtain needed rest for the next
day’'s work, the gratuitous disturb-
ance of their slumbers by the few
whose special routines or special
proclivities keep them up to a
later hour iz not only unpardon-

THE ONE GREAT THOUGHT

A very genuine and very pas-
slonate desire for world peace is
animating the efforts of the United
States and half a dozen other gov-
ernmentg in their efforts to prevent
the outbreak of war between Rus-
sia and China, Tremendously ur-
gent representations are being
made to both the parties to the

war Is set up as the only thing to
be thought of until it has been
definitely avolded.

Such a proposal cannot and
must not 'be interpreted as indi-
cating the slightest American ten-
dency to partisanship with Russia.
It seems only that the prevention
of war, at the moment, must take
precedence over all- other econsid-
erations—there will be time later
for the righting of wrongs,

Nor is it at all certain that the
Chinese cannot well afford now to
acquiesce in this proposal. Thelr
coup has served to center the at-
tention of the civilized world on a
gitnation which, 1if intolerable,
cannot, fail of relief if only the na-
tions come-. to know encugh about
it. Having served that purpose it
may- well be the decision of the
Nationalist government that far
more has been accomplished than
could be gained through the hor-
rors of war,}ven it successful,

An Ambassadorship Is Al Right,
But Our Most Powerful Foreign
Officers Are The High Commis-
sioners—Unfortunately For Job-
Seekers, These Posts Are Very
Scarce.

By RODNEY DUTCHER

Washington, July 24.—Mere am-
bassadorships may be enough to
satisfy such elderly millionaires as
Charles G. Dawes and Dwight Mor-
row, but the really ambitious fed-
eral job-seeker will go hunting for
a post as an American High Com-
missioner.

An ambassador parks himself in
a foreign capital and usually he-
comes little more than a glorified
messenger boy. But when an
American High Commissioner geces
anywhere he goes there to run the
whole show, He has the rank of an
ambassador and he ranks as the
senior officer present at all times.

There is no more powerful Amer-
ican outside this country than an
American High Commissioner. He
is perhaps the nearest modern ap-
proach we have to the old Roman
pro-consul.

These Jobs Are Scarce

Unfortunately, there are very few
of these jobs to be had. There never
were very many end the only High
Commissionership now in force is
that of Major General John A. Rus-

'sell of the Marines, who has been

our High Commissioner to Halti
since 1922, The chances are that
General Russell will hold his job
indefinitely, but there has been
some agitation for his replacement
by a civilian, so it may be a good
tip to job-seekers to suggest that
they sound out President Hoover.

One recalls only two other High
Commissioners within the past two
decades. Sumner Welles was made
High Commissioner to the Domi -
fcan Republic several years ago and
served two years, commuting be-
tween Santo Domingo and Wash-
ington until he had ‘straightened
out the country to the State De-
partment’'s satisfaction.

The other was Rear Admiral
Mark L. Bristol who, as High Com-
missioner to Turkey, was one of
the most Important figures in the
Near East during the post-war
period. Bristol co-ordinated our
policies and looked after American
interests in that section of the
world and proved himself a diplo-
mat of parts. He was on the com-
mission which investigated the
Greek occupation of Smyrna =and
was a delegate to the Lausanne
Conference. Lately he has com-
manded the Asiatic fleet.

Runs the Whole Country

Russell is an excellent example
of the power that ecan be lodged
with a High Commissioner. He
deals directly with the president—
sometimes called “our puppet pres-
ident"—of Haiti and thz State De-
partment. For eight years, under
our treaty with Haliti, he has had
sway over that country's customs,
finances, police system, public
works, agriculture and public
health.

All American treaty officlals, di-
recting these various branches of
government, come unde: the gen-
eral. . Although an officer of the
Marines he is not compelled to
wear a uniform and doesn't. He
has been on the job for eight years
and was first appointed on the re-
commendation of a senatorial com-
mittee which went to the island
abput 1920, ‘

What appeared to he a demon-
stration of Russell’s power was
given last year when Senator King
of Utah, who had criticized Ameri-
can accupation of Haiti, was barred
from visiting the country by Presi-
dent Borno. While it could not be

Health and Diet
Advice

THE MEMORY NOT ALWAYS
RELIABLE.

