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MIDNIGHT STILL
THE ZERO HOUR
FOR ZEP FLIGHT

Eckener Sticks to Plan to|-

Start Between 2 Days
Though Weather Promis-

es to Be None Too Good.

Lakehurst, N. J., Aug. 7.—“We
will sail at midnight.” Dr. Hugo
Eckener, grizzled skipper of the
Graf Zeppelin, this afternoon defin-
itely set the time for the take-off
of the big airship on its swing
around the world.

Shortly after noon today,
dirigible was all set for its ad-
venture glorious, Her various ap-
petites were satiated with 210,000
cubic feet of hydrogen, 840,000
cubic feet of ethane gas and four
barreils of oil. The ton of mail
and two tons of freight were to be
loaded this afternoon. The eight-
een Zeppelin-minded passengers will
be ready to board and take their
places at 10 o'clock tonight.

¥xpect Poorish Weather.

Variable winds and possible
showers were expected tonight but
it is not likely that the winds will
be sufficiently strong to prevent
the Zeppelin from being taken from
her hangar on scheduled time,

Dr. Hugo Eckener, commander
of the airship, had given orders
that all freight and mail for the
pir liner must be on the field at the
paval air station here by 4 o'clock
this afternoon.

Commander Zeno W. Wicks com-
pleted the loading of the ethane fuel
gas this morning and 210 gallons
of lubricating oil was taken on.
Filling of the envelopes containing
the lifting gas, hydrogen, was com-
pleted before noon. The fabrie, en-
gines and other equipment of the
ship have been thoroughly inspected
and found in perfect condition.

Expect 18 Passengers

Eighteen passengers, including
one woman, are expected to. be
aboard when the Zeppelin starts in
addition to her usual crew of 41.
Two pieces of ‘live freight', a Bos-
ton bulldog and a baby alligator,
will also make the trip.

The sole woman passenger is
Lady Drummon Hay, of London, a
veteran trans-Atlantic alr traveler.
She came over on the Graf's first
trip to Lakehurst and has been a
passenger on several of the air-
ship's cruises in Europe.

William B. Leeds, son of the
late multi-millionaire tin plate king
and husband of Princess Xenla of
Nussia, is another nassenger who
will make the world flight., Com-
mander Charles E. Rosendahl and
Lieut. Jack C. Richardson will
make the trip as official observers
for the United States Navy.

Two New Yorkers, Willlam Web-
er and Nathan Wexler, are making
the voyage as far as Friedrich-
shafen as the result of a golfing
bet. They recently played a 36-hole
match with the Zeppelin trip as a
stake. Weber won. Wexler is pay-
ing both fares.

“Just For the Ride"

Joachim B. Richard, of Brock-
ton. Mass.,, who arrived aboard the
Graf Sunday night, is another pas-
senger on tke world flight. John E.
Larney of Brookliyn, is going to
make the trip “Just for the ride.”
He was unable to get passage on
the Zeppelin's first return trip to
Friedrichshafen,

Up New England Coast

The exact route Dr. Eckner will
follow to Friedrichshafen has not
heen announced as yet. It is be-
lieved, however, he will go north
np the New England coast and then
turn east on a course just south of
the regular European shipping
lanes.

From Friedrichshafen, the Graf
will soar eastward over Europe and
Siberia to Tokio. There another |
stop will be made before the hop
over the Pacific to Honolulu. From

the

Honolulu. the airship will proceed +

to San Diego, Calif.,, and thence
back to the starting point here. Dr.
Eckener expects to complete the
world flight by September 3.

Washington, Aug. 7.—The Unit-
ed States Weather Bureau today
issued the followjng special weath-
er forecast for the return flight of
the Graf Zeppelin:

‘*A disturbance of moderate in-
tensity. is central over Hudson
straits with a trough extending
zouthward to the Canadian mari-
time provinces. Another disturb-
ance is north of the Orkney islands.
An extensive high pressure area ex-
tends from Bermuda eastward to
the Azores and thence northward
to a point some distance off the
Irish coast.

SUGAR BOUNTY
PLAN PONDERED
BY SEN. BORAH

Importers, Reﬁners, Pro-
ducers Assail Smoot Slid-
ing Rate; Spreckels Of-
fers a Substitute.

