Washington, Aug. 8.— Prohibi­
tion may be “ only one phase’ ’ of the 
national crime situation, as re­
cently stated by President Hoover, 
but George W. Wickersham, di­
rector of the presidential commis­
sion on law enforcement, furnished 
unmistakable evidence today that 
he considers it a most important 
phase.

Formation of a special commit­
tee within the commission was an­
nounced to study prohibition, with 
Wickersham himself as its head, 
and including Newton D. Baker, 
Ada L. Comstock, and Judge Wil­
liam S. Kenyon. Other committees 
will study subjects closely allied 
with the prohibition problem such 
as “ the causes of crime,’’ “ lawless­
ness by governmental law enforcing 
officers,’ ’ “ juvenile delinquency,’ ’ 
etc.

Was Much Criticized.
The professional prohibitionists 

and reformers are not expected to 
take kindly to this development of 
tlio enforcement investigation. They 
have not yet ceas#d criticizing 
chairman Wickersham for his fa­
mous letter to the conference of 
state governors, in which he spoke 
of modification of the existing dry 
laws as a step toward better law 
observance.

Many of the drys, a, few openly 
but more privately, bitterly assailed 
Wickershani'as “ a wet’ ’ after that 
letter.

Today they were further dis­
turbed by Wickersham’s placing 
himself at the head of the special 
committee on prohibition and in­
cluding in its membership Newton 
D. Baker.

Baker does not believe in “ the 
Inherent righteousness” of ■ the 
18th amendment. In word and in 
writing, the war-tirfe secretary of 
war has characterized its adoption 
as “ a mistake.” In the last cam­
paign, he warmly supported Gov.

GRAF STOWAWAY GETS 
$8 OUT OF HIS FEAT

Philadelphia, Pa., Aug. 8.— With 
letters and $8 received from 
sympathizers, Albert Buschko, the 
the young German' stowaway who 
arrived aboard the Graf Zeppelin, 
left here on a train for New York 
today to board the Thuringia for 
Germany this afternoon. He was 
dressed in a new suit given him 
with a $5 bill by the wife of one of 
the immigration officials at Glouces­
ter, N. J. He also had two other 
letters, one enclosing a $1 bill and 
the other containing a $2 money 
order.

Boston, Aug. 8.— Humming along 
In the sunlight approximately a 
thousand feet above the rolling At­
lantic at a speed estimated by 
naval oftclals at approximately 70 
miles an hour, the Graf Zeppelin 
on the first day of her 25,000 mile 
globe-circling air voyage with 22 
passengers and a crew of 41 aboard 
today was speeding east from her 
starting point at Lakehurst, N. J.

From compass bearings taken by 
the dirigible with naval compass 
stations along the New England 
coast, naval officials reckoned tliat 
at 9 a. m. (E. D. T.) her position 
was latitude 41 north longitude 64 
west, approximately 480 miles east 
from Lakehurst. She was many 
miles off the coast of Maine and go­
ing strong.

An hour If ter her course was 
charted at the Navy yard aa still 
east. At that time she was approxi- - 
mately 540 miles east of Lakehurst, 
in latitude 41 north and longitude 
63 west.

^  Moves Northward 
Out of New York the Graf Zep­

pelin had been on the 37th parallel 
but by ten a. m., had moved up to 
the 41st parallel. She was said by 
naval men to be south of the 
course announced, at first being 
headed toward the Azores but later, 
probably favored by the arrival of 
a southwest tail wind, had moved 
up over the so-called southern 
steamship lane from New York to 
Liverpool, running due east from 
Nantucket lightship.

Naval reckoners figured that the 
dirigible had dropped her speed, 
which had been approximately 70 
miles an hour, to 60.3 miles an 
hour during the run between 9 a. 
m., and 10 a. m. They thought that 
possibly this accounted for a slight 
shift in the course, the navigators 
perhaps figuring on catching a tail­
wind in the speeding-up process. It 
had been announced that one of the 
aims of this crossing was to make 
better speed than in the voyage 
from Germany to the United States.

Off Shore at Fire Island 
She had been sighted by the 

steamship Commercial Trader but 
was not seen from the land after 
she left Fire Island, N. Y.

During the first stages of her 
flight after passing over New York 
City, naval ^officials thohght that 
apparently she was planning to fol­
low the same course toward thi 
Azores that she used in her recent 
voyage by air from Germany to 
America, but later she shifted from 
a south-southeast course to one 
east.

Twice Sighted Again 
Two other steamships had re­

ported later sighting the air grey­
hound, the Tomalva and the Presi­
dent Roosevelt. The latitude 
given by the Tomalva, the latest 
steamship reporting, was 39 de­
grees as the Graf Zeppelin neared 
the “ corner” of the various steam­
ship lanes to select the remainder 
of her course to the end of her 
first lap at Friedrichshafen, Ger­
mans'.

Radio operators aboard the three 
steamships had failed to mention 
the direction or force of the wind, 
but reported the weather as fair. 
Indications were, however, that the 
dirigible was riding a strong tail­
wind.

There are two northern and 
southern steamship lanes to Europe 
— a northern and southern route 
on the northern course knd .a 
northern and southern route on the 
southern course. Up to the 60lh 
line of-longitude the Graf Zeppelin 
was on the southern route on tlse 
northern course, and all was well 
aboard.

Off at 12:40
Lakehurst, N. J., Aug. 7 —  The 

Graf Zeppelin’s motors sang "Auf 
Wiedersehn”  at 12:40 a. m., today 
(eastern daylight time). A emooth- 
working team of American gobs 
and marines sent the German diri­
gible on its way while a military 
band played the 22 * passengers 
aboard Into the horison with ‘“ A 
Long, Long Trail Awlndlng.”

