Body of Three Year Old Boy 
Found in Bush.es on Myr­
tle Beach— Has Been Lost 
July 29 .

Milford, Aug. 12.— A-girl "tlirll] 
slayer,” or a man dressed as a wo­
man, was being hunted today for 
the murder of three-year-old Albert 
Mickanas.

The mutiliated body of the boy 
was found hidden in a swamp near 
Myrtle Beach. A pair of feminine 
stockings, < f e.xpensive quality and 
of the sheer silk sun-tan mode, was 
discovered forty yards from the vic­
tim.

The finding of the women’s hope 
suggested three theories to Connec­
ticut authorities.

That the murderer was a woman 
with the perverted Loeb-Leopold 
complex.

(Nathan Leopold and RlcharJ 
Loeb, wealthy youths, killed 5 year- 
old Bobby Franks of Chicago “ for a 
thrill.” )

That the murder was a demented 
man, disguised as a woman.

That the murderer was accom­
panied by a woman who assisted 
him in his demon-like crime.

Hold Suspect.
A suspect, picked up in a freight 

car In Bridgeport, was under ar­
rest and and will be questioned to­
day. The man, whos name was 
vdthheld, was seen ten miles from 
the crime scene the day after the 
Mickanas boy disappeared from his 
mother's side at the beach.

Albert went to the beach for an 
outing with his five-year-old sister 
and mother, Mrs. Kate Mickanas, 
on July 29. He wore

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Jimy” overalls as a bathing suit to 
wade and splash in the water.

“ The boy asked for a sandwich 
and his mother gave the sister the 
money to buy it,” said Sergeant 
Dalbroner, of the Milford police.

“ The older child started along 
the beach to get the sandwich, 
about 50 or 100 yards away. There 
was quite a crowd and when she 
turned at the refreshment stand 
her younger brother was gone.

“ She ran back to her mother and 
and immediate search was started. 
No trace of the boy was ever found.

AVas Waiting
“ The slayer must have been wait­

ing. It might have been a woman 
or a man garbed as-a woman. But 
certainly, to be unnoticed the slay­
er probably could not have been a 
tramp.”

Dalbroner said that It was pro­
bable the youngster had been held 
in the swamp or some other hiding 
place before he was murdered.

Henry St. Arnauld and Jack 
Bentz, Myrtle Beach lifeguards 
have persisted in searching for the 
missing boy.

Searchers found the pair of silk 
stockings yesterday in the marsh­
lands, then the boy’s overalls and I 
finally the body under a lonely I 
tree. i

The body was battered and the 
skull fractured. The inquest will 
be held today.

TO STOP FACISM

Greatest Conclave in His­
tory Opens Today in Ber­
lin— The Speakers.

Germany Does Not Fear 
Coup; Institute of Politics 

. Is Told by Young.
Williamstown, Mass., Aug. 12__

Despite the fact that since the Ger­
man revolution there has been 
more than one ministry a year with 
long intervals of none at all “ and 
i general tendency towards re- 
iction,” there is no Immediate risk 
of a Fascist coup d’etat in Ger­
many,
according to George Young, before 
the Institute of Politics today.

In his round table on post war 
constitutional changes, Young said 
that “ any such distatorship would 
be stopped by a Socialist general 
strike in support of the Constitu­
tion as in 1920.

Germany’s Constitution
“ The German Constitution,” he 

said, “is a working compromise be­
tween the driving forces of Social­
ism and Nationalism of revolution 
and reaction that are at work In all 
countries.

 ̂ Bethuel M. Webster, Jr., former 
U. S. assistant attorney general 
Bpoke on the United States anti­
trust laws which he said there was 
1 tendency to interpret less strict­
ly in order to favor our compti- 
tion with foreign combinations. Mr. 
Webster believed though that the 
inti-trust laws would not be re­
pealed, for, he said, “ though It is 
patent they do not prevent forma- 
•ion of huge industries or trusts, 
they nevertheless check the forma­
tion of monopolies.”

Preliminary investigations by 
the U. S. Public Health Service of 
this disease, scientifically known 
as Tularaemia, disclosed that it 
may be communicated to humans 

) l)y contact with infested animals, 
it was disclosed today.

“ Rabbit fever,” the germ of 
wTiich was isolated by Dr. Edward 
Francis, public health scientist, al­
so afflicts certain wild life, chiefly 
birds. The quail is particularly sus­
ceptible to tularaemia. Dr. Francis 
recently was a patient at the naval 
hospital where he was under treat­
ment for “ undulent fever,” a dis­
ease which he had investigated. 
He had a part in the isolation of 
that germ.

New Haven, Aug. 12.— A single 
day of showers put the month of 
August almost Into the class of a 
normal month as far as rainfall Is 
concerned, and at the same time 
ravaged the New Haven district to 
the amount of many thousands of 
dollars damage. The damage is 
considered offset, however, by the 
good the rain did to the extensive 
market gardens that ring the city.

The storm did some $100,000 
worth of damage to the New Haven 
district. Lightning started a fire 
that swept the farm of C. W. 
Blakeslee & Sons, contractors, in 
Hamden, doing damage of almost 
$40,000. Streets in Ansonia, 
Derby, West Haven, East Haven, 
Haddam’ and New Haven, were 
ripped out by the rushing waters, 
cellars were flooded, and goods 
ruined, telephone conduits were 
filled with water that ruined cables 
so they had to be replaced. Trolleys 
were short-circuited by water on 
the tracks and their motors burned 
out, and wires were broken by fall­
ing limbs.

The rainfall during the storm 
ranged from 3.67 inches as-regl- 
tered by* the Federal Weather- Bu­
reau office here, up to more than 
six inches in some of the rain- 
guage stations of the New Haven 
water company. A water company 
guage in the midst of the Wood- 
bridge market garde^-.sectlon, on 
the western edge of*the city, reg­
istered 5.25 Inches, indicating the 
rain the market gardeners received.

