Commander Seaton Reports 
Over 11,000 Members of 
Organization in S t a t e; 
Officers Read Reports.

Hartford, Aug. 22.— A secona 
decade in the life of the American 
Legion’s Department of Connecti­
cut was noted today as the annual 
convention of the department 
swung under way here. To mark 
the tenth annual gathering of the 
sort, Paige A. Seaton, of Water­
bary, department commander, in­
dicated in his annual report today 
that the organization’s member­
ship is the largest in its history. 
The Legion in Connecticut now has 
11,036 individuals enrolled.

So numerous are the Legion’s 
activities, the commander declared, 
that a full-time state adjutant has 
become a necessity. Thf work of 
the Legion’s officers, state and lo­
cal, in promoting thî ! rehabilitation 
of disabled veterans of the Great 
War werepraised highly by 
mander Seaton. He added; “ It is 
the first duty of the Legion to see 
that these men get proper consid­
eration at all times.’ ’

To Help Disabled
Commander Seaton then recom­

mended the appointment of a com­
mittee which would be responsible 
to the department for all matters 
pertaining to soldier relief such as 
the handling of individual cases 
referred by the posts; contact with 
the Federal Veterans Bureau; wel­
fare of veterans in institutions, 
and guardianship; and the work of 
child welfare.

The convention today opened 
with military ceremonies. Presen­
tation of the colors was followed 
by the singing of The Star Span­
gled Banner by Miss Alice Evans 
Wagner, of Windsor. Then came 
prayer by Rev. Richard H. Mc­
Laughlin, the state chaplain, and 
an address by Mayor Walter E. 
Batterson. The mayor is a Legion- 
aaire.

IN PRESENT WORLD

Admiral Hussey Tells Insti­
tute of Politics T h a t  
Armies Are Necessary.

There came into The Herald 
office this morning a man who liter­
ally eats his bread in the sweat of 
his brov/, for he is a truckman and 
every dollar he gets is earned by 
sheer hard work. It is, of course, 
the irony of our civilization that 
such people very seldom get in pro­
portion as they toil.

Almost apologetically this man 
said: “ I have read the pieces in
The Herald about the Crane family.
1 can understand their feelings. I 
know all about hard luck. I’ve 
been through the same kind of 
thing that the Cranes are going 
through— me and my wife together. 
Last night she and I talked it over; 
and we made up our minds that it 
was up to us to do by the Cranes 
like we’d be done by if we should 
ever get up against it again. So 
we want to have you put this into 
the Crane fund. But don’t on any 
account let our name be used.’’

And he handed over a Ten D( l̂lar 
Bill.

Up to the time of this writing 
there had been no larger contribu­
tion to the Crane fund than this 
and only two others as large. One 
other came in the form of a check, 
in a note which said: “ Your ef­
fort to assist Harry B. Crane and 
family is a splendid one.

Williamstown, Mass., Aug. 22.—  
To reduce lawlessness in armed 
forces. Increase the strength of un­
armed forces, Admiral C. L. Hussey 
told the Institute of Politics today.

Increasing populations were the 
most important consideration in 
this changing world and the form 
an ever ready cause for war, he 
said.

“ In view of this fact the chang­
ing world continues to demand the 
stabilizing influence of organized 
physical forces. The means of wag­
ing war in its most horrible forms 
are within reach of all.

“ The organized armed forces of 
the world appear indispensable to 
world order under existing condi­
tions. Increase the strength of the 
unarmed forces and then the armed 
forces may be reduced,” he declar­
ed.

Many Canadians Here.
According to Robert Dexter, of 

Boston, Secretary Department of 
Social relations, American Unitar­
ian Association, there are over one 
million French-Canadian immi- 
granis residing in New England, 
comprising one-seventh of the pop­
ulation of the area.

Dexter declared that they repre­
sent a great example in assimila­
tion, as already the French had two 
governors of Rhode Island, and a 
Senator from that state, showing 
that they controlled the political 
situation there.

Planned Prosperity.
Planned prosperity wil benefit 

not only the nation which under­
takes it but all other nations will 
also benefit as well, in the opinion 
of Paul Harvey, editor and lectur­
er, who spoke at a round table on 
planned prosperity.

“ Planned prosperity will increase 
the buying power of the citizens of 
the country that in augurated it 
this will end the depression in that 
nation while undoubtedly some of 
this increased buying power will go 
into' the consumption ot goods 
ibroad,” Harvey said.

He contended that planned pros­
perity would be a great preventa­
tive of war. By making it more 
»as3r for a nation to consume all it 
produces, it will thus end the pres­
e t  need for nations to be always 
:ompeting with each other in the 
trantic search for foreign markets 
into which to e.xport their goods— a

The “ movie” business is good, 
and with the fall and winter sea­
sons ahead will undoubtedly be- 
cohie better. Warner Brothers, it is 
estimated, will show a profit of i 
around $16,000,000 for the fiscal 
year ending August 31: Paramount 
is expected to earn at least $12,- 
000,000; Fox around $12,000,000 
and Loew between $10,000,000 and 
$11,000,000.

Attendance at theaters is in­
creasing, film bookings are expand­
ing and even exports are reviving.; 
There is every indication that 
sound movies will become even 
more popular as new improvements 
are made and actors grow more 
adept in utilizing them.

Unproved Screen
A further possibility for the 

opening up of amusement business 
is the introduction of stereoscopic 
pictures on a wide screen, to be in­
troduced in the near future. All 
surface indications point to con­
tinued prosperity in the industry.

Amherst, Mass., Aug. 22.— The 
body of Frederick McCann, Jr., 
Amherst college sophomore, of 
Maplewood, N. J., who disappear­
ed May 3, this afternoon was found 
in a pasture In an isolated section 
here.

The discovery was made by 
Fred A. Alley, of this city, who 
was training a hunting dog in the 
pasture.

