bron, in which an undetermined
number of students, including twelve
Americans, were stabbed or heaten
to death,

The sudden attack upon the Slo-
bodka college followed three days
of sporadic fighting between the
two religious factions, and although
no adequate check-up has as yet
been possible, it is reported that 65
Jews and scores of Arabs have met
death in the riots.

ish troops from Egypt reinforcing
the local police guard to maintain

Detectives Oﬁerpower Man
With Loaded Revolver

Who Tries to Assassinate
the Ambassador.

Washington, Aug. 26—An ap-
parent attempt to kill the Greek
ambassador to the United States,
Charalambos  Simopoulos, was
foiled by the police today.'

After a struggle in the ante room
of the legation on R street, a de-
tective overpowered and arrested a
man who gave his name as Dennis
Catawatis, 42, of 327 West 38th
street, New York,

When searched at headquarters,
police found a loaded .38 calibre re-
volver and a long knife in the man’s
possession.

Legation officials sald Catawatis
came to the Legation this morning
and demanded to see the minister.
On being denied permission, he tried

to force his way into the minister's,
private office and a hurry call was|
! sent for detectives.

Catawatis gave Dennis J. Culli-
nane, headquarters detective, a
pretty fight before he was subdued.
At the Legation he was almost in-
coherent but after being taken
away he calmed down and told po-
lice that Catawtis was his real name
but that he had been going under
the name of Dennis Willilams since
coming to America 15 years ago.
He said he was president of the
Queen Steel Erecting company in
New York. :

]dollars invested in Canadian indus-
itry and the interchange of popula-
| tion were sufficient reasons for giv-
ling attention to the relations be-
|tween Canada and the United

I.States, Dean P. E. Corbett, of Mc-
| Gill University, Montreal, declared
: today before the Institute of Poli-
i tics while discussing the principles
iof Canadian policy. ¥

l Canada is, he said, for most
ordinary and practical purposes an
autonomous political entity; it' Is
also part of the British Common-
 wealth of Nations.

“In both its aspects, our duel
character expresses the wish of the
vast majority of Canadians. Almost
no one in Canada wish to return to
the colonial status—few Canadians
desire separation and complete in-
| dependencel; fewer still, I belleve,
|long for union with the United
States.”

Annexation Bogey

While the annexation bogey Crops
up from time to time, Dean Cor-
bett said, there is no serious belief
in Canada that the United States
intends to absorb it.

With respect to the view of for-
eigners that the two peoples are so
much alike and so nearly identical
in their aims and outlook upon life
that fusion is only a matter of time,
Dean Corbett said he did not be-
lieve any amount of radio, journal-
istic or other influences would ever
break down the feeling of national
pride of the “pride of independent
ownership.”

“It {s said every day that Canada,
because she knows how to get
along with American governments,
{s the best possible Interpreter of
the United States to Great Britain.
The four-power treaty which re-
placed the Anglo-Japanese Alliance
may with some justice be regarded
'ns the fruit of such interpretation,”
Dean Corbett stated.

Recalling that there has been no
| war between Canada and the _United
States in 115 years, there have been
any number of disputes, Dean Cor-
bett said, “TIt is because such dis-
putes may always arise that we
have erected between us a system
of treaties for the peaceful settle-
ment of future difficulties.”

He reviewed the treaties briefly
and reiterated his belief that there
should be now “a simple, all-in
treaty providing for arbitration of
every dispute, in order to fortify
our existing cordial relations.”

OVER NEW TARIFF

President May Be Forced to
Take Drastic Action to!
Protect the Farmers.

Washington, Aug. 26.—President
Hoover, who summoned Congress
into special session for farm relief
and tariff revision, may be forced
to drastic action to save the in-

creased protection given American
in the administration’s
new tariff bill, it appeared today.
Threats of Republican leaders to
abandon the bill if it is not a law
by Jan. 1 provoked retorts from
Democratic leaders that they would
not be coerced into haphazarc ac-
ceptance of the new measure. All
signs on Capitol Hill consequently
pointed to a protracted struggle in
the Senate over the bill and its 21,-
000 tariff rates—a strugzle that
may well carry into the new year
and lead to abandonment of all

tariff revision.
President’s Cholee

The President may be forced to
take his choice between abandon-
ment of the bill in its entirety and
abandonment of all increases in in-
dustrial rates. Both Insurgents and
Democrats have indicated they
would accept all increases in agri-
cultural rates, virtually without de-
bate, and Senators from each group
have announced they would sponsor
resolutions to strike out the indus-
trial schedules, If the President
should reaffirm his old announce-
ment that tariff revision be limited
to agricultural products, a few
closely related subjects and those
industries urgently needing greater
protection, he might be able to
shorten the Senate warfare.

BURGLARS SCARED AWAY
WITHIN FOOT OF FORTUNE

Newport, R. I, Aug. 26.—After
boring through the concrete roof of
the Newport National bank vault
to within a foot of $140,000 in cash
and negotiable securies, burglars
took fright and fled when almost in
reach of their intended loot, police
revealed today.

The burglars, believed by police
to be professional cracksmen, broke
into the office of James E. Lyons
directly over the bank vault, early
Sunday. Removing several square
feet of flooring, they began work
upon the three foot concrete roof of
the vault with electrically operatad
drills. An outer.covering of steel
was plerced with metal saws, and
two.feet of concrete had been chip-
ped away from the vault covering
when tHe burglars were scarcd
away.

