On Board Graf Zeppelin, ("Via 
Radio), Aug. 27.—The midnight 
(I'acific Time) take-off of the Graf 
Zeppelin on the fourth and final 
stage of Its round-the-world flight 
was the narrowest squeak this new 
leviathan of the skies has had In 
Its entire world flight. •

The big ship missed a network of j  ̂
high tension electric wires on the 
edge of the field by what appeared 
to be not more than inches, al­
though the actual margin was 
about ten feet. To the passengers 
in tee main cabin of the ship the 
ejperience was more hair-raising 
than their experience in passing 
through a terrific electric storm off 
tee coast of Japan, last Saturday.

What Caused Accident 
The near destruction of the air­

ship was apparently caused by a so- 
callpd “inversion,” that is, immedi­
ately above tee cool strata of 
ground air, there is a much warmer 
strata of air. When the Zeppelin 
reached this warm strata, it refused 
to rise any higher.

Some of tee Graf’s passengers, 
most of whom were leaning out of 
the windows of the main cabin, 
watching the scenes on Mines Field 
as the Graf took off, were almost 
frozen with horror as the big ship 
trundled steadily and seemingly 
irresistibly toward tee network of 
high tension wires, lighted with 
their red danger lamps.

Would Not Uft
Would the ship never lift! Near­

er and nearer the dread wires the 
ship approached, and still it did not 
lift.

Then, Dr. Elckener quickly 
dropped 600 pounds of emergency 
water supply, and the ship zoomed 
up, to clear the wires by about ten 
feet.

It was the first real scare the 
passengers on this epochal flight 
have experienced in the operation of 
the airship.

Karl Von Wiegand, one of the 
Zeppelin’s passengers, who has had 
more experience in lighter-than-air 
ship travel than any of the other 
civilian passengers, was inclined to 
be sharply critical of tee handling 
of the airship.

Lady Grace Drummond-Hay, tee 
only woman passenger aboard, and 
who has shared most of the trials 
through which the Graf Zeppelin 
has passed on its various travels, 
again was apparently the most,un­
affected person on board tee ship.

Aug. 27—Slight damage was done 
to the Graf Zeppelin when it took 
off from Mines Field at 12:16

E. D. T.) for Lakehurst, N. J., on 
the fourth lap of its round-the- 
world flight. »

thousands of spectators rang out 
and sirens screamed, tee great sil­
ver-sided dirigible scraped its rud­
der in tee soft earth of the field for 
a quarter of a mile. 'Then as it rose 
sharply, losing water ballast, it 
escaped by twenty feet contact 
with high-tension electric wires out­
side the grounds.

Lieutenant T. C. W. Settle, U. S. 
N., in charge of ground operations,

I sent a message to the Zeppelin to 
ascertain if Commander Dr. Hugo 
Eckener contemplated a return to 
the field.

At 2:08 o’clock (6:08 a. m., E. D.

Brothers after the sub-committee 
had pointed-out unacceptable fea­
tures of the orig(inal proffer made 
last spring.

The reduction in price is $71,000. 
This is a cut of more than eleven 
and a half per cent, from the origi­
nal offer, the total of the valuation 
on the entire plsint, including the 
Franklin and Barnard schools, the 
Recreation Center and the central 
heating plant, together ■with the un­
occupied land, having first beep 
$682,265. The totad valuation under 
the new offer is $611,265.

The reduced offer was made by 
Cheney Brothers after the subcom­
mittee had notified the company 
that while the original price asked 
for the Franklin school building, the 
Barnard school and the heating 
■plant had been found, upon full in­
vestigation, to be fair, the valuation 
placed on the Recreation (Jenter and 
upon the walks and terraces was 
very considerably more than the 
town or district would have had to 
assume for the provision of facilities 
plenty adequate for school pur­
poses.

"Very substantial cuts are made, 
in consequence in the item of w^ka 
and grading, in the new offer,' and 
the lowering of the price of the 
Recreation building is very hea'vy, 
the new figure being almost $62,000 
less than the original one.

