All residents of the Canal 
Zone are being vaccinated imder 
orders of health authorities.

115-Cases Reported
While no Americans have con­

tracted the disease as yet, accord­
ing to dispatches today from Bal­
boa, there are 115 smallpox cases 
recorded in Panama and two cases 
in the Canal Zone.

Col. Lindbergh and his wife will 
take off from Roosevelt Field to­
morrow for Miami. They will leave 
on September 20th from Miami on 
a 21-day flight around the Carib­
bean in a reverse direction to that 
taken by the colonel in his good­
will tour of South America almost 
two years ago.

The flight will inaugurate air 

mail service from the United States 
to Dutch Guiana. Mail will also be 
carried over the present Pan-Amer­
ican Airways line to San Juan, 
Porto Rico.

One Dead, 80 Hurt When 30

Newburgh, N. Y., Sept. 17.—Im­
prisoned sewer gas in a 70-year-old 
brick sewer caused by the backing 
up of water from the Hudson river 
was held responsible today for the 
disastrous series of street explosions, 
here which resulted in the death of 
one man, injury to eighty persons, 
and tremendous property damage.

Unusually high tide in the river, 
investigators declared, caused the 
water to back up in the ancient 
sewer. A rapid series ol five ex­
plosions followed, showering crowd­
ed streets with splintered glass and 
loosened brick and plaster, and com­
pletely demolishing an entire block 
of buildings.

One Man Killed
The dead man is William S. Green, 

stationer, whose store bore the 
brimt of the blasts. Green was hurl­
ed from his store across the side­
walk to an automobile at the curb, 
where he was picked up later with 
a shattered jaw, fractured skull and 
internal injuries. He died Isist night 
In a local hospital.

Two other persofls are in a seri­
ous condition.

Total damage is estimated at 
more than $150,000. Thirty stores 
on both sides of Water street, one 
of the principal business streets of 
the town, were destroyed or badly 
damaged. For hours police, firemen 
and National Guardsmen worked to 
aid the injured and dig in the 
wreckage to extricate victima.

No Great Difference Exists 
Between U. S. and Britain 
On Naval Cot Bnt OtEer 
Powers May Not Be Sat­
isfied— Great Rivalry Be­
tween France and Italy as 
to Number of Warships.

Washington, Sept 17.—The sole 
remaining difference between Great 
Britain and the United States in 
their naval negoUatlona—involving 
whether the American Navy is to 
have 18 or 21 cruisers mounting 8̂  
inch guns—probably will not ijs 
settled outside the five-power con­
ference to be held in January.

Settlement of this point it was 
explained today, is dependent upon 
what the other powers, Japan, 
France and Italy, demand In the 
way of cruiser ratios.

A lrea^  there have been warnings 
from Paris, Tokio and Rome that 
the smaller powers are not going to 
be content ^ th  the ratios assigned 
to them at Washington eight years 
ago. ’Those ratios were 3 for Japan - 
and 1.6 each for Frwee and Italy, 
as compared to 5 each for Great 
Britain and United States.

No Great Difference.
In any event, it was emphasized 

here today that the difference be­
tween Great Britain and the United 
States will not be permitted to 
jeopardize the success of the con­
ference. The real danger to the 
conference does not lie in Brltlsh- 
American differences, but in the 
willingness or unwillingness of 
Japan, France and Italy to '̂go 
along”  in the program of auxiliary 
ship limitation.

Great Britain’s naval policy has 
traditionally been predicted upon 
what a possible combination of 
powers might send against her, and 
if France and Italy insist upon 
maintaining a force of cruisers, 
submarines and destroyera which la 
raiUeaUy out of proporUoii to their 
capital ship ratio, then the whole 
structure of the British-American 
agreement falls to the groimd.

Premier Ramsay MacDonald 
made this clear in his survey of the 
situation in London yesterday, and it 
foimd an echoing response in Wash­
ington today. Everything, it was 
reiterated, depends upon the atti­
tude of Japan, France and Itady.