There is a belief held by many‘

people that sometking once learned
is pever forgotten, but remains as
long as life lasts, stored in the re-
casses of the braiu. However, there
1s no evidence that this is true. Our
memory pictures are recorded in
some way upon the protoplasm of
the brain cells and because there
are continual metabolistic changes
going-on. in these cells, the pictures
are not fixed, but are subject to
gradual alterations, v

It is very easy to understand how
a destructive disease affecting the
memory cells will greatly disturb
or destroy the ctored memories.
Forgetting is a normal process.
Everyone has & poor memory. It is
only when the normal limits of for-
getfulness have been exceeded or
when the Iimagination takes the
place of memory that the physician
becomes interested. :

Many people recall lots of things
that aren't true. One suffering
from senile dementia recalls vividly
the events of childhood and youth,
althougn unable to recall the events
of the previous week. Frequently,
however, the memaories of child-
hood and youth, which seem to be
recalled with such startling vivid-
ness, have been so greatly touched
by the imagination _as to be quite
untrue as to actual happening. An
old man may imagine he was in
such a war, met certain celebrities,
or traveled through various coun-
tries, and he may glve all the de-
tails and -believe them, himself,
when he actually was nowhere in
the vicinity. i

The mind misrepresents facts.
Sometimes, they are exaggerated,
diminished, or curiously twisted.
Judges soon come to realize that
witnesses frequently make false
statements and false identifica-
tions, not because of desiring to
falsify their statements, but be-
cause the witness’ perception or
memory is faulty.

Patients will often quite sincere-
ly describe wholly fictitious di-
seases of childhood which never oc-
curred, although they may seem
quite true to the affected person.
The mind is so susceptible to sug-
gestions that it has been said that
if one hears a lie or a story fre-
quently enough, one will come to
believe it to be a fact. In endeavor-
ing to recall elusive faets from out
of the maze of memory, one in-
stinctively fills in the missing links
with the fabric of imagination.

One’s memory may ‘be good
most respects, but only weak in a
special manner. For eaxmple, one
may forzel the memories associated
with hearing or the memories con-
rected with sight. In some diseases,
the patient can only think of sad
1deas. In others, the patient can
only thing of disease symptoms,
and in others, there are trouble-
some obsessions, Epileptics some-
times live in a twillght conscious
state for periods which they cannot
afterwards consciously recall,
Sometimes the first symptoms of
serious mental diseases are indi-
cated by extreme forgetfullness or
twisted recollections.

It is difficuit to judge whether
forgetfullness is a blessing or a
misfortune. It would not. be good
if our minds were cluttered up with
endless varieties of unimportant
details or made melancholy by stor-
ed up sad recollections. On the
other hand, it would be well for us
if we recall the useful facts of life
and 'the pleasanter events.

Today, another group of women,
quite as earnest, with muck more
impressive names. trained in leader-
ship and in publle work, also are
organizing with the same object—
temperance, But this latter group
believes it can be brought about
only through modification of the
jaw which the first group tried 80
hard to have enacted.

Say Temperance Retarded

In other words, they are pro-
temperance and anti-prohibition.

Thelir pledge reads:

#Recause 1 believe that national
prohibition has {neited erime and
jncreased lawlessness, hypocrisy
and corruption; because 1 believe
that the cause of real temperance
has been retarded and that sump-
tuary laws have no place in the
Federal Constitution, I promise to
work for some change in the law
which will bring about a sane s0-
lution of the problem, and there-
fore enroll as a member of the Wo-
men's Organization for National
Prohibition Reform.'

The W. 0. N. P, R. I8 headed by
. Mrs. Charles Sabin, former New
York state Repubhlican committee-
woman and the first woman to
gerve on the National Republican
committee. SHe has been identified
g8 one of the most astute women
politicians of this country, and is a
prominent social registrite.