Washington, Aug. 7.—The con-
troversy over sugar tariffs assumed
he aspects of a political war today

when importers, refiners and pro-
ducers descended on the Senate. Fi-

adoption of the Smoot sliding scale
of dutles.

While Senator Borah '(R) of
Idaho, announced he was preparing
to sponsor a ‘‘bounty plap” as a
substitute for the Smoot scale. Ru-
dolph Spreckles, California sugar
magnate, came forward with a
rival scale. Spieckles was one of
the group of refiners, producers and
importers opposed to the Smoot
scale. He termed it “unfair to Cuba
and worthless to the American pro-
ducer."

Plans Shorter Spread.

The Spreckles scale would spread
the tariff on Cuban sugar imports
between $1 and $2 per hundred
pounds, applied to raw sugar, and
ranging as the price of raw sugar
rose or fell The Smoot scale
would range from $.80 to $2.40 per
hundred pounds, applied to refined

{ sugar, and ranging as the price of

refined sugar in New York rose or
fell.

The two scales have one feature
in common—3aenator Reed Smoot
(R) of Utah said his would stabil-
ize the sugar market at 6 cents a
pound wholesala; Spreckles an-
nounced his would stabilize it at a
similar level. In order to offset
Smoot's higher range of tariff
rates, Spreckles njected a fixed
refiner’'s margin into his scale. He
likewigse included an  internal
revenue tax, payable by the refin-
er when raw sugar prices were low
—thus increasing the margin be-
tween the Cuban raw price and the
refined sugar price. :

Bounty Plan Brewing.

The Democratic-Iinsurgent coali-
tion, which has Rheen tinkering with
the idea of a “bounty’ to American
sugar producers, meanwhile pre-
pared to oppose both scales. The
Smoot scale was condemned as
containing a joker; the Spreckles
scale as a ‘'price-fixing scheme,””
such as Congress always has reject-
ed,

Senator Borah however has un-
der consideration a brand new
sugar plan. He has tariff experts
studying the possibility of a
bounty for the American producer
plus a low tariff rate on Cuban im-
ports. He has hopes that a plan
may be evolved which would pay
the bounty from tariff revenus,
thus allowing protectinn to the
actual beet-sugar and cane Sugar
producer ‘ without hiking the price
of table sugar to high scales.

CHINESE PERSIST IN
PEACE PARLEY PLANS

Soviets Reported Pessimistic
and Will Close Bank in Har-
bin in a Few Days.

Harbin, Manchuria,
|Despite numerous obstacles, the
Chinese today countinued their
plans for a definite conference with
Soviet Russia for settlement of the
Manchurian problem, and especial-
I'ly the issue growing out of China's
seizure of +1he Chinese Eastern
Railway.

Chu Shoao Yang, Chinese minis-
ter-delegate to Finald and Nank-
ing's envoy to the proposed Sino-
Russian parley, who arrived here
yvesterday, said he would go at once
to Manchuli where. informal con-
versations already have been held.

These conversalions were unof-
ficial, which furnished the hasis of
Moscow’s denial that any “‘peace
negotiations” had been conducted
at Manchuli.

The Russo-Chinese talks at Man-
chuli conduceted by Boris Me|nikoff,
Soviet consul-general to 'Harbin,
and Esai Yun Sheng, of the Man-
churian administration, were des-
cribed as “only feebly successful.”

It i{s understood here that the
Chinese object to the Soviets sug-
gestion that .any-official conference
that may be arranged shall meet
in Chita or Tchita, Siberia. The
Chinese prefer either Harbin or
Moscow as the seat of the negotia-
tions as against’ the isolation of
any Siberian town. -

That the Soviets are pessimistic
over the outcome of Lhe negotia-
tions is indicated by the report
that' the official Russian bank In
Harbin will be closed ‘in*a few
days.

Rival Factions Sign Treaty

That U, S. Attorney Ex-
pects to End War for Good

New York, Aug. 7.—The network
which binds the Chinatowns of the
United States is carrying a peace
message today—-the On Leong and
Hip Sing Tongs have mad e “‘per-
manent peace.” It is not the first
time ‘“‘permanent peace’” has been
made, ;

Five Chinese were slain since
Sunday's twilight brought an out-
break of hostilities between the
rival organizations. As peace ne-
gotiations were going on last night,
there was another shooting in Chi-
cago and the victim is expected to
die—bput that “didn’t count,” ac-
cording to United Stales Attorney
Tuttle, who is accorded credit for
bringing together the national rep-
resentatives of the tongs and
“guiding' ‘them into the peace pact.