Calhoun and Noble over a pro­
posed memorial to mothers nur­
tured by the Women’s Universal 
Alliance. Mrs. Calhoun has been 
promoting the alliance and the 
memorial for some years.

Arraigned before United States 
Commissioner Turnage, the prison­
ers, Noble and his wife, James F. 
Bird, their attorney, Stephen A. 
Armstrong, business man, and Mrs. 
Anna M. Hildebrand, a nurse, were 
held in $5,000 bail each. Bird rep­
resenting that his specific connec­
tion with the conspiracy was not 
disclosed in the complaint, had his

ball reduced-to $1,000. Mrs. Hilde­
brand could not raise a bondsman, 
so went to jail.

A hearing was set for next 
Wednesday, and if the case comes 
to trial, social Washington is pre­
pared for “ startling disclosures” in 
the affairs of the Calhouns, the 
Women's Universal Alliance and 
the attempts to promote the moth­
ers’ memorial.

The arrest of the five was made 
by special agent Sam Hardy of the 
department of Justice, after he had 
represented himself as business 
agent o f  the Calhouns, and ap­
peared with a check for $30,000 
made out to Noble.

The Calhouns’ original complaint 
to the Justice Department charged 
that the five defendants had at­
tempted to extort a total of $270.- 
000 following dealings Noble had 
with the Women’s Universal Alli­
ance. The complaint finally filed, 
however, merely mentioned the 
$50,000| which Noble claimed the 
Calhouns’ owed him in connection 
with a model of the memorial he 
was commissioned to execute.

Mrs. Hildebrand’s part in the 
alleged conspiracy, according to the 
complaint, was that she had been 
engaged by Noble to act as his 
agent in the negotiations to collect 
the $30,000. What part Armstrong 
had in it, the complaint dees not 
disclose.

At a conference Mrs. Hildebrand 
had with the Calhouns, July 29 
last, the complaint said, she told 
them “ Mr. Noble is ready to come 
whenever you want. I am honest 
with you that this will be one of the 
greatest scandals in the country if 
it ever comes out in print.”

At a subsequent conference Bird 
had with the complainants, he 
represented that the Nobles had a

claim against an organization the 
Calhouns were interested in, and 
that “ if a satisfactory settlement 
was not made with him for Noble, 
that Noble would go on with wo­
men in the organization of a com­
petitive organization and that If 
he did go on with the same his plan 
and purpose was to destroy the 
orgalilzatlon with which Mrs. C. C, 
Calhoun and C. C. Calhoun were 
connected.”

MARY MACLANE, ONCE 
FAMOUS. DIES ALONE

Writer Whose Books Created 
a Furore, Passes Away in 
Obscurity and Poverty.

Chicago, Aug. 8.— Mary McLane, 
successful twenty years ago, as a 
writer of sex stories, died Tuesday 
night at the age of forty-eight 
years in a lonely room on the 
the fringe of Chicago’s  ̂poorest 
quarter. No one was with her 
when she died.

The author of “ The Story of 
Mary MacLane,” “ Men Who Have 
Made Love to Me,” and other ro­
mantic writings, had virtually dis­
appeared in recent years. It was 
some time after her death before 
it was realized she was the Mary 
MacLane whose own rom^antic ad­
ventures described in her books, 
had stirred the reading public a 
few years ago.

Her mother, Mrs. Margaret 
Klenz of Helena, Mont., has been 
notified.

Miss MacLane’s retirement about 
six years ago was believed to have 
been caused by disappointment. It 
came after the sale of her books 
had fallen off and financnal re­
verses had set in. Ill-health added 
to her troubles.

She was born In Winnipeg on 
May 2, 1881. Her family removed, 
when she was young, to Fergus 
Falls, Minn., and later to Butte, 
Mont., where she was graduated 
from high school.

Ĉ lctor L. Bergen, first Socialist 

to be elected to the United States 
House of Representatives, besides 
having had a colorful and even 
dramatic career, was especially in­
teresting as being a well-nigh per­
fect representative of the cock­
sure economic theorist of Teutonic 
origin.

Anyone who imagines Berger to 
have been an excited, angry pro- 
testant against the established or­
der of things certainly neter en­
countered the man in person. He 
was exactly the opposite. He be­
longs to that extremely well satis­
fied school of economic thinkers 
who; having swallowed Carl Marx 
w’hole early in life, somehow get 
the idea that they Invented Marx­
ism, are the only persons on earth 
capable of appreciating its perfec­
tions, and go on through life smil­
ing indulgently, at the utter stupid­
ity of the vrorld and expecting 
nothing in the w-ay of a dawn of 
popular intelligence.

It must be an edifying state of 
mind, for those w'ho entertain it 
seem to be completely satisfied 
with themselves and are seldom 
ruffled by any immediate expecta­
tion of accomplishing anything, 
with nesulting disappointment.

Of these Berger was pre-emi­
nent. One of the most amiable of 
men, he bestowed the kindliness 
of a lofty superiority upon those 
with whom he came in contact, his 
mildness of manner and undoubt­
ed sincerity combining to make 
friends of many who were quite as 
much\ncllned to smile at his con­
victions of higher wisdom as he 
was to be amused at their "child­
ish stupidity."

It is to be doubted if Victor 
Berger ever doubted his own poli­
tical or econmic conclusions for 
one single moment in all his life. 
The last thing that would have oc­
curred to him was that he possi­
bly might, in at least some small 
detail, be mistaken. Yet he was 
never offensive in his self faith. 
He simply didn’t expect ordinary 
people to see things as he did, 
b6ing very sure that only he and 
God and a few others had any idea 
of what this civilization was all 
about and being content to wait 
tor the world to catch up, some 
time in the far future, wdth his 
measure of enlightenment.