August normally has a rain fall 
of 4.52 inches. The total rain fall 
of the month for the first eleven 
days was 3.91 inches.

Britain's Demands.
In plain language the British de­

mand the following:
1. Revision of the - Young plan 

so that England will get a bigger 
share of Germany’s reparation pay­
ments.

2. Reapportionment of the allot­
ment of unconditional payments by 
Germany so that Britain will get a 
share of such payments that had 
been allocated for France.

3. Payment by Germany In goods 
should cease so that the European 
markets outside of Germany should 
not be glutted with German-made 
goods.

The personal friction between 
the British nad the French delega­
tions, especialy between Snowden 
and French Minister . of Finance 
Henri Cheron, has been composed. 
Cheron took offense at remarks 
made by Snowden in a speech on 
Saturday, but the latter offered an 
apology saying that no offense was 
meant.

Premier Aristide Briand, of 
France, who is working to save the 
Young plan in its or.ginal form. Is 
hopeful of a compromise with as­
sistance of the Germans.

It was understood that Briand 
was ready to offer concessions to 
Germany in return fer the Ger­
mans’ help in trying to Induce the 
British to recede from their rigid 
position.

MacDonald’s 'Jt'elegrani.
Premier MacDonald’s telegram 

to Chancellor SnoAvden was the ob­
ject of the universal interest and 
discussion the premier said:

“ The financial commission will 
make a most serious mistake and 
may wreck the imediate prospects 
of a settlement unless they (the 
members of the commission) un­
derstand quite finaly that Jhe first 
(reparation) report requires read­
justments to meet the just claims 
of this country.’ ’

MacDonald declared that "the 
most elementary considerations of 
fair play between country and 
country compel the reconsideration 
of some of the recommendations of 
the Young report."

The British premier concluded:
“ We have reached the limit of 

bearing inequitable burdens.”
The Young Plan has not yet been 

ratified by the interested govern­
ments. When it was adopted by 
the experts in Paris last spring the 
understanding was that it should 
go into effect the first of September 
-------next month.

Delivery of reparations in kind 
by German— payments in goods in­
stead of money, bonds or notes—  
occupied the financial commission 
at its two-hour session. Herr Cur­
tins, of Germany, and Signor Pir­
elli, of Italy, explained their views. 
As M. Loucher, of Prance, was 
about to speak Snowden proposed 
adjournment until Wednesday.

This was believed in some quar­
ters to Indicate that the private 
conferences In an effort 
Snowden’s demands were 
some progress.

Talk of Mediator
During the last thirty-six hours 

of the conference, there has been 
considerable private discussion 
among the delegates over the pos­
sibility of calling In a mediator, 
preferably an American, to bridge 
the seemingly unspannable gap be­
tween Snowden and the allied dele­
gates*

The names of Thomas W. La- 
mont, J. p. Morgan, Gen. Charles 
Gates Dawes, American ambassa­
dor to Great Britain, and Owen D. 
Young have been prominently men­
tioned.

Young Is the least likely to be 
asked, while Gen. Da^ves, because 
of his ofQcial capacity as an am­
bassador, is in many ways the 
most likely. On the other hand, 
the financial genius of Morgan and 
Lamont is well-known to the con­
ference as a whole, as It is recalled 
these two American financiers 
were Instrumental in saving the 
reparations conference of experts 
which brought the Young plan in­
to being from complete collapse as 
the result of a similar deadlock.

BACKED BY PREHHER.
London, Aug. 12.— “ The claims 

chancellor of the exchequer Philip 
Snowden is making at the Hague 
has all our support,’ ’ Premier Ram­
say MacDonald was quoted as say­
ing today by the Daily Mail.'

The premier, who is at Lossie­
mouth, Scotland, on a vacation, 
was quoted further as saying:

“ I make this statement Irre­
spective of parties.”

The premier said that Britain Is 
fully behind the declaration of the 
chancellor that Britain has now 
reached the limit ‘ ‘in bearing unfair 
burdens.”

A rumor that J. P. Morgan was 
enroute to the Hague to act as 
mediator was circulated here last 
night. It has not been confirmed 
and is generally discredited.

Mr. Morgan, who came to Great 
Britain recently for a vacation on 
his Scottish' game preserve, was a 
member of the American delega- 
tlop that attended the Paris repara­
tion conference.

BRITISH MANUFACTURERS 
PLAN BIG AUTO MERGER

to meet 
making

London. Aug. 12. —  Negotiations 
are under way for the formation 
of the largest automobile merger 
in the history of the British auto­
motive Industry, It was learned to­
day. *

The merger will involve five of 
the large motor companies in 
Breat Britain and two smaller 
ones. A total capital of $10,000,- 
000 will be involved.

The prime object of the merger 
is to fight foreign competition. It 
Is intended that all of the compan­
ies entering the combine shall pool 
their machinery and resources to 
produce two types of cars. One 
of these will be a ten horsepower^ 
machine for the British buyer, and 
the other a larger twenty horsepow­
er mqdel for the foreign market.

The latter would conform closely 
with the American practice. It 
would be competitive in price and 
have a high power-weight ratio.

Under the terms of the merger, 
the activities of the seven compan­
ies would be reorganized so as to 
obtain the advantages of mas’s 
purchases and allied sales forces. 
Several existing British car models 
would be scrapped in order to elim­
inate self-competition.

A valuation of the properties is 
now being carried on prior to stock 
flotations for the necessary work­
ing capital. The name of the new 
concern may be British National 
Motors, Ltd.