Alley notified Amherst police of 
his discovery, and a squad arriv­
ed. Identification was established 
by means of the clothing. A sweat­
er bearing the class numerals was 
recognized.

The body was partly buried un­
der a decayed limb of a pine tree. 
A rotted piece of rope was attach­
ed to the limb. Another piece of 
rope was found round the neck of 
the youth.

May Be Suicide
Police declared they believed he 

had committed suicide, and that 
action of the elements had caused 
the rope to sever.

The body was removed to a lo­
cal undertaking establishment and 
the youth’s parents, Mr. and Mrs. 
Frederick McCann, had been noti­
fied.

Disappearance of the youth last 
spring created a big sensation 
throughout New England.

The last time young McCann was 
seen was on the night of May 3, 
when his campus acquaintances 
saw him leaving a moving picture 
theater here. There the trail stop­
ped, and all efforts to pick it up 
proved fruitless.

Mr. and Mrs. McGann came here 
from Maplewood in an effort to 
lend assistance in the search for 
their son.

A reward for finding the body 
was offered by the grief-stricken 
parents.

Merger Rumors
Now, from time to time, 'Wall 

street hears rumors of contemplat­
ed mergers that has as its aim the 
completion of this process of in­
tegration and expansion. The latest 
rumor has to do with reported 
negotiations looking toward a mer­
ger said to have been conducted by 
Warner Brothers Pictures, Inc., 
and the Paramount-Famous-Lasky 
Corporation.

It is recalled that similar nego­
tiations were reported to have been 
started six months ago, but noth­
ing came of them. This time the 
rumor is even more insistent and 
the general belief in Wall street is 
that sooner or later a big deal be­
tween these two companies will he 
consummated.

Paramount’s Ambition
The Paramount Company is said 

to be ambitious to create an amuse­
ment and entertainment organiza­
tion that can match that of the 
Radio Corporation of America, 
unit for unit. The recent acquisi­
tion of a 5 per cent interest in the 
Columbia Broadcasting System by 
Paramount was regarded as one 
step in this direction. Another step 
would be the completion of the 
Warner Brothers deal.

Fox interests which recently 
acquired control of Loews, Inc., are 
also proceeding with plans for the 
expansion of their far-dung busi­
ness.

All this activity on the part of 
the leading film producers has had 
a stimulating effect upon the indus­
try which, in turn, has had a de­
cided effect on amusement stocks 
in Wall street.

The favorable financial state­
ments issued by the big film organi­
zations has left a good Impression 
on the mind of the American in­
vesting public and they have not 
overlooked the “ movie” issues 
when indulging in speculating on 
the market. Hence the strong posi­
tion of amusement stocks at the 
present writing.

Senator Reed (R) of Pennsylva­
nia, however, secured adoption of a 
provision calling on the United 
States Tariff Commission for a re­
port to Congress on the rate 
changes necesshry to invoke the “ U. 
S. valuation” plan- This report 
must be submitted to Congress by 
January 1, 1930, but it will require 
Congressional approval then before 
there can be any' change in the 
present system of valuation.

While Reed hailed this provision 
as an endorsement of the U. S. val­
uation plan and a great victory, 
other members of the cornmittee 
were not so sanguine. They point­
ed out the provision merely called 
for information and that Congress 
itself must be convinced of the 
necessity for change, before the 
Reed plan can be adopted. A deci­
sion incidentally is postponed until 
1932. .

Democrats Ready
The Democrats meanwhile pre­

Arrangements are being made to 
keep the Hague conference going, 
despite the fact that the League of 
Nations assembly is soon to meet 
at Geneva. Dr. Stresemann sug­
gests that subordinate delegates be 
sent to Geneva and that the Allied 
“ chiefs” remain here until an 
agreement of some kind is reach­
ed upon the problems involving

Washington, Aug. 22 —  The i 
alarming growth in America’s crim­
inal population since 1910, with 
Federal and state penitentiaries 
and municipal jails crowded to 
overflowing, was indicated today 
by official census figures up to 
1928, and estimates showing pro­
bably more than 108,000 persons 
incarcerated in prisons and reform­
atories alone.

In 1910, the American census 
enumeration showed 68.735 prison­
ers under sentence for felonies. In 
1923 the figure had grown to 81,- 
959, by 1927 to 96.355 and in 
1928 to 98,724. In the latter year 
there were 90.4 persons, to each 
100.000 population confined in 
felon-prisons.

A Serious Problem 
From these figures Department 

of Justice penologists, wb.o have 
worked out a $6,250,000 five-year 
penitentiary and reformatory build­
ing program to house the rapidly 
Increasing Federal prison popula­
tion, declared that the state govern­
ments and municipalities apparent­
ly were faced with just as serious 
penal problems as were the na­
tional authorities.

President Hoover has conferred 
with Attorney General Mitchell on 
the subject of the building pro­
gram and also made arrangements 
for the transfer of the disciplinary 
army barracks at Leavenworth. 
Kas., to the Justice Department to 
take care of the overflow at Leaven­
worth and Atlanta prisons.

Census Fijjnres
Census figures showed a total of 

91.00^ persons in state prisons and 
reformatories in 1928, while 
estimates for the present time place 
the figure at about 100.000, as 
compared to 66.831 in 1910. 77,- 
295 in 1923 and 89.552 in 1927., 

Federal prison population com­
parisons' were:

1910, 1,904: 1923. 4.664; 1927, 
6,803; and 1928, 7.722.

The last official count for At­
lanta and Leavenworth prisons 
showed a population of In excesa of 
7.400, fixing the total number of 
prisoners at over 8.000. Passage 
of the Harrison anti-narcotic law 
was partly responsible for the 
large increase in Federal prisoners. 
More than 98 per cent ot those ar­
raigned for drug offences. have 
been convicted in the Federal 
Courts.