Lyons arrived at. his office to find
a window forced and an area of the
flooring removed. Police were sum-
moned and discovered the inroads
made on-the heavy concrete and
steel vault sheathing. A small iron

crowbar, evidently used by the
cracksmen in their operation, was

found near the opening in the floor.

ALLESMAKE 70 LOSE LITTLE TIME

FINAL OFFER
T0 BRITAIN

Meets Fully?:(?P& Cent of
Snowden’s Demands—If |

Replaced It Will Break|
Up the Parley.

The Hague, Aug. 26.—It
was reported here this after-
noon that Philip Snowden,
British chancellor of the ex-
chequer, has turned down the
“final” compromise offer of
France, Belgium, Italy and
Japan in the reparation con-
ference. This offer was under-
stood to meet sixty per cent of
the reparation demands orig-
inally made by Snowden to his
fellow delegates in the Hague
conference.

The Hague, Aug. 26.—What |is
described as absolutely the “final
offer” of the former Allied nations
to meet the demands of Philip!
Snowden, British Chancellor of t.he[
exchequer, for additional repara-
tions payments from Germany over
those provided for in the Young
plan, was delivered to the British
delegation today. .

The offer was presented to Snow-
den by Premier Henri Jaspar of
Belgium. It was in written form,
and was said to meet fully 60 per
cent of Snowden’s demands.

The British chancellor is expected
to reply to the offer in writing.

Worked all Sunday.

The delegates of France, Belgium,
Italy, and Japan worked at & fever-
ish pace all day yesterday and last
night. drafting the new proposal.
There was a decided air of uncer-
tainty overhanging the conference
as the offer was delivered, and even
the most sanguine hardly dared to
hope that Snowden would accepl
this compromise after having
turned down all the others that tne
Allies have suggested.

But on behalf of his colleagues,
M. Jaspar is understood to have
pointed out that this offer repre-
sents the absolute limit to which
the Allies are willing to go in the
matter of concessions.

The atmosphere was tense in the
extreme, the delegates realizing that
if this offer would be refused, the
conference would urdoubtedly break
up without having solved one single
item in the lost list of post-war
problems for the liquidation of
which it had been assembled.

“Should a rupture reoccur,” said
Premier Aristide Briand of l'rance
last night in a tone of deadly seri-
ousness, “‘the whole world will suf-
fer a terrible crisis.”

GUNMEN MURDER
STATE WITNESSES

Leader of Orchestra and
Two Waiters Who Knew
Killer Are Slam.

New York, Aug. 26.—Three wit-

nesses to the spectacular Broadway
killing of Willlam Cassidy and Si-
mon Walker in the Hotsy-Totsy bar
huve been silencd as gangland al-
ways silences men who know too
much—with a bullet.

The three are Hymie Cohen,
leader of the orchestra the night of
the double murder, and two waiters
who were in a position to see what
happened and name the killer—and
were later questioned at the district
altorney's office.

Police Commissioner Grover A.
Whalen today told of this startling
new development when asked about
the arrest in Chicago of Charles
Entratta, known also as Harry
Creen and Harry Marks.

Green, the commissioner said, is
the companion of “Legs” Diamond,
and with Diamond, sought for the
Hotsy-Totsy killings.

Little Hope of Conviction

“But,” the commissioner declared,
“if many more of the state wit-
nesses are killed before Diamond
and Green are brought back and put
to trial, there will be no hope at all
of a conviction.

“In fact it is very doubtful, with
Cohen and the two waiters slain,
whether a conviction might be ob-
tained now.”

He would not reveal where Cohen
and the waiters were slain other
than it was “outside the jurisdiction
of the New York police depart-
ment."”

Revelations about the killing of
the Hotsy-Totsy . witnesses came
about during questioning of the
commissioner about his report,
made public today. He was asked,
too, about the recent statement of

Commander Eckener Wants
Journey in Three Weeks

to Make Around the World
—Plans to Start for Start-

ing Point, Lakehurst, N. J., at 3 0'Clock Tomorrow
Morning (Our Time)—Expects to Reach There in 36

Hours—Nearly a Million
Dirigible.

Mines Field, Los Angeles, Cal,

This will be the epochal achieve-
ment of the record smashing Graf

Zeppelin when it circles the Statute
of Liberty
Wednesday.

The Graf completed the third leg
of its globe circling flight here to-
day.

gcarcely had the giant dirigible,

which had already conquered the
Atlantic, the last stretches of Rus-
sin and Siberia anc the Pacific,
been safely landed here at 5:38
(9:38 E. D, T.) than preparations
were being rushed for departure to-
night at 11 p. m. (3 a. m,, Tuesday
E. D. T. of the great air liner on
the final leg of its round the world
cruise across the United States.

The round the world flight was
launched from Lakehurst, N. J.,
August Seventh.

To Finish Wednesday

Dr. Hu_ o Eckener, commander of
the dirigible, expected to land his
world cruising Zeppelin there late
Wednesday, Aug. 28.

Two reasons prompted decision
for the quick departure from Los
Angeles, Dr. Eckener said.

“We mneed only 5000 cubic
metres of fuel gas,” he explained.

“Our second reason Is that we
want to establish a record non-stop
flight for
country and make a day landing at
Lakeéhurst, N. J. We hope to reach
Lakehurst 36 hours or less after
leaving Mines Field.”

If the commander's estimate of 36
hours for the Los Angeles-to-Lake-
hurst flight is carried out the Graf
will have circled the globe in ap-
proximately 272 hours flying time
and in exactly three weeks from
the time she started on her epoch
making cruise through the air.