Recommend Acceptance •
In •view of this meetog of the 

views of the sub-committee that 
body recommends ttat the new offer 
be accepted, and proposes the fol­
lowing ^vision of the purchase:

That the Town of Manchester buy 
the Franklin building—used as a 
High school annex—tee Recreation 
building  ̂and tee heating plant.

In winning the senior division

and injured remains impossible, as 
the Moslem raiders persist in their 
custom of removing the bodies of 
fallen combatants immediately. 
Lack of proper communications be­
tween Jerusalem and outlying com­
munities makes it difficult to esti­
mate the number of Hebrew casual­
ties, but it now appears that the 
Jewish deaths have passed the 100 
mark.

Activities of the Arab raiders 
have not been confined to attacks 
upon Jews, for reports were re­
ceived here today of an assault 
upon a British troop train near 
Jaffa.

This report, coupled with others 
of similar nature which have been 
circulated since the program start­
ed, confirm the opinions of many ob­
servers that the present situation is 
due less to anti-Semitism than it is 
to genuine Arab revolt.

In view of the possibility that 
these recent outbreaks may repre­
sent the first signs of a widespread 
revolt by Arab tribes against Brit­
ish rule, the English authorities are 
taking all possible steps to wipe out 
the insurrection before it grows to 
unmanageable proportions.

Warships on Way
A British flotilla, consisting of 

eight destroyers and three sloops, 
is understood to be on the way here 
from Malta and reinforce three 
cruisers dispatched at an earlier 
date. The hope is expressed in the 
force of armed craft may have the 
effect of reducing the Arab tribes 
to immediate submission.

But indications today were that 
the germ of unrest had been sown, 
and that a long and determined 
series of punitive measures must 
be taken before the disturbance is 
quelled once and for all.

The death list in Jerusalem alone 
now totals 32, while more than 70 
are reported dead at Hebron, where 
the Slobodka Rabbinical college 
was attacked on Saturday, result­
ing in the deaths of 12 American 
students.

Troops Arrive
The spirits of the public in gen­

eral were considerably heightened 
when the first detachment of Brit­
ish troops arrived on the scAne, but 
the recurring outbreaks in outlying 
districts have had the result of re­
ducing the population to a state 
bordering on panic.

It is hoped, however, that arrival 
of the British flotilla will result in 
immediate intimidation of the 
Moslem raiders, and that peace may 
be effected between the two fac­
tions. .

DESTROYING, SAVING
It is so much easier to destroy 

life than to save it that it seems 
odd that most of our monuments 
and memorial wreaths should go to 
the destroyers rather than to the 
savdors. ,

That, however, is the way we do 
things. Some day, perhaps, we 
shall have a better sense of values. 
Meanwhile—

The latter part of the I8th cen­
tury and the first part of the 19th 
saw about as much wholesale de­
struction as has ever been crowded 
into a similar period of history. The 
men who led in that destruction be­
came famous. Nelson, Napoleon, 
Wellington—scores of books have 
been written about them, scores of 
statues have been erected to them. 
Every school boy knows who they 
w’ere and what they did.

It happens thav there was an 
Englishman living in those days 
■who managed to save more lives 
than the combined efforts of Well­
ington, Nelson, Napoleon and the 
rest destroyed. He has been dead 
a century but he is still saving 
lives, and he will continue to do so 
for centuries to come. j

His name was Edward Jenner. Is 
'that name familiar to you? Prob­
ably not; most history books dis­
miss him with a paragraph. But 
the name is far niore worth know­
ing than the names of the fighting 
men mentioned above.

Jenner, bom in 1749, was the son 
of a country clergyman. He grew 
up in a day when smallpox was the 
most dreaded disease known. One 
out of every four people in Europe 

j  — îed of small-
figuring scars

this plan by one citizen on the score 
of insufficient notice for such an im­
portant contract. How are engi­
neering firms generally to become 
aware of such a big job in time to 
properly look over the ground and 
present estimates, when only ten 
days are permitted to elapse be­
tween advertisement and award? 
This was the burden of his query.

It seems to us that the reply that 
was made to this argu^aent is a poor 
one. It was that the engineering 
firms knew all about the job long 
ago—that they always get such in­
formation through the “grapevine 
system" and the advertising was 
only a matter of form anyhow.