MacDonald’s Figures.
MacDonald’s figiures, which are 

substantially those hitherto re­
ported from Washington, furnish 
additional evidence that President 
Hoover’s hope of actually reducing 
armament must be realized, if at all, 
in classes of ships other than 
cruisers.

Instead of obtaining cruiser re­
duction, there has been attained 
rather cruiser stability, with the 
British and American fleets stabil­
ized at 340,000 tons for the British, 
as against either 300,000 or 815,000 
tons for the American, depending 
upon a final adjustment. The Brit­
ish tonnage superiority is to be off­
set by American superiority in the 
big-gunned class of cruisers.

The greatest tonnage cut prdlJ- 
ably will be in the destroyer class. 
The destroyer fleets are to be stabil­
ized at from 125,000 to 150^06 
tons. This vrill involve the everltaal 
■unking of more 'than 150,000 tons 
of American destroyers andr a 
somewhat smaller amount for the 
British. Most of these, howev^, 
were war-built, are now out of cpifl- 
mission, and woifid soon be ready for 
the scrap-heap 'anyway.

A NEW “SPOKESMAN”
London, Sept. 17.—The ever-groW- 

ing influence of American methods 
upon European statesmanship;
8iWfle(| today with the first 
pearance of the “Downing street 
spokesman”—British counterpart 
the mythical, anonymous, voluble 
individual known the world over as 
spokesman of the White House. .

The British government chose an 
expose of the disarmament nego­
tiations carried on between Great 
Britain and the United States for 
the “spokesman’s” debut.

Naugatuck Man Working on 
Safety Machine for Quan­
tity Production.

Connecticut, wtiich already oc 
cupies a very important position in 
the production ot airplanes and air 
plane motors, is likely to become 
still more a leader in the aviation 
industry if the plans ot iiidmund ii. 
Cairns ot Naugatuck materialize. 
Mr. Cairns, who has the distinction 
of being responsible for the first all- 
steel plane used by the United 
{States Navy, is developing a type 

.^of machine altogether different from 
anything so far produced and whicn 
he expects to be able to market m 
very large numbers at a very low 
price.

Ever since the burst of popular 
enthusiasm for flying, perhaps three 
or four years ago, many people had 
been talKing ot flivver pianes—low 
price machines for private use. Not 
a few firms in the United States 
have studied the question ot the 
cheap, handy airplanes.

Mr. Cairns has been working very 
quietly, but methodicaly and pa­
tiently on his new invention that he 
hopes will tend to revolutionize 
‘‘community flying ' and bring it 
somewhere to the level, figurauveJy 
speaking, of the automobile, which 
every one concedes has passed the 
stage of being termed a luxury and 
which is now part of a man's 
scheme of living, just as much as is 
his cook stove.

Mr. Caims has not sought pub­
licity. Beyond a bare announcement 
that he had come to live in Nauga­
tuck—that wais early in the spring 
of the year—and that he was ex­
perimenting in light airplane con­
struction, nothing was heard much 
about him.

A peep into Mr. Cairns’ well fiUed 
office desk reveals the fact that it 
is Mr. Cairns’ plan to produce air­
planes by the quantity production 
system. At present tney are prac­
tically hand made, with skilled la­
bor at that. Mr. Cairns believes 
that, making planes by standard 
machinery will materially reduce 
the cost, which is prohibitive for 
the average purse today, and so 
place flying in the hands of every­
one,

A  model of his proposed “fUvver" 
plane shows that the machine ex­
cept the wheels and motor is a new 
development, for which he has sev­
eral hundred patents. The plane is 
constructed entirely of metal. That 
is not new of course. The difference 
between Mr. Cairns’ ship and others 

I of the all-metal type is thpt his calls 
for construction on an entirely dif­
ferent principle. There is no intern­
al frameworK in Mr. Cairns’ fuse­
lage. Ao egg-shell aptly illustrates 

; the idea, as regards shape.
The fuselage is in three pieces 

which when welded together pro­
vide a body where no internal 
frame work is necessary. The ad­
vantage seems to be obvious enough. 
The welding process is all that is re­
quired and the structure has the 
strength and resistability ot an egg. 
Moreover the fuselage is fire-proof 
and comes to a near point in front 
and encloses the motor, a four in 
line air-cooled power plant. In case 

^of accident there are no internui 
braces and framework to dislodge 
and injure pilot and passengers.