Mrs. Sabin Quit G. O. P. Post

When Mrs. Sabin resigned from
the Women's Natlonal Republican
Club in  March, after President
Hoover's dry policy had been an-
pounced, she surprised everyons
by relinquishing the political power
her position gave her.

“T had no intentiom, at that
time, of getting into any anti-pro-
hibition organization,” she sald.
“But 1 was honest about why I was
at odds with ths party. Imme-
diately after my resignation, I was

besieged with letters from women
in a1l parts of the country, saying
that they too protested against pro-
hibition, a8 we now have it.

“In a short time, I was in too
deep to get out. Coming out against
prohibition, I found I had spoken
for thousands of other women—
there was a large group ready (0
be organized, wanting to be or-
ganized. And the road befors me

was so plainly indicated, 1 could

not turn back from it. Now it re-
mains to organize, investigate and
plan a campalgn.”

Prominent Women Back Move

Mrs. Sabin gathered around her
women who have been conspicu-
ously before the public for years
and have served in philanthropic,
educational and welfare work.
Among them are Anne Morgan,
dgughter of the famous financier,
active for years in philanthropy
and war work; Virginia Gilder-
sleeve, dean of Barnard College;
D#. Josephine Baker, formerly of
the Child Hygiene Bureau; Mrs.
sidney Borg, active in the Public
Education Association. and the
Federation of Jewish Philanthro-
ples; Alice Foote MacDougall, mil-
liopaire restauranteur; Mrs, Helen
Hartley Jenkins, builder of “model
tepements” and Mrs. Roger Bacon,
prominent soclal worker.

These women of wealth and so-
cial position, who have been sig-
pificantly successful, plan to or-
ganize women of the nation in anti-
prohibition work. The movement
now is but two and a half months
old, but it is organized in 30 states.

Mrs. Sabin expressed the opin-
fon that young America i8 drink-
ing far more than ever Dbefore,
which is the ‘very reverse of what
those wanted who worked con-
sclentiously for temperance. She
sald she sensed a gradual change
in the feeling of women toward
the Eighteenth Amendment, due to
the effects of prohibition upon the
youth of the country and the
morale of public officials.

Mrs. Sabin Is g, fighter for what
she believes s right. In 1926 she
resigned from the League of Wo-
men voters because she sald they
did not play the game falrly. She
worked tirelessly with the Repub-
lican party despite the fact that
her husband, a prominent New
Yox;k banker, was an ardent Demo-
erat. L

HIGH BLOOD PRESSURE

The rapidity with which harden-
ing of the arteries occurs in differ-.
ent people varies greatly, Some
people are old at 40; others not)
untfl after 70: - : |

It is an old saying that a man!
is as old as his arteries,.and.much|
depends on what Oslér- called ' the)
“vital rubber’ in the vessels that,
carry the blood.

The exact cause of hardening ot'
the arteries Is.not known. It {s;
known that it 1s'llkely to be associ-!
ated with a hard life, fnvolving over
strain; repeated’ infectlons; intoxi-
cations with aleohol, tobaceo and
other poisons; , overeatlng. and
abuse of the body ‘generally.

There are some cases :of high
L blood pressure In. which changes
cannot be found-either-in‘the blood
vessels themselves, in the heart, or
in the kidheys, sufficient to explaln
the condition. It is generally be-
lieved that this.type of high blood
pressure i§ caused by conditions fn
other orgahs which are not regog-
nized in the grdinary.examination;
and -it is believed;’by many people
that such high' blood pressure may
be a compensation by the body
which is necessary to the life of the
individual.

Hardening of the -arterles and
high blood pressure are Increasingly
associated as causes of death among
people in the United States. It is,
of course, generdally understood that
the breaking of a blood vessel In
the brain with the condition called
apoplexy is the result of weakening
of the blood vessels by disease and
the added force coming from high
blood pressure. In reeent years,
hemorrhage of the brain has been
third among the causes of death in
this country.