One O'clock Treaty.

With-the firm assurance that the

Matthies, who 1is representative
from Seymour.
Big Stand of Pines. '

On the Matthies property iz &
stand of pines. This is considered
as comparing with the Woolsey
Pines in Cornwall, one of the great-
est attractions of the sort in south-
ern New England. With the
Matthies tract added, the People's
forest will have 1,733 acres, all be-
ing the gift to Connecticut of pri-
vate citizens, who would think of
no finer way in which to express
their love for the old state.

The land has not officially been
turned over to the state as yet.
When officials have arranged the
little details that are connected
with such an event, it will be cele-
brated with a formal ceremony
that is expected to attract many
people to the district.

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'SAYS NICARAGUAN
POLICY IS FORCED

Imperialist Says Military
Safety of U. S. Demands
Control of Country.

Willlamstown, Mass., Aug. 7. —
Interest at the Institute of Politics
today centered largely in dlscussion
of the United States interests in
nations south of the Rio Grande.

Harold Norman Denny, author of
a history of American Relations
with Nicaragua, stated that the
United States must be sure of con-
trolling Nicaragua for the safety of
the Panama Canal and for its own
military strength. The speaker
said that the policy of the United
States in Nicaragua has been de-
voted to the military security of
the United States and that the fi-
nancial and economic interest have
been subordinate and contributory.

To Push Out English.

He sald that Washington called
in the Wall street financiers and
gave them control of Nicaragua's
finances in order to push out Eng-
lish capital which had been loaned
to the country in the time of Zel-
aya. TForeign capital loaned to
Caribbean and South American
countries by European nations has
too often in the past resulted in a
seizure of ‘the South American
countries’ customs houses in order
to secure the payment of defaulted
loans and it is an easy step from
there to & permanent foreign occu-
pation, he declared. The United
States dared not risk that in Nicar-
agua, Mr. Denny said, adding that
the worst fault the United States
had committed was not maintaining
a consistent poliey by backing
down every time a particular out-
ery from the anti-imperialists in the
United States arose.

Theoretically Wrong.

While it was theoretically in-
defensible to have United States
marines quartered on Nicaragua
soil, Mr. Denny thought this would
be the case by neces.ity for a long
time. He said further that con-
trary to popular opinion both the
Conservative and Liberal partles
want the marines to remain. The
Liberals in power feel that the ma-
rines will keep them so and the
Consgervatives think that the ma-
rines will have an ameliorating ef-
fect on the policies of the Liberals.

Guy Stevens said that the chief
problems in Latin America which
confronted the United States are
those which arise from the invest-
ment of United States capital in
local industries which have been
more than menaced by the attitude
of these governments, particularly
Colomhia and Mexico.

She testified that she had known
Dr. Snook for fifteen years, marry-
ing him in Columbus in 1922, She
was.very emphatic in her declara-
tion that Dr. Snook had never mis-
treated her and that he had never
been angry or abusive.

Headlights in Mrs. Snook's testl-
mony were: She never heard of
Theora Hix, prior (o the co-ed’'s
murder. Her hushand was home at
dinner time preceding the slaying,
put she did not seg him then. Dr.
Snook returned home the night of
June 13 between 9:25 and 10
o‘clock, (The murder is supposed
Lto have been committed about 10
p. m.) Snook was ‘'restless a great
deal” recently and *‘could not re-
main sitting for long. He was ner-
vous and- frritable and he shad not
been that way before."

Defendant On Stand

Dr. Snook took the witness
stand in his own defense before
noon. He was calm and self-possess-
ed and testifled in a clear volce.

Dr. Snook testified he first met
Theora in June of 1926, when she
was employed as a part-time
stenographer in the public office at
Ohio State University, where she
was a medical student,

Asked if she knew he was a
married man, Snook replied: '"'mostL
of the girls there knew I was mar-
ried."”