At the root of It all, however, 
lay a genuine love of his fellow 
men which, while It never express­
ed itself in the performance of 
deeds of any special usefulness to 
the race, no doubt did contribute 
to the sum of human happiness by 
shedding considerable sunshine 
along the way. It Is a good deal of 
a pity that Berger could not have 
been permitted to live out the na­
tural span of his life, which. In 
his case, would very probably 
have exceeded by considerable the 
allotted three score and ten had it 
aot been for an unfortunate acci- 
lent.

THOSE EMPTY PRISONS
Aside from the fact that this 

nay present to our good neighbor 
sity Rockville another chance to 
»oost Itself as the Ideal site for an 
natitutlon, the proposal of Presl- 
Irnt Hoover to build a federal 
irlson In this part of the country 
lifers other elements of Interest. 
Hr. Hoover, It is understood, in­
ends to ask Congress to appropri- 
ite five million dollars, part of it 
o be devoted to the penitentiary 
Q question and part to the en- 
argement of other federal penal 
hstitutions.

All this Interesting establlsh- 
aents have, since the inaugura- 
lon of prohibition, become enor- 
aously crowded. Ordinarily, of- 
enders against the federal laws, 
acb as counterfeiters, mail rob- 
ers, defaulting bankers and so 
$rth, are not nunierous enough to 
BC& the federal pens. But in the 
1st .ten years the number of boot­

leggers and narcotic peddlers in 
confinement has strained the walls 
of Uncle Sam’s prisons till they 
bulge. The penitentiaries are al­
most as full as the hell to which 
Mr. Kipling’s shivery hero Tom­
linson sought admission when they 
wouldn’t let him Into heaven and 
it was very cold between the 
worlds. The devil, it may be re- 
nvembered, objected to disturbing 
“ my gentlemen who are sleeping 
three on a grid."

We fear we are a little hard­
hearted about felons who have un­
comfortable jails— they always 
seem to us to be a pretty hard lot 
with very little good in them, tak­
en by and large, and a cosy, soft 
jail never strikes us as much of a 
deterrent of crime while one full 
of discomforts and cooties might 
possible make a crook think twice, 
after he gets out, about risking a 
return to it. However, we realize 
that this is minority opinion and 
that Mr. Hoover’s call for decent 
prison accommodation represents 
the bulk of popular thought on the 
subject. Wherefore It Is esesntlal 
that we must begin to build big­
ger and better and more 
hcosegows, in fact, if things keep 
on following the present trend it 
may not be so very long before the 
building of prisons will become a 
matter of a regular program like 
the big navy people would like to 
have warships building— two this 
year and three next year and five 
the year after, and so on increas­
ingly. Probably we shall need 
them.

It all reminds us rather forcibly 
of the days when the Eighteenth 
amendment was under discussion. 
We were to have no* more jails, 
no more federal pens, no more 
state prisons to amount to any­
thing. Crime, being born solely of 
the legalized rum trafiic, would 
disappear automatically. In fact 
so effective was this sort of propa­
ganda that, immediately after pro­
hibition went into effect, several 
counties throughout the Union, 
finding themselves with the even 
then hot unheard-of phenomenon 
of empty jails on their hands, did 
actually advertise them for sale 
and probably sold them, under the 
delusion that the millenium had 
arrived.

Unfortunately something seems 
to have gone wrong with this part 
of the prohibition program, if no 
other. It may, perhaps, be proved 
by statistics that , we are healthier, 
w'ealthier and wiser than we used 
to be. But we’ll be hanged if we 
can see how Dr. Clarence True 
Wilson, Dr. McBride or Bishop 
Cannon can figure out where- the 
prison population has been reduc­
ed as per schedule. If they can, 
they’d best tell Mr. Hoover and 
let him save that five pillllon, even 
If Rockville is disappointed thera- 
by.

might be in better buslnees. We 
have never liked the methods of 
this lady and somehow never had 
as much faith in her singleness of 
purpose as a good many other-peo­
ple have. We think less of her than 
ever, however, for her very obvi­
ous willingness to sell out her as­
sociate, or some of them at least, 
for a publisher’s check.

It would take a stretch of imagi­
nation to imagine that Mrs. Wllle- 
bVandt can do, or Is trying to do, 
the cause of prohibition any good 
by the articles she is writing. It 
takes no imagination at all to ar­
rive at the conclusion that whal 
she is primarily Interested in bene­
fiting is her own pocket.

In a word, she isn’t playing 
the game.

BELLEAU WOODS
It isn’t very difficult for an out­

sider to understand the feelings 
of the Second Division veter­
ans over the erection of a mem­
orial chapel almost at the entrance 
to famed Belleau Woods by the 
Yankee Division. Certainly the 
Marines and the Ninth and Twen­
ty-third Infantry held the hot end 
of the stick in Belleau Woods and 
had the Germans fairly stopped 
and staggering backward when 
the New England Division relieved 
them and gloriously finished the 
Job. And if the effect of the mem­
orial chapel at that particular spot 
should be, as Major Gen. James G. 
Harbord predicts, "distort history 
for posterity" in that historic lo-( 
callty, it would be wholly regret­
table.

However, there would seem to 
be no good reason why the erec­
tion of the chapel should do any­
thing of the kind. Everything 
would appear to depend on the 
character of the memorial inscrip­
tion which, it Is to be assumed, 
will be as Important a part of the 
memorial as the building Itself.

No tablet, book or other writing 
which deals with the subject of 
the battle of Belleau Woods and 
fails to ascribe to the Marines and 
the regulars full credit for stem­
ming the German tide at that point 
will do any honor to its author.