Franklin, whose family lives at 
19 Jackson Place, Brooklyn, made 
his debut as a bullfighter in Spain 
at Seville on June 10, killing two 
bulls. Doing so, he pleased a 
highly critical audience of 10,000 
and won the approval of Seville’s 
bullfight critics.

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BRAKE INSPECTION 
STARTS THIS WEEK

State to Examine Cars on 
Road for Effective Brak­
ing— Make Reports.

STORM PROOF CABLES 
TO HOLD TOLL LINES

YEP—BACK IN STYLE!

Balance of Year to See Lines 
Between Many Towns and 
Cities in State Protected.

state inspection of brakes on 
motor vehicles in use • upon the 
highways will begin this week it 
was announced today by the State 

■ Motor Vehicle Department. Actual 
road tests will be made under regu­
lations issued by Commissioner 
Robbins B. Stoeckel in accordance 
with new brake and equipment 
laws which became effective recent­
ly. The Inspection Section of the 
Department, the Stdte Police and 
City Police Departments will co­
operate in the work.

Standard specifications have been 
approved and all motor vehicle 
brake must meet the tests, which 
will be made under ordinary high­
way traffic conditions, to come 
within the state requirements. The 
tests are similar to those endorsed 
by the Eastern Conference of Motor 
Vehicle Administrators although 
changes have been made after long 
study to make the Connecticut 
regulations suitable to conditions 
in this state.

To meet the Connecticut test 
brakes of any type, whether two- 
wheel or four-wheel, must be able 
to bring a motor vehicle to a full 
stop within the following distances 
at the rates of speed indicated: 
Miles Per Hour Foot Brakes

All hand (emergency) brakes 
must be in such condition as to stop 
vehicles within 70 feet when the 
rate of speed is 20 miles an hour.

These regulations apply to brakes 
on all motor vehicles except the 
hand brake (emergency) on trucks 
of two tons or more capacity, load­
ed, when the stopping distance 
must be within 90 feet.

While state regulations will re­
quire that brakes on all cars meet 
the above specifications, depart­
ment tests show that to be in good 
condition four-wheel foot brakes 
should stop cars within the follow­
ing distances:

Scientifically tested decelerome- 

ters, which accurately g^uge the 
stopping powers of brakes, will be 
used by the examiners and the 
readings wdll be substantiated by 
actual,, distance njeasurements to 

- insure fair tests. Preliminary work 
has been completed and It is ex­
pected, department officials say, 
that five or six inspectors will be 
engaged in tests by Wednesday or 
Thursday. In cities and towns where 

 ̂pblice departments are maintained,
' representatives of the local depart­
ments will assist in the work. The 
state police will aid in other towns 
where there are no uniformed 
police.

At the state of the tests motor 
vehicles will be picked at random 

. from traffic, while more systematic 
state-wide inspection is expected as 
the examinations progress. Particu­
lar attention will be given to brakes 
a‘ this time, but other items of 
safety equipment will also be ex­
amined.

If cases of flagrant violation of 
the laws and regulations concerned 
with safety equipment are discover­
ed, arrests and prosecutions will be 
made. In ordinary cases of defec­
tive equipment it is proposed, un­
der the present plan, to Issue rê  
ports of the tests to operators and 
ow;ners with Instructions to make 

_ necessary repairs and, in turn, re- 
iiort to the motor vehicle depart­
ment, that such repairs have been 
made. Copies of these reports will 
go to the police of the towns in 
which the vehicles are owned to 
provide an additional follow-up 
system and insure that the repair 
orders are obeyed.

An important part of the con­
struction program of the Southern 
New England Telephone company 
for tho balance of the year provides 
for the placing of new storm-proof 
toll cables between various cities 
and towns of the state and it was 
stated today that work had already 
been started, or is about to start, 
on several such additions to the 
company’s plant.

Increased use of the telephone 
for toll messages between points in 
the state and between points in 
this and other states, has been one 
of the marked factors in the grow­
ing need for additional telephone 
plant. It is also noted by officials 
of the company that short haul toll 
calls, that is between cities and 
towns not widely separated is on 
the upgrade and there Is a more 
general use of this service for 
social as well as business purposes.

During the past few weeks one 
of the largest toll calale jobs ever 
undertaken by the company at one 
time was completed. This is the 
new and large cable between New 
Haven and New London over the 
shore line route and serving the 
intermediate towns.

Work was started a short time 
ago on a large toll cable between 
New Milford and Danbury, this be­
ing a section of what will be an en­
tirely new and much larger toll 
cable between the important cities 
in that section of the state.

The present construction pro­
gram includes new storm-proof 
cables between Meriden and Mid­
dletown, Thomaston and Torring- 
ton, Stamford and New Canaan, 
New Haven and Derby.

Many smaller cables for local ex­
change use have been Installed 
about the state during the first 
half of the year and more are to 
be placed during the balance of 
the year. In various shore places 
along the sound the company has 
placed new exchange cables pro­
viding better local facilities for 
summer residents and there has 
n,ever been a time when outside 
construction was on such a large 
scale in the company as at present 
indicating the wide-spread demand 
for tAephone service, which, in 
turn, is a strong indication of the 
general business prosperity of the 
state.

As has been stated the com­
pany’s program for the year calls 
for a gross outlay of about $10,- 
000,000 for additions and better­
ments.

ON ARCTIC ICE FLOES

Schooner Sinks in Bering 
Strait; Russian Ship is 
Steaming Toward the Scene
Seattle, Wash., Aug. 12. —  The 

Russian ship Stovatoll today was 
reported steaming at top speed to 
the rescue of 20 seamen cast adrift 
on ice floes in Bering Strait 'when 
the fur schooner Ellsif foundered.