In 1928. virtually one-fourth of 
the prisoners in state and Federal 
penitentiaries and reformatories 
were in institutions of New York, 
New Jersey, and Pennsylvania. 
The New Eqgland states had 15,- 
55 5 prisoners; Ohio, Indiana 
Illinois, Michigan and Wisconsin, 
12,371, and Kentucky, Tennessee, 
Alabama and Mississippi, 10,131.

In Nevada there were 245.5 
prisoners per 100,000 population, 
in 192 8, and In South Carolina 
23.6.

COSTE AWAITING 
WEATHER FOR HOP

WAS READY 
FORJTART

Damage to Gondola Had 
Been Repaired When Re­
ports Showed Storms 
Over Ocean-Passengers 
Disappointed But Make 
the Best of It.

Latest Reports Say French­
man May Start Atlantic 
Flight Tomorrow.

LITTLE BOY KILLED 
IN A CORNnELD

Paris, Aug. 22.— Undaunted by 
the latest trans-Atlantic flying 
tragedy which apparently has 
claimed the lives of the Swiss boy 
aviators Oscar -Kaesar and Kurt 
Luescher, Captain Diedonne Coste, 
France’s premier living airman was 
at Le Bonrget Field today, await­
ing the weather man’s "go”  for a 
new attempt to span the ocean 
from east to west by air.

Coste will be accompanied by 
Maurice Bellonte, the navigator 
and mechanic who was with him 
on the recent unsuccessful at­
tempt to fly the Atlantic, when the 
airmen were forced by storms to 
turn back after reaching the 
Azores.

* May Start Tomorrow.
According to present indications, 

the start will be made early to­
morrow or Saturday morning. 
Coste is determined to make the 
flight, and feels that he learned 
enough about the vagaries of trans- 
Atlantic flying on his last attempt 
to ensure success this time.

The flight will be made In the 
same red Breguet-Hispano plane 
“ Question Mark” which carried the 
aviators 1,000 milet. out over the 
Atlantic on their last attempt. The 
plane is equipped with Radio, but 
there is no provision for an 
emergency landing on fie  water.

Captain Coste originally Intended 
to start at dawn today, but al­
though weather conditions were 
good, he was confident they would 
become much better, and decided to 
wait 24 hours at least.

In addition, there is an area of 
low pi’essure between the Azores 
and the American coast.

Captain Coste described his plans 
while denying a report published In 
America that he would attempt to 
race the Graf Zeppelin around the 
world. ..

“ The silliest thing I have ever 
heard in my life was the ridiculous 
report that I would try to race the 
Graf Zeppelin.”

KaSumiguara Air Field, Jgpan, 
Aug. 23.—  (Friday)'—The Depar­
ture of the German Graf Zeppelin 
on the third leg of its round-the^ 
world flight was definitely postpon­
ed at midnight, by Dr. Hugo Ecke- 
ner. commander of the airship.

Definite decision by the grizzled 
skipper of the world’s only passen­
ger air liner to delay the start for 
Los Angeles was taken after several 
hours of uncertainty, due to ad­
verse weather conditions over 
north-eastern Japan.

The Zeppelin had been scheduled 
to leave at 10 p. m. (9 a. m., 
Thursday, Eastern Daylight time), 
but as the time drew near for tak­
ing the craft from the hangar, 
weather charts prepared for Dr. 
Eckener and his navigators indi­
cated a worsening of weather con­
ditions along the eastern coasts of 
Honshu and Hokkaido islands, and 
over the adjacent regions of the 
Pacific ocean.

Almost A Tj^phoon
Weather charts indicated that 

the storm approaching along the 
Hokkaido coast had the propor­
tions of a young typhoon.

Despite increasing Storminess of 
the weather during the evening a 
big crowd gathered at the air field 
in the' belief that' Dr. Eckener 
would take off and attempt to evade 
the worst of the storm area when 
he got aloft.

There was a vast field of glisten­
ing umbrellas upon which search­
lights played with scintillating ef­
fects.

The sky was dark with low hang­
ing rain and wind clpuds. A light 
wind swept the field with a promise 
of harsher winds to follow.

With more than three score of 
human lives in his keeping « Dr. 
Eckener did not want to take any 
chances.

When the news was given out 
that the departure was postponed 
the crowd began slowly dispersing.

Swiss FlyeM Lost.

Kasumigaura Air Field, , Japan, 
Aug. 22.— Possibility of a still fur­
ther delay in the start of the Ger­
man Graf Zeppelin on the Pacific 
leg of its world-girdling flight, be­
cause of unfavorable Tveather, was 
admitted by Dr. Eckener tonight, 
thirty minutes before the time 
scheduled for the start.

S3k Hanofactarer Asserts 

French Protest Distorts 
Actual Figures as to Spun 
Yam  Protection.

Horace B. Cheney, vice-president 
-6f Cheney Brothers, today made the 
following statement in rebuttal of 
an article appearing in the form 
of a special dispatch in the Hart­
ford Courant yesterday, purporting 
to quote the protest of the French 
government, presented through 
Ambassador Claudel, in the matter 
of the proposed increase In the 
4uty of. spun silk yarns:

“ According to newspaper reports 
the French Ambassador, Mr, Clau- 
lel, has departed from the usual 
liplomatlc procedure and has is- 
lued a statement in relation to the 
testimony given by Horace B. 
Cheney before the Finance Com- 
mitee in relation .to Spun Silk. It 
Is very evident that the Ambassa- 
ior has relied upon prejudiced and 
inaccurate Information in relation 
to the subject, and that the persons 
who supplied him with his informa­
tion misinformed him as to the 
iacts.

Not Even Greater
“ He states that, the base rate 

proposed as a specific rate on 200 
rwo-ply Spun Silk at “ $1.75 per 
pound is more than double the 
luty which is already prohibitive 
:hat has been 'passed by the 
tiouse.’ ’ The rate of duty proposed 
by the House on this class of mer- 
thandise was 50 per centum ad 
ralorem, which rate has been re­
tained on the bill presented by the 
senate Finance Committee at exact­
ly the same level. The specific

rate proposed by Horace B. Cheney, 
$1.75, compares with $1.74 of duty 
actually collected by 45 per centum 
duty under the 1922 law in the 
year 1926, the last year of normal 
business in the Spun Silk Industry.