The Route

The preferable route for the Los
Angeles to Lakehurst flight, Hugh
Allen, American representative of
Zeppelin company, said, would be
southward through Arizona, Cross-
ing the Colorado river at Yumu.
From that point onward the Zep-
pelin will pas over El Paso and Fort
Worth, Texas. At Forth Worth a
mooting mast has ben set up in the
event it is necessary to make a forc-
ed landing.

The Graf Zeppelin then will con-
tinue on over Birmingham, Ala,
Atlanta and Richmond, and in a
“bee-line” to Lakehurst.

Refueling operations were begun
within an hour after the Graf Zep-
pelin had come to rest at Mines
Field, The refueling will be complet-
ed easily by 8 o'clock tonight, Lieut.
Comm. T. G. W. Settle, U. S. Navy

dirigible expert promised officers of

the Zeppelin.

“It has been the policy of Dr.
Eckener to move on as quickly as
refueling and weather conditions
would permit,” E. A. Winkler,
Pacific coast representative of the
Hamburg-American line, American
passenger agent for the Zeppelin
explained. #There is no other reason
for the departure of the Zeppelin
tonight.”

‘Mines Field, Los Angeles, Aug.
26.—Finally completing its 5,400
mile flight from Japan to Los Ange-
les, third leg of its cruise around
the world the Graf Zeppelin today
settled safely here at 5:18 a. m,
(9:18 a. m. Eastern Daylight time).

The mighty monarch of the air
had made lts appearance over Los
Angeles at 1:50 a. m., Pacific time
(5:50 a. m. E. D. T\)

From that time onward it crulsed
over Los Angeles and vicinity at an
approximate speed of sixty miles an
hour rather than hazard a night
landing.

Many false alarms that the Zep-
pelin' was ‘coming down" were
voiced by the crowd when the Good-
yéar baby blimp “Volunteer” circled
lower over the fleld during the;
night.

HEARD GRAF'S MOTORS

had raised their voices in unison,
like a great trained choir.

It marked the epochal circum-
navigation of the globe by a dirigi-
ble and wrote down in history man's
challenge to the caparicious forces
of mature and a triumph over the
treacherous air currents of the vast
Pacific ocean.

The successful flight of the Graf
Zeppelin over the Paclfic brought
vividly to mind the loss of seven
lives of intrepid airplane flyers who
had sought before to cross its
watery wastes from the mainland
to Hawali.

The fastest steamship time across

the Pacific ocean, from Yokohama,
Japan, to Victoria, B. C, is nine
days.
Outlines of the silver bag, with
gondolas listing at her sides, were
clearly discernible as the light grew
brighter, .

Sturdy steel poles and heavy mesh
wire held back the mob.

Within the field 376 sailors and
marines who had been “at ease”
snapped to attention at the sharp
command of Lieut. Com. T. G, W.
Settle, U. S. N., and scurried with
clock-like precision to their ap-
pointed tasks,

Coming swiftly at first, the Zep-
pelin then cut downm its speed and
drifted overhead like a giant bug,
pausing as though in decision
whether to come down. It had
flown over the field three times dur-
ing the night, the first time at 1:50
o'clock, again at 3:20 and once more
at 3:25 (7:35 Eastern Daylight
time). ‘

The great bug's curiosity and
timidity presumably were satisfied
by sight of a landing flag of red and
white painted on the ground, to
show the direction of the ‘wind.

The Zeppelin loosed a flood of wa-
ter ballast and began slowly to sink
earthward.

What looked, even through binoc-
ulars to be a mere thread in com-
parison with the huge bulk, dropped
down from the nose of the Zeppelin
unrolling as it fell,

Drops Spiders.

It was one of the Zeppelin's
“gpiders,” each a rope with numer-
ous strands flying free for the
ground crew to grasp.

Forty United States Navy men,
long ago trained for any emergency
and carefully drilled for this mo-
mentous occasion stretched their
arms upward, each striving first to
grab & rope. Other “gpiders" began
dropping, forward, after and from
the center silvered belly of the
aerial monster.

Hundreds of hands tightened. on
the “spiders.”

The zeppelin stopped swaying.
it was drawn closer to earth.

A ‘“dolley” with huge balloon
tires was shipped here from the
Zeppelin factory at Friedrichshafen.

“All fast!" called the “Dolley”
crew.

A forward movement was started
and the Zeppelin was “walked” the
three quarters of & mile across the
field to the mooring mast, 60 feet
tall, which had been brought to Los
Angeles especially for the Zeppelin's
landing from the United States
Navy flying field at North Island,
San Diego, Calif.

A little more than twenty min-
utes was consumed from the time
the Zeppelin dropped its first
“gpider'’ before it was safely moored
to the 60-foot mast.

World Travelers, it was demon-
atrated to those who watched the
arrival of the Zeppelin, require, or
have found it expedient to utilize &
very small amount of luggage. All
of the luggage aboard the ship was
loaded into one small auto truck
and brought to & customs office in
the administration building. This
luggage comprised suitcases, bags,
specially constructed for aerial jour-
neys, and Gladstone bags.

Karl H. Von Weigand, newspaper-
man, was the first passenger to
alight from the Graf Zeppelin.

He was followed by Laedy Drum-
mond Hay, British journalist, who
previously flew across the Atlantic
aboard the Zeppelin. She was the
only woman to make the world trip
aboard the ship.