Perhaps there is a good deal of 
truth to what the author of this ex­
planation said. Possibly it is an 
established custom of engineering 

-contractors to have representatives 
hanging around the offices of muni­
cipal engineers, looking over their 
blueprints as a plan grows and 
keeping in close touch with the 
situation so as to be ready to bid 
the moment the job is advertised. 
But if so the practice is absolutely 
all wrong.

The Norwalk case is one in point. 
There were four bids submitted— 
on a million dollar contract. There 
aie probably a hundred engineering 
contractors in the east who are 
qualified to bid on that sewage dis­
posal job. But, if so, ninety-six of 
them did not bid. Those who did 
bid, obviousljr, were the few who 
“knew all about the plans” in ad­
vance.

It is not to be assumed that the 
Norwalk City Council has the re­
motest idea of letting that contract 
at an excessively high price. But 
we very seriously doubt that, if it 
were a private job and to be paid 
for by the members of the coimcll, 
as a firm, they would consider the 
full and adequate advertising of it 
a thing to be neglected.

VVe would almost be willing to 
bet a cookie that if the Norwalk 
Coimcil will advertise the contract 
all over again and allow thirty days 
for the reception of bids they will 
receive several that are consider­
ably lower than any of the four re­
ceived under the curious arrange­
ment adopted—and from fully re­
sponsible concerns.

TOURIST GROWS CAREFUL 
It is a tradition—started by 

whom and when it is impossible to 
find out—that the tourist is the 
most careless, inconsiderate and 
thoughtless of all living mortals.

Happily, however. It begins to 
look as If the tourist is mending his 
ways. A bulletin from Superin­
tendent J. Ross Eakin of Glacier 
National Park, discussing forest 
fires in the national park, says that 
roost fires now are started by natu­
ral causes, such as lightning.

“Carelessness in handling camp­
fires, smoldering cigars, cigarets 
and matches at one time presented 
quite a problem,” he writes, “but in 
the last few years, thanks to the 
co-operation of park visitors, this 
cause has been reduced.”

If the American tourist has 
learned the great lesson about 
taking care with fire hazards, the 
oIq  tradition will have to be revised.

Many years of study and experi­

ment followed—until, in 1800, ' he 
was able to present the results of 
'his researches to the world and get 
the endorsement of 73 prominent 
physicians. During the years that 
ensued Jenner himself vaccinated 
more than 600,000 persons, and 
vaccination became recognized by 
medical men everywhere as the 
great weapon against smallpox.

The battlefields of Europe were 
bloody during these years. Armies 
moved and fought almost without 
ceasing, generals built vast reputa­
tions, the unwieldy ships of Lord 
Nelson sent their broadsides crash­
ing into French, Danish and Span­
ish ships and Napoleon made his 
name a household word. Thousemds 
upon thousands of men were killed.

BOLTON ROAD
Expressions of indignation over 

the condition in which the Bolton 
road has been placed by the pe­
culiar construction methods fol­
lowed there by the State Highway 
Department seem, at casual glance 
at least, to be pretty well justified. 
There appears to have been a rather 
unnecessary degree of indifference 
to public welfare, perhaps for the 
sake of making an easier job for 
the road builders.

So far as we are aware it has not 
been the usual practice of the High 
way Department, in rebuilding 
such important trunk lines as that 
between Manchester and Williman- 
tie, to utterly ignore the comfort 
or safety of motorists by tearing up 
the whole road at once. Where 
there is no practicable detour the 
Department, in many instances at 
least, has made it a practice for 
years to pull the road to pieces for 
only half its width, permitted con­
trolled one-way traffic on the other 
half. But in the Bolton road in­
stance tlie whole highway has been 
converted into a nightmare.

We are aware that'this sort of 
operation is common enough in 
some other states but it has not 
been the rule in Connecticut—and 
it shouldn’t be, if it possibly can be 
avoided.

What makes the situation espec­
ially aggravating is the fact that 
the Department seems to be indulg­
ing in a joke by calling the road 
oi>en to traffic and by failing to 
mark out, as It might have done, a 
very Inconvenient but at least not 
extra-hazardous detour, througb 
Foster and Finlay streets. The lat­
ter is a coxmtry road and a narrow 
one but better than the succession 
of shellholes which now goes by the 
name of Bolton Road, though no

FACTORY CANNED GOODS.