The plane is a low-wing monoco- 
que, the wings being below the 
fuselage instead of over it. The wing 
contour is also of Mr. Cairns’ de­
sign. They are claimed by him to 
have an unusual lifting power, ’i'he 
fitting of the wings requires no spe­
cial skill.

The, control system is of an en­
tirely new design, consisting of push 
and torque rods with no cables in 
any part of the machine to fray or 
jam at the wrong moment. There 
are no conrtol wire outside the 
ship while braces and struts are 
conspicuous by their absence. Even 
the landing wheels are strutless 

Common As Autos.
“My idea behind the whole plan is 

to construct a plane with a mini 
mum of parts requiring a minimum 
of time to assemble,” says Mr. 
Caims. “ These planes could be 
turned out with a much reduced 
staff of mechanics and with much 
smaller percentage of skilled labor. 
Tapered tubes is another feature, 
am convinced that the nose of a 
plane should be fairly sharp and by 
enclosing the motor in the fuselage 
the whole thing is streamlined. With 
an 85 horse power engine i  am con­
fident that such a plane will be able 
to travel over 200 miles an hour . . .  
or fast enough for the ordinary 
commuter-flier!”

Mr. Caims says that the plane 
will weigh only about 1,000 pounds 
and hopes that when the time comes 
for constructing these wuoUy Con­
necticut made machines, they will 
be ready for the public at a cost of 
less than a dollar a poimd.

Mr. Cairns owns the company and 
the patents. The former is a sjmdi- 
cate at present and will remain so 
for quite a while, he says. There is 
no thought of producing as yet. A 
long period of exhaustive testing 
and experimenting will follow the 
building of the first plane. “But one 
day,” he says, “ look to see planes 
In the air as common as automobiles 
on the highways.”

The statement contained one note 
of warning—to the effect that even 
if agreement on these three cruisers 
is reached, it must not be under­
stood that the matter ends there.

The agreement reached between 
President Hoover and Premier Mac­
Donald will have to be submitted to

British Parliament for ratification, 
and even then it will be Just a “pre­
liminary.”

For its ultimate success depends 
upon the co-operation given it by 
the other naval powers of the world 
at the five-power conference to be 
held in London probably in January 
of next year. Premier MacDonald 
insists that whatever Is decided be­
tween Britain and the United 
States must be communicated to 
and considered by the other powers, 
France, Italy and Japan.

The spokesman declared it his be­
lief that parity might be achieved 
between Britain and America if the 
Uflited States were satisfied with 
18 eight-inch and 15 slx-lnch cruis­
ers, but that America was insisting 
upon 21 eight-inchers.

Hope for Compromise.
Hope was expressed that copa- 

promise. might be reached through 
the use of the 30,000 tons a;yotted 
for tbe additional three cruisers in 
some other manner.

The agreement, in a nutshell, now 
provides that by 1936, British 
cruiser strength should be fifteen 
vessels equipped with 8-inch guns, 
with a total tonnage of 146,800, and 
35 with 6-inch guns having a total 
toimage of 192,200.

In addition to outlining the dis­
armament negotiations, the spokes­
man revealed that Premier Mac­
Donald will arrive in the United 
States on October 4 for his confer­
ence with President Hoover, prob­
ably proceeding direct to Washing­
ton. He will remain in the capital 
for several days, visit his doctor 
and friends in Washington, look in 
on Buffalo and Niagara Falls and 
spend some little time in Canada, 
sailing for home on October 25 from 
Montreal. .

British officials are optimistic 
that neither France nor Italy will 
try to wreck the proposed five power 
conference. This supposition is 
based upon the fact that world 
opinion would be against any such 
move.

It was reiterated in authoritative 
circles that an Anglo-American 
agreement is absolutely conditional 
upon the success of a conference of 
the five big naval powers.