The prevention of hardening of
the arteries and high blood pressure
is not today a very seientific pro-
cedure. It is recognized that In-
fections and intoxications such as
have been mentioned should be econ-
trolled, but it is also recognized
that the heredity of the person and

life constitdte major factors in the
situation and these things cannot be
controlled.

Again and again in this column
the advantages of good personal
hvgiene have been emphasized.
Overealing, overweight, overwork
and overworry, indeed excessive In-
dulgence in any of the activities of
human existence are recognized as
secondary causes of high blood
pressure and of wear and tear on
the circulation.

SETTLEMENT OF DETROIT.

Sieur de la Mothe Cadillac, first
commandant of the Freneh terri-
tory around Lake Michigan, made
the first permanent settlement of
the site of Detroit on July 24, 1701.

Detroit, however, had been visited
by Frenchmen as far back as 1648,
but history dates its . founding on
the day Cadillac arrived and buliit
Fort Pontchartrain and established
a small trading station.

In 1760, an English force under
Major Rogers drove the Frenchmen
out. In 1778 a new fort was bullt.
At this time, Detroit numbered 300
living in rude log cabins,

At the end of the Revolutionsry
War, Detroit passed into the hands
of the Americans.

However, the English ﬂag again
ruled over Detroit for a few months
during the War of 1812 when Gen-
eral Hull surrendered.the post to
a British force under General
Brock. It was returned to the
Americans in 1813.

Detroit was Incorporated as a
town in 1802.

In recent years, Detroit has
passed the mlillion mark in popu-
lation.

ROADSIDE TREES

Bi hway Commxssxoner Mac
onald-Annountes. Policy of
Saving Desirablé~ Natura
Growths.

CouServauou wherever possibld
of roadside trees, shrubbery and
other desirable growths i{s now pard
of the Connecticut Highway De
partment's landscape program, ac
cording to an announcement toda
by Highway Commissioner:John A
Macdonald. Not a single tree s to
be cut down along the highway
right of way unless the safety of
the driving public requjres it. On
the other hand, thousands®f trees,
shrubs and plants are being set out
alopg thé highways. The! highway
department’s: beagtification work
has already mnotably imprgved the
appearance of many ) road¢
throughout the state, although it
will take several Years before the
results of this policy become fully
apparent,

According to highway department
regulations, no growth of d¢by kind
is to be permitted to stand which
wouyld seriously futerfere with the
vision of motorists or, wifh drain-
age. Beyond that, all good Erowth,
in groups, in mass, or a8 single
specimens, will be cared {for and
conserved. Thigs {pcludes a mixed
assortment of planls, trees, shrubs,
vines, bulbs, ferns, wild flowers and
grasses. Weeds, briars and poisou-
ous plants are to be removed.

In cutting brush along woodlaud
borders, it will be the policy of the
highway department  lo_break up
the monotony of long straight lines
by cutting in and out in scalloped
irregularity.

Wherever the motorists’ line ot
vision Is not interfered with, all
yvoung shade trees will be conserv-
ed, no matter how Lhick they may
stand, All evergreen trees and
shrubs and all white and gray birch
in the highway right of way will
also be saved.

The desirability of the
shrubbery is determined by whet
er or not they add to the roadside
color scheme through foliage color,
fowers or colorful twigs or berries
and by whether or not they are
polsotious. Shruds or plants which
will harm farm crops on bordering
land are mowed down. In some
cases, Lrees are transplanted or re-
moved Lo open fine scenic views (o
passing motorists,

The highway department main-
tains several noursery yards in
which native stock to be used for
roadside landscaping is being cultl.
vated. Conservation of surplus
growths along the highways is ex-
pected to save Lhe highway depart-
ment considerable expenditure, be-
cause the conserved surplng growth
in one section Wwill"te collected and
used in another, tlus obviating the
purchase of much stock. Landscaps
division workmen are’ cautioned
that it is better to leave too much
growing than not enough, since it
{s always possible (v cut out un-
wanted plants or trees; while it~
takes time to grow thosa that are
wanted.