Snook testified Miss Hix told
him how lonesome she was as her
“boy friend” had left the universi-
ty at the closing of the school year
in 1926.

Q. Did you discuss other things?

A. Yes, companionate marriage.
She had a magazine in which there
was an article on companionate
marriage. She thought compan-
lonate marriage was all right, the
only trouble being that it “‘wasn't
80 good when you lost the com-
panion."”

Dr, Snook testified it was not
long before he and the co-ed reach-
ed a “mutual understanding.”

Gave Girl Pistol

Q. When was the fnrst time your
relations with her became inti-
mate?

A. About three weeks- after I
met her.

Miss Hix willingly agreed to the
“anderstanding’ they entered in-
to, the ex-professor said. He de-
clared she did not care for the boy
students at the university, pre-
ferring ‘“‘someone who is safe and
won't talk and who knows some-
thing."

In a nonchalant manner, per-
fectly at ease. Snook related how he
and the girl Fad gone to rooms in
various parts of the city,

Then the defendant, once the
world’s best rapid-fire pistol shot,
told of making Miss Hix a present
of a Remington .41 derringer dou-
ble-barreled revolver.

It
was here that the girl was beaten
and slashed to death on the night
of June 13. last., ' In great detail,
Attorney Seyfert brought out just
how adept Miss Hix became at
shooting at moving as well as sta-
tionary objects. Snook's memory at
this point seemed splendid.

Attorney Seyfert stressed the re-
volver practice because the defense
contends that on the night Miss
Hix was killed she reached for her
handbag during 'a quarrel and
Snook thought she was going to
shoot him.

BULL MARKET SCARES
OFF BEARS’ ASSAULT

Industrials and Utilities Joc-
key Over Narrow Price
Range in Fairly Active
Trading.

New York, Aug. T.—Industrial
stocks and utilities see-sawed over
a-narrow price range in fairly ac-
tive trading today, with the steel
and copper shares gradually torg-
ing to the front. Bears who “‘tested
out' the market found the Bulls
too strongly entrenched to risk!

Big Bulls in Wall street selected
U. S. Steel as their leader in a
vigorous forward move, which
started shortly after the moon
period. Steel was whipped ahead
to above 215 1-2, up 4 points and
establishing a new high for all
time. Bethlehem duplicated its
former peak price of 126 as ru-
mors of an extra cash divided in
addition to the regular per cent
payment flashed through Wall
street. Higher prices were -also
quoted for Crucible Steel, Vana-
dium and Youngstown.

Most of the coppers were ready
to resume yesterday's sharp up-
turn, in response to the stiffening
of the Copper metal market and the
general increase in net earnings of
representative companies. Since its
violent decline in May, Anaconda
Copper has recovered 23 points un-
der the strongest of investment
and institutional buying. American
Smelting and Andes Copper were
in good form today.

The Utility stocks slipped off 3 to
5 points in the early trading, but
there was not the slightest sign of
panicky selling such as characteriz-
ed some of the outside markets
gsince Monday. Sellers of stock a
few points below the peak prices
found ready buyers apd the wobbly
shares held firmly under a ‘good
cushion of buylng demand.

Doubt Now That His Body Is

SEE CHINA VICTOR
IN ARBITRATION

Wabash, Ind.—China will be vic-
torious, if the Russo-Chinese dis-
pute over the Chinese Eastern Rail-
way is subnritted to arbitration. ac-
cording to John Sundheimer, form-
er manager of the disputed rail-
road, who visited, his parents here
recently.

Sundheimer, who now is manager
of a rallroad in Cuba, was manager
of the Chinese railroad for six
yvears during and after the World
War.

*“If the matter goes to arbitra-
tion, the finding undoubtedly will
favor the Chinese.'” Sundheimer
said.