The fame of the Yankee Divi­
sion is imperishable. Part of It was 
earned In the cleanup of Belleau 
Woods. But no one who remem­
bers the agonized suspense of 
those days and tlie everlasting 
gratitude that the regular Infan­
try and the Marines received from 
this entire country will fall to re­
alize that the chief glory of that 
terrific fight fell to those hard 
boiled professional soldiers.

One thing Is certain— women are 
smoking from Atlantic to Pacific, 
but differently.

Hollywood, for instance, smokes 
with one eye over Its shoulder to 
see who is looking. This is par­
ticularly true in film circles, where 
the girlies must keep an eye open 
for “ their public.” The idea ob­
tains that a certain percentage of 
fans would be annoyed or shocked 
to learn that little Gertie de Puy- 
ster actually puffed pills. Now that 
I recall, there have been few pic­
tures showing girls or women smok­
ing, unless the purpose was to re­
veal flaming youth at its most reck­
less or wordiness on the part of 
some character actress. Which is 
rather funny when one sees so 
many nice grayhaired old ladles 
lighting up.

However, when Hollywood Is by 
itself and among its friends, out 
come the cigarets— particularly at 
intimate parties. Little smoking is 
to be seen in the hotels, except at 
the after theater dances.

Two cities smoke openly and 
without reservation —  San Fran­
cisco and New York. Whether at 
the Whitcomb coffee house break­
fast table, the lobby of the St. 
Francis or the swimming pool tea 
room or Fairmont, the smoking Is 
as casual as the coffee sipping.

Chicago, which should be metro­
politan in such matters, is actually 
a bit cagey. Several of the large 
hotels frown slightly, and look 
quite as suspiciously as though 
ginger ale and cracked ice had been 
ordered. Down, through Pennsyl­
vania, West Virginia and southern 
Ohio, smoking begins as soon as 
the younger generation gets out of 
eye-shot of the elders. Also there 
is smoking at private— and some­
times public— dances and parties. 
In Cleveland I saw few women 
smoking in hotels; but most of them 
smoke in their homes.

There still remains h certain 
timidity about public smoking in 
scores of places, for that matter.

Washington, Aug. 8.— As soon 
as President Hoover had demanded 
some substantial reductions in mil­
itary expenditures there were sug- 
tiestlons of eliminating obsolete or 
duplicating branches of the Army, 
and quite a few persons thought, 
"Well lets get rid of the cavalry.”

That idea does not set so well 
with the high officers of the War 
Department, who contend, with the 
concurrence of Secretary of War 
Good, that , the cavalry Is still in­
dispensable and has not been made 
obsolescent by airplanes, tanks and 
motorized transport.

One reason the Army does not 
want to give up its cavalry Is that 
so many army officers like to ride 
horseback and play polo. Secretary 
Good himself has a great fondness 
for the four-footed critters, dating 
back to his boyhood days on a farm 
In Iowa.

Plenty of Reasons
But the Army offers enough 

other reasons for retention and 
strenghtening of the cavalry, with 
officers of the cavalry themselves 
displaying the greatest mental agil­
ity in expounding and demonstrat­
ing them. Good has cited expert 
testimony to the effect that the 
World War would soon have been 
over if either France of Germany 
had possessed a sufficiently strong 
and mobile force of cavalry.

"Other arms may win battles; 
only cavalry will make them worth 
winning,” said Lord Haig, and the 
argument of our own military men 
is that it would be dangerous to 
form fixed ideas of war from the 
World War’s long period of trench 
warfare. No nation will voluntarily 
submit to a war of attrition behind 
barbed ^wire, and for wars of ma­
neuver an army must have horse, 
foot and artillery, along with such 

! modern improvements as planes 
and tanks.

Instead of dropping out of the 
picture to give way ' to armored 
cars and swift tanks, the cavalry 
expects to add these to Its own 
units and thereby extend its radius 

j of action and its fire power.
Whereas, the air service is re­

stricted by weather conditions in 
■scouting work and reconnaisance, 
all kinds of weather and also in 
thickly wooded territory, where 
enemy units might be hidden from 

■aerial observation. Cavalry is also 
I able to pick up important details, 
iby minute searchers and by ques- 
Itloning inhabitants, for Instance. 
It may be able to operate when 
enemy aircraft frustrates ours.

Armored cars are considered 
more vulnerable than cavalry and

they can be easily blocked. Tanks 
are unable to operate alone or to 
hold captured ground. They are 
liable'to mechanical difficulties and 
are likely to be Impeded by water, 
thick woods and boulders. Cavalry 
is never hampered by lack of gasd- 
line.

“ The capacity of an army for ac­
tion is not shown until it gets off 
the roads,” says a cavalry officer. 
“ Weather conditions and lack of 
roads mean little to cavalry —̂' it 
can carry on just the same.”

In ordinary warfare, when a  ̂
maneuver isn’t rendered impossible 
by trench fighting with flanks ̂ rest­
ing on impassable obstacles, caval­
ry does its stuff by arriving quick­
ly at the. scene of action, spreading 
out over wide spaces If necessary, 
concentrating quickly, attacking 
suddenly by surprise and escaping 
quickly after striking a blow at su­
perior numbers. It can cross rapid­
ly through zones swept by fire, pre­
senting-a difficult target and arriv­
ing at close quarters with the 
enemy without destructive losses.

Even in the World War, despite 
the entrenchment on the western 
front, cavalry was active and often 
importantly successful. It covered 
the concentration, detraining and 
advance of the French, British and 
German armies. A Belgian cavalry 
division gave the Germans their 
first serious setback when It held 
up the advance of German cavalry 
on Brussels. French cavalry did 
valuable reconnoitorlng work 
against the first German advance. 
When the Allied and German armies 
were trying to envelop each other, 
cavalry corps galloped ahead in 
the so-called “ race to the sea.” 