It was a race with death, for un­
less the Stovatoll headed off the 
floes before they drifted north into 
the Arctic ocean, it was feared the 
men had little chance of surviving 
the ocean’s icy waters.

The Elisif, returning after a 
yea,r’s isolation in thie Arctic ice I 
north of North Cape in Bering ' 
Strait, sank in an ice jam which 
splintered her timbers and sent her 
down as the crew jumped for safe­
ty in the chill waters. Captain E. 
Larsen commanded the schooner. 
R. S. Pollister, one of her owners, 
was a passenger.

First word of the Elisif’s fate 
came in a radio message from the 
stricken vessel. It did not state 
whether the crew had an oppor­
tunity to carry provisions with 
them.

Such rapid,progress has been 
made by the mechanics overhauling 
the airship that it is expected the 
Zeppelin will be fit to take to the 
air tonight.

Awaits Permission
Dr*. Eckener is still awaiting per­

mission from the Russian Soviet 
government to fly over Siberia. This 
is expected within the next 24 
hours. Over Siberia. Dr. Eckener 
will take a northern or southern 
route, depending upon weather, 
conditions.

An emergency landing gear is be­
ing put aboard the Zeppelin, it 
was reported today. 'This will be 
used in case the Graf should he 
forced to come down over the wilds 
of Siberia where landing crews 
would be unavailable. No such 
landing is anticipated but the 
emergency gear gives an added 
sense of security to those who will 
be aboard.

It is expected that twenty pas­
sengers, in addition to the crew of 
41. will make the trip to Tokio. 
Lady Drummond Hay again will be 
the only woman aboard. Some

of the passengers, now in Paris and 
Berlin, have been notified of the 
possibility that the Zeppelin may 
start ahead of schedule and are re­
turning here.

There, was much speculation to­
day regarding the time it will take 
the Graf to complete her world 
flight. In view of her fast time on 
the first leg of her flight and the 
possibility of an early start on the 
second leg, it was believed proba­
ble that she would reduce the three 
weeks set as a minimum time for 
the wprld flight.

The distance from here to Tokio 
is about 6,600 miles. There are 
enormous, expanses of wild terri­
tory between the few inhabitated 
areas lying between.

NOT ALL SO NEW
Every once In a while, on some 

occasion like the emergence from 
prison after more than half a cen­
tury of the notorious lifer Pom­
eroy, or the death of some very 
old person, there is sure to be re- j 
cited the enormous changes in the 
material side of our civilization 
since the person in question was 
locked up or born, as the case 
may be. And always there Is the 
assumption, that the Inventions or 
devices or methods which con­
cretely rep^sent those changes 
have sprung, in the relatively brief 
time In mind, full grown from the 
brain of genius.

“Such a thing as an automobile 
was undreamed of when Pomeroy 
began his long t»rm in Charles­
town prison,” says some editorial 
writer—without really stopping to 
think. He is only partly right, and 
perhaps not the major part at that, 
^o be sure, the word “automobile” 
‘had not then been coined. Nor had 
there been produced a vehicle even 
iTemotely resembling the motor car 
;now so familiar a part of existence. 
'But to declare that no such thing 
had been dreamed of is to some- 
Srhat overstate the matter.

The automobile is merely a self- 
propelling vehicle capable of mov­
ing over an ordinary road. That is 
jts fundamental characteristic. 
•And men dreamed, and dreamed 
constructively, about such a vehi­
cle a very long time before Jesse 
‘JPomeroy was born. They dreamed 
^constructively about an automo­
tive vehicle a very much longer 
:time ago than the great majority 
•of people realize.

The roots of the automobile go 
back to the days of the .first practi- 
,cal steam engine, that of James 
Watt. No sooner had Watt so im­
proved the steam engine, that has 
been credited with inventing it—  
■which he didn’t—than an assistant 
of his named Murdock, in 1784 
built a model carriage operated by 
a “grasshopper” engine. Two years 
later an American, Oliver Evans, 
tried to get a Maryland turnpike 
company to adopt a steam wagon. 
In 1802 an Englishman built a self- 
propelling steam carriage at Cam­
borne and drove it 90 miles to 
London, where it was exhibited.

Many busy minds by this time 
■were devoting themselves to the 
problem of automotive transport. 
One of them was a Walter Han­
cock, who built a series of steam 
wagons or cars. One of them, with 
a drive rear and the front wheels 
jointed to permit of steering, was 
driven many hundred miles over 
the English road̂ i, A still further 
perfected Hancock machine ran 
between Stratford, Paddinton and 
Islington in regular service for 20 
weeks, covered 4,300 miles and 
carried more than 12,000 passen­
gers. This was about 1886.

Of course the steam carriage of 
that time had its outs— so many 
that it didn’t survive. But it was a 
very definite striving in precisely 
the same direction as was followed 

, by those modern inventors who 
eeized upon Otto Daimler’s inven-

ENFORCEMENT 
The other day we said—and 

some of our readers probably sus­
pected as much before we ■ made 
the confession— that we didn’t like 
Mabel Walker Willebrandt and 
never had liked her. We also said 
that we liked her even less than 
before, since she began writing 
articles in which she flatly goes 
back on the people who put her in­
to office, kept her in office and 
made it possible for her to attain 
to a reputation which is highly 
valuable even it largely synthetic. 
There is that about Mrs. Wille- 
biandt which has a tendency to 
lead to t^e belief that she is 
liable to say pretty much anything 
that comes Into her head, whether 
it will bear an acid test for vera­
city or not, so long as it promises 
to contribute to the material ad­
vantage of Mable Walker Wille­
brandt. But she says so many and 
such various things that she could 
not be a clever woman if some 
of them were not true—and no­
body would think of denying her 
cleverness.