“ It is, therefore, evident that the 
specific rate of $1.75 pro­
posed is not double or even 
greater than the duty proposed by 
the House. As a matter of fact, it 
is approximately the same thing in 
its usefulness because of the fact 
that.it would not change during 
abnormal conditions.

Rayon Competition
“ The ambassador goes on to 

show how the past rates of duty 
have dried up the span silk busi­
ness. The duties have hâ d nothing 
to do with the case. Th*e imports 
of spun silk have fallen off as has 
also the domestic busine::: in about 
the same ratio, not for the reasons 
assigned, but because of changes in 
fashion, particularly in the ube of 
millinery velvets and the surplant- 
ing of spun silk cotton mixtures by 
rayon, leaving a much smaller field 
in which spun silk is profitably 
used, with the result that the whole 
spun silk industry has been much 
less actively employed in the last 
three years, and the prices realized 
for the products have been much 
less than heretofore. At the pres­
ent abnormally low market prices 
of spun silk at 50 per centum, the 
duty on an average quality of 
French velvet yarn will amount to 
about $1.60 per pound on the same 
size or less than it was in 192 6 at 
45 per centum.

“ So fierce has the competition 
been that the domestic industry is 
in much greater need of protection 
than it has in any time of its exist­
ence.

“ We regret that the French am­
bassador should have been led to 
make such a disingenuous misin­
formed statement.’ ’

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BEFORE THE START.
Tokfo, Aug. 22.— The Graf Zep­

pelin will leave for Los Angeles on 
the third leg of Its round the world 
flight at 10 o’clock tonight (9 a. 
m.. New York, Daylight Saving 
Time), it was announced by Com­
mander Dr. Hugo Eckener today.

The passengers were ordered to 
leave Tokio for Kasumlgaura Air 
Field at 6:10 this evening. Repairs 
to the rear gondola of the dirigible, 
damaged while the ship was being 
walked out of the hangar for the 
takeoff yesterday morning, were 
expected to be completed by 8 p. m. 
(7 a. m.. New York time.)

It was originally thought the 
damage would necessitate a 24 
hour postponement, but the re­
pairs were rushed through with all 
possible speed.

First Accident.
The accident which caused in­

definite postponement of the diri­
gible’s hop to Los Angeles was the 
first serious mishap to befall the 
dirigible since it .took off from 
Lakehursf, N. J., at the very start 
of the long flight. It occurred as 
the ship was being walked out of 
the hangar shortly after 4 o’clock 
this morning (3 p. m., yesterday 
New York time).

The greatest crowd ever assem­
bled for any event in Japan since 
the coronation of Emperor Hlroh- 
ito was at the airport to see the 
Graf take to the air for the long 
water jump to the California city. 
Held in check by a veritable army 
of gendarmes, militia and airport 
attaches, the great throng cheered 
as the crew slowly started to walk 
the Zeppelin from its hangar!

Little Headroom.
There was but eighteen inches of 

headroom between the top of the 
dirigible and the roof of the hangar, 
and the task of moving the ship 
out was a ticklish proposition from 
the start. When the ship was less 
than half way out, it threatened to 
bump against the top of the door­
way, and the crew eased it toward 
the ground.

But the ship came \down faster 
than had been expected, and the 
rear motor gondola hit with a de­
cided thump on the concrete floor­
ing of the hangar, and girders sup­
porting the motor gondola were 
badly bent. Dr. Eckener immedi­
ately ordered the ship returned to 
the hangar.

Nothing Serious.
Immediate Investigation of the 

mishap revealed that the damage 
was far from serious, although It 
temporarily incapacitated the en­
gine lodged in the gondola. It was 
pointed out that In all probabili­
ties the flight to Los Angeles 
could have been made with absolute 
safety with only four engines In 
commission, but Dr. Eckener was 
unwilling to subject his passengers 
to the slightest risk, a,nd he de­
clared the flight postponed until 
repairs could be effected.

The eighteen passengers who are 
making the flight to Los Angeles 
were bitterly disappointed when In­
formed of the postponement, but 
they returned Immediately to the 
Imperial hotel in Tokio to make the 
best of the enforced delay. Dr. 
Eckener summoned the mechanics 
and engineers Jointly supplied by 
the Japanese government and the 
Zeppelin Company, and the work of 
repair was begun immediately.
’ William B, Leeds,'lhe New York 
Millionaire who Is one of the'pas­
sengers making th« complete 
round-the-world flight, was more

disappointed by the delay than the 
remainder.

“ Noy Isn’t that the Dlckeqs” he 
declared. “ Nothing happens to us 
all the way over Russia and Si­
beria, and we have an accident just 
as we are starting home.”

“ But at any rate, it wasn’t the 
fault of the people who are flying 
the ship. We have all the con­
fidence in the world in them, and 
I guess this is just one of those 
‘tough breaks’ that happens to 
everything and everyone.”

STORM WARNING.
San Francisco, Cal., Aug. 22.— 

Dr. Hugo Eckener, skipper of the 
globe-girdling Graf Zeppelin was 
warned by the United States 
Weather Bureau at San Frgncisco 
by radio today to hurry his depart­
ure from Tokio as two storms are 
brewing over the Pacific ocean.

The scope of these storm areas 
are enlarging according to the 
Weather Bureau.

The weather report sent Dr. Eck­
ener follows;

“ The situation over the eastern 
Pacific at 5 a. m.. Pacific time, 
Aug. 22.

.“ A high pressure area (fair 
weather) remains over the Bering 
sea and the region to the south and 
the soutneast, w|th maximum pres­
sure due south of the Aleutian 
islands.