Passengers, together with Dr.
Von Eckener were handed into
limousines and brought directly to
the administration building for cus-
toms inspection.

FLIES OVER FIELD

Mines Field, Los Angeles, Calif.,
Aug. 26—Flying from 2,500 to 3,
000 feet over a multitude of specta-
tors, the Graf Zeppelin completed
the third leg of its round the world
flight at 1:50 o'clock this morning
when it flew over Mines Field, about
16 miles from Los Angeles.

Its speed was approximately six-
ty miles an hour. Five small lights
were visible, three forward, one in
the center and one aft.

The Marine Corps, wireless receiv-

ed a message from the Zeppelin.at.

2:15 o'clock in which Commander
Eckener said he would maneuver in
and around Los Angeles until day-
light and then return to Mines
Field.

Ecen though official announce-
ment was made to the vast con-
course that the Zeppelin would not
tie up to its 60-foot mooring mast
before at least 5§ o'clock this morn-
ing, there was no indication that
the crowd would leave.

Since daylight disappeare& into
darkness the field was flooded with
great arc lights so that the dirigi-
ble could come to earth if it so
desired.

This might ,be made necessary,
Lieut. Comm. G. W. Settle, U. 8. N.,
in charge of landing arrangements
said because of the possibility of a
heavy fog drifting in from the
Pacific ocean. The ocean is only a
few miles beyond the hills which
surround the air field.

San Francisco, Aug. 26.—Tokio
to San Francisco in 68 hours.

This was the latest record hung
up by the record smashing globe
circling air liner Graf Zeppelin to-
day.

When the huge dirigible poked
her blunt nose through the Golden
Gate at 6:15 last evening it had
brought Japan and the United States
ipto neighborship approximating
that existing between Atlantic and
Pacific seaboards of America where
72-hour train and plane service ex-
ists.

Meeting the Pacific at its worst
mood at one place soon after the
coast of Japan had been left behind
the Zeppelin not only conquered the
elements but shattered even the
fondest hopes of its navigators for
time in passage.

The Graf left Tokio at 10:13 Pa-
cific coast time Thursday night and
following the shorter northern circle
route had hoped to make the Pacific
coast near Seattle in 72 hours. Nine
days is fast steamer time by the
shortest route—Yokohama to Vic-
toria.

Forced southward over a much
longer route, the Graf not only
made the passage in three days but
lopped four hours off that expected
minimum.

The speed of the Graf was espe-
cially phenomenal the last 24 hours
of its race across the Pacific. Those
charting the progress could scarcely
credit the radio reports which came
at frequent intervals as they lopped
off degrees of longitude in much the
same manner that a speedy train
traverses miles,

Golden Gate famed in verse and
story has probably never been the
setting for a more remarkable
scene than that spread before the
eyes of countless thousands who
lined the promontories as the Graf
swept in over the narrows with
nearly & hundred airplanes hover-
ing overhead in much the same man-
ner that seagulls flutter high over
the ferry boats that ply San Fran-
oisco bay.

The setting sun into whose droop-
ing rays the Zeppelin headed from
the Farallone islands transformed
the silver hued leviathan of the air
into a swiftly moving object of gold.
Maneuvering as gracefully as a fish
behind the glass of an aguarium,
the Zeppelin circled San Francisco
bay to an almost continuous din of
sirens, whistles and every other sort
of noise making apparatus. Crowds
lining Market street broke into
roars of applause as the big ship
of the air crossed and re-crossed
their line of vision.

It was not until 7 p. m., that the
Zeppelin bade the city farewell
passing out the Golden Gate and
heading down the California coast
line for Los. Angeles, the terminus
of her third leg of her round the
world cruise.

DR. ECKENER ILL.

Mines Field, Los Angeles, Cal,
Aug. 26.—Dr. Hugo Eckener, com-
mander of the Graf Zeppelin in its
flight around the world, is still suf-
fering from a slight attack of pto-
malne poisoning which he suffered
shortly after leaving the coast of
Japan.

He cut short welcoming cere-
monies after leaving the Zeppelin
and went at once to rooms reserved
for him at the Ambassador hotel.

His condition was described as
“g glight attack of ptomaine poison-
ing, which has not yet been fully
met,” by Dr. Geronomo Megias, a
physician of Madrid, who was a pas-
senger aboard the Zeppelin and
acted as an unnofficial medical
practitioner for passengers and
crew.

“I do not think Dr. Eckener's
many friends should worry about
his condition,” said Dr. Megias. “It
must be remembered that Dr.
Eckener has been under a severe
strain and such pressure is not
conducive to improvement in stom-
ach disorders. I believe that he will
be himself when the Zeppelin de-
parts tonight.”

HOME PORT CELEBRATES

Friedrichshafen, Aug. 26 — The
entire population of this town, the
birthplace of the Graf Zeppelin,
was celebrating with holiday fervor
the safe arrival of the air liner at
Los Angeles today.

All through the night, the burgh-

ers of the town had thronged before
the big map displayed in front of
the town bpokshop and watched the
Graf’s progress as outlined on the
map. .
Mrs. Eckener, wife of the Zeppe-
lin's commander, was worried at re-
ports that her famous husband was
ill.

lities and the complete suspension
of local newspapers by the authori-
ties have made it exceedingly diffi-
cult to obtain a complete check-up
of the ualties and damagé done
by the ricting mobs.