WeU, I’m sitting in a hotel 
room on a very hot day, looking 
down upon a triangular park and 
streets hedged in trees.

Next to canned milk, the various 
forms of canned tomatoes are next 
m unporiance. The main reasons 
tomatoes are canned in such large 
numbers is that they grow abun­
dantly, they are easy to pack, and 
easy to sterilize on account ot their 
acid content. They also may be used 
to prepare a great many dishes, 
such as soups and stews, served 
plain, or as a sauce, used in salads 
and for catsups. They are i.he 
cheapest vegetables in cans, and 
hnve been found to have a great 
deal of value because of their vita­
min content.

Tomatoes sometimes have a bad 
reputation with dyspeptics because 
of the fact that they are used in 
wrong combinations with otner 
foods, principally with starches. Be­
cause of their large amount ot acid, 
they do not combine well at any 
time with starchy foods, but may oe 
used freely with protein meals or 
taken by themselves as any other 
acid fruit, for they are really an 
acid fruit growing on a vine o r ;

Washington.—“Work for tl
Indians!” is the keynote of tl 
program which Secretary ot tl 
Interior Ray Lymfin WUbur 
working out for the rehabUitatlon 
of the 350,000 red men on the gov 
emment s 200 reservations.

“We want to get them away from 
the reservations,” Wilbur says 
“Reservations are the worst kind 
ot places for them and they ought 
to have a chance to share in Amer­
ican prosperity.”

The next session of Congress 
probably will receive requests from 
the Indian bureau tor authorization 
and appropriations for an Indian 
employment agency, which will be 
the foremost item in plans now 
under formulation by Wilbur and 
Indian Commissioner Charles J 
Rhoads.

He Hasn’t  Much Chance.
Wilbur and Rhoads are going on 

the theory that the 'Indian's lacK 
of opportunity for productive effort 
is largely responsible tor his many 
troubkes. Health conditions on tne 
reservations, which have long been 
a public scandal, are now traced co 
under-nourishment brought about 
Dy the Indian’s inabUity to feed 
himself.

Baby death rates and tubercu­
losis death, rates have been four 
or five times as nigh among tne 
Indians as among white popula­
tions, and trachoma has tor years 
been a racial scourge.

The custom has been to attribute 
this co the non-resistance ot the 
aborigmes to white men’s diseases. 
Congressional com m ittees nave 
gone to the reservations to investi­
gate, seen the terrible condiitons 
tor themselves and returned to yell 
for more doctors, nurses and hos­
pitals.

But Wilbur believes he has got­
ten to the root o f the trouble when 
he cites under-nournishment as the 
great evil of the Indians.

The Institute for Government Re­
search, after its exhaustive study, 
reported that 90 per cent, ot the 
reservation Indians were under­
nourished.

Wilbur s -ys they have lacked 
food because they have lacked jobs. 
On the reservations they are iso­
lated and absolutely idle, with no 
chance to earn any money. So tney 
sit and starve and die. Meanwhile, 
the southwestern country calls for 
labor and half a million Mexicans 
have been imported for work in 
the last 10 years. The theory is 
that, with the reservations so near­
by, tens of thousands of these jobs 
could have been taken over by In­
dians. The Indians are regarded 
as good workers, clever with hands, 
tools and machines.

The interior secretary’s theory, 
of course, is a frightful commen­
tary on the intelligence and com­
petence of previous administrators 
of Indian affairs. / It is k tacit ad­
mission that the third-rate pol­
iticians who have landed interior 
Department and Indian bureau jobs 
in the past have let their situation 
go from bad to worse while the 
Indians suffered and died.

The government disclaims re­
sponsibility for feeding its Indian 
wards. It has been many years 
since they were rationed. Reserva­
tion superintendents are still sup­
posed to ration destitute and de­
crepit men and women, but that 
hasn’t affected the general condi' 
tion of under-nourishmenL 

William Atherton Du Puy of the 
Interior Department, a lifelong 
student ot the Indians, tells your 
correspondent of an instance where 
the “Work for Indians” theory has 
already demonstrated its success. 
He was out on the Sacatpn agency 
in Arizona recently talking to Hugh 
Patton, a full-blooded Pima Indian 
who keeps a store there.