It was pointed out that, if any 
difficulty is encountered between 
France and Italy. Great Britain will 
have to modify her program to deal 
with it, irrespective of any agree­
ment that may have been reached 
between London and Washington.

Passenger rates on air lines will 
never become as cheap as rail 
rates, according to Miss Earhardt. 
Operating costs will become lower 
with the use of larger plsmes — 
mighty air liners carrying from 30 
to 75 passengers.

“The public will hkve to be sold 
on the idea that it is worth twice hs 
much when you go three times as 
fast.” he explained.

By 
Januaiy 1, before which time manu­
facture Is expected to begin, Doran 
estimated that the liquor stock 
would be 8,440,555 gallons, which at 
the normal rate of consumption 
would be sufficient for four years.

The withdrawal of whiskey for 
medicinal purposes has been about 
1,600,000 gallons annually in recent 
years and according to Information 
from the trade and professions, the 
rate will not change materially In 
the next four years.

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t W A R  ON NOISE 
^ Apparently very much in earn­
e s t  a  group o f New  Yorkers who 
jpay  turn out to be the merest nu* 
blfus o f a  myriad o f supporters, 
have instituted a drive against the 
ever increasing and maddening vol­
ume o f unnecessary noise. They 
h ive  appealed to the health au­
thorities for actioh espedaUy 
against the radio loud speaker and 
In that quarter their protests have 
met with sympathetic response. I t  
aeems to be actually probable that 
h dtjfvwlde and state-wide flght 
wUl be put up by millions of over­
wrought and nerve-racked people 
against the worst single nuisance of 
cur civilization.

The health authorities permit It 
to be known that among the tbou- 
aands o f indi||dual com plaint an- 
nusUy registered with their de­
partment, against cases of intoler­
able noise making, the radio is the 
offending agency in toree-quarters 
o f the cases, all others combined 
making up but 26 per cent.

In New York the only rivals of 
the radio worth mentioning are the 
noctural musical student, the rivet­
er, the steam shovel and the early 
morning milk dispenser and ash 
collector. The everlasting noise of 
automobiles and trucks, the thun­
der of elevated trains and the never 
ending shrieking of shipping whis­
tles on the rivers New Yorkers 
seem to regard as unescapable and 
seldom make open protest against 
them.

We sincerely hope that the New 
York campaign for less noise will 
amount .to something. I f  New York 
people can get some relief there 
will be hope for the rest of the 
country. W e too, in Manchester, 
and in a thousand other towns, 
have what the New York kickers 
describe as “ radio rowdies, thugs 
and fiends." And a sick person tn 
Manchester, or a weary, worn out 
cne, suffers no less keenly from his 
neighbor’s everlastingly Matting 
radio loud speaker than does the 
city apartment house dwellpr.

Besides, we have another curse 
here that the city dweller seldom 
experiences— the barking dog who 
makes night hideous and breeds 
murder in the souls of otherwise 
amiable and friendly people. I f  
Connecticut ever does arrive at the 
point of progress where she wlU 
rr.ake the creation of horrid noises 
an offense at law. It is ardently to 
Ite hoped that she will make it  a 
jail offense to allow a dog to bark 
all night.

NEED A  GUARDIAN 
No better evidence o f the habit­

ual heedlessness of many automo­
bile drivers could be provided than 
the action of numerous motorists 
with relation to the one-way traffic 
control at the North End conM- 
quent on the repaving of Main< 
street Yesterday the work had 
reached a point where a traffic sta­
tion was established within a few 
rods of the New Haven railroad 
crossing. And as soon as the traffic 
lane from the railroad tracks to 
the point o f detention had filled up 
with automobiles in almost every 
instance the next comer stopped 
his car directly on .the railroad 
tracks and calmly stood there, 
waiting his turn to proceed—or for 
a train to come along and annibl 
late him, as the case might Just 
happen to be. In a few instances 
the driver didn’t drive fully on the 
tracks, but proceeded just far 
enough to make it impossible for 
the gates to be lowered.

I t  is a good bet that had any of 
these vehicles been demolished by 
a locomotive a fine uproar would 
have been raised against th® rail­
road company; with as little jus­
tice as can be imagined.