“The railroad was built by Rus-
sia during the reign of the old
Czar on money raised by a bond {s-
sue that was sold chiefly to French
people. The Russian government
only owns the right of way, and
should this distribution of Red
propaganda be taken into consid-
eration, any arbitration would
favor the Chinese,

“Russia constructed
railroad possible with the under-
standing that at the end of 86
years the Chinese government
could buy it and pay the interest.
Russia knew at the time that the
Chinese government would not be
in a position to purchase the road.
According to the original agree-
ment, the road is to be turned over
to China at the end of the 99-year
lease which would bé in 1089,

BAD PRECEDENT

An episode of trifling import-
ance, from a superficial glance, but
which has a pretty serious sids,
has just transpired in New Lon-
don, A jeweler named Ockoonefl,
Dbehind in his taxes, was one of
nmany persons belng urged by the
contract tax collector, Alexander,
to settle up, He called at the col-
lector's office and made a part pay-
ment., The collector insisted that
the delinquent fix & date for the
payment of the balance. Ockoonsff
deflantly told the collector he
svould pay when he got good and
ready. To the collector’'s warning
that if the taxes were not paid by
& certain date he would levy on the
property in question and sell {t,
the jeweler truculently offered to
bet $500 that no such sale would
tcke place. Finally, after many
hard words, the collector called on
a special policeman on duty in the
office to eject the troublesome de-
linquent, The latter, who is a crip-
ple with a wooden leg, resisted and
réceived something of a mauling
before being cast out,

The jeweler swore out warrants
cherging assault against the col-
lector and the policeman, whoae
name ig White, After a seven-hour
hearing in police court yesterday

the collector and the officer were

fined $15 and cobts, Both appeal-
ed,

Judging from all accounts of the
case printed in New London the
joweler got merely what he asked
for, and the attitude of the court
in backing up truculent tax delin-
quents as against the orderly .oper-
ation of the machinery of collec-
tion Is open to very serious ques-
tion a8 to its wisdom. It {s entire-
ly evident that a finding of assault
fu this cass was based on a very
technical interpretation of the law,
and that its effect cannot fail to
bw encouragement of that class of
persons who fancy that they have
a right to scoff at and belittle pub-
ll¢ officlals who are in discharge
of the highly important business of
seeing to it that taxes are pald.

TWe have had enough of this sort
of thing in Manchester recently to
be pretty well aware of the lengths
to which bad tempered and ignor-
ant people will go in their con-
duct toward collection officials
compelled to adopt extreme meas-
ures in getting in the public funds.
Here, however, the police court
has not aligned itself on the side
of the rebels but on the side of
Jegal authority.

The outcome of the appeal in
this New London case will be
watched with considerable con-
cern all over the state, It is not at
all to be taken for granted that
the verdict of the police court will
be sustained,

LET'S HOPE IT STICEKS

Recognizing that the paramount
need in the matter of the invall-
dated legislative enactments—or

FAR FLUNG DEAD

Ninety-nine out of a hundred
persons in thig part of the country
have long ago forgotten, if they
ever knew, that among the Ameri-
can soldlers who went overseas to
the World War were the Michigan
members of the 39th Infantry, re-
cruited almost entirely In that
state, who saw as strange a serv-
ice as any in that strange confllct.
Their regiment somehow ~ became
included in mn allled force sent
far up onto the shores of the Arc-
tic, into the Archangel area of Rus-
sla, by sea, to prevent movements
of troopa from the Eastern to the
Western front after the collapse
of Russian,

There were British, French,
Itallan and Serblan troops in that
expedition, besides the Americans
—and the armistice meant little to
them. They never did have to fight
the Germans, but all that winter
of 1918-19 they fought the - Bol-
shevists, and between the fighting
and the rigors of the cllmate and
exposure, while the rest of the
Americang save those in the Army
of Qccupation were home or com-
ing “home, many of them died—
about a hundred of the dead be-
ing Americans,

Now a ¢ommission named by the
governor of Michigan is trying to
get to that far northern country,
fin purpose being to exhume and
return to the United States as
many of the bodies of the dead as
pessible, It is having difficulties.
The United States has no relations
whatever with Russiz and the So-
viet officials are just now busy tell-
ing their people that the United
States iz engaged in s world-wide
congpiracy to smash the Soviet
Union, having, =along with the
other “capitalistic states,” egged
China on to war measures, It Iis
problematical whether or not the
commissioners will ever get into
Russig at all and, if they do,
whether they can ever get the
bodles out—Iif they find them. The
dead lle in many different places,
widely separated, in & wild &and
sparsely settled country, It is rath-
er an herolc work that these peo-
ple are engaged in.