Hindenburg Used It.
Early in the war cavalry main­

tained connection between sepa­
rate armies or parts of an army. 
German cavalry most Importantly 
in Hlndenburg’s overwhelniing de­
feats of the Russians. Cavalry ap- ' 
peared to be the most Important 
military arm of all In the opera­
tions in Egypt and Palestine. 
French cavalry cut off the retreat 
of the Eleventh German army In 
Macedonia and Italian cavalry 
staged some brilliant pursuit work 
on the Austrian front, just before 
the war ended.

Cavalry officers are fond of quot­
ing this statement of General Persh­
ing in 1922, based on lessons on 
the war:

“ There is not in the world to­
day an officer of distinction, recog­
nized as an authority in military 
matters in a broad way, who does 
not declare with emphasis that 
cavalry is as important an arm to­
day as It has ever been.”

NAPOLEON EXILED.
On Aug. 8, 1815, Napoleon Bona­

parte, a prisoner, sailed from Eng­
land for St. Helena, where he lived 
in exile until bis death In 1821.

After the terrible defeat at 
Waterloo, Napoleon returned to 
Paris where, after several futile 
attempts to regain his prestige, ha 
abdicated on June 22, 1815.

His mighty edifice of power 
crumbled, and fearing death at the 
hands of the triumphant faction in 
France, Napoleon went on board 
the English cruiser, “ Bellerophon," 
and surrendered himself July 15.

To the Prince Regent In Eng­
land, he wrote: “ A prey to the fac­
tions which divided my country and 
to the enmity of the powers of Eu­
rope, I have terminated my public 
career, and I come, like Themlsto- 
cles, to seat myself at the hearth 
of the British people. I place my­
self under the protection of its 
laws, which I claim from your 
Royal Highness as the most power­
ful, the most constant and the most 
generous of my enemies."

The English government finally 
decided to send Napoleon to St. 
Helena, to separate him from the 
revolutionary party In Europe and 
to preclude any possible chance of 
him regaining his power.

Drops Ten in Three Years

Washington, Aug. 8.—In three®and automobiles totaling 32,028,
years the world ratio of persons to 
the automobile has dropped 10 
points—from 71 to 61 for each 
auto— according to A. W. Childs, 
acting Chief of the Automotive Di­
vision, U. S. Department of Com­
merce.

The biggest factor In this In­
crease of automobiles, and result­
ant decrease of persons per car. 
Is the production of the United 
States and Canada, Childs re­
ports. Without the United States 
the world ratio would jump to 
247 to 1, and without both the 
United States and Canada, it 
would reach 287 to 1, he says.

The world ratio of persons to 
the automobile on January 1, 
192G, was 71 to 1; this has stead­
ily dropped to 66 to 1 in 1927, 64 
to 1 in 1928, and this year Childs 
reports It Is 61 to 1. This esti­
mate is made on the basis of a 
world population of 1,949,000,000

mobiles in use in the United 
States at the beginning of 1929 
Is calculated to be 4.87 to 1,” 
Childs says, “which means that 
there are enough motor cars here 
to move bodily at the same time 
gygi»y man, womai. and child In 
the country.

VTaryIng a Good Test 
How to tell for certain •whether 

or not the battery Is a possible 
cause of the trouble when the 
starter will not work helps a lot 
in the process of eliminating pos­
sibilities. ■  ̂ ^

The first thing to do Is to switch 
ou the lights and then note wheth- 

* er they dim when the starter but- 
' ton is pressed. Just trying the 
lights or the horn, without also 
trying the starter, is of , little ;Con- 
sequence since the starter uses 
many times the amount of current 
consumed by the lights.

To make this test effective in the 
daytime vary the plan so that the 
starter is tried while the horn Is 
blowing. It Is difficult to Judge the 
effect of the starter on the lighting 
when the sun Is In competition, 
but the horn test solves this. 

Picked Up En Route 
Sometimes while driving along 

with nothing in particular In mind 
motorists observe certain things 
about the performance of. other 
cars and turn these observations 
Into practical use.

For Instance, have you ever no­
ticed the fellow who suddenly 
steps on the gas to go by and then 
slows up because of traffic condl* 
tions ahead? When he de-acceler- 
ates has It ever been your good 
fortuQp’ to note that a puff of blue 
smoke comes from the exhaust of 
his car?

If this observation . has led to 
the thought that this momentary 
smoking is the” result of oil suck­
ing into the cylinders,and burning 
when the throttle is suddenly clos­
ed. you have learned the value of 
removing your foot from the ac­
celerator now and again when- driv­
ing fast so that oil can be sucked 
up into the cylinders for addition­
al cooling and lubrication of the 
engine.

»Iore Use for Carbon 
I t . sometimes happens that fol­

lowing work on ttfe engine the ex­
haust will have a sharper sound 
as though It were leaking. This 
sort of thing Is the result of dis­
turbing the carbon particles which 
clog around the exhaust connec­
tions and seal them against leak-

’water. and then flushing out the 
system thoroughly, but^if there is 
an unusual amount of scale It may 
be necessary to go a step farther.

By reversing the flow of water 
through the radiator some of the 
scale that would not drain out the 
bottom will be loosened so as to 
flow out the top. This can be done 
by attaching a water host to the 
bottom hose connection of the ra­
diator.

To prevent alcohol or other an­
ti-freeze that may still be in the 
system from spilling over the 
hood and damaging the , lacquer 
finish keep the cap on the radiator 
and let the water spill out the 
overfiow pipe.