One thing that Mrs. Willebrandt 
has said in the course of her pres­
ent series of articles in the New 
York Times is this:

“You can neither coax, scold 
nor nag the people into law ob­
servance. Consequently enforce­
ment is the necessary approach at 
this time. Enforcement in court, 
not promises.”

Now we are heartily in sympa­
thy with this position of the for­
mer assistant attorney-general. We 
believe she is absolutely and un­
qualifiedly right about its being all 
nonsense to make laws and then 
try to coax, scold or nag the peo­
ple into obeying them and about 
enforcement with teeth in it being 
the only method for getting the 
law obeyed. Only, Mrs. Wille­
brandt is thinking about one set of 
laws when she says this, and we 
are thinking about an entirely dif­
ferent set when we agree that stiff 
enforcement is the only thing. Mrs. 
Willebrandt is thinking about en­
forcing liquor laws.. What inter­
ests us is the enforcement of 
automobile laws.

It Is perfectly true that you can’t 
cajole, jolly or pester people into 
obeying the liquor laws. And by 
the same token you can't wheedle, 
scold or nag wild automobile driv­
ers into driving tamely. You’ve got 
to enforce the laws. And if the po­
lice and the fcourts are indifferent 
as to enforcement you’re going to 
get no more results from having 
laws for the control of automo­
biles than there are results from 
the existence of nominal prohibi­
tion. Mrs. Willebrandt Is now au­
thority for the fact that the results 
of the latter is meagre. Our every- 
Monday list of- highways casualties 
is authority for the meagerness of 
the former.

NO MORE V aLL ABOARD!”
Here is a ^development about 

which something really ought to 
be done.

The Central Vermont railroad 
has announced that hereafter its 
passenger train conductors will 
not cry, “All aboard!” or wave 
lanterns to signal to the engineer. 
All signals "will be passed mechani­
cally, from the cars; dnd the color­
ful shouts and lantern-wavings of 
railroad tradition will be no more.

Railroads being what they are, 
other lines no doubt will imitate 
this practice, until in all the^Unlt- 
ed States there is not one that 
clings to the old custom.

Probably it’s being done in the 
Interest of efficiency and all that 
sort of thing, but it’s hard to 
take. One of the chief thrills of 
childhood is boarding a train, 
snuggling into a seat, listening for 
the long-drawn, enthrg.lling chant 
of the conductor—lengthened out 
with a sharp upward inflection at 
the very last—watch the red lan­
tern swing high in the air, and set­
tling down for the flrst gentle jerk 
of the moving train.

He saw Miss Wills beat l̂̂ s, 
Watson in straight sets on bTld&y, 
after being "down” at 4 to ^ the 
second, and Idly wondered whether 
Miss Wills was kidding somebody or 
herself. Anyhow, she wasn t ha­
ting the ball with her accustomed 
pace and length but, then, the 
match wasn’t a particularly hard 
one and so the notion was dismiss­
ed without further ado. But rt re­
vived itself abruptly on Saturday.

Sacrifices Speed.
Twice threatened with defeat in 

each set, it seemingly would be 
part of the act for Helen to give 
the ball all the pace sbe had in her. 
Instead, she again sacrificed speed 
for accuracy and, while this ulti­
mately won for her over Miss Nu- 
thal, the victory seemed to be 
result of experience and the thing 
they call class, rather than the out­
come of demonstrated superiority. 
Anyhow, it didn’t seem to be a 
typical Wills victory. The scores 
were 8-6, 8-6.

There were times on Saturday 
■when Miss Nuthall looked the part 
of the better tennis player. She 
had greater pace on her service and 
didn’t hesitate to hit the ball, no 
matter how tight the pinch might 
be. She had better length and a 
lower trajectory to her ball and she 
angled her shots with greater tem­
erity. She, perforce, outscored 
Miss Wills in placements and earn­
ed points. But Helen was much the 
steadier and they paid off on t^at.

Was Out-paced.
But, as 1 say, I am only asking 

a few mental questions out loud. 1 
am no tennis expert; merely a 
bloke with two eyes and the right 
to use them. They seemed to tell 
me that the girl who beat the 
world because she smashed them 
longer and harder than anybody 
was being out-paced in both en­
gagements, to say nothing of the 

. doubles match she lost with Edith 
Cross to Mrs. Watson and Mrs. 
Michell.on Friday.

The first question, of course, ob­
viates the second. If Miss Wills is 
losing her zip, then oui* domination 
of women’s tennis is not long for 
this life. Betty Nuthall is only 18. 
She has matured early and looks 
the part of 24 but she retains the 
dash, the insouciance and the will 
to win that is prerogative of youth. 
When she was leading at 5 to 4 and 
6 to 5 in both sets on Saturday, she 
was playing tenuis that not more 
than two women in world competi­
tion could equal.

One of these two is not Miss 
Helen Jacobs, I fear. Granting that 
she beat Miss Nuthall in straight 
sets on Friday, 1 still must insist 
that this was not the Miss Nuthall 
of Saturday by many a last, long 
mile. Anbody who can do that once, 
can do it again and the next time 
may be once too often.

If Helen Wills really is not her­
self, it is this English girl, rather 
than Miss Jacobs, will bear watch­
ing. The latter lacks Ahe one thing 
that makes Miss Wills great, name' 
ly, anticipation. The English, not­
ably Miss Nuthall and Mrs. Wat­
son, have mastered this Intul 
tive business to a rather fine 
degree. Miss Jacobs hasd’t. She 
hits too many shots while off bal­
ance; therefore, she hits too many 
out of court and into the net.

But then, as I say, I probably 
don’t know the dightest thing 
about it.