“ There is a marked disturbance 
over the Gulf of Alaska, centered 
near and to the west of Juneau 
and drifting slowly eastward.

“ Another marked disturbance is 
Indicated over the north and 
middle latitude of the ocean north­
west of the Hawaiian islands.

HURLED TO DEATH 
BY TWO VISITORS

Police Unable to Explain Mo­
tive Behind Murder o f Fris­
co Actor.

San Francisco, Aug, 22.— While 
the battered body of Robert Chap­
man, youthful leading man of the 
Green street theater, lay in .the 
morgue, police today were at­
tempting to capture two men who 
are alleged to have thrown him 
from the apartment window of Al­
len Hoffman, playwright.

Hoffman told police that two 
men came to his apartment and de­
manded liquor. When he refused, 
be said they attacked him and 
knocked him unconscious. He be­
lieves Chapman was hurled from 
the sixth story of the apartment 
into the light well by the two men.

Miss Elaine Worth, star of the 
Green street theater, became hys­
terical when she viewed Chapman’s 
body at the morgue. She was said 
to have been the "girl friend” of 
Gerrl Ferrl, gang leader, who was 
found mujdered In his apartment 
last October.

Story Told Police.
In recounting his story to offi­

cers, Hoffman said that he and 
Chapman had gone to the apart­
ment of Miss Florence Bell, one of 
the cast at the Green street theater, 
and remained there for several 
hours after the performance of the 
play in which Chapman appeared.

'There, Hoffman said, he met 
Edessa Fowler, an actress; Kenneth 
Duplan.^an actor, and William 
Heattersan, a sailor stationed on 
the JJ. S. S. Mexico.

When the “ partj*” broke up, 
Hoffman said he and Chapman took 
Miss Fowler to her home and then 
went directly to "Tils apartment.

Chapman’s body was discovered 
by a Filipino Janitor. The Janitor 
told officers that he met Hoffman 
as hA was going up stairs to notify 
the landlord of the tragedy. He as­
serted Hoffman said:

“ I am looking for my friend —  
he disappeared,”

James Doyle, occupant of an ad­
joining apartment, told police he 
heard sounds of a scuffle in Hoff­
man’s apartment, but was unable 
to tell how many might have been 
engaged in it.

Hoffman is of the opinion the 
intruders thought his- apartment 
was a bootlegger’s and that they 
started the fight when they were 
refused liquor. He had resided in 
the apartment but a week, al­
though he had occupied another 
apartment In the same building for 
a year.

“ SAVE THE TREES”  PLAN 
CALLS FOR VENTILATION

Ground Must Be Bored Before 
Watering, Says N. Y, Agri­
cultural Board.

The New York Agricultural de­
partment has recently broadcast In­
structions for saving the trees, 
which it is claimed will not show 
the effects of the present long dry 
spell until next season. The pro- 
ceedure suggested is to take a sharp 
pointed iron bar of the dimensions 
of a broom handle and make boles 
in a circle around the trees corres­
ponding with the spread of the 
branches.

Many believe if they give a tree 
a liberal supply of water around 
the trunk the roots will take it up, 
but according to the New York 
forestry experts this does more 
harm than good.

The holes should be made to a 
depth of six inches or more and a 
stream of water played upon the 
circle of perforations, or a sprink­
ler adjusted at intervals so that 
the water will reach the roots in 
generous supply.

To be most effective the water­
ing should be done at sundown, and 
according to the New York depart­
ment the work must be done, now if 
the ornamental and shade trees are 
to be saved for future generations.

CONGRESS TO HAVE SAY 
ON TARIFF SCHEDULES ROCKVILLE

Washington, Aug. 22.— The 
present system of levying tariff 
duties against the foreign valua­
tion of imports was retained, but 
a new plan was approved for fu­
ture adoption of "United States 
valuations” . by the Republican 
membership of the Senate finance 
committee today.

The Republicans accepted a 
modified Reed plan by which the 
tariff commission would translate j 
all ad valorem duties from a for-1 
eign to a United States valuation i 
basis. The commission would be', 
authorized to submit this report to 
Congress, which then will pass up­
on the question of adopting U. S. 
valuation on all ad valorem duties.

The original plan, proposed by 
Senator Reed, (R ) of Pa., would 
have provided for automatic adop­
tion of United States valuations 
through proclamation by the Pres­
ident. This was eliminated so Con­
gress and not the President, shall 
have the final say in any change 
of rates in the future.

The plan would Involve only ad 
valorem rates, and would not af­
fect any of the specific duties in 
the new bill.

On Aug. 22, 1485, the famous 
battle of Bosworth field was 
fought In England, terminating 
the Wars of the Roses.

In this battle, Richard III was 
slain and, on a rear elevation call­
ed Crownhill, Lord Stanley placed 
the crown on the head of the Earl 
of Richmond as Henry VII.

At the outset of the fighting, 
Richard was 'deserted by a large 
division of his army and saw that 
his fate was scaled. Having no 
lack of courage, he plunged, with 
despairing rage, into the thickest 
of the struggle and was slain.

His crowned helmet, which he 
had worn, was found by Sir Regi­
nald Bray, battered and • broken, 
under a hawthorne bush, and 
placed on the head of his rival, 
who soon attained a more solemn 
coronation.

Bosworth is a small market 
town in Leicestershire, England, 
and has become famous for the 
moor, two miles to the south, 
where the battle of Bosworth field 
was fought.

New York, Aug. 22.— The anti­
quated freighter Quimistan, a Hon­
duran fruit boat, was sighted to­
day in mid-Atlantic, afire and de­
serted.

No trace was found of the crew 
of twenty, who are feared lost.

Word of the sea tragedy was 
flashed to Radio Marine Corpora­
tion here by Captain Tornberg of 
the shipping board steamer Yalza, 
who found the blazing hull 1,100 
miles east of Norfolk, Virginia.