There is no doubt, however, that
the death toll will mount into the
scores and the wounded into the
hundreds. Throughout the week-
end, Moslem raiders attacked Jew-
ish defenses in city streets and vil-
lage outposts. In Jerusalem, resi-
dents barricaded themselves in their
homes against the invading Moslem
hordes, but in outlying villages,
the inhabitants fell easy victim to
the well-armed Arab forces.

A new Jewish suburb of Jerusalem
was virtually destroyed by the at-
tackers, and three or four others
looted of all portable valuables.
Scores of Jews were rendered home-

less. y
Special Police.

British officials, Jewish ex-sol-
diers and Oxford TUniversity stu-
dents visiting Palestine volunteered
for a special police force hastily as-
sembled to defend the beleaguered
villages. One Englishman, Edward
Best, a passport officer, was killed
in the street fighting.

The attack upon the Slobodka
school undoubtedly was the worst
incident of the entire uprising. Ab-
golutely without warning, a band of
fanatical arabs, armed to the
teeth, descended upon the college
and set upon the students, using
knives, fists and any weapons they
happened to carry in berserk fury.

In addition to the twelve killed,
19 other American students were
injured.

The Hebron police found them-
selves utterly unable to cope with
the bloodthirsty attack, and being
unarmed and absolutely unpre-
pared, the students were able to of-
fer but feeble resistance. It was
impossible to send reinforcements
from Jerusalem, owing to the grave
situation prevalling here. f

According to fragmentary reports
at the American consulate, the
dead in the Slobodkae riot include
Benjamin Hurwitz, 19, of Brooklyn,
N. Y., and Jacob Wexler, 17, of Chi-
cago.

Two British cruisers are expected
at Jaffa today from Malta, and it
is felt that their presence in the
harbor and the additoinal supply of
sallors and marines they will bring
will effectually prevent further out-
breaks of a serious nature.

FIGHTING CEASES,

London, Aug. 26.—After {hree
days of violent rioting and fighting
between Moslems and Jews at
Jerusalem, hostilities had subsided
today although an air of tenseness
and anxiety prevailed, according to
late advices from the scene.

The death toll in the fighting at
Jerusalem and in the suburbs is un-
officially estimated at from 85 to
upwards of 100.

Martial law has been extended
from Jerusalem to embrace the en-
tire countryside, according to Lhe
Central News.

Reinforcements of British soldiers
and marines are expected at Jerusa-
lem and nearby points immediately.

A Central News dispatch from
Jerusalem said that 'ighting planes,
armed with machine guns, were
keeping constant aerial watch and
that as a result, the excitement of
the populace had lessened. How-
ever, shops were still closed and
trade was at a standstill, but the
food supplies were normal,

United States Not To Be En-
tered in Famous Schnei-

der Cup Race Next
Month.

Annapolis, Md.,, Aug. 26.—Keen-
ly disappointed after three unsuc-
cessful attempts to lift the Mer-
cury racer off the waters of the
Chesapeake Bay yesterday, Lieu-
tenant Alford J. Willlams, naval
aviator, announced the abandon-
ment of his plans for entering the
seaplane as the United States entry
in the Schneider Cu, race at Cowes,
England, September 6 and 7.

Lieutenant Williams's announce-.

raent, made after he had returned
to the aircraft tender Sandpiper off
C'aiborne, Md., from his third in-
effectual attempt to lift the racer
off the water, meant the blasting
of his two-year dream of piloting
an American plane in the Schneider
Cup race in an effort to regain the
world speed laurels for the United
States.

Despite his disappointment at the
failure of his efforts, Lieutenant
Williams announced that work
would be started today upon the in-
stallation of the second Packard en-
gine in preparation for an attempt
to set a new world speed
over the Kent Island course, eigh-
teen miles from this city on the op-
posite shore of the Chesapeake
Bay.
Has Not Given Up All Hope
«The failure of our hopes has

been a terrible disappointment and |

1 feel it perhaps more keenly than
any other setback in my life,” the
pilot said.

“I have worked for two years,
with the hearty aid of public spir-
ited men who financed the plane’s
construction and with the co-opera-
tion of the Navy Department, to
develop a plane which would be
capable of winning the Schneider
Cup. I have had to work nights,
dsys and Sundays. We are defeat-
ed for the time being.

“But we are not through. Work
will be started tomorrow on the in-
stallation of our second engine.
When the job is completed 1 will
give the plang flight tests, and if 1t
performs as it should I will make
en attempt to set a new world air
speed record.”

_ __Recognizing fully the fact that
" there are a number of wealthy and
well-to-do persons in Manchester
who devote a very large portion of
their incomes in charity—in some
cases to an extent that would
astonish their friends if they were
pware—the case of the Crane fam-
ily fund promoted by The Herald
furnishes just another illustration
of the profound truth that, by and
large, it is those who are not very
{far removed from poverty them-
selves who feel the most deeply for
those in misfortune.

The greater part of the money
contributed to the loan in question
came from the pockets of people
who not only earn their living by
unceasing toil but who in & number
of cases have a very small reserve,
if any, against Misfortune's possi-
ble visitation upon themselves.

There is something magnificent
about such giving as this—and
something to make one wonder
whether, after all, all material suc-
cess is so much to be desired. Be-
cause it is & sorry commentary on
success that in so very many cases
it seems to take away from its vic-
tims all that capacity for warmth
of feeling and glowing sympathy
which seem to be well nigh the ex-
clusive possession of the poor.

A case in point: .