I shouldn’t ask him too many 
ouestlons the first few days;

One of the most dangerous gases 
to the public today is caxbon 
monoxide. It is the chief constit­
uent of illuminating gas and also 
the dangerous constituent of auto­
mobile exhaust gas.

Illuminating gas in the United 
States contains from six to 30 per 
cent of carbon monoxide. When gas 
is mixed with air before being 
burned, it shows a blue flame. Prac­
tically all of the gas that is not 
burned up produces carbon mon­
oxide. If the blue fiame is brought 
too close to a cooking utensil that 
is cold, carbon monoxide may es­
cape combustion. This happens 
when a burner is lit improperly or 
snaps back and bums at the base.

The gas from a blast furnace 
contains from 24 to 30 per cent of 
carbon monoxide. ' The smoke from 
a coal fire contains various amounts 
of carbon monoxide, depending on 
how free the drsift may be. The 
more the combustion of the gas is 
Interfered with, the higher is the 
percentage of carbon monoxide.

Thus the flue gas from boilers 
and household heaters sometimes 
causes poisoning through leaks in 
the heating apparatus. The gas 
from bathroom burners and from 
coke-buming heaters contains con­
siderable quantities of carbon mon­
oxide and when these are Used 
without a flue, poisoning frequently 
results.

The exhaust gas from internal 
combustion engines contains carbon 
monoxide in amounts from one to 
seven per cent or even higher. An 
automobile may produce 28 quarts 
of carbon monoxide per minute per 
20 horsepower. 'This is enough to 
cause the air in a single-car garage 
to become deadly within five min­
utes after the engine is running 
when the garage doors are closed. 
As has been er^plained in previous 
articles in this series, a man breath­
ing in air with this amoimt of car­
bon monoxide wiil fall unconscious 
before he knows that anything is 
wrong.

In most streets when the traffic 
is congested, the amount of carbon 
monoxide may be as much as 100 
part per million of air. This is 
enough to cause a slight headache 
after long exposure.

When the carbon monoxide gets 
into the blood it combines with the 
red coloring matter and in this way 
excludes oxygen. It takes a long 
time to get the carbon monoxide 
out of the body. The way to treat 
a person who has been overcome 
with carbon monoxide is to hasten 
its elimination by letting him in­
hale oxygen with 5 per cent carbon 
dioxide.

If two workers are exposed for 
a long time to carbon monoxide 
gas and one is treated by inhala­
tions of oxygen with 5 per cent of 
carbon ̂ dioxide, and the other mere­
ly by breathing spontaneously in 
the open air, the former will be 
able to go back to work .within a 
half hour or so and feel as well as 
he did before he was gassed, where­
as t}ie latter may be sick for a con­
siderable period of time, sometimes 
for days and weeks. For this rea­
son, it is customary in plants where 
such agphyxiations may occur to 
have available inhalators and tanks 
of oxygen ai?d carbon dioxide so 
that the treatment may be given 
promptly.

The Battle of Long Island took 
place on Aug. 27, 1776, be­
tween American troops conunand- 
ed by General Washing^ton and 
British soldiers under General

Washington had fortified Brook­
lyn Heights and stationed a large 
portion of his small force on the 
hills in front of that position. The 
night of Aug. 27, Howe attacked 
the outlying body of Ainericans, 
captured a mounted patrol, thrust 
his detachment between the two 
American forces and captured 
nearly the whole of one unit. 
Howe stopped his soldiers in front 
of the heights.

Almost miraculously, Washing­
ton rescued the garrison and 
transported it across the East 
river to Manhatten Island. ’Then 
came delay after delay, but time 
didn’t strengthen Washington’s 
position.

Notwithstanding some brilliant 
strokes, the Americans were 
driven from Manhattan Island 
and the mainland north of it. 
With the main body, Washington 
retreated slowly across the Jer­
seys and finally into Pennsylyania.

The most serious disaster of 
this moyement was the loss of 
Forth Washington at the end of 
Manhattan Island and its muni­
tions of war.