Obviously, if  traffic Is to be held 
up in that neighborhood any more, 
whoever is responsible for the safe­
ty of human life in connection with 
the paving job will have to put a 
guard on duty f6r the express pur- 

Vjpose of keeping motorists off the 
rattroad tracks, for it is perfectly 
clear that common-sense precau­
tion is not to be expected of the 
drivers themselves save in excep­
tional Instances.

TH E A L K A U N E  VALU E OF
DRIED VEGETABLES

A  FRESH TOPIC
With the Austen 75-inch automo­

bile getting into production and the 
sensational $200 60-inch Dart al­
ready in operation, in model form, 
on the streets of New York, it 
looks as though the American peo­
ple were to get an excellent break 
in the matter of a' subject for argu­
mentation, just at the time when 
the baseball season is in its last 
g^sp and in a year when there is 
no large politics to quarrel over.

Owing to the obvious desirability 
ot both room and weight in an 
automobile intended for long dis­
tance travel It would seem unlike­
ly that the midget cars will become 
serious competitors with standard 
types among people who use thetr 
automobiles extensively for pleas­
ure. But th ere ' Is a wonderful 
amount of room for discussion 
whether, for rimabout purposes and 
merely getting to the job and homo 
again, these little pee-wee ma­
chines may not have, in principle 
at least, a tremendous advantage 
over their bigger sisters.

READY-M ADE TALE
Every once in the while a J5rst 

class short story writes Itself. AJl 
that is needed is a trifie of expert 
editing, principally in the line of 
supplied dialogue.

The other day a dory fisherman 
working off a Massachusetts 
schooner turned up missing, lost in 
a heavy fog. His ship had a full 
fare of cod and haddock, but her 
skipper was a human soul, so be 
spent two long days and nights 
cruising over the fishing banks, 
seeking the stray.

Anybody who couldn’t make a 
darned good short story out o f that 
—provided he knows the difference 
between a fishing schooner and a 
Mack truck—^will never be a story 
writer i f  he tries a thousand years.

One of the difficulties every doc 
tor encounters in his practice is to 
teach his patients to eat enough 
o f the non-starchy vegetables. Many 
people, especially children, have dif­
ficulty in learning to like some of 
the most valuable of the health- 
building vegetables and prefer to 
live principally on hn acid-forming 
diet of bread, cereals and sugar. As 
the little girl once said to her moth­
er, .“Mother, why don’t God make 
spinach and carrots taste like ice 
cream?”

Almost any food may come on the 
disliked list o f some people, includ­
ing' sUch wholesome vegetables as 
carrots, parsnips, spinach, tomatoes, 
or some other perfectly wholesome 
food. One can usually overcome a 
dislike for vegetables by mixing a 
smiall quantity of the disliked food 
with a large amount of the liked 
food. This can sometimes be done 
unknown to the persons affected, 
and in this way the dislike will 
gradually be overcome.

Many people do not acquire the 
strong robust hesdth to which they 
are entitled simply because they do 
not eat enough of the alkaline-form­
ing vegetables This leads to acid­
osis, indigestion, poor teeth, dull 
complexion and  ̂a lowered vitality. 
Often an immediate improvement 
in health and personal appearance 
results when a large quantity o f 
these vegetables are Included in the 
diet. '

For years scientists have sought 
to perfect dehydration, that is, the 
extraction of water from the fresh 
vegetables and fruits so that the 
food value may remain unimpared 
The war gave a. tremendous im­
petus to the science of dehydrating 
foods. Because there was a shortage 
of containers and transportation 
room, it became necessary to find 
some way of reducing the bulk and 
weight of food by drying out the 
water. This led to the modem per­
fected system of drying without 
the exposure to heat.

Chemical tests made by the Uni­
versity of C i^ om ia , at Berkeley, 
found that water extracted from de­
hydrated vegetables is colorless, 
odorless and tasteless, showing that 
nothing is extracted from the vege­
tables except water. With the new 
method it was also possible to re­
tain the elusive vitamin C which 
had hitherto been destroyed by dry­
ing because of oxidation. W ith the' 
new process, the full mineral salt 
content is unaltered, ,and vitamin 
content undestroyed.