Washington, Aug. 7.—~Washing-
ton is always aware of the fact
when employment conditions are

bad over the country., When work
18 scarca elsewhere the situation is
reflected by the thousands who

A good pereentage of them wind
up at the federal employment sery-
fce station on Pennsylvania Ave-
nue, There one learns that al-
though more applicants have been
provided with jobs here this year
than last year, there haven't been
nearly as many persons calling
|around for jobs.

There were more than 61,000
persons who registered at the office
during the year ended July 1, but
last year there were nearly 80,000.
And the greater percentage of
placements is shown in the fact that
this year jobs have been found for
32,650 persons, as compared with
only 27,105 in the year before, This
government agency, it appears, has
|lately been placing half the appll-
cants instead of only & third as be-
fore.

Lately the attraction at the capi-
tal has been the government's big
bhuilding program., Many workers
appear to have come with too much
confidence in an assumed demand
for building help which doesn't ex-
Some jobs have been open, of
course, but the building is going
on slowly and there is always a
surplus of building labor here.

INDIANS FIGHTING FOR
PUGET SOUND RIGHTS

Seattle — The constitutionality
of unrestricted fidshing privileges in
Puget Sound presefves, which are
claimed by local Indians by virtue
of a treaty made with the govern-
ment in 1855, will be tested here
September 8 when nine white fish-
ermen bring suit against the state
department of fisherles to obtain
fishing privileges like those aceprd-
ed the Indians.

The wording of the treaty is con-
strued by the Indians as permitting
them to fish at all hours of the
day and night.

The plaintiffs allege the state de-
partment enforces this ruling only
against white fishermen, permit-
ting the Indians to flsh ai any time
without fear of arrest, and ask
that the discrimination be removed.

The ruling is expected to furnish
an interesting precedent as to the
valldity of other ireaties made he-
fween the redmen and the govern-
ment in the early years of western
civilization. )

His visit to the earth the Crea-
tor assumed the form of a Raven.
The natives of Alaska belong to
clans and the totems in front of
their cablns show their family
sign or crest.

Early Saturday morning the
passengers were called to see the
Taku Glacler, It was a wonderful
sight. The ship floated quite near
and stopped so we could see it
clearly, It is reported that the gla-
cler is twice as high ag*the Wool-
worth bullding in New York City,
also it moves about seven inches in

The weather has been misty and
cloudy with low hanging clouds
over the mountains most of the
way, so the blue coloring in the
glacier was very deep.

'FOREHAND DRIVE IS

BASIS OF NET GAME

By GEORGE LOTT, JR.

The forehand drive is the basis
of a sound tennis game. Many play-
ers, notably “Little Bill” Johnston
and James 0. Anderson, have
reachaed the peak of lawn tennis
with practically no other shot than
the forehand drive. These two men
ar: the exceplions, but it must be

rnoticed that every other champion,

while having other shots, placed
their main reliance on the forehand
drive,

Rene Lacoste has always had a
very effective backhand, but it
wasn't until he had mastered his
forehand shot that he became the
great champion that he is. During
the year that Lacoste first won the
United States Singles championship
I well remember how diligently he
practiced every morning prior to
the championship and even during
the championship itself. He would
get someone to stand on the op-
posite side of the net and hit every
ball to his forehand.

Devastation

I'll never forget how ‘“‘Little
Bill" Johnston blew me off the
court in the National championship
of 1925. He used his famous fore-
hand drive with a devastating ef-
fect. I resolved after that match
that a man with a forehand drive
could do most anything on a ten-
nis court,

Only last year in the National
championship at Forest Iills I
learned the lesson of the lack of a
sound forehand drive. This time it
was impressed doubly upon my
mind because I not only lost the
match because of my own lack of a
sound drive, but due to the tre-
mendous forehand drive of Frank
Hunter,

Time and time again as I was
preparing for my advance to the
net I would fall on my drive. and
thus be relegated to the defense.
Hunter, on the other hand, taking
my weak drive, would produce a
drive to the corner of my court and
advance to the net and ace my re-
turn. A . Z

A player with & good drive can
dominate the.-play and assume the
offense any tiine he desires, This is
a big advantage'in that it is the
present day game to storm the net.
So in order to hold your own it is
absolutely essential to have a re-
liable drive, !