No Rule for AIJ
It Is bad business to be guided 

by other motorists’ experiences. 
Cars are very different in t^elr 
construction and detail, and we 
know that the little' things are the 
ones that make the big difference.

Recently a motorist bad a new 
timing chain Installed on his car 
and felt that he was through with 
chain troubles for some time to 
come. It developed that he got this 
Idea from a friend whose car is 
equipped with an automatic take- 
up̂  device which compensates for 
the stretching of the chain.

jyfter driving a thousand miles 
with the new chain he was sur­
prised to find that the spark tim­
ing became retarded as a result of 
the ebain wearing down a little, 
stretching and then jumping a 
tooth. Where automatic take-up 
is not provided an initial adjust­
ment is necessary after the first 
700 miles of the new chain’s serv­
ice.

In the 
summer especially when the tem­
perature is high- and long drives 
are made at high speeds, this 
gauge can hardly be accepted for 
what It shows.

Yet it Is just at this time and 
under such high temperature, high 
speed conditions, that particular 
heed should be taken of the oil in 
the crankcase. The oil* runs low 
more quickly than in winter and 
It needs replenishing more often.

to a gasoline service station for 
fuel. It costs nothing and Is a pre­
ventive measure against costly 
and time-consuming trouble.

The amount of oil recommend­
ed for the particular car in use 
should be maintained at all times. 
No more should be poured into the 
crankcase,' for that will cause al­
most as much difficulty as the lack 
ot sufficient oil. And if you find 
yourself using niore oil than has 
been required in winter, do not 
blame this on the motor— blame 
it on the hot weather and your in­
creased driving speed.

feur large elms surrounding the 
Shaw memorial. The contention of 
the commission is that the magnifi­
cent spread of the trees shuts off 
the view from the state house fa­
cade to people on the Boylston 
street mall. The Bullfinch archi­
tecture of the capltol, the commis­
sion points out, demands a long 
clear avenue of approach in order 
to appear to best advantage. The 
heavy foliage of the massive elms 
stands between the mall and the 
State House, destroying the vista 
which would be afforded by the re­
moval of the trees.

Cyrus Dallln, famous sculptor 
and member of the art commission, 
explained that the "mall was orig­
inally designed to afford a view of 
the State House from Tremont 
street. Here is a logical place," 
ho said, "for a vista ot unparallel­
ed beauty. The removal of the 
trees is demanded by artistic stan­
dards."

The park commlsslcners, how­
ever, are more willing to fracture 
artistic standards than destroy the 
magnificent elms. They are In 
perfect condition and the commls- 
sloners are proud of them.

Even with less pressure shown 
on the gauge, the engine might 
have a more abundant supply of oil 
than under cooler conditions which 
show higher pressure. The reason 
Id that the thinned, oil flows so 
easily through the pump and oil­
ing system that less of It escapes 
through the relief valve and a 
greater amount of it is left for 
actual lubrication.

Two Ways to Crank 
Whether to crank the engine In 

Its fits and starts or to crank 
steadily— that has always been . a 
problem with the average motor­
ist who gives any thought to the 
matter. And it’s still a problem, 
because individual conditions have 
to be considered.

If the battery is weary a stead­
ier cranking Is best because, 
whereas a starter will demand a 
current of from 150 to 200 am­
peres at the first touch of the 
starter button, the current drain 
that follows Is at the rate of from 
120 to 150 amperes.

Theoretically, the best cranking 
Is done by doing the job In install­
ments. It’s the quick spin of the 
crankshaft that compresses the gas 
best for firing, not the steady mo­
tion of the crankshaft.

Reverse Flushing 
Ordinarily, scale and rust can 

be removed from the. radiator and 
cooling system by letting the en­
gine run for a little while 'with 
some washing soda mixed with the

Motorists apprised of this fact, 
however, should he particularly 
aware of the dangers that might 
arise from neglect of this knowl­
edge.

On the contrary. It should keep 
him ever on the alert against a 
further drop In the oil pressure 
and should remind him of the 
necessity of checking his oil more 
often.

The oil gauge should be watch­
ed even with the pressure showing 
below that of winter pressure, for 
any further drop may mean flog ­
ging of the crankshaft drillings, 
or worn pumps, or loose bearings, 
or weak relief valve springs, or 
one of a dozen other troubles in 
the oiling system, let alone, a re­
duced supply of lubricant.

Because cars in Great Britain are 
taxed heavily according to horse­
power, over 65 percent of all cars 
registered there are less than 14 
horsepower.

DIET THAT W ILL REDUCE

WEIGHT SAFELY

reducing, diets . th a t . are. so 
popular now look in the eyes of 
medical, science. ,

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For those who w ant to reduce 
intelligently  here is a menu de­
veloped by an em inent medical au­
thority . The diet contains ju st 
over 1000 calories and if a person 
will ea t ju s t these th ings and no 
others ahd carry on his norm al 
work he will lose from two to two 
and one-half pounds per week. If 
he does extra work he will lose 
more.

FIRST DIET.
This diet contains 1200 gram s of 

food and provides 1038 calories. It 
takes into account proteins, carbo­
hydrates, fats, m ineral salts, v ita­
mins, indigestible residue or rough- 
age and sim ilar factors.

Two small or one large oranges 

sliced.

“ CULTURAL* SALARY.”
It is reported how “ a cu ltu r­

al sa lary”., was asked, alm ost de­
manded. by delegates to the re­
cent American Federation of 
Teachers convention. They ex­
plained th a t because of demands 
made in the way of education, 
dress, travel, general cu ltural de­
mands, teachers m ust have a high­
er wage. They asked for a  m ini­
mum of ?2,000 for any teacher.