TOWN SWIMMING CHAMPIONS

Tennis has speeded up so in the i 
last few years that It is almost nec­
essary to be a good volleyer In or­
der to hold your own in first-class 
competition. With the exception 
of Lacoste every leading player 
uses the volleying attack as a j 
means of forcing his opponent into j 
errors.

By do­
ing this he took the offensive away 
from Hunter, but even at that the 
American almost won the match, 
because Cochet delayed his forcing 
tactics.

Cochet, attractive little athlete 
that he is, said after the match, "I 
do not go to net quick enough.” 

Lott’s Experience
I have had It proven to me many 

times that the volley is the shot 
that wins matches. Also, lack of 
the volley is what loses matches. 
Al Chapin and I used to have a 
Icng battle every time we met and 
the winner was generally the one 
who went to the net often.

I well remember one of our 
matches in which by a consistent 
net attack I had piled up a com­
fortable lead of two sets to none. 
Thinking that I had the match 
well in hand and that I could af­
ford to let up a bit, I decided to 
play from the backcourt. Right 
there I lost the match.

Chapin, sensing that I had let 
up, seized the net and began forc­
ing me to err and when I tried to 
get back the offensive I found it 
was impossible. It was a lesson I 
have never forgotten and from 
then on I have always tried to get 
to the net as often as possible and 
stay there until the match is over.

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AFRICAN DWARF 
MUSEUM’S MODE 

FOR SCULPTURE
Chicago.— "Cllco," the dwarf

South African bushman, has been 
spending his mornings recently at 
Field Museum . of Natural History 
trhere he is posing as a model for 
Bculptored figures to represent his 
race in the anthropological collec­
tions of the museum.

The bushman lepresent one ot 
the oldest races in existence, who^e 
primitive culture is still on the 
same plane as that of the earliest 
poleolithic peoples of western Eu­
rope, according to Dr. Derthold 
Laufer, curator of anthropology at 
the museum. Today “ Clico’s” race 
is rapidly becoming extinct, only a 
few hundred bushmen being left 
alive in the Kalahari desert, Dr. 
Laufer said.

Clico is to ue immortalized in 
permanent sculpture by John G. 
Prasuhn, staff sculptor at Field 
Museum. Prasuhn is at present 
taking plaster casts of the pygmy 
which will be used in the making 
of a group representing the bush- 
men in their native rtate. Also a 
bust will be added to the colleation 
representing types of vaflous peo­
ples of the world.

For purpose of scientific studies, 
Henry Field, assistant curator of 
physical anthropology, is making 
a chart of “ Clico’s” measurements 
and various data concerning him, 
which will be filed in the museum 
archives with similar records tak­
en of hundreds of other racial 
types.

The bushman is four feet tall 
and claims to be nearly 100 years 
old.

"The magnafilm Is the outgrowth 
of the magnascope which we intro­
duced for the first time in ‘Old 
Ironsides’ and used agaln  ̂ In 
‘Wings’ ,”  Lasky declared. “ We have 
been experimenting with the mag­
nafilm in our Long Island studio 
for some time and recently have 
been able to get perfect results 
from it.

“ The magnascope was merely' a 
process by which magnified an 
ordinary film to nearly twice Its 
normal size. But in' so doing we 
lost some of the detail of the pic­
ture. The magnafilm, as its name 
implies, is an oversized film which 
requires a much larger screen than 
the present day film and yet loses 
none of the detail in its projection.

“ While the magnafilm does not 
contain third dimension elements, 
it comes closer to it than anything 
else I have ever seen. The en­
larged figures on the screen give 
the audience the impression that 
the pictures have depth.”

' Technicians at the Paramount 
studio here are now quietly build­
ing new cameras which will use the 
magnafilm. Fundamentally they 
are the same as the cameras now in 
use, the only difference being that 
they will use the oversized film. As 
soon as enough of these cameras 
are completed preparations will be 
made for using the magnafilm in all 
Public theaters.

GOOD MUSKMELON

W hen you go to m arket for 
m uskm elons— or cantaloupes as
they a re  generally called— do you 
ju s t shu t your eyes and pick or do 
you conscientiously and ra th e r 
fearsom ely choose to the best of 
your knowledge?

There are  certain  characteris­
tics for which melon-wise buyers 
have learned to search. Perhaps 
the m ost conspicious of these is 
the netting . A close netting com­
pletely covering the melon usu­
ally assure— in ripe fru it— that 
sweetness of flavor, fineness of 
texture and abundance of flesh so 
desirable in cantaloupes. Some 
varieties show closer interlacing 
than  others, but in all types of 
netting  i t ’s the closeness tha t 
counts.

W eight is another im portant 
factor in selecting muskmelons. 
Among melons of uniform  size, 
choose the heavier ones. Heavi­
ness in proportion to size indi­
cates a small seed cavity with 
plenty of juicy flesh.

How to  Pick Ripe Melon.
There are several ways of deter­

m ining the degree of ripeness of 
melons. Color is one of the things 
to keep in mind. A pale green 
which shades into yellow in the 
openings between the netting is one 
of the points for ripeness. Another 
sign is a slight yielding of the 
blossom end when pressed with the 
thum b. If the blossom end feels 
hard and firm , the mellon is un­
doubtedly too green, but if it is soft 
the fru it is overripe and desirable.

The fragrance of melons is an ­
o ther aid in selecting ripe ones. A 
green melon will have practically 
no odor while a ripe or nearly 
ripe one will have a fa in t charac­
teristic  fragrance.

"Very often a not-qulte-rlpe mel­
on may be ripened by keeping it 
out of the ice box for a day or 
two. Melons which are shipped 
m ust be picked from  the vines 
while they are  green, bu t if they 
are  fully grown they will ripen 
and be good flavored about the 
tim e they reach the m arket a few 
days later.