Had the crew of the Quimistan 
successfully, launched the boats, it 
Is felt certain the Yalza would have 
found them In circling about the 
derelict. Seafarers point out they 
would have remained near their 
craft, which itself was the most ef­
fective distress signal for passing 
V6SS6lS*

Dr. James H. Kimball, govern­
ment meteorologist here, declared 
that storms had been reported In 
that part of the atlantic.

The Quimistan, formerly owned 
by the Cuyamel Fruit Co. of Puerto 
Cadiz, Honduras, was flying the 
German flag. Built in 1871, she 
was making her final voyage from 
Norfolk to Genoa, to be scrapped 
there.

Her tonnage was 1,661; length 
269.4 feet, breadth 33.2 feet and 
depth 16.4 feet.

The Yalza a Shipping Board ves­
sel operated by the Export Steam­
ship Co. of Baltimore, sailed from 
Norfolk Friday with cargo consign­
ed for Alexandria. Officials of the 
company at their local offices. 25 
Broadway had heard nothing from 
her.

Marine observers were unable to 
advance a reason for the fire, which 
occurred durign the Qulmistan’s 
trip to the “ graveyard.”  save that 
the ship had greatly deteriorated in 
her fifty-eight years of,sailing.

WHAT’S THE IDEA?
Just what the Hartford Courant 

is up to, in promoting the discus­
sion of a shift of taxation from the 
manufacturers of Connecticut to 
some other source of revenue, It 
Isn’t easy to see—unless the Hart­
ford newspaper Is permitting it­
self to be used. It started off with 
a statement from Democratic Na­
tional Committeeman Thomas J. 
Spellacy, who made the startling 
suggestion that Connecticut sub­
stitute very largely consi^mers’ tax­
es for taxes on industrial plants 
ind real estate, and It follows that 
Impossible proposition with an- 
other article In which there Is a 
very ■ obvious. If somewhat strain­
ed, effort to link up the loss of a 
Hartford industry with the ques­
tion of taxation. It all looks very 

jji.touch as if the Courant, for some 
reason not altogether clear, were 
endeavoring to start a movement 

. for the encouragement of tax dodg­
ing by Connecticut industrial con­
cerns.

It is our belief that any such 
proposal will receive a much cool­
er welcome among the manufac­
turers themselves than is perhaps 
expected. It is the rule in this 
state, and it Is an almost universal 
one, for assessors to exert a very 
decided degree of moderation In 
the listing of the taxable property 
of Industrial concerns. Certainly 
instances in which manufacturers 
can justly claim that they are dis­
criminated against. In favor of In­
dividual property owners, are al­
most unknown; yet we seem to re­
member to have heard a good 
many complaints. In one locality 
and another, the other way around. 
On the whole, for taxation pur­
poses, Connecticut’s industries are 
very fairly dealt with. The proof 
of it is the Infrequency with which 
they make complaint.

What we seriously pbject to, in 
such a campaign as the Courant is 
apparently trying to launch, is the 
assumption that Connecticut la 
making a net loss of Industries 
She Is doing no such thing. Re­
movals or suspensions occur now 
and then, of course. They do in 
every Industrial state in the Union. 
Connecticut, however. Is steadily 
increasing the total of her indus­
tries and her industrial payroll.

Just how the prosperity of the 
state Is to be fostered by fabricat­
ing out of wholecloth, the im­
pression that this state Is driving 
away Industrial concerns by taxing 
them to death we cannot under­
stand. Such stuff is sheer misrep­
resentation of Connecticut’s atti­
tude toward manufacturing busi­
nesses; but those at a distance who 
hear about It will not know and 
would never suspect that, coming 
from a source within the state, it 
Is not the truth. An immense 
amount of Injury to the conimon- 
wealth’s industrial prospects can 
be done by this sort of propaganda.

IHB NEWTOWN ASYLUM
The extent of the site of the pro­

posed hospital for the Insane at 
Newtown is so great, including as 
it does some 600 acres, as to en­
courage the hope that, to a very 
considerable extent, the principle 
of self-support of the Institution, 
through agricultural activities, will 
he adopted by the commissioners 
*—somewhat as It is carried on at 
the very unusual Institution at 
South Gardner, Mass.

At South Gardner they have, to 
he sure, more land and fewer in­
mates than will be the case at 
Newtown. Eighteen hundred acres, 
or three times the area of the Fair- 
field County tract, housed a few 
years ago something more than 
900 inmates, while it is expected 
that the Newtown asylum will 
have 2,000 patients. So that there 
Will scarcely he opportunity for 
agricultural development on so 
large a relative scale as at the 
Iklassachusetts institution.

HANDLEY-PAGE
It Is announced that a new air­

plane designed by Frederick Hand- 
loy-Page is to be shipped from 
England soon to participate in the 
Safe Aircraft competition this fall, 
together with descriptions of the 
new plane Indicating it to be al­
most "fool-proof" and extraordi­
narily safe.

There is something absorbingly 
Interesting in the attitude of this 
inventor toward the problem of 
aviation. Perhaps the foremost 
British plane builder and designer 
for many years, and author of

tigue of any sort, worry, or tem­
peramental trouble.

In considering the causes of ac­
cidental death. It has been found 
that such a simple thing as a few 
nights’ loss of sleep is a big factor 
in whether the aviator Is going to 
crash or land safely. A temporary 
Illness In the air, which might be 
unimportant on the ground, such 
as a sudden blinding headache, a 
bilious attack, or a feeling of stale­
ness, may be quite serious when 
the flier's life depends on the con­
trol of hls ship. Even such things 
as a casual disturbance of the eyes, 
a sudden ringing in the ears, or an 
abnormality of the sense ot mo­
tion may affect him suddenly just 
when hls piloting ' needs hls most 
careful attention.