The other day the body-of a
woman was fished out of the river
at New York. She had been a pret-
ty hard lot—companion of cheap
gangsters. It is suspected that
they took her for a ride because she
knew too much and got drunk and
was liable to talk. Her body went
to the morgue and was destined for
the potter’s field. The case at-
tracted- attention solely because a
slinking, poverty-stricken man kept
going to the morgue and promising
ty claim the body. The newspa-
pers began to play up the story.
There were aspects to it well calcu-
luted to excite some sympathy with
the broken creature lying dead in
the morgue; to stir an impulse in
some of the thousands and thou-
sands of persons in New York who
would never miss the cost to pay
for a decent burial for the body.
But the days passed and mnobody
came forward with a cent. The
woe-begone “friend” didn't have =&
nickel and couldn't get one.

Who was it that buried Sadie
Gordon? A sixty-year old janitor
who with his wife lived in a lott
building across the street from the
dead woman's wretched home.
They had sometimes talked te her
end knew that she was a human
being.

The janitor, whose name is Solo-
mwon Solomons, had $105 in a bank
—fothing elsg in the world. He
talked with his wife. Encouraged
by her, he drew out the $105, took
it to an undertaker—and saved the
wreckage of a human life from the
open pauper's grave.

This of course, may have been &
bit maudlin on the part of Solomon

. Sclomons; plenty of people would
consider it so, anyhow; it really
didn't make any diTereace to Sadie
Gordon whether she slept in the
potter's field or in Greenwood.

But it made a whale of a lot of
difference to Solomon . Solomons
and his wife—from their point of
view the thing they did was of
enormous importance. It is some-
thing which they can treasure and
give thanks for as long as they live.

And not another single soul,
among all New York's six millions,
can share with them the glow and
ardor of that sacrifice.

WAILING WALLS :

Lamentable enough is the situa-
tion in the Holy Land where, in the
neme of religion, Moslems and Jews
are killing each other over & clash,
not at all of religious principles,
but of 'relig'lous forms.

Apparently the everlasting con-
flict over the Wailing Wall is the
ponsequence of & fixed determina-

tion on the part of both Arabs and
Jews to adhere to ceremonials
which, it happens, demand perform-
ance at the same time and the
same place. The result is precisely
the same as if two individuals per-
sisted in occupying exactly the
same square foot of space in the
line in front of a theatre box office
—one pushes the other out, the
other retaliates; presently there is
a blow, which is returned; a fight
is the outcome.

Ordinarily Moslems and Jews
can and do get along well enough ln
the same areas not only in Pales-
t:ne but throughout the whole of
the Near Hast. Each holds to his
own religious belief -without espec-
fally irritating the other; but when
the ceremonial expression of the

dbelief of one party interferes with

the ceremonial expression of. the be-
luf of the other, then both sides be-
gin to see red.

The world has witnessed count-
less terrible wars which have been
charged to religious conflict. Analy-
sis of most of them would show
that actual religious beliefs—the
juner religious which abides in the
hearts and souls of men and women
—have had a mighty little to do
with those wars. Almost always it
has been some conflict of the, vari-
ous machineries of religious expres-
sion that has precipitated the fight-
ing; something very like the mess
at Jerusalem.

GRAF ZEFPPELIN

Just exactly what has been
proved by the success of the great
dirigible Graf Zeppelin in crossing
not only the Atlantic and Europe
bui the uncharted wilds of northern
Asia and then the Pacific will prob-
ably be the subject of discussion for
a considerable time. Perhaps it
will be generally accepted that the
feat of the Zeppelin has conclusive-
ly demonstrated the usefulness of
the giant dirigible as a regular
‘means of transport. Frankly, how-
ever, the flight seems to us to leave
muich still to be proved.

The experience of the Zeppelin in
pessing through a violent storm
atea on the Pacific demonstrates
only that an oversize dirigible can,
with luck, survive something the
se.me conditions that destroyed the
Shenandoah. It would take more
than one such experience, however,
to demonstrate the degree of proba-
bility of such escape, say in ten
consecutive repetitions of the event.
It also shows, moreover, that even
so skilled a pilot as Eckener cannot
he at all sure of keeping his ship
out of such areas.

l However, the Graf did cross Asia
la.nd she did cross the Pacific. And
however much may be left for the
future to develop, concerning the
practicability of the big balloons, &
distinct advance has been made in
the providing of data.  Certainly,
as a demonstration of willingness
to take rather ghastly chances in
the furtherance of an idea, the
world cruise of the big airship has
heen monumental,

HARTFORD SPEEDSTERS

That automobilists in this part
of the state have established a
standard of speed all their own
secms to be indicated by the num-
ber of drivers from this county who
figure in the arrests for speeding
which are reported by the newspa-
pers in various parts of the state
on Mondays. P

Out of ecighteen motorists who
feli into the hands of the police,
almost all of them for exceeding
the safety limits of speed, in New
London over the last week-end con-
siderably more than half of them
were Hartford people.

While the number of Hartford
cars in New London at the time
may have bheen, likely enough,
larger than that from any other
city, it is highly improbable that
they provided more than a relative-
ly small percentage of the total
out-of-town automobiles. Only one
of two conclusions would seem to
be open—either that the police,
State and local, have it in for Hart-
ford drivers or else that Hartford
drivers are more prone than others
to lay themselves liable to arrest.
And we don’t put much stock in the
former alternative.

TROLLEY COSTS

Rather astonishing figures are
quoted by the street railway people
to show how much more it costs to
run & trolley business nowadays
than it did fifteen years ago. While
all authorities seem to be agreed
that the increase in general prices
in that time has been something
likke 70 per cent, it appears that the
average cost of apparatus and sup-
plies which enter into street rail-
way equipment has mounted by
108 per cent.