The clever idea then occured to 
certain manufactures of mixing a 
powder or flour o f the dried most 
alkaline-forming vegetables to be 
added to various other foods. The 
flour usually produced by these 
companies consists of spinach, car­
rots, lettuce, tomatoes, celery and 
similar vegetables with spinach and 
carrots usually predominating. Re­
ducing these vegetables to a fine 
flour makes it possible for their 
complete distribution throughout 
the food in which they are incorpor­
ated so that they can be mixed with 
many different products, such as 
biscuits, bread, macaroni and Ice 
cream. It  seems that this new pro­
cess will actually assist in accom­
plishing what tho litOe girl desired, 
by making it possible for vegetables 
to taste like ice cream.

Then Blease Got Busy.

Returning from an inspection of 
t h f  Mwater Kent factory in Phi^-

The trip made by Mr. Caldwell 
was sponsored by the New Haven 
Electric Company and included a 
visit to Atlantic City.

Caldwell, and are the latest word in 
modem, improved industrial archi­
tecture. Both buildings are sky­
lighted and designed to give the 
jiiaStimum amqunt of natural light.

A guide explained the various 
operations, showed how they punch­
ed out the bases, wound the coils, 
assembled the condensers, baked the 
coils, polished the screws, sprayed 
the cabinets, finished the cabinets 
by hand* tested the dials and tested 
the loud speakers in sound-proof
rooms.  ̂ ^

The party walked through huge 
departments where giant machines 
were grinding out thousands of in­
dustrial parts every hour. Gigantic 
tubs and vats, great pitch baths and 
shining, whirring motors, were 
everywhere.

Twelve thousand receiving sets 
and loud speakers a day are turned 
out in this mammoth factory. Each 
set has to pass 752 tests before it 
receives the final O. K. The last test 
is a comparison with a master set, 
and unless the set being tested is 
just as good as the “master it is 
summarily rejected.

Portland, Me., Sept. 17.—State 
and city fire officials today launch­
ed an investigation into the cause of 
a film of oil on the waterg of the 
harbor which was believed responsi­
ble for the half millidn dollar fire 
which swept the waterfront during 
the night.

A spark from a hoisting engine, 
according to fire ' department offi­
cials, ignited the oil film and the oil- 
fed flames swept shoreward.

Thirteen persons, eleven of them 
firemen, were overcome by sulphur 
fumes.

The four-masted schooner Eliza­
beth Bandi was damaged and 38 
negro seamen aboard the collier 
Plymouth were trapped when the 
latter craft caught fire. Some of the 
crew jumped but a majority were 
prevented from mutiny by hose noz­
zles held by officers. The collier 
swung far out into the harbor. For 
a time it was feared that there had 
been a loss of life, but a late check 
up showed all aboard safe.

The combined efforts of seven fire 
departments, some of which came 
thirty miles, were required, to place 
the fire under control.

Police were called on to handle

Others, who are not rabidly on 
either side of the debate, admit that 
they can’t pass judgment on it and 

'only wish that a Battalino-Kaplan 
featherweight scrap were possible.

By the way, Kaplan is a gpreat 
admirer of Battalino’s. “A  great 
little fighter,” says Louis of the 
boy whose fellow townsman he now 
is.

With the coming of cooler 
weather, cooking takes on new in­
terest and many diphes that have 
been forgotten and unwanted dur­
ing the hot months become desira­
ble. Salad accompamments are 
just such a concoction.

When the salad formed the 
main part of many meals, bread 
and butter or rolls were naturally 
served with it to bring the meal 
into proper balance, but now that 
the salad visually appears as a sep­
arate course, some sort of acces­
sory is needed.

There are innumerable crackers 
on the market that can be used as 
they come from the toaster or 
sprinkled w ith, cheese. Every 
housekeeper will find it  worth 
her wMle to learn th^ different 
brands and use them as they suit 
her needs and pocketbook^ There 
are many times when a busy 
housekeeper has few extra min­
utes to spend in the preparation 
of elaborate salad accompani­
ments.