As the forwards advance to at- |
tack the opposing goal, it follows !
that the half backs should advance
also, holding practically the same
distance behind the forwards as
when the game started. The full
backs also advance with the halves
but more slowly and work on two
lines. One is in advance of the
other working up one side of the
lengthwise center of the field, the
other full back also advances, but
holds himself {n such a position as
to be able to fill the other {full
back's position if necessary.

The full backs should always
bear in mind that they should not
get so far out of position that they
are unable to get back into posi-
tion before '‘an opponent can get
into his territory. That will be
about all for the attack. On de-
tense the half backs must be' al-
ways in such a position that they
can act as full backs in case the
full backs are pulled out of posi-
tion, particularly the half backs on
the same side as the full back who
is pulled out.

The full backs also must bear in
they should
glve the goal keeper every chance
to see the ball and avoid crowding
him in their efforts to assist in de-
fending but rather to block the op-
posing forward who is in posses-
sion of the ball.

In 2 se of the ball going over
the goal line on a shot at the goal,
a goal kick is given in that part
of the goal area nearest where the
ball went over the goal line. This
kick is taken by elther the goal
keeper or one of the full backs, and
sent as far down the fleld as pos-
sible, so that the forwards can con-
necet with it and endeavor to take
it down the field to a position from
which to shoot at goal.

In case the ball goes into the
net, a goal is scored and the game
restarted from the center of the
field, the center forward of the
team against the goal was scored
taking the kick.

At the restart after the first hall
has been played, the opposite side
to that which started the game has
the kick off.

In case the ball should go over
the touch line during the course
of play, the opposite side to that
kicking it out has the throw in.
Thiz i{s usually taken by the wing
half. on that side of the fleld, and
on taking the throw he must have
part of hoth feet behind the line
when he throws the ball in. He
must throw the ball with both
hands from over his head. He
must also face the field of play in
making the throw.

In case of a free kick being
given, until the ball is. kicked. none
of the players on the side not hav-
ing the kick may approach with-
This rule
applies to all free kicks. Penalty
kicks are included. In case of a
penalty kick which is taken from a
spot 12 yards directly in front of
the zoal, the goal keeper must
stand on his goal line. As soon as
the kick is taken all restrictions
are removed.

In case the ball Is kicked over
the goal line by one of the defend-

ing players, a corner kick is given |

to the attacking side. This is taken
from a point within 1 yard of
where the goal and side lines

B, C., the battle of Thermopyle was
fought in the famovs pass leading
from Thessaly fhto Locris.

When the Persian monarch,
Xerxes, approached Greece with
an immense army, King Leonidas
I and 300 Spartans went to oc-
cupy the narrow pass of Ther-
mopyle, which lay between the sea
and Mount Callidromus.

For two days, the Greeks suc-
cessfully resisted the overwhelm-
ing force of the Persians and frus-
trated every aitempt to force the
pass. At the epd of the
day’'s conflict, a Thessalian named
Ephialtes went to the Persian
camp and gave information of a
secret pass across the mountains
the Greeks had neglected to oc-
cupy.

At dawn the following
Leonidas learned that the VPer-
sians were pouring across the
mountains to attack his army from
the rear.

Then Leonidas gathered his 300
Spartans, together with their at-
tendants, about him, and pre-
pared to defend his post. In the
fierce fight that ensued, Leonidas
himself soon fell, but the remain-
ing Greeks retreated to a hillock
near the road and made their last
stand, They fell, fighting to «a
man,

The pass of Thermopyle, in an-
cient times, was only 50 feet wide,
but the alluvial deposits have al-
tered the coast line so that there
is now a broad swampy plain from
a mile and a half to three miles
proad. .

The 18-day diet has the - psycho-
logical appeal to mob action, There
is the desire to be dolng what
everybody else is doing. There is
the thrill of competition.

One hears them going about and

you on?" And the answer COmes
ringingly: “I'm on. the tenth day
and I've lost five pounds.” That
answer is met by the challenge:
“I'm on the twelfth day and I've
lost eight pounds."”

But when the period is over the
diet fapaties will find themselves
craving chocolates or maited milks,
or juicy steaks with French fried
potatoes, and sugared ham dripping
with brown gravy, and back will
come the pounds again. It all seeins
so wuseless to one who knows how
to eat intelligently.