They also asked th a t no restric­
tions be put upon them  in the way 
of short hair, short sk irts, smok­
ing. dancing, card playing, or any 
purely personal pursuits.

This demand can hardly be met 
till teachers and school boards and 
pupils and parents adm it tha t the 
teacher no longer has a job of in 
fiuence to youth.

To make a little  m eat go a long 
\^ay in summ er, try  mixing it with 
vetgetables in a sort of aristocratic 
.hash. In such a dish half a pound 
of m eat can be made to serve four 
people and a t the same tim e fu r­
nish a wholesome adequate . diet. 
Chowders and hashes and one-dish 
menus effect a substantial saving in 
tim e and labor and are  popular 
wltii the cooks a t least. A rule for 
the economical meht and vegetable 
hash calls for half a pound round 
steak, one and one half cups ja w  
carrots, two cups choppea raw po­
tatoes, three onions, one cup milk,
1 teaspoon salt, 1 tablespoon minc­
ed parsley, pepper and buttered 
crumbs. PuC" m eat and vegetables 
through the food chopper, mix 
thoroughly and ddd milk and sea­
soning. Put into casserole, cover 
with coarse buttered crumbs and 
bake one hour in a hot oven. To 
utilize the oven heat a pudding or 

■some other dish could be baked at 
the same time.

The Consumers League of New 
York which last year launched its 
famous “ white li.st” of candy m anu­
facturers, has lately appointed as 
its secretary, E linor Morehouse 
H errick, who by tra in ing  and ex­
perience is eminently qualified for 
the position. The daughter of a 
New England clergyman, leader in 
a wom an’s college, she was m arried 
and la ten  left with two small chil­
dren to support. For two years she 
did social work, part of the time 
in a home for delinquent girls in 
Buffalo. She became interested in 
the conditions in factories where 
tlftse girls were employed, donned 
a gingham  dress and secured work 
in a num ber of different m anufac­
turing  establishm ents where she 
learned to standardize operations 
and to speed up production. Work 
ing with all kinds of women in 
different factories she saw their 
needs and had much to say about 
wages, hours, m ethods and social 
parties. She learned enough s-j 
th a t she was able to re tu rn  to col 
lege a,nd specialize in home econo 
mics. H er new job is to enlist 
hom e-m akers of all classes in  the 
fight for pure candy. When the 
m other demands it and children 
themselves ask for “ white lis t” 
candy, she believes American health 
and industrial conditions will both 
be improved.

Canned fru its, especially peaches 
in hehvy syrup are delicious frozen 
in the can. Pack the can in ice 
and salt, allow two or three hours 
for freezing, open and serve In 
slices topp.-d w'ith whipped cream. 
For packing use 4 parts of ice to 1 
of salt and for freezing 8 parts Ice 
to 1 part salt.

Stuffed vegetables such as to­
m atoes and peppers can be the 
means of taking care of the protein 
calories of a mqal If the stuffing  is 
chosen with care. Peanuts are  
cheap but rich in protein and com­
bine well with nearly all vegetables. 
Tomatoes or peppers stuffdd w ith 
a combination of rice and peanuts 
finely chopped are  particularly  good 
for an August dinner.

The following vegetable plat© 
will suggest o ther combinations to 
you:

Stuffed baked tomatoes, bu ttered  
green beans, creamed carrots, coni 
on the cob.

A sim ple dessert of fresh fru it Is 
always acceptable with a  vegetable 
dinner when the  required balance 
has been m aintained

Stuffed Baked Tomatoes.
Four tomatoes, 1 cup cooked rice, ' 

% cup chopped peanut meats, 2 
tablespoons bu tter, % teaspoon salt, 
% teaspoon pepper.

W ash tomatoes and cut off tops. 
Scoop out centers to form cups. 
Drain the pulp and use with rice 
and nuts. Melt b u tte r and combine 
with rice, nuts, tom ato juice, sa lt 
and pepper. F ill tom atoes w ith 
m ixture, cover w ith buttered 
crumbs aud bake about 25 m inutes 
in a m oderately hot oven.

Philadelphia, Aug 6.— After you 
once have had the opportunity to 
meet Connie Mack when he is not 
on his official dignity you can not 
resist a prayer to the baseball gods 
to let his Philadelphia Athletics in­
to the world series.

A soft spoken and kindly gentle­
man, he Is of the type that inspires 
one of his breed to say to him— 
‘‘Father, I’ve been awfully bad. 
Forgive me.”

That’s what makes his ball play­
ers fight for him. They don t̂ love 
Eddie Collins and they resent the 
dominating ways of Kid Gleason, 
but there isn’t a player on the club 
who would not die for the ‘ ‘oid 
man.”

W’orks as Executive.
Connie Mack works as hard as 

any man in baseball. He is an 
executive of the club In addition to 
his managerial duties.

We called Mack’s office at 9:30 
in the morning and asked his secre­
tary if he ever came to the park be­
fore the squad arrived.

"He’s here every morning about 
this time,” she said. “ He’s here 
now, but he’s very busy.”

‘ ‘Would it be possible to see him 
just for a few minutes today?”

“ You’d better qall back about 
noon,” she answered.

Connie answered the phone at 
noon.

“ Yes,” he said. In that mild 
spoken way of his, “ you can call at 
twenty minutes to 8.

~ Right on the Dot.
Right at the appointed minute a 

visitor stepped out of. Mack’s of­
fice and we stepped In.

“ I'm 90 glad to see you,’ ’ he said. 
And he said it with a seriousness 
that would convince you he meant 
It.