R, Isn’t quite so definite as th a t 
always, but all real progress is 
m ade along the line of w ater­
tig h t theory, and it is along these, 
lines of indisputable theory tha t 
behavorists are working now in 
order to improve the general run 
of character in children.

LAIPROPER BREATHING
IS CAUSE OF INFECTIONS

IN SWI.MMERS

In recent years swimming seems 
to have become even more pop­
u lar as a form of exercise and 
sport than it. was in the past.

Indoor and outdoor pools are 
everywhere available. Indeed, it is 
no longer unusual for families to 
have- private outdoor swimming 
pools on their estates.

Even though the hygienic control 
of swimming pools • has increa.sed 
greatly  during th is period, there 
still continues to be a great num ­
ber of cases of infections of the 
sinuses knd of the ears among 
those who are particularly  active 
in swimming.

Dr. George C. Saunders, who has 
had experience as an instructor in 
swimming and also in the exam­
ination and diagnosis of diseases 
of the sinuses and ears among 
swimmers, has made a survey to 
find out ju st which factors are re­
sponsible for the infections th a t 
have been mentioned.

Instructors are convinced tha t 
Improper train ing  in breathing 
while in the water is a factor of 
great importance. Many instruc­
tors advise the use of rubber plugs 
to protect the ears, whereas others 
suggest the use of oiled wool or 
cotton.

There is also a belief that high 
diving, long hours in the pool, the 
use of the back stroke and water 
polo tend to Increase the likihood

of infection, particularly  of the 
sinuses, and some recommend the 
use of a clamp to close the nostrils 
when swimm ers engage in these 
activities.

One noted specialist in diseases 
of the nose and th roa t has sug­
gested the use of oil sprayed in the 
nose before the swimmer enters the 
water. There is no doubt th a t peo­
ple with narrow  nasal passages, 
crooked septum  in the nose, or 
other abnorm alities are  m ore likely 
to have infections than  those whose 
noses are full of space and who 
have an unobstructed drainage 
from the sinus.

Doctor Saunders points out th a t 
correct breathing ■while swimming 
is ju s t the reverse of breathing in 
any o ther activity. The swimmer 
should always inhale through th e , 
mouth and exhale th rough  the nose 
and mouth slm ultaneopsly. The 
la ter is difficult, but once learned 
adds greatly  to the ease and ' com­
fort of swimming.

IRISH FUERS PLAN 
TO SPEED U. S. MAIL

Raleigh, N. C.— To the vast to­
bacco growing areas of North' 
Carolina, which last year sold a to­
tal of 537,037,845 pounds at an 
average price of ?18.78 per hun­
dred, will come a new experiment 
this season— the grading of tobacco 
by department of agriculture ex­
perts In advance of the auction 
sales. V

According to an announcement 
by the State Department of Agri­
culture, the experiment likely will 
be carried on at Goldsboro in the 
eastern section of the state.

Opens Sept. 24
This tobacco center la In what Is 

known as the New Bright Belt, one 
of the largest of the Carolina to­
bacco sectors, which opens on Sep­
tember 24.

Under the pervalllng system, the 
trays of weed are placed on the 
warehouse floors in the order In 
which they are brought in. They 
are tagged, showing the name of 
the grower,, the weight of the lot, 
and other details. When the sale 
starts the buyers are compelled to 
judge the color, weight and quality 
of the leaf from its exterior ap­
pearance.

However, with the inauguration 
of the new grading method, every 
pile of tobacco will be carefully ex­
amined under uniform light condl- 

I tions, and the texture, weight and 
I quality are graded by the agricul­
ture experts.

Tag System
At the sale the buyer has only to 

glance at the tag to learn how it 
has been graded and then verify 
the grade from hlŝ  own knowledge.

The department" of agriculture 
has appropriated $6,000 to carry 
out this experiment, which was 
made on a small scale on some of 
the Virginia markets last year. The 
new method of grading was said to 
have proven very popular in the 
Old Dominion with the growers and 
warehousemen, alike, as It meant 
larger earnings for the warehouses 
and fewer chances to the farmer.

The United States agreed to pay 
Spain $20,000,000 within three 
months after the exchange of the 
ratification of the treaty.

Immediately after the signing of 
the treaty. President M cK nl^  is­
sued a proclamation suspei^ng 
hostilities and on Aug. 18, the mus­
ter-out of 100,000 volunteers, or as 
near that number as was found ta 
be practicable, was ordered.

LEGION REVIEWS 
TEN YEARS WORK

Decade of Existence Has 
i Proved It Service Organi­

zation of Great Value.
By WHiLIAM C. MURRAY.

The American Legion is taking 
stock of itself this fall as it closes 
the first decade of its existence. Ten 
years ago it started, a raw, un- 
wieldly, almost gangling gathering 
of veterans, so fresh from their va­
ried experience of the World war 
that there was not time to strike at 
one detail.

“ For God and Country’ ’— so

Palgo A. Seaton, State Commander,
starts the preamble of the constitu­
tion. Generality? Yes. But the 
kind of generality which interpreted 
in terms of action means much. 
Thus it is, this year, that the men 
of the American Legion in Connec­
ticut return to Hartford, where ten 
years ago they started their state 
department Imbued with that all- 
inclusive Ideal— “ For God and 
Country.’ ’

They are taking stock and cite 
those tasks that the ten years have 
seen undertaken. They point to the 
jobs that are done and offer assur­
ance of continued activity in the 
things that are— in the words of the 
doughboy— “ in the works.” What 
are these things with which the 
veterans have busied themselves?

State Legion Foremost.
The late summer of 1919 saw 

most of the soldiers, sailors and 
marines who had served Uncle Sam 
during the preceding two years 
back once more in civil life. The 
winter before in Paris the pre­
liminary work of organizing the na­
tional department of the American 
Legion had been completed. Now- 
the men of Connecticut were ready. 
There were many things to be cared 
for by all of the veterans as a unit.