Pilots just recovering from any 
acute disease had better stay on 
the ground. Also It has been 
fpund that several flyers using cer­
tain headache remedies were kill­
ed soon after using this drug. Feel- 
lugs of nausea and dizziness and 
vomiting are not uncommon 
among flyers. At least ten per cent 
of them will show a previous his­
tory of having been ill on ships, 
trains, merry-go-rounds or street­
cars. This tendency to vomit can 
be overcome in most cases by the 
proper diet. One of the foremost 
aces which America produced dur­
ing the war vomited continually 
during his training time. He over­
came this in actual combat work.

Sometimes a flyer, particularly 
an inexperienced one, may be­
come acutely ill by having his mo­
rale lowered by seeing other ships 
on fire or, othdr flyers crash.

(Child Has Chronic Cough)
Question: Mother writes:—>’’1

have a little girl eleven who has 
had a loose.cough for about four 
years. The doctors say it is not her 
lungs.”

Answer:—There is such a thing 
as a “habit” cough, but if your 
daughter has been troubled for 
four years there is doubtless some 
other deepseated cause which 
could be discovered upon examina­
tion. I would suggest that you take 
her to one doctor after another if- 
necessary until you find someone 
who understands diagnosing, well 
enough to find the cause of her 
trouble.

(Cancer)
Question: G. H. asks:—“What is

the best method of preventing the 
return of cancer once removed by 
operation? Does exposing the parts 
to the sun help?”

Answer:—The best method I 
know of for preventing cancer is to 
live on a careful diet, exercise vig­
orously each day, and adopt the 
right mental attitude. It is a no­
ticeable fact that cancer rarely If 
ever develops with those who con­
tinue to live a vigorous physical 
culture life. The congestion of can­
cer cells to any one part of the 
body cannot occur if the circula­
tion of blood does not become 
sluggish. Sunbaths are helpful be­
cause of the ultra-violet effect on 
the blood. Nude sunbaths should 
be taken, exposing the entire body, 
as the effect of the sun’s rays are 
no more helpful over a certain dis­
eased part than over the other 
parts of the body. The main object 
of these sunbaths is to absorb all 
of the ultra-violet rays possible, 
and the effect is general upon the 
blood and not specific to any one 
part. •

Itself. Chat ter ing brakes , s lapping 
pistons, a noisy d is t r ibutor ,  ra t t l ing  
fenders,  squeaking doors are  only 
a smal l number  of the many incon­
veniences t h a t  can get  on the 
nerves  of a driver.

I t  i sn’t traffic alone t h a t  causes 
the mental  hazard.  It 's  the  car  and 
its par ts— and the original  cause,  
If we should  t race it down to the  
beginning.  1s the owner  himself.

Let  the owner of an automobi le  
look af te r  the  litt le things,  as well 
as he does the more Impor tan t  r u n ­
ning parts,  and he will avoid that  
menta l  hazard in d r i v in r  th a t  
might  a t  any t ime unnerve  him 
when an emergency arises.

Brakes  wear  down, get out  of 
t rue  and begin to cha t te r  and 
squeak and slip if the dr ive r  neg­
lects. them.  .Of course the  remedy 
is to rellne them an I see tha t  they 
grip evenly all round.  But even 
bet t er  is the pract ice of avoiding 
such difficulty by having the  brakes  
checked up regularly,  to see tha t  
they take evenly on all four wheels.

Sometimes  even the newest 
brakes  squeak or. in wet weather ,  
fall to hold. To avoid this a Buf­
falo. N. Y.. firm has been put t ing  
out  a plastic mater ia l  which, when 
applied to the  hrakelln lng,  will 
weatherproof  it and enable the 
brakes  to hold evenly. This sub­
s tance fills the  r ivet  holes, where 
in rainy w eat her  the wa ter  might  
en ter  the  depressions  and cause 
slipping. It also works  into the 
l ining itself to give it more grip­
ping abil i ty and to keep the  brakes  
from squeaking.

SAFETA' IN STORAGE
Motorists who expect to store 

their cars during an extended trip 
away from home and who want to 
protect their property to the best 
advantage should do more tljan 
drain off water and oil. Many an 
engine has been damaged by going 
half-way In such matters.

After draining off the water al­
ways let the engine run for about 
a, minute so as to beat up the cyl­
inders and dry oft any water that 
may remain In the jackets. Do 
not carry this process too far, 
otherwise there will he condensa­
tion when the engine cools off.

Draining off the old oil removes 
water and acid diluent that might 
damage the hearings, hut be sure 
to let all of this oil drain off and 
then refill the engine with fresh 
oil. Run the starter to make sure 
the new oil circulates to all the 
parts it Is to protect.

Cheap Roads Are Most Costly, 

Says U. S. Highway Cliief
Washington, D. C.. Aug. 22. 

Cheap roads constructed with low- 
grade material and with an eye to 
saving labor expenses are more 
costly In Iht long run than first- 
class roads, says Thomas H. Mac­
Donald, chief of the U. S. Bureau 
of Public Roads.

"Poor roads,” he says, "cost 
more than do adequately service­
able roads. Roads built with honest 
administration and skilled tech­
nique have an earning capacity far 
beyond their cost. So the service­
able public highway has every right 
to be listed as an asset and not as 
vn expense. It has already been 
lemonstrated that a highway can 
;arn Its upkeep plus a very high 
)rofit ou the Investment.

^■amount to a very large percentage 
' of the annual highway bill, without 

excessive cost to the indHvidual 
user. The very fact of relatively 
low taxes has encouraged the enor­
mous use of the roads by so large 
a number of the public. This ac­
counts for the high Income from 
the roads in actual financial re­
turns. It proves the value of good 
highways."

E. W. .lames, cliief of the bu­
reau's division of design, advises 
three steps in constructing roads 
lhat will be of good quality and 
still keep expenses to a minimum. 
They are:

1. Select tlie right roads to be 
Improved.

2. Determine the correct types to 
build at any time.

[ 3. Build progressively but so that

all work done may be salvaged In 
future work.