Still, we don't see how that
should bother the Connecticut com-
pany very much. From all appear-
ances the Connecticut company has
been “out of the market” for any-
thing new, except a little yellow
paint now and then, for the entire
period in question,

MISPLACED CONFIDENCE

Probably acting on the well
known theory that those too close
tn the timber cannot see the forest
for the trees, an enterprising Gro-
tenite ran a speakeasy, in the guise
of a candy shop, next door to the
State Police Barracks in his town.
However, it was the State Police
themselves that raided Mr. Zavori-
tis' establishment and got him
soaked $200 and costs, Which
shows that it doesn't do to bank
too strongly either on old maxims
or on neighborliness, in this disap-
pointing world.

Washington.—Every year this
country seems to have more and
more foreign affairs. The first few
months of the Hoover administra-
tion have found enough of them on
the griddle to call for frequent con-
ferences between President Hoover
and Secretary of State Stimson.

But as far as your correspond-
ent can learn, we have very little
to worry about. Insofar as the
international situation is con-
cerned, Uncle Sam hasn't been
getting his feet wet.

Negotiations with England over
disarmament, carried on by Pre-
mier Ramsay MacDonald, Presi-
dent Hopver, Secretary Stimson
and Ambassador Dawes ever
since Dawes reached London, ap-
pear to be progressing favorably,
Perhaps owing to the firm policy
of secrecy maintained by bota
governments, available reports of
their progress have alternated be-
But lately
these reports have been all to the
good and there is every reason to
believe that the announced deter-
mination of both Hoover and Mac-
Donald to reduce armaments Is
going to bear fruit without any
undue hitches or unnecessary pro-
crastination.

Parity Seems Closer.

The present prospect is that
there will *be a further reduction
in size and in numbers of capital
ships or first-line battleships and
that the cruiser fleets of the
United States and England wil
be brought nearer to parity. We
have already halted our cruisers
program and it appears England
will reduce hers and that she will
not plan on complete replacement
as her exisling cruisers reach the
age limit. 3

The State Department has had
nothing to say about the extent to
which France, Japan and ltaly are
being kept advised of the progress
of negatiotions, but it is assumed
that they are let in on any concrete
developments. For there is now
some talk of a formal disarmament
conference, as early as December,
of the five naval powers participa-
tory to the Washington arms con-
ference, whose next scheduled con-
ference was for 1831. This confer-
ence probably would be held in
London and it will be thcroughly
discussed in advance if MacDonald
adheres to his reported intention of
visiting Hoover here in October.

Our government is keeping well
out of the reparations wrangie
caused by British Chancellor of the
Exchequer Philip Snowden's de-
mand for a readjustment of repara-
tions payments as provided in the
Young plan, It isn't our show and
it would be embarrassing if we had
to take sides between the British
and the other powers involved. Qur
official attitude is that reparations
are a purely European problem,
though the Allied nations link
them with debt payments. Never-
theless, First Secretary Edmund C.
Wilson of our embassy in FParis
has been acting as unofficial ob-
server at The Hague and has kept
the State Department thoroughly
informed.

The French debt issue is settled
for the present by the ratification
of the Mellon-Berenger agreement,
though it seems bound again o
raise its head. Payments have been
made since the debt was funded at
the sum of four billion dollars,
Thanks to ratification, the French
did not have to pay a separate
$400,000,000 owed for war stocks
which would otherwise have come
due on August 1, but is now in-
cluded in the four billions. The
debt is to be. paid in 62 annual
installments, with no interest wuntil
1930, one per cent. interest for the
next 10 years, two per cent. for the
next 10 and on up to three and a
half per cent. from 1965 to 1987.

We have not been involved in the
Russo-Chinese peace negotiations
at Manchuli, recently broken off.
Our part ended when Stimson in-
voked the Kellogg treaty and urged
the two nations to get together for
peace instead of for war. The nego-
tiations have been direct and the
State Department has not been in
clpse touch with deveiopments.

We're Still in China. -

Stimson recently decided that it
was too early to grant China's re-
quest for abandonment of American
ektraterritorial rights in her (.:5-
ritory. A recent note told the Chi-~
nese very politely that we didn't
believe she had quite. met the con-
ditions under which we would give
up extratermtoriality, but that we
would consider .the matter again
whenever she did. The next move
is thus up to the Chinese.

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CAN. OPENERS AND COOE-
" BOOKS

It is said that the June bride of
today buys & can opener in place of
a cookbook, It is certainly true
that the use of canned foods is in-
creasing at a very rapid rate each
year. It is right that this should be
so, for with our new improved
methods of canning it is possible

to get almost any kind of food at|
any time in the year. Prices have

been gradually recuced, and "eat-
ing out of cans” is often even
cheaper than buying fresh foods.

The foods canned by the large
cannerieg are well preserved, ex-
cellent’ in taste, and perfectly
wholesome, Of course, it is impé6s-
sible for these foods to have ex-
actly the same flavor as would be
found when the same foods were
freshly prepared, cooked only a
shert time, and served immediate-
ly at the table. But the food value
is changed very little, if at all,
with mo&t of the canned food prod-
ucts.

The one canned product which
leads all others is milk. It is es-
timated that each American fam-
ily uses $15 worth of canned milk
per year. The leader among canned
fruits is the peach, and the “Big
3" among the vegetables are toma-
toes, then peas, and then corm.