Toasted cheese crackers can be 
prepared ready for toasting ^be- 
fore the meal is- served. 'While 
the table is being cleared for the 
salad, the crackers can be toasted 
in a very hot oven or under the 
broiling flame. Work four table­
spoons of grated cheese and two 
tablespoons butter into a smooth 
paste ana spread small, square, 
unsweetened crackers with the 
mixture. The cheese melts as the 
crackers crispen.

Cheese cups require time and 
work in their preparation but are 
decidedly worth while for “com­
pany” occasions.

Cheese bzills are delicate and 
appetizing.

Any salad not Including cheese 
in its make-up gains much by the 
addition of a cheese accompani­
ment.

Cheese Balls
WMtes 2 eggs, 1-4 teaspoon salt, 

1-4 teaspoon paprika, 1 tkblespoon 
flour, 1 cup cheese, fine cracker 
crumbs.

Beat-wMtes of eggs until stiff 
and dry. Add Cheese, salt, paprika 
and flour. Form, into -tiny bsdls 
about the si2e of English walnuts 
and fry in deep hot fat.

More than one cup of cheese^ may 
be needed to make the mixture jstiff 
enough to shape. These balls should 
be served hot.'; Reheat in oven be­
fore aerving.'

PROPER CARE FOR
CHILD’S TEETH IS OF

VITAL IMPORTANCE.

BY DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN.

When school opens in the fall the 

cMld begins a new year of applica' 
tion to the acquirement of know 
ledge. Some cMldren will enter on 
their work with bodies that are 
physically fit, and with minds free 
from the distraction of attention 
caused by weakness of vision, diffi­
culty of hearing, or aching teetli.

The great campaign that has 
been carried on during the last ten 
years for the prevention of decay in 
teeth has already worked marvel 
ous results. Many mothers know 
the importance of a good diet for 
the growth of teeth and for their 
proper maintenance. The diet must 
have plenty of bone building sub­
stances such as calcium and phos- 
phoriis, it must have sufficient 
amounts of vitamin A and D par­
ticularly, and it must have pro­

teins, carbohydrates and fats in 
due proportions.

Moreover, prospective mothers are 
being taught everywhere that they 
must eat the proper foods or the 
babies when bom will not have the 
proper materials in their bodies for 
developing sound teeth. The mother, 
too, must have vitamin D when she 
is nursing the infant and also dur­
ing the time previous to its birth.

Of course the only way to find 
out the condition of the cMld’s 
teeth is to take it to a competent 
dentist who will make an inspection 
as to the cavities that are present, 
the position of the teeth in the 
cMld’s mouth, the cleanliness of the 
teeth, and all of the other factors 
that are associated with dental de­
cay. Nature does not repair cavities 
in teeth when they are present and 
the dentist must clean out the cav­
ity, removing the d'iad and broken 
down portions, removing debris a^d 
bacteria, and filling up the cavity 
with cement or other material.

As Dr. C. N. Johnson emphasizes 
again, the development of the first 
permanent molar tooth between the 
fifth Sind seventh years of life is of 
the greatest importance for the ap-

CONSTITUTION SIGNED.

The convention of delegates 
from 12 of the 13 states in the 
Union signed the Constitution of 
the United States on Sept. 17, 1787.

Rhode Island alone was imrep- 
resented at the convention ses­
sions in Independence Hall, Phila­
delphia, under President Wash­
ington. Four months’ work was 
required to complete the Consti­
tution, with the exception of ’Jie 
amendments, in the form in which 
we have it today.

The delegates’ work was 
promptly approved by Congress 
and a t the close of the. following 
'year- had - beenadop ted  by’ 11 of 
the states and placed in operation 
among them.

The other two states. North 
Carolina and Rhode Island, rati' 
fled the Constitution and entered 
into the American Umon in 1789 
and 1790, respectively.

"The Constitution replaced the 
Articles of Confederation by whicn 
the ill-fated union of the 13 orig­
inal states was held together from 
1779 to 1789. The articles vested 
no real authority in the common 
representatives of the several con*- 
monwealths.