It was a blistering hot day and 
the shades on the windows were 
drawn. Behind him on a pedestal 
was a bust statute of some one. 
The soft carpet on the floor of a 
very small well appointed office 
and the dim light gave the room 
the atmosphere of a sacristy in a 
cathedral.

“ I’m an Old Man.”
The "old man,” as his boys call

<^him, when he is not within hear­
ing, sat at his big desk. He was 
without coat or vest and he had his 
collar off.

It was approaching game time 
and after a few minutes of casual 
conversation about his ball club and 
the league race we started several 
times'to leave, but he would not 
permit.

About five minutes before game 
time wo asked:
• “ Don’t you go down earlier than 

I this?”
“ No, I go down\just as the game 

starts. Sometimes after,” he an­
swered.

“ Eddie (Collins) and the Kid 
(Gleason) are down therd a,nd they 
know what to do. V  don’t exert 
myself anymore than 1 have to. 
You know, young fellow, I’m an old 
man. 1 have to save myself. 1 
have to get plenty of sleep and rest. 
I never have been very strong or 
rugged.

“ You have to engage in some 
kind of e.xercise to maintain your, 
health and I get mine playing golf. 
It is good game. You can regulate 
your pace Just as you wish to. If 
you don’t want to play 18 holes 
you can play nine and If you don’t 
want to play nine you can pLiy 
five.”

“ What do you shoot?” he was 
asked.

“ Oh, I have done as well as 91,” 
he replied with a wide smile.

Ball Players and Golf.
“ If you think golf is such a bene­

ficial game, why don’t you let your 
men play?”

“ You can’t mix golf and baseball 
in the playing season,”  he anuswer- 
ed. *‘I allowed them to play dur­
ing the training season because 
they have a certain amount of di­
version. But when they play regu­
larly they get it on their minds too 
much. They argue about grips in 
the clubhouse and use baseball bats 
to demonstrate the way Hagen and 
Jones and Farrell hold their clubs. 
They all have their favorite players 
and they argue about them.

“ I have known cases also where 
dissension was created on a club 
when two players or more got into 
an argument about the number of 
strokes them made. Charges of 
cheating create bad feeling just as 
they do in crap games. So, the 
golf playing that is done on this 
club, I do.”

, New York, Aug. 8.— Tommy 
Loughran, the light hea'vywelght 
champion, and not Max Schmeling, 
the controversial ci.ampion, win 
meet Jack Sharkey for the Mul- 
doon-Tunney bequest of the heavy­
weight title on September 26 and 
the meeting will take place at the 
Yankee Stadium, New York, not at 
Navin Field, Detroit.

This today seems to be the pur­
port of a statement issued last 
night by the Mad|son Square Gar­
den Corporation, outlining its latest 
policy on the heavyweight situation. 
It means that the Garden’s war 
with the New York Boxing Commis­
sion Is ended in which “ Mysterious 
Billy”  Carey» the welterweight pro­
moter, probably would call a com­
promise.  ̂ The Boxing Commission 
told him that he couldn’t put on a 
Sharqey-Scvhmeling fight in spite 
ôf his announcement that he could 

and would, either here or In De­
troit. It finally was settled by mu­
tual consent; that is, the Boxing 
Commission said there would be no 
Sharkey-Schmeling fight in spite 
consented.

Closed Last Night.
He closed with .Loughran early 

last night, probably for a straight 
percentage of the receipts, after 
coming to a belated rellzation of 
the fact that Schmeling was due to 
get him nothing but a larger order 
of bi-carbonate of soda for his ach­
ing head. Sharkey is under con­
tract for a guarantee of ?100,000, 
a tenth of which already is in hand, 
meaning. Sharkey’s. The noble tar 
also has a 25 per cent privilege, 
which probably is the figure that 
squared Loughran with the Garden 
crowd. Thomas, as a matter of fact, 
probably signed for 25 cents and 
the right to be good to his mother. 
He figures that the heavyweight 
championship Is already his.

Whether the commission will 
recognize the new arrangement as 
a championship is not definitely 
known but it probably will be feel­
ing rather benign on the head of its 
victory of right over might or 
something. Besides, it Is difficult 
to see how the substitution of 
Loughran can affect the status of 
the title shot, except possibly for 
the better. He, of course, must go 
through with his announced inten­
tion to abandon the light heavy­
weight championship and this may 
be done at the commission, either 
tomorrow or next Tuesday. It vir­
tually is ordained that the board’s 
benediction of the Loughran-Shar- 
key fight will follow. It will be 
scheduled for 15 rounds and any­
body who can’t afford to pay ?20 
for a ringside seat will be welco’me 
— in Central Park.

So two Americans are to have at 
it for the Muldoon-Tunney 
trophy, a distinct triumph for the 
100 per centers. Also two boxers 
of the dot-and-dash school, a 
triumph for William Muldoon. This 
gentleman thinks that prize fight­
ers are degrading; he rhudders at 
their brutality and shrinks from 
their blood. He used to manage 
John L. Sullivan.

Ont of Lack.
Herr Schmeling? He probably 

will return to Germany where he 
can ponder the mystery of man­
kind at his leisure. He said he 
would fight no fights for Arthur 
Bulow, his step-manager, and It 
looks as though the Herr Mex was 
right. In fact. It looks as though 
he may fight no fights for anybody. 
In any case, the local commission 
has clamped down the bowser on 
him and, with New York’s suprem­
acy sufficiently established In the 
minds of the Garden crowd.

Loughran, quite a young 
man here elnco his great fight 
against Jimmy Braddock last 
month, will draw at least as well 
with Sharkey as Scnemllng could 
have l̂ een expected to do. ITierS 
may be as much as 8400,900 In the 
till when the boys begin to pay off.