The return to civil life was not 
as simple as it sounded. The plow 
and the machine could not always 
be set at their tasks by the same 
pair of hands that had guided them 
in 1917. Those hands might be 
crippled, they might not have re­
turned or they might have been 
dispiaced by others in the two years 
of turmoil.

The American Legion started out 
with a hope that it might secure 
justice for the veteran where that 
commodity had been neglected. It 
started out with the idea that to 
accomplish this, one voice must 
speak, not 4,000,000.

Selfish service alone was not an 
aim with which to build for per­
manency and so the Legion went a 
step further with its plans. It de­
cided that while it looked out for 
its members and their comrades 
who were not members it would at 
the same time extend its helpful 
offices to the various civic projects 
and betterments that might need 
concerted action for their success.

These thoughts were voiced by 
the delegates from the towns of 
Connecticut when they met in Hart­
ford in 1919 to start the new or­
ganization.

Boy Scouts .Glided.
Among the earliest civic projects 

undertaken was the promotion of 
Boy Scout work and the sponsor­
ship of boys’ and girls’ clubs in the 
smaller communities. This task 
was especially noteworthy in those 
towns where a dearth of other civic 
and service organizations had here­
tofore prevented concerted effort in 
the development of organized 
amusement, recreational and non­
scholastic instruction for the 
youth.

The number of troops of Boy 
Scouts has passed the thirty mark 
ih about as many communities. 
These organizations bring almost 
1,000 boys into scoutcraft who 
might otherwise be denied this 
pleasure through lack of adequate 
adult leadership.

Among the towns in which the 
local Legionnaires are serving as 
scoutmasters, troop committeemen 
and similar officials are: Southing­
ton, Stafford Springs, East Wood- 
stock, Windsor Plainville, Water- 
town, Meriden, Westville, Norwalk 
New Britain, Shelton, West Haven, | 
Glastonbury, Wethersfield, Thomp- 
sonville, Bristol, Ansonia, Berlin, 
TorrlngtQn, W-est Hartford and 
Hartford.

In several other towns where 
scouting has been highly organized 
through the efforts of other civic 
and patriotic orders, the Legion has 
lent valuable assistance and fur­
nished a number of extra leaders 
skilled in field work.

Visiting nurse associations, com­
munity clubs and aviation fields 
were among some of the other 
items that have been placed in the 
community life of many of the 
state’s towns through the work of 
the local Legion post.

Patriotic Work.
The promotion of patriotic activi­

ties, the proper observance of na­
tional holidays and an adequate 
code for the use of the American 
flag are also included in the ac- 
compliBhmentB of thlB active veteran

organization. As might be ex­
pected war memorials have been se­
cured through the efforts of several 
Legion posts and others are on the 
way. Parks, clean-ups in long 
neglected village greeps, restora­
tion of ancient cemeteries and simi­
lar matters requiring not only 
thought but the personal brawn 
of the members have been carried 
to a successful conclusion.

Flag day and Armistice day are 
two holidays especially dear to the 
Legion as an organization, although 
It has been co-operating with the 
Grand Army,.and Spanish War vet­
erans in the proper observance of 
Memorial day. In those tqwns 
where the latter two organizations 
are non-existent or have ceased to 
number enough members, the Le­
gion men have taken over the whole 
task of adequately honoring the 

memory of America’s military and 
naval dead.

Flag Code Adopted.
Working in co-operation with a 

number of military and patriotic or­
ders the Legion stood sponsor for a 
flag code that has largely elim­
inated the former objectionable mis­
use of the flag as an article of 
decoration. The code has become 
almost everywhere the accepted 
rule In the display of colors for all 
patriotic and civic occasions and 
honors are rendered In accordance 
with its terms.

Recognizing baseball as the great 
American pastime and accepting its 
manifest duty in helping boyhood, 
the Legion nationally and in Con­
necticut has for the past three years 
stood behind the development of 
one of the widest spread competi­
tions and elimination contests ever, 
undertaken in the country. In prac­
tically every town with a Legion 
post, baseball tournaments elim­
inate contenders and provide a 
town championship team which en­
ters counly contests. County win­
ners contend for state honors and 
state champions meet for regional 
titles. Victors In the regional 
events then enter the final round, 
known as the Junior World’s Series. 
The prize for the national winners 
is a chance to attend all games of 
the actual world’s series as guests 
of the major leagues.

That the games provide thou­
sands of boys with a chance for or­
ganized athletics may be seen when 
it is realized that some of the larger 
city posts have operated â  many as 
sixty teams in the local league from 
which the city contender was 
picked for the county contests.

State Forest Work.
Of statewide Importance, directly 

benefiting the whole population is 
the promotion of state forests. Since 
its inception the Legion has favored 
various conservation attempts and 
as a practical demonstration of its 
support to the Connecticut state for­
est program the department has se­
cured funds and provided the state' 
with extensive lands to be added to 
the People’s forest at Barkham- 
stead.

Starting with an arrangement 
whereby each post In the state pur­
chased at least one acre, the Le­
gion’s share in this project has 
added a total to date of 4 32 acres. 
Plans are under way for the ac­
quisition of more funds to permit 
the rounding out of a 500-acre 
tract.

The first decade is over and as 
the men of the Legion plan to go 
to Hartford for the second time to 
their state convention, they survey 
their accomplishments and seek for 
new fields to conquer. Ten years 
ago the founders were uncertain of 
the detailed task before them, but 
sure there was a task. This year 
as the state convention meets Au­
gust 22, 23 and 24, there will be no 
such uncertainty. The path is clear- 
cut and the men of the Legion are