In building roads now, James 
asserted. It Is wise to keep In mind 
the future and construct them In 
such a manner that future Improve­
ments will not be costly and ex­
penses held down to a ninlmuin. 
Survey of roads conotructed In the 
past has often brought about need­
ed Improvements, a change In loca­
tion, and so on.

“ Studies of highway systems 
made In the Dnlted States during 
the past three years.” James says, 
“ clearly demonstrates the value of 
such work even at a late date. But 
obviously the earlier In the high­
way history of a country such 
studies are made the greater^ood 
will How from them.

“ Roads should be built only to 
the extent and of such types as will 
pay for themselves.”

“ It Isn’t,” he Insisted, “ a matter 
on which I can hazard any chances.

Most people think that.the oxy­
gen they breathe Is the important 
factor in regulating their respira­
tion.

Drs. Yandell Henderson and 
Howard W. Haggard of the depart­
ment of Physiology in Yale Uni­
versity point out that oxygen is 
the fundamental controlling factor 
in the adjustment of breathing.

If a person is suddenly deprived 
of oxygen, he breathes more rap­
idly, but the oxygen reserve In the 
human body is small and if we 
were dependent on oxygen to regu­
late our breathing the rate and 
rhythm of respiration would be 
very uneven. During ordinary 
hieathing, the lungs contain about 
3 1-2 quarts of air, of which 16 
per cent is oxygen.

There are in the human being 
about five, quarts of blood. The 
blood in the arteries contains about 
19 per cent of oxygen and that in 
the veins about 15 per cent. The 
real regulator of breathing is not 
the oxygen breathed in, but the 
pressure of carbon dioxide that 
happens to be passing through the 
lungs. The carbon dioxide is the 
end product of breathing. The 
mass of carbon dioxide held In the 
body is large as compared with the 
oxygen.

Every movement of the body or 
limbs results in the production of 
an Increased amount of carbon di­
oxide and causes the absorption of 
an amount of oxygen which cor­
responds to the energy used up. 
This carbon dioxide is carried by 
the blood to a place in the brain 
which controls the activities of the 
muscles of the chest and the dia­
phragm. Hence it controls the rate 
and rhythm of respiration.

To prove the fact, the experi­
menters caused men to' breathe 
pure oxygen. The rate and the 
rhythm of respiration were not af­
fected or but slightly decreased 
and a little more oxygen was taken 
up by the body. If. however, a 
small amount of carbon dioxide Is 
added to the mixture, the volume 
of breathing is increased almost 
immediately, although the rate 
does not increase greatly.

The experiment can be done by 
the average man in this way; For 
half a minute he forces himself to 
breathd more deeply anu at least 
as rapidly but .not much more rap­
idly than he usually does. By this 
means, the lungs are over-ventl- 
lated and the carbon dioxide con­
tent of the blood is temporarily de- 
cieased. When this voluntary ef­
fort is stopped there follows, in 
most people, a complete stopping 
of the desire to breathe. This 
period varies In length according 
to the length of the period of over- 
breathing that produced it.

What shall we do with the 
child who comes to us with 
tales about the other children he 
plays with and reports the pranks 
or disobedience of his sisters and 
brothers— a tattje tale?

I believe all nLOthers have this 
stage to go through and most of 
them are at a loss how to handle 
It. Because there is one great 
danger if they take the common 
method of scolding or shaming a 
child out of the habit, he 1s likely a 
to stop coining to his mother with 
other things as well. And is It 
worth losingr his confidence?

One mother recently spoke to 
me about this very thing. But 
she added a bit of information 
that not only explained why the 
child was telling on h|s sister, 
but It made It quite possible for 
his mother to cure him of telling 
tales . without losing his confi­
dence. She Informed me that he 
was very selfish, also.

It Isn’t Malice
In young children there is sel­

dom any real malice behind tat­
tling. In an older child the mo­
tive lior running to a parent with 
stories is perhaps not so Innocent.

In a young child tale-bearing 
may be caused by his feeling that 
a certain thing is wrong and that 
his mother really ought to know. 
He knows that she wants him to 
tel! her If he does wrong. Why, 
then, may he not tell on some­
body else?

In the case of this particular 
little boy, however, it was differ­
ent. It is probably our old friend 

or bugaboo, rather— Inferiority 
complex again at work. The sis­
ter, who Is younger, may have 
been petted more than he. and he 
experienced the usual resentment 
of the older child who has been 
somewhat shoved aside.

The thing that happened wa.s a 
nerfectly natural reaction. A de­
sire to discredit his sister in his 
mother’s eves would result from 
either of these causes, also a rath­
er pathetic attempt to bring a lit­
tle glorv on himself.

May Re Inferior Peeling
The selfishness his mother 

sneaks of Is the kev to this analy­
sis. It fits In perfectly. On*' of 
the commonest causes of selfish­
ness Is this very kind of Inferior­
ity comnlex. It. too. Is an unenn- 
seious Impulse aa far as the child 
is concerned. Tho mind works in 
a strange way. Bv getting things 
for himself and getting his own 
way he la making another attemnt 
to make himself Important In h's 
own eves, end to Increase his self, 
respect. Don't we all feel that 
nossesslons Increase . our self-re­
spect?

As for the cure. I’d never scold 
a vo)ing child at the time of his 
tale bearing. But T shouldn’t nav 
much attention and T shouldn’t 
nraise him. In between times T’d 
talk to him and tell him little 
mfiral stories of good sportsman­
ship. and about brothers sticking 
nn for their sisters at all times. 
Scolding isn’t the cure, at least In 
a younger child, and I'd try verv 
hard to bring hack his feeling of 
Importance so that he won’t have 
to resort to mean little ways 
doing it himself.

Put a 
layer of prepared squash In baking 
dish and cover with tomatoes peel­
ed and cut In slices.

Continue layer for 
layer until all Is used. Put into a 
moderate oven for 20 minutes to 
cook tomatoes and melt cheese. 
Serve from baking dish. Increase 
heat to brown top for last few min­
utes of baking.