A hundred years ago there was
not & tin can in the world. The tin
cun is really a steel can. The steel
is used for strength and then coat-
ed with & tin to prevent rusting.
The word *“‘can' comes from ‘‘can-
ister” which is from the Greek
word, ‘“read.” The early baskets
were woven from reed, and were
used to hold teas and coifees.
When an Englishman made the
first can he called it a ‘“‘canister,”
which we shorten to ‘‘can.”

Most of the-commercial canners
use the tin cans in place of the
giass jars which are used more by
the housewife in home canning.

Foods preserved in the tin cans
are just as wholesome, providing

there has been no injury and mo |

leakage of air,

The common method used in thel

canneries is to seal the food in the
can and then cook it while in the
can through either hot water or
steam. In this way all bacteria in-
gide of the can are killed, and fer-
mentation or putrefaction cannot
develop. If the housewife learns
how to use a similar “cold pack”
method, she can- can almost any
kind of food, and it will keep In
excellent condition.

Answer:—I am sure your friend
will be able to secure artificial
teeth which will fit if he will only
find a dentist who 1is skilled
euough, Modern dentistry has pro-
gressed very rapidly in th2 last ten
yvears, and dentists using the new-
er methods are able to do wonder-
ful things that they could not ac-
ccmplish before. Until your friend
finds a dentist who can fit him
properly he should live on an ‘ex-
clusive milk dlet, supplemented
with minced non-starchy vege-
tables. Three quarts of milk daily
will give him enough nourishment
if the vegetables are used.

Question: Mrs. S, W. G. asks:—
“I¢+ it safe to rub ice on the neck
and face to tighten the muscles? ls
there any chance of causing pa-
ralysis of the neck muscles?”

Answer:—The {ce treatment to
the neck and face is egcellent for
strengthening the muscles, The
cold makes the muscles contract,
and in this wgy they are developed
and brought back to a mnormal
tone, I have never heard of any in-
jury being caused by this treat-
ment, and it certainly cannot pro-
duce paralysis.

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INHALING PURE NITROGEN
CAUSES DEATH ALMOST
INSTANTLY.

(This is the fifth of a series of
articles by Dr. Morris Fishbein
about poisonous gases and their
effect upon mankind.)

Drs. Yandell Hexzderson and
Howard W. Haggard contrast Lwo
forms of asphyxia. If a person in-
hales pure mitrogen or & high con-
centration of hydrocyanic acid gas

—he will become asphyxiated at

once, and indeed fall as one struck
down by a blow on the head. If the
condition continues, he dies within a
few minutes.

If a person breathes a small
amount of carbon monoxide gas
over  a long period of ‘time he
passes through a long series of
symptoms, resulting finally in
death. First, his volume of
preathing is increased and  his
pulse accelerated and the co-ordi-
nation of his actions is interferedl
with. Then his judgment becomes
faulty, his sense of feeling disap-
pears,

He may become angry &and
mean and alternate this emotion
with hilariousness. Muscle eflorts
lead to fatigue and may perma-
nently injure the heart, then
fainting spells come on. At this
time also occur nausea and vem-
iting. The person finds himself
unable to move along, and lags
and gradually becomes uncon-
scious.

If is significant that after being
revived, the persons is unaware of
the later stages of the situation
and has forgotten entirely what
happener. Indeed, in the later
stage, he may be wholly unaware
that anything is .wrong. He may
realize that he is dying, but does
not greatly care.

When death ensues from va-
rious diseases in which the respi-
ration becomes exceedingly rapd
and the taking up of oxygen is
interfered with, such as occurs In
the late stages of pneumonia and
heart disease, this is the situa-
tion.

BOLTON ROAD IN
A VERY BAD STATE

Whole Width Tom Up—
Only One Detour and That
One a Country Road.

Only one detour—a:lengthy and
more or less impractical one at
that—is the only means of avolding
traveling over the section of the
Bolton road now under repair just
east of Manchester Green, and al-

most impasseble. Even this make-
shift “detour has not been marked
by the state, probably because of
its remoteness.

Motorists who have occasion to
pass over the main road to Bolton
in an eastbound direction may avold
the stretch of roadway under re-
pair by going through Highland
Park and traveling over Finley
street, striking the Bolton road be-
yoend the point of interruption. Fin-
ley street can be reached either by
turning off East Center street onto
Porter street or by driving up Char-
ter Oak street.

While the detour outlined is so
long and complicated that it proba-
bly would not be of much help to
out-of-town persons, unless plainly
marked, many Manchester persons
who had occasion to travel over the
Bolton road yesterday used, the nar-
row Finley street route on the re-
turn.

Just East of Green

The stretch of roadway under re-
pair extends from a point just east
of Vernon street, at the Green, to &
point just beyond the entrance to
Lake street where the new road is
being built across the fields toward
the bottom of Nigger Hill where it
will rejoin the main highway, thus
eliminating two bad curves and
considerable distance.

It will undoubtedly be several
weeks at least before the section
now under repair will be suitable
for good traveling. At present it
is in a very bad state. The entire
width of the road has been ripped
up and it is extremely bumpy. One
way traffic was in order yesterday
afternoon controlled by guards using
telephones in open booths.

Motorists who used the Finley
street route yesterday reported it
in as good condition as the ordinary
country road and a great deal bet-
ter than ihe torn-up highway. The

route is probably more than a mile
lenger but it makes it up in safety
in comparison to the “rocky-road-
to-Bolton."”
